Agustos donemine denk gelen 119. sayimizda on alt1 arastirma makalesi ve iki
kitap tanitim yazisina yer veriyoruz. Makale akigimnin gittik¢e arttig1 dergimize gos-
terdikleri ilgi dolayisiyla tiim yazarlarimiza tesekkiir ediyoruz. Dergimize gonderi-
len makale sayilarindaki artig nedeniyle degerlendirme siireclerimizdeki zamanla-
mada degisiklige gitmemiz kaginilmaz olmustur. Bunun yaninda folkloredebiyat.org
web sitemizdeki giincellemelerimiz nedeniyle makale takip sistemimizi dergi-park
iizerinden yliriittiiglimiizii de hatirlatmak istiyoruz.

119. saymmiz, bilim cevrelerimizle paylagmanin mutlulugunu yasadigimiz 6z-
giin arastirma ve incelemelerden olusuyor. Ilk makalemizde Faruk Manav, Orhon
Yazitlari’nda gegen kut kavramina, dolayisiyla devlet yoneticisinin ideal kabul edi-
len vasiflarina Bat1 felsefesi ile karsilagtirmali olarak yaklasarak kolektif bellegimi-
zin temellerini irdeliyor.

Aynur Kocak ve Isillay Kara Tekgiil, hilebaz anlati kahramanlarini “Oyunbaz”
olarak nitelendirerek Tiirk¢ede bu yonde bir yeniden adlandirma dnerisinde bulunu-
yorlar.

Kurtulus Kiymet, Sanliurfa Sultantepe’de (Eski Huzirina) bulunan ve Gilga-
mes Mektubu olarak bilinen kurgu mektubu inceleyerek Gilgames Destani ile kar-
silagtirmakta. Sultantepe Gilgames Mektubu’nun Anadolu’da “kurgu krali mektup”
tiiriine ait tek ornek ve Gilgames kisvesi altinda Asur krallik ideolojine karsi bir
elestiri oldugunu ortaya koyuyor.

Erdogan Altinkaynak ve Vedi Askaroglu, folklorun islevlerine elestirel yak-
lagim sergileyerek kuramsal, yontemsel uygulamalarda belirledikleri yeni islevlerin
de dikkate alinmasini 6nermekteler. Kibris konulu ¢aligmasinda Hatice Kayhan,
Fikret Demirag’in siirlerindeki folklorik 6geleri inceleyerek ¢agdas/modern toplum
dokusunu sekillendiren gelenege isaret ediyor. Yasemin Nemlioglu, Tarihsel Kib-
r1s haritalarint degerlendirerek o6zellikle yerlesim adlari {izerinden yonetim-yerlesim
arasinda iliskiler ve Kibris’taki Tiirk varligina dair degerlendirmelerde bulunuyor.
Tiirkan Yesilyurt calismasinda, Osmanlida kadin1 6ne ¢ikaran toplumsal kosullar
ve politikalara deginerek Tiirkiye’de kadinlarin 6zgiirlesmesinin temelinde Cumhu-
riyet ile elde edilen kazanimlarin oldugunu romanlardan hareketle belirtiyor.
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Ebru Senocak ve F. Giil Koc¢soy, Tiirk halk masallarina ekoelestirel bir bakisla
yaklasarak masallarda hayvanlarin 6zneliginin altinin ¢izildigi, insanlarla esit, lider,
aktif ve cogu zaman insanlardan daha zeki ve makul olarak gosterildikleri sonucuna
ulasmaktalar. Duygulanim Ekoelestirisi: Cevre Krizinden Cevrecilik Krizine adli
makalesinde Sezgin Toska, bireyleri cevre sorunlarina dahil etmek i¢in hikaye anla-
tim1 yoluyla olumlu duygular ve duygulanimlar kullanmanin ve topluluk duygusunu
gelistirmenin 6nemini tartigmakta.

Tugba Celik Korat, Roald Dahl’in Charlie ve Cikolata Fabrikasi romanin-
da tiiketim toplumunun yarattigi bagimliliklar, etik sorunlar ve tiikketim toplumu-
nu yonlendiren kapitalist sermaye tizerine ekolojik analizlerde bulunuyor, romanin
titkketim toplumunun degerlerini elestirmek bir yana, bu toplumun yarattig1 toplumsal
bagimliliklar1 ve zayifliklar1 yeniden iirettigini ortaya koyuyor. Yilmaz Kaval, Psi-
kanalitik halkbilimi kurami baglaminda inceledigi Nardaniye Hanim masalinda
iivey annenin kisilik bozuklugu olan narsisistik karakter yapisini analiz ediyor. Tiirk
masallarinda iivey anne karakterinin yer aldig: biitiin masallarda {ivey anne kotiili-
giinlin altinda narsisistik kisilik bozuklugu oriintiilerinin yer aldigini ileri siiriiyor.

Gokhan Tun¢ ve Ozge Gamsiz Tung, psikomitoloji cercevesinde Halit Ziya
Usakligil’in Mai ve Siyah romanini inceleyerek romanin bas kisisinin metaforik
oliimiiniin Ikaros kompleksiyle ortiistiigii, derin yapida Ikaros kompleksiyle psiko-
mitolojik agidan bir iligki bulundugu sonucuna ulagmaktalar. Elmira Memmedo-
va-Kekeg, Sergiusz Szymon Rudkowski ve eserleri baglaminda Karay Tiirk siirine
etnopoetik bakis sunuyor.

Hakan Giiltekin, Nadia Fall’un Home adli Eserinde Giivencesizlik, Umut ve
Umutsuzluk adl1 calismasinda, Guy Standing’in prekarya kavramini kullanarak ka-
rakterlerin siifsal konumlarimi ve trajik yasam deneyimlerini degerlendirmekte.

Halil Cetin, Kazak Tiirklerinin diigiin geleneginde gozlemlenen “jar- jar, be-
tagar, sinsu” gibi miizikal icralar ve bunlarin sozlii kiiltiir i¢erisinde yiiklendikleri
anlamlar1 inceliyor.

Mine Can, dival isi eserlerden 6rneklerle Osmanli doneminde metal ipliklerin
isleme sanatinda kullanimini ele aliyor ve bu isleme sanatina saray ve ¢evresi tara-
findan verilen 6neme dikkat ¢ekerek bunu sanayilesmeyle yok olan zanaatlardan biri
olarak tanitiyor.

We are with you once again for a new issue. We are saddened by the loss of our
esteemed Turkologist and linguist Prof. Dr. Bernt Brendemoen, who made signifi-
cant contributions to our journal by being a member of our Advisory Board for many
years. We reiterate that we are grateful to him for his support and contributions both
to us and to the scientific world.

In this 119th issue in August, we included sixteen research articles and two book
reviews. We would like to thank all our authors for their interest in our journal, whe-
re the number of article submissions has increased considerably. For this reason, it
has become inevitable to change the timing of our evaluation processes. In addition,
we would like to remind you that due to the updates on our website (www.folklore-
debiyat.org), we are now conducting our article tracking system through Dergi-park.

Our 119th issue consists of original research and analyses that we are pleased to
share with our scientific community. In our first article, Faruk Manav analyses the
concept of kut in the Orkhon Inscriptions, and thus the ideal qualities of the state
ruler, in comparison with Western philosophy and examines the foundations of our
collective memory.

Aynur Kocak and Isilay Kara Tekgiil characterise the trickster narrative heroes
as “Oyunbaz” and propose a renaming in Turkish. Kurtulus Kiymet analyses the
fictional letter found at Sultantepe (Eski Huzirina) in Sanliurfa, known as the Gilga-
mesh Letter, and compares it with the Gilgamesh Epic. He claims that the Sultantepe
Gilgamesh Letter is the only example of the “fictional royal letter” genre in Anatolia
and a criticism against the Assyrian royal ideology under the guise of Gilgamesh.

Erdogan Altinkaynak and Vedi Askaroglu take a critical approach to the func-
tions of folklore and suggest that the new functions they identify should be taken into
account in theoretical and methodological applications. In her study about Cyprus,
Hatice Kayhan analyses the folkloric elements in Fikret Demirag’s poems and po-
ints to the tradition that shapes the fabric of contemporary/modern society. Yasemin
Nemlioglu evaluates the presence of Turks in Cyprus through the name of settle-
ments on historical maps of Cyprus and analyses the relationship between administ-
ration and settlement. Tiirkan Yesilyurt, in her study on the social conditions and
policies that brought women to the forefront in the Ottoman Empire, evaluates the
gains made by the Republic as the basis for the emancipation of women in Turkey
by analysing novels.

Tugba Celik Korat makes ecological analyses on the addictions and ethical
problems created by the consumer society and the capitalist capital that drives soci-
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ety in Roald Dahl’s Charlie and the Chocolate Factory. She reveals that the novel, far
from criticising the values of the consumer society, reproduces the social dependen-
cies and weaknesses created by this society. Yilmaz Kaval analyses the narcissistic
character structure, which is the personality disorder of the stepmother in the tale of
Nardaniye Hanim in the context of psychoanalytic folklore theory. He argues that
in all Turkish fairy tales in which the stepmother character takes place, narcissistic
personality disorder patterns take place under the evilness of the stepmother.

Gokhan Tung and Ozge Gamsiz Tung analyse Halit Ziya Usakligil’s novel Mai
and Siyah within the framework of psychomythology and conclude that the me-
taphorical death of the protagonist of the novel overlaps with the Ikaros complex
and that there is a psychomythological relationship. Elmira Memmedova-Kekec
presents an ethnopoetic view of Karay Turkish poetry in the context of Sergiusz
Szymon Rudkowski and his works.

Hakan Giiltekin, in his article titled “Precarity, Hope and Despair in Nadia
Fall’s Home”, evaluates the class positions and tragic life experiences of the charac-
ters by using Guy Standing’s concept of precariat.

Mine Can discusses the use of metal threads in the art of embroidery in the
Ottoman period with examples of dival work. Pointing to the importance given to
this embroidery art by the palace and its environment, she introduces it as one of the
crafts that disappeared with industrialisation.

As we share this Summer issue with our readers, we owe a debt of gratitude to
our authors, Advisory Board and Field Editors, Publication-Media and Language
Editors, and reviewers who have worked with great devotion to bring this issue to
light.
