Dr. Serdar Ozbilen’in kaleminden, “Pentarsik Diplomasinin Ge¢ Tun¢ Cag1 Akdeniz Havzasi' ndaki
Omegi: Amarna Cagr” bashkli ¢calisma, MO 1550-1200 yillarinda Akdeniz Havzasinda biiyiik ve kiiciik
kralliklar arasinda diplomasi agmi ortaya koymas: agisindan oldukg¢a 6nemli bir yere sahiptir. Bu
donemde miitekabiliyet ilkesine dayali pentarsik agin en belirleyici 6zelligi siiphesiz ticaret ve
diplomatik evliliklerdir. Asur, Babil, Hitit ve Mitanni krallar1 kizlarin1 Misir haremine gondermis,
karsiliginda ise bol miktarda altin talep etmislerdir. Kiigiik kralliklar ise daha ¢ok bu hizmet aginin
stirdiirtilmesini saglamislardir. Calismada arkeolojik kaynaklar ve yazili belgeler 1s151nda diplomatik
iliskilerin kokeni irdelenerek, Amarna Caginin diplomasideki yeri ortaya konulmaya calisilmistir. Bu
yoniiyle de Antik Diplomasi alaninda yapilacak ¢alismalara énemli katki sunmaktadir.

Dr. Giilsah Kaya, “19. Yiizyil Sonlarinda Istanbul’un Ticari Durumu (Amerikan Konsolosluk
Raporlarina Gore)” baghkli makalesinde, Amerikan Baskonsoloslugu'nun Istanbul'daki ticari duruma
hem hakim olabilmek adina hem de buradaki ticaretini gelistirmek i¢in hazirlamis oldugu {iger aylik
raporlar temel veri kaynagi alinarak Istanbul’un 19. yiizyil sonlarindaki ticari durumu hakkinda
kapsaml bilgiler aktarmaktadir. Konsoloslar tarafindan hazirlanan bu raporlar bélgenin zirai durumu,
yillik mahsulii, insanlarinin tiiketimleri ve gereksinimleri, yer alt1 ve yer {istii zenginlikleri hakkinda
ayrintili bilgiler ihtiva etmektedir. Bu yoniiyle c¢alismada Amerikan konsolosluk raporlarinin
kullanilmas: objektif bir bakis a¢isinin olusmasi agisindan da son derece 6nemlidir.

Prof. Dr. Ali Agikel ve Sule Sema Alko¢un “Osmanlida Erkek Giyiminde Kiirk Kullanimi ve Kiirk
Cesitleri: Tokat Ornegi (1771-1830)” adli makalesi, Ser'iyye Sicillerinden faydalanilarak hazirlanmis bir
yerel tarih ¢alismasidir. Insanhigin ilk dénemlerinde aver toplum diizeninin bir sonucu olarak avlanan
hayvanin derisinden imal edilen ilk giysi tasarimi olarak karsimiza ¢ikan kiirk kullanimi zaman
igerisinde siisii, degeri ve statilyii gosteren kiyafetlerden biri haline gelmistir. Bu nedenle ¢alismada
1771-1830 yillar1 aras1 Tokat Ser'iyye Sicillerindeki miras kayitlar1 incelenerek erkeklerin kullanmis
olduklar kiirk cesitleri ve kiirklerin kaplandiklar1 kumas cesitleri ortaya konulmaya c¢alisilmistir. Bu
yOniiyle makale, Osmanli sosyal, kiiltiirel ve ekonomik tarihi i¢in oldugu kadar yerel tarih ¢alismalar
agisindan da Ornek teskil etmektedir.

Dr. C")gr. Uyesi Ayse Ceki¢’in “Haglt Ideasinda Tanrt Tasavouru ve Hach Seferlerine Tesiri” adl
makalesi, Haghi diistincesinde Tanr1 tasavvurunun nasil ve ne sekilde ele alindigini incelemektedir.
Calismada Hagli kaynaklarinin yontemsel analizi yapilarak Hagh diisiincesindeki Tanr1 tasavvuru ve
yansimalar1 aktarilmaya calisilmistir. Ozellikle Haglilarin Tanr1'y1 kendilerini harekete gegirici bir
mevkide konumlandirarak ne sekilde Tanr1 Devleti'ne doniistiiklerini ortaya koymasi acisindan 6nemli
bir ¢alismadir.

Doc. Dr. Nursel Aslantiirk, “Hitit Mimarisinde Emakzi(la)-, Emazki(la)-, Emakkizzi(la)- Yapist
Uzerine Bir Degerlendirme” baglikli makalesinde, makzija- yapisinin gectigi Hitit giviyazili metinlerin
transliterasyon, gevirileri ve filolojik degerlendirmelerini yaparak gerek mimari yapisi ve 6zellikleri
gerekse islevi ve konumunu ortaya koymaktadir. Bu yapinun bir tapinak olusumu oldugu, adinin gegtigi
Hitit ¢iviyazili metinlerin incelenmesiyle Eski Hitit Doneminde kullanilmaya baglandig1, daha sonra ise



Yeni Hitit /imparatorluk Déneminde bu 6zelligini korudugu ortaya konulmustur. Bu yoniiyle ¢alisma,
Hitit Imparatorlugu'nun sosyo-kiiltiirel, ekonomik ve dini yapisini anlamak igin oldukca Snemli
ipuglar1 sunar.

Dr. Ogr. Uyesi Nesrin Hangiil’iin, “1935 Genel Niifus Sayimina Gore Cankirt’nin Demografik Yapist
ve Ozellikleri” adli makalesi, 1935 sayimina gore Cankir1 vilayetinin sosyo-ekonomik durumunu ortaya
koymasi agisindan degerli bir yerel tarih ¢alismasidir. Bu ¢alismada elde edilen veriler hem Tiirkiye
ortalamasi hem de 1927 niifus sayimu verileri ile karsilastirilarak degerlendirilmistir.

Murat Hanar ve Dog. Dr. Murat Serdar'in “Medicili Bir Papa: X. Leo” baslikli calismasi, Medici
ailesinin Avrupa'daki siyasi ve dini etkisini gozler 6niine sermesi agisindan son derece 6nemlidir. X.
Leo’nun papalik doneminde sanata ve kiiltiire verdigi destek, Ronesans sanatgilari i¢in 6nemli firsatlar
yaratmus ve kiiltiirel miras1 zenginlestirmistir. Ayrica uyguladig: reform ve politika stratejileri, Katolik
Kilisesi'nin i¢ reform siireglerini ve donemindeki dini politikalar: yansittig1 gibi donemdeki uluslararasi
iligkileri ve diplomatik stratejileri, siyasi dinamiklerini anlamak igin kritik bir baglam sunan degerli bir
calismadir.

Kiibra Kabakcioglu ve Prof. Dr. Songiil Colak’in “Teoriden Pratige Osmanlida Okiilt Uygulamalara
Ornekler” adli galigsmasinda, biiyii faaliyetleri igerisinde sosyal probleme déniisen ve kullamilan
yontemler itibariyle sira dis1 sayilabilecek biiyiiciiliik eylemleri 6rnek olaylar {izerinden ele alinmustir.
Bu nedenle makale, hem toplumun inang ve kiiltiirel yapisin1 hem de siyasi ve sosyal dinamikleri
anlamak agisindan biiyiik bir 6neme sahiptir. Ayrica, sz konusu okiilt ritiieller ve uygulamalar,
Osmanli'daki gesitli dini ve mistik akimlarin etkilesimlerini ortaya koyarak, dénemin dini gesitliligini
ve mezhepler arasi iligkileri aydinlatict mahiyettedir.

FROM EDITORS
Dear readers of History Studies;

We are excited to bring you, our esteemed readers, the 3rd issue of the 16th volume of History
Studies. History Studies, which includes studies from different periods, geographies and history
disciplines in each issue, has become an academic platform covering a wide range of history. In this
issue, which we have prepared with the contributions of experts with significant knowledge in their
fields;

Dr. Serdar Ozbilen's "An Example of Pentarchic Diplomacy in the Late Bronze Age
Mediterranean Basin: The Amarna Age" by Dr. Serdar Ozbilen has a very important place in terms of
revealing the diplomatic network between large and small kingdoms in the Mediterranean Basin
between 1550-1200 BC. The most decisive feature of the pentarchic network based on the principle of
reciprocity in this period was undoubtedly trade and diplomatic marriages. Assyrian, Babylonian,
Hittite and Mitanni kings sent their daughters to the Egyptian harem and demanded plenty of gold in
return. Smaller kingdoms, on the other hand, mostly ensured the continuation of this service network.
In this study, the origins of diplomatic relations in the light of archaeological sources and written
documents are examined and the place of the Amarna Age in diplomacy is tried to be revealed. In this
respect, it makes an important contribution to the studies to be conducted in the field of Ancient
Diplomacy.

Dr. Giilsah Kaya, "The Commercial Situation of Istanbul in the Late 19th Century (According to
the American Consulate Reports)" provides comprehensive information about the commercial situation
of Istanbul in the late 19th century by taking the quarterly reports prepared by the American Consulate
General in order to both dominate the commercial situation in Istanbul and to develop its trade here as
the main data source. These reports prepared by the consuls contain detailed information on the
agricultural situation of the region, its annual crops, the consumption and needs of its people, and its
underground and aboveground riches. In this respect, the use of American consular reports in this study
is extremely important for the formation of an objective point of view.

Prof. Dr. Ali Acikel and Sule Sema Alkog's article "The Use of Fur in Men's Clothing in the
Ottoman Empire and Types of Fur: The Case of Tokat (1771-1830)" is a local history study prepared by
making use of the Ser'iyye Registers. The use of fur, which appears as the first clothing design produced
from the skin of the hunted animal as a result of the hunter society order in the early periods of
humanity, has become one of the clothes that show ornament, value and status over time. For this
reason, this study analyzes the inheritance records in the Tokat Sher'iyye Registers between 1771-1830
to reveal the types of furs used by men and the types of fabrics they were covered with. In this respect,
the article sets an example for Ottoman social, cultural and economic history as well as local history
studies.

Dr. Ayse Cekic's article titled "The Conception of God in the Crusader Idea and its Impact on
the Crusades" examines how and how the conception of God was handled in Crusader thought. The
study analyzes the Crusader sources methodologically and tries to convey the conception of God in
Crusader thought and its reflections. It is an important study especially in terms of revealing how the
Crusaders transformed themselves into the State of God by positioning God in a mobilizing position.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Nursel Aslantiirk's article titled "An Evaluation on the Structure of Emakzi(la)-
, Emazki(la)-, Emakkizzi(la)- in Hittite Architecture” reveals both its architectural structure and features
as well as its function and location by transliteration, translation and philological evaluation of the
Hittite cuneiform texts in which the structure of makzija- is mentioned. The study reveals that this



structure was a temple formation, that it was used in the Old Hittite Period through the analysis of the
Hittite cuneiform texts in which it is mentioned, and that it maintained this feature in the Neo-
Hittite/Imperial Period. In this respect, the study provides important clues to understand the socio-
cultural, economic and religious structure of the Hittite Empire.

Dr. Nesrin Hangiil’s article titled “Demographic Structure and Characteristics of Cankir1
According to the 1935 General Population Census” is a valuable local history study in terms of revealing
the socio-economic status of Cankir1 province according to the 1935 census. The data obtained in this
study were evaluated by comparing them with both the Turkish average and the 1927 census data.

Murat Hanar and Assoc. Prof. Dr. Murat Serdar's study titled "A Medici Pope: Leo X" is
extremely important in terms of revealing the perspective of the Medici members on the political and
religious wars in Europe. The support that Leo X gave to art and culture during his papacy created
important opportunities for Renaissance artists and enriched cultural diversity. In addition, the
implemented reform and policy strategy is a valuable study that provides a critical context for
combining the internal reform processes of the Catholic Church and the religious policies of the period,
as well as the international relations and strategy strategies and political dynamics of the periods.

Kiibra Kabakcioglu and Prof. Dr. Songiil Colak's study titled "Examples of Occult Practices in
the Ottoman Empire from Theory to Practice” examines witchcraft activities that turned into social
problems and can be considered extraordinary in terms of the methods used through case studies.
Therefore, the article is of great importance in terms of understanding the belief and cultural structure
of the society as well as the political and social dynamics. Furthermore, these occult rituals and practices
reveal the interactions of various religious and mystical movements in the Ottoman Empire,
illuminating the religious diversity and inter-sectarian relations of the period.

All of these articles are the result of the authors' hard work and dedication. They have
undergone a rigorous editorial pre-review, area editor pre-review, and double-blind peer review
process. Additionally, they have been screened by reliable similarity detection software both at the
initial submission stage and just before publication.

We would like to express our gratitude to all those who contributed to the preparation of this
issue, especially the authors and valuable referees.
