Makaleler giris, gere¢ ve yontem, sonuclar ve
tartisma bolimlerinden olugsmalidir. Olgu sunumlari yapilandiriimis 6z seklinde olmahdir (Giris,
olgu sunumu(lari) ve tartisma). Editore mektup yazilarinda atifta bulunulan makalenin adi, yayin-
landidi sayi ve tarih belirtilmeli, mektubu yazan kisinin isim, kurum ve adres bilgileri verilmelidir.

EDITORIAL POLICY

Instructions to Authors

Journal of Occupational Therapy and Rehabilitation is a peer-reviewed journal with high etical stan-
darts and it is published three times a year. Official language of the journal is Turkish but both Turkish
and English articles are considered for publication. Journal of Occupational Therapy and Rehabilitation
invites submission of Original Articles based on clinical and laboratory studies, Invited Review Articles
including up to date published material, Original Case Reports, Letters to the Editor and News and An-
nouncements of congress and meetings concerning all aspects of Occupation, Occupational Therapy,
Rehabilitation, Social Participation of people with/or without problems of body structure and function
and related fields. All the manuscripts must also have English Title, Key Words and Abstract.

Preparation of Manuscript

Articles should be typed in A4 paper with 12 pt (Times New Roman) and doublespaced. Original artic-
les should not exceed 5000, review articles 3000, case reports 2000 and letters to editor should not
exceed 500 words. The article should include objective, material and methods, results and conclusions.
Case reports should also include a structured abstract [objective, case report(s), and conclusion]. Let-
ters to editor should give the name of the reffered article, number and the date of the journal, name of
the writer of the letter with complete affiliations, and the address. The author of the publised manusc-
ripts does not paid.

Scientific Responsibility

Authors are responsible for their manuscript’ conformity to scientific rules. Each person listed as an
author is expected to have participated in the study to a significant extent. Corresponding author ac-
cepts author name order by filling the “Copyright Transfer Form". Copyright Transfer Form signed by
all authors must be send with the manuscript during submission. Articles published in the Journal of
Occupational Therapy and Rehabilitation should be prepared in ethical rules. The ethical responsibi-
lities of the articles belong to the authors. For all the studies both conducted on human beings and
animals as well as researches, ethical committee approval should be taken. The manuscripts will not
be published without a copy of the “ethical committee approval”. For all the the studies conducted on
human beings, “informed consent” of the participants should be taken. Authors should obey the rules
in “Helsinki Declaration”, “Good Medical Practice Guidelines". Names of the patients, protocol numbers,
etc which identify participants’ identities should not be used in the manuscript. If the editorial board
finds necessary, the admitted articles will be reviewed by the ethical advisors of the journal. Authors
submitting an article must accept this situation.

Title Page

The title page should contain the article title, authors' names and complete affiliations, and the address
for manuscript correspondence including e-mail address and telephone and fax numbers. If the article
was presented at a scientific meeting, authors should provide a complete statement including date and
place of the meeting.

Abstract and Key Words

Original articles should contain Turkish and English abstracts. For foreign authors, Turkish abstract and
key words will be written by the editorial board. Abstracts must be no longer than 200 words. Abstract
should include purpose, material and methods, results and conclusions in original articles. Case reports
should also include a structured abstract [objective, case report(s), and conclusion]. Abbreviations sho-



uld not be used in the abstract. Letter's to Editor should not include abstract.
The authors should list three to five key words or phrases. Turkish keywords should be selected from
Terms of Sciences of Turkey (http://www.bilimterimleri.co 1); english keywords should be selected from
"Medical Subject Headings (MeSH)"(http://www.nIm.nih.gov/mesh/MBrowser.html) and “BISAC Subject
Headings"(http://www. Bisg.org/ what-we-do-20-73-bisac-subject-headings-2012 edition.php). Turkish
keywords should be translation of MeSH. Keywords must be separated by (;).

Main Headings

Introduction heading should not be used in manuscript. Main headings should be Material and methods,
Results, and Discussion. If it is needed the acknowledgements are placed at the end of the article, be-
fore the references.

References

The author is responsible for the accuracy of the references. The list of the references at the end of
the paper should be given according to alphabetical order and using journal name or abbreviations as
listed in Index Medicus. References should be provided at the end of the article, under the title “Refe-
rences” and should be numbered and listed alphabetically. They should be referred to in parentheses
within the text. The 5th edition of the Publication Manual of the American Psychological Association
(APA, 2001) should be followed for referencing. All the references should be written according to the
below examples.
