TUBA-AR dergisi ilke olarak, dénem ve cografi bolge smirlamasi olmadan
arkeoloji ve arkeoloji ile baglantili tiim alanlarda yapilan yeni aragtirma, yorum,
degerlendirme ve yontemleri kapsamaktadir. Dergi arkeoloji alaninda yeni
yapilan c¢alismalara yer vermenin yam sira, bir bilim akademisi yaym organi
olarak, arkeoloji ile baglantili olmak kosuluyla, sosyal bilimlerin tiim uzmanlik
alanlarina agiktir; bu alanlarda gelisen yeni yorum, yaklagim, analizlere yer veren
bir forum olusturma islevini de yiiklenmistir.

Dergi, arkeoloji ile ilgili yeni agilimlar1 kapsamli olarak ele almak igin belirli
bir konuya odaklanmis yazilar1 “dosya” seklinde kapsamina alabilir; bu amagla
cagrili yazarlarin katkisinin istenmesi ya da bu baglamda gelen istekler Yayin
Kurulu tarafindan degerlendirir. Kazi ve ylizey arastirmalari da dahil olmak {izere,
yeni yorum ve agilim getirmeyen, yalnizca malzeme tanitimi igeren, 6n rapor
niteligindeki yazilar dergi kapsaminin disindadir. Kiiltiir tarihi agisindan 6nemli
bir yenilik getiren 6nemli buluntular “haber” olarak dergiye kabul edilebilir.
Yazarlar dergiye makale gonderdiklerinde, s6z konusu yazinin daha once, ¢eviri
olarak bile baska bir yerde yayimlanmadigin1 ya da yayimlanmak iizere bir baska
dergiye gonderilmemis oldugunu kabul etmis sayilirlar.

The decisions regarding editorial policy,
scope and content of the journal is taken by the Editorial Board that determined
by the Turkish Academy of Sciences Council.

COVERAGE AND PUBLICATION PRINCIPLES OF THE JOURNAL

Principally, the TUBA-AR journal covers all recent studies, comments,
evaluations, and methods in archaeology, and in adjacent areas related to
archaeology, without limitation to any periods or geographic regions. In addition
to studies carried out in the field of archaeology, as a publication organ of an
academy of science, the journal is open to all professional fields of the social
sciences, provided that they are related to archaeology; it has also undertaken
the function to create a forum covering recent interpretations, approaches, and
analyses developing in these fields.

The journal may feature writings focused on a specific subject as a “file” in
order to comprehensively cover new initiatives related to archaeology; and to
this end, the Editorial Board decides whether contributions of invited writers
are required, or evaluates any requests received in that context. Articles that
do not introduce new interpretations and initiatives, but are rather in the form
of a preliminary report containing only introductions to materials, including
archaeological excavations and surface researches, are out of the scope of the
journal. Important findings introducing significant innovations in terms of the
cultural history can be accepted as pieces of “news”. When writers send articles
to the journal, they are deemed to have agreed and undertaken that the article in
question has not been published in any other journal, including its translations
into any languages, and that it has not been submitted to any other journal for
publication, including its translations.

Arkeoloji bilimini Tiirkiye Bilimler Akademisi biinyesinde, bilimin evrensel degerleriyle diinyayla bulusturmay1
hedeflemis TUBA-AR 35. sayistyla siz degerli okuyuculariyla bulusmaya hazir. 1998 yilinda Prof. Dr. Ufuk Esin’in
oncii girisimleriyle iilke arkeolojisine kazandirilan Tiiba-Ar 2011-2014 yillarinda yayimn hayatina ara vermis; 2017
yilindan itibaren ise y1lda iki say1 ile Tiirkiye arkeoloji yayinciliginda daha aktif bir konuma gelmistir. 2019 yilinda 25.
sayinin sorumlulugu ile géreve baslayan editdr grubumuz dergimizin taninirhigi ve okunurlugunu arttirmak hedefiyle
basladig1 yolculukta giderek artan atif sayilariyla EBSCO (Art and Architecture Source Data Base) indeksinde
taranir hale gelmistir. Oniimiizdeki siirecte dergimizin arkeolojinin farkli uzmanlik alanlarini da kapsayacak sekilde
editdryal olarak genislemesi uygun goriilmiistiir; bu yeni siirecin TUBA-AR’mn yiikselen ivmesine katki sunmasini
temenni ederiz. Her zaman oldugu gibi dergimizin bu sayisinda da {ilkemizi ve etkilesimde bulundugu cografyalari
genis bir zaman araliginda, maddi kiiltiir verileri iizerinden daha yakindan tanima firsati1 bulacagiz.

Son yillarda 6zellikle ¢evresel arkeoloji metodolojisinin artan kullanimi, nesne insan iligkisinin derinlikli
sorgulamalarina imkan tanimaktadir. 35. sayimizda Porsuk Kiiltiirii olarak tanimlanmis Kanlitas Hoyiik kazi ve
ylizey arastirma sonuglari da bu yaklagimla elde edilmis verileri sunmakta. Calismada Kanlitas yerlesimi gelismis
sirtme tas ve kemik alet endiistrisine ait bulgularla mermer bilezik ve boncuk iiretim merkezi olarak tanimlaniyor.
Ayrica paleobotani, evcillestirme ve hammadde kullanimina dair somut veriler 1g18inda yerlesimcilerin yasam
pratiklerini daha yakindan tanitiyor.

Kalkolitik Dénemi komsu cografyalarda takip eden ikinci makalede yazar Azerbaycan Nahgivan Ozerk Cumhuriyeti’nde
Babek’te konumlanan Biilovkaya yerlesimini inceliyor. Alanda yiiriitiilmiis kazi sonuglarinda elde edilen veriler,
onceleri kuskuyla yaklasilan Mezopotamya Giiney Kafkasya iliskilerine somut kanitlar sunuyor. MO 5. bin yilda
Mezopotamyal1 Ubeyd kabilelerinin kuzeye dogru ilerleyerek Nah¢ivan bolgesinde yerlesmis oldugu ileri siiriiliiyor.

Hatay ili Altindzii ilgesindeki kirsal bir yerlesim Toprakhisar Hoyiik’iin MO 3.bin sonu ile 2. bin bagina odaklanilan
3. makalede s6z konusu donem aralifinda Erken Transkafkasya ve Kuzey Suriye etkili karigik maddi kiiltiir
verilerine dayanarak yeni bir yerel Gslup tanimlaniyor. Literatiirde dnceden tartisilan Amurru ve Hurri yayilimi
sorunsalinin iklim degisikliklerinin tetikledigi uzak mesafeli insan hareketliligi ile agiklamaya calisiyor. Yazarlar
yerlesimin ¢evresel ve antropojenik baskilar altinda, zeytinyagi ve sarap lreticisi olarak kazandigi giiclii ekonomik
roliin kentlesme siirecine olan 6nemini vurguluyor.

35. sayida Tung Cag arastirmalarina daha batidan bir 6rnekle sunulan katki, Banaz Ovasi yerlesmelerinden geliyor.
Makalede Banaz Ovasr’'nda tespit edilen 9 adet OTC yerlesimi tanitiliyor. Ovada OTC boyunca kesintisiz yerlesimler
oldugu kaydedilirken, yerlesmelerin Orta ile Bat1 Anadolu arasindaki konumlar1 sayesinde siyasi, kiiltiirel, ticaret
ve ulagim bakimindan ¢evre bolgelerle giiglii iliskilere sahip oldugu degerlendiriliyor. Bir sonraki makalede Giiney
Dogu Anadolu’da kentlesme ve moderlesme siirecinde belgelenemeden yok olma tehdidi altinda bulunan Siirt
Erzen (Garzan) Bolgesi tarihi yerlesmelerinin mekansal dagilimi ortaya konuyor.

Giiney Bat1 Anadolu Klasik dénem yerlesmelerinden Kaunos onurlandirma yazitlarini konu alan 6. makalede MO
2. ylizyilin sonlarindan itibaren Kaunos’ta Romalilagma siirecinin basladig1 vurgulanirken, bu goriisii destekleyen
consul, praetor, proconsul, praetor designatus, praefectus classis ve quaestorlara ait yazitli onurlandirma anitlar1
tanitiliyor. Kuzey Bat1 Anadolu’da Roma Imparatorluk dénemi sosyo kiiltiirel hayata dair bir kesit sunan bir sonraki
makale Bithynia- Paphlagonia Bolgeleri’nin kesisiminde yer alan Herakleia Pontika, Tios ve Amastris kentlerinden
ele gecmis mezar yazitlarini inceliyor.

Bat1 Anadolu’da Bodrum yarimadasinda bulunan Ge¢ Antik donem merkezi Kissebiikii ¢alismalarinda agiga ¢ikarilan
yap1 kompleksinin kasaplik ve satigin yapildigi bir diikkkan oldugu, faaliyetlerin 6. - 7. ylizy1l araliginda gerceklestigini
ortaya konuyor. Bizleri Mora Yarimadasi giineyinde konumlanan Kythera Adasi’na gotiiren sanat tarihsel ¢alismada,
adadaki koklii Aphrodite kiiltiiniin Hristiyanlik siirecinde nasil Meryem Ana’ya doniistiigii anlatiliyor.

Bu sayida zamandizinsel olarak 6n ge¢ donemi inceleyen son makaleyle, 9. ve 10. yiizyillarda Erzurum, Artvin,
Ardahan ve Kars illerimizi kapsayan, Tao-Klargeti bolgesine gidiyoruz. Arastirmaci alanda 19. yiizyilda yiiriitiilmiis
mimari belgeleme ¢aligmalarina odaklaniyor. Bu ¢aligmalar1 donemin kosullari i¢in nitelikli isler olarak tanimlasa da
modern restorasyon ¢alismalari igin temel kaynak olarak kullanilmalarinin dogurabilecegi hatalara dikkat ¢ekiyor.

Yayinlariyla dergimizi destekleyen ve hakemlik siirecinde objektif elestirilerle dergimizin niteliginin artmasina
emek harcayan tiim bilim insanlarimiza tesekkiirlerimizi sunariz.

EDITOR’S NOTE

TUBA-AR is pleased to present its 35th issue to you, our esteemed readers, with the aim of connecting the field of
archaeology with the universal values of science under the auspices of the Turkish Academy of Sciences. Established in
1998 through the pioneering efforts of Prof. Dr. Ufuk Esin, Tiiba-Ar temporarily suspended publication between 2011
and 2014. Since 2017, it has become more active in Turkish archaeological publishing, releasing two issues per year. Our
editorial team, which took charge with the 25th issue in 2019, has worked diligently to enhance the journal’s visibility and
readership. As a result, the number of citations has increased, allowing it to be indexed in EBSCO (Art and Architecture
Source Database). In the upcoming period, it has been deemed appropriate for our journal to expand editorially to cover
various areas of specialization within archaeology. We hope this new direction will contribute positively to TUBA-AR’s
growing momentum. As always, in this issue of our journal, we will have the opportunity to explore our country and the
geographies it interacts with more closely through material culture data spanning a broad time frame.

In recent years, the increasing use of environmental archaeology methodologies has facilitated in-depth inquiries into the
object-human relationship. In our 35th issue, we present findings from the Kanlitag Hoylik excavation and surface research,
identified as the Porsuk Culture. This study reveals that the Kanlitag settlement served as a center for the production of
marble bracelets and beads, with evidence of a developed grinding stone and bone tool industry. Furthermore, it sheds
light on the living practices of the settlers through concrete data on palacobotany, domestication, and raw material usage.

The second article, which follows the Chalcolithic Period in neighboring regions, examines the Biilovkaya settlement
located in Babek, within Azerbaijan’s Nakhchivan Autonomous Republic. Data obtained from excavations provide
concrete evidence for previously doubted relationships between Mesopotamia and the South Caucasus. It is suggested
that Ubaid tribes from Mesopotamia migrated northward and settled in the Nakhchivan region in the 5th millennium BCE.

The third article focuses on the rural settlement of Toprakhisar Hoylik in the Altindzii district of Hatay province,
centered on the late 3rd millennium and early 2nd millennium BCE. It defines a new local style based on complex
material culture data influenced by Early Transcaucasia and Northern Syria during this period. The authors aim to
explain the previously discussed issue of Amurru and Hurri distribution in literature through long-distance human
mobility triggered by climate changes. They emphasize the settlement’s significant economic role as a producer of
olive oil and wine during the urbanization process, under environmental and anthropogenic pressures.

The contribution presented in this issue includes a more western example from the Banaz Plain, focusing on Bronze
Age research. The article introduces nine MBA settlements identified in the Banaz Plain. It notes that there are
uninterrupted settlements along the MBA in the plain, and the locations of these settlements are evaluated as having
strong relationships with surrounding regions in terms of politics, culture, trade, and transportation due to their
positions between Central and Western Anatolia.

The next article reveals the spatial distribution of historical settlements in the Siirt Erzen (Garzan) Region, which
are under threat of disappearance without proper documentation during the urbanization and modernization process
in Southeastern Anatolia. The sixth article, focusing on honorific inscriptions from Classical period settlements in
Southwestern Anatolia, highlights that the process of Romanization in Kaunos began in the late 2nd century BCE,
introducing honorific monuments related to consuls, praetors, proconsuls, praetor designatus, praefectus classis, and
quaestors that support this view.The following article provides a snapshot of socio-cultural life during the Roman
Imperial period in Northwestern Anatolia, examining grave inscriptions from the cities of Herakleia Pontika, Tios,
and Amastris, located at the intersection of Bithynia and Paphlagonia.

Research conducted in Kissebiikii, a central site from the Late Antique period located in the Bodrum Peninsula, reveals
that the discovered structure complex served as a butcher shop and sales outlet, with activities taking place between the
6th and 7th centuries.An art historical study takes us to the island of Kythera, located south of the Peloponnese, discussing
how the island’s deep-rooted Aphrodite cult transformed into the Virgin Mary during the Christianization process.

The final article in this issue examines the pre-early period chronologically, focusing on the Tao-Klargeti region,
encompassing Erzurum, Artvin, Ardahan, and Kars provinces in the 9th and 10th centuries. The researcher emphasizes
architectural documentation studies conducted in the 19th century in the area. While describing these studies as
significant works for the conditions of the period, they also draw attention to potential errors that may arise from
using them as primary sources for modern restoration works.

We extend our heartfelt gratitude to all the scholars who support our journal with their publications and contribute to
enhancing its quality through objective critiques during the peer review process.
