2025 yilimin ilk sayisinda, metodolojik ¢esitlilik ve kuramsal derinlik barindiran
onemli arastirmalar: bir araya getirerek egitim bilimlerine katki sunmay: hedefledik.
Bu sayida da egitim bilimleri alamindaki giincel sorunlara 151k tutan, disiplinerarasi
bir bakis agisini yansitan, metodolojik agidan giiglii, ozgiin ve etkili aragtirmalart bir
araya getirdik. Ornegin, ‘Durumluluk Benlik Saygisi Olgegi Kisa Formu'nun
Tiirk¢eye Uyarlanmasi: Gegerlik ve Giivenirlik Calismast’ baglhkli makale,
psikometrik bir aract Tiirkiye ornekleminde inceleyerek alanyazina énemli bir katki
saglarken, ‘Universite Ogrencilerinin Not Beklentileri ve Akademik Basarilar:
Arasindaki Iliski’ baslikli calisma, yiiksekogretimde égrenci psikolojisi ve akademik
performans dinamiklerini ele alyyor. ‘Otizm Spektrum Bozuklugu Olan Cocuklarda
Istismar ve Ihmal: Ebeveynlerin Goriisleri’ bashkli arastirma, ézel gereksinimli
bireylerin karsilagtig1 risklere dair ebeveyn perspektifini yansitiyor.

Karsilastiriimast” makalesi egitim politikalarindaki doniisiimii irdelerken; ‘Ergenlik
Doneminde Cocugu Olan Kadinlarda Ebeveynlik Stresi’, aile dinamiklerine dair
onemli bulgular sunuyor. ‘Sanat Merkezli STEAM Yaklasimimin Yaraticiliga Etkisi’
bashkli ¢alisma, disiplinleraras1 yenilik¢i egitim modellerinin potansiyelini
vurguluyor. ‘Okul Oncesi Ogretmenlerinin Sinif Yonetimi Becerileri: Demografik
Ozellikler, Meslege Adanmishik ve Cocuk Sevmenin Yordayicilig1’ bashikl arastirma,
ogretmenlerin mesleki yeterliliklerinin belirleyicilerini tartismaya acarak egitim
politikalarina 11k tutuyor. ‘Cokkiiltiirlii Egitime "Vahsi Bati"dan Bir Bakis’ makalesi
kiiltiirel ¢esitlilik ve egitim iliskisini, kiiresellesmenin egitim sistemlerine etkilerini,
kiiltiirel ¢esitliligin egitim politikalarina nasu yansidigin ele alarak ¢agdas egitim
politikalarmin elestirel bir analizini sunuyor. Son olarak, 1913-1914 yillari arasinda
yayimlanan Halka Dogru dergisi 6zelinde, halki egitme misyonunu tistlenen soylemsel
stratejileri ele alan ‘Halka Dogru Dergisi’'nde Halkin Egitimi’ baghkli ¢alisma,
donemin egitim ideolojisini ve modernlesme tahayyiiliinii tarihsel baglamda
sorguluyor.
