Israil'in ateskesi bozdugu 18 Mart tarihinden bu yana diizenledigi saldirilarda hayatini kaybedenlerin
say1s1 1500’iin iizerindeyken yaralananlarin sayisi da 4 bine yaklasti. fletisim ve Diplomasi dergimi-
zin “Filistin” temal 6zel sayisini ilginize sundugumuz su giinlerde, Israil'in Filistin halkina yonelik
sistematik olarak devam ettirdigi saldirilarda, hayattan koparilan insan sayisi, 18 bini ¢ocuk olmak
lizere toplam 51 bine, yarali sayist ise 116 bine yaklasti.

Filistin'de on yillardir siiren insansizlagtirma ve soykirim faaliyetlerine ve Israil hiikimetinin isledigi
saylisiz savas sucuna tiim diinya taniklik ederken Israil'in bu suglar1 gizleme, uluslararasi anlatiy: ye-
niden sekillendirme ve kendisini “masum” olarak tasvir etme calismalari da siirtiyor. Tiirkiye olarak,
gercek siyasi mirasin adalet icin miicadele etmekten gectigini vurgulayan Cumhurbaskanimiz Sayin
Recep Tayyip Erdogan'nin liderliginde, bir yandan Israil mezalimine uluslararas arenada en yiiksek
sesle karsi ¢ikmaya, diger yandan dezenformasyon ve yapilandirilmis anlatilarla miicadele etmeye
devam ediyoruz. isgalin boyutlarini belgeleyerek hakikati tiim ¢iplakligiyla diinyaya duyurmayz, adil,
esitlikei, istikrarli, bariscil ve miireffeh bir diinyanin tesisi icin miicadele etmeyi siirdiiriiyoruz.

Bu noktada bilim insanlarimizin katkilarini gerekli ve faydali buluyoruz. Nitekim savas ve soykirim
gibi insanlik tarihinin karanlik olaylarinin akademik ve bilimsel yontemlerle ¢calisiimasi bir¢ok ne-
denle énem arz ediyor. Oncelikle, olaylarin manipiilatif politik araclara doniismesine karsit olarak
tarafsiz, kanita dayali ve sistematik sekilde incelenmesi hakikate katki sunmaktadir. Soykirim ve hu-
kuka aykir1 diger faaliyetlerin tanimlanmasi, belgelenmesi ve faillerin yargilanmasi gibi siireclerde bi-
limsel arastirmalarin delil niteligi tasiyabilmesi ise bir diger 6nemli husustur. Diger yandan akademik
calismalarin kolektif hafizanin ingasinda belirgin rolii ve etkisi soz konusudur.

Bu nedenlerle, fletisim ve Diplomasi dergimizin “Filistin” temali 6zel sayisina ayri bir 5nem atfediyoruz.

“Filistin Sabahlarinda Kimlik, Sembol ve Mekanin Poetikasi” basliklt makalede yazar Cansu Kaya, Fi-
listin Sabahlar1 isimli romandaki sembolleri ve anlatilari, siyaset bilimi ¢alisma alanlarindan biri olan
kimlik kavramu ile incelemektedir. Boylelikle tarihi ve siyasi duraklara gére romanda gecen Filistinli
ve Israilli olmanin neye tekabiil ettigine dair bir bakis acis1 sunmay1 amaclamaktadir.

Yazar Ozgiir Basyigit, “Calisma Hakki Baglaminda Siyonist Rejim Tarafindan Filistinlilere Uygula-
nan Ekonomik Teror” baghkli calismasinda israil Devletinin ¢alisma hakkina yonelik olarak yaptig
kisitlamalarin Filistinlileri kamusal hayattan dislamasi nedeniyle bir ekonomik terére dontistiigiinii
ortaya koymaktadir. Siyonist rejimin ¢alisma hakki kapsaminda uyguladigi ayrimei politikalarin et-
kilerini detayli ele almaktadir.

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“Hala Hayatta misin?: Filistin'in Gorsellestirilmesinde Hayatta Kalma Siyaseti, Sanat ve Yas” baslikli
makalede yazar Hiiseyin Serbes, Filistin halkinin yasadigi zorluklari ve hak ihlallerini gorsel anlatilar
araciligiyla incelemektedir. Calisma, Filistin'in miicadelesini giiclendirmeyi ve hegemonik medya an-
latilarina karsi alternatif bir gorsel dil gelistirmeyi amaclayan Visualizing Palestine (VP) platformuna
odaklanmaktadir.

Yazar Taylan Maral, “Sabah ve Sozcii Gazetelerinin Haber Cercevelerinde Israil-Filistin Catismasi”
baslikli makalesinde, Israil-Filistin catismasinin Tiirkiye'deki iki farkli ideolojik ¢izgiye sahip ulusal
gazete tarafindan nasil ¢ercevelendigini incelemektedir. Medya cergeveleme teorisi baglaminda yapi-
lan calisma, haberlerin dil, tema ve icerik agisindan nasil kurgulandigini, hangi sdylem stratejilerinin
kullanildigini ve kamuoyunda nasil bir algi olusturulmaya calisildigini analiz etmeyi amaclamaktadir.

Aysegiil Ayyildiz Asil, Abdurrahman Asil ve Hiilya Catal, “Filistinli Cocuklarin Yasadiklar1 Egitim

Hindistan-Orta Dogu-Avrupa Ekonomik Koridoru (IMEC) ile Gazze catismasinin kesisimini incele-
yerek jeopolitik gerilimlerin bolgesel baglanti projelerini nasil etkiledigini arastirmaktadir. Askeri mii-
dahalelerin IMEC'in ilerleyisi tizerindeki zincirleme etkilerini, dzellikle ABDnin politika degisimleri
ve Suudi Arabistan-israil normallesme ¢abalari baglaminda analiz etmektedir.

Since March 18, when Israel violated the ceasefire, the number of individuals killed in Israeli attacks
has exceeded 1,500, while the number of those injured has approached 4,000. As we present to you
the special "Palestine" issue of our Communication and Diplomacy journal, the number of people
killed in Israel's systematic attacks on the Palestinian people has reached 51 thousand, with 18
thousand of them being children, and the number of injured has risen to 116 thousand.

As the world witnesses the decades-long depopulation and genocidal actions in Palestine, along
with numerous war crimes perpetrated by the Israeli government, Israel persists in its attempts to
conceal these crimes, reshape the international narrative, and portray itself as "innocent." Tiirkiye,
under the leadership of President Recep Tayyip Erdogan, who emphasises that the true political
legacy is to fight for justice, continues to condemn Israeli atrocities with the strongest voice on the
international stage while also combating disinformation and constructed narratives. We continue
to document the scale of the occupation, reveal the unfiltered truth to the global community, and
struggle for the establishment of a just, equitable, stable, peaceful, and prosperous world.

Regarding this issue, we find the contributions of our scientists necessary and useful. Indeed,
the study of the dark events of human history, such as war and genocide, through academic and
scientific methods is crucial for various reasons. First and foremost, examining events in an
impartial, evidence-based, and systematic manner contributes to the truth rather than these events
being used as manipulative political tools. Another important aspect is that scientific research can
serve as evidence in processes such as the identification and documentation of genocide and other
unlawful acts, as well as the prosecution of the perpetrators. On the other hand, academic studies
have a significant role and impact in the construction of collective memory.

Forthesereasons, we attach special importance to the special "Palestine" issue of our Communication
and Diplomacy Journal.

The new issue of our journal contains 9 articles that present analyses from different perspectives.

In the article "Poetics of Identity, Symbol, and Space in Novel Mornings in Jenin," author Cansu Kaya
examines the symbols and narratives in the novel Mornings in Jenin through the lens of identity, a
domain within political science. Therefore, it aims to offer a historical and political perspective on
the notions of being a Palestinian and an Israeli in the novel.

In his article titled "Economic Terror Imposed on Palestinians by the Zionist Regime in the Context
of the Right to Work," author Ozgiir Basyigit reveals that the restrictions imposed by the State of
Israel on the right to work have turned into economic terrorism due to the exclusion of Palestinians
from public life. It examines in detail the impact of the discriminatory policies implemented by the
Zionist regime in the context of the right to work.

Inhis article titled "The Palestinian Question in the aftermath of the ‘al-Agsa Flood’: The Implications
of the Struggle for Global Supremacy," Hikmet Mengiiaslan analyses the humanitarian crisis and
political deadlock after the "Operation Al-Agsa Flood" on the basis of the struggle for supremacy of
global actors and its relationship with regional dynamics.
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In the article titled "Are You Still Alive?": Survival Politics, Art, and Grief in Visualizing Palestine,"
author Hiiseyin Serbes examines the hardships and violations of rights of the Palestinian people
through visual narratives. The article focuses on the Visualizing Palestine (VP) platform, which
aims to strengthen the Palestinian struggle and develop an alternative visual language to hegemonic
media narratives.

In his article titled "The Framing of the Israel-Palestine Conflict in Sabah and S6zcii Newspapers',
Taylan Maral examines how the conflict is framed by two national newspapers in Tiirkiye, which
represent different ideological perspectives. In the context of media framing theory, the article aims
to analyse how news stories are constructed in terms of language, theme, and content; the discourse
strategies employed; and the kind of perception they seek to shape in public opinion.

In their article titled "A Content Analysis of National Agency News About Violations of the Right
to Education Experienced by Palestinian Children," Aysegiil Ayyildiz Asil, Abdurrahman Asil, and
Hiilya Catal examine the dimensions of the violations, their impact on children, and global efforts
to address these violations through content analysis of national agency news and show how these
violations are covered in the media.

In the article titled "Zionism, The Foundation of The State of Israel, and the Jewish/Israeli Policy
of the Republic of Tiirkiye in the Light of Archival Documents," author Baris Ertem analyses the
historical process leading to the establishment of Zionism and the State of Israel.

In the article "Connectivity in Crisis: The IMEC Initiative Amid the Gaza Conflict," the author Gokhan
Tekir explores how geopolitical tensions impact regional connectivity projects by examining the
intersection of the India-Middle East-Europe Economic Corridor (IMEC) and the Gaza conflict.
It analyses military interventions' chain reaction effects on IMEC's progress, particularly in the
context of US policy shifts and Saudi Arabia-Israel normalisation efforts.

In his article titled "A Study on the Palestinian-Israeli Prisoner Exchange Agreement," author Serkan
Aycil analyzes the Palestinian-Israeli prisoner exchange agreement and examines the ceasefire and
prisoner exchange agreement, which entered into force in Gaza on January 19, 2025, and is planned
to unfold in three phases.
