1995°te Sivas’ta baslayip dokuz sayiya ulasan, akademik icerikli fakat
hakemlik iglemlerini kayit altina almadan siirdiiren yaym seriiveninden, bu-
giine, pek ¢ok ileri adim atild1.

Simdi ise daha kapsamli bir yenilenmenin safagindayiz. 57. sayimizda,
yayin politikasinda bazi uyarlama ve degisikliklerle yeni bir asamaya gecil-
mesni mustulu bir haber sayiyoruz.

25 Nisan 2025 tarihli ¢cevrimi¢i Yayin Kurulu toplantisinda alinan ka-
rarlarn TUBAR’1 kendi yayin alaninda en 6n safa gegirecegine inaniyoruz.
Bu kararlar, uluslararas1 taninirligini artirmak ve bilimsel yayincilikta diinya
capinda kabul goren seffaflik ilkelerini daha kapsayici bicimde benimsemek
icindir. Bu ilkeler, giiniimiizde sayisal teknolojinin getirdigi imkanlar1 kullan-
mak ve iktisadi sartlar1 da gdzetmek i¢in yapilan bir dizi uygulamay1 icermek-
tedir.

S6z konusu kararlar maddeler halinde soyle siralanabilir:

1. Yaz1 sahiplerinden artik herhangi bir katilim iicreti talep edilmeye-
cektir.

2. Halihazirda hem basili hem de elektronik ortamda yayimlanan TU-
BAR, acik erisim politikasiyla genis kitleleri Tiirkliik bilimindeki arastirma ve
gelismelerle bulusturma arzusunu daha iist seviyeye tagimak istemektedir. Bu
emelini gerceklestirebilmek icin TUBAR;

a. Yayin politikasin1 gerekli uluslararasi lisanslara uygun sekilde yeni-
den diizenleyecek,

b. Basili dergi sayisini azaltarak daha nitelikli bir elektronik yayincili-
g1n imkanlarini arayacaktir.

¢. DOI numarasi uygulamasina gecilecektir.
¢. Telif hakk: ve etik ilkelerle ilgili s6zlesmeler giincellenecektir.

d. S6z konusu degisiklikler, 6telenmeksizin bu (57.) sayidan itibaren
uygulamaya konulacaktir.
3. Derginin yonetim kadrosu ile yayin ve danisma kurullari, yeni yayin

politikasinin gereklikleri iizerine yeniden diizenlenmistir. Bu vesileyle ara-
miza yeni katilan dgretim tiyelerinin destegine tesekkiir ederiz.
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4. Dergimiz yayin elestirilerine yine acik olacak fakat bundan boyle
“kitap tanitim1” tiirtindeki yazilara yer vermeyecektir. Ciinkii bu ¢esit islemler,
yayinevleri ve dagitim siteleri tarafindan yapilmaktadir.

5. TUBAR’1m yayin cizgisi yalnizca arastirma-inceleme makaleleriyle
sekillenecektir.

6. TUBAR; uzun zamandir yayimladigi makale sayisindaki standardi
koruyan bir dergi oldugundan, etik ilkeler geregi artik hakemler listesine yer
vermeyecektir. Fakat biitiin islemler DergiPark sayfasinda kayith oldugu icin
gerektiginde, hakemlere, yaptig1 islemlerle ilgili belge sunulabilecektir.

TUBAR Tiirkiye’de DergiPark sistemini en erken benimseyen dergiler-
den biridir. Ciinkii “denetlenebilirlik” ilkesinin hem toplam kaliteyi yiikseltici
hem de siirdiiriilebilirligin gereklerinden biri olduguna inaniyoruz. Bundan
sonra da dergiyle ilgili tiim siirecler DergiPark iizerinden yonetilmeye devam
edecektir.

Dear Volunteers of Turkology;

We are in the well-deserved joy of making our Journal of Turkology
Research (TUBAR) reach its 30" year.

From the publishing adventure that started in Sivas in 1995 and reached
nine issues, with academic content but without recording the refereeing pro-
cess, many steps forward have been taken.

Now we are at the dawn of a more comprehensive renewal. In our 57"
issue, we are happy to announce that we have entered a new phase with some
adaptations and changes in our editorial policy.

On April 25, 2025, we believe that the decisions taken at the online
Editorial Board meeting will put TUBAR at the forefront of its publishing
field. These decisions are meant to increase its international recognition and
to adopt more inclusively the globally accepted principles of transparency in
scientific publishing. These principles include a series of practices to utilize
the possibilities of today's digital technology and to consider economic condi-
tions.

These decisions can be summarized as follows:
1. Authors will no longer be charged any participation fee.

2. TUBAR, which is currently published both in printed and electronic
media, wants to carry its desire to bring large masses together with research
and developments in Turkic studies to a higher level with its open access pol-
icy. In order to realize this ambition, TUBAR;

a. Re-organize its publication policy in accordance with the necessary
international licenses,

b. Reduce the number of printed journals and seek the possibilities of a
more qualified electronic publishing.

c. DOI number application will be introduced.
¢. Copyright and ethics agreements will be updated.

d. These changes will be implemented as of this (57th) issue without
delay.
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3. The administrative staff, editorial and advisory boards of the journal
have been reorganized in line with the requirements of the new editorial pol-
icy. We would like to take this opportunity to thank you for the support of the
new members who have joined us.

4. The journal will still be open to publication criticism but will no
longer include “book reviews”. Because such procedures are carried out by
publishing houses and distribution sites.

5. TUBAR's publication line will be shaped only by research and review
articles.

6. Since TUBAR is a journal that has maintained the standard in the
number of articles it publishes for a long time, it will no longer include a list
of referees in accordance with ethical principles. However, since all transac-
tions are registered on the DergiPark page, referees will be able to provide
documents about their transactions when necessary.

TUBAR is one of the earliest journals in Turkey to adopt the DergiPark
system. Because we believe that the principle of “auditability” is both an en-
hancement of total quality and one of the requirements of sustainability. From
now on, all processes related to the magazine will continue to be managed
through DergiPark.

We wish to reach many more thirty years with more mature issues...
