The third article, “The Place of Jean le Bel and Jean Froissart in Late Medieval European
Historiography” by Bariscan Abdal, examines the contributions of these two
chroniclers against the backdrop of increasing scholarly attention to Late Medieval
history and historiography.

In the fourth article, titled “The Influence of Pressures in the Academic World on
Historiography,” Berke Ercan discusses how systemic and institutional pressures within
academia shape and impact historiographical practices.

The fifth piece is a book review by Hiseyin Bartu Balcioglu, who reflects on the
contributions of Norman Itzkowitz to Ottoman historiography through a
commemorative volume dedicated to the scholar.

As tarihyazimi continues its journey with a newly formed editorial board, we would
like to express our sincere gratitude to the authors and peer reviewers for their
invaluable contributions. We invite submissions for our upcoming 14th issue, to be
published in December 2025.
