Kiiltiirel mirasin belgelenmesi, tanitimi ve yasatilarak gelecek kusaklara aktarilmasi amactyla 2003
yilinda yayimlanmaya baslayan TUBA-KED, her tiirlii maddi kalinti, kiiltiirel peyzaj, dekoratif
sanatlar, dogal ¢evre, sozlii gelenek ve anlatimlar, gosteri sanatlari, inanglar, rittieller, sdlenler, doga
ve evrenle ilgili toplumlarin belleklerinde yer etmis olay ve uygulamalar olmak iizere sayist daha da
arttirilabilecek her tiirlii somut ve somut olmayan degerleri igeren uluslararasi hakemli bir dergidir.

Kiiltiir kavrami altinda gergeklesen tiim faaliyetlerin ortak zemini olmay1 hedefleyen TUBA-KED,
ilke olarak, donem ve cografi bolge sinirlamasi olmaksizin arkeoloji, sanat tarihi, kirsal ve kentsel
mimari, kirsal ve kentsel peyzaj, kiiltiirel peyzaj, kentsel arkeoloji, endiistriyel arkeoloji, etnografya,
etnobotanik, jeoarkeoloji ve tarih ile ilgili ¢aligmalara yer vermektedir. Ayrica topluluklarin,
gruplarim ve bireylerin kiiltiirel miraslarinin bir pargasi olarak tanimladiklar1 uygulamalar, temsiller,
anlatimlar, bilgiler, beceriler ve bunlara iligkin arag-gerecler ile kiiltiire]l mekanlar gibi farkl dlgek
ve nitelikteki kiiltiirel mirasa yonelik her tiirlii belgeleme, envanter ve sozlii tarih galigmalart
derginin kapsami i¢indedir. Bununla birlikte dergimiz, kiiltlir kavrami iginde tespit edilen tiim
uygulamalarin korunmasi, onarimi, sergilenmesi, topluma kazandirilmasi ve kiiltiir sektorii olarak
degerlendirilmesine yonelik proje ve fikirlere agik olup bu alanlarda bir forum olusturma islevini
de {istlenmistir.

2003 yilinda “Kiiltiir Envanteri Dergisi” ad1 ve igerigi ile yola ¢ikan TUBA-KED, sadece envanter
calismalar1 ile smirli kalmayip, yukarida siralanan ¢aligma alanlarinin tamamindan bilimsel
nitelikte olmak {izere her tiirlii bilimsel yaziy1 kabul etmektedir.

intangible values.

Striving to become a common ground for all activities that take place under the concept of culture, the
TUBA- Journal of Cultural Inventory, as a principle, is open to all kinds of studies about archeology,
art history, rural and urban architecture, rural and urban landscaping, urban archeology, industrial
archeology, ethnography, ethno-botany, geo-archeology and history without limitation of period and
geographical region. Also documentation, inventory and oral history studies concerning cultural
heritage in different scales and types such as praxes, representations, narratives, information, skills,
tools related to these and cultural spaces attributed as a constituent of their cultural heritage by
societies, groups and individuals, are within the scope of the journal. In addition, our journal is open
to all projects and ideas concerning the conservation, preservation, presentation of all the features
defined within the concept of culture, their repossession to the society as well as their appraisal as
culture sector; while it has also undertaken the role to establish a forum in these fields.

TUBA-KED, Sanat Tarihi, Mimarlik, Mimarlik tarihi ve miizecilik ve yan disiplinlerden gelen birbirini tamamlayan
caligmalarla yayin hayatini siirdiirmektedir. Dergi kiiltiirel miras i¢indeki mimari yapilar ve sanat eserleri yaninda,
miize malzemesinin akademik tasnif ve degerlendirmelerini igeren makale zenginligiyle alana katki yapmaktadir.
Derginin amaci eskigagdan bugiine kiiltiirel miras kapsamina giren sanat eserleri ile kiiltiirel miras envanterlerinin tahlil
ve degerlendirmelerini igeren makaleler yayimlamaktir. Bu baglamda yeniden restorasyona alian yapilar, miizelerde
tasnifi yapilmig ancak degerlendirilmesi gerekli nesneler, ge¢mis yiizyillarin mimari ve sanat eserleri, giinliik kullanim
objelerinin 6zellikleri ve tretildikleri ¢ag ile baglamlarini igeren ¢aligmalarin yayinlanmasina oncelik verilmektedir.
Tarihi eserlerin giincel koruma problemleri, uygulamalar, 6neriler ve bakimlarini konu alan ¢aligmalara da yer
verilmektedir. TUBA-KED, kiiltiirel mirasi akademik disiplin icinde belgelemeyi hedeflerken, makalelerin iginde 6zgiin
gorsel malzemenin yayimmlanmasina da 6nem vermektedir.

Bu sayida Tiirkiye cografyasinin gesitli kiiltiir merkezlerinden gelen g¢alismalarla iilkenin kiiltiirel cografyasinin
farkli yerlerine isaret eden Edirne, Ankara, Mardin-Midyat, Kiitahya-Cavdarhisar Aizanoi, Konya-Cumra, Kapadokya,
Adiyaman-Kahta, Harput ve ¢evresine odaklanan ayrica Cezayir kiy1 seridiyle Akdeniz cografyasini dahil eden Roma
Bizans, Selguklu, Osmanli ve Cumhuriyet doneminden kiiltiirel miras ile ilgili makaleler yer almaktadir.

Dergininilk makalesi Ankara’dabulunan Roma dénemine aithamamin i1sitma ve su sistemlerinde kullanilan malzemeyi
incelemeyi hedefliyor. Bugiin bir agik hava miizesi olan hamamin, tasiyici malzeme, 1sitma ve su tasiyici sistemlerinde
kullanilan pismis topraktan iiretilen tuglalari analiz ederek, bu g¢ercevede kazi sonuglarini da degerlendirmektedir.
Bizans donemi Kapadokya kiliseleri duvar resimlerindeki “Masumlarin Katli” sahnelerini ele alan diger makale, Bizans
mirasinin Anadolu’da ortaya ¢ikan kalintilarinin resim iizerinden degerlendirmesini i¢erirken, ddnemin inang yapisinin
ikonografik orneklerini gostermektedir. Kiitahya civarindaki Antik Aizanoi Kentinde 2018’e kadar yapilan kazilarin
sonucunda elde edilen savas aletlerinin tespit ve tasnifini konu alan ¢aligma ise hem degerlendirme hem farkli tarihlere
ait nesnelerin envanterini igermektedir.

Konya’nin giiney-batisindaki Cumra cevresindeki birisi Selcuklu digerleri ge¢ Osmanli ve Erken Cumbhuriyet
doneminden 6zgiin alt1 minberi inceleyen makale, bolge daha ¢ok Catalhdyiik ile bilinmekteyken ayni civardaki diger
kiiltiirel miras1 giindeme getirmektedir. Arastirmacilarin ilgisini ¢eken konulardan birisi olarak Hah/ Anitli kdyiindeki
Siiryani Ortodoks kiliselerinin mimari 6zelliklerini konu alan makale, dini mimarinin evrimini izlemeye imkan veren
restorasyonlarini ele almaktadir. Selguklu doneminden az bilinen bir kervansarayi ele alan bir bagka ¢alisma ise Adiyaman
Kahta civarindaki Damlacik’ta bulunan kalintilarin incelenmesiyle ortaya ¢ikarilmistir.

19. yiizyilin sonunda Edirne’de Mimar Konstantinos Dimadis tarafindan yapilan Rum Erkek ve Rum Kiz Okulu’nun
insa siirecleri ve mimari 6zelliklerini argiv kaynaklari ve ¢izimler 1s1ginda ele alan makalede Ge¢ Osmanli mimarisindeki
yaklagimlar incelenmis ve Edirne sehir dokusunu ilgilendiren degerlendirmeler yapilmistir. Ayni donemi ilgilendiren
bir bagka ¢aligma Evkaf Nezareti destegiyle gerceklestirilen sibyan mektebi ve devami iptidai tip projelerinde mekénsal
ozellikler tizerinde durmus ve Osmanli egitiminde yenilesmeyi mimarlik tercihleri ekseninde ele alarak iiretilen 6rnekleri
degerlendirmistir. Bu saymin miize yazisi Ankara Etnografya Miizesindeki kitabeleri ele almaktadir. Miize bahgesindeki
kitabelerin hatlarini, 6zelliklerini ve hangi yapilara ait oldugunu inceleyerek, Selguklu ve Erken Osmanli donemi
orneklerinden yola ¢ikarak kayip binalara da dikkat ¢cekmektedir.

TUBA-KED ayrica kiiltiirel mirasin korunmasina yonelik yaym da yapmaktadir. UNESCO Diinya Miras1 Gegici
Listesi’'nde yer alan Harput’taki kiiltiirel mirasa odaklanan projenin verilerini isleyen makale, Harput’da bulunan tarihi
eserlerin ve bu mirasin korunmasina yonelik alan arastirmasini ve onerileri igermektedir. Tiirkiye cografyasinin disindan
gelen bir makale ise Cezayir kiy1 seridindeki deniz fenerleri ile UNESCO diinya mirasi listesindeki sit alani i¢indeki Tipaza
Deniz Feneri’nin kuleli mimari yapisini, 6zelliklerini incelemektedir.

2003 yilindan bu yana yayin hayatinda olan TUBA-KED 22. yilinda giderek zenginlesen igerigiyle iyileserek yol
almistir. Bu vesileyle derginin akademik mubhitlerde sayis1 yiikselen takipgilerine tesekkiir ederiz. TUBA-KED 22. yilin1
kutlarken, derginin en iyi sekilde ¢ikmasina dair sagladig1 imkanlar icin TUBA baskani1 Prof. Dr. Muzaffer Seker’e tesekkiir
ederiz.

EDITOR’S NOTE

TUBA-KED continues its publication life with complementary studies in the fields of art history, architecture,
architectural history, museology, and related disciplines. The journal contributes to the field through a rich collection
of articles on architectural structures and works of art within the scope of cultural heritage, as well as academic
classification and evaluation of museum materials. The journal’s aim is to publish articles that analyze and assess
works of art and cultural heritage inventories spanning from ancient times to the present day. In this context, priority
is given to the publication of studies focusing on structures undergoing restoration, objects housed in museums that
require scholarly evaluation, architectural and artistic works from past centuries, and the characteristics of everyday
objects and their historical context. The journal also includes research on contemporary conservation issues, practices,
recommendations, and the maintenance of historical artifacts. While aiming to document cultural heritage within an
academic discipline, TUBA-KED also places importance on the inclusion of original visual material in its articles.

In this issue, studies from various cultural centers across Tiirkiye highlight different regions of the country’s
cultural geography, including Edirne, Ankara, Mardin-Midyat, Kiitahya-Cavdarhisar (Aizanoi), Konya-Cumra,
Cappadocia, Adiyaman-Kahta, Harput, and its surroundings. This issue also features articles on cultural heritage
from the Roman, Byzantine, Seljuk, Ottoman, and Republican periods, extending into the broader Mediterranean
geography, including the Algerian coastline.

The first article in the journal examines the materials used in the heating and water systems of a Roman-era bathhouse
located in Ankara. By analyzing the baked clay bricks used in the load-bearing structures, heating, and water-carrying
systems of the bathhouse -now an open-air museum- the article also contextualizes the findings within the results of
recent excavations. Another article, which deals with the scenes of the Massacre of the Innocents (Masumlarin Katli)
depicted in the wall paintings of Byzantine-era churches in Cappadocia, assesses the remnants of Byzantine heritage
in Anatolia through visual evidence and presents iconographic examples reflecting the beliefs of the period. The study
examining the identification and classification of weapons unearthed during excavations in the ancient city of Aizanoi
near Kiitahya (up to 2018) offers both an evaluation and an inventory of objects from various historical periods.

The article examining six original minbars, one from the Seljuk period and the others from the late Ottoman
and early Republican periods, in the Cumra region southwest of Konya brings to light other elements of cultural
heritage in a region more widely known for Catalhdyiik. Another topic of interest to researchers is an article on the
architectural features of the Syriac Orthodox churches in the village of Hah (Anitl1), which examines their restoration,
allowing us to trace the evolution of religious architecture. A further study investigates a little-known caravanserai
from the Seljuk period, uncovered through an examination of the remains found in Damlacik, near Adiyaman-Kahta.

An article examining the construction process and architectural features of the Greek Boys’ and Girls’ Schools
built by architect Konstantinos Dimadis in Edirne at the end of the 19th century, based on archival sources and
drawings, examines approaches in late Ottoman architecture and assesses their implications for the urban fabric
of Edirne. Another study focusing on the same period analyzes the spatial characteristics of primary school and
elementary school projects carried out with the support of the Evkaf Nezareti, evaluating selected examples in light
of the architectural preferences that accompanied the renewal of Ottoman education. The museum article in this issue
deals with the inscriptions in the Ankara Ethnography Museum. By examining the scripts, features, and associated
structures of the inscriptions in the museum garden, the study also draws attention to lost buildings, using examples
from the Seljuk and Early Ottoman periods.

TUBA-KED publishes articles dedicated to the preservation cultural heritage. One such article is based on data from
a project focusing on the cultural heritage of Harput, which is included on the UNESCO World Heritage Tentative List.
The article contains field research and recommendations for the preservation of historical artifacts and heritage in Harput.
Another article, authored by a researcher from outside Tiirkiye, examines the lighthouses on the Algerian coastline and
the architecture and features of the Tipaza Lighthouse, a site included on the UNESCO World Heritage List.

Since its first issue in 2003, TUBA-KED has continued to grow, offering increasingly rich content in its 22nd year.
We would like to take this opportunity to thank the journal’s expanding academic readership. As we celebrate 22nd
anniversary of TUBA-KED, we extend our sincere thanks to TUBA President Prof. Dr. Muzaffer Seker for his ongoing
support and for providing the conditions necessary for the journal’s high-quality publication. We are also grateful to
Biisra Aygiin for her secretarial contributions during the preparation process and to designer Ali Bugra Ergin. Our thanks
go as well to the reviewers of this 31st issue, and we warmly congratulate the authors for their valuable contributions.
