Os-
man’in sehadetiyle iliskilendirilen rivayetleri degerlendirdigi yazi, tarihi hadiselerin kaynak
temelli analizi bakimindan 6nem arz etmektedir. Kiraat ilmi, mezar tas1 estetigi, medrese
mimarisi, makam ve usul teorisi, mezhepsel mimari formlar ve 19. yiizyil Rus diplomasisine
kadar uzanan farkli basliklar, bu sayinin genis bir ilmi yelpazeye sahip oldugunu géstermek-
tedir.
