Tiirk dis politikasinin son donemde en yogun mesai harcadigi bolgelerden
olan Ortadogu bilimsel ve akademik ¢alismalarin konusu olmayi siirdiiriiyor.
Bu durumun gostergelerinden birisi de dergimize gonderilen ¢alisma say1-
sindaki onemli artistir. Bu durum bizleri fazlasiyla sevindirmekte ve dergi-
mize ilgiyle takip eden tiim yazar ve okuyucularimiza tesekkiirii borg biliriz.
Ortadogu’ya yonelik bu artan ilgiyi karsilamak amaciyla ortaya ¢ikan T7ir-
kive Ortadogu Calismalar: Dergisi sekizinci sayisiyla okuyucuyla bulusu-
yor. Daha ¢ok Ortadogu cografyasina dair Tiirkiye perspektifli analizlere yer
veren Tiirkiye Ortadogu Caligmalart Dergisi’nin 6ncelikli amaglari arasinda
Tirkiye’nin bolgesel politikalardaki aktivizmine 151k tutmak, bu aktivizmin
anlasilmasini saglamak ve kritigini yapmak yer almaktadir. Bununla birlikte
dergimizde Ortadogu’daki siyasi, toplumsal ve ekonomik gelismeleri yeni
perspektifier getirerek inceleyen orijinal arastirmalar da yayinlanmaktadir.
Tiirkiye Ortadogu Calismalar: Dergisi siyaset bilimi, uluslararasi iliskiler,
tarih, ilahiyat, sosyoloji ve ekonomi gibi disiplinlerden Ortadogu’ya dair
analizleri kabul etmektedir.

Tiirkiye Ortadogu Calismalari Dergisi, Tlrk dis politikasi, toplum ve din ilis-
kileri, Tiirkiye nin Ortadogu politikas1 gibi konu bazli arastirma alanlarinin
yaninda, Iran, Irak, Misir, Levant ve Israil calismalar gibi iilke ve cografya
merkezli ¢alisma masalarinin bulundugu, yerli ve yabanci 35 arastirmaciya
ev sahipligi yapan Tiirkiye’nin bu alandaki en biiyiikk kurumu olan Sakarya
Universitesi Ortadogu Enstitiisii tarafindan yilda iki kez yaymlanmaktadir.
Dergiye gonderilen makaleler 6nce editorler tarafindan sonrasinda ise en az
iki hakem tarafindan degerlendirilerek yayin siirecine girmektedir.

Sekizinci sayidaki ilk yazida Zehra Yilmaz teror orgiitii DEAS m kadin po-
litikasina odaklanmaktadir. Ozellikle Irak ve Suriye’de bir dénem ciddi bir
varlik gosteren DEAS’n kati ideolojik tutumuna karsin kadinlarin orgiite
neden katildig1 ve oOrgiitiin bu kadinlara yonelik nasil bir politika izledigi
Yilmaz’in ¢aligmasinin temel inceleme alanlari olarak sdylenebilir. Bu sayi-
daki ikinci ¢alismada Tunahan Yildiz son dénem Ortadogu siyasetinde sik¢a
dillendirilen mezhep catismalar1 konusunda deginmektedir. Mezhep grupla-
r1 arasindaki gerginligi bir vaka arastirmasiyla ele alan Yildiz, ¢caligmasinda
Irak Tiirkmenleri’ni incelemektedir.

Nurcan Ozgiir Baklacioglu ise ¢alismasinda Suriye i¢ savasinin en vahim so-
nuglarindan birisi olan miilteciler sorununu ele almaktadir. Baklacioglu’nun
caligmast Avrupa’ya go¢ etmeye c¢alisan Suriyeli kadinlara odaklanirken,
miiltecilerin dramatik yolculuk seriivenlerini de gozler dniine sermektedir.
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Selim Dursun tarafindan kaleme alinan bu saymin dordiincii makalesi Re-
jim Giivenligi ve Tunus Dis Politikas1 bagligini tasimaktadir. Caligmasinda
Dursun, Arap Devrimleri siirecinin bagladig1 Tunus’ta dis politika ile rejim
giivenligi arasindaki iliskiyi irdelemektedir.

Besinci makalede ise {lhan Aras Fransa’nin Arap devrimleri siirecindeki po-
litikasini1 elestirel bir yaklasimla incelemektedir. Sekizinci sayidaki son ma-
kalede ise Hafiz Mammadov, Ortadogu’nun giiclii aktorlerinden Suudi Ara-
bistan ve Iran’m siyasi tarihlerindeki énemli bir déneme odaklanmaktadr.
“ABD’nin Suudi Arabistan-iran Isbirligine Dayali Kérfez’de Giivenlik Po-
litikasi: Cifte Siitun Politikas1” baslikli makalesinde Mammadov, ABD’nin
Ortadogu politikasina dair de kapsamli bir analiz sunmaktadir.

Ortadogu’ya dair orijinal analizlere ihtiyacin giderek arttigi bir donemde
Tiirkiye Ortadogu Calismalari Dergisi yer verdigi aragtirma metinleriyle lite-
ratiire katki sunmay1 hedeflemektedir. Bu ve benzeri ¢abalar hem Tiirk bilim
diinyas1 hem de Tiirk dis politikasini yonlendirenler i¢in énemli bir kazanim
olacaktir. Bu amag dogrultusunda Tiirkge ve Ingilizce aragtirmalara yer veren
Tiirkive Ortadogu Calismalart Dergisi, sosyal bilimlerin ilgili alanlarinda
Ortadogu’ya dair konularin Tiirkiye perspektifiyle farkli disiplinler aracili-
giyla incelendigi tiim yazilara agiktir.
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EDITOR’S NOTE

The Turkish Journal of Middle Eastern Studies is a peer-reviewed journal
indexed by prominent databases and indexes. Materials sent to the journal
are being peer-reviewed at least by two academic referees before publica-
tion. It is published biannually by Sakarya University’s Middle East Institute
which is one of the biggest institutions in Turkey focusing on the region. The
Institute houses 35 researchers from Turkey and regional states who study
and teach the foreign policy of the regional states, local communities, and
religious associations as well as Turkey’s Middle East policy. In addition, it
employs experts on individual country studies such as Iran, Iraq, Egypt, the
Levant, and Israel. The Middle East maintains an important chapter in aca-
demic studies. It has a major share in Turkish Foreign Policy as well.

With its new issue, The Turkish Journal of Middle Eastern Studies continues
to better make sense of the recent developments of the region and its people.
One primary objective is to present thorough analyses about the Middle East-
ern affairs in particular by shedding new insights on Turkey’s now a decade
old activism in regional affairs. The Turkish Journal of Middle Eastern Stud-
ies publishes academic studies that analyze political, economic and social
dynamics and developments of the region. It prefers research written from
multi-disciplinary perspectives and from a number of fields: political sci-
ence, international relations, history, theology, sociology, and economics.

In the first article of the eighth issue, Zehra Yilmaz explains the DAESH
policy towards women. Yilmaz’s study focuses on the rationale behind the
participation of women to Daesh sides despite the former applies a harsh
ideological attitude towards women in general. In the second study of the is-
sue, Tunahan Yildiz discusses the Turkomans of Iraq from the perspective of
sectarian confrontation and conflict.

Nurcan Baklacioglu’s study focuses on one of the most vital consequences
of the Syrian civil war. Baklacioglu focuses on the Syrian women on a quest
of reaching Europe while it presents a snapshot of the dramatic journeys of
the migrants. In his article, dealing with the Regime Security and Tunisian
Foreign Policy, Selim Dursun focuses on the dual relationship between the
regime security and foreign policy making in Tunisia where Arab Uprisings
had started.

The fifth article written by ilhan Aras critically analyzes French politics to-
wards the Middle East during the Arap Uprisings. In the article entitled “Gulf
Security Policy based on the US-Saudi-Iranian Cooperation: Double Column



Policy”, Hafiz Mammadov examines an important period of history between
Saudi Arabia and Iran which are prominent actors of the region. Together
with his study, the present issue provides an in-depth analysis of USA’s Mid-
dle East policy.

The Turkish Journal of Middle Eastern Studies aims to make a substantial
contribution to the literature on the Middle East from various perspectives.
The Journal offers both original articles to the Turkish and world academia
and valuable resources for policy advisors on Turkish foreign policy. The
Turkish Journal of Middle Eastern Studies publishes articles both in English
and Turkish and welcomes scholars to submit their high standard research in
the related social sciences.
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
