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Stratejik planlamada stratejik amag belirleme; orgiitlerin gelecekte belirli bir zaman siiresi iginde neyi
gergeklestirmek istediklerinin veya nerede ve ne durumda olmak istediklerinin karara baglanmasidir. Bu
arastirmada, Turkiye’deki devlet ve vakif iiniversitelerinin stratejik planlarinda ifade ettikleri stratejik
amaglarini tematik agidan incelemek, bu ifadelerden hangilerinin ne siklikta kullanildigini, benzerliklerini
ve farkliliklarini agikca ortaya koymak amaglanmistir. Ayrica devlet iiniversiteleri ile vakif iiniversitelerinin
bu konudaki yaklagimlar da karsilastirilarak degerlendirilmistir. Bunun igin 112 devlet iiniversitesi ve 67
vakif iniversitesinin internet sayfalarinda yer alan stratejik planlarindaki stratejik amag ifadeleri
arastirmanin ¢aligma evrenini olusturmustur. Ancak 9 devlet ve 37 vakif tiniversitesinin stratejik planlarma
ulasilamadigi i¢in, 103 devlet ve 30 vakif tiniversitesinin stratejik planlarindaki stratejik amag ifadeleri
icerik analizi yontemi ile ¢oziimlenmistir. Elde edilen bulgulara gore tiniversitelerin genel olarak; “Egitim
Ogretim”, “Bilimsel Arastirma”, “Topluma Hizmet”, “Kurumsallasma”, “Altyap1”, “Paydaslar”,
“Uluslararasilasma” ve “Girigsimcilik” temalari altinda stratejik amaglarint belirledikleri tespit edilmistir.
Vakif tiniversitelerinin bunlara ilave olarak; “Taninma ve Tercih” ve “Finansman” temalarma stratejik
amaglarinda agirlik verdikleri bulgusuna ulagilmistir. Ayrica arastirmada, tiniversitelerin bu temalar altinda

belirledikleri stratejik amaglari, alt kategorilere ayrilarak siniflandirilmistir.

Setting strategic aims in strategic planning; is to determine what organizations want to achieve in a certain
period of time in the future or where and what kind of position they want to be. This study aims to examine
thematically Turkey's state and foundation universities' strategic aims expressed in their strategic plans and
expressions of strategic aims, to present what items are expressed how frequent they are used and to exhibit
their similarities and differents clearly. Also, the approaches of state universities and foundation universities
have been evaluated by comparing them. For this, expressions of the strategic aim of the strategic plans on
the internet pages of 112 state universities and 67 foundation universities constituted the working universe.
Due to the strategic plans of 9 state and 37 foundation universities can not be reached, 103 state and 30
foundation universities’expressions of strategic aims were analyzed by content analysis method in this
study. According to the findings, universities generally; It has been determined that they set strategic aims
under the themes of "Education”, "Scientific Research”, " Serving the Public", "Institutionalization",
"Infrastructure”, "Stakeholders", "Internationalization" and “Entrepreneurship”. In addition to that, it has
been reached that foundations universities have focused on the themes of "Recognition and Choice™ and
"Finance" in their strategic aims. Also, in this study, the strategic aims of the universities under these themes
were classified by subcategories.

Kamu idarelerinin katilimc1 yontemlerle stratejik plan hazirlamalar1 yasal zorunluluk haline gelmistir. 10.12.2003
tarihli ve 5018 sayili Kamu Mali Kontrol ve Yonetimi Kanunu'nun 9. maddesinde; “Kamu idareleri; kalkinma
planlari, programlar, ilgili mevzuat ve benimsedikleri temel ilkeler cergevesinde gelecege iliskin misyon ve
vizyonlarini olugturmak, stratejik amaglar ve dl¢iilebilir hedefler saptamak, performanslarint 6nceden belirlenmis
olan gostergeler dogrultusunda 6l¢mek ve bu siirecin izleme ve degerlendirmesini yapmak amacryla, katilimci
yontemlerle stratejik plan hazirlarlar” hiikmii yer almaktadir. Bu Kanuna gore; merkezi idareler, devlet
iiniversiteleri, belediyeler, il 6zel idareleri ve KiT lerin stratejik plan hazirlamalar1 zorunludur.

Universitelerin daha kaliteli hizmet verebilmeleri i¢in biitgelerini ve kaynak tahsislerini, stratejik planlarina, yillik
amag ve hedefleri ile performans gostergelerine dayandirmalar1 zorunludur. Universiteler stratejik planlarini
hazirlarken; kalkinma plani, hiikkiimet programi ve faaliyet alanlartyla ilgili diger ulusal, bolgesel ve sektoérel plan
ve programlardaki politika, amag¢ ve hedefleri dikkate almak zorundadirlar.

Universiteler stratejik yonetim kapsaminda stratejik planlarmi hazirlarken ve stratejik amaglarim belirlerken
kendileri ile ilgili giincel mevzuattaki ifadelerle uyum saglamak zorundadirlar. 1982 Tarihli T.C. Anayasasi’nin
130. maddesinde yiiksekdgretim kurumlari ile ilgili; insan giicli yetistirmek, egitim-6gretim, bilimsel arastirma,
yaym ve danigsmanlik, iilkeye ve insanliga hizmet temalar1 belirlenmistir. 4.11.1981 tarihli ve 2547 sayili
Yiiksekdgretim Kanunu’nun 12. Maddesinde yiiksekogretim kurumlarinin gorevleriyle ilgili; egitim- dgretim,
bilimsel arastirma, yayim ve danismanlik, insan giicii yetistirmek ve topluma hizmet temalar1 vurgulanmustir.
Yiiksekogretim Kurulu en son stratejik planinda stratejik amaglarindaki temalart; yiiksekogretime erigsim, kurumsal
kapasite, biiylime, insan kaynaklari, egitim-Ogretim, bilimsel arastirma, toplum ve is diinyas: iligkileri,
uluslararasilasma, kalite ve akreditasyon olarak belirlemistir.

2.KAVRAMSAL CERCEVE VE LITERATUR TARAMASI

Bu kisimda, stratejik yonetim ve stratejik planlama ili ilgili kavramlar agiklanarak, konunun kavramsal ¢ercevesi
cizilmeye caligilacaktir.

Orgiit, ortak bir amaci gergeklestirmek icin bir araya gelen insanlarin olusturdugu yapi, kaide ve siiregler
biitiiniidiir. Universiteler ise; genellikle kir amaci giitmeyen, bir biitiin olarak toplumun degisikliklere ayak
uydurmasini saglayan orgiitlerdir (Dinger, 2007:472).

Stratejik planlama, bir orgiitiin amag¢ ve misyonlarinda agiklanan durumlara erigmek i¢in iist yonetim tarafindan
yapilan uzun vadeli planlardir. Stratejik planlama bir Orgiitiin uzun doénemli basarisint belirleyen kararlar
bitiiniidiir (Eren, 2013:4). Stratejik planlama esnasinda “Biz kimiz ve amacimiz nedir?” sorularmin
cevaplandirilmasi gerekir. Kim oldugumuza karar vermeden 6nce ne yapmamiz gerektigine karar veremeyiz
(Clegg, vd. 2017:26).

Strateji, orgiite istikamet vermek ve rekabet {istiinliigii saglamak gayesiyle orgiit ¢evresini siirekli analiz ederek
uyum saglayacak amaglarin belirlenmesi, faaliyetlerin planlanmasi ve gerekli ara¢ ve kaynaklarin yeniden
diizenlenmesi siirecidir. Strateji gevreyi degerlendirme ve gelecegi tahmin etme imkani verir (Dinger, 2007:21).
Amaglar, belirli birtakim faaliyetleri gerceklestirerek ulasilmak istenilen durumlardir. Orgiitsel agidan ise, amaglar
orgiitlerin faaliyetlerinin ve hatta varoluslarmin nedenini olusturur. Orgiitsel amag, organizasyonun bir biitiin
olarak gergeklestirmek istedigi gelecege iliskin bir husustur. Orgiitler biitiin faaliyetlerini amagclarmi
gerceklestirmek igin yapar (Eren, 2013:63). Orgiitler, amaglar belirleyerek, ulasmak istedikleri noktay1 yani nerede
olmak istediklerini belirlemis olurlar. Amaglar, yonetimi yonlendiren, orgiitlin ulagsmak ve gerceklestirmek istedigi
sonuglardir.

Orgiitiin amaglar1, faaliyetlerinin sonucunda elde etmek istedikleri olup, érgiitiin yaptig1 isleri, faaliyetleri “nigin”
yaptigini, “neyi veya neleri elde etmek i¢in” yaptiklarini belirten sonuglardir. Orgiit belirli bir is yapmak ve o isle
ilgili faaliyette bulunarak toplumun ihtiyaglarin1 karsilamak i¢in kurulur. Varlik nedeni faaliyette bulundugu
konuda isini yapmak ve gorevini yerine getirmektir. Bu konular misyon ifadelerinde belirtilir. Ancak bu misyonu
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“nigin” yerine getirmek istedigi, sonugta “neyi veya neleri” elde etmek istedigi sorularinin cevaplari igletmenin
amaglarini belirtir. Amaglar, stratejilere 151k tutan, onlar1 yonlendiren birer pusuladir (Ulgen ve Mirze, 2004:185).
Amaglar, yoneticilere yol gosterici niteliklere ve fonksiyonlara da sahiptir. Amaglar; neyin, ne zaman ve ne
miktarda yapilacagini gostermektedir. Bu nedenle, agik¢a yazili tarihi belirlenmis ve rakamlandirilmis somut
amagclar belirlemenin yararlari ¢ok biiyiiktiir. Amaglar soyut olmaktan ¢ok yeterli 6l¢iide acik ve kesin olmalidir
(Eren, 2013:65).
Amaglar; politikalarin belirlenmesinde, kaynaklarin se¢iminde, faaliyet programlarimin hazirlanmasinda ve
uygulanmasinda yoneticilerin davraniglarina yon verir. Temel kararlarin alinmasini kolaylastirir ve yoneticilerin
birbirleriyle ¢elisen kararlar almalarini dnler. Amaglar; ¢alisanlar1 motive eder, onlar igin bir hedef olusturur.
Amaglar; faaliyetler sonunda elde edilen durumlar i¢in bir Sl¢li ve kontrol araci olarak kullanilirlar. Amaglar
yOnetimin biitiin slireglerine temel olusturur (Dinger, 2007:170).
Amag tespiti, stratejik planlama siirecinde kuruma tahsis edilen kaynaklarin dogru kullanilmasi, 6nceliklerin ve
tercihlerin ilgili herkes tarafindan dogru anlagilmasi, sonuglar agisindan hesap vermeyi kolaylastirmasi bakimindan
¢ok Onemlidir. Hedefler ise stratejik amaglarin ayrintili bigimde belirlenmis daha somut ifadesidir (Lamba,
2013:86).
Amaglar kabul edilebilir olmalidir. Bu ag¢idan amag belirleme siirecine, bunu gergeklestirecek insanlar1 da dahil
etmek etkili yoldur. Amaglar ulasilabilir yani basarilabilir olmalidir. Amaglar agik¢a tanimlanmig ve miimkiin
oldugu kadar &lgiilebilir nitelik tagimalidir. Amagclar tiim yonetici ve ¢alisanlar agisindan motive edici olmalidir.
Amagclar; birbiriyle uyumlu olmali, belirlenen amaglar birbirlerini desteklemelidir. Orgiit kiiltiiriine, yonetimin
degerlerine uygun dogru amaclar segilmelidir. Amaglarin firsat maliyeti goz Oniine alinmalidir (Dinger,
2007:168).
Amaglar belirlenirken 6rgiit ici ve dis1 kosullar ve durumlar degerlendirilir. Orgiit amaglarim belirlerken miimkiin
olan veya yapabilecegi hususlar1 belirler (Eren, 2013:66). Amag ve hedefler belirlenirken, kesin ve 6l¢iilebilir
nitelikte olmasina ve vizyonun belirli bir zaman dilimi igerisinde gerceklestirilmesine yonelik nicel ifadeler
tasimasina dikkat edilmelidir (Ulgen ve Mirze, 2004:70).
Stratejik amaglar, kurulusun genel bir ¢er¢evede ulasmayi diigiindiigii noktanin ne oldugunu gdstermekte olup,
genel ve kurulus islevini daha ileri bir noktaya gotiirebilecek nitelikte olmasi gerekmektedir. Stratejik amaglarin
tasimasi gereken zellikler sunlardir:

e  Misyon, vizyon ve ilkelerle uyumlu olmalidir.

e  Kurulugun misyonunu yerine getirmesine katkida bulunmalidir.

o Iddiali, gergekei ve ulasilabilir olmalidr.

e Kurulusun simdiki durumundan, gelecekte arzu edilen durumuna donisiimiinii saglayabilecek nitelikte

olmalidir.
o Ulasilmasi istenen noktay1 agik bir sekilde ifade etmeli, ancak buna nasil ulasilacagint ayrintili olarak
aciklamamalidir.

e Hedeflerin gergeklestirilmesinde yol gosterici olmalidir.

e Onemli digsal degisiklikler olmadig miiddetge degistirilmemelidir (Akgemci, 2008:32).
Stratejik amaglar dis cevrenin analizi, i¢ cevrenin ayrintil incelenmesiyle uzun dénemli olarak belirlenir. Orgiitiin
biitiiniine yon verir ve ¢alisanlara rehberlik eder. Orgiitiin uzun donemli 6zelliklerini ortaya ¢ikarir. Orgiitiin her
seviyesinde istenen basarinin standartlarin olusturur ve ydnetimin bunlar1 kontrol etmesini kolaylastirir. Orgiitler
sadece bir alanda degil, birden ¢ok alanda kendilerine amag belirledikleri takdirde, basarilarin1 daha gergekei
olarak gorebilirler (Dinger, 2007:173).
T.C. Kalkinma Bakanlig: tarafindan iiniversiteler igin stratejik plan hazirlama rehberi yayinlanmistir. Universiteler
stratejik yonetim siirecinde su sorulara cevap ararlar:

Literatiirde iiniversitelerin stratejik planlarindaki misyon ve vizyon ifadeleri daha ¢ok inceleme konusu olmus,
tiniversitelerin stratejik amagclariyla ilgili sinirh ¢alismaya rastlanmustir.

“Universitelerin Misyon Ifadelerinin Tematik Olarak Incelenmesi” isimli ¢aligmada; iiniversitelerin “Egitim
Ogretim Hizmeti” temasini, gérev ve misyon ifadelerinde daha siklikla kullandiklarini, kullanim sikligma gore bu
temay1 takiben “Toplumsallik”, “Evrensellik”, “Bilim ve teknoloji”, “Degerler”, “Faaliyet alan1” ve “Demokrasi”
temalarinin izledigi tespit edilmistir (Arabact ve Sener, 2014:701).

“Yiiksekogretim Kurumlarinin Stratejik Planlarinda Yer Alan Vizyon ve Misyon ifadelerinin Analizi” isimli
¢aligmada; tiniversitelerin stratejik planlarindaki misyon metinlerinde “Evrensel nitelikte yeterli ve yetkin bilgiye
sahip olmak” ifadesinin kullanildig1, vizyon metinlerinde ise en ¢ok arastirma iglevine yonelik ifadelere yer
verildigi belirlenmistir (Ozdem, 2011:1869).

3.YONTEM

3.1. Arastirmanin Amaci

Bu arastirmanin amaci; Tiirkiye’deki iiniversitelerin stratejik planlama kapsaminda belirledikleri stratejik
amaglarini tematik agidan incelemek, bu ifadelerden hangilerinin ne siklikta kullanildigini, benzerliklerini ve
farkliliklarini analiz etmektir. Ayrica Devlet iiniversiteleri ile vakif iiniversitelerinin bu konudaki yaklagimlarini
karsilagtirmaktir.

3.2. Arastirmanin Calisma Evreni

Aragtirmanin evrenini; 07.03.2018 tarihi itibariyle Tiirkiye’de faaliyette olan 112 devlet ve 67 vakif {iniversitesinin
web sayfalarinda yer alan stratejik planlarindaki stratejik amag ifadeleri olusturmustur. Yapilan aragtirmada 103
devlet {iniversitesi ile 30 vakif {iniversitesinin stratejik planlarina ulasilmis ve bunlardaki stratejik amag ifadeleri
aragtirmanin c¢alisma evrenini meydana getirmistir. Devlet {iniversitelerinin stratejik plan hazirlamalar1 yasal
zorunluluk oldugundan, faal durumda olanlarin tamaminin stratejik planlarina ulagilmistir. Vakif tiniversitelerinin
stratejik plan hazirlamalarinin yasal zorunluluk olmayisindan dolay1 daha azinin stratejik planlarina erigilmistir.
3.3. Arastirma Verilerinin Toplanmasi ve Analizi

Arastirma verileri dokiiman incelemesi teknigiyle toplanmuis, verilerin ¢oziimlenmesi ise igerik analizi teknigi ile
yapilmigtir. Devlet tiniversitelerinin stratejik planlarinin yer aldigi http://www.sp.gov.tr sitesinden bilgiler elde
edilmis, burada olmayan bilgiler i¢in Tiirkiye’deki devlet ve vakif {iniversitelerinin stratejik planlarina ulasilmisg

ve burada yer alan stratejik amaglarla ilgili ifadeler Word sayfasinda toplanmis ve igerik analizi teknigi ile analiz
edilmistir.

Igerik analizinde temel amag, toplanan verileri aciklayabilecek kavramlara ve iliskilere ulasmaktir. Kavramlar bizi
temalara gotiiriir ve temalar sayesinde olgular1 daha iyi diizenleyebilir ve daha anlasilir hale getirebiliriz. igerik
analizinde temelde yapilan islem, birbirine benzeyen verileri belirli kavramlar ve temalar ¢ercevesinde bir araya
getirmek ve bunlar1 okuyucunun anlayabilecegi bir bicimde diizenleyerek yorumlamaktir. Tema, igerik analizinde
elde edilen kavramlardan daha soyuttur ve geneldir (Yildirim ve Simsek, 2008:227).

Bu arastirmada, Universitelerin hangi temalar altinda stratejik amag¢ belirledikleri, iiniversitelerin stratejik
planlarindan igerik analizi ile tespit edilmeye calisilmistir.

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Decision of supplier selection has a crucial importance for a firm to succeed. Liquefied Natural Gas (LNG)
is a crucial alternative to ensure the safety of natural gas supply in today's conditions, especially for the state
of natural gas supply security. LNG supplier selection constitutes the most important key point of this
process. This study aims to make the selection of the best LNG natural gas supplier for Turkey using the
Analytic Hierarchy Process (AHP) and Technique for Order Preference by Similarity to Ideal Solution
(TOPSIS) methods according to the current conditions. For this purpose, expert opinions, activity reports
and literature reviews were made to determine main and sub criteria. AHP method is applied by using Expert
Choice Software and TOPSIS was analyzed with Microsoft Excel for the best supplier choice. In addition,
it has been shown that which criteria brings which alternatives forward, which criteria are decisive in the
result and which are not decisive.
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INTRODUCTION

Decision making is defined as the process of selecting one or more of the alternatives that are best suited to the
objectives or objectives from all existing alternatives. Decision theory is defined as an analytical and systematic
approach to decision-making. Multi-criteria decision making (MCDM) is an important place among decision-making
techniques and is an area that adds value to operations research. MCDM is based on determining the best alternative
or option in cases where there are multiple criteria or objectives. Figure 1 shows the steps for decision theory. Decision
making techniques are used in a wide range of areas. One of the areas where decision making techniques are applied
is the field of energy supply. The single criteria decision-making technique is used to select the most cost-effective
option in energy supply. However, especially in the last 30-40 years, many criteria for energy supply are widely used
in decision making techniques (Samouilidis and Mitropoulos, 1982).

Energy supply security is basically based on the principle of the diversity of energy supply and reaching energy
resources in an economic way (Erdal and Karakaya, 2012). Even the smallest supply cuts to be experienced in natural
gas-dependent countries such as Turkey can lead to crises in economic and social foundations. Especially in previous
years, it has been experienced that only a few specific supplier countries and natural gas agreements made through
pipelines have caused many crises in Turkey to create energy supply security. For this reason, besides the transmission
made by pipelines, the increase in LNG transmission has significantly reduced the dependence on natural gas pipelines.
Thus, both source diversity and supplier diversity are provided. However, this process has resulted in the selection of
the appropriate LNG supplier for Turkey and the process in which the criteria should be used. This study was made on
the selection of the appropriate LNG supplier with MCDM techniques in the current conditions.

The application area of AHP and TOPSIS methods is very wide and they are one of the well-known two techniques of
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MCDM. Information on these methods is provided in Section 2. Literature surveys, where many criteria decision
making methods are applied, can be seen as many areas where these methods are applied (Govindan et al., 2015; Ho
etal., 2010; Liberatore and Nydick, 2008; Srivastava, 2007). The best selection problems are addressed in the TOPSIS
application areas such as selecting airline company for travel (Liao, 2013; Torlak et al., 2011; Tsaur et al., 2002),
facility location (Ertugrul and Karakasoglu, 2008), weapon selection (Dagdeviren et al., 2009), best project selection
(Mahmoodzadeh et al., 2007), best warehouse location selection (Ashrafzadeh et al., 2012), best tourism
destination(Onder et al., 2013) supplier selection (Ellram, 1990; Wang et al., 2009) etc. Researchers tried to solve
problems using AHP in various areas such as vendor selection (Bayazit and Karpak, 2005; Tam and Tummala, 2001),
project management and selection (Al-Harbi, 2001; Huang et al., 2008), supplier selection (Shaw et al., 2012), ERP
selection (Wei et al., 2005), software selection (Lai et al., 2002).

In the first part of the study, decision-making and decision theory, as well as MCDM techniques, general literature
screening has been given. The second part of the study revealed the criteria and alternatives necessary for the selection
of the most suitable LNG (liquefied natural gas) supplier for Turkey with the techniques of MCDM. First, the aim of
the work is to explain why the gas supply security is vital, explaining why the choice of LNG suppliers is necessary.
In the last chapter, the Expert Choice program has performed phases such as AHP method, determining objectives,
determining alternatives, determining the main and sub criteria, creating binary comparison matrices related to the
main and lower criteria, and LNG supplier selection is provided. Then, by taking advantage of the weights obtained
from the Expert choice outputs, the appropriate LNG supplier selection was made with the TOPSIS method in Excel
program. In the final section, the results of the study were evaluated.

MCDM Process
MCDM describes the holistic structure of the problem solving in Figure 2, consisting of five phases (Chankong and
Haimes, 1983).

Figure 2. MCDM Process
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In the initial phase, the process begins as soon as it detects the need to change the flow of the system (problem) it is
interested in. The condition is diagnosed, and the expression of ultimate purpose is revealed. There are different
tasks/jobs to be made during the formulation of the problem. These are;

» Creation of a set of sub-objectives (criteria), expressed in an abstract manner in the form of more functional and
specific objectives of the upper objective,

* The necessary elements of the system, the boundaries of the problem and the environmental conditions of the
system is clearly revealed.

In the modeling phase, when the system's perimeter and set of purposes are defined, appropriate models can be created
for the problem. "Model" is a structure that consists of a combination of key variables and their logical (or physical)
relationships that will provide a comprehensive analysis of the relevant aspects of the system in an effective and
meaningful manner. There are several forms of models which are; simple logical models, graphic models, complex
physical models, mathematical models. If alternatives are not data at the initial stage, they can perform the function of
producing alternative styles suitable for the problem.

In the problems of MCDM, the alternatives should be compared and the qualifications (a set of measurements for the
objectives/criteria) must be clearly identified and revealed. This set of measurements can take different names such as
"performance metrics/Criteria/index™ or "objective (benchmark) function™. For an alternative, the measurement levels
of the qualifications are determined on a suitable scale. While these scales function as a comparison or measurement
standard, the specified measurement levels are assigned as the degree of reaching the objectives that have been
expressed in the previous stage. For an alternative, the measured values of the relevant qualifications are either
subtracted from the model (unpredictable) or directly determined through the evaluation of subjective judgments.
During the analysis and evaluation phase, each alternative is evaluated based on a decision rule or set of rules that are
predefined and used to rate alternatives. The alternative that takes the highest rank according to the decision rule is
selected for interpretation. If the process is an open circular process, the process steps end at this point. If the resulting
outcome does not satisfy the decision maker, in other words, if it is insufficient, the problem is returned to the
formulation phase (the second step) using the information obtained for the observed output. A process in this structure
is defined as a closed circular process.

AHP

The AHP method was developed by Thomas L. Saaty in the 1970s and is one of the MCDM approaches based on
bilateral comparisons (Saaty, 2008). In AHP, it is a method that attracts the attention of many researchers because of
the easy use of the data needed to model and solve the decision problem. AHP is a decision support tool that can be
used to solve complex multi-criteria decision problems. In addition to the concrete and quantitative criteria based on
the judgments of experts, abstract and qualitative criteria are also an approach that can include the problem. This
method allows both objective and subjective factors to be taken into consideration when choosing the best alternative.
Nowadays, most people decide by using self-assessment-based judgments or using mathematical models that cannot
be proved or have inadequate results. In this case, it is a decision methodology that is needed, simplifying the complex
problem, making it easier to understand and demonstrating the relationship between the components that make up the
problem. Such a methodology is also included in AHP (Soyuer and Kocamaz, 2003).

TOPSIS

TOPSIS was developed by Yoon and Hwang as an alternative to ELECTRE method in 1980 and is considered one of
the most common in accepted variations (Hwang et al., 1993). It was proposed by Hwang and Yoon in 1981 to
determine the best alternative based on the understanding of the negotiated solution. The compromise solution can be
expressed as the closest to the positive ideal solution (optimum resolution) and the most remote solution to the negative
ideal solution (Tzeng and Huang, 2011). Basic concept of method; The chosen alternative, in a kind of geometric sense,
should be at the shortest distance from the ideal solution and the most distant distance from the negative-ideal. The
TOPSIS method assumes that each criterion has a monotony tendency to increase or diminishing benefits. Hence, ideal
and negative-ideal solutions are easy to identify. The Euclid distance approach aims to assess the relative proximity of
alternatives to the ideal solution. Thus, the order of choice of alternatives can be taken through a series of comparisons
of these relative distances (Heriggakar, 1999). It was later implemented by this idea (Zeleny, 1982) and developed by
(Hwang and Yoon, 1981) and (Hwang et al., 1993). The TOPSIS consist of 6 stages.

Which are;
* Establishing a normalized decision matrix

* Forming a weighted normalized decision matrix
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» Determination of Ideal and negative ideal solutions
* Calculation of separation measurement

* Calculating relative proximity to ideal solution

* Arrangement of preference order

The TOPSIS method was developed based on ELECTRE. Therefore, it is not surprising that the first two phases of the
methods are the same. It begins with the basis of a normalized decision matrix to compare both ELECTRE and TOPSIS
scales. In the second phase, both methods take the weight values of the choices from decision makers. In the third
stage, methods differ. As a difference, when performing the qualifiers according to the superiority of one of the
ELECTRE alternatives, TOPSIS shows that the alternative which is closest alternative to the ideal solution and best
alternatives to the negative ideal solution is the ideal solution (Kaya and Kahraman, 2004). One advantage of TOPSIS
is that each alternative has its own value. TOPSIS method is used to solve MCDM problems in many areas such as,
supply chain management, logistics, design, engineering, manufacturing, business and marketing management, health,
safety, environmental management, human resources management, energy management, chemical engineering and
resource management.

Turkey's energy supply assessment with MCDM

The security of supply in the energy sector is an international issue that concerns many countries, since it determines
the relations between exports of energy resources and imported countries. In this context, energy supply security plays
an important role in determining world policies. As a requirement of global energy policies and balances, under
ordinary circumstances, no country is fully independent of natural gas supply and demand security issues. In other
words, both the energy source and those who demand the energy source are unable to move on their own.

In cases where supply security is compromised, bureaucratic sanctions, embargos and even hot clashes can be seen.
Even the smallest supply cuts to be experienced in natural gas-dependent countries such as Turkey can lead to crises
in economic and social foundations. In addition, irregular and unstable natural gas supply can affect the efficiency of
the country's industrial production (Satman, 2007).

AHP Application

The main criteria that should affect the decision in this application are listed below.

* Cost
- Price of gas (unit price as energy)
» Current political situations
- Trade agreements with the supplier country
- Supplier country's political stability
- Political relations with the supplier country
- The supplier country's LNG policy with foreign countries
*  Quality
- Product quality (such as upper heat, density, gas cleaning)
- Technical capacity (Unloading time, Heat earned on the road, ship quality)
- Loading terminal quality, (loading speed, product supply time)
- Compliance with procedures (HSE, QAQC)
- Reputation and position in the sector
- Market share
* Logistics
- Distance length
- Seasonal conditions (the presence of the southern and North hemisphere)
- Risk factor (road and safety status)
- Tax and transportation expenses (road expenses)

After the sub-criteria have been defined, several alternative options will be given to decide on the selection. The
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alternatives identified in the study are suppliers; The United States of America (USA), Algeria, Qatar and Nigeria are
four.

Establishment of AHP

The most important phase of AHP is the creation of a hierarchical structure. At this stage, a hierarchical structure of
the main criteria which are determined at second stage and sub-criteria determined for each criterion was established
starting from the objective in the first stage. The structure of the AHP process is shown in Figure 3. With the help of
the Expert Choice program, this structure was created by marking the target identification, key criteria and sub-criteria
respectively.

At this stage, similar elements at each level of the hierarchy are compared with the next level of criteria. The binary
comparison matrix of all elements is created. In this matrix, 1 values are placed in the diagonal of the matrix because
the comparison of an element with the number 1 is expressed. N(n-1)/2 compares has been done for n-element matrix
has been compared. The priority values for comparisons in this work are:

e Annual reports belonging to Energy Market Regulatory Board (EPDK), Ministry of Energy and Petroleum
Pipeline Corporation(BOTAS) of previous years,

» Short and long-term planning reports based on comparison and energy projections of past and future years,

* Mutual agreements and related studies, which are expected in recent or previous and upcoming decades with
the supplier countries,

» Financial and political reports on import and export of energy,

e Current LNG and natural gas related journals, studies, projects and academic studies

Taken into consideration. The priority values are shown in Figure 4 because of the pairwise comparisons of the main
criteria with Expert Choice and the resulting account. Because of the bilateral comparison of the main criteria, "current
political situations™ and "quality assessments" with a relative value of 0.333 were determined as the main criteria. The
cost and logistics values of the energy unit price are determined as benchmarks of less weight. The Expert Choice
program automatically calculates the consistency rate. The consistency ratio has been obtained as 0.00, resulting in a
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consistent comparison because the acceptable limit 0.10.

Based on the comparison of the sub-criteria under the main criterion of "current political situations", "trade agreements
with the supplier country™ 0.385 points, "supplier country's political stability" 0.143 points; "Political relations with
the Supplier Country" are calculated as 0.385 points and shown in Figure 5-A. "The supplier country's LNG policy
with foreign countries™ has generated a severity rating of 0.087 points with the Expert Choice program. The consistency
rate has been obtained as 0.01 and the comparison is consistent because it is lower than the acceptance limit which is
0.10.

"Quality" according to the main criteria "technical capacity (unloading time, heat earned on the road, ship Quality)"
0.081 points; "Load terminal quality, (loading speed, product supply time)™ 0.050 points; "Compliance with procedures
(HSE, QA-QC) 0.206 points are calculated as 0.431 points of product quality (top heat, density, gas cleaning) and
shown in Figure 5-B. "Reputation and position in the sector" 0.087 points, "market share" 0.144 points by taking the
output of the Expert Choice program has created the severity ratings. The consistency rate has been obtained as 0.01
and the comparison is consistent because it is lower than the acceptance limit.

Looking at the main criterion of "logistics", "distance Length" 0.125 points, "seasonal conditions (the state of the South
and North hemisphere)" 0.078 points, "risk factor (road and safety status)" is calculated as 0.492 points and shown in
Figure 5-C. "Tax and handling expenses (road expenses)" 0.306 points, taking the output of severity ratings with the
Expert Choice program. The consistency rate has been obtained as 0.02 and the comparison is consistent because it is
lower than 0.10.

In the next stage, binary comparisons of options were made according to each of the sub-criteria at the second level of
the hierarchy, and the priority values of each were found with the help of the Expert Choice package program. Figure
6 provides Expert Choice printouts for comparison of sub-criteria between supplier countries, severity ratings and
consistency ratios. The severity rating and consistency ratio were calculated as 0.00 and the comparison was
determined to be consistent because it is lower than the acceptance limit.

These sub-criteria are; 1-"Cost over energy unit price” 2-"commercial agreements made with supplier countries™ 3-
"supplier country's political stability” 4-"supplier country with political relations" 5-"supplier of the country's LNG
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policy with foreign countries” 6-"technical capacity" 7 -"Installation terminal quality" 8-"compliance with procedures

9-"product quality" 10-"reputation and position in the sector" 11-"market share" 12-"distance Length" 13-"seasonal

conditions™ 14-"Risk factor" 15-"tax and handling expenses" are determined.

In the comparison of LNG suppliers in Figure 7, Algeria 0.334 was found to be the highest weight of LNG supplier.
Algeria is followed by the Qatar with a weighted score of 0.295 and United States with 0.195 weighted points. Nigeria
remained in the last row with a score of 0.175 The consistency rate has been obtained as 0.01 and the comparison is
consistent because the acceptance limit is 0.10. Consequently, the most suitable LNG supplier in current conditions is
determined as Algeria because of the analytical hierarchy process with the Expert choice application.

Figure 8 provides a performance sensitivity graph for each supplier. The suppliers of Algeria and Qatar are around
70% in cost, while the Nigeria supplier is a little over 35%. The United States is in the last row with 20%. In current
political situations, the US, Algeria and Qatar suppliers are around 70%, while the Nigeria supplier is a little over 25%.
In quality, the United States, Algeria and Qatar are around 60%, while the Nigeria supplier is slightly above 35%. In
the logistics criteria, Algeria is in the top position with 90%. Algeria, USA, Nigeria and Qatar suppliers are following
the values of 35%. When the value of any criterion is changed, the changes, which automatically consist of other
criteria and alternatives, are seen simultaneously. After all the above procedures, the final stage of the hierarchy was
passed to the determination of the appropriate alternative.

In Figure 9, dynamic sensitivity is given. Accordingly, the main criteria "cost"% 16.7, "current political situations"
33.3%, "quality" 33.3%, "logistics" is seen as 16.7%. Algeria is a supplier of 33.4%, with a percentage of 29.5% in
Qatar and Qatar followed by the United States with a percentage of 19.6%. Nigeria remained in the last row with a
percentage of 17.5%.

In Figure 10, the priority values of the decision elements in the entire hierarchy are shown in detail.

Selection of suitable LNG supplier with TOPSIS method

TOPSIS application includes a solution process consisting of 6 steps. The phase of this solution process is as follows.
The weights and matrix values obtained in the TOPSIS application were created by benefit from AHP outputs.
Creation of the decision Matrix (A)

The decision matrix lines include the decision alternatives that are required to sort the superiority, and the evaluation
criteria to be used in deciding on the columns. Alternatives in this study; It is determined to be USA, Algeria, Qatar
and Nigeria.

* CR1: Trade agreements with the supplier country

* CR2: Supplier country's political stability

* CR3: Political relations with the supplier country

* CR4: The supplier country's LNG policy with foreign countries

* CRS5: Product quality (such as upper heat, density, gas cleaning)

* CR7: Loading terminal quality, (loading speed, product supply time)

Creating ideal (A +) and negative ideal (a-) solutions

The TOPSIS method assumes that each evaluation factor has a monotonous ascending or descending tendency. The ideal
solution is composed of the best performance values of the weighted normalized decision matrix, while the ideal negative
solution consists of the worst values.

To create the ideal solution set, the weighted evaluation factors in the V matrix, i.e. the largest of the column values, are
selected. The ideal set of solutions has been found as follows.

When creating Table 4, the criterion used for evaluation is the share of the negative separation measure in the total separation
measure. Where the CI * value is 0 < ci * <1 and the ci * = 1 is located at the positive ideal solution point of the relevant
alternative, the ClI * = 0 indicates that the relevant alternative is at the negative ideal solution point.

According to the results, Algeria has received the highest value with a value of 0.5055. Qatar is the second highest value with
0.4950. The United States is the third with a value of 0.4889 and Nigeria is the last in the 0.2630.

Algeria >Qatar >USA > Nigeria

Thus, both the AHP and the TOPSIS method have reached the same conclusion.

Results

Several procedures have been made for the selection of the most suitable LNG supplier for Turkey with the MCDM
techniques. First, the general natural gas market used in practice and the information contained in the literature examined the
most popular criteria used by the researchers identified the appropriate criteria for the problem of supplier selection. They
are presented as four main criteria and fifteen sub-criteria. After determining the supplier selection criteria, the network
structure, which reveals the relationships between the main criteria and the sub-criteria, was created together with the working
team. After the creation of the network structure, to make binary comparisons of related items on the network, commercial
directors of natural gas in financial matters, long-range captains on road and logistics issues, quality issues such as Interviews
and studies have been conducted with the quality experts. Our main criteria are; Energy unit price above cost, current political
situations, quality and logistics are determined. In addition to the current requirements, the four most suitable LNG suppliers
are presented in USA, Algeria, Qatar and Nigeria.

In the study, it is important that the decision makers used in the literature to be able to use their judgments by making bilateral
comparisons and by controlling the consistency of these judgments and reducing the subjectivity, the AHP The TOPSIS
method, which is a method based on the distance of differences between each other and more mathematical approaches, is
used together. The AHP method is solved by the Expert Choice program because it can calculate by producing fast and
consistent solutions, allowing sensitivity analysis and storing all data in a single database. The TOPSIS solution was made
with the Excel program due to its flexible structure and very fast result retrieval features.

In our study, the method of TOPSIS MCDM was implemented with AHP. In addition, other methods such as Promethee or
ELECTRE integrated with AHP can be used to select the best supplier and the results are comparable. In addition, criterion
weights can be obtained using the analytical network process (ANP) method, which takes into consideration the interaction
between criteria and options when it is encountered with factors such as the criteria affecting each other in supplier selection
problems. Fuzzy theory, Fuzzy AHP methods can be incorporated into the decision-making process due to ambiguities in
decision-making processes.

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Various studies on rural development are now the starting point of healthy living, healthy food, ecological
sustainability objectives. Increasing interest in this area has led to the development of interdisciplinary research.
"One Village One Product” (OVOP) movement, which emerged at the end of the 1970s as Japan's regional
development approach, began to become widespread in the Far East, Asia and Africa, then the other continents. At
different periods in Turkey in agricultural policies, there are different approaches such as village institutes, rural
credit cooperatives, regional development plans, and some local approaches. In the 2000s in Turkey, these
approaches have begun with the projects of the District Agriculture Directorates, but it is not very well known yet.
From 1950 to 1975 the sense of rural development of Brazil was also felt by the poorer rural population and lacking
technological resources. The process of increasing productive change, especially after 1970, led to the adoption of
new technological standards. The aim of this study was to explore the structure of OVOP projects and make a
discussion for the possible effects on the processes of Turkey and Brazil's rural development. This study examined
the characteristics that were different in the rural development of the two countries and included recommendations
for the development of OVOP projects. Methodological approach was based on published information in official
reports and scientific literature.
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INTRODUCTION

The main objectives of the OVOP were to explore the dynamics of the villages and to reveal the best potential
product in order to introduce the product with the initiatives of the villagers through participatory and
entrepreneurial approaches, so as to find the best solution with solidarity in the existing conditions. OVOP
approach is among the strategies of public participation which aimed to reduce poverty in rural areas. These
features include an innovative, solidarity, collective and realistic path to becoming an autonomous village. “The
One Village, One Product (OVOP) movement's aim is to stimulate rural development by practicing community-
oriented activities that employ local resources and knowledge.

In 1961, Oyama initiated the original OVOP movement in a town on a mountain in Oita prefecture in Japan.
Harumi Yahata, the president of the Oyama agricultural cooperative, prompted farmers to move from rice
production, which was a tradition for them, to plums and chestnuts and then later to high-grade mushrooms, herbs,
and other processed agricultural products by encouraging diversification of the town’s agricultural
implementations” (Natsuda, 2012). The significant function of local agenda as a coordinator of local development
was shown by the Japanese OVOP case. It also involved and facilitated the initiatives of other actors in many
different fields (Yamazaki, 2010). “The programme supports value adding technologies such as agro-processing
and craft making at the community level. This includes support to various groups at the community level” (Ngugi
and Bwisa, 2013). Value-adding technologies such as agro-processing and craft making at the community level
as well as various groups at the community level are supported by this programme” (Ngugi and Bwisa, 2013).
One of the crucial issues of OVOP is the product development strategy. Value-adding technologies used in the
diversification of income can be seen in all cases while differences between the extent of diversification and
specialization of products may be a fact as well. It can be said that the difference of strategy, concept, and
characteristics of the locality are reflected in the range of products (YYamazaki, 2010). The main elements of these
projects are the HR management, public participation, and marketing strategies. This is a kind of sustainable
community action. In order to be sustainable, community members must practice a community development
instead of being dependant on other supports (Denpaiboon and Amatasawatdee, 2012). OVOP is a rural
development strategy and a powerful tool for reducing poverty. The philosophy of the projects is created in Japan,
and this idea spread out to different continents.

Eco-tourism is also component of OVOP in some of the countries. The reason of applying the fundamentals for
future OVOP projects in developing countries are verifying the attitude towards development at the local level,
and promoting projects in order to satisfy the missing parts in any aspects (Mukai and Fujikura, 2015).

For understanding how OVOP can affect the rural development of Turkey and Brazil, taking a brief introduction
of rural development of these countries is the starting point. The contributions of OVOP can be discussed in
reducing the fragility of rural development strategies of these countries.

1. RURAL DEVELOPMENT OF BRAZIL
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In Brazil, agriculture is historically a segment of great importance to the economy. In the Brazilian economic
development, an agricultural product played a vital role in sustaining the national economy (Camargo et al., 2017).
For centuries, agricultural activities were carried out in a rudimentary way, with a low level of technological
innovation. The activity relied primarily on a highly labour-intensive production system of low-cost labour. From
the 1960s, this system began to undergo rapid transformation driven by public policies that gradually introduced
the precepts of the so-called Green Revolution in the Brazilian rural system. These included the incorporation of
technological innovation in the scope of agricultural activities and the diffusion of innovation in these activities.
Concerning technological innovation, a great incentive was given to the creation of agricultural research
institutions and the training of scientific experts in certain areas of knowledge privileged for agricultural and
livestock innovation. Among these areas, agricultural machinery, soil chemistry, and biology and their interaction
with plant species, irrigation, and soil drainage, animal and plant genetic improvement, a chemical applied to the
development of fertilizers and agricultural pesticides, among others, as demonstrated by Saleh et al. (2014).

Historically, family farming in Brazil played a significant role in the production of basic food from the Brazilian
population. According to the Brazilian Institute of Geography and Statistics (IBGE, 2018), in 2006, there were
around 4.5 million family farming establishments, corresponding to approximately 85% of the total agricultural
units, occupying more than 70% of workers in rural areas. The family farming segment represents approximately
70% of the national production, supplying the majority of the Brazilian people's basic products. Despite this
importance, family farmers have always received little support from the public power to carry out their activity.
This segment was comparatively neglected by the various governmental spheres throughout the process of
modernization of Brazilian agriculture, beginning at the end of World War Il. Family farmers and their
associations had not incorporated the concept of family farming itself into their lawsuits with the public
authorities. This lack of support was widespread for all aspects of agricultural production processes, from access
to land to commercialization of production. Subsistence agriculture and the production of surpluses are a hallmark
of the possibility of owning a plot of land with housing is pointed out by the residents as a relevant reason for
joining the rural village program, so that the activities carried out to contribute to the maintenance of families and
allow additional income to be obtained from surpluses marketed (Sunderlin et al., 2018).

Fruit production is often used for household consumption, as an important complement to food, and sales are not
very significant. It is worth mentioning that the cultivation of fruit is an indication that the family intends to remain
in the lot since the fruit species usually enter into production after the third year of cultivation. Craft products
provide significant extra income to households, and the artisanal processing of production comprises a varied
range of identified items, such as vegetables, sweets, and foods with sugar, sugar cane derivatives, dairy products,
pig derivatives, bread and other products with flour, and bamboo furniture. This is the activity with the smallest
number of families involved, but with a significant portion that trades and with considerable profitability values,
when compared to the other activities developed in the lot. In addition, the artisan activities allow extending the
potential of the families, provided that they qualify for such, with possibilities to grant them the obtaining of
complementary income. Artisanal processing, or processing of production to add commercial value, has been an
alternative to Family Agriculture in several Brazilian locations. Although the production is very diversified among
the families of rural villages and settlements, as far as the destination of production is concerned, it was verified
that consumption in the unit itself is predominant. As a characteristic of the subsistence economy, the productive
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activity developed in the agricultural plot produces value in use, that is, the food is destined for family
consumption, which, however, also assumes the condition of second order merchandise and circumstantial. This
particularity should be remembered in terms of the lack of expressiveness in the commercialization of production:
in the first moment, families seek to meet their own food needs, by allocating only the surplus for sale. Figures 1
and 2 demonstrate rural producers of family farming in Brazil who have worked for several years with the
production of pineapple, manioc and coffee, in which the latter a very important commodity in the international
market.

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In summary, when addressing the influence of local development on several observed realities, we can perceive
great difficulties of permanence in the settlement, in municipalities with incipient local development; and that the
occurrence of various activity as a factor in overcoming rural poverty among families is conditioned by the
existence of a dynamic labor market, which occurs only in the municipalities of regions with a high degree of
development.

In Brazil, recent research has pointed to the occurrence of two sets of phenomena, in some regions of the Brazilian
countryside, that help us to think about the issue of rurality today. First, the rural area is not defined more
exclusively by agricultural activity. The reduction of persons employed in agriculture is significant since it is
associated with an increase in the number of people living in the countryside engaged in non-agricultural activities
and the emergence of a relevant layer of small farmers combining agriculture with other sources of income. This
phenomenon still acquires new dimensions in the Brazilian field, calling our attention to the possibility of new
forms of production organization coming to develop in the field or of old practices assuming new meanings. The
trend towards the disappearance of the full-time farmer or one more way of exploiting the rural labor force is
evident, since there is a movement of reorientation of the productive capacity of the resident population in the
field, which is expressed in new forms of organization of agricultural activity as an alternative to rural exodus, to
urban unemployment, and the dominant pattern of agricultural development. The second one of phenomena refers
to the increasing demand for forms of leisure and even alternative means of living in the countryside by people
coming from the city. This movement, which began timidly in Brazil in the 1970s, expands and finds its legitimacy
in the dissemination of ecological thinking in the 1990s. Among its effects are the expansion of the possibilities
of work for the rural population, so far devoted almost exclusively to agriculture, and the closest approximation
and integration of distinct cultural systems.

New values support the search for closeness to nature and life in the countryside. The society founded on
accelerating the pace of industrialization is now being questioned by the degradation of the living conditions of
the great centers. An alternative, neo-ruralist value system enhance contact with nature. Pure air, the simplicity of
life and nature are seen as cleansing elements of the body and spirit polluted by industrial society. The field is
now recognized as a leisure space or even as a residence option. However, this view is predominantly accessible
to families who have the highest economic level.

Some authors argue the need to carry out more specific analyzes of the rural environment, centered on the social
relations that develop from processes of integration of the villages to the global economy. In this view, this
process, instead of diluting the differences, can foster the reinforcement of identities supported by belonging to a
locality. This territorial anchor would be the basis on which culture would perform the interaction between the
rural and the urban in a certain way, that is, maintaining its logic that would guarantee the maintenance of identity.

In these terms, we can’t understand the rurality today only from the penetration of the urban-industrial world into
what was traditionally defined as a rural environment, but also from consumption by urban-industrial society,
symbolic and material goods, and cultural practices that are recognized as being of the so-called rural world. In
this sense, it is more important to seek than to try to redefine the boundaries between urban and rural localities,
or simply to ignore the cultural differences contained in these social representations. From the point of view of
social agents, the meanings of social practices that operationalize this interaction and which proliferate both in
the countryside and in large urban centers.
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International literature discusses the meaning of locality in the life of farmers in the context of integration into
national society and market agriculture. Their data pointed to the limits of the concepts of rural or rural society
and globalized society to explain the sociability of these farmers.

With the expansion of communication technology and urban mobility, the insertion of the farmer and the rural
worker in the labor market becomes increasingly difficult, as it becomes more challenging and difficult to think
of the notion of rurality to define the nature of social relations in a space determined. However, this difficulty
does not seem to invalidate the notion of locality, since it denotes only the spatial reference as a qualifier of a
specific universe of social relations. This means that the notion of identity with its rural origin can’t define the
rural or urban nature of the group or the social practices and relations that it develops. Moreover, the sense of the
rural villages and their means of production will not be present in any space, it will be as strong as the more
consolidated to the space that is associated, leading to outside communities their values and ways of living. With
this, it may be possible to build new market relations and social and cultural links.

Based on this perspective, it is understood that the expansion of the urban and developmental society and its
transformations and interventions in the field do not necessarily imply the de-characterization of the local cultures.
It is possible to perceive some changes based on the redefinition or re-elaboration of cultural practices, but not
forgetting the historical traditions, it would only consider the multiple possibilities of interaction of the social
agents to the society and the global economy, mainly the economy of emergent countries.

2. RURAL DEVELOPMENT OF TURKEY

Mustafa Kemal Atatiirk, the founder of the Republic of Turkey, attached great importance to rural development.
Village Law issued in 1924, Village-city projects which were designed by Atatiirk and the village institutes are
the main indicators of this approach. The main reasons for this policy are the fruitfulness of rural land and the fact
that most of the population in that period lived in rural areas. Village-city projects and village institutes included
both the cultural development of the villagers and their knowledge of agricultural technologies. Village institutes
have trained a large number of teachers, artists, and intellectuals. Village institutes can be considered as vision
projects. The modernization efforts that started with the establishment of the Republic and accordingly the rural
development efforts were carried out successfully considering the possibilities of time. With the village law
numbered 422 in Turkey, a legal personality has been recognized to villages and the villages have been
autonomous for the first time in our history (Giirliik, 2001). The structure of ownership in rural areas in Turkey
varies based on regions. While nomadic communities, such as Nomad villages, still retain their traditional
characteristics, there is an increasing number of highly educated families in the Aegean villages who abandon
their urban life and establish a new life in the villages. Besides, since the country was established, the problem of
landlords continues in Eastern and South-eastern Anatolia. Thus, while tribes with lands gain economic and
political dominance, local people become cheap workers in the fields because they are landless. This process
accelerated the migration to the cities. In 1945 the in "Farmer Land-Property Law" was enacted to break the
political power of large landowners and to support landownership again in order to increase agricultural
production (Geray, 1982; Giirliik, 2001).

Among the rural development policies of the countries, cooperatives developed with the support of the state to
support the peasant and farmer are of great importance. Legal provisions supporting the cooperative organization
has been made since the beginning of the Republic of Turkey. “Agricultural Law on Agricultural Unions" in 1924
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“Agricultural Cooperatives Law" in 1929 and "Agricultural Sales and Agricultural Credit Cooperatives Laws" in
1935 are the main laws. Again in 2000, the “Law on Agricultural Sales Cooperatives and Unions No. 4530 and
the “Agricultural Credit Cooperatives and Unions Law No. 5330” entered into force. (Can and Sakarya, 2012).
Turkey's National Rural Development Strategy, diversification of the rural economy is among the priorities.
Geographical indication registration or application for registration of the number of products made in Turkey is
very high (Yiicer, 2016).

“Development plans in Turkey began with the planned periods in the 1960s and were applied as five-year
development plans including Priority Regions for Development and Promotion Practices in order to overcome the
differences among regions"” (Keskin and Sungur, 2010). GAP is an important development project developing a
solution proposal for regional disparities. “The Southeastern Anatolia Project (GAP) project area is located in
southeastern Turkey including nine provinces (Adiyaman, Batman, Diyarbakir, Gaziantep, Kilis, Mardin, Siirt,
Sanliurfa, Sirnak), representing approximately 10 percent of the total population and surface area of the country.
The project area covers watersheds of the lower Euphrates and Tigris rivers and the upper Mesopotamian plains.
Irrigation of agricultural areas and creating a Water Resources Development Programme are indicated as the aim
of this project. Project planning and implementation are performed according to the Master Plan and an Action
Plan in 1993. This Project had four objectives: Development and management in soil and water resources for
irrigation, efficient-usage of industrial and urban tools, improvement of land use by agricultural practices and
ideal cropping patterns, promotion of agro-industry and other industry types based on indigenous resources, and
finally providing better social services, education and employment opportunities for the purpose of controlling
migration and hiring qualified employees in the area ” (Unver, 1997).

Until the 1980s, rural policies in Turkey included agricultural reforms and policies aimed at developing rural land.
Agricultural reforms in order to develop rural land were covered in policies in Turkey until the 1980s when the
concepts of globalization, privatization, and migration became important in society after this period. Eventually,
the role of agriculture in terms of production became less important. In the meantime, as a result of the accession
negotiations to the EU, several documents on rural development were published as policies (Albayrak and
Eryilmaz, 2018).

Today in Turkey, while eco-tourism creates opportunities for rural development, the transformation of cultivated
areas into areas for residences and summer houses (second house) threatens rural development. In order to
encourage domestic seed in the name of rural development, seed exchange festivals are organized. Along with
government policies, rural development is on the agenda of local governments, non-governmental organizations,
young entrepreneurs, sustainability ambassadors, and universities. Figure 3 shows the sunflower fields in the
Thrace region of Tekirdag - Figure 4 shows the historical texture and eco-tourism potentials of Sille-Konya.

Cittaslow movement, pioneered by settlements such as Seferihisar-lzmir, draws attention to domestic products
and has various potentials for eco-tourism and rural development (Bostanci, 2017). Current discussion in rural
development: in 2012, arrangements made with the Law No. 6360, expanding the municipal boundaries of cities
in 30 provinces (these are metropolitan municipalities), changes the statue of villages to neighbourhoods
(Albayrak and Eryilmaz, 2018). This development will greatly affect the characteristics of rural settlements in the
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metropolitan areas. For the future of these rural areas, the OVOP may turn into a potential identity protection
approach.

Developing a “One Village-One Product” in Model for the Rural Economy Diversification and Intensification
Program in the Final Report of the Eastern Black Sea Regional Development Plan (DOKAP) prepared by the
Japanese International Cooperation Agency (JICA) in 2000 was proposed in order to have various fruits and
increase the production in general by the Harsit Stream (JICA, 2000; Yiicer, 2016). The first example of OVOP
practice in Turkey are in 2002, Giresun -Espiye / ibrahimseyh, as a product: mandarin and fruit growing; in 2003,
the villages of Tokat: sour cherry, walnut, peach, vegetables; in 2007 Hakkari Villages as a product: walnut,
vegetables, rugs; in 2007, Simav Villages of Kiitahya fruit and vegetables. The institutions supporting these
projects are the Governorship Special Administrative Directorates and the Provincial Directorate of Agriculture.
Turkey partially initiated at the local "One Village One Product Project” that central funding to support the
initiatives of the local authorities have just stayed, stakeholders and the adoption of sustainability not yet been
achieved (Yiicer, 2016).

3. SOME RURAL INDICATORS FOR COMPARING BRAZIL AND TURKEY

Rural development process in Brazil and Turkey is of great importance. In both countries there are areas where
rural development and tourism overlap. In order to maintain the agricultural process in these areas, approaches
such as agro-tourism can produce alternatives such as OVOP.

Some agricultural and rural development data from Brazil and Turkey are listed in Table 1 comparatively.

In general, most of the Brazilian indicators present higher values because it is a country with continental
dimensions, and this prevents a direct comparison of the information between the countries. Many still
unserviceable areas expect to have sustainable management that will enable their economic production. Brazil is
already the third largest agricultural exporter in the world. This is corroborated by the FAO (2018) international
survey, in which Brazil ended the year 2016 with a share of 5.7% of the global market, below only the United
States (11%) and Europe (41%).

From the results generated by this research, we can point out common challenges among the countries studied.
These challenges should be addressed as a priority by the public government, involving all stakeholders in the
management planning process of OVOPs. Figure 5 presents the main common challenges for Brazil and Turkey.

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Each common challenge must be analyzed and coordinated strategically and effectively. Each one has its
interdependence in the production chain of an OVOP, however, they must work in a synchronized way.
Challenges can be understood as sectoral deficiencies, and the management of each area is directly or indirectly
associated with the levels of development of small farmers. It is up to the general public to look at this market
more carefully and seek to adapt the offer of their products to the real needs of the family producer, adjusting
quality and general characteristics of inputs. Such measures can be beneficial to both the family farmer and his
suppliers and customers.

4. CONCLUSION

The main feature of these projects is to develop a marketable product from the original values of rural areas and
to determine the deterioration of the characteristics of rural areas. The most critical issue for Turkey is the villages
which turned into neighborhoods by the new metropolitan law. Some of these villages didn't develop agricultural
activities in these conditions and therefore they had to sell their lands. These lands have been converted into
second homes. These projects can be used as a tool in order not to lose these agricultural areas. OVOP projects
also can be a part of creating a tourist brand to a village. However, the second houses are benefited the real estate
investors, while the tourism realized with the OVOP approach contributes to the economy of the inhabitants.

Various models of this project are implemented, and the common purpose of these projects is to ensure sustainable
rural development in line with the local characteristics and moods of the inhabitants. Turkey and Brazil are two
countries with different rural dynamics from different continents. Rural development approaches have some good
practices in different periods according to countries management approaches. OVOP is a new approach for both
countries and has begun to gain a newly take place on the agenda of these countries.

The results of this research demonstrated the lack of OVOP data and information in both countries. The data are
out of date, with a large time interruption of the indicators, demonstrating methodological fragility and little
interest in the subject. Additional research should increase the database and methodological approaches to develop
the theoretical and practical bases at the national level. Local efforts should be given priority in the design and
implementation of initiatives in the world.

1990’11 yillarda baslayan iyilesme siirecinin ardindan yaganan global finans krizi ile birlikte tiim diinyada mali alan
daralmus, krizi takip eden on yillik siirecte, gelismis ve gelismekte olan iilkelerin kars1 karsiya kaldigt borg yiikiiniin
stirdiiriilebilirligi konusu yogun olarak tartisilmaya baslamistir. Kriz 6ncesi donemde gelismis ve gelismekte olan
piyasalarin yarisindan fazlasinda mali alanin tiim gostergelerinde yiikselme kaydedilmis olmakla birlikte, kriz
sonrasindaki dénemde iilkelerin dortte ticiinde kamu borg¢lar1 ve mali siirdiiriilebilirlik durumu bozulmustur. Dis
borg ve 6zel sektor borg stoklari iilkelerin yarisindan fazlasinda artmis ve piyasa katilimecilarinin gelecege yonelik
beklentileri negatife donmiistiir. Bu donemdeki bozulma, kriz 6ncesindeki iyilesmeden daha yiiksektir (Kose vd.,
2017: 10). Para politikasinin biiylimeyi hizlandiracak harcamalari desteklemek i¢in gerekli adimlari attig1 ve kiiresel
ekonomik konjonktiiriin durgunluga isaret ettigi bir donemde mali alan kavrami 6nem kazanmustir.

Giiniimiizde, teknolojik transformasyon, AR&GE, altyapi, iklim degisikligi gibi meseleler daha fazla harcama
yapmayi1 gerekli kilmaktadir. Bu yatirimlar igin gerekli olan kaynak yaratiminda yeterli miktarda mali alanin
olmamasi, iilkelerin bor¢lanma maliyetini arttirmaktadir. Harcamalarin azaltilmasi ya da vergilerin yiikseltilmesi
gibi bir ihtiyag ortaya ¢ikmasi halinde ise, ekonomik biiyiime sekteye ugrayabilmektedir (Doherty, Yeaman, 2008).
Vergiler, harcamalarin finansmaninda 6énemli bir kaynak olusturmakla birlikte, giiniimiizde, bor¢lanma yaygin
olarak kullanilan mali araglardan bir tanesidir. Harcamalarin borg¢lanarak finanse edilmesi ise mali siirdiiriilebilirlik
tartigmalarini beraberinde getirmektedir (Kayalidere 2014).

Mali Alan incelemelerinin faydalarindan biri, stirdiiriilebilir bir borg limitinin ne olmas1 gerektigine iligkin tartigma
imkan1 yaratmasidir (Odor, 2016:16). Mali alanin siirdiiriilebilirlikle baglantisi, bir hiikiimetin, gelecekte,
harcamalarin1 finanse edebilme, herhangi bir borg yiikiimliliigiinii yerine getirme ve bor¢ ddeme yeterliligini
saglama kapasitesiyle ilgilidir (Heller, 2005:3). Bu durum, hiikiimetlerin harcamalarini finanse etmek igin yeterli
kaynagi tahsis etmesini gerekli kilar. Mali alandan yararlanilarak elde edilen kaynaklar kullanilarak kamu maliyesi
istikrar1 saglanir (Brun vd., 2006:8). Ekonominin daha hizli bilylimesine imkan tanidig1 ve daha esnek bir vergi
sistemi ile ilave kaynak olusturmaya elverisli olabildigi i¢in mali alani, ekonomiye herhangi bir zarar vermeden
olusturmak miimkiindiir (Tanzi, 2008: 221).

Bu calisma da mali alan gostergeleri kapsaminda secili yiikselen piyasa ekonomilerinin mali yapisi 2000-2018
yillar1 arasindaki donem i¢in analiz edilmistir. 2. boliimde mali alana iliskin kavramsal gergeve, 3. bolimde yiikselen
piyasa ekonomilerinde mali alan gostergelerindeki gelisim 2000-2018 arasi siire¢ igin analiz edilmistir. 4. boliimde
analizden elde edilen bulgular ve politika 6nerilerine yer verilmistir.

2. MALI ALAN KAVRAMSAL CERCEVE

Mali alan, bir hiikiimetin mali durumunun sirdiiriilebilirligini sekteye ugratmadan, harcamalarimi
gerceklestirebilmek igin kaynak saglamasina imkan taniyan biitce odasi olarak tanimlanabilir (Heller, 2005:3). Dar
anlamda mali alan, vergiler, i¢ bor¢lanma ve senyoraj gibi i¢ mali kaynaklariicermektedir (Brun vd.,2006:9). Mali
alan yaratiminda belirleyicilerden bir tanesi gii¢lii bir vergi sistemi ve denetimidir (Heller, 2005:3). Daha genis bir
tanima gore mali alan, dis kaynaklardan (bagislar, dis bor¢lanma) ve kamu harcamalarinin daha etkin kullaniminin
yaratacagi yerel kaynaklardan olusur olusmaktadir (Brun vd.,2006:9). Bu tanim, mali alan yaratmada dis
bor¢lanmanin yanisira kamu harcamalarinin etkinliginin de dikkate alinmasi gerekliligine isaret eder. Kamu
harcamalarinin etkin kullanimi mali konsolidasyon hedeflerinin gergeklestirilmesine somut bir sekilde katkida

bulunabilir bulunabilmektedir (Vandierendonck, 2014: 7, 13). Onceliklerin belirlenmesi ekonomik bilyiimeyi tegvik
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eden harcamalar i¢in alan yaratabilir. Bu kapsamda mali alan, ‘ekonomik biiyiimeyi arttirici kamu harcamalarina
kaynak olusturmak’ olarak da tanimlanabilir (Perotti, 2007: 17-18). Mali alan yaratiminda basvurulabilecek nihai
bir yontem, Merkez Bankalar1 tarafindan gergeklestirilecek olan seignoragedir senyorajdir (Heller, 2005:3). Biitiin
bunlara ilave olarak kamu-6zel igbirlikleri ve 6zellestirme yontemleri de mali alanin boyutlarini etkileyen unsurlar
arasinda siralanabilir siralanabilmektedir (Kayalidere, 2014).

Ghosh et al. (2013), mali alani, belirli bir bor¢ limiti ile fiili bor¢ arasindaki bosluk olarak tanimlamaktadir. Mali
alanin degerlendirilmesinde bor¢ limiti kritik bir esiktir. Bu limitin &tesinde gergeklesen bir bor¢ pozisyonu,
makroekonomik risklere neden olabilir olabilmektedir.

Sekilde gosterilen
birincil denge ile faiz ddeme dogrusu arasindaki kesisme d*, ekonominin normal olarak yakinsadigi uzun vadeli
kamu borg (kosullu olarak istikrarl1 uzun vadeli kamu borg orant) oranini tanimlar. Borg d diizeyini astiginda piyasa,
yiikselen temerriit riskini dikkate alarak bir risk primi tahakkuk eder. Dolayisiyla, faiz oran1 dogrusu  (r (p) -0),
borg limitine yaklastik¢a artan temerriit riski (p) ile yiikselir.

Kamu borcunun siirdiiriilebilirligi agisindan birincil denge 6nemli bir faktordiir. Borcun artmasi ancak bu borcun
stirdiiriilebilir olmasi halinde miimkiindiir. Bu kapasite hem borcun reel maliyeti, hem de birincil dengedeki
degisiklikler ve ekonomik biiylime tarafindan belirlenir (Brun vd.,2006). Siirdiiriilebilirlik agisindan faiz oraninin
iizerinde bir biiyiime orani hedeflenebilir. Uzun vadeli mali siirdiiriilebilirlik donemler aras1 biitge kisit1 ile daha
formal olarak agiklanabilir (Turner, Spinelli, 2012:106) . Dénemler arasi biitce kisit1 borcu gelecekteki faiz disi
fazlalarin iskonto edilmis bugiinkii degeri ile sinirlandirir, béylece bugiin verilen borcun (nihayet) gelecekteki
fazlalardan geri 6denmesi gerekir (Haley, 2018: 2).

Dénemlerarast biitge kisitina gore; (d), bor¢/GSYIH; (g), reel biiyiime oranmi; (s), birincil denge/GSYIH; (1), t
doneminde imzalanan ve t+1 doéneminde tahakkuk eden reel faiz oranini gostermektedir. Devletlerin aldiklar
borcun GSYIH'ya oranindaki degisim esas olarak birincil bakiye ve faiz orani ile GSYTH biiyiime oran1 arasindaki
fark tarafindan belirlenir belirlenmektedir. Faiz orani biiyiime oranindan kii¢iik (i <g) ise bu durum birincil biit¢e
ag1g1 olsa bile borg oranlarmin diisebilecegi anlamina gelir gelmektedir. Tersine (i-g) pozitif ise bor¢/GSYIH oranini
dengede tutmak ya da diisiirmek igin birincil fazlaya ihtiyac olacaktir. Ilk borg seviyesi ne kadar yiiksekse, birincil
fazlanin da (faiz dis1 fazla) o derece yiiksek olmasi gerekecektir. (Checherita-Westphal, 2019).

Faiz oranlarimin ekonomideki biiyiimeyi asmasi ve bu farkin zaman iginde artmaya devam etmesi durumunda,
gelecekteki vergi gelirlerinin bugiinkii degeri giderek azalir. azalmaktadir. Bu baglamda, GSYIH ye oranla yiiksek
bir borg diizeyi risk primindeki artis yoluyla daha yiiksek bir faiz oranina isaret eder etmektedir. Bununla birlikte,
s6z konusu oran arttik¢a, ek borg, temerriit riskinde belirgin bir artisa yol agabilmekte ve siirdiiriilebilirlik bir sinira
dayanir dayanmaktadir. Bu etki, yiiksek bor¢luluk oraninin, beklentiler ve risk premium ile iligkili olabilecegi
ihtimalini arttirmaktadir. Bu gibi durumlarda, bir giin genis olarak siirdiiriilebilir gériilen bir borg yiikiiniin bir
sonraki giin aniden siirdiiriilemez hale gelebilmesi, varsayilan risk degisikliginin algilanmasi ile iligkilidir (Haley,
2018: 2). Borg limitinin belirleyicilerinden bir tanesi donemler arasi biit¢e kisitt yaklagimi iken bir digeri mali
reaksiyon fonksiyonudur (Ghosh vd., 2013: 138).

Fournier ve Fall (2015) mali alam1 gergek borg seviyeleri ile tahmini limitleri arasindaki mesafe olarak
hesaplamislardir. Gegmis borg birikiminin etkisi, faiz dis1 fazla ile tam olarak dengelenebilir. Bir sokun borg oranini
arttirmasi durumunda ise, birincil denge artan borca cevap verir ve hiikiimet daha yiiksek bir faiz dig1 fazla tireterek

istikrarl bir denge saglayabilir. Buna karsilik, bor¢ seviyesi bor¢ limitine yaklastiginda, hiikiimet bir faiz orani
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spirali ile karst karsiya kalir ve borg limitinde faiz sinirsizlasir. Bu da hiikiimetin pazar erisimini kaybettigi ve bir

noktada mali yorgunlugun yaganacagi anlamina gelir (Fournier ve Fall, 2015: 13-15).

3- MALI ALAN GOSTERGELERI VE YUKSELEN PiYASA EKONOMILERI

Gelismekte olan ekonomiler (GOE) gelismis ekonomilerde para politikasinin normallesmesi ile birlikte sikilagan
global finansman kosullari ile kars1 kargiyadir. Dig bor¢lar1 yiiksek olan iilkeler ani sermaye hareketleri ve yiiksek
doviz kuru volatilitesi nedeniyle zarar gormektedirler. Bu durum bir¢ok GOE'de 6zellikle kiiresel krizden bu yana
finansal istikrar riski yaratmis ve biiylimeyi yavaslatmistir. Ortalama olarak tiim GOE’lerde, kamu borcu seviyeleri
artmig ve kredi notu diismiistiir. Bu durum, mali alan olarak adlandirilan biit¢e kaynaklarinin sinirlanmasina neden
olmus ve oOzellikle gelismekte olan ve yiikselen piyasa ekonomilerinde s6z konusu kavramin, ana ve alt
belirleyicileri kapsaminda detayli analizine zemin hazirlamistir. Mali alan gostergeleri genel olarak, (1) devlet
borglar siirdiiriilebilirligi, (2) bilango kompozisyonu, (3) kosula bagl borg¢lar ve (4) piyasa risk algisi olmak iizere

temelde dort ana kategoriye ayrilabilir (Kose, 2018).

3.1. Devlet bor¢larinin siirdiiriilebilirligi;

Devlet borglarimin siirdiiriilebilirligi yaklagimi, hitkiimetin yiikiimliiliikklerini finanse edebilmek i¢in gerekli olan
uzun vadeli kapasitesini yansitir. Bir mali alan gostergesi olarak devlet borglarmin siirdiiriilebilirligi, merkezi
hiikiimet borglar1 ve mali denge gibi alt kriterleri i¢inde barindirir. Devlet borglarinin siirdiiriilebilirligi sadece borg
ve aciga degil ayn1 zamanda ekonomik biiylime ve bor¢lanma maliyetine baglidir. Bu baglik altinda yer alan alt
gostergeler bir iilkenin mali dengesini, hedef seviyede devlet bor¢larini stabilize eden denge ile karsilagtiran, uzun
vadeli faiz ve biliylime oranlar1 varsayimlarina, diger bir ifadeyle “siirdiiriilebilirlik ac¢ig1” ongoriilerine iliskin
hesaplamalar1 kapsar. Diisiik faiz oranlar1 ve giiclii ekonomik biiylime kosulunda, devam eden mali agiklarin
yarattig1 borg¢ yiikiiniin servisi daha kolay olacaktir. Sirdiriilebilirlik agigi gostergesi, farkli makroekonomik
kosullar altinda bor¢ hedeflerine ulagmak i¢in atilacak adimlarin basit bir goriintiisiinii sunar (Kose, 2018). Devlet
borglarmin siirdiiriilebilirligi gdstergesi; genel devlet briit borglar/GSYIH'nin, birincil denge/GSYIH, konjonktiir
etkisinden arindirilmis genel denge/ potansiyel GSYIH, mali denge/GSYIH, genel devlet briit bor¢/ortalama vergi
gelirleri, mali denge/ortalama vergi gelirleri olmak tizere 6 alt baslik ihtiva eder.

Tablo 1'den elde edilen sonug, Hindistan ve Tiirkiye disinda tiim yiikselen piyasa ekonomilerinde 2008 global finans
krizinden sonra borg siirdiiriilebilirliginin ilk gostergesi olan devletin briit borcunun GSYIH icindeki pay1
ylikselmistir. Tabloda dikkat ¢eken diger 6nemli bir durum, Sili, Nijerya, Rusya ve Giiney Afrika’nin briit
borglarimin GSYIH’ye oraninda 2008 yilinda gozlemlenen énemli orandaki diizeltmenin, kriz sonrasi donemde
siirdiiriilemedigidir. 2018 yilinda Arjantin, Brezilya, Misir ve Hindistan’in Devlet briit borglarmin GSYTH’ye oram
%60’1n tlizerindedir. Borg siirdiiriilebilirliginin ikinci gostergesi olan birincil denge (faiz dis1 denge) verisi 2018
yilinda Tiirkiye dahil tiim yiikselen piyasa ekonomilerinde negatiftir. Ulke borglar1 artarken, tiim yiikselen
piyasalarda faiz dis1 fazla 2000 yilindan baslamak tizere 2008 ve 2018 y1l1 boyunca gerilemistir. Birincil denge (faiz
dis1 denge) Brezilya ve Tiirkiye’de yiiksek enflasyon doneminde mali pozisyondaki bozulmanin ana 6lgiisii olarak
dikkate alinmistir. Birincil denge mali konsolidasyona ulagsmak i¢in gerekli olan gabaya iliskin daha net sonuglar
sunar. Bunun nedeni faiz 6demelerinin, enflasyon beklentilerini igermesi ve buna bagli olarak yiiksek enflasyon

ortaminda faizin ¢ok oynak olma egiliminde olmasidir. Bu oynaklik genellikle otonom oldugu i¢in, genel mali
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denge, ihtiya¢ duyulan mali diizenlemenin boyutuna dair resmi bulaniklagtirmaktadir (Mihaljek ve Tissot: 11-12).
Tablo 1°de yiikselen piyasalarda genel mali dengenin 2008 yilindan itibaren keskin bir sekilde bozuldugu

goriilmektedir.

Diger taraftan Tablo 2’de goriilen konjonktiir etkisinden arindirilmis denge verileri de agiklarin ¢ogunun dongiisel
olmaktan ziyade yapisal olduguna isaret etmektedir. Dolayisiyla, diizeltici politikalara ragmen, biitge agiklarinin
dongiisel iyilegsme sirasinda bile devam etme egiliminde olmasi anlasilabilir bir durumdur. Tablo 2, yiikselen
piyasalarda ¢ikti agiginin negatif degerlere donmiis olmasina bagli olarak azalan ortalama vergi gelirleri i¢inde, briit
borg oraninin yiikselmis oldugunu ve mali dengenin vergi gelirleri i¢erisindeki payinin negatif degerlere dondiigiinii
gostermektedir. Tlgili literatiir de, yiikselen piyasalarda bozulan mali yapiy1 teyid eden sonuglar ortaya koymaktadir.
Ganiko, Melgarejo ve Montoro (2016), yiikselen piyasalarda 2000-2015 doneminde mali yorgunluk ve daralan mali

alana yonelik ampirik kanitlar sunmaktadir.

3.2. Bilan¢o Kompozisyonu

Fon kaynaklari, doviz yapisi ve vade profilinin gekillendirdigi biitce kompozisyonu gdstergesi finansal piyasa
kosullarinda ani bir degisiklik riskine maruz kalmanin etkilerini agiklar. Devlet borglari, faiz oranlar1 ve doviz
kurlarindaki keskin dalgalanmalar veya sermaye girislerinde ani kesintiler gibi risklere asirt derecede maruz
kaldiginda, bu durum, bilango kompozisyonuna bagli olarak likidite ve bor¢ alma imkanini zayiflatabilir. Bu
kategori, iilke borcunun ortalama vadesinin yani sira, yabanci para cinsinden devlet dis borg/Toplam Borg, yerlesik
olmayanlar tarafindan tutulan devlet borglari/Toplam Borg, imtiyazli kosullarda tutulan dis bor¢/Devlet Briit Borg
Stoku ve vadesi 12 ay veya daha kisa olan devlet borcu/GSYIH gibi gostergeleri icerir (Kose, 2018).

2018 yilinda yerlesik olmayanlar tarafindan tutulan devlet bor¢larimin toplam borglar igerisindeki payr Hindistan,
Romanya, Rusya disinda tiim yiikselen piyasa ekonomilerinde 2008 yilina nispeten yiikselmistir. Devlet borglarinin
daha yiiksek bir payinin yerlesik olmayan yabancilarin elinde bulunmasi, yatirimcilarin beklentilerinde olumsuz bir
gelisme olmasi halinde, ciddi sermaye ¢ikiglarina zemin hazirlamakta ve doviz kuru tizerinde baski yaratarak likidite
krizine neden olabilmektedir. Diger taraftan borcun vade yapist da mali alanin 6nemli belirleyicilerinden bir
tanesidir. Bor¢ geri 6deme donemlerinde, doviz talebi artmakta ve buna bagli olarak mali alan kisitlanmaktadir.
2008-2018 arasinda bir taraftan toplam borglar igerisinde yabancilarin pay: artarken, diger taraftan iilke borcunun
ortalama vadesi, yiikselen piyasa ekonomilerinin yarisinda yiikselmistir. S6z konusu donemde Arjantin, Brezilya
ve Tiirkiye disinda tiim iilkelerde bor¢ vadesinde yiikselme gozlemlenmistir. Yiikselen piyasa ekonomileri borg
servisi maliyetini diisiirmek adina, varlik ihracini tercih edebilir. Getiri egrisi diklesirken uzun donemli bor¢glanma
daha maliyetli bir hale gelebilir ve hiikiimetler vadeleri kisaltmaya veya degisken faiz oranli bor¢lara daha fazla

agirhk vermeye yonelebilir. Kisa vadeli bor¢ oranlarinin beklenenden daha fazla artmasi, uzun vadede
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stirdiirtilebilirlik riskini artirir. Bilango kompozisyonu igerisinde, uzun vadeli bor¢larin yeniden finansman riski
acisindan daha giivenli oldugu diger bir ifadeyle borcun siirdiiriilebilirligine daha fazla hizmet ettigi

varsayllmaktadir (Mihaljek ve Tissot: 20).

3.3. Kosula Bagh Bor¢ Gostergeleri

Ozel sektériin i¢ ve dis borglarina devlet garantisi verilmis olmasindan kaynaklanan maliyetlerdir. Bu garantiler,
borglunun basarisiz olmasi durumunda hiikiimetleri borcu iistlenmeye zorlar. Bu tiir uygulamalarda maliyetler, 6zel
sektor yiikiimliliklerinin toplam biiylikliigii ve vade veya doviz uyumsuzluklarina paralel olarak artar. Basarisiz
bankalar bu kapsamdaki maliyet artiglarina 6rnek teskil eder. Millilestirme, yeniden sermayelendirme ya da varlik
yonetim sirketleri bu siirecin bir parcasi olabilir. Yiiksek dis borg, 6zel firmalarin varlik fiyatlarinin diigmesine
neden oldugu durumlarda 6zel sektor stresine yol agabilir. Doviz kurlarindaki dalgalanmalar ve asir1 borglanma bu
tiirden problemleri besler. Bu riskleri analiz etmek i¢in, toplam dis borg, 6zel sektor dis borcu, kisa vadeli dis borg,
yabanci para cinsinden dis borg ve 6zel sektore acilan yurtici krediler gibi gostergeler dikkate alinir.

Yiikselen piyasa ekonomilerinin Romanya disinda tamaminda toplam dis borg stokunun GSYTH igindeki pay1 2008
yilinda 2000 yilina oranla gerilemigtir. 2008 yilinda bor¢ oranindaki gerileme Nijerya ve Rusya’da
belirginlesmektedir. 2018 yila gelindiginde dis bor¢/GSYIH orami, yiikselen piyasa ekonomilerinin neredeyse
tamaminda 2008 yil1 seviyelerinin iizerinde gerceklesmistir. Toplam dis bor¢ stokunun GSYIH oranla en yiiksek
oldugu iilkeler sirastyla, Sili, Tiirkiye ve Arjantin’dir. Borcun GSYIH’ya oraminm en diisiik oldugu iilkeler Cin,
Hindistan ve Meksika’dir. Ozel sektér dis borg stokunun GSYIH’ya oranina iliskin veriler sunmaktadir. Buna gére

2018 yilinda Arjantin ve Romanya diginda tiim yiikselen piyasa ekonomilerinde 6zel sektdriin dis borg stoku/GSYIH
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orani artis gostermistir. Ozel sektore verilen i¢ kredilerin GSYIH igindeki pay1 12 yiikselen piyasa ekonomisinin

%350’sinde yukar1 yonliidiir. Brezilya, Sili, Cin, Meksika, Rusya ve Tiirkiye’de i¢ kredilerin oraninin 2000 yilindan

itibaren artig trendinde oldugu goriilmektedir. Kisa vadeli bor¢ stokunun toplam bor¢ ic¢indeki payi, borcun

cevrilebilme riskine iliskin gosterge niteligindedir. Tablo 4’te Cin’de 2000 yilindan itibaren kisa vadeli bor¢larin

toplam borg igindeki paymin artmakta oldugu goriilmektedir. Tiirkiye 6zelinde kisa vadeli borg stokunun toplam

borg igindeki oraninda 2008 yilindaki gerilemenin siirdiiriilemedigi ve kriz sonras: siirecte artis trendi gosterdigi

gozlemlenmektedir. Misir, Hindistan ve Meksika’da da kisa vadeli bor¢ oraninda artislar s6z konusudur.
