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Abstract: The aim of this paper is to test the applicability of Okun’s law in SAARC (South Asian
Association for Regional Cooperation) countries. It also intends to find the long-run association
between unemployment rate and growth rate and investigate the impact of growth rate on
unemployment in the South Asian Region. The study uses annual time series data for eight SAARC
countries, from 1991 to 2017. To meet the objectives of the research, the graphical illustration of
trend with descriptive statistics are followed by econometric analysis. Based on the stationarity of
the variables, an autoregressive distributive lag (ARDL) model has been estimated to test the long-
run relationship between unemployment and growth. The results indicate that per capita GDP
negatively influences the unemployment rate in the long run only in three member countries of
SAARC, namely- Afghanistan, India and Sri Lanka and in the South Asian Region in aggregate.
This paper also finds a negative relationship between the growth rate and unemployment rate in
Bangladesh, but this association is not statistically significant. The study doesn’t find any negative
relationship between the two variables in Bhutan, Maldives, Nepal and Pakistan. The study
discovers the validity of Okun’s law, but the attained Okun coefficient is less than that of the actual
Okun coefficient, documented by Arthur Okun. Another substantial evidence is that the
significance of the connection between the growth rate and unemployment rate varies among the
SAARC countries. The main limitation of this paper is the unavailability of data for Afghanistan
compared to other SAARC countries. This paper is unique as it tests the validity of Okun’s law in
every member country of SAARC and as a region of South Asia. To date, no such study like this
has been found in the body of literature which finds long-run relationship in all SAARC countries.

INTRODUCTION

GDP is a commonly used parameter to measure the economic growth of a
country. Some other factors like inflation, unemployment and literacy rate affect
GDP growth rate (Anyanwu, 2014). The South Asian Association for Regional
Cooperation (SAARC) is the regional geopolitical organization and
intergovernmental union of the countries in South Asia. Its member countries include
Afghanistan, Bangladesh, Bhutan, India, Maldives, Nepal, Pakistan and Sri Lanka.
SAARC countries cover 3% of the total world’s area, while the population of the
SAARC countries is 21% of the world’s total population. SAARC was established on
December 8, 1985 in Dhaka, the capital of Bangladesh. Political and economic
problems are similar in SAARC countries (Chauhan, 2008). The population density
of these countries is high, which lead to serious threat of creating job opportunities.
As a result, it creates unemployment problem. Although the growth rates of the
countries are positive on average in recent decades, the effect of such growth on the
level of employment requires scientific investigation.

Unemployment is a situation in which people who are actively seeking jobs, but
there are no vacancies. In labour economics, unemployment includes frictional
unemployment, cyclical unemployment, structural unemployment and classical
unemployment (Junankar & Price, 2016). Because of the globalization and
advancement of technology (Mincer & Danninger, 2000), the SAARC countries
can’t cope with those changing circumstances on account of social and economic
problems. Such a condition of the economy obstructs the economic growth of the
SAARC countries, causing a high unemployment rate (Upreti, 2015).

Economic policymakers consider unemployment as a vital factor in both
developing and developed countries. As the full employment level maximizes output,
it is one of the significant macroeconomic goals for every government (Arnold,
2011). Nevertheless, South Asian countries are facing structural changes for the last
few decades and the consequences of these structural changes reduced the
employment ratio of the agriculture sector in GDP (Sawhney, 2010). The inter-
sectoral output gap ensures a couple of things: rapid economic growth and
unemployment changes (McMillan & Rodrik, 2011).
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In macroeconomics, Okun’s law is a well- known concept that describes the
negative relationship between economic growth and unemployment (Martin, 1993).
In 1962, Arthur Okun, an American economist, states that if the real GDP increases
rapidly, the rate of unemployment will decline. Conversely, unemployment will rise
if the growth will lower or negative (Higgins, 2011). A reduction in the
unemployment rate in any economy is supposed as a positive development (Arnold,
2011). It is considered as a favourable sign since most of the people in a society
require employment for their livelihood. Therefore, the Okun’s law is the best
technique to investigate and explain the negative association between economic
growth and unemployment.

Most of the previous studies (Ciprian-lonel, 2007; Villaverde & Maza, 2009;
Watts & Mitchell, 1991) investigated the relationship between unemployment rate
and growth for a single economy or state within the country. Some papers (Ahmed,
Aziz, & Zaman, 2013; Moosa, 1997; Sawhney, 2010) tried to find the existence of
Okun’s law in some selected SAARC countries (not more than five countries).
Majority of the papers (Christopoulos, 2004; Owyang & Sekhposyan, 2012;
Villaverde & Maza, 2009) tested Okun’s law for developed countries. This paper
tries to check the validity of Okun’s law in all member countries of SAARC
individually and also in South Asia.

The objective of the paper is to examine the effectiveness of Okun’s law in
SAARC countries in the long-run. It also tries to find out whether any inverse
relationship between growth rate and unemployment rate exist or not in South Asia.
The study uses annual time series data for eight SAARC countries from 1991 to
2017. To meet the objectives of the research, the graphical illustration of trend with
descriptive statistics are followed by econometric analysis. Based on the stationarity
of the variables, an autoregressive distributive lag (ARDL) model has been estimated
to test the long-run relationship between unemployment and growth.

1. REVIEW OF THE THEORY AND LITERATURE

1.1 Review of the Theory

Okun's Law is termed afterward Arthur Melvin Okun (Nov. 28, 1928 - March 23,
1980) who at first described it in the early 1960s. Okun originally described, the
economy experiences 1% increase in the unemployment rate for every 3% decrease
in real GDP. Similarly, a 3% increase in GDP from its long-run level decreases a 1%
in unemployment (Knotek I1, 2007). According to his empirical result, a slowdown
of economic growth causes the unemployment rate to rise. This connection is more
numerical rather than organizationaleconomic framework. But during the stormy
1970s, when stagflation (condition of both stagnation and inflation) troubled the
country, the rule no longer held.

Furthermore, no economic theory can explain this association between
unemployment rate and economic growth. Therefore, the Okun’s theory becomes a
benchmark to measure the connection between these two variables. It is a widely
used technique of finding any negative association between growth rate and
unemployment rate for its simplicity.
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Many versions of the Okun’s law are available: gap version, difference version,
dynamic version and production function approach. Based on the assumptions
formulated by the researchers, every method has its own characteristics for
calculation. Among the different approaches, only the difference version carries
decently simple statistical calculations. By this method, without making any
assumptions, values can be calculated from the accessible empirical data. Different
techniques are applied in the dynamic version, gap version and the production
function version to regress GDP growth over fluctuations in the unemployment rate
to the data with different interpretations and assumptions. However, the difference
version merely regresses GDP growth rate on the unemployment rate.

To acquire a positive growth, more production of goods and services is a pre-
requisite. With the help of inputs (capital, labor), the output can be produced if more
workers are employed at the given capital stock by utilizing economic resources at
their optimum level, then we can obtain real GDP growth. From this theoretical
background, it is clear that there is a positive relationship between real GDP growth
and reduction in unemployment level, as high employment level leads to a high price
level in the economy, according to Phillips (1962).

That is, having a higher employment level, the economy must face inflation.
Thus, we observe that a higher price level is associated with a low unemployment
rate. If we consider the unemployment rate and real GDP growth, the two economic
variables from the above discussions, at that time we can conclude the effect of the
unemployment rate over GDP growth. As employment and GDP growth are
positively related to each other, unemployment rate and GDP growth must be
negatively associated with each other i.e., a positive economic growth weakens the
unemployment rate in the economy.

1.2. Literature Review on Unemployment and Growth Nexus

Different studies (Ahmed et al., 2013; Lal, Muhammad, Jalil, & Hussain, 2010;
Moosa, 1997) have been done to detect the negative influences of growth rate on the
unemployment rate of developing countries by employing time series data and panel
data for individual SAARC countries over time to time. It requires to find the
validity of Okun’s law in all SAARC countries and also in the South Asia region.
There are few studies (Chauhan, 2008; Tarig Hussain, Siddigi, & Igbal, 2010; Islam
& Nasrin, 2015) have been worked to show the negative relationship between
unemployment rate and economic growth in Bangladesh, India, Sri Lanka and
Pakistan individually or some selected SAARC countries. Some studies (Aranki,
Friberg, & Sjodin, 2010a; Ciprian-lonel, 2007; Knotek I1, 2007) find the validity of
Okun’s law in the short-run. Long-run relationship is absent in their studies and they
recommend further research on the impact of economic growth on unemployment in
the long-run. There are few gaps in the existing literature and this study tries to fulfil
the underlining gap of existing literature. Ahmed et al. (2013) recommend to find out
a significantly long-run connection between GDP growth and unemployment for all
SAARC countries in future research.

In the case of the US economy, Levin, Lin, and Chu (2002) analysed the
unemployment and economic growth nexus and found a significance inverse
relationship that indicates the validity of Okun’s law. Walterskirchen (1999)
examined and found a negative relationship between unemployment and economic
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growth by time series annual data from 1968 to 1998 for EU countries. Tatoglu
(2011) finds the validity of Okun’s law for European countries and the result shows
that the nexus between growth rate and unemployment rate varies among the
countries. Marinkov and Geldenhuys (2007) studied in the case of South Africa using
annual data from 1970-2005. Also, they found that unemployment and GDP growth
move in the opposite direction. Still, changes in the unemployment rate causes less
inflation in the GDP growth rate as compared to Okun’s coefficient. Among the EU
countries, depending on Swedish data, Aranki, Friberg, and Sjodin (2010b)
investigated the relationship between unemployment and economic growth. In the
case of Australia, Watts and Mitchell (1991) also supported Okun’s law. Their study
found the long-run relationship between unemployment and economic growth is
unstable. Villaverde and Maza (2009) analysed the Okun’s law for the Spanish
region throughout 1980-2004. Ciprian-lonel (2007) tested Okun’s law and found an
inverse and two-way relationship between GDP growth variable and unemployment
rate for Romania during 1993-2004. Knotek Il (2007) also studied the usefulness of
Okun’s law in which he calculated the effects of current output, past output level,
past unemployment rate on unemployment rate by using its difference, gap and
dynamic versions and analysed that increasing unemployment rate slowdown the
economic growth in the short-run and long-run. Christopoulos (2004) also estimated
Okun’s law by applying unit root tests and co-integration approach on panel data at
regional level in Greece and found that results are valid in six out of thirteen regions.
Moosa (1997) tested Okun’s law for G7 countries namely Canada, Italy, UK, US,
France, Germany, Japan. The empirical studies showed that Okun’s coefficient is
higher in North America whereas lower in Japan.

Moreover, Al-Habees and Rumman (2012) directed a similar study for Arab
countries, highlighting their economic strategies. The study found that less economic
growth rate hinders new job creation, which increases the rate of unemployment.
Empirical results identify the validity of Okun’s law and indicate that programmes
should be taken in such a way so that economic growth will rise, reducing the
unemployment rate.

Similarly, Lal, Muhammad, Jalil, and Hussain (2010) checked the validity of
Okun’s law in some Asian countries, specifically Bangladesh, China, India, Pakistan
and Sri Lanka. For this persistence, they took annual time series data during the
period 1980 to 2006. Using Engle-Granger (1987) co-integration technique, they
examined the long-run relationship between GDP growth and unemployment. Their
results found that there is no existence of Okun’s law in some Asian countries. By
using time series data for Pakistan from 1972 to 2006, Tahir Hussain, MW Siddiqi,
and Asim Igbal (2010) investigated the fundamental relationship between economic
growth and unemployment rate. Considering some explanatory variables like capital,
labor and human capital; their results also indicate a short-run and significant long-
run relation between growth and unemployment.

Now the question may arise how this study is unique from others. This study tries
to find the validity of Okun’s law in all SAARC countries in the long-run and the
impact of growth on unemployment in the South Asia Region. ARDL model is used
to test the validity of Okun’s law. This study has tried to fulfil the research gap.
Moreover, this study also includes an update data from 1991 to 2017.

Bangladesh

The GDP in Bangladesh extended 7.11% in 2016 from the previous year. GDP
Growth Rate in Bangladesh averaged 3.56% from 19991 until 2017, reaching a high
of 6.16% in 2017 and a record low of 1.07 percent in 1991 (World Bank, 2018).

Bangladesh's Unemployment Rate increased to 4.37 % in Dec 2017. The average
rate of unemployment is 3.56 %. The data reached a high of 5.00 % in Dec 2009 and
a record low of 2.20 % in Dec 1991 (World Bank, 2018).

Bhutan

The main sectors of the Bhutanese economy are hydroelectricity, tourism and
agriculture. GDP Annual Growth Rate in Bhutan averaged 5.05 percent from 1991
until 2017, reaching a high of 15.38 percent in 2007 and a record low of -0.41
percent in 1991. (World Bank, 2018).

The unemployment rate in Bhutan remained unchanged at 2.50 percent in 2017
from 2.50 percent in 2016. The unemployment rate in Bhutan averaged 2.28 percent
from 1991 until 2017, reaching a high of 3.96 percent in 2009 and a record low of
1.38 percent in 1995. (World Bank, 2018).

India

The unemployment rate in India increased to 3.52 percent in 2017 from 3.51
percent in 2016. The unemployment Rate in India averaged 3.89 percent from 1991
until 2017, reaching a high of 4.43 percent in 2002 and a record low of 3.41 percent
in 2014. (World Bank, 2018)

GDP Annual Growth Rate in India averaged 4.94 percent from 1991 until 2017,
reaching a high of 8.76 percent in 2010 and a record low of -0.98 percent in 1991
(World Bank, 2018).

Maldives

The unemployment rate in Maldives remained unchanged at 5 percent in 2017
from 5 percent in 2016. The unemployment rate in Maldives averaged 3.35 percent
from 1991 until 2017, reaching a high of 5.21 percent in 2014 and a record low of
1.001 percent in 1996. (World Bank, 2018).

Tourism, fishing and shipping are the most critical sectors of the economy.
Tourism accounts for more than 30 percent of GDP and over 60 percent of foreign
currency earnings. GDP Annual Growth Rate in Maldives averaged 3.34 percent
from 1996 until 2017, reaching a high of 22.82 percent in 2006 and a record low of -
15.42 percent in 2005 (World Bank, 2018).

Nepal

Nepal is one of the least developed countries in the world and relies extensively
on foreign aid. The primary sector of the economy is agriculture, which employs
over 70 percent of the population and accounts for 33 percent of GDP. As Nepal is
home to the highest mountains in the world, tourism has been steadily growing in
importance and is an essential source of revenue. The Gross Domestic Product
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(GDP) in Nepal expanded 6.30 percent in 2017 from the previous year. GDP Annual
Growth Rate in Nepal averaged 2.69 percent from 1991 until 2017, reaching a high
of 6.31 percent in 2017 and a record low of -1.53 percent in 2002 (World Bank,
2018).

The unemployment rate in Nepal decreased to 2.73 percent in 2017 from 3.06
percent in 2016. The unemployment rate in Nepal averaged 2.74 percent from 1991
until 2017, reaching a high of 4.60 percent in 1995 and a record low of 1.34 percent
in 2008 (World Bank, 2018).

Pakistan

The unemployment rate in Pakistan averaged 4.99 percent from 1991 until 2017,
reaching a high of 8.27 percent in 2003 and a record low of 0.65 percent in 2010
(World Bank, 2018).

GDP Annual Growth Rate in Pakistan averaged 1.89 percent from 1991 until
2017, reaching a high of 5.48 percent in 2005 and a record low of -1.45 percent in
1997 (World Bank, 2018).

Sri Lanka

Sri Lanka is a developing economy of the southern coast of India. Despite years
of civil war, the country has recorded strong growth rates in recent years. The main
sectors of Sri Lanka's economy are tourism, tea export, apparel and textile, and rice
production. GDP Growth Rate in Sri Lanka averaged 4.46 percent from 1991 until
2017, reaching a high of 8.56 percent in 2012 and a record low of -2.23 percent in
2013 (World Bank, 2018).

The unemployment rate in Sri Lanka averaged 7.97 percent from 1991 until
2017, reaching an all-time high of 14.67 percent in 1992 and a record low of 3.88
percent in 2013 (World Bank, 2018).

2. RESEARCH METHODOLOGY

2.1. Data and Variables

All data for this study are collected from various sources. The primary sources
are the World Development Indicators (World Bank, 2018) and Bangladesh Bank.
The data consists of the yearly time series over the period from 1991 to 2017. The
time frame of data depended mainly on the available data. The dependent variable is
GDP per capita growth and the independent variable is the unemployment rate.

A detailed description of the raw data set is provided in the form of descriptive
statistics in Table 1 and Table 2. The time-series data sample include 1991 to 2017
for all the countries.

2.2. Modelling & Methodology
When a study is being conducted with time-series data, it needs to check whether

the data is stationary or not. Because there is a possibility to be the spurious
regression if time-series data is used. A time series Y is said to be stationary if its
mean and variance are constant over time and the value of covariance between two
time periods depends only on the distance between the two time periods and not on
the actual time at which the variance is computed (Gujarati, 2009). There are many
ways to check the data stationarity. The standard approach to check the stationarity
of a time series data is unit root test. Among the various tests, the Augmented
Dickey-Fuller (ADF) test is used widely (Adenutsi, 2010; Islam & Nasrin, 2015).
Augmented Dickey—Fuller (ADF) unit root test has been used to check whether the
variables are stationary or not.

The purpose of this paper is to test the relationship between the unemployment
rate and growth rate by using annual time series data of SAARC countries from 1991
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to 2017.To conduct the study an autoregressive distributive lag (ARDL) model,
proposed by Pesaran and others (Pesaran and Pesaran,1997; Pesaran and Shin,1999;
Pesaran et al., 2001). The following autoregressive distributed lag (ARDL) model
will be estimated in order to test the long-run relationship between the
unemployment rate and economic growth. The model is as follows:

3.1. The Results of Augmented Dickey-Fuller (ADF) Unit Root Test.

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The results of the ADF unit root test for the variables of SAARC countries and
South Asia in their levels and first differences are presented in Table 3 and Table 4.
The output of ADF unit root test indicates that the growth rate variable of Bhutan,
India, Maldives, Nepal and Sri Lanka are stationary in level and the variables of
other member countries of SAARC. On the other hand, South Asia are stationary in
the first difference, which is statistically significant. None of the variables of
SAARC countries and South Asia are stationary in the second difference.

3.2. The Results of ARDL Estimation

The results of the ARDL model are the long-run output because all variables
used by the ARDL model are stationary at 1(0) and 1(1).

The Table 5 and Table 6 show the long-run relationship between GDP growth

and unemployment rate. The results indicate that per capita GDP negatively
influences the unemployment rate in the long run in some SAARC countries, namely
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India, Sri Lanka and Afghanistan and the coefficient of growth rate is also found
statistically significant at 1%, 5%, 10% significant level respectively. Also, the study
observes the negative relation between the variables in South Asia.

One percent point increase in per capita GDP will lead to a 0.11 percent point
decrease in the unemployment rate in Afghanistan, 0.04 percent point in India, 0.12
percent point in Sri Lanka and 0.07 percent point in South Asia in the long run. This
paper also finds a negative relation between the growth rate and unemployment rate
in Bangladesh, but this association is not statistically significant. The study doesn’t
find any negative relationship between the two variables in Bhutan, Maldives, Nepal
and Pakistan. This implies that GDP growth rate does not have any positive influence
in creating employment in those countries in the long-run. Several studies (Ahmed et
al., 2013) also support these findings. This model is the best fit as the adjusted R?
value is high as well as the explanatory variables can be explained dependent
variable by near or above 90% for most of the countries. F-statistic value is also high
and the corresponding probability value is much low. It is found that F-statistic value
is statistically significant. Durbin-Watson value confirms that the model is not
spurious. Durbin-Watson value indicates the serial correlation of residuals. The
results of this regression will be spurious if Durbin-Watson value is not close to 2.
The results of various test which are related with this model will be disclosed in the
following section.

3.3. Diagnostic Tests for ARDL Model

Serial correlation or autocorrelation refers to the correlation of a time series with
its previous and future values. Autocorrelation is also sometimes called “lagged
correlation,” which refers to the correlation between members of a series of numbers
arranged in time. Here, this study uses the Breusch-Godfrey Serial Correlation
Lagrange Multiplier (LM) test for serial correlation.

Results for the serial correlation test have been presented in Table 7 and Table 8
below.

From the above result, the null hypothesis cannot be rejected indicates that the
ARDL model is correctly specified.

4. FINDINGS AND DISCUSSION

The results indicate that per capita GDP negatively influences the unemployment
rate in the long run in some SAARC countries, namely India, Sri Lanka and
Afghanistan and the coefficient of growth rate is also found statistically significant at
1% , 5%, 10% level respectively. Also, the negative relation between the variables
in South Asia has been found in this paper. One percent point increase in per capita
GDP will lead to a 0.11 percent point decrease in the unemployment rate in
Afghanistan, 0.04 percent point in India, 0.12 percent point in Sri Lanka and 0.07
percent point in South Asia in the long run. This paper also finds a negative relation
between the growth rate and unemployment rate in Bangladesh, but this association
is not statistically significant. The study doesn’t find any negative relationship
between the two variables in Bhutan, Maldives, Nepal and Pakistan. This implies that
the GDP growth rate does not have any positive influence in creating employment in
those countries in the long-run. These findings are also supported by previous studies
(Ahmed et al., 2013).

Findings-01: Only in three member countries of SAARC, namely Afghanistan,
India and Sri Lanka among eight and also in the South Asia Region; this study finds
the validity of Okun’s law. But the attained Okun coefficient is less than that of the
actual Okun coefficient, which was documented by Arthur Okun (Okun, 1962).

Findings-02: This study suggests that there is a long-run negative relationship
between growth and unemployment rate in Afghanistan, India and Sri Lanka. No
long-run association between the variables in Bhutan, Maldives, Nepal and Pakistan.
For Bangladesh, this paper observed expected negative sign, but the result is
insignificant.

CONCLUSION & RECOMMENDATIONS

In this study, we examined the validity of Okun’s law the long run term
relationships between unemployment rate and economic growth in SAARC countries
and the South Asia Region from 1991 to 2017. Estimation results support the
unemployment jeopardize in most of SAARC countries.
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The need for improvement in governance is essential for all SAARC countries
by strengthening institutions that will help in promoting economic growth and
stability. The government should help in having sound political, financial and social
reforms to achieve structural changes smoothly because SAARC countries have the
potential to grow and that will help in increasing the productivity of the economy and
economic welfare (Sawhney, 2010). SAARC countries should develop their human
resources and physical infrastructure development by spreading regional cooperation
to each other by reducing restrictions on intra-regional investment and technology
flows.

This study concludes with the recommendation that Okun’s law are not valid in
most of the developing countries because of asymmetric problems. This study again
recommends that it is needed further research on the relationship between economic
growth and the unemployment rate in short-run by different models with updated
quarterly data. The implications of Okun’s law for economic policy is that
economists need to anticipate the further development of the unemployment rate for
a given projected growth level, which is additionally essential to forecast
unemployment costs. But our results do not support the implications of Okun’s Law
in some developing countries. It can be said that Okun’s law interpretation may not
be applicable in developing countries. Pakistani, Bangladeshi, Sri Lankan, and Indian
governments and political leaders should adopt this role model and follow from those
Asian countries.
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Oz: Bu calismanin amaci, iletisim ikliminin yenilik¢i davranisa etkisinde kiiltiirel sikihgin aracilik
etkisini ortaya koymaktir.

Hypotheses were tested by subjecting the collected data to correlation and
regression analysis. According to the analysis results, it was determined that it has a positive and
significant effect on transformation through communication.

Bir orgiitiin iletisim ortaminin, etkili bir
orgiit olusturmada iletisim becerileri veya tekniklerinden daha Onemli oldugu
asikardir. Giivenilir bir iletisim iklimi saglandiginda orgiit icerisinde, dedikodu,
sOylenti, yanlis bilgilendirme ve yanlis anlama gibi olumsuz sonuglarin Oniine
gecilebilecek ve bdylece oOrglitiin yapisi ve performansi sarsilmadan etkili iletigim
kurulmasi saglanacaktir. Cagdas zamanlarda, etkisiz iletisim iklimi, bariz
carpikliklar, dikkat dagitict unsurlar ve miicadele edilmesi gereken krizlerle birgcok
kurulusun sorun sahasindadir.

Orgiitiin iletisim iklimi, galisanlar tarafindan érgiitiin uygulamalar1 ve prosediirleri
araciligiyla varsayilir ve bunlar da Onceliklerini formiile eder ve sekillendirir.
Solomon vd. (2004) orgiitsel iletisim iklimini bireyin yenilik¢i davranisini etkileyen
temel bir faktor olarak bulmustur. Ayni zamanda is durumunun algilanmasini,

orgiitiin 6zelliklerini ve ¢alisanin isteki diger insanlarla iligkisinin dogasin1 gosterir

Ote yandan, 6rgiit performansi igin faydali olan ve rekabet avantaji yaratmada
vazgecilmez olan bir diger unsur da yenilikgiliktir. Giinlimiizde yenilik¢i 1is
davraniglar, kuruluglarin hizli ekonomik degisikliklere uyum saglamasinda ¢ok
onemlidir.

Bununla birlikte, yenilik
yalnizca g¢alisanlar fikir liretmeye ve uygulamaya yonelik faaliyetlerde bulunursa
gerceklesebilir. Sonug olarak, yonetim oOrgiit igerisindeki iklimi nasil etkilesimli
sekillendirilip, calisanlar1 nasil tesvik edilebilecegini bilmelidir. YOnetim
cergevesinde iletisim ikliminin iyi kurulmasi g¢alisanlarin yenilik¢i davranislarini
olumlu yonde etkileyecegi degerlendirilmektedir.

1.1. Iletisim Iklimi

Buchholz (2001), 6rgiitlerde iletisimin yerini sdyle dzetler: Iletisim, herhangi bir
Orgiitiin can damaridir. Her Orgiitlin merkezinde, ince is birligi ipleriyle bir arada
tutulan insanlar vardir. Bu is pargaciklari, birbirleriyle bilgi paylasan kisiler
tarafindan tutulur. Sonug, iletisim yoluyla siralanmis hassas bir insan iliskileri agidir.
Bu aglarda; bilgi ¢ok onemlidir, orgilitsel hedeflerin basarisi i¢in degerlidir ve bilgi
aligverisi yapilmadiginda engeller yiikselir. Bu, iletisim aksakliklarina neden olur ve
bilgi engellendiginde, diizenli faaliyet akist bozulur.

Bir orgiitiin etkililigine ve bagarisina katkida bulundugu i¢in iletisim iklimi orgiit
igerisinde bliyiikk 6nem tasir. Bir orgiitiin iletisim ortami, ¢alisanlar arasinda yatay,
yukart veya asag1r dogru iletisimi tesvik eden veya engelleyen sekilde oOrgiitteki
atmosferi etkileyebilir. Savunma iklimi olan orgiitlerde calisanlar, agiklama yaparken
¢ok temkinli davrandiklarindan ve motivasyonlart diisiik olabileceginden,
ihtiyaclarini iletmekten kaginma egilimindedirler. Ote yandan, destekleyici ortamlara
sahip kuruluslar, aktif katilimi, saglikli bilgi aligverisini ve yapici ¢atisma ¢oziimiinii
tesvik etmektedirler. Bir orgiitte is birligine dayali iletisim ortamini asilamak, ancak
catigmalarin etkili yonetimini gerektirir. Orgiitsel iklim, bir érgiitiin {iyeleri arasinda
kritik bir bilesen olarak tanimlanmistir (Ruth ve Guzley, 1992). Literatiirde orgiitsel
iklimden ayr1 olarak ele alinan orgiitsel iletisim iklimi, etkili bir 6rgiit olusturmada
giderek en énemli faktorlerden biri haline gelmistir (Zaremba, 2003). Iletisim iklimi,
orgiitsel iklimden ve Orgilitteki motivasyon iklimi veya basari iklimi gibi diger
iklimlerden ayr1 olarak ele alinmistir (Poole, 1985). Yonetim, orgiitiin iletisim
ortammin olusturulmasinda birincil sorumluluga sahiptir. "Iklim", (a) iiyeleri
tarafindan deneyimlenen, (b) davraniglarimi etkileyen ve (c) belirli bir kurulusun
degerleri agisindan tanimlanabilen, kurulusun i¢ ortaminin nispeten kalici kalitesi
olarak tanimlanabilir (Taguiri, 1968: 27). Boylece iklim, orgiitte iletisimi tesvik eden
veya caydiran atmosferi ayarlar. Orgiitsel iletisim iklimi, galisanlar ve orgiit arasinda
bir baglant1 olarak islev goriir (Falcione, Sussman & Herden, 1987). Genel iklim,
calisanlarinin kurulusa yonelik inang ve tutumlarina dair bir ipucu verecektir.
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Kavramsal olarak iletisim iklimi, ¢alisanlarin bilgi akisi ve iletisimin meydana
geldigi iklim hakkindaki (Pace, 1983: 126) ve kurum i¢inde ne oranda verimli bilgi
aligverisi yapildigi ile ilgili algilaridir (Wilson vd., 2004:571). Bireysel ve orgltsel
diizeyde iletisimi ifade eden bu boyut, calisanlarin iletisim dongiisii i¢indeki
tutumlarinin kalitesini, motivasyonlarini, orgiit kimligini benimsemelerini, kurum
atmosferini sekillendiren Orgiite dair ¢alisan algilarini inceler (Clampitt ve Downs,
1993:17; Downs ve Hazen, 1977: 70; Simpson, 1988: 71; Kongchan, 1985: 12;
Karby, 2002: 21). Nuss (1996: 174) ¢alisanlarin orgiit i¢inde isle ilgili birbirilerinden
bilgi saklamamalar1 ve bu konularda agik olmalar1 gerektigini séylemektedir. Iletisim
iklimi olumlu oldukg¢a ¢alisanlar fikirlerini daha rahat beyan edebilecek, orgiitsel
sessizlikten kaginacak ve boylece daha yaratici bir ortam dogabilecektir.

Bu boyutun Ol¢iimiiyle en azindan olumsuz iletisim ikliminin var oldugu
durumlan tespit ederek yol haritast cizilebilir, bunun i¢in etkili iletisim aracglar
kullanilabilir. Robbins ve arkadaslar1 (2008:364), bir orgiit i¢inde “kontrol,
motivasyon, duygusal ifade ve bilgiyi” iceren dort ana iletisim islevini
tanimlamaktadirlar. “Iletisimin calisanlara ne yapilmasi gerektigini ne kadar iyi
yaptiklarin1 ve performansi iyilestirmek icin neler yapilabilecegini agiklayarak
motivasyonu tesvik ettigini” savunmuslardir.

Iletisim iklimi “agik veya kapali iklim” olmak iizere iki perspektifte goriiliir.
Bilgi agik bir iklimde serbestge akar ancak yakin bir iletisim ortaminda engellenir.
Buchholz'a (2001) gore, c¢alisanlar acik bir iklimde sesle sikayette bulunma,
fikirlerini ifade etme ve amirlerine 6nerilerde bulunma konusunda kendilerini 6zgur
hissederler. Cesitli arastirmalar, her iki tarafin, {ist yonetimin ve ¢alisanlarinin karar
vermede goriislere acik oldugu durumlarda yonetime olan giivenin arttigini
gostermektedir (Mishra & Morrissey, 1990; McCauley ve Kuhnert, 1992; Meznor ve
Nigh, 1995). Caligmalar, acik iletisimin bir organizasyona karsi lretkenligi ve
karliligr artirdigimm da gostermektedir (Nordin vd., 2014). Olumlu iletisim,
calisanlarin orgiit icerisinde kendini gelistirmesine hizmet eden 6zdeslesmeyi de
guclendirir (Ale Smidts vd., 2000). Ayrica oOrgiitteki iletisim iklimi ile ¢alisanlarin
kuruma baglilik diizeyi arasinda pozitif bir iligki oldugunu ortaya koyan c¢aligmalar
da mevcuttur (Trombetta ve Rogers, 1988; Welsch ve LaVan, 1981).

Kisacasi, bir orgiitiin iklimi, Orgiitsel baglami oOrgiit liyelerinin kavramlari,
duygulart ve beklentileri ile iliskilendirdigi ve orgiit iiyelerinin davraniglarini
aciklamaya yardimci oldugu i¢in dnemlidir (Poole, 1985, S. 79). Bir orgiitiin iklimi
hakkinda bir seyler 6grenerek, orgiitiin liyelerini belirli sekillerde davranmaya iten
seyin ne oldugunu daha iyi anlayabiliriz. Orgiitsel iletisim ikliminin genis kapsaml
aciklayict yetkileri vardir ve bunun anlasilmasi bize bir kurulusun kiiltiirii hakkinda
cok sey soyleyebilir.

1.2.Yenilikgilik

Yenilik¢ilik, yeni bir Griin veya hizmet, yeni bir tretim siireci teknolojisi, yeni bir
yap1 veya idari sistem veya Orgiit liyelerine iliskin yeni bir plan veya program
olabilir. Bu nedenle, orgiitsel yenilikgilik tipik olarak yeniliklerin benimsenme orani
ile olguliir (Damanpour, 1991). Gegmis arastirmalar, organizasyonlarda anlamak ve
tanimlamak i¢in farkli yenilikgilik tlirlerinin gerekli oldugunu ileri stirmiistiir. Wang
ve Ahmed de (2004), kapsaml1 bir literatiir araciligiyla orgiitsel yeniligi bes boyutlu
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olarak tanimlamiglardir, bunlar; iirlin yeniligi, pazar yeniligi, siire¢ yeniligi,
davranigsal yenilikgilik ve stratejik yeniliktir.

Is yerindeki yenilikler, kuruluslarin artan miisteri beklentileri, rekabet ve pazar
dinamikleriyle bas etmeleri i¢in ¢ok dnemli bir aractir. (Anderson, Poto¢nik, & Zhou,
2014; Fay, Shippton, West, & Patterson, 2015; Subramaniam & Youndt, 2005)
Yenilikler, zorlu gorevler veya durumlar i¢in yeterli bir ¢6ziim saglayarak bir kurulus
veya belirli bir (grup) calisan i¢in yeni ve faydali olan tiim iriinleri ve siirecleri
kapsar (Messmann & Mulder, 2012). Yenilikler, orgiitlerin sadece dis faydalar elde
etmesini saglamakla kalmaz, aym1 zamanda Orgiitsel iiretim siireclerinin veya
hizmetlerin saglanmasinin temeli olan verimli i¢ siireclerini giivence altina almak
i¢cin de bir aractir. Bir kurulusun i¢ isleyisinin 6nemli bir unsuru olan galisanlar igin
yenilikler faydahdir ¢iinkii daha etkili is siireglerine (6rn. Isyerinde iyilestirilmis
iletisim siirecleri), iyilestirilmis calisma kosullarina ve artan is tatmini ve refahin
artmasia yol acar (Anderson, De Dreu ve Nijstad, 2004; Janssen, 2000; Kanter,
1988). Dahasi, yenilikler sadece Onemli bir sonu¢ degil, daha da Onemlisi,
calisanlarin mesleki gelisimi i¢in 6nemli etkileri olan dinamik, gelisimsel bir siireci
icerir (Evers, Kreijns, Van der Heijden ve Gerrichhauzen, 2011; Messmann ve
Mulder, 2012).

Yenilikler kuruluglar ve calisanlari i¢in avantajlar saglasa da, uygulayicilarin ve
arastirmacilarin odak noktasi, esas olarak yenilik yatirnmlarinin geri doniisiidiir.
Aksine, yenilik gelistirme siireci ve daha da Onemlisi, ¢alisanlarin bu siirecteki
katkilarmin rolii biiyiik Ol¢lide ihmal edilmistir (Crossan ve Apaydin, 2010).
Yalnizca son yillarda, "bireysel yenilik¢ilik" siireglerine adanmis ¢aligmalarda
onemli bir artig olmus ve bu nedenle, kuruluslarin yenilikgilik siireglerine aktif olarak
katkida bulunmak i¢in c¢alisanlarina giderek daha fazla ihtiyac duyduklar
vurgulanmistir (Bunce & West, 1995; Scott ve Bruce, 1994). Boylesi yenilik¢i
calisma davranigina odaklanan arastirmalar, bu nedenle yenilikgi firsatlarin kesfini ve
daha sonra calisanlar tarafindan yenilik¢i fikirlerin olusturulmasi, tanitimi ve
gerceklestirilmesini arastirmistir (Hammond vd., 2011).

Janssen, Vliert ve West'e (2004) gore yenilik, daha karmasik bir siirece
odaklanmaktadir. Yeniligin yalnizca kasith yeni fikirler iretme eylemi ile degil, aym
zamanda yeni fikirlerin tanitilmast ve wuygulanmasiyla da ilgisi oldugunu
vurgulamiglar ve bunlarin tiimii orgiitsel performansi iyilestirmeyi amaglamistir. Bu
nedenle, igyerinde bireysel yenilik, iic asamali bir siirecten olusan karmasik bir
davranig olarak diistiniilmiistiir (Scott ve Bruce, 1994). Yenilik¢i davranisin ilk
asamasinda, birey bir sorunu fark eder ve yeni ya da benimsenmis yeni ¢oziimler ve
fikirler iiretir. Ikincisi, birey kendi ¢oziimlerini ve fikirlerini tanitmanin ve hem
kurulus i¢inde hem de disinda mesruiyet ve destek insa etmenin yollarini arar.
Yenilik¢ilik siirecinin son asamasinda, inovatif bir davranis sergileyen bir birey, bir
is rolli, bir grup veya organizasyon i¢inde deneyimlenebilen, uygulanabilen ve
kullanilabilen inovasyon modelini iireterek fikir veya ¢oziimii gerceklestirir (Kanter,
1988).

Yenilik¢iligi gelistirme, problemlerini ve fikirlerini paylagsmak i¢in etkilesimde
bulunan, fikirlerini gergeklestirmek icin stratejiler gelistiren ve deneyimlerini pratikte
yenilik¢i prototipleriyle tartisan ¢ok sayida sorumlulugu olan ve fazla sayida aktoriin
yer aldig1 interaktif bir siiregtir (Kanter, 1988; Van der Vegt & Janssen, 2003). Buna
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gore, yenilik¢ilik siireclerini gelistirmek i¢in, daha sonra orgiitlerde yenilik¢iligin
gelisimini tesvik etmek i¢in kullanilabilecek siireclerin dinamikleri hakkinda daha
fazla bilgi edinilmesi gerekmektedir (Dyer ve Nobeoka, 2000; Singh, 2005).

1.3.1letisim Iklimi ile Yenilikeilik Iliskisi

Yenilik¢iligin gelisimi i¢in sosyal etkilesimlerin kilit rolini ve bir organizasyon
yapist olarak ekiplerin Onemini bir araya getirerek bireysel ekip iiyelerinin
yenilik¢ilige katkilar1 arasindaki karsiliklt bagimliliklar hakkinda daha fazla bilgi
edinmek ka¢imilmazdir (Vangriegken, Dochy, Raes ve Kyndt, 2015). Dahasi,
inovasyon ve yenilik¢i c¢alisma davranigi ilizerine arastirmalar (Hammond ve
digerleri, 2011) bireysel belirleyiciler ve cevresel faktorlerle yogun bir sekilde
ilgilenirken, giinliik ¢alisma sirasinda davranigsal Onciillerin rolii neredeyse hig
hesaba katilmamistir (Messmann ve Mulder, 2015). Yenilik¢i is davraniglari,
ekiplerin gilinliik islerinde yenilik¢i ¢ozlimler iiretmelerinin saglanmasinda hangi
davraniglar gerektigini ortaya koymaktadir. Bu bulgular, daha onceki kanitlarla
oldukg¢a uyumludur, 6rnegin, destekleyici iletisim ortami ile dogru ve adil muameleyi
iligkilendirmek i¢in Onerilen model, destekleyici iletisim ortaminin mesleki
ortamlarda yenilik¢i ¢alisma davranisiyla olumlu bir sekilde iligkili oldugu sonucuna
varmistir (Ruppel ve Harrington, 2000). Deneysel ¢ikarim ayrica, savunmact iletisim
iklimi ile yenilik¢i caligma davranisi arasinda, etkilesimsel durumlarda engelli
calisma davranisina (Jam, vd., 2010) ve miisteri hizmetlerinin sunulmasindaki
memnuniyetsizlige (Chang ve Liu, 2008) yol acan negatif iligskiye isaret etmektedir.

Arif ve arkadaslart (2012), 150 kisiden olusan reklam ajansi ¢alisanlarinin
yenilik¢i ig davranislart ve iletisim iklimi algilar1 arasindaki iliskiyi aragtirmiglar ve
sonucunda, destekleyici iletisim ortaminin yenilik¢i ¢alisma davranisi ile pozitif
yonde iliskili oldugunu, savunmaci iletisim ortaminin ise yenilik¢i ¢alisma davranist
ile olumsuz iliskiyi yansittigini ortaya koymuslardir. Sonuglar ayrica, kadinlarin
erkeklere kiyasla daha yenilik¢i ¢calisma davranisini ve destekleyici iletisim ortamini
yansittig1 icin cinsiyetler arasinda Onemli farkliliklar ortaya ¢ikartmistir. Yeni
calisanlarin deneyimli c¢alisanlara gore daha yenilik¢i ¢alisma davranis1 ve
destekleyici iletisim ortami sergiledigi de tespit edilmigtir.

Balkar (2015), 398 ogretmenin Orgiitsel iklim, yenilik¢i i3 davranist ve
performanslar1 arasindaki iliskileri aragtirmistir. Calismanin bulgulari, destek, adalet
ve baski ile karakterize edilen Orgiitsel iklim algisinin 6gretmenlerin yenilik¢i is
davraniglar tizerinde etkileri oldugunu ortaya koymustur.

Imran (2016), akademisyenlerin yenilik¢ci caligma davraniglarim1 etkileyen
iletisim faktorleri ve kariyerinin gelisimi iizerindeki etkisini inceleyen ¢alismasinda,
yenilik¢i calisma davranisi ile dort iletisim faktorii arasinda 6nemli iligkiler oldugunu
tespit etmistir. Spesifik olarak, bu calisma, yenilik¢iligin iletisim etkinligi, iletisim
ortami, ag olusturma ile giiclii bir sekilde iliskili oldugunu ve mentorluk ile orta
derecede iligkili oldugunu bulmustur.

Calisanlarimi tesvik eden ve giiclendiren kuruluslar stratejik, is birligi i¢inde,
maliyet etkin, yenilik¢i ve hesap verebilir bir iletisim ortami yaratabilirler (Sharma,
Gupta ve Wickramasinghe, 2005).

Bu calisma, yenilik¢i is davranisinin iletisim iklimi ile iligskisine odaklanmay1
amaclamaktadir. Yenilik¢i is davranisi, modern ¢agin talebi ve Orgiitsel basari icin
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temel kriterdir; iletisim iklimi en zengin iiretkenlik i¢in ¢ok dnemli bagvuru kaynagi
iken; bdylece iretkenligin artmasimna katkida bulunur. Calisanlara belirlenmis
kaliplara daha az vurgu yaparak yeni calisma ortamlari i¢in firsatlar sunan kuruluslar;
daha yiiksek verimlilik ve ¢ikt1 olasilifina sahiptir. Yenilige izin veren ve gelisen
orglitler kesinlikle basarinin zirvesine ulasir, ancak bazi artilar ve eksiler basarmin
talepleridir, ancak yeni seyler denemek zorunluluktur ve basar1 sansi her zaman
oradadir. Bu nedenle hem iletisim iklimi hem de yenilik¢i c¢alisma davranisi,
endistriyel ve organizasyonel kurulumlarda biiylime i¢in temel unsurlardir. Bu
calisma, kuruluslarin iiretkenligini artirmada yenilik¢i ¢alisma davranisinin 6nemi
hakkinda anlayis gelistirmeye yardimci olabilir. Iletisim iklimi, hemen hemen her
calisma ortaminin 6nemli bilesenlerinden biridir. Mevcut bulgular, iletisimin is
davranigi lizerindeki etkisini anlamay1 kolaylagtiracak ve farkli seviyelerde ¢alisanlar
arasinda iletisimi gelistirmenin yollarin1 Onerebilecektir. Dahasi, olumlu iletisim
kaliplarii tesvik etmek, ¢alisanlar arasindaki kisilerarasi ¢atismalari azaltmada etkili
olacaktir. Yenilik¢i g¢alisma davranisinin incelenmesi, yeni teknolojilere karsi
proaktif tutum gelistirmeye, basili ve elektronik medyada yeni stratejiler gelistirmeye
ve yeni politikalar1 sekillendirmeye yardimci olacaktir. Boylelikle, drgiitlerde olumlu
bir iletisim iklimin yaratilmasi c¢alisanlarin  yeni fikirler {retmelerine ve
yaraticiliklarini ulusal ve uluslararas1 gerekliliklere uygun sekilde gelistirmelerine
izin verecektir.

1.4 Kiiltiirel Sikihgin Aracilik Rolii

Yenilikei i davranisinin bir gostergesi olarak orgiitsel kiiltiir calismasi1 (Nafees,
20006), orta dlgekli kuruluslarin daha yiliksek yenilik¢i ¢alisma davranigini yansitan
ancak kiiclik 6l¢ekli kuruluslarin diisiik yenilik¢i ¢alisma davranisi sergiledigini
gosteren kiigiik ve orta 6lgekli kuruluslar arasinda 6nemli bir fark sergilemistir.

Kiiltiirel boyutlardan birisi olan siki kiiltiir yapisina bakildiginda iki 6nemli sey
goze carpmaktadir. Bunlar; bir toplum veya Orgiit i¢erisinde normlarin ne kadar
belirgin oldugu ve bu normlara uymamanin karsiliginin ne oldugudur (Wasti ve Fis,
2010: 5). Yani bir kiiltiirii esnek veya siki yapan temelde hosgorii veya cezadir. Ayni
zamanda bu yaptirnmlar ve kiiltlir yapist birbirine kenetlenmistir. Soyle ki net ve
uyulmamasinin ceza karsiligr olan davranislar siki kiiltiirde daha belirginken, siki
kilture sahip olmak isteyen orgit veya toplumlarda da kurallar net belirlenmeye
calismaktadir. Burada orgiitler acisindan 6nemli olan calisanlarda olusan siki veya
esnek orgiit kiiltiirli algisinin onlarin performanslarina nasil yansidigidir.

Siki1  kiiltiir yapisinin  ortaya c¢ikisina bakildiginda, hayatta kalabilme
miicadelesinin bu kiiltiir yapisini sekillendirdigi goriilmektedir (Gelfand vd., 2011).
Ciinkii tarihte, hayatta kalabilmek icin bir c¢ok hastalik, tehdit ve savaslarala
miicadele edilmek zorunda kalinmistir, dolayisiyla bu durumlara uygun norm ve
kurallar gelistirilmistir (Pelto 1968: 37-40; Gelfand, Nishii ve Raver, 2007: 1-59;
Triandis, 1989: 506-520; Gelfand vd., 2010:14). Chan ve arkadaslarina (1996:4)
gore, siki bir kiiltiiriin varligindan bahsedebilmek igin hayatta kalma mucadelesinde
insanlarin  birbirine bagimli olmasi ve konulan kurallarin istikrarli olmasi
gerekmektedir. Aslinda, yasanilan ¢evreye uyum gostermeye calismalari topluluklar
sik1 veya esnek kiiltlir yapisina itmistir.
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Sik1 veya esnek kiiltiir yapilarinin yenilik¢i davranmalar1 ve risk alma durumlari
da farkli olacaktir. Bakildiginda hatalarin hosgorii ile karsilandigi topluluklar daha
cok risk alarak yenilik¢i davraniglara daha sicak bakmaktadirlar (Rybowiak vd.,1999:
528). Risk almak istemeyen ve belirsizlikten hoslanmayan topluluklar ise
yenilik¢ilige ve yaraticiliga karsi olumsuz tutum sergilemektedirler (Moskowitz,
1993: 132; Neuberg ve Newsom, 1993: 114; George ve Zhou, 2001: 515). Siki
kiltiirlerde degisime direng ve hata yapma korkusu daha fazladir (Thoresen, Pucik ve
Welbourne,1999:110). Esnek kiiltiirlerde ise degisime uyum ve hosgdrii hakim
oldugundan yenilige karsi isteklilik vardir. Boyle kuruluslarda da yiiksek diizeyde
yaraticilik ve yeniligi takip s6z konusudur (Cox, vd., 1991: 828). Dolayisiyla, siki
veya esnek kiiltiirde yetisen bireylerin de yenilige agik olma karsisindaki tutumlari
farklilik gosterecektir. Siki kiiltiirlerde normlara katt bir uyum s6z konusu
oldugundan degisime karsi1 da daha fazla direng sergilenmektedir. Bu tarz
kiltirlerden gelen bireyle kendilerini giivende hissetmek i¢in degisim konusunda
daha c¢ekimser davranacaklardir ancak orgiit icerisinde belirlenen normlara uyum
diizeyleri de yliksek olacaktir. (Krauss ve Chiu, 1998:42; Lau, Chiu ve Lee, 2001:
351). Siki kiiltiirlerde yenilik¢i diisiince veya davranislar ancak mevcut normlara ters
diismiiyorsa kabul edilebilir (Toh ve Leonardelli, 2012:605). ilgili sorunlarm olasi
¢coziimlerinin kullanmighiligr 6zellikli yerel sartlar1 karsilamalidir. Herhangi yeni bir
¢Ozimin veya fikrin basarinin dikkate alinmasi i¢in planlanan kitle agisindan kabul
edilebilir olmasi gerekir (Csikszentmihalyi, 1990: 112).

Ugurlu Kara (2020), arastirmasinda kiiltiirel sikilik-esnekligin sosyal kaytarmaya
etkisinde orgiitsel adalet ve iletisim doyumunun aracilik etkisini incelemistir. Tletisim
doyumunun alt boyutu olan iletisim ikliminin aracilik etkisine de bakilmistir.
Calismanin sonucunda sikilik-esnekligin kaytarma davranisi iizerindeki etkisinde
iletisim iklimin de tam aracilik etkisine sahip oldugu tespit edilmistir.

Boylece siki bir orgiit kiiltiirii algisinin nasil bir iletisim iklimi i¢inde dogdugu ve

bu durumun ¢alisanlarin yenilik¢i davranislarini nasil etkiledigi bu ¢alismanin ana
sorunsali olmus ve bunu test etmek i¢in asagidaki model kurulmustur:

2. YONTEM

2.1. Orneklem

Arastirmaya, bir kamu kurumunda gorevli 212 calisan katilmistir. Bu kamu
kurumunda toplam 363 kisi ¢aligmaktadir ve orneklem sayisi %95 giivenirlik
diizeyinde yeterlidir. Katilimecilarin yaslart 21 ve 56 (ort.=33,57, SS=7,67)
arasindadir. Katilimcilarin kurumda ¢alisma siireleri 1 ve 30 yil (ort.= 9,47, SS =
6,91) arasindadir. Katilimcilardan 2 kisi lise (%0,9), 1 kisi onlisans (%,0,5), 139 kisi
lisans (%65,6), 55 kisi yiiksek lisans (%25,9) ve 15 kisi doktora (%7,1) mezunudur.
Katilimcilarin 200’4 (% 94,3) erkek, 12°si (% 5,7) ise kadindir. Veriler 6lgiim
araclarinin yiiz ylize uygulanmasi ile toplanmistir.

2.2. Ol¢iim Araclar

Kiiltiirel Sikilik Olgegi (KS): Arastirmada kullanilan Kiiltiirel Sikilik &lgegi
Gelfand ve arkadaslarmin (2011) gelistirdigi ve Ozeren’in (2011:89) kiiciik
degisiklikler yaparak orgiitsel diizeye uyarladig1 lgektir. Olgegin bu arastirmadaki ic
tutarlilik katsayisi1 0,70 olarak tespit edilmistir. Olgekte 6 madde bulunmaktadir. Ters
kodlu olan 4’iincii madde 6l¢egin i¢ tutarlik katsayisini diistirdiigli ve faktor yapisin
bozdugundan analizlerden ¢ikarilmis ve 5 madde ile analizlere devam edilmistir.
Kaiser-Meyer-Oklin degerinin 0,60’dan biiyiik ve Barlett’s kiiresellik testinin anlaml
olmas1 (,706, p<001) 6lgegin faktor analizi i¢in uygun oldugunu gostermektedir.
Olgegin tek faktorlii yapist AMOS programinda dogrulayici faktor analizi (DFA) ile
dogrulanmistir. DFA sonucunda 6l¢ek uyumunun iyi oldugu goriilmiistiir (Meydan
ve Sesen, 2011). DFA degerleri tablo-1’dedir. DFA esnasinda p degerinin anlamsiz
cikabilmesi i¢in 5 ve 6’nc1t maddelerin hata degerleri birlestirilerek modifikasyon
yapilmistir. Olgekte bulunan sorulardan érnek maddeler su sekildedir: “Orgiitiimiizde
calisanlarin uymalar1 beklenen ¢ok sayida orgiitsel norm vardir”, “Orgiitiimiiz
calisanlarindan biri uygunsuz bir sekilde davrandiginda, diger ¢alisanlar bu davranisgi
kesinlikle onaylamaz.”

Iletisim Doyumu (iletisim Iklimi) Olgegi (Ii): Arastirmada kullamlan iletisim
iklimi Olcegi Downs ve Hazen (1977) tarafindan gelistirilen Giilliioglu (2011)
tarafindan Tirkceye ¢evrilen iletisim doyumu 6l¢eginin sekiz boyutundan biri olan
iletisim iklimi boyutudur. Olgek 5 maddeden olusmaktadir. Olgegin bu arastirmadaki
i¢ tutarlilik katsayis1 0,85 olarak tespit edilmistir. Kaiser-Meyer-Oklin degerinin
0,60’dan biiyiik ve Barlett’s kiiresellik testinin anlamli olmasi (,830, p<001) dlgegin
faktor analizi icin uygun oldugunu gostermektedir. Olgegin tek faktdrlii yapisi
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dogrulayic1 faktér analizi (DFA) ile dogrulanmistir. DFA sonucunda Olgek
uyumunun iyi oldugu goriilmiistiir (Meydan ve Sesen, 2011). DFA degerleri tablo-
1’dedir. DFA esnasinda p degerinin anlamsiz ¢ikabilmesi i¢in 4 ve 5’inci maddelerin
hata degerleri birlestirilerek modifikasyon yapilmustir. Olgekte bulunan sorulardan
ornek maddeler su sekildedir: “Kurum i¢i iletisim, kurum hedeflerine ulasmak icin
bizleri motive etmektedir’, “Isimle ilgili gerekli bilgileri zamaninda elde
edebiliyorum”.

Yenilik¢ilik Olgegi (Y): Arastirmada kullanilan yenilikgilik 6lgegi Jong, 2007
tarafindan gelistirilen &lgektir. Olgek 11 maddeden olusmaktadir. Olgegin bu
arastirmadaki i¢ tutarlilik katsayist 0,93 olarak tespit edilmistir. Kaiser-Meyer-OKlin
degerinin 0,60’dan biiyiik ve Barlett’s kiiresellik testinin anlamli olmas1 (,893,
p<001) &lgegin faktdr analizi igin uygun oldugunu gdstermektedir. Olgegin tek
faktorli yapist dogrulayici faktor analizi (DFA) ile dogrulanmistir. DFA sonucunda
6lcek uyumunun iyi oldugu goriilmiistiir (Meydan ve Sesen, 2011). DFA degerleri
tablo-1’dedir. Uyum 1iyiligi degerlerinin uygun ve p degerinin anlamsiz ¢ikabilmesi
icin 15 hata degeri birbirine baglanarak modifikasyon yapilmistir. Olcek tek boyutlu
ve 11 maddeden olugsmasi nedeniyle ¢ok sayida modifikasyona ihtiya¢ duyulmustur.
Olgekte bulunan sorulardan &rnek maddeler su sekildedir: “Yeni is metotlari,
teknikleri ya da arag-gereclerini arastirip dgrenirim”, “Insanlari yenilikci fikirleri
desteklemeleri icin motive ederim”.

3. ANALIZ VE BULGULAR

Hipotez testleri icin verilerin analizlerinden once ilk olarak verilerin normal
dagilima uygunlugu basiklik carpiklik degerleri kontrol edilerek yapilmistir.
Sonuglar Tablo 2’dedir. Degerler -1 ve +1 arasinda oldugundan normal dagilima
uygun oldugu kabul edilmistir. Daha sonra SPSS programinda ortalamalar, standart
sapmalar ve degiskenler arasi korelasyonlara bakilmistir. Degiskenlere ait ortalama,
standart sapma ve korelasyon degerleri tablo-1’dedir. Tiim degiskenlerin birbirleriyle
anlamli iligkisi oldugu goriilmektedir.

3’dedir. Degiskenlerin ortalamalarina iligkin sonuglara bakildiginda Kiiltiirel
Sikilik’a iliskin puan ortalamasi 2.16 (SS=.55), iletisim Iklimi puan ortalamasi 3.32
(SS=.70) ve Yenilik¢ilik puan ortalamasinin ise 4.02 (SS= .54) oldugu tespit
edilmistir. Degiskenler arasindaki korelasyon degerlerine bakildiginda Kiiltiirel
Sikilik ile fletisim Iklimi arasinda orta diizeyde olumsuz ydnde anlamli (r=-.350;
p<0.01) ve Yenilikg¢ilik ile diisiik diizeyde olumsuz yonde anlamli (r=-.277; p<0.01);
fletisim Iklimi ile Yenilikcilik arasinda da olumlu yénde anlamli (r=.202; p<0.01)
iliski oldugu goriilmektedir.

Bir kurumda iletisim ikliminin, o kurumdaki yenilik¢i davranisa etkisi ve bu
etkilesimde kiiltiirel sikiligin araci roliinii incelemek iizere bu kurumda calisan 212
kisiden anket yoluyla veri toplanmistir. Olusturulan hipotezler SPSS programinda
yapilan regresyon analizleri ile test edilmistir. iletisim ikliminin yenilik¢i davranisa
etkisinde kiiltiirel sikiligin aracilik roliinii test etmek i¢cin Baron ve Kenny (1986)’nin
onerdigi dort asamali yaklasim benimsenmistir. Buna gore birinci agsamada bagimli
degiskenle bagimsiz degisken arasinda anlamli bir iligki olmali, ikinci asamada
bagimsiz degiskenle araci degisken arasinda anlamli bir iligki olmali, tgilincii
asamada araci degiskenle bagimli degisken arasinda anlamli bir iligki olmalidir.
Bagimsiz degiskenle araci degiskenin modele birlikte dahil edildigi dordiincii
asamada bagimsiz degiskenle bagimli degisken arasindaki iliski anlamli degilse tam
aracilik, iliski anlamli ancak azalmigsa kismi aracilik etkisi vardir. Bu ¢ercevede bu
adimlara uygun olarak regresyon analizleri yapilmistir. Regresyon analizi sonuglari
Tablo 4°te yer almaktadir.

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Regresyon analizlerinde elde edilen B degeri (standartlastirilmis beta) bir
degiskenin digeri tizerindeki etkisini gdstermektedir. Regresyon analizi sonuglarina
bakildiginda birinci adimda iletisim ikliminin yenilik¢i davranis iizerinde pozitif
yonlii ve anlamli etkisinin (B = ,20, p<0,01) oldugu (h1 kabul), ikinci adimda iletisim
ikliminin kiiltiirel sikilik lizerinde negatif yonlii ve anlamhi etkisinin (B = -,35,
p<0,001) oldugu (h2 kabul), iiclinci adimda kiiltiirel sikiligin yenilik¢i davranis
tizerinde negatif yonlii ve anlamli etkisinin (B = -,27, p<0,001) oldugu (h3 kabul)
goriilmektedir. Dordiincii adimda iletisim iklimi ile kiiltiirel sikiligin  birlikte
yenilik¢i davranis tizerindeki etkilerine bakildiginda; kiiltiirel sikiligin yenilik¢i
davranig lizerinde negatif yonlii ve anlamli etkisinin (B = -,23, p<0,001) oldugunu,
ancak iletisim ikliminin yenilik¢i davranis iizerinde anlamli bir etkisinin (B = ,12,
p<0,091) olmadigi bulunmustur. Bu sonug araci degiskenin (kiiltiirel sikilik) modele
eklendiginde bagimsiz degiskenin (iletisim iklimi) bagimli degisken (yenilik¢i
davranig) tizerindeki etkisi f = ,20 (p<0,01) degerinden B = ,12 (p<0,091) degerine
istatistiksel olarak anlamliligini kaybederek ve azalarak degismistir. Bu bulgular
kiiltiirel sikiligin iletisim iklimi ve yenilik¢i davranig arasindaki iligkide tam aracilik
etkisinin oldugunu gostermistir. Tam aracilifin anlamli olup olmadigini test etmek
icin Sobel, Ariel ve Goodman testi uygulanmis ve kiiltiirel sikiligin iletigsim iklimi ve
yenilik¢i davranig arasindaki iliskide tam aracilik etkisi (sirasiyla, Z = 3.818, 3.786,
3.851, p <.001) oldugu bulunmustur. Bu sonuca goére h4 kabul edilmistir.

SONUC VE TARTISMA

Iletisim iklimi, bir orgiitiin iiretkenligini 6nemli 6l¢iide etkiler ¢iinkii iklim, bir
Orgiitiin iiyelerinin c¢abasin1 etkiler. Bu c¢alisma, Oorgiitsel iletisim ikliminin
gelistirilmesinin  Orgiit igindeki yenilik¢i 13 davranislarini artiracagini, bunun
saglanmasi i¢in de orgiit kiiltiiriiniin dogru olusturulmasi ve aktarilmasi gerektigini
gostermektedir. Bu sonug etkilesimli siireclerin, orgiitiin temel unsurlarini yeniden
yapilandirma, yeniden diizenleme ve canlandirma tiizerindeki potansiyel etkilere
katkida bulunacagi varsayimini da gii¢clendirecektir. Guzley’e (1992) gore;

“Belirli bir iletisim ortami, bireysel kararlar ve davranislar icin kilavuzlar saglar. Orgiit
tiyelerinin islerini etkin bir sekilde yapma, kendilerini orgiite adama, iste diiviist davranma,
orgiitteki firsatlart giiclii bir sekilde takip etme, meslektaslart ve organizasyonun diger
tiyelerini destekleme, gorevleri yaratict bir sekilde yerine getirme ve yenilik¢i sunma
kararlart  kurulusun ve operasyonlarimin iyilestirilmesine yénelik fikirler iletisim
ortamindan etkilenir”.

Dahasi, olumsuz bir iklim, orgiit liyelerinin nasil ¢alisacaklar1 ve Orgiite nasil
katkida bulunacaklar1 konusunda aldiklar1 kararlar1 kesin bir sekilde baltalayabilir.
Guclu pozitif iklimler genellikle daha destekleyici yonetimsel uygulamalara ve
organizasyon kurallarina yol agar.

Orgiitsel iletisim iizerine yapilan calismalar, orgiit ve iletisim olmak iizere iki
farkli kavramsal varligi icerir. Bir orgiit igindeki iletisimi anlamak, iletisim
sireclerinin Orgiitsel iletisim iklimini nasil etkiledigini ve iletisimin iiyeler tarafindan
yonetilen c¢atigmalardan nasil etkilendigini anlamayi gerektirir. Genel bulgular,
catisma yoOnetiminin, personelin Orgilitte oynadigi rollerle de iligkili oldugunu
gostermektedir. Yonetim, yoneticiler ve teknik yoneticiler, gatismasiz stratejiler
benimsemenin  destekleyici  ortami  siirdiirmeye  yardimci  olmayacagin
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distinmektedirler. Farkli personel gruplar1 tarafindan isyerindeki rollerine ve
durumlarina gbére benimsenen farkli stratejiler, farkli baglamlardaki c¢atigmalarin,
farkl1 iletisim yOnetimi tarzlarinin ne zaman, kiminle ve hangi amagla kullanildiginin
daha ayrintili incelenmesi gerektigini gostermektedir. Bu sebeple is yerindeki
destekleyici iletisim ortaminin artirilmasi gerekmektedir. iletisim iklimi, dikey veya
yatay iletisimden ziyade genel iletisim aglarina odaklanmalidir. Bununla birlikte,
orgiitsel iletisim iklimi ortamimin diger perspektiflerinin 6nemi de goz ardi
edilmemelidir. Ayrica, ¢alisanlarin orgiitsel hedeflerle 6zdeslesmesini giiclendirmede
iletisim kuskusuz c¢ok oOnemlidir. Bunun nedeni, etkili iletisimin, net hedefler
belirleyerek ve calisanlarin eyleminin kurulusu nasil etkileyecegine dair c¢alisanlar
icin net beklentiler olusturmasidir. Bu calismanin souglari, orgiitsel iletisim iklimi
ortaminin  Orgiitteki  ¢alisanlarin  yaratict  davranig  sergilemelerine  katkida
bulanacagini ortaya koymustur. Bu nedenle, orgiitler kendi i¢ ¢evrelerindeki iletisimi
gelistirerek calisanlari 6rgiitsel hedeflere ulagmaya tesvik etmelidir. Bu sekilde boyle
bir oOrgiitte saglikli bir iletisim ortami yaratilmasina ve tanimlama siirecini
giiclenmesine olanak saglanacaktir.

Iletisim sadece anlam vermekten daha fazlasidir (Robbins and Judge, 2013: 370)
Bu nedenle bir orgiitte olumlu bir iletisim iklimi olusturulmak isteniyorsa
yOneticilerin, mesajlar1 nasil iletmek istedigine ve mesaj1 yapilandirirken hangi
yaklasimi benimseyecegine dogru karar vermeleri gerekir (Argenti, 2012: 30).

Yenilik¢ilik, bircok modern kurulusun hayatta kalmasini, biiylimesini ve
stirdiiriilebilirligini belirleyen dnemli bir itici gili¢ olarak tanimlanmistir. Giiniimiiziin
rekabetci ortaminda, yenilik, hem bireysel hem de kurumsal basarilar1 yonlendirmede
kritik olabilir. Daha da Onemlisi, Orgiitlerdeki bireyler, iste yenilik¢iligin
uygulanmasinda kilit oyuncudur. Bu nedenle, bu calisma yenilik¢i c¢alisma
davraniginin Onciillerinden birisi oldugu diisiiniilen iletisim iklimi ile iliskisi ve bu
iliskideki kiiltiirel sikilik algisinin aracilik etkisini arastirmaktadir. Ozellikle, bu
calisma, iletisim ikliminin yenilik¢i ig davranigini nasil etkiledigini incelemistir. Bu
iletisim iklimi ayn1 zamanda ¢alisanlarin kariyer hedeflerine ulagmalarina yardimei
olacak yeni fikirlerin inovasyonu ve uygulanmasi i¢in firsatlar saglamakta ve boylece
orgiitlerde kariyer gelisimleri i¢in bir platform haline gelmektedir.

Imran (2016) calismasinda yenilik¢i is davranisi ile iletisim etkinligi, iletigim
ortami, ag olusturma ve orta derecede mentorluk arasinda anlamli pozitif ve giicli
iligkiler tespit etmistir. Yenilik¢i is davranisinin kariyer gelisimi ile pozitif ve giicli
bir sekilde iliskili oldugunu da bulunmustur. Bu, unsurlarin her birinin birbiriyle
iligkili oldugu anlamina gelir. Bagka bir deyisle, bir unsurun tatmin edici bir kosulu,
bir digerini olumlu yonde etkileyecektir. Daha da 6nemlisi, sonuglar, ag kurmanin
yenilik¢i i davranigina en biiyiik katkiy1 sagladigini, ardindan iletisim ve rehberligin
geldigini ortaya koymustur. Yenilik¢iligi destekleyen i¢ ortam, 'yenilik i¢in orgiitsel
iklim' olarak adlandirilir ve rekabet avantaji yaratmak ve performansi artirmak igin
yenilikgilikten yararlanan kuruluslar i¢in ¢ok onemlidir (Kissi, Dainty ve Liu, 2012).
Isaksen ve Ekvall (2010), yaraticiligin ve degisimin tesvik edildigi bir “yenilik i¢in
orgiitsel iklim” ortaminin olusturulmas: gerektigini savunarak bu gorisi
desteklemiglerdir; yenilik i¢in yOnetimin Onemli bir yOniiniin, ¢alisanlarin
birbirlerinin fikirlerini ve Onerilerini paylasabilmesi ve bunlara dayanabilmesi i¢in
uygun iletisim iklimi yaratmak oldugunu unutmamak gerekir.
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Arastirmacilar, bir bireyin yaraticiliginin -eszamanli olarak yeni ve yararli olan
fikirlerin Uretilmesinin (Amabile, 1983; Amabile, 1996)- bireyin gomiilii oldugu
kiltiirel ¢evre ile yakindan baglantili oldugu yoniindeki elestirel fikri incelemeye
baglamislardir (Lubart, 1990; Chiu and Kwan, 2010; De Dreu, 2010; Leung and
Morris, 2010; Morris and Leung, 2010; Varsakelis, 2001; Wang, 2011). Bir kurulus
gibi kolektif bir grubu birlestiren bir dizi paylasilan bilgi, deger, norm ve inang
olarak kavramsallagtirilan kiiltiir (Chiu ve Hong, 2006), bilis ve motivasyonu ve
dolayisiyla yaratict problem ¢dzmeye nasil yaklasildigini sekillendirir (Leung vd.,
2008; Chiu ve Kwan, 2010; Morris ve Leung, 2010). Kiiltiiriin yaraticilik iizerindeki
etkisini inceleyen arastirmalardaki son zamanlardaki artisga ragmen, bu alandaki
calismalar hala baslangi¢ asamasindadir; Insanlarin nasil yaratict bir sekilde
diistindiigiine ve kiiresel bir ortamda nasil yenilik yaptigina dair anlayisimiz hala
gelismeye devam etmektedir. Spesifik olarak, bir orgiitiin kiiltiirliniin ¢alisanlarinin
motivasyonunu ve hem kendi orgiitii i¢ginde hem de disinda yenilik yapma
kabiliyetini nasil etkiledigine dair teorik bir aciklamadan ve ampirik ¢alismalar alan
yazinda devam etmektedir. Bu arastirma ayni zamanda bir orgiitii kiiltiiriiniin
calisanlarin orada basarili bir sekilde yenilik yapma olasiligini nasil etkiledigine dair
bulgular ortaya koymustur. Gelfand ve arkadaslar1 (2006) tarafindan yapilan son
kuramsallastirmada, kiiltiirel sikiligin bir toplumun veya Orgiitiin giiclii sosyal
normlar ve sapkin davranislara kars1 diisiik hosgorii ile karakterize edilme derecesi
yaraticiligr etkileyen bir unsur oldugunu ileri silirmektedir. Kiiltiirel sikilik
boyutunda, dikkat, 6ngorulebilirlik ve disiplin ile karakterize edilen psikolojik
adaptasyonlar mevcuttur. Bazi baglamlarda yararli olan (6rnegin, verimliligi
artirmak), bu psikolojik adaptasyonlar genellikle yaraticiligi engeller (Gelfand,
Nishii ve Raver, 2006).

Gelfand ve arkadaslarinin (2006) kiiltiirel sikilik tizerine bu kuramsallastirmasi,
kiiltiirlin yaraticilik tizerindeki etkisini anlamaya yonelik yararl bir ilk adimdir; yine
de kiiltiirel sikiligin yaraticilifa her zaman zarar verdigi net degildir. Siki kiiltiirler,
bireyleri sosyal normlara ve kurallara uygun olacak sekilde sosyallestirerek ortak
diistinmeye tesvik eder. Ortak diisiinme genellikle yaraticilifin bir antitezi olarak
diisiiniilse de, baz1 bilim adamlari, 6rnegin belirli bir baglama uyacak sekilde yaratici
fikirlerin se¢imini kolaylastirmada yaraticilig1 da gelistirebilecegini ileri stirmiiglerdir
(Cropley, 2006; Goncalo and Duguid, 2011). Bu nedenle ne zaman ve ne kadar siki
kiiltiirlerin yaratic1 performans i¢in yararl olabilecegini arastirmaya deger. Buradan
yola cikarak kiiltiirel sikiligin yenilik¢i is davranisi iizerindeki etkisi incelenmis ve
sonucunda negatif yonli anlaml bir iligki tespit edilmistir.

Bu ¢alismanin amaci, iletisim iklimi ile yenilik¢i ¢alisma davranisi arasindaki
iliskide kiiltiirel sikiligin aracilik etkisini ortaya koymaktadir. Nitekim yapilan
analizler sonucunda, iletisim iklimi ile yenilik¢i is davranigi arasinda pozitif yonlii
anlaml iligki tespit edilirken, kiiltiirel sikiligin da tam aracilik etkisine sahip oldugu
sonucu ortaya c¢cikmistir. Ayrica kiiltiirel sikilik yenilik¢i davranisi negatif yonde
anlamli etkilemektedir. Biiyiikmese ve arkadaslar1 (2017) da iletisim ve yenilik¢ilik
arasinda pozitif yonlii anlaml iligkiler tespit etmislerdir. Yildirim ve Karabey (2016),
aragtirmalarinda siki orgiit kiiltiirii ile benzer 6zellikler tasiyan hiyerarsi kiiltlirtiniin
yenilik¢iligi negatif yonde anlamli bir sekilde etkiledigini ortaya koymuslardir.
Calisanlar orgiit igcinde Orglit tarafindan sekillendirilen iletisim c¢ercevesinde
sosyallesirler ve bu kurulan iletisimle bireyler Orgiitiin kiiltiirel yapisin1 da
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degistirebilirler (Gudykunst, 1997). Bu ¢alismada iletisim iklimi ile kiiltiirel sikilik
arasinda negatif yonlii anlaml bir iliski tespit edilmistir. Orgiitteki iletisim iklimi ile
orgiit kiiltiirti orgiitsel davranisin olugsmasina katki saglamakta ve iletisim orgiitteki
kiiltiirin anlasilmasinda derin bir pencere a¢gmaktadir (Kowalski, 2000). Bundan
sonraki caligmalarda yine aymi bagimli ve bagimsiz degisken arasindaki iliskide
esnek orgiit kiiltiiriiniin aracilik etkisine bakilabilir veya bagimsiz degisken olarak ele
alinan iletisim doyumunun alt boyutu olan iletisim iklimi yerine bir diger alt boyut
olan ustlerle iletisim boyutu ile ¢alisilabilir.
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Oz: Insanlarin yasamin siirdiirebilmesi icin gerekli olan kaynaklar cevre tarafindan saglanir. Bu
siirecte olugan etkilesim sonucu cevreye en biiyiik zarara, direkt veya dolayli olarak ekonomik
faaliyetler sebep olmaktadwr. Giiniimiizde yasanan cevre problemleriyle miicadele etmek ve olasi
zararlart engellemek icin onlemler almak ise devletin bashica gorevi olarak goriilmektedir. Bu
anlayis cercevesinde kamusal gelir ve giderleri ¢evreye duyarl bir sekilde gerceklestirmek ve var
olan problemleri giderebilmek icin yesil biitceleme yaklasimi kabul edilmistir. Bu ¢alismanin esas
odagr KKTC’nin yesil biitceleme acisindan ne durumda oldugunu saptamak ve ¢evre kirliligine
etkilerini incelemektir. Bu baglamda calismamizda ilk olarak yesil biitceleme siireci ve ¢evre
sorunlaru ile ilgili gerekli aciklamalar yapildiktan sonra ekonomi ve cevre iliskisi ile ilgili literatiire
yer verilmistir. Calismanin ilerleyen kistmlarinda KKTC’nin mevcut ¢cevre sorunlart ve ekonomik
durumuna yer verilmesinin ardindan cevresel vergi ve sabit sermaye yatirvmlarimin kirlilik
iizerindeki etkisini dl¢mek icin regresyon analizinden faydalanmilmisar. Yapilan analiz sonucunda
cevresel vergi gelirlerinin hava kirliligi iizerinde anlaml ve negatif etkisine ulasilirken sabit
sermaye yatirimlarinin ise anlamli ve pozitif bir etkisi oldugu saptanmigtir.

Abstract: Environment is the provider of life and all the necessary resources that required for
humanity in order to survive. As a result of this relationship, the biggest harm to environment is
caused by direct or indirect economic activities. Nowadays, dealing with environmental issues that
are caused by this relationship and taking precautions to prevent possible future damages to
environment is accepted as government’s duty. In order to use public revenues and expenditures to
act and spend in environmentally friendly manner and to eliminate existing problems, green
budgeting approach is widely accepted. This study mainly focused on the examination of TRNC’s
situation based on green budgeting approach and its effects on environmental problems. In this
(Turkish Repuplic of Northern Cyprus) regard, firstly the necessary information is provided to
explain green budgeting process and environmental problems. This section is followed by a
presentation of the literature about the relationship between economy and environment.
Subsequently the current environmental problems and economic situation of TRNC has been
followed by a regression analysis to calculate environmental tax and fixed capital investments
effects on pollution. The analysis shows that environmental taxes have significant and negative
impact on air pollution while fixed capital investment has compelling and positive effects.

20.yy’1in ikinci yarisindan itibaren sanayilesme ile birlikte tiretim ve tiiketim
faaliyetleri hizla artmistir. Bunun sonucu olarak dogal kaynaklar asir1 tiiketilmeye
baslanmis, cevre kirliligi insan yasamini tehdit edecek boyuta gelmis ve kirlilik
klresel diizeyde artip yayilmistir. Cevre ve ¢evre sorunlari sahip olduklari 6zellikler
neticesinde kamusal mal sinifina girdiklerinden ve yogun negatif digsalliklara sebep
olduklarindan dolayi, piyasa mekanizmasinin ¢ozliimiine birakilmast tercih
edilmemektedir. Kamusal ¢evre politikalar1 baglaminda ortaya ¢ikan yesil biitce
uygulamalari, iretim ve tiiketim faaliyetlerinden kaynaklanan zararlar1 ortadan
kaldirmak/azaltmak, negatif dissalliklarin yol actig1 maliyetlerin nasil paylasilacagini
saptamak ve cevreyi guvence altina alip siirdirilebilirligi saglamak igin
benimsenmesi gereken birtakim uygulamalardan olusur (Biyan ve Gok, 2014).

Yesil biitce uygulamalarinin ardinda yatan temel fikir hiikiimetin kaynak toplama
ve dagilimimi belirleme siirecinde ekolojik etkileri de diisiinerek hareket etmesi ve
cevresel hedefleri gerceklestirme odakli olarak degistirmesidir. Saglanan refah
artisinin nesiller boyunca aktarilmasinin saglanmasi da yine bu anlayisin hedefleri
arasindadir. Bu kapsamda kullanilabilecek iktisadi araglarin basinda ¢evresel vergiler
gelmekle birlikte harglar, para cezalari, satilabilir kirlilik izinleri (permi),
stibvansiyonlar, tesvikler ve ¢cevre koruma harcamalart da bu uygulamalara dahildir.
Devlet ulusal ekonomi icerisinde hem dretici hem de tuketici konumundadir.
Dolayistyla devletin yapmis oldugu faaliyetlerde ¢evresel duyarlilikla hareket edip,
yapilan harcamalar ile elde edilen gelirleri ¢evre hedeflerine uygun sekilde dagitmasi
yesit biitgeleme olarak adlandirilir. Cevresel endiselerin hiikiimetin mali dongiilerine
entegre edilmesi olarak kisaca tanimlanabilecek yesil biitceleme, gevresel politikalar
gerceklestirmek i¢in kullanilan araglar arasinda son yillarda artan bir popiilariteye
sahiptir. Kavram her ne kadar yeni olsa da hukumetler uzun siredir cevresel
politikalar1 vergi ve siibvansiyonlar yoluyla uygulama yoluna gitmektedir. Bu
yaklasimin ardindaki fikir gelecekteki ekonomik refahin yesil teknolojik biiyiimeye
bagli oldugu diistincesinden gelir. Bu ¢abalar hem ekonomik biiyiime hem c¢evresel
stirdiiriilebilirligin saglandig1 bir kazan-kazan durumu, ekolojik modernlesmeye
ulasma ile uyum gosterir. Ornegin yerli yesil enerji {iretimi icin verilen
stibvansiyonlar karbon salinimini azaltmanin yani sira yeni i sahalar1 yaratacagi
diislincesi ile bu durum desteklenir (Russel ve Benson, 2014).

Yesil biitceleme kavrami aslinda genis 6lgekli aktiviteleri, kurumlar1 ve araglari
kapsayan uygun bir kisaltma gorevi iistlenir. Hem kamu harcamalar1 hem de bu
harcamalar1 finanse etmek icin toplanan gelirler cevre iizerinde ¢ok genis etkilere
sahiptir (Ghazouani, Jebli ve Shahzad, 2021). Bu yizden butcelere cevresel
politikalarin entegre edilmesi &nceliklerin degismesine neden olabilir. Ornegin
tarimsal iiretimi artirmaya yogunlasmak veya koprii/yol yapimi gibi biiyiik altyapi
yatirimlart gerektiren ve ¢evre sorunlarmin artmasina imkan verebilecek faaliyetlerin
desteklenmesi; biyogesitlilik, su kirliligi ve sera gazi emisyonlar1 lizerinde arzu
edilmeyen etkiler dogurabilir. Bu tiir faaliyetler yerine ¢evre kirliligini azaltmak veya
kritik yasam alanlarim1 koruma altina almak gibi amaclarla gerekli altyapilarin
hazirlanmasina biitge ayrilabilir. Bu sekilde hareket edilmesi hiikiimetin g¢evre
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politikalarina verdigi 6nemi vurgular. Tipki yatirimlarin tiiriiniin ¢evreye verilen
Onemi gostermesi gibi bazi tip vergiler piyasaya yanlis mesajlar verip ¢evresel olarak
siirdiiriilemez (kirlilik yaratan) aktivitelere yoneltebileceginden dolayi, vergi oranlari
belirlenirken yaratilan digsalliklar goz Oniine alinmali ve oranlar bu baglamda
belirlenmelidir (Jordan ve Lenschow, 2008). Yesil biitgelemenin en 6nemli araci
cevresel vergilerdir. Cevresel vergilerin ¢evre sorunlarini azaltmak amacina hizmet
edecek sekilde kullanilmasinin basarilmasiyla hiikiimet hedeflerine yakinlasmis
olacaktir. Devlet dogrudan miidahale araci olarak vergi ve kamu harcamalar1 yoluyla
cevre kirliligini onleyip azaltmak icin uygulamalarda bulunabilecegi gibi piyasalara
degisik alanlarda tesvik ve siibvansiyonlar uygulayarak tiiketim faaliyetlerini
sinirlandirabilir, bazi standart ve kontroller belirleyebilir veya yesil teknolojilerin
gelismesini destekleyebilir. Cevreye duyarli olarak yapilan harcamalar heniiz gayri
safi yurti¢i hasila (GSYIH) i¢inde kiigiik bir paya sahip olsalar da biiyiik dnem arz
ettiklerinden dolayr istikrarli bir sekilde izlenerek c¢evre politikalarinin
yonlendirilmesi iilkelerin gelisiminde kilit bir rol oynar (Yalgin ve Gok, 2015).

Tiim diinyada oldugu gibi iilkemizde de ¢esitli ¢evre sorunlar1 goriilmektedir.
Kuzey Kibris Tirk Cumhuriyeti'ne (KKTC) uygulanan ekonomik ve politik
ambargolar ekonomiyi ¢ikmaza sokmaktadir. Buna ek olarak dogal kaynaklar kisitl,
ulastirma ve enerji sektorii yetersiz, 6zel sektor yeterince etkin degil ve tarim sektorii
su yetersizligi ve toprak kirliligi nedeniyle giin gegtikce daralmaktadir. Bu yap1
nedeniyle butce siirekli a¢ik vermektedir. KKTC’de goriilen ¢evre sorunlarin baslica
nedenleri ise enerji liretiminin fosil yakitlara dayanmasi, tas ocagi faaliyetlerinden
kaynaklanan cevre kirliligi, daginik sanayi faaliyetleri, egsoz gazlar1 ve tarimsal
kimyasallarin denetimsiz bir sekilde kullanilmasidir. KKTC gibi ekonomik
sorunlarla bogusan bir iilke maalesef c¢evresel politikalara gerekli O6nemi
verememektedir ve bu durum ulkeyi gitgide daha kotl bir duruma getirebilir.
Bahsedilen durumdan hareketle ¢alismanin ¢ikis noktasim1i  yesil biitce
uygulamalarinin KKTC’de uygulanmasi halinde g¢evresel ve ekonomik sorunlarla
ilgili gelisme gosterip gosteremeyecegi olusturur.

Buna baglamda, KKTC’de sabit sermaye yatirimlar1 ve emisyon verileri arasinda
iliski olup olmadigi ile cevresel vergiler ve emisyon verileri arasinda iliski olup
olmadig1 seklinde arastirmanin sorulart olusturulmustur. Dolayisiyla bu ¢alismanin
amaci, yesil blitce uygulamalar1 baglaminda uygulanan politikalarin, KKTC’de ¢evre
kirliligi izerinde nasil bir etki yarattigini gérmek i¢in ampirik bir ¢aligma yapilmasi
ve mevcut ¢evresel sorunlar ve ekonomik durumu c¢ergevesinde, kirlilik sorunlariyla
basa ¢ikilabilmesi i¢in yesil biitge yaklagimi dahilinde ¢6zlimler sunmaktir.
Calismada yontem olarak izlenen yol, ikincil verilerden faydalanilarak en kiigiik
kareler yontemiyle bir regresyon analizi yapilmasidir. Bu baglamda ¢evre kirliligini
temsilen hava kirliligi emisyonu verileri bagimli degisken olarak se¢ilmis ve ¢evresel
vergilerden elde edilen gelirler ile sabit sermaye yatirimlar1 bagimsiz degiskenleri
olusturmustur. Buna gore c¢alismada kullanilan model Sekil 1 yardimiyla
agiklanmustir.

Biitceler kamu gelir ve giderlerinin 6nceden tahmin edildigi bir belgedir. Yesil
biit¢e yaklasimi igerisinde yapilan analizde gelir tarafin1 temsilen ¢evresel vergilerin
secilmesinin nedeni, yesil biitce gelirleri igerisinde en fazla paya sahip olan ve en ¢ok
kullanilan ara¢ olmasidir. Yesil biitge giderleri igerisinde ise yatirimlar haricinde
tesvik ve siibvansiyon gibi kalemler olsada, bunlarla ilgili saglikli verilere
ulagilamadigindan biitcenin gider tarafin1 temsilen sabit sermaye yatirimlar
secilmigtir. Sabit sermaye yatirimlari ekonomik biiyiime teorilerinde biiylimenin ve
gelisimin 6nemli belirleyicilerinden olmasinin yani sira iilkedeki yatirimlarin ¢evre
dostu olup olmadigini analiz sonucunda gérmemiz igin firsat verecektir.

Calismanin 6nemi, KKTC’de ¢evresel sorunlarla ilgili yapilmis sayili ampirik
calismadan biri olmasindan kaynaklanir. Ayrica KKTC’nin ¢evresel sorunlar1 ve
ekonomik durumu bu caligmada sistematik bir sekilde incelenerek ¢oziim Onerileri
yapilmistir. Birinci boliimde yesil biitgelemenin kapsami ve 6nemi verildikten sonra
kisa bir arka plandan, problem durumu ve g¢alisma sorularina gegilmis, ayrica
calismanin ama¢ ve Onemine yer verilmistir. Calismanin devam eden ikinci
boliimiinde cevre ve ekonomi iliskisi ile ilgili literatiirde yapilmis olan caligmalar
verilerek ticlincii bolimde de KKTC’de yasanan c¢evre sorunlarina deginilmistir.
Calismanin sonraki boliimiinde kullanilacak olan model, veriler ve ekonometrik
yontem agiklanip analiz sonuglart yorumlanarak KKTC’deki durum hakkinda
calismanin amaci kapsaminda bakis agis1 sunulmaya caligilmastir.

1. KURAMSAL CERCEVE VE LITERATUR TARAMASI

Dogal nedenler haricinde ¢evre kirliligi olusumu tamamen {iiretim ve tiiketim
faaliyetlerinden kaynaklanmaktadir. Cevrenin hammadde ve hizmetleri insan
kullanimina sunmasi ¢evrenin kaynak fonksiyonu olarak adlandirilir. Bu fonksiyonda
iki farkli nedenle bozulma goriilebilir. Birinci neden kaynaklarin yenilenebilmesine
firsat vermeyecek sekilde hizla tiiketilmesidir. Ikinci neden ise kirlilik kaynakli
olarak kaynaklarin kalite ve yararimin azalmasidir. Cevrenin diger bir fonksiyonu ise
atiklar1 6ziimseme kapasitesidir. Bu fonksiyon ise yine kisa zamanda O6ziimseme
kapasitesini asacak sekilde atiklar iiretilmesi veya atiklarin asir1 zehirli olmast gibi
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nedenlerle dogal yollardan 6ziimsenemeyip yasamak i¢in bagimli oldugumuz toprak,
su ve hava gibi sistemlerin zarar gormesine ve kirlenmesine yol agmaktadir (Harris
ve Roach, 2014). Cevre ekonomik faaliyetlerin gergeklestirilmesi igin gerekli
kaynag1 saglarken siire¢ sonunda ortaya ¢ikan atiklar da tekrar ¢cevreye donmektedir.
Giliniimilizde geri doniistim yoluyla atiklarin tekrar kullanima kazandirilmasi 6nemli
bir adim olmasina ragmen atiklar tamamen geri kazanilamamaktadir. 2013 yili
verilerine gore geri doniislimde diinyada lider konumda olan Almanya bile atiklarinin
%65’1ni geri doniistiirmektedir (Statista, 2016).

Cevrenin ekonomi siireci ile olan iliskisi, klasik dongiisel akim modelinde yer
almayan c¢evresel siirecler de eklenerek agiklanabilir. Dongiisel akim modeli faktor
piyasalari, firmalar, mal ve hizmet piyasalari ile hane halki arasinda akis iligkisini
gosteren modeldir. Dogal kaynaklardan saglanan girdiler ve dongii sonucunda olusan
atiklar ile ekosistem modele katildig1 zaman daha genis bir dongiisel akim modeli
elde edilir. Sekil 2°de bahsedilen model goriilebilir.

Ekonomik faaliyetleri ekolojik sistem igerisinde gérmemizi saglayan bu basit
modelde, goriilecegi iizere ekolojik sistemin tek girdi ve tek ciktiya dayanan ayri bir
dongiisii vardir. Bu dongiide girdi olarak giines enerjisi ve ¢ikti olarak atik sicak
bulunmaktadir. Geriye kalan tiim ekonomik ve ekolojik faaliyetlerin gezegenin
ekosistemi igerisinde geri doniistiiriilmesi veya barindirilmasi gerekmektedir.

Piyasa ekonomisinde girisimciler neyi ne kadar Ureteceklerine karar verirken
tiretecekleri malin fiyati ile isgiicli, hammadde, makine ve enerji gibi girdilerin yol
acacagl maliyetleri géz Oniine alirlar. Halbuki {iretim siirecindeki ¢ogu operasyonda
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kar-zarar tablolarinda gériillmeyen ancak topluma gergek bir maliyeti olan sonuclar
meydana gelir. Bu maliyetler firmalarin ¢ikti orami i¢in karar verme
mekanizmalarinda yer almadigindan dolay1 digsal maliyetler olarak adlandirilirlar.
Diger bir deyisle firmalar i¢in digsal ancak toplum igin i¢sel olan maliyetlerdir (Field
ve Field, 2016). Digsalliklar, piyasaya iiretici ve tliketici olarak katilanlar disinda tiim
toplumu etkiledigi i¢in tglincii parti etkileri olarak da ekonomistler tarafindan
adlandirilmaktadirlar. Pozitif veya negatif olarak ikiye ayrilabilen dissalliklarda,
negatif digsalligin en bilinen 6rnegi kirliliktir. Herhangi bir regiilasyon olmamasi
durumunda firmalar {iretim kararlarinin yol agtig1 sosyal ve ekolojik zararlar1 dikkate
almayacaklardir. Ayni sekilde tiiketiciler satin aldiklart mal ve hizmetlerin yol actig
kirliligi goz ardi edecektir (Harris ve Roach, 2014). Bazi durumlarda ise pozitif
digsalliklar ortaya ¢ikabilmektedir. Ornegin agilan bir fabrikanin sagladigi istihdam
veya ¢iftcilerin meyve toplamak amaciyla ¢evredeki aga¢ sayisini artirmasi topluma
fayda getirir. Negatif dissalliklari i¢sellestirmenin en bilinen yolu ise dissalliga yol
acan aktiviteye vergi uygulamaktan gecer. Bu yaklasim Arthur Pigou tarafindan
1920'de yayinlanan The Economics of Welfare ¢aligmasina dayandigi i¢in Pigoucu
vergi olarak adlandirilir. Ayni zamanda kirliligi yaratanlarin toplum {izerinde yol
actiklart zarar i¢in sorumlu tutulmalarindan dolay: kirleten 6der ilkesi olarak da
anilabilmektedir.

Havanin kirlenmesi veya temizlenmesi tek bir birey igin degil, etkilenen tiim
bolge i¢in bir digsalliga neden olur. Cevre Kkirliligine yol a¢mayacak iiretim
faaliyetleri i¢in maliyeti daha fazla olan ancak ¢evreye duyarli sistemler kullanilmasi
gerekir. Maliyeti artirmak 6zel firmalar tarafindan tercih edilmeyeceginden dolayi
burada devlet konuya dahil olarak vergi, siibvansiyon ve tesvikler yoluyla denge
kurmaya calisir. Kamusal mallarin piyasa mekanizmas1 tarafindan karl
goriilmemesinin bir diger nedeni ise bedavacilik sorunudur. Finansmanina katilip
katilmayan herkes kamusal mallardan yararlanabilir. Bu nedenler cevresel kalitenin
korunmas1 ve iyilestirilmesi i¢in devletin katilimini zorunlu kilar (Field ve Field,
2016).

Kiiresellesme ile birlikte ¢evre sorunlarmin tehlikeli boyutlara gelmesi konunun
Onemini artirarak, ekonomi ve c¢evre arasindaki iligki hem cevreciler hem de
ekonomistler tarafindan sikga tartisilan bir konu olmustur. Tartismanin ilk
zamanlarinda egemen olan gorlis ekonomik biiylimenin c¢evre acisindan bir tehdit
olusuydu. Bu goriisii savunanlar diinyadaki ekonomik biiyiimenin kaynak
kisitlamalar1  ve c¢evreyi onarilamaz derecede bozmadan sonsuza dek
stirdiiriilemeyecegini savunuyorlardi (Galeotti, 2006). (Georgescu-Roegen, 1971) ve
(Meadows vd., 1972) gibi bilim insanlarina gore biiyliyen ekonomik aktivite ({iretim
ve tlketim) daha yuksek enerji ve materyal girdisi gerektirerek daha biiyltk miktarda
atik iretilmesine yol agar. Dogal kaynaklarin agir1 tiikketimi, atiklarin birikmesi ve
kirliligin artmas1 biyosferin tasima kapasitesini asacagindan ¢evresel kalite
kotiilesecek ve artan gelire ragmen refah azalacaktir. Buna ek olarak kaynaklarin
taban olarak azalmasimin eninde sonunda ekonomik aktivitenin tiimiinii riske
sokacagl da savunulmustur. Hem ¢evreyi hem de ekonomik aktiviteyi risklerden
korumak i¢in ekonomik biiyiimeye son verilerek duragan ekonomiye gegis yapilmali
diisiincesi olusmustur (Panayotou, 2003).

Icerisinde yasadigimiz gevre, kavram olarak yenilebilir ve yenilemeyen dogal
kaynaklar1 hem nitelik hem nicelik olarak kapsamaktadir. Yasam kalitesinin
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belirleyicisi olmasimin yani sira diinya iizerinde varligimizi siirdiirebilmemiz ig¢in
hayati 6neme sahiptir (Markandya, 2005).

Ekolojik ekonomistler, ekonomik biiylimeyi ana akim iktisat¢ilardan ve c¢ogu
siyaset¢iden daha farkli goriir. Goriigler arasindaki temel fark ekonomik biiylimenin
devam ettirilmesinin mi yoksa eckolojik sistemleri korumanin mi1 Oncelik olarak
almacagindan kaynaklanir. Gezegenin hem dogal kaynak rezervi hem de atik
O0zliimseme yoniinden sonsuz oldugu, tilkenen kaynaklarin ve alternatiflerinin fiyat
artirmalart yoluyla yeniden canlanacagi, fiziksel diinya sinirlamalarinin ve
termodinamik kanunlarimin ekonomik siireglerle ilgisi olmadigi varsayimlari
ekonomik aktivitelerin ele alinis seklini ve konu hakkindaki kamu diistincesinin
temelini olusturur. Bu varsayimlar ekonomik biiylimenin sonsuz ve sinirsiz oldugu
guvenini verir (Higgs, 2014).

Hizli sanayilesme siireci, yasanan teknolojik gelismeler ve kiiresellesme cevre
tizerinde olumsuz etkilere neden olmustur. Diinya ekonomisinde durmaksizin
biliylime cabalariyla asir1 iiretim ve tiikketim, dogal kaynaklarin sinirsiz ve iiretim
sirasinda veya sonunda ortaya ¢ikan zararli atiklarin sorunsuz olarak 6ziimsenecegi
diisiincesi, ¢evre iizerinde geri doniilemez etkiler birakmaktadir. Cevre sorunlarinin
en blylk kaynagi ekonomik faaliyetler olarak goriliirken ¢oziimii i¢in de ayni
zamanda ekonomik faaliyetlere bagvurulmaktadir.

Cevreye yeterli 6zeni gosterirken ekonomik blylmeyi surdirebilmenin mumkin
olup olmadig1 uzun siiredir tartisilagelen ve cevabinda uzlasi saglanamayan, belki de
hi¢ saglanamayacak olan bir konudur. Bazilar1 ¢evre kirliligi problemleri ile basa
¢tkmanin aciliyetini, kiiresel 1sinmay1 6dnlemede yetersiz kalisimizi ve {igiincii diinya
tilkelerinde halen hizla artmakta olan niifusu, insanoglunun ileriyi géremeyen ve
acgozli bir ik oldugu ile bagdastirir. Bazilar1 ise kentsel sanitasyonda yasanan
onemli ilerlemeleri, biiylik sehirlerde hava kirliliginde olan gerilemeleri ve teknolojik
gelismenin insan yagsaminmi kolaylastirmasi gibi olaylara dikkat ¢ekip bardagi yari
dolu olarak gorurler (Brock ve Taylor, 2004).

1950 ve 60’1 yillardan beri ekonomistler ¢evresel konulara dikkatlerini
cevirdiklerinden beri ¢evre ekonomisi hizla biiyliylip ¢cevresel problemlerin nedenleri
ile 1lgili alg1 olugsmasini saglamis ve ¢esitli cevresel kaynaklara verilen degeri 6lgme
ve karsilagtirma ile ilgili alternatif yollar sunmustur (Jaeger, 2005). Cevre ekonomisi
nispeten yeni sayilan disiplinler aras1 bir alandir. 1980’lerde bir takim ekonomist ve
doga bilimci bir araya gelip g¢evresel problemleri anlayip dikkat ¢ekmek igin
disiplinler arast caligmanin daha uygun olacagina kadar vermisler ve The
International Society for Ecological Economics (The ISEE) 1989 yilinda bu amagla
kurulmustur. Ekoloji ve ekonomi disiplinlerinin se¢ilmesinin nedeni her ikisininde
dogrudan ana problem olan siirdiiriilebilirlik ile iliskili olarak goriilmesiydi. Cevre
ekonomisinin dikkat ¢ekici yani baglangi¢ ve merkez noktasi ekonomik sistemi daha
biiyiik bir sistemin parcasi olarak goérmesidir.

Uzun yillar boyunca gezegenin kisith dogal kaynaklari olmasi, biiylimenin
sinirlart  olmasinin nedeni olarak algilandi. (Meadows vd.,1972) tarafindan
yaymlanan “Limits to Growth”, smirli rezervi olan fosil yakitlar ve diger
minerallerin ekonomik biiylimenin yavaglamasina sebep olabilecegini, ayn1 zamanda
olusan ¢evre kirliligi nedeniyle ekonomik biyimenin istenmeyen bir durum olarak
algilanabilecegini belirttiler (Eriksson, 2013). Cevreyi bu sekilde hammadde, petrol
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ve degerli maden kaynagi olarak géren bu diisiince nedeniyle dogal kaynak kithig
dolayisiyla siirlanan biiylime hakkinda ve buna bagl olarak kaynak fiyatlarindaki
uzun doénem trendler {lizerinde genis c¢ergevede ¢alismalar yapilmistir. Son
zamanlarda ise teknolojik gelisim ile birlikte biiylimenin sinirlarimin kit kaynaklar
nedeniyle belirlenmedigi, siire¢ sonunda ortaya ¢ikan atiklart  doganin
Oziimsemesinde ¢ikan zorluklar ve yol agtigt cevre sorunlari yiiziinden de
olusabilecegi ortaya ¢ikti.

1990’11 yillardan sonra c¢evre ve g¢evre sorunlarina olan ilginin artmaya
baslamasiyla bu konuda yapilan arastirmalar da artmis ve ampirik literatiir, kisi
basina milli gelir ve kirlilik arasinda iligkiye odaklanan sayisiz ¢alisma ile geniglemis
ve kotlimser bakis acis1 giderilmeye basglanmistir. Ekonomik biiylime ve g¢evre
arasindaki iliski, gelir esitsizligi ve ekonomik gelisme arasinda benzer bir iliski 6ne
stiren Simon Kuznets’in adiyla anilan (Kuznets, 1955) Cevresel Kuznets Egrisi
(CKE) hipoteziyle sinanarak pozitif iliski gosteren sonuglar elde edilmeye baslandi.
Cevresel Kuznets Egrisine gore ekonomik biiylimenin ilk sathalarinda bozulma ve
Kirlilik artis1 gozlenmesine ragmen bir seviyeden sonraki kisi basina milli gelir
diizeyine geg¢ildiginde trend tersine doner, yani yiiksek gelir diizeyinde ekonomik
biiylime ¢evresel gelisime yol acar. Bu da ¢evresel etki belirtecinin kisi basina diisen
milli gelirin ters U seklinde bir fonksiyonu oldugunu gosterir (Stern, 2004).
Fonksiyonun bu sekilde olmasmin nedenini agiklamak gerekirse: Kalkinma
seviyesinin diisiik oldugu yerde ekonomik aktivite az oldugundan sinirli miktarda
¢ozilinebilir atik tiretilir ve dolayisiyla ¢evresel bozulma hem miktar hem yogunluk
olarak limitlidir. Kaynak kullanimi yogun endiistrilesme ilerledigi zaman hem
kaynak tiiketimi hem atik olusumu hizlanir. Daha yiiksek gelisim diizeyinde ise bilgi
tabanli endiistri ve hizmetlere dogru olan yapisal degisim, daha etkin teknolojiler ve
cevre kalitesinin artirilmasina yonelik talep ¢evresel bozulmada diizenli bir azalma
ve durgunluk getirir (Panayotou, 2003; Shahzad, 2020).

Ekonomik biiylime ve c¢evre arasindaki iliskiyi degisik gelir seviyesindeki
cevresel degisim modelleri vasitasiyla agiklayan Shafik ve Bandyopadhyay, (1992),
temiz suya ulasim ve kentsel temizlik haricinde ¢ogu cevresel faktoriin gelir seviyesi
artistyla bozulma gosterdigini, iilkeler orta gelir diizeyine geldiklerinde ise diger
faktorlerin de gelisme gostermeye basladigi bulgularina ulastilar. Selden ve Song,
(1994), dort onemli hava kirleticiye ait (CO, S0,, PM, NOy) emisyon verilerini
kullanarak CKE’ni test ettikleri ¢alismada ters U hipotezini destekleyen bulgulara
ulagtilar. Panayotou, (1993) 30 iilkeyi ele aldigi calismasinda S0,, NOy, partikil
madde (PM) emisyonlar1 ve ormansizlasma orani i¢in donlim noktalarinin ters U
hipotezini destekledigi sonucuna vardi. Grossman ve Krueger, (1995) panel veri
kullanarak yaptiklari calismada kisi basina diisen milli gelir ile bazi ¢evresel faktorler
arasindaki iliskiyi 6lgmislerdir. Kisi bagina diisen milli gelir artis1 gelismekte olan
tilkelerde gevresel kosullarin kétiilesmesiyle iligkilendirilebilse de, gelir seviyesinde
kritik diizey asildiktan sonra hava ve su kalitesinin ekonomik biiyiime ile iyilestigi
goriilmiistiir. Cogu faktor i¢in ekonomik biiyiime baslangigta ¢evresel bozulmaya yol
acmasina ragmen gelir seviyesi arttikca gelisme gostermis, dolayisiyla ters U
seklindeki iliskiye ulagilmistir.

CKE’nin sinanmasi i¢in giinlimiize degin bir¢cok ¢alisma yapilmistir. Bu
calismalardan bazilari ters U iliskisine ulasmis, bazilar1 egrinin gecerli olmadigini
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bulmus ve bazilar1 ise N seklinde bir egriye ulasmistir. Yapilan bu ¢alismalar Tablo
1’de kisaca 6zetlenmistir:

Geleneksel ekonomi teorileri g¢evresel smirliliklart agik bir sekilde dikkate
almamaktadir. Bu durum smirsiz biiylimenin miimkiin oldugu izlenimini verir.
Ekonomik buyime incelenirken cevreyi dikkate almamak bulylk bir eksikliktir.
Cevre sorunlarinin 6nemi artttkca bu durum elestirilmeye baslanmis ve cevre
degiskeni eklenerek kurulan modellerle yapilan g¢aligmalarin sayist artimistir. Bu
bolimde ekonomik bliyiime teorilerinden Solow ve Ramsey modelinde gevrenin ele
alinmasiyla ortaya ¢ikan sonuclar 6zetlenecektir.

Solow modeli temel olarak {iretim ve sermaye birikimi fonksiyonu iizerine insa
edilmistir. Teknolojide yasanan degisim ve niifus artis1 biiylimeye etki eden dissal
unsurlardir ve bu etki tek taraflidir. Teknolojik gelisme ayni miktar sermaye ve
isglicii ile daha fazla ¢ikti elde edilmesine girdilerden birinin veya hepsinin
etkinligini artirmak yoluyla etki edebilir. Girdilerin ¢iktiya doniisme siireci olarak
kullanilan tiretim fonksiyonu igerisinde yer alan fiziksel sermaye, isgiicii ve teknoloji
arasindaki iliski Cobb Douglas iiretim fonksiyonu Y = f( K¢, L1~%) yoluyla ifade
edilebilir. 0< a <1 arasinda olmak {izere bir sayidir. Hesaplamalar1 basitlestirmek
adina Y= f(K,L) seklinde de gosterilebilir (Y gelir, K sermaye, L isglicii).

Bu fonksiyonda 6lgege gore sabit getiri s6z konusu oldugu icin girdiler ikiye
katlandig1 zaman ¢iktilar da ikiye katlanacaktir. Ayrica azalan verimler yasasindan
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dolay1 her bir birim ilave girdinin ¢ikt1 tizerindeki marjinal etkisi azalan oranda
olacaktir (Jones ve Vollrath, 2013). Modelin diger 6nemli varsayimlarindan biri de
teknolojinin kamusal mal o6zelligi tasiyip; rakip olmama ve dislanamama
ozelliklerine sahip olmasidir. Yani ekonomide faaliyet gosteren tiim firmalar higbir
bedel o6demeksizin teknolojik gelismeleri {retim siireglerine uygulayabilirler
(Acemoglu, 2009). Modelin temel varsayimlari ve isleyis siireci degismeksizin,
cevreyl temsil edecek degiskenlerin de dikkate alinmasi ile yeni bir {iretim
fonksiyonu elde edilebilir. (Romer, 2012) dogal kaynaklar ve toprak girdilerini
ekleyerek, Solow modelini genisletmistir. Cobb-douglas Uretim fonksiyonu
kullanilarak genisletilen modelin yeni hali 1 numarali denklemdeki gibidir.

Burada R dretimde kullanilan dogal kaynaklari, T ise toprak miktarini temsil
eder. Diger dinamikler ayni1 kalirken burada devreye yeni giren varsayimlardan biri
diinya iizerinde toprak miktar1 sabit oldugundan dolayr uzun doénemde iiretimde
kullanilan toprak girdisinin artirilamayacagidir (AT=0). Benzer sekilde dogal kaynak
miktarlart da sabit oldugu gerekgesiyle iiretimde kullanilan kaynak miktarinin er geg
azalacag1 varsayimi da, her ne kadar tarihsel siiregte tam tersi yasandigi goriilse de
bu modele eklenmistir. Buna gore b>0 olmak (izere —b miktarinda dogal kaynaklarin
zamanla kullanilarak sabir bir miktarda azaldigin1 g6z 6niine alarak, durum itibariyle
uzun donemde hem pozitif hem de negatif biiyiime degerleriyle karsilasabilecegini
gosterir.

Brock ve Taylor, (2010) digsal teknolojik gelismenin hem iiretim siirecinde hem
kirlilik azaltmada, cevre kalitesi artarken devamli biliylimenin saglanmasina yol agan
genisletilmis bir Solow modeli kullandilar. Sonug olarak Yesil Solow modelinde 6ne
cikan kuvvetlerin emisyon {iizerinde anlamli belirleyiciler oldugunu kanitladilar.
Ayrica calismada CKE ve Solow modelinin yakindan iligkili oldugunu gostererek
literatiire katkida bulundular. Reyes, (2011) ayn1 modeli dogal kaynaklar, emisyon ve
topragi dahil ederek ele aldigi ¢alismada daha az emisyon yaratan teknolojilerin
bliylimeyi pozitif yonde etkileyecegini gosterdi.

Sclauch ve Palmisano, (2013) ise ¢evresel kaynaklar ve enerji ile Solow modelini
genisleterek iki degiskenin de biiylime iizerinde etkili oldugunu, c¢evrenin kendini
yenileme hizinin Otesine gecildigi durumlarda ise uzun donemde kiigiilme
yasanacagini ifade ettiler. Ramsey modeli Solow modelinden sadece kritik bir
noktada ayrilir. Bu model tiiketici tarafini agikca modelleyerek tasarruflari
igsellestirmistir. Tiiketici optimizasyonunu tanitan Ramsey modeli zamaninin ¢ok
Otesine gitmis ve gilinlimiizde mali politika, vergileme, is dongiileri ve para
politikalarindan bahsedilirken bile vazgecilemez hale gelmistir (Acemoglu, 2009).

Modeli ¢evreyi igerecek sekilde genisletmek kirlilik veya dogal kaynaklarin
fayda fonksiyonunda negatif etkisini dikkate alarak gerceklesmektedir. Refah/fayda
diizeyi tiiketimin artan, kirlili§in azalan bir fonksiyonu olarak tanimlanirsa, kirlilik
artis1 tliketimin marjinal faydasinin ve refahin azalmasiyla sonuglanir (Ulucak ve
Erdem, 2017). Uzun donemde ¢evrenin dikkate alinmasi biiylime i¢in smir olarak
gortliir ve kirlilik veya biliylimenin azaltilmasi/durdurulmasi durumu optimal
bulunur.
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Cevresel politikalar maliyet artirici olmalarina ragmen iiretim ve tiiketim
kaliplarinin g¢evre iizerinde asir1 bir yiik oldugu ortadadir. Cevre vergileri ile
ekonomik biiylime iligkisi ile ilgili literatiirde tam olarak anlasmaya varilamamistir.
Ekonomistlerin bir kismina gore g¢evresel vergiler ekonomik biiylimeyi olumsuz
etkiler. Cevresel politikalar sonucu tiretim maliyetlerinin yiikselmesiyle daha diisiik
ciktt miktari, daha yiiksek fiyatlar ve takiben ekonomik biiylime oraninda azalmalar
meydana gelir. Yapilan ampirik c¢alismalar sonucu ¢evresel diizenlemelerin
ekonomik biiylime iizerinde negatif etkisi oldugunu sonucuna ulasan calismalar
asagida Ozetlenmistir. Gollop ve Roberts, (1983) elektrik enerjisi endustrilerinde
1973-1979 doneminde toplam faktor verimliligi kullanarak yaptiklar1 c¢alismada,
emisyon diizenlemelerinin iiretimdeki biiyiimeyi yilda %0,59 azalttig1 sonucuna
ulagmistir. McDougall, (1993) toplam faktér verimliligi yontemi kullanarak
Avustralya tizerinde yaptiklart ¢alismada, karbon vergilerinin uygulanmaya
konmasiyla GSYIH da %0,9 diisiis gerceklesecegini 6ngdrmiistiir. (Labandeira vd.,
2004) Ispanya’da statik denge modeli kullanarak yaptiklar1 calismada yesil vergi
reformunun C0O, emisyonlarinin diismesine neden olurken, temel fiyatlarla reel
GSYIH’ da %0,7 diisiise, piyasa fiyatlariyla reel GSYIH’ da ise %0,2 artisa neden
oldugunu gordiiler. Lee ve Gordon, (2005) kurumlar vergisinin ekonomik biyimeye
etkisini 6lgmek icin 1970-1997 dénemi verileri ile en kiicuk kareler (EKK) ve arag
degiskenler yontemi kullanarak bir ¢alisma yapmis ve kurumlar vergisindeki artigin
ekonomik buylmeyi negatif etkiledigi sonucuna ulagmislardir. Siriwardana vd.,
(2011), Avustralya’da hiikiimet tarafindan 23$/ton olarak agiklanan karbon
vergisinin etkisini 6lgmek i¢in hesaplanabilir genel denge modeli ile bir aragtirma
gerceklestirdi. Sonug olarak karbon vergilerinin uygulanmaya konmasiyla ilk yilda
C0, emisyonunda %12 diisiis ongériildii. Ancak kisa dénemde reel GSYIH’ da
%0,68 azalma, tiiketici fiyatlarinda %0,75 artig ve elektrik fiyatlarinda %26 artis
olacagi gozlendi. Bu arastirmacilar analizlerinde c¢evresel diizenlemelerin
tiretkenligin yavaglamasinda en biiyiik etkenlerden biri olarak nitelendirmislerdir. Bu
durum su sekilde tanimlanabilir: Cevresel vergiler, 6zellikle karbon vergileri, fosil
yakitlarin iiretimde enerji amaciyla kullanilmasmi kisitlamis, fosil yakitlarin
Uretimde kullanilmasinin azalmasiyla kisitlamanin olmadigi durumlara gére milli
¢iktt miktar1 azalmistir.

Karbon vergilerinin  ekonomik  aktiviteleri  giiglestirecegini  savunan
ekonomistlerin aksine diger bir grup ekonomist, ¢evre ve ekonomisi arasindaki
iligkiyi endojen biiylime modeli baglaminda inceleyerek olumlu sonuclara
ulagsmislardir (Ghazouani vd., 2020). Ewijk ve Winbergen, (1995) ¢evre ve isgiicii
uretkenligi iligkisine odaklandiklar1 calismada, temiz ¢evre ile verimlilik arasinda
pozitif bir iliski oldugunu ve siki ¢evre politikalarinin yiliksek biiylime karsisinda bir
engel olmadigin1 sdylerken, (Ricci, 2007) cevresel diizenlemelerin ¢evre kalitesini
artirmasiyla girdilerin tiretkenligi ve egitim sisteminin etkinliginin artabilecegini ve
gorece daha temiz (kirlilik yaratmayan) inovasyonlar i¢in arastirma-gelistirme (AR-
GE) faaliyetlerinin artacagini belirtti. Oueslati, (2014) ise yesil vergi reformunun
kisa donemde refah etkisinin negatif olmasina ragmen c¢evresel vergilerin ticretler
tizerinden alinan vergilerin azaltilmasi i¢in kaynak olarak kullanildiginda her zaman
biiylimeyi artirict oldugunu belirtti. Morley, (2012) cevresel vergilerin kirlilik ve
enerji tiiketimini etkileme seviyesini Ol¢tligii ¢aligmasinda Avrupa Birligi (AB) ve
Norve¢ 1995-2006 donemi verileri Uzerinde dinamik panel yaklagimi ile
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Genellestirilmis Momentler Metodu kullanarak analizini gergeklestirdi. Calisma
bulgularinda c¢evresel vergilerle kirlilik arasinda anlamli ve negatif bir iliski
goriilmesine ragmen enerji tiikketimiyle anlamli bir iliskisi bulunamamustir.

Dokmen, (2012) g¢evre vergilerinde meydana gelecek bir sokun ulusal ekonomi
Uzerindeki etkisini 29 Avrupa ulkesinin 1996-2010 dénemine ait verilerini Panel
Vektor Otoregresif model kullanarak Sl¢tiigii calismasinda istatistiksel olarak anlamli
ve pozitif tepki verdigi sonucuna ulasmistir. Abdullah ve Morley, (2014) AB ve
OECD ulkeleri igin 1995-2006 doneminde Granger nedensellik analizi ve
genellestirilmis momentler metodu kullanarak cevresel vergi ve ekonomik biliylime
iligkisini Ol¢miistiir. AB iilkeleri i¢in anlamli bir iligki bulunamamasina ragmen
Organisation For Economic Co-operation and Develepment (OECD) ulkeleri verileri
icin vergi bagiml degisken olup gaz vergileri baz alindiginda cevresel vergilerle
GSYIH arasinda stabil uzun dénem iliskiye rastlandi. Ulkelerin gelir seviyesi arttik¢a
cevresel vergileri kullanmaya daha egimli olduklari tespit edildi. Bekmez ve
Nakipoglu, (2012) Turkiye i¢in 1994- 2009 doneminde ¢evresel vergilerle kisi bagina
milli gelirin karbondioksit emisyonu uzerindeki etkisini vektor otoregresif model ile
incelemislerdir. Analiz sonucunda degiskenler arasinda uzun donemli iliski
bulunmustur.

2. KKTC’DE CEVRESEL PERFORMANS VE EKONOMI

KKTC'de goriilen hava kirliliginin baglica nedenleri enerji iiretimi, tarimsal
kimyasallar, daginik sanayi faaliyetleri, ulasim, tas ocagi faaliyetleri, egsoz gazlari,
¢oplerin yakilmasi ve Kuzey Afrika iizerinden tasinan toz ve kumdur. Hava kalitesi
belirteci olarak 4 gaz emisyonu 7 ayri istasyonda saatlik olarak Olgiilerek tespit edilir
(Devlet Planlama Orgiitii, 2017).

Giines ve ruzgar enerjisi konusunda iklimsel ve konum itibariyle ada olarak
avantajli bir konumda olmamiza ragmen alternatif ve yenilenebilir enerji
kaynaklarina yeterli yatirim yapilmamis ve altyapr saglanamamustir. Elektrik {iretimi
ve dagitimi konusunda KKTC'nin kuruldugu yillardan beri siiregelen bir problem sz
konusudur. 2017 y1l1 verilerinden farkli santrallere ait tiretim verileri Tablo 2’de yer
almaktadir.

%44,69’1uk bir oran ile kalan elektrik ihtiyacinin ¢ogunun yap-islet-devret modeli ile
calisan Aksa Kalecik tesislerinden iiretildigi goriilmektedir. AB destegi ile Serhatkdy
’de kurulan giines enerjisi santralinin ise toplam iiretim igerisindeki payr ¢ok
kiiciiktiir. Buna gore KKTC’de iiretilen elektrigin neredeyse tamami fosil yakit
tabanlidir. Kullanilan fosil yakit ise sadece birkag yil dncesine kadar %3 iizerinde
kiikiirt oranina sahip olan 6 numarali fuel-oil idi. Bu oran insan sagligina zarar verip
cevre kirliligine yol agtigi i¢in Bakanlar Kurulu %1’den fazla kiikiirt igeren fuel-oil
ithali veya kullanimin1 1 Ocak 2016 tarihinden itibaren yasaklamistir (DPO, 2017).

Teknecik elektrik santralindeki iki adet buhar bacasinda filtre bulunmamasi da
ayr1 bir sorun teskil eder. Filtre eksikligi zararli gazlar ve dumanin santralin yer
aldig1 Girne kiyr seridine yayilmasina neden olmaktadir. Ilgililerin taleplerine ve
hiiklimet programlarinda yillardir yer almasina ragmen gerekli filtrelerin temin
edilmesi i¢in halen herhangi bir girisimde bulunulmamistir (Glindem Kibris, 2018).

Elektrik santrallerinden yayilan kirlilige bir diger 6rnek ise yakitin yanma islemi
sirasinda kullanilan suyun atik olarak denize dokiilmesidir. Sekil 3’den goriilecegi
tizere iki santral de deniz kenarina insa edilmistir. Denize dokiilen atiklar denizlerin
kirlenmesine yol agmaktadir. Bunun yani sira 2013 yilinda Kalecik Tesisinde boru
hattinin patlamasiyla 100 ton fuel oil denize sacilip KKTC’de yasanan en biiyiik
cevre felaketlerinden birine sebep olmustur (Deniz Haber, 2013).

KKTC’de hava kirliliginin bir diger nedeni ise ulasimdir. Ulkemizde toplu tasima
sistemi yetersizdir. Ulke iginde ulasim o6zel araglarla yapilmaktadir. Bu durum
kullanilan yakit nedeniyle hava kirliligine neden olmaktadir. Niifus yogunlugu
gitgide artan sehir iclerinde trafik 6nemli bir sorun halini almistir. Bir diger kirlilik
yaratici aktivite ise sanayi sektoriinde yer alan tas ocagir madenciligidir. Sadece hava
kirliligi degil ayn1 zamanda goriintii, giiriiltii ve toprak kirliligine neden olmakta ve
yol actig1 toz nedeniyle astim, alerji ve solunum problemlerini tetiklemektedir.
Patlatma i¢in dinamit kullanimi yer sarsilmasi, hava soku, toz ve kayalarin
firlamasina neden olarak ¢evredeki yapilar lizerinde de hasara neden olabilmektedir.
Ayrica tas ocaklar1 civarinda ikamet eden insanlar igin giirtiltii ve goriintii kirliligi
yaninda endigse ve korkuya da neden olabilmektedirler (Sekil 4). Yine patlamalar
neticesinde meydana gelen toz, kimyasal sizintilar, agir metal ve radyasyon igeren
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zararli dumanlar, c¢evreye olglugundan ¢ok madenlerde calisan iscilerde kalici
hastaliklara sebebiyet verirler (Ilseven ve Kasot, 2017).

KKTC’de kirlilige yol acan bir diger sektor ise tarimdir. Tarimsal faaliyet hem
kullanilan yontemlerden &tiirii zaten az olan su kaynaklarmin bilingsizce
tilkketilmesine sebep olurken hem de pestisit ve suni giibre kullanimiyla yeralt1 su
kaynaklart ve toprak kirliligine neden olmaktadir. Cagdas ve tasarruflu sulama
sistemlerine gecis ¢ok ge¢ olmus ve uzun yillar vahsi sulama denilen yontemle tarim
yapilmistir. Kurak gegen yillar nedeniyle ise verimi artirmak igin giibre kullanimi
cogaltilmistir. Tarim sektoriiniin yarattig kirliligin yani sira, plansiz yapilasma ile
arazilerin yanlis kullanilmasi, hayvanlarin asgir1 otlatilmasiyla bitki Ortiisiiniin tahrip
edilmesi ve iklim gibi nedenlerle olusan erozyon, az sayida olan verimli tarim
arazilerinin kaybina neden olmaktadir (DPO, 2017).

Cevresel sorunlarla ilgili farkindalikta c¢evre kirliligini etkileyen Onemli
faktorlerden biridir. Safakli, (2012) KKTC’de c¢evresel farkindalik ile ilgili
calismada ozon tabakasinin incelmesi, sokaklara ¢dp atma, kaplumbagalarin
korunmasi ve kuraklagma ile ilgili yeterince farkindalik oldugu goriilmiistiir. Diger
taraftan gecekondu yerlesimleri, hava kirliligi 6l¢lim projelerinin 6nemi ve dogal
kaynaklarin kullanimi ile ilgili organizasyonel veya kurumsal miidahale konusunda
gerekli farkindalik seviyesinde olunmadigi sonucuna ulagilmistir. Varoglu vd.,
(2018) tarafindan 8. simif Ogrencilerinin g¢evresel bilgi, tutum ve davraniglarini
6legmek i¢in yapilan calismada Ogrencilerin yeterince farkindalik sahibi olmadigi
sonucuna ulagmiglardir. Gilindiiz, (2013) 4. ve 5. smf Ogrencileri {izerinde
ilkdgretimde cevresel biling, farkindalik seviyesi ve algiyr dlgmek igin yaptigi
caligmasinda yiiksek derecede c¢evresel biling ve farkindalik sahibi olduklar
sonucuna ulagmistir.

KKTC’de gevre ile ilgili yasal mevzuatin durumuna bakacak olursak, AB Cevre
Mevzuatina uyum saglamasi i¢in ¢aligmalar yapilmis ve yeni Cevre Yasas1 12 Mart
2012 tarihinde yiirtirliige girmistir. 2011°de yiirtirliige giren Yenilenebilir Ener;ji
Yasast ile AB tarafindan yenilenebilir enerji kaynaklarindan elektrik {iretimini
desteklemek i¢in uygulanan politikalar hayata gecirilmeye calisilmaktadir (DPO,
2017). 2016-2023 yillar1 aras1 hedefleri kapsayan Enerji Verimliligi Strateji Belgesi
ile kisi basina tiiketilen enerji miktarinin ve €0, emisyonlarinin azaltilmasinin yan
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stra birincil enerji iiretiminin %10’luk kisminin yenilenebilir enerji kaynaklarindan
olugmasi hedeflenmektedir.

Yasal cerceve belirlenmis olmasina ragmen uygulamada maalesef etkinlik
saglanamamaktadir. Yasa ve tiiziiklerin uygulanmasi ile ilgili kurumlar arasinda
belirsizlik ve yetersizlikler mevcuttur. Vasifli ¢alisan eksikligi, ¢evre konusunda
kapsamli ve giivenilir veri ile envanter c¢alismalart bulunmamasi, denetim
mekanizmasimin gerekli sekilde izlemesine olanak verecek bir yapr olmamasi
belirlenen yasa ve tiiziiklerden etkin olarak yararlanilamamasina yol agmaktadir.

3. METODOLOJI, ANALIiZ VE BULGULAR

Bu boliimde analizde kullanilacak olan veriler hakkinda bilgi verilip hava
kirliliginin sabit sermaye yatirimlar1 ve gevresel vergiler ile olan iliskisini agiklamak
icin bir model kurulmustur. Sonrasinda modeli tahmin etmek i¢in kullanilan
ekonometrik yontemlerin agiklanmasinin ardindan analiz ve bulgulara gecilmistir.

3.1. Veri Seti

Bir degiskenin farkli zamanlarda go6zlemlenen degerlerinden olusan veriler
zaman serisi olarak adlandirilir. Calismada KKTC i¢in 2011Q2-2017Q4 arasini
kapsayan ceyrek donem zaman serisi verileri kullanilmistir. Degiskenler Tablo 3’de
Ozetlenmistir.

Hava kirliligine ait emisyon verileri KIB-TEK Teknecik Elektrik Santralinden
aylik donemler halinde alinmigtir. Olgiim cihazi Teknecik’te 2010 yilinin 6. ayindan
itibaren kullanilmaya baslandig: i¢in daha dnceki donemlere ait bir veri s6z konusu
degildir. Sabit sermaye yatirimi verileri DPO tarafindan yillik olarak derlenen
Ekonomik ve Sosyal Gostergeler istatistiklerinden alinmigtir. Sabit sermaye
yatirimlar1 ekonomik biiyiime teorileri igerisinde, 1980°lerden sonra 6nemini giderek
yitirmeye baglasa dahi gelismislik diizeylerini agiklamada ilk faktdr olarak
goriilmiistiir. Bu nedenle ekonomik biiylimenin belirleyicisi olarak ve yapilan
yatirimlarin ¢evre dostu olup olmadigmin goriilebilmesi bakimindan ¢alismada
kullanilacak modele dahil edilmistir. Cevresel vergilere ait veriler ise KKTC Maliye
Bakanlig1 Gelir ve Vergi Dairesinden alinan c¢evre harci, ¢evre cezasi, elektrik
kurumu tarafindan iilkede kullanilan elektrik karsiligi alinan katma deger vergisi ve
akaryakit ithalatlarindan elde edilen vergi gelirlerinin aylik toplamlarindan
olusmaktadir. Yillik ve aylik veriler ¢eyrek donem veri setine cevrilerek analizde
kullanilmistir.  Ayrica verileri normallestirmek adma logaritmik doniisim
uygulanmstir.
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3.2. Model ve Hipotezler

Solow modeli c¢ok sayida ekonomist tarafindan, bilinen dinamikleri
degistirilmeden cevresel degiskenler de eklenerek genisletilmistir. Enerji, dogal
kaynaklar, emisyon azaltici faaliyetler, toprak ve emisyon gibi ¢evresel degiskenlerin
Solow modeline eklenmesiyle biiyiime {izerinde ne gibi etkiler yaptiklar
aragtirtlmistir. Brock ve Taylor, (2010) yesil solow modeli olarak adlandirilan
calismalardan 6nemli bir tanesine imza atmistir. Uretim sonucu yaratilan emisyon
miktarin1 6lgmek i¢in  denkleme emisyon azaltici faaliyetleri de eklemislerdir.
Buradan yola ¢ikarak ¢alismanin amaci olan yesil biitce uygulamalarinin emisyon
verileri Uzerindeki etkisini 6lgmek icin modele Uretim faaliyetleri yerine bitgenin
gider kanadini1 da temsilen sabit sermaye yatirimlari, emisyon azaltici faaliyetler ve
aynt zamanda biit¢cenin gelir kanadin1 da temsilen g¢evresel vergi gelirleri ele
alimmistir. Calismada kullanilan cevresel vergi gelirleri ¢evre harci, ¢evre cezasi,
elektrik kullanimindan alinan katma deger vergisi ve akaryakit ithalatlarindan alinan
vergi kalemlerinden olusturulmustur. Emisyon verileri ise S0,, NOy, CO ve Dust
emisyonlar1 toplamindan olusur. Yesil solow model O6zelliklerini dikkate alarak
olusturulan model, iki numarali denklemde verilmistir.

Calismada kullanilacak olan ekonometrik model igcin Georgiana ve Nicolae,
(2013) tarafindan 27 AB iilkesinde ¢evresel vergiler ve sabit sermaye yatirimlarinin
kirlilige etkisini 6lgmek i¢in kullandiklart model baz alinmistir.

Buna gore model,

seklinde olusturulmustur. Bu denklemde,
-Em KKTC’de hesaplanan kirlilik emisyonu verilerini
-Cap sabit sermaye yatirimlarini

-Tax c¢evresel vergilerden olusan kaynak toplamini ifade eder. Analizde
denklemin her iki tarafinda da degiskenlerin logaritmasi alinarak ¢alisilacaktir.

Georgiana ve Nicolae, (2013) calismalarinda yatirnmlarda meydana gelen bir
birim artigin emisyon seviyesini 1.194 birim azalttig1, cevresel vergilerde goriilen bir
birim artigin ise emisyonlarda 5.759 seviyesinde azalmaya neden oldugu sonucuna
ulasmiglardir. Teorik olarak hem cevresel vergilerdeki artis hem de sabit sermaye
yatinmlarinda goriilen artisin kirliligi olumsuz yonde etkilemesi gerekmektedir.
Cevresel vergiler kirlilik yaratici aktivitelere fazladan maliyet ekleyerek bunlarin
kullaniminm1 azaltmay1 amaglar. Ayni sekilde artan yatirimlar, daha gelismis iiretim
teknikleri ve daha etkin enerji kullanim1 anlamina gelir.

Buna gore calismada test edilecek hipotezler asagidaki sekilde olusturulmustur.

H,= Sabit sermaye yatirimlarinin emisyon verileri lizerinde etkisi vardir.

H,= Cevresel vergilerin emisyon verileri izerinde etkisi vardir.
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3.3. Yontem

Degiskenler arasindaki iligkiyi 6lgmek icin en kii¢iik kareler yonteminden
yararlanilmistir. En kiigiik kareler yontemi Alman matematik¢i Carl Friedrich
Gauss'a atfedilir. Baz1 varsayimlar altinda tasidig istatistiksel 6zellikler sebebiyle en
kiiciik kareler yontemi en giiglii ve popiiler regresyon metotlarindan biri haline
gelmistir (Gujarati, 2004). Yontemin Ozelligi, hata kareler toplammi en kiigiik
yapmayl amaclamasidir. Matematiksel islemlerdeki kolayligindan dolay1 tercih
edilir.

En kiiclik kareler analizi sonuglarinin saglikli olarak kabul edilmesi ise ¢esitli
varsayimlara dayanmaktadir. Bunlardan birisi model hatalarinin birbirinden bagimsiz
olmasidir (otokorelasyon). Bir digeri degisen varyans olmamasidir. Yontemde hata
terimlerinin normal dagildigi varsayllmakta ve bu durum sabit varyans
(homoscedasticity) olarak adlandirilmaktaidir. Son olarak degiskenler arasinda ¢oklu
dogrusal baginti bulunmamasi da modelin varsayimlarindandir. Coklu dogrusal
baginti olmamasi model anlamli iken bagimsiz degiskenlerin de tek tek anlamli
oldugu anlamina gelir (Biiyiikuysal ve Oz, 2016).

3.4. Analiz ve Bulgular

KKTC’de kirlilik emisyonu verileri ile sabit sermaye yatirimlari ve gevresel
vergilerin iliskisi belirlenen modelle en kii¢lik kareler yontemi yardimiyla tahmin
edilmis ve sonuglar Tablo 4’te sunulmustur.

Tahmin sonuclarina gére CAP ve TAX degiskenlerinin olasilik degeri 0.05’ten
kiigiik oldugu icin istatistiksel olarak anlamlidir. Ortaya ¢ikan sonuglar ¢ercevesinde
hipotezlerimizi yorumlamak gerekirse, H, ve H, hipotezleri kabul edilmis olur. Sabit

sermaye yatirimlarinin ve c¢evresel vergilerin emisyon verileri iizerinde etkili
oldugunu soyleyebiliriz. Ayrica F-istatistigi degeri de bize kurulan modelin anlamhi
oldugunu gostermektedir. Sabit sermaye yatirimlarinda meydana gelen %1°lik artis,
hava kirliligi emisyonlar1 tizerinde %12.01 artisa sebep olmaktadir. Cevresel
vergilerde meydana gelen %]1°lik artis ise hava kirliligi emisyolarinda %1.77 diisiis
yaratmaktadir.

Sabit sermaye yatirimlarinin hava kirliligi izerinde pozitif etkiye sahip olmasi
iretimde cevreye duyarli teknolojilerin kullanilmadig1 ve cevreyle ilgili yeterince
hassas olunmadigini, ayrica yapilan yatirnmlarin kirliligi artirici tiirden oldugunu
gosterir. Sodersten vd., (2017) tarafindan sermaye yatirimlarinin ¢evresel etkilerinin
ol¢iildiigli ¢aligmada tilkelerin gelisme seviyesi ylikseldik¢e yatirim miktarinin arttigi
ve daha gelismis duruma gelindiginde marjinal emisyonlarin diistiigiinii sonucuna
ulagtilar. Bunun nedeni ise gelismekte olan iilkelerin daha kaynak bagimli sektorlere
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yatirimlar yapmasi, gelismis iilkelerin ise yazilim gibi kaynak bagimli olmayan
sektorlere yatirim yaparak cevresel etkileri azaltmaya baglamasi gosterilmistir. Bu
durumda KKTC ele alindig1 zaman gelismekte olan iilkeler gibi kaynak bagimlhi
sektorlere yatirim yapildigint ve bu yatirnmlarin kirliligi artiricr tiirden oldugunu
sOyleyebiliriz.

Cevresel vergilerin hava kirliligini negatif etkilemesi ise literatiirle uyumlu ve her
ne kadar yesil biitceleme yaklasimi dahilinde toplanan vergiler olmasalar da bu
baglamda kullanilmas1 halinde daha biiyiik etkiler yaratabileceginin isaretidir. Cikan
sonuclar Georgiana ve Nicolae, (2013), Siriwardana vd., (2011) ve Morley, (2012)
tarafindan yapilan c¢alismalarla uyumludur. Cevresel vergiler hava kirliligi
emisyonlar1 lizerinde negatif bir etkiye sahiptir. Modeldeki bagimsiz degiskenlerin
bagimli degisken tizerinde birlikte etkisine bakacak olursak, sabit sermaye yatirimlari
ve ¢evre vergileri hava kirliligindeki degisimlerin %33’linti acgiklamaktadir. Hava
kirliliginin sadece bu iki degiskenden etkilendigini sOyleyemeyecegimiz igin bu
durum normaldir. Ekonomik biiyiime, teknolojik gelisme ve egitim diizeyi gibi
degiskenler de literatiire gore hava kirliligi emisyonlari {izerinde etkiye sahiptir.
Calismada bu degiskenlerin eklenmemesinin nedeni hem yeterli veriye
ulagilamamas1 hem de c¢aligsma biitce kapsaminda oldugu i¢in bu verilerin biit¢e gelir-
giderleri igerisinde olmamasindandir.

Durbin-Watson istatistik degeri bize modelde bir otokorelasyon sorununun
olmadigin1 gosterse de ayriyeten Breusch Godfrey Serial Correlation LM test
uygulanarak kontrol saglanmaistir.

Tablo 5’ten gortilebilecegi lizere olasilik degeri 0.05°ten biiytiktiir. Boylece Hy
hipotezi reddedilemez ve otokorelasyon sorunu olmadigi kabul edilir.

Degiskenler arasinda ¢oklu dogrusal baginti olup olmadigimi 6lgmek igin
Variance Inflation Factor testi uygulanmistir. Bu testte Centered VIF degerleri 1-5
arast oldugu zaman coklu dogrusal baginti sorunu olmadigini soylebiliriz. Tablo
6’dan goriilebilecegi gibi iki degisken i¢in de degerler istenen araliktadir.

SONUC VE ONERILER

Gilinlimiizde artan oranda goriilen ¢evre sorunlarinin 06ziinde ekonomik
faaliyetleri olusturan Uretim ve tiiketim surecinin ekolojik sistem Uzerinde gerek
kaynaklarin siirdiiriilebilirligi, gerek atiklar1 Ozlimseme kapasitesi anlaminda
yarattig1 baski bulunmaktadir. Mevcut ekonomik yapinin ¢evrede yarattigi zararlarin
g6z ardi edilemeyecek boyuta gelmesiyle siirdiiriilebilir kalkinmay1 temel alan yeni
model arayiglari giindeme gelmis ve yesil biitceleme yaklasimi yeni biitgeleme
yaklagimlar1 arasindaki yerini almistir. Yesil biitceleme siireci ekonomi
politikalarinin gevre politikalari ile uyumlu hale getirilmesini ve butce igerisindeki
gelir-gider kalemlerinin gevresel duyarliligi gergeklestirecek sekilde olusturulmasini
gerekli kilar. Biitceler hiikiimetlerin dncelik ve tercihlerini gosteren temel bir belge
niteligindedir ve piyasada yer alan ekonomik birimleri etkileme giiciine sahiptir.
Dolayisiyla biitgelerin  ¢evreye duyarli olarak olusturulmast cevre dostu ve
stirdiiriilebilir ekonomiye giden ilk adimdir.

Biitge gelirleri igerisinde en yliksek paya sahip olan vergiler ¢evre sorunlarini
onleme ve azaltmada en c¢ok kullanilan ¢evre politikasi araglarinin basinda
gelmektedir. Vergilerin gevresel amaglarla yeniden diizenlenmesi veya gevreyle ilgili
yeni vergilerin getirilmesi yoluyla negatif digsalliklara sebebiyet verenlerin yarattig
zararin maliyetine katlanmalar1 saglanmaktadir. Biitgenin harcama kismina
bakildiginda ise siirdiiriilebilir ekonomik biiylimeyi saglamak amaciyla kullanilan
tesvik, siibvansiyon ve c¢evre koruma harcamalar1 temel olarak cevreye zararh
olmayan yesil teknolojiler veya iiretim siireci olarak da adlandirilabilecek alanlara
yatirimi saglamak amaciyla kullanilmaktadir.

Basglica ¢evresel sorunlar olarak adlandirabilecegimiz niifus artisi, kentlesme,
sanayilesme, cevresel farkindalik yetersizligi ve ¢evre kirliligi ile basa ¢ikmak i¢in
ilk adimlar gelismislik seviyesi yiiksek iilkeler ile uluslararasi1 kuruluslar tarafindan
atilmistir. KKTC gibi gelismekte olan iilkelerde ise g¢evre politikalarinin biitgceye
yansimalar1 maalesef ¢ok fazla goriilememektedir. Cevrenin ekonomi ve dolayistyla
bilitce ile olan iliskisi ekonomik faaliyetler sonucu sebep olunan digsalliklarin
toplumun tiimii lizerinde etkili olmasi ve cevre kalitesinin kamusal mal olarak
siniflandirilmasina dayanir. Bu konu uzun yillar boyunca hem ekonomistler hem de
cevreciler tarafindan tartisilmis ve ¢evre-ekonomi iliskisini arastiran sayisiz ¢aligma
yapilmustir. Yapilan calismalari ulasilan sonuglara gore iki grupta dzetleyebiliriz. Tk
grup yesil vergi reformunun tliretim maliyetlerini artirarak ¢iktt miktarinin diismesine
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sebep oldugunu, dolayisiyla ekonomik biiyiime iizerinde negatif etkisi oldugu
sonucuna ulagmiglardir. Diger grup ise ¢evre politikalarinin biiyliime karsisinda engel
olmadig1 sonucuna ulagsmislardir. Buna gore ¢evresel diizenlemeler sayesinde artacak
olan AR-GE yatirimlari girdilerin iiretkenligini artirabilir. Cevresel diizenlemelerden
elde edilen gelirler ile hiikiimete de kaynak saglanmis olur ve bozucu olarak goriilen
vergilerin azaltilmasinda kullanilabilir.

Calismanin amaci olan KKTC degerlendirmesinin yapilabilmesi i¢in ilk olarak
ulkedeki cevre problemlerine deginilmistir. KKTC’de ¢evre sorunlarina yol acan
baslica nedenler agsagidaki sekilde 6zetlenebilir:

- Fosil yakit kullanilarak yapilan enerji iiretimi

- Tarimsal kimyasallarin denetimsiz sekilde kullanilmasi

- Tas ocagi faaliyetlerine dogal kaynaklarin kapasitesini zorlaycak
sekilde izin verilmesi

- Sehir igi trafikte goriilen artig

- Atiklarin geri doniistiiriilmemesi ve bazi atiklarin denize dokiilmeye
devam etmesi

- Afrika kitasindan taginan toz ve kum pargaciklari

- Yenilenebilir enerji kaynaklaria yeterli yatirim yapilmamasi

- Cevresel farkindalig1 artirmak i¢in adim atilmamasi.

KKTC’nin ekonomik durumuna baktigimizda ise iilkenin hem dogal kaynaklar
hem de ticaret kapasitesi yoniinden sinirli oldugunu gérmekteyiz. Ekonomik biiyiime
oranlarinda istikrar mevcut degildir ve biit¢e siirekli acik vermektedir. Bunun en
onemli sebeplerinden biri kamu hizmetleri sektorinin 6zel ve ticarete tabi
sektorlerin Oniine ge¢mesidir. Tarim sektorii ise yasanan su kithig1 ve toprak kirliligi
gibi nedenlerle her gegcen giin daralmaktadir. Biitge harcamalari i¢inde cari transferler
ve personel giderlerinin payr %80’1 bulmaktadir. Bu da biitgenin ve dolayisiyla
ekonomi politikalarinin iilkenin gelisimini saglayacak yatirimlara 6nem vermediginin
gostergelerindendir.

Yatirimlarin artmasit ekonomik biiyiimenin gostergelerindendir ve yapilan bu
yatirimlarin ¢evresel etkilerinin ne oldugu, dolayli olarak ekonominin genislemesinin
cevreye etkileri olarak ¢alismada arastirilmistir. Hava kirliligine ait emisyon verileri
uzerinde cevresel vergiler ve sabit sermaye yatirimlarinin etkilerini 6lgmek igin
yapilan regresyon analizi sonucunda;

- Cevresel vergilerin amaglarina uygun ve literatiirle Ortliserek hava
kirliligi tizerinde azalmaya sebep oldugu,

- Sabit sermaye yatirimlariin ise hava kirliliginde artisa neden oldugu
gorilmiistiir.

Sabit sermaye yatirimlarinin hava kirliligi tizerinde pozitif etkisi, yatirimlar
yapilirken ¢evreye duyarli teknolojiler se¢ilmediginin ve ekonomi genisleyip
yatirimlar arttik¢a kirliligin de artacaginin bir isaretidir. Cevresel vergilerin kirliligi
negatif etkilemesi ise istenen ve lizerinde durulmasi gereken bir durumdur. Cevresel
amagcl vergilerin ¢ogaltilmasi ¢evre sorunlarinin azalmasina neden olacaktir.

KKTC gibi gelismekte olan ve ayni zamanda ekonomik ambargolarla bogusan bir
ulkenin cevresel politikalardan ¢ok sosyo-ekonomik sorunlart oncelik olarak
belirlemesi sasirtict bir durum degildir. Sanayinin heniiz gelisme asamasinda olmasi
ise Ulkenin lehine bir durum olarak gorulebilir. Bu asamada c¢evresel
stirdiiriilebilirligi goz Oniine alarak yapilacak olan yatirimlar biiyiime ve kalkinma
anlaminda gelecek yillarda daha emin adimlar atilmasina neden olacaktir.

Calismanin amaci olan yesil biitce yaklasimmmin KKTC degerlendirmesi
konusunda ise yapilan analiz sonucunda yaklasimin benimsenmesi halinde istenen
sonuglar dogacagini rahatlikla sdyleyebiliriz. Analizde ele alinan ¢evresel vergiler,
aslinda tilkemizde cevresel maksatli toplanan vergiler degildirler. Bu vergilerin
toplanma amacinin ¢evresel olarak belirlenmesi ve toplanan gelirin yine bu amagclar
dogrultusunda harcanmaya ayrilmast halinde kirlilik diizeyinin azalacagi
sOylenebilir. Sabit sermaye yatirimlari ise analiz sonucuna gore hava kirliligini
artirtict bir durumda goriilmektedir. Bu yatirimlar hem kamu hem o6zel sektor
tarafindan yapilmakta oldugundan dolay1 yesil biitce yaklasimi benimsenmesi
halinde devlet yapacagi yatirimlar1 bu baglamda degerlendirerek gerceklestirir. Ozel
sektorde faaliyet gosteren isletmeler ise yine yaklasim dahilinde ¢evre dostu yatirim
ve teknolojilere verilecek olan tesvik ve siibvansiyonlardan yararlanmak i¢in yatirim
tercihlerini bu sekilde degistirebilir. Biitceler ekonomiyi yonlendiren bir goérev
tistlendikleri i¢in hem kamu hem o0zel sektor isletmeleri benimsenen anlayis
dahilinde hareket edeceklerdir.
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Abstract: The link between language and culture, and the incorporation of culture
into language teaching has recently gained attention in the area of EFL. In this
regard, the present study explores the views of a group of Turkish EFL instructors
at a higher education context, concerning the integration of the target culture into
English classes. The study also examines instructors’ practices in classrooms with
regard to their handling of the cultural content, and to what extent their views and
practices align. Data were collected through interviews, observations and post-
observation interviews from 24 instructors. Findings revealed that EFL teachers
find teaching culture in their classrooms valuable, for reasons such as facilitating
engagement, communication and broadening learners’ perspectives. However, a
number of teacher and institution related hindering factors of culture teaching
was noted. Although it is hard to tell that there is a mismatch between teachers
views and practices, many of their views and practices were not found to be
correlated.

Oz: Dil ve Kiiltiir arasindaki baglanti ve kiiltiiriin dil jgretimine dahil edilmesi son
zamanlarda Ingilizce ogretimi alaminda dikkat ¢ekmistir. Bu baglamda, bu
calisma, hedef kiiltiiriin Ingilizce derslerine entegrasyonu ile ilgili olarak, bir
yiiksek ogretim baglanminda bir grup Tiirk Ingilizce ogretmeninin goviiglerini
arastirmaktadwr.

INTRODUCTION

Over the last few decades, there has been a spreading agreement among
educators that language teachers, particularly foreign language teachers, are “cultural
workers” (Giroux, 1992). This cultural work has been viewed as carrying the task of
socialising students through linguistic practices within the dimensions of cognitive,
affective and social aspects, with the aim of developing their intercultural
competence (Bayyurt, 2006; Duff & Uchida, 1997; Nault, 2006; Wei, 2005). In
Wei’s words, language has been used as a means of communication as well as a
carrier of culture, and “ language without culture relevance is unthinkable, so is
human culture without language” (p. 55). Such connection between language and
culture, and the incorparation of culture into second language (L2) teaching has been
the recent focus of research in the area of L2 teaching, and recently gained attention
in the area of foreign language teaching (Castro, Sercu, & Garcia, 2004; Luk, 2012).

In the traditional view of foreign language teaching, language was considered as
a set of grammatical rules and a good language learner was described as a person
who has a good command of these formulatic structures. However, this approach was
viewed as having flaws in the sense that “linguistic competence alone is not enough
for learners of a language to be competent in that language” (Krasner, 1999: 79). The
modern view of foreign language teaching, however, has pointed out the issues such
as teaching learners culturally appropriate ways to address people, disagree with
someone, express gratitude and making requests (Peterson & Coltrane, 2003), which
denies the sole dominance of the linguistic competence. As Liu & Laohawiriyanon
(2013) point out, with the advent of English as an international language (EIL),
intercultural language learning has become central to modern language education,
thus directing English language teachers to prepare their students for intercultural
communication in an increasingly multicultural world. Some researchers even go
further in suggesting teaching of culture as a fifth language skill (e.g., Hong, 2008).
This change in the conceptualization of foreign language teaching entails a change in
the attitudes and the classroom practices of foreign language teachers as well. They
are now expected not only to teach the foreign language linguistics code but also to
“contextualize that code against the socio-cultural background associated with the
foreign language and to promote the acquisitions of intercultural communicative
competence” (Castro, 1999: 92). This idea is also supported with the view that “the
need for cultural literacy in ELT arises mainly from the fact that most language
learners, who have not been exposed to cultural elements of the society in question,
seem to encounter significant hardship in communicating meaning to native
speakers” (Bada & Geng, 2005: 73). Hence, to make learners aware of cultural
differences and help them communicate properly, language teachers should pay
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attention to including cultural elements in their lessons has been the recent popular
idea.

Despite the dilemma on part of the teachers in adapting the new conceptual shift
in integrating foreign language teaching and culture, and culture still being an
overlooked issue in EFL teaching (Lazaraton, 2003; Tsou, 2005; Warford & White,
2012), the recent reports by the Common European Framework of Reference (CEFR;
Council of Europea 2001); and Modern Language Association (MLA) Ad Hoc
Committee on Foreign Language Learning (2007), entitled “Foreign Languages and
Higher Education: New Structures for a Changed World” (Brynes, 2010) are clear on
the reshaped approach of teaching culture as a major focus of language learning and
teaching. In this regard, the present study seeks to explore the views of a group of
Turkish non-native English instructors at a higher education context, concerning the
integration of the target culture into English classes. The study also aims to examine
instructors’ practices in classrooms with regard to their handling of the cultural
content, and how and for what purposes they use such content. What is more,
exploration of whether there is a match betwen these instructors’ views and actual
practices in terms of the inclusion of cultural dimension in EFL classes, are also of
interest. The study is expected to provide valuable insight for the promotion of
cultural awareness among non-native English language teachers. As this study
investigates both the views and practices of the instructors, it may prove useful for
the EFL instructors to see whether and how their views and practices correlate in
general, and may provide valuable insights on an international basis for EFL teaching
and culture relationship in various contexts.

1. THE SCOPE OF CULTURE AND ITS CONCEPTUALIZATION

It is widely argued that culture determines “what we perceive, how we react to
situations, and how we relate to other people” (Hofstede, 1984: 31), and that it would
not be wrong to assume that “without cultural insight and skills, even fluent speakers
can seriously misinterpret the messages they hear or read, and the messages they
intend to communicate can be misunderstood” (Pesola 1991: 331). For this reason,
culture is often described as containing ideas, traditions, and social behaviour of a
particular society.

Recently, researchers have incorporated the concepts of big “C” and little “c” in
their studies to indicate the types of culture. Big “C” culture refers to such themes as
history, geography, literature, architecture, music, political issues, core values,
cognitive processes, society’s norms and legal foundation (Peterson, 2004), whereas
little “c” culture is defined as “the routine aspects of life together with beliefs and
attitudes” (Peterson, 2004: 45). A more comprehensive theory developed by
Adaskou, Britten, & Fahsi (1990: 3-4) offers four categories to define culture: “the
aesthetic sense (the cinema, music, and literature); the sociological sense (the
organisation and nature of family, home life, interpersonal relations, customs,
institutions, work and leisure, and material conditions of a society); the semantic
sense (the conceptual system embodied in language) which conditions perceptions
and though processes); and pragmatic sense (the social and functional
appropriateness of language use, and rhetorical conventions in different genres).”
Findings of the many studies reported in the literature (i.e. Bayyurt, 2006; Larzen-
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Ostermark, 2008), however, reflect that sociological and aesthetic aspects (or what is
often so called little “c” culture) were the most popular emerging in these studies
(Adamowski, 1991; Bayyurt, 1996). This issue, however, is often viewed as not fully
involving the cultural dimension of language teaching and developing cultural
competence on part of the learners, as language teaching is viewed as addressing the
target culture with all of its aspects (Han, 2010).

2. CULTURE AND FOREIGN LANGUAGE TEACHING:
PERCEPTIONS AND PRACTICES

There is a wide perception that learners who are learning the target language
through exposure to its culture are actually engaging themselves in the authentic and
functional use of the language (Luk, 2012). It is further discussed that this
engagement would yield to a more meaningful language learning process (Devrim &
Bayyurt, 2010). It is perhaps for this reason that recent studies show foreign language
teachers’ awareness on the importance of culture (Atay, Kurt, Camlibel, Ersin, &
Kaslioglu, 2009; Bayyurt, 2000; Larzén-Ostermark, 2008; Stapleton, 2000). These
studies, however, revealed other concerns which perhaps need further investigation.
Bayyurt’s (2000) study, for example, pointed out that although EFL teachers paid
attention to raise cultural awareness in their students, they had worries about their
own awareness of the values of the target culture. A similar finding was also noted
by Larzén-Ostermark (2008) in which while most teachers found culture necessary,
they felt that they lacked the sufficient and appropriate skills and knowledge to
successfully teach culture from an intercultural perspective because they had not
spent much time in English speaking countries. What is more, they limited cultural
instruction to transmitting factual knowledge about culture and viewed linguistic
features as the core objective of EFL teaching. Atay et al.’s (2009) study on EFL
teachers’ attitudes towards and practices of intercultural competence also revealed
that teachers were aware of the importance and the role of the culture in EFL
classrooms with varying degrees. However, they did not seem to integrate culture-
related classroom practices in their own classes frequently. Another study by Sercu et
al., (2005) investigated the characteristics of a foreign language teacher regarding
attitudes towards intercultural competence teaching and in-class teaching practices.
Although there were both supporters and non-supporters of culture integration into
EFL classes in the study, it was found no clear distinction among them regarding
their in-class practices. A survey employed by Stapleton (2009) also revealed that
although EFL teachers felt culture has a crucial role in their classes, only a little part
of the culture was introduced in their classrooms, playing a “secondary, supportive
role to language” (Stapleton, 2000: 301).

With the aim of explaining such mismatch between teachers’ thoughts and
practices, some studies focused on the factors limiting teachers to act in the way they
think in classrooms. Some of these are noted to be organizational barriers
(Izadpanah, 2011), curriculum and textbook limitations, as well as lack of technology
issues (Ajayi, 2008). Such findings these days seem to give a new direction to the
research in the area in terms of primarily understanding: (a) teachers’ views on
integrating culture into their lessons (lzadpanah, 2001; Larzen-Ostermark, 2008;
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Luk, 2012), and (b) what limits their provision of cultural elements (Adaskou et al.,
1990; Ajayi, 2008). Our study investigates both the EFL teachers’ views and their
classroom practices in a more holistic manner, and aims to contribute to the literature
on culture teaching specifically in Turkish context, and to the area of EFL in a wider
picture. With this in mind, the following research questions were posed to pursue the
study:

(@) What are the non-native English language instructors’ views of
incorporating cultural information into their teaching?

(b) To what extent do the non-native English language instructors’ views
on the integration of cultural information into their teaching match or
mismatch with their classroom practices?

3. RESEARCH DESIGN

A qualitative research design was adopted, as the purpose of the present study
required an in-depth understanding of the views of the non-native teachers.
Moreover, the study aimed to determine to what extent the views and the classroom
practices of the participants match or mismatch in terms of the inclusion of culture in
EFL classes. Therefore, it was important to observe the participants in their natural
setting, and interpret their thoughts and practices within the contextual reality. It was
believed that this would allow the researchers to obtain a more comprehensive
picture of the phenomenon.

3.1. Context

The study was carried out in an English Preparatory School of a long-established
Turkish university. The university may be perceived as a large one, embodying more
than 15,000 national and international students. The medium of instruction of the
university is English; therefore, it provides a compulsory one-year intensive English
programme for those students who are not proficient enough to study at the
programmes they have been accepted. Students are grouped in different levels such
as beginner (Al), elementary (A2), pre-intermediate (B1) and intermediate (B2). The
training that these students receive range between 21-25 hours per week, and lasts for
approximately 34 weeks.

The aim of the English Preparatory School is to provide students with basic
language skills so that they can pursue their undergraduate programs. Four macro
skills (reading, listening, speaking and writing) as well as grammar and vocabulary
are included in the program. The curriculum is formed considering the principles of
the Communicative Approach. EPS has about fourty full-time instructors in total, a
majority of whom are Turkish non-native speakers of English. They are graduates of
ELT department or related departments such as Linguistics, English Literature and
Translation Studies.

The data for the study were collected from 24 Turkish non-native speakers of
English who are woking at EPS as English instructors. These instructors were
interviewed and twelve of them were observed in a language lesson. Purposive
sampling strategy was adopted while selecting these instructors, and particular
attention was given to select those who were non-native and who volunteered to take
part in the study. Each participant was provided with an informed consent form,
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which included the aim of the study and the procedures of the interview, and they
were informed about the confidentiality of the data and their anonymity, as well as
their right to withdraw from the study without providing a reason.

The participants had different educational backgrounds. 20 of them were ELT
graduates while the remaining four were graduates of the department of English
Language and Literature. 17 of the instructors hold an MA degree in ELT. Their
teaching experiences varied between two and fifteen years. Live-abroad experiences
of the teachers were also considered, and it was noted that all the participants have
spent some time abroad with varying periods of time. Their ages ranged between 24
and 41.

3.2. Data collection instruments and procedures

In line with the philosophy of qualitative research, interviews, observations and
post-observation interviews were used to collect qualitative data.

3.2.1. Semi-structured interviews

Among the commonly known interview types, semi-structured interviews were
chosen for data collection. With this in mind, the semi-structured interview questions
were developed first by determining a set of themes to be asked for by looking at the
themes explored in previous studies. These themes were then eliminated and adapted
along with the research questions of the present study (see Appendix A). The
interviews were carried out at participants’ institution and were all audio-recorded.
Each interview ranged 20-28 mins.

3.2.2. Classroom observations

To understand participants’ classroom practices with regard to handling the
cultural content, and to see whether there was a match between their views and actual
practices, each instructor was observed five times in a row (five lessons — 50 minutes
each). Observation participants were selected based on their responses to the
interview questions, their educational backgrounds, and their live-abroad
experiences, in order to obtain a heteregenous and representative sampling, which
would reflect the general characteristics of the institution.

The observed lessons showed differences in terms of their focus. However,
attention was given to observe each instructor at times when they dealt with different
skills of the language. A classroom observation sheet (see Appendix B) prepared by
the researchers was used to collect data. This form included sections related to the
references to a cultural element, aspects of culture (big C or little c) and the teachers’
ways of handling with the cultural element such as ignoring and comparing.

3.2.3. Post-observation interviews

After the analysis of the interview and observation data, discrepancies in six
instructors’ thoughts and actual classroom practices were noted. These instructors
were then invited for a post-interview, to ask further what limited them to put their
thoughts into practice, as well as to understand whether they were aware of such
issues, by asking them specific questions developed based on their responses in the
first round of the interviews (see Appendix C).
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4. RESULTS AND DISCUSSION

This section presents the findings with regards to teachers’ preferences of cultural
content in EFL classrooms, their overall attittude towards incorporating cultural
elements into their classes as well as the translation of their related views into
practice.

4.1.Teachers’ preferences of cultural subject-matter in EFL classrooms

When the teachers were asked to comment on the cultural aspects they teach or
need to be taught in EFL classrooms, many referred to cultural elements that fall into
Peterson’s (2004) big C category, and no reference was made to the elements that fall
into little c category (see Table 1 for the references made). This perhaps indicate the
importance they attach to such elements, and the elements that they are likely to
adapt in their classrooms. It may also point out the fact that by disregarding some
components of culture, the participants might not be fully involved in the integration
of cultural dimension into the language classes (Han, 2010). In a similiar vein, as
argued by Wintergerst and McVeigh (2010), this limited reportoire of cultural
content in language classes may not help learners take part in intercultural
communication effectively.

As for the rationale behind the participants’ preferences of cultural content, the
most suggested reason was their own interests. In other words, the majority of the
participants put forward that their interests determine the content of the cultural
subject matter in their classes. T17, for example (similar to T2, T5, T6, T9, T12),
asserted that since she is keen on geography, history and literature, she tries to pass
such knowledge on to her students. She goes further and even claims:

...It attracts some students’ attention and some look uninterested, but in
the end my interests become my students’ interest. And at the end of the day,
they learn the target culture from my perspective (T17, I11).

To this end, participants’ own interests being the biggest predictor of cultural
subject matter in language classes might bring about a limited cultural reportoire in
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EFL classrooms since it could hinder the variety individual students’ interests might
possibly bring to the class.

The findings in this category indicate that the participating teachers seemed to be,
consciously or unconnsicously, incorporating a limited reportoire of cultural subject
matter in EFL classrooms. This reduced cultural dimension mostly driven by the
interests of the teachers may result in poor intercultural communication development
in learners.

4.2.Attitudes towards incorporation of culture into EFL classes

This main category is presented under two sub-categories, as the participants’
responses possessed both positive and negative attitudes towards the integration of
culture in their classes.

Positive approach to cultural dimension in language classes

Language teachers’ atttitudes towards the integration of cultural elements into
language teaching was another focus of the interviews. Although few participants
had some negative comments regarding the issue, the great majority of the teachers
displayed positive attitudes. The participating teachers associated incorporating
cultural dimension into language learning with improving communicative skills,
enhancing motivation towards learning English, broadening learners’ horizons,
making them embrace diversity by diminishing biases, helping them develop
tolerance towards differences and creating rapport and unity in class as seen in the
Figure 1.

The most frequently mentioned reason for bringing culture into the class was
attributed to improving better communication skills. This is well exemplified by T5:
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In today’s world, learning about other cultures is a need because norms of
politeness or modes of behaviour change from country to country. Knowing
the perceptions of others, especially the ones whose language we are
learning, helps us to understand them properly (I11).

Another popular area where the participants related culture was about the social
ties of language teaching. This was justified by a participant in that “language
teaching becomes authentic only when we teach culture since it is something outside
and real” (T2, 11). Referring to the fact that language is not something in isolation,
many participants argued that “it should not be taught without any references to
culture”, which would otherwise “turn into memorization not learning” (T11,11).

Incorporation of culture was viewed not only as a tool for effective intercultural
communication but also as a way of increasing learner engagement and motivation.
In T11’s experience, “throwing out a funny and cathcy cultural reference when the
students seem bored and not interested usually draw their attention” (I1).
Furthermore, feeling closer to the language and enhanced motivation about was other
highlighted reasons for making cultural references by the participating teachers.

In addition to these pragmatic approaches to learning culture of the target
language, building tolerance and empathy as well as broadening learners’ horizons
were among other frequently associated concepts with cultural content in EFL
classes. However, they did not attract as much attention as communicative purposes
and the issue of motivation among the participants. This may be due to the fact that
the participants view culture as a useful tool to facilitate communication and
motivation, not as a way of having a different worldview by delving into it.

Negative attitudes of participants towards cultural content

Despite the dominant positive attittude towards the issue of culture in EFL
classes, nearly a quarter of the participants took a negative stand towards cultural
content. These comments revolved around the same concern suggesting that such
content is not relevant in an exam-driven learning environment. Drawing attention to
the main purpose of her students’ learning English as passing the proficiency exam,
T3, for instance, emphasized that her students “are not interested in using language
in real life to communicate other people” (I1). Since the learners consider the
English education they are taking as a pre-requisite to be able to study in their
departments, they do not seem to care about the culture of the target language. For
this reason, some participants argued that the integration of culture does not hold a
pragmatic and valid reason in their cases. As for the classroom content, in spite of
their negative attittude, some participants mentioned covering cultural content only
when the coursebook they are following refer to it. However, they clearly stated that
they are doing it “to learn the language, not to learn about culture” (T17, 11).

Another negative atttitude towards the inclusion of cultural dimension stemmed
from the nature of teaching culture in the classroom environment. Three participants
regarded deliberate cultural instruction in the classroom as unnatural since they
viewed culture as ” something real and one should experience” (T13, 11). Arguing
the fact that it is therefore not teachable and learnable, they did not favor teaching
culture in language classes. Instead, they suggested natural incidents bringing culture
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to the class such as the references made by the international students as in the case of
T16. Because he considered those students as “the real source of culture in class”, he
put forward that “those references might naturally trigger other students’ interest in
learning other cultures” (I1).

4.3.Teachers’ actual classroom practices regarding culture teaching

Among the twenty four participants who were observed to find out the ways of
handling with the cultural content in class, a considerably small number of teachers
made cultural references in their observed classes. The rest of the participants
covered various language skills without any cultural dimension in their instruction.

When the culture-integrated classes were thoroughly analyzed in terms of their
focus, the source materials and the attitude of the teachers towards cultural
dimension in EFL classrooms, they displayed some parallelism along with one
difference among themselves. To begin with, their main focus was the same in that
the participants made some cultural references during a reading lesson from their
coursebooks. Since the reading texts which were to be covered in the allocated class
were readily available in terms of cultural content, the participants covering them
somehow integrated cultural content in their class. As for the justification for this
inclusion, the post-observation interviews revealed that although they have a positive
attitude towards bringing culture to the EFL classrooms, their main purpose was “not
to teach culture, but cover the reading text in the program” (T2 & T11, 12).
Seemingly, none of the participants referred to the cultural content in their instruction
for the sake of broadening learners’ horizons or facilitating intercultural
communication. This suggests that the cultural content in the observed classes was
not driven by the participants’ urge to teach culture. In fact, the participants aimed to
fulfill the necessities of the language focused syllabus by bringing the culture into
their classes.

Another characteristic these classes have in common was in terms of the source
of cultural reference. The participants focusing on some cultural traits in their classes
mainly covered the coursebook in the observed classes. For instance, in her third
observed lesson, T6 made students read a text from their coursebooks about some
Korean eating habits. She made a very brief introduction to the topic without
showing any real interest in it and directly asked the students to answer the
comprehension check questions. The students did not seem to genuinely deal with
the cultural aspect of the topic. Rather, they handled the cultural content on their own
while doing the related tasks about the text. During the post observation interviews,
when asked her to reflect on her way of dealing with cultural content in class, she
shared her concerns about and dissatisfaction with her practices. Complaining about
the loaded program, she put forward that she would talk about these eating habits
more, compare them with the ones in the culture of the students and ask their likes
and dislikes about them if she did not have to catch up with the hectic course
schedule. Despite the positive atttitude towards the cultural content, the participants
suggested the translation of their approach into practice might be hindered by some
outside factors such as the loaded program.

In spite of the abovementioned similarities among the culture-loaded observed
lessons, these classes differed in the participants’ approach to the integration of
culture into language teaching. Not only the ones who have positive attitudes towards

cultural instruction but also the ones who did not favor cultural dimension in
language classes were observed to touch upon some cultural issues in their classes.
Upon asking T10 about her talk about the life of Abraham Lincoln, she clarified that
it was necessary to mention him briefly in order for the students to understand the
content in the given material. Emphasizing the fact that she did not mention him for
the sake of teaching history or culture, she justified her handling with the cultural
content by facilitating students’ understanding of a reading text. This nondeliberate
and unwilling integration of culture can be attributed to fulfilling syllabus related
aims rather than widening students’ cultural reportoire.

4.4 Hindering factors to the integration of cultural content

The post observation interviews conducted to dwell on the discrepancies between
participants’ views and practices of cultural content in language classes revealed
some hindering factors to the integration of culture into EFL classrooms. In the light
of the data obtained from observations and the post observation interviews, the
participants who supported the inclusion of culture but failed to do so suggested
exam oriented program in their institution, tight teaching schedule, too much reliance
on course materials, limited teacher autonomy, students’ disinterest in such matters
and teachers’ own limited reportoire of culture as the most significant hinderances
(see Table 2).

Exam oriented mindset in the institution where this study was carried out was
highlighted as the root cause of some other suggested hinderances by all the
interviewees. This understanding was said to impose a “very strict course schedule”
(T11, 14, 15, 19, 23; 12) on the instructors along with prescribed course materials.
This was assumed to result in poor teacher autonomy, which somehow made teachers
closely follow what the course schedule and syllabus required. As a consequence of
this, the participating teachers put forward that under such strict circumstances they
do not feel free to talk about cultural matters in class. Since they generally work on
“controlled and exam type activities in class”, they think that “there is little or even
no time for culture and other stuff” in their classes (T21, 12).

Additionally, using coursebooks and assigned teaching materials as the main
point of reference seemed to limit participants in terms of the content of the class. In
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order to cover the target material in the allocated time, they seemed to sacrifice the
time when they would otherwise be talking about cultural matters. To illustrate, T4
complained about the fact that she spends “too much time on grammar” although the
book they follow is “full of cultural references” (12). She underlined that in order to
fulfill the syllabus related aims, they generally “skip the parts about reacting to the
content, speaking, doing a mini project or research about the topic” (I2). As clearly
noticed in her observed lesson, she skipped a part about researching the
consequences of low birth rates in England and sharing the findings with the class.
She attributed her choice to the limited time to cover the vocabulary items in the text
and grammar points in the unit. Although she seemed dissatisfied with the translation
of her positive views of culture into practice, she felt that she made the right decision
in terms of teaching English in an exam based institution.

The second mostly agreed hinderance was regarding the students’ lack of
motivation and disinterest in learning cultural matters. Even if the teachers took some
initiatives to talk about some cultural content in class despite their hectic teaching
program, the students were suggested not to show genuine interest in them. For
instance, in one of the observed classes of T23, upon his students’ lack of interest in
the film industry in America, the teacher stated that “the learners seem to be
forgetting that language is communication. They are obsessed with grammar and
other language related stuff” (I2). Needless to say, after the negative attitudes of his
students towards the topic, the teacher seemed to give up on talking about it. As for
the drive behind this lack of interest, similar to the altered attitude of the participants
towards culture due to the exam based instruction in the institution, the students
seemed to have the same concerns as their teachers. Although this looks like a
student related cause of removing culture from the language classes, it can easily be
related to the dominant testing focused mentality in the research setting.

The last highly argued factor which prevented teachers from bringing a cultural
dimension into their classes was on account of their own repertoire of culture.
Despite their positive views, a few participants did not feel competent enough to
make references to the cultural issues. For instance, in one of T15’s observed classes,
the teacher avoided talking about Henry the fifth as a historical figure even though
the pre-reading task in the coursebook required doing so. The post observation
interview revealed that she neither knew enough about him nor did some research
related to his life and reign. Moreover, she stated that “the students are not supposed
to know about him in order to do the tasks in the lesson” (12). Therefore, she directly
moved on to answering the comprehension check questions about the text and treated
the text as a reference point for vocabulary and grammar, but not as a cultural source.
This teacher related factor shows that teachers’ own cultural schemata can work as a
hinderance to the incorporation of culture into EFL classrooms together with
aforementioned institution and student related ones.

DISCUSSION AND IMPLICATIONS

The vast majority of the teachers found teaching culture significant in EFL
classrooms and provided several reasons for this, such as facilitating intercultural
communication, widening learners’ perspectives and enhancing learner engagement.
This study, therefore, has yielded similar results with the previously conducted ones
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in this field (Atay, 2009; Bayyurt, 2000; Larzén-Ostermark, 2008; Sercu, 2005),
which indicates that language teachers have a heightened awareness of the
significance of cultural content in improving intercultural understanding. However,
regarding culture substantially as a facilitative tool to increase motivation does not
seem to be supported by the common attitude towards the cultural content in
language classes (Devrim & Bayyurt, 2010; Hong, 2008; Peterson, 2004).
Furthermore, unlike existing studies in this field, it was uncovered that culture might
not be valued in language instruction in learning environments where the ultimate
purpose of learning English is to pass the proficiency exam.

While a great number of teachers supported the significance of cultural
knowledge in language education, they did not seem to reflect their views in their
classroom practices. They were not able to deal with cultural matters as much as they
would like to because of institution, learner and teacher related hindering factors,
which were in line with the previously conducted studies (Atay et al., 2009; Luk,
2012; Sercu et al., 2005; Stapleton, 2009). The dominant exam oriented mindset in
the research setting appeared to be the most striking hindering factor to the
incorporation of cultural dimension into the language teaching. The reflection of the
policy of the institution, whether purposeful or not, seemed to be restricted in terms
of autonomy and agency, a great amount of stress and less job satisfaction on the part
of the instructors. Consequently, the participants who are supposed to fulfill the
syllabus related goals in the allocated time felt the need to spend their classroom time
on exam driven materials and matters rather than mentioning a non exam issue such
as culture. What can be deduced from these findings is that linguistic goals seemed to
be prioritized by all the participants and cultural subject matter was sacrified for the
sake of covering properties of language.

Although the attitudes and the related practices of the participants may not be in
line as a result of the findings, it is hard to tell that there is a mismatch between
views and practices. This so-called “mismatch” can be associated with the language
teachers’ low level of autonomy to reflect their ideas in their actions. In other words,
translating views into practice seems to be restricted by a variety of reasons such as
curricular constrains, institutional policies along with teacher and learner related
factors as suggested in some prior studies (Ajayi, 2008; Atay et al., 2009; Izadpanah,
2011). This striking disparity between practice and perception seems to require more
research attention since it was appeared to be the biggest predictor of the
aforementioned mismatch. Moreover, the factors causing the lack of correspondence
reveal the importance of this study and several important implications for the policy
makers, school administrators and practitioners in terms of the incorporation of
cultural content in language classes and translation of teachers’ views into practice.

Limitations

Since this was a small scale research study, a limited number of EFL instructors
in a setting limited to one higher education context participated. Collecting data from
a higher number of language teachers in more than one context might have yielded
more comprehensive results regarding the issue. Furthermore, spending more time on
classroom observations and observing classess focusing on teaching a variety of
language skills might have provided more practical data and implications concerning
EFL teachers’ actual practices of cultural content in language classrooms.

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INTRODUCTION

Multiple-choice (MC) is one of the item formats which was preferred by
educators for numerous reasons. For instance, MC items are preferred because it can
be used in large groups and scored automatically (Roberts, 2006). In addition, the
content validity of a test may be greater for a test consisting of MC items
(McCoubrie, 2004), because it is possible to include a larger number of test items in
a limited testing period. In MC testing, the Three-Parameter Logistic (3PL) Item
Response Theory (IRT) models are used instead of One-Parameter Logistic (1PL)
and Two-Parameter Logistic (2PL) models, as it is the only IRT model adjusts for the
probability of obtaining the correct answer for an item by including the guessing
parameter (g), as with the following formula

where 0 represents the trait level of an examinee, and a;, b;, and g; represent the

item discrimination, difficulty, and guessing (a.k.a., pseudo-guessing) parameters of
item j respectively. It is believed that guessing behavior happens when the examinee
does not know the correct answer for an item but tries to find it randomly (Han,
2012). The guessing parameters are usually smaller than 1/L, where L is the number
of response options (Chalmers, 2012; Embretson & Reise, 2000).

From the perspective of the 3PL model, the probability of success is greater than
the g value for all ability levels. Also, the propensity to guess is the same for all
ability levels. From a different standpoint, the “presence of guessing in the model
assumes that, regardless of a person’s location, his or her propensity to ‘guess’ is
constant across the continuum” (de Ayala, 2009). From this perspective, the 3PL
model does not seem to take ability levels into account when assessing the
probability of successful guessing. However, as Embretson and Reise (2000: 71)
pointed out, “if examinees can systematically eliminate [an] implausible distractor,
selecting the correct answer from the remaining alternatives will have a higher
probability than random guessing”. Furthermore, “the addition of the pseudo-
guessing parameter further increases the potential disordering of the probabilities
from ability to ability” (Pelton, 2002: 11). Additionally, the b parameter in 3PL is not
interpreted as it is according to the 2PL model. Namely, according to 2PL, the item
difficulty parameter mostly indicates the location where the probability of success is
.5, while this is not the case for the item difficulty parameter according to 3PL. "ltem
difficulty has a different meaning in the 3PL model” (Embretson & Reise, 2000: 72).
Therefore, it is not wrong to state that the inclusion of the guessing parameter
changes not only the scoring procedure but also the meaning of the b parameters.

The guessing parameter can be conceptualized in two ways (Embretson & Reise,
2000; Gao, 2011; San Martin, del Pino & de Boeck, 2006). In the first case, guessing
may be completely random, where responders randomly guess at an answer from the
available choices. For instance, respondents may guess at the answer to an item that
includes a long reading passage due to time limitations; or an examinee may have no
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knowledge about the concept of an item and randomly guess at the answer. In these
cases, from a mathematical perspective, the probability of choosing the correct
answer is 1/L, where L is the number of choices. In the second case, guessing may
not proceed fully at random; rather, the examinee may apply some information (i.e.,
partial knowledge) to eliminate some of the answer choices, and then guess from
remaining choices. For example, another examinee may eliminate some of the
choices for the same item above, leaving only L* choices (L*< L). Then, out of the
L* choices, the answer may be correctly guessed (assuming one of L* choices is the
correct answer) with a probability of 1/L*. On the other hand, if an examinee thinks
that he or she knows the answer at first hand (whether correct or incorrect), they may
not try to guess the answer, but answer the item directly. However, the 3PL model
does not distinguish these guessing concepts; and this model also assumes that
guessing is a property of the item only (San Martin et al., 2006). Considering the
cases above, the 3PL model fails to distinguish random guessers and examinees with
partial knowledge. Therefore, using the same guessing parameters for all examinees
can be considered unfair since “a person guesses on any particular item does not
affect estimation of that person’s 6” (Waller, 1989: 234).

Burton (2002) discussed the issues of partial knowledge and random guessing in
multiple-choice tests (focusing on true-false items) with respect to medical data.
Referring to the theoretical distinction between “full knowledge” and “partial
knowledge,” he emphasized that examinees try to guess an answer when they have
no knowledge about the item. Furthermore, Chiu and Camilli (2013) reviewed the
literature on the 3PL guessing parameter and discussed some potential issues,
asserting that the impact of the guessing parameter on ability estimation is not clear.
As they explain, even though the 3PL model produces different probabilities of
correctly responding to an item for different ability levels, “students with very low
proficiencies have probabilities greater than zero of answering even the most difficult
items” (p. 82). On the other hand, as they point out, under the 3PL model, more
proficient students receive greater credit in comparison to lower-proficiency
students; as such they assert that “3PL scoring raises an equity issue because lower
proficiency examinees are not afforded full opportunity to benefit from correctly
answering more difficult items” (p. §83).

In an effort to address the guessing issue Han (2012) suggested a redefinition of
the problem solving and guessing process. The author offered a logical explanation
for the “probability of successful guessing,” claiming that successful guessing
depends neither on item content nor the ability of the examinees. Rather, it was
recommended that the guessing parameter be fixed to 1/L, where L is the number of
choices. Thus, if there were a total of five choices for answering an item, then the
guessing parameter would be fixed at .2. This concept is termed the Fixed Guessing
Three-Parameter Logistic Model (FG3PL); it is easy to apply in empirical studies
since it does not involve additional calculations/parameters to be estimated. The
author concluded that FG3PL was superior to 3PL in two ways. First, it had higher
parameter estimation convergence. Specifically, “FG3PL turned out to be a much
more feasible application even with small sample size” and FG3PL models were
more appropriate when there were fewer choices for the MC (p., 14). The second, the
FG3PL model had stable and accurate parameter estimation. That is, “FG3PL offered
very stable parameter estimation even with smaller sample with moderate
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sparseness” (p., 14). However, this procedure starts from the guessing level in
calculating the probability of success for all examinees, regardless of their ability
level or the item difficulty parameter, as with 3PL. Also, fixing the guessing
parameter to a constant might cause estimation problems (Embretson & Reise, 2000).

In search of an ability-based guessing parameter, Gao (2011) introduced a new
IRT model (e.g., 2PL-Guessing), which incorporated both item properties and
examinees’ abilities to estimate the guessing parameter. Along with the general
formulation, a few assumptions about the new IRT model were introduced; the
proposed guessing parameter will always fall between 1/L and .5. The author
concluded that the 2PL-Guessing model produced ability estimations that correlated
more closely to the true ability of examinees than the 3PL model. Furthermore, the
2PL-Guessing model demonstrated a smaller parameter estimation bias with a higher
model-data fit. Thus, from one point of view, 2PL-Guessing serves as an updated
version of FG3PL, as in both the 2PL-Guessing and FG3PL models, guessing was
related to the number of choices, and the probability of success is higher, as with
3PL. On the other hand, 3PL has been criticized for simply increasing the probability
of success. However, the application of 2PL-Guessing models is highly complex and,
to the researcher’s knowledge, it is not possible to use it in an empirical study with
current IRT software.

Under the 3PL model, the estimation of the guessing parameter is unstable (San
Martin, del Pino & de Boeck, 2006). As another means to avoid issues with
estimation problems in 3PL, constraining the guessing parameter to an estimated
common value for all the items in the test (we will call this C3PL for convenience)
has also been suggested, thereby reducing the number of estimated parameters
(Embretson & Reise, 2000). That is, the C3PL models fixes all the guessing
parameters equal to each other. In this sense, the C3PL model reduces complexity.
However, it still does not answer the question of whether guessing is ability-related
or not.

Even though the 2PL, 3PL, C3PL, and FG3PL models were described in detail
they were not compared with each other. Therefore, the comparison of the models is
still missing in the literature. So, it is important compare these models to see how
they behave under different conditions and which model is superior to the others, if
any. Yet, the purpose of this study was to compare the 2PL, 3PL, C3PL, and FG3PL
models systematically in terms of item parameter recovery by item estimation bias,
Root Mean Squared Errors (RMSE), and the correlation between estimated item
parameters and their true values via a simulation study (study 1). Likewise, the
models were also compared in terms of item and test information functions by using
a real data set (study 2).

1. STUDY 1

1.1.Study 1 Method

In order to compare the models, 500 data sets were generated by WinGen 3 (Han,
2007) for each conditions. For that, the ability parameters of the examinees were first
generated from a normal distribution with a mean of 0 and a standard deviation of 1
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(8~N(0,1). According to Gao (2011), when the focus of a study is on parameter
estimation values, the simulation should be repeated 500 times, therefore; in this
study, 500 repetitions were performed for each simulation condition, as specified
below. By using the 0 values, the examinees’ responses were generated for pre-
specified item parameters (see Table 1) with respect to the 2PL and 3PL models.
Then, the responses were analyzed for all 2PL, 3PL, C3PL and FG3PL models by
using IRTPro 2.1 (Cai, L., Thissen, D., & du Toit, S. H. C., 2011) software. Based on
the results, the correlation between the estimated item parameters and their true
values were first calculated. Then, the absolute relative bias and the Root Mean
Squared Errors (RMSE) for item parameter estimation were calculated for all four
models. It was expected that values of the parameter estimation bias would be
smaller than .05 for a good result (Hoogland & Boomsma, 1998). Similarly, the
RMSE shows the variation among the estimated values of a parameter. Therefore,
the smaller the RMSE, the more accurate the estimation results (Gao, 2011).
Afterward, the ability parameter estimations for all four models were compared
according to the item characteristics curves (ICC), the item information function
(I1F) and test information function (TIF).

1.2.Simulation Design Factors

The design factors which were commonly used in IRT studies were considered
for the current study.

« Data generation model: Two different models were considered for
data generation; 2PL and 3PL models.

* Analyzing model: The simulated data were analyzed with four
different models to estimated item parameters; 2PL, 3PL, C3PL and FG3PL.

« Sample size: Three different sample sizes were considered with this
study; 1200, 2500, and 4000. In order for an accurate parameter estimated
under 3PL model the sample size was suggested to be larger than 1000 (Finch
& French, 2019; Lord, 1968). To be more conservative, the sample sizes were
considered above the suggested value.

* Number of item: For this study two different number of items were
considered; 20 and 30 items. Swaminathan and Gifford (1983) suggested at
least 20 items for a problem free estimation with sample size of 1000 under
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3PL model (as cited in Akour & Al-Omari, 2013). Therefore, item sizes were
chosen above suggested values in order to not to have any problems related to
it.

» Item parameter values: True item parameters were reported at Table
1. There were only 20 items shown in the table. If the number of items was
30 the same item parameters for first 10 items were set for items 21 through

30.

The item parameters were generated with truncated normal distribution as in
Paek (2014). For item discrimination parameter the mean was set to .9, standard
deviation was .2, the minimum was .3 and the maximum was 1.5. For the difficulty
parameters the values were set to 0, 1, -3, and 3, respectively. Thus, some of the
items has low discrimination (i.e., a <.6) while others have medium and large
discrimination (i.e., a >1.2) values. Similarly, the difficulty parameters ranged from
small to large values to represent easy and difficulty items. For the guessing
parameters values were set to .1 or .3 to represent low and high guessing values.

1.3. Study 2 Results

The purpose of the first study was to compare the item parameter recovery
between 2PL, 3PL, C3PL and FG3PL models via a simulation study. For that, item
parameter bias and RMSE values were calculated via the formulas given above.
Moreover, the average item parameter estimation values were correlated with their
true values. The correlation between the parameter estimates were reported at Table
2. The values were ranging between .574 and 1.000. When the data were generated
by 2PL and analyzed with the same model the correlation values were all 1.000 for
both a and b parameters, regardless of the number of items and the sample size.
However, the correlations get smaller when the data were generated with 3PL and
analyzed with 3PL model. On the other hand, when the sample size was increased
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the correlation values get larger. For example, if the sample size (SS) was 1200 and
the number of item (NI) was 20 the correlation coefficient was .574 for the a
parameter under 3PL. When the SS was increased to 2500 the correlation became
.979. Changing the number of items was effective only on the a parameter under the
small sample size and 3PL. However, the change was small for the b parameters,
which was only at third decimal.

For C3PL model in which the guessing parameters of the items were fixed to
each other, the correlation for a and b parameter ranged between .890 and 1.000. The
correlations under C3PL model were higher for the data generated from 2PL
compared to 3PL model. For example, for SS = 1200 and NI = 20, the correlation of
C3PL model under 2PL data was .996 while it was .890 under 3PL model for the a
parameter. For the data generated with 3PL model and SS = 1200 the correlations for
C3PL models (r=.890) bigger than the corresponding value under 3PL model
(r=.574). However, as the sample size was increased the gap between them had
decreased. On the other hand, for the data generated under 2PL model, there were not
much difference among the models by the SS.

Under FG3PL model where the guessing parameters were fixed at .20, the
correlations were between .743 and .960. Increasing the sample size or number of
items did not affect the correlation coefficients. However, the correlations were
generally smaller compared to the other model. The differences were more obvious
for the a parameter, while it was around %5 for the b parameter. Besides, the
correlations from 3PL data were bigger than 2PL data.

Table 3 and 4 show maximum, minimum and mean values of the item parameter
estimation bias and RMSE for the 2PL and 3PL data sets. Based on the results, the
number of items did not have much effect on the average bias of the items. Similar
conclusions can also be made for the maximum and minimum values. When the
sample size was small and the data were generated with 2PL model, the biases of the
a parameters were smaller for 2PL and C3PL models compared to the other model
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values and increasing the SS only affected the 3PL and FG3PL model parameters.
However, for the b parameter, increasing the sample size did not alter average bias
much, neither for 3PL nor for FG3PL. In general, for the a and b parameters average
biases were around 8% for 3PL model and around 50% for FG3PL model.
Consequently, the 3PL and FC3PL models produced much higher bias values than
the suggested level for the 2PL data.

The guessing parameters (g) for FG3PL model were not reported since the values
were all fixed. For the data generated under 2PL the g parameters of the models were
not dependent number of items. The average biases were all smaller than %10.
Increasing the sample size also increased the g parameter for 3PL but did not change
it for the C3PL model. When the data generated with 3PL model, as the sample size
increased the average bias of the a parameter decreased only for the 3PL model. That
is, the biases were not changed for the 2PL, C3PL and FG3PL. Besides, increasing
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the number of item did not alter the average bias. Similar interpretations can also be
made for the RMSE values. For example, as the sample size increased average
RMSE for the a parameter remarkably decreased for the 3PL model.

However, the changes were between .01 and .04 for the other models. Number of
item was not a factor for the b parameter estimations either; average bias values were
comparable with RMSE values. However, increasing sample size decreased average
RMSE values for b parameter. Last but not least, increasing sample size also
decreased the values of RMSE for the g parameter under 3PL but not under C3PL.
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2. STUDY 2

2.2. Study 2 Method

In order to compare the 2PL, 3PL, C3PL and FG3PL models in terms of ICCs
and TIFs, a data set from an online university history course was analyzed. The data,
which comprised 4000 student responses for 24 dichotomously scored items. The
average number correct score for the students was 11 questions. 48% of the students
scored higher than the average number correct score. The data were analyzed by the
IRTPro 2.1 program (Cai, L., Thissen, D., & du Toit, S. H. C., 2011) in order to
estimate the parameters under the models.

2.3.Study 2 Results

First, the correlations among the ability estimations were reported in Table 5. The
correlation coefficients ranged between .947 and .999, and all were significant at .01
alpha level. The minimum correlation was between the 3PL and C3PL model, while
the maximum was between the C3PL and FG3PL models. The values of the
skewness and kurtosis were also reported Table 5. Besides, the distributions of the
ability parameters were reported in Figure 1. The shapes of the ability distributions
were alike. All of the skewness values were positively, while FG3PL had the most
skewed distribution.

Also, the TIFs were reported in Figure 2. When the abilities were negative, the
2PL model was more informative than the other models. However, when the abilities
were positive, the 3PL model generally gave the most information. Based on the
results pictured at Figure 2, C3PL and FG3PL models produced very close test
information functions.

The ICC and IIF were provided only for two items in Figure 3 due to space
limitations. For both items the 3PL model was the most informative for most of the
abilities. Under the second item, FG3PL was the most informative for some of the
positive ability levels. As it was the case for TIF, C3PL and FG3PL produced similar
information lines under item 1. At the right side of Figure 3, the ICC of the items
were shown. For the second item, the three parameter models, showed similar
curves. That is, 3PL, C3PL and FG3PL models showed almost the same ICCs. A
different pattern can be seen for the first item given at Figure 3. The difference was
due to the discrepancies for lower ability levels. Thus, there exist small differences at
the lower abilities.

Finally, the models’ fit were compared with -2*loglikelihood values (chi-square).
Among all four models 3PL model showed larger likelihood value (-
2*loglikelihood=123537.7). The chi-square difference tests were used to test the
difference between the models. Based on the results, 3PL model showed significantly

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DISCUSSION AND CONCLUSION

In this study, the literature on ability-based guessing was reviewed and
simulation analysis were conducted to compare different three parameter models
(3PL, C3PL and FG3PL). Based on the result of the simulation study, the data
generated and analyzed under 3PL model, samples size had an effect on the
parameter estimates while there was not such an effect under the data set generated
and analyzed with 2PL model. As it was pointed in the literature, this results showed
that 3PL model requires lager sample sizes for consistent parameter estimation
compared to 2PL models (de la Torre & Hong, 2010; de Ayala, 2009). On the other
hand, increasing the SS made small changes on the correlations between the item
parameters under C3PL and FG3PL models. As reported at Table 2, the lowest
correlations between the true and estimated parameter values mostly belong to the
FG3PL model, especially for the a parameter. Therefore, fixing the guessing
parameter to 1/L was not rational, especially in terms of the a parameter. Similar
comments can also be made for C3PL model. However, the correlations values were
higher for the C3PL model compared to the FG3PL model. Also, when the data were
generated with no guessing values (a.k.a., 2PL model) 2PL, 3PL and C3PL model
gave almost perfect correlation for both parameters. However, since FG3PL model
fixed the guessing parameter as 1/L, the correlation values were small for both
parameters. That is, with or without guessing values FG3PL model gave the worst
result compared to the other models.

Even though Han (2012) suggested that FG3PL model was stable with small SS,
the current study showed not much difference between the large and small SS. This
might be due to the SS used in this study which were larger than the SS used in
Han’s (2012) study. Specifically, when the data were generated with 2PL model and
sample size was small the average bias and RMSE values were smaller for 2PL and
C3PL model while they were higher for 3PL and FG3PL models. The biases were
smaller than 5% for 2PL and C3PL. However, the results were different for the data
sets generated by 3PL model. Although, under small sample size the models were not
different much, when sample size was increased, average bias and RMSE values
were smaller for 3PL model compared to the other models with 3PL generated data
sets. Under this circumstance, neither C3PL nor FG3PL gave good results. For these
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model the biases of the b parameter were around 35% even when the sample size was
4000. At same condition the bias was around 70% for 2PL model. On the other hand,
the bias values for the a parameter were smaller; however, they were still larger than
%10 critical level. That is to say, the FG3PL model did not give a good result for
none of 2PL and 3PL data. Namely, fixing the guessing parameter to inverse of
number of choices distorted the parameter estimations. Conversely, the C3PL models
resulted well in terms of item parameter estimations under 2PL data. However, under
3PL model the results were far from the true values. This must be due to the way that
C3PL was defined. That is, data generated under 2PL model had guessing values set
to zero. Therefore, with C3PL model estimated guessing values were all equal and
they were close to zero which were the true values. Thus, the bias values were small.
When it comes to 3PLgenerated data fixing the guessing values equal mislead the
overall parameter estimation. To conclude, based on these results, it is not
recommended to use C3PL or FG3PL models.

Under the real data analysis, the models were compared using a real data set
consisting of 24 items. The ability parameters were estimated with these models, and
the correlations between the estimates were calculated. The correlations for abilities
were all above .947 and significant. Besides, the shapes of the estimated ability
parameters were not much different; while the 2PL-estimated thetas were more
normally distributed based on the skewness and kurtosis values. Thus, estimated
theta values were alike each other. From this point of view, the model used for theta
estimation does not seem to affect the results.

Based on the ICC for given two items, 2PL models differs from other models. In
other words, ICCs were not different for 3PL, C3PL and FG3PL models. There seem
to be small differences on the lower ability estimates. This must be due to use of
different guessing parameters for the 3PL, C3PL and FG3PL. When it comes to the
IIF and TIF, C3PL and FG3PL models were not distinguished from each other and
do not show better results compared to 3PL model. In summary, 3PL model did not
produced worse results than other models which include the guessing effects. In fact,
when the guessing effect was present in the data set (i.e., 3PL data), 3PL model
produced smaller biases. Therefore, as a conclusion it can be said that C3PL and
FG3PL models produced similar results and 3PL model can be chosen over C3PL
and FG3PL models. This finding was also supported by the chi-square difference
test. Based on the test results, C3PL and FG3PL did not showed better fit than 3PL
model. Therefore, it can be concluded that there is no need to use C3PL and FG3PL
models instead of a 3PL model.

The results indicated that alternative 3PL models (i.e., C3PL and FG3PL) does
not improve the results compared to actual 3PL model. They generally produced
larger bias and RMSE. Also, the alternative models still do not answer the problem
of ability based guessing. Therefore, there is still need for a model which considers
guessing parameter based on the abilities of the examinees. Only when the consistent
guessing effect for high and low ability levels can be controlled. Besides, the results
were based on relatively large sample sizes (1200 and higher). C3PL and FG3PL
models had less parameter to estimate compared to a 3PL model. Therefore, the
results might be different small sample sizes. To explore it, another simulation study
with smaller sample size would be useful. Similarly, number of items did have effect
on the estimation for none of the models. However, number of items lower than the
suggested values may show different results. So, another simulation study with
smaller number of items would be useful, too.
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Oz: Biiyiik kitlelere kisa siirede ulasabilen karikatiir sanati, toplumsal degisimi ve yapilan
yenilikleri iletmede onemli rol oynamaktadir. Karikatiir sanatinin, yapilan anhk degisimleri
aktardigr ve déoneme taniklik ettigi icin insanlik tarihini yansitan kaynaklar oldugunu soylemek
miimkiindiir. Bu makalenin amaci, ‘Akbaba Karikatiir ve Mizah Dergisi’ ve ‘Karikatiir Dergisi’nde
1938 yilinda yayinlanmis karsilastirmali sanat karikatiirleri iizerinden egitim alaninda yapilan
yenilikleri incelemektir. Calismada, 1938 yilinda yayinlanan karsilastrmali karikatiirlerin
secilmesinin nedeni, 1923-1938 yillart arasini kapsayan, Tiirkiye tarihinde ‘Erken Cumhuriyet
Donemi’ olarak bilinen bu donemde, Mustafa Kemal Atatiirk’iin oliimiine kadar ara verilmeden
egitim reformlarimin siirdiiriilmesidir. Bu calisma nitel bir arastirma olup, verilere dokiiman
incelemesi yaklasimiyla ulasilmistir.

Abstract: Caricatures, are form of art that reaches mass crowds in a short period, have an
important role in reflecting social change and reforms that are made. It is possible to say that
caricatures are important sources that reflect the history of humanity because it witnesses instant
changes. The aim of this article is to examine the reforms in the field of education by benefiting
from the comparative art caricatures published in ""Akbaba Caricature and Humour Magazine"
and "'Caricature Magazine' in 1938. The main reason why comparative caricatures published in
1938 was chosen in this study is that educational reforms have been maintained without
interruption during the period known as "Early Republic Period" which covers the years 1923-
1938 until the death of Mustafa Kemal Atatiirk. This study is a qualitative research and the data
were obtained through document analysis approach. In the two periodicals selected for analysis,
two comparative caricatures about the education reforms were found, which was drawn by
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caricaturist Cemal Nadir Guler and Salih Erimez. These caricatures have been reviewed by using
semiotic analysis consisting of two stages, which are denotation and connotation. As a result of the
study, through comparative caricatures the progress in the area of education in the Early Republic
Period has been analyzed. From the drawings of two caricaturists the change of approach towards
science, pedagogical methods and classroom’s physical structure has been seen. These comparative
caricatures published in the year in question essentially summarize the progress achieved in the
field of education in the first 15 years of the Turkish Republic, together with the old-new
comparison.

Modern Tiirkiye’nin temellerinin atildigr Erken Cumhuriyet Dénemi’nde (1923-
1938), cagdaslasma yolunda bir dizi reform yapilmistir. Tiirkiye Cumhuriyeti’ni Bati
medeniyetiyle ayni yoriingeye oturtmak, bu reformlarin asil amacini olusturmustur.
Ulkenin sosyo-kiiltiirel hayatini etkileyen, toplumsal birimlerin yapisinda degisimi
tetikleyen bu reformlar baslica yazi, dil, hukuk ve egitim alaninda
gerceklestirilmistir. Ancak iilkeyi c¢agdas medeniyetler seviyesine ¢ikartmak ve
tilkenin “en yliksek medeni icaplara gore ilerlemesini” saglamak amaciyla atilan bu
yenilikgi adimlarin  hayata gecirilmesi i¢in Cumhuriyet’in  yeni insaninin
yetistirilmesi gerekmekteydi. Bu dogrultuda yipranmis, zamanin gerisinde kalmis
olan eski kurumlarin yerine yenisi kurulmaya baslanmis, dahasi modern hayatin
gereklerine uygun olarak topluma ve yeni devlete sekil ve diizen verilmeye
calisilmigtir. Bu noktada egitim, Erken Cumhuriyet Donemi’nin {izerinde 6nemle
durulmasi gereken oncelikli konular1 arasinda yer almistir. (Berkes, 2012 : 521-522;
Gokberk, 1997: 49).

Egitim reformlari, Tiirk toplumunda Cumhuriyet rejimini anlayacak ve
Cumhuriyet algisina sahip bireyler olusturmak, daha once de vurgulandigi gibi
Cumhuriyet’in yeni insanini yetistirmek adina gerceklestirilmistir. Bu reformlar,
yayinlanan gazete ve dergiler araciligiyla topluma ulastirilmis ve bu sayede
toplumun bilgilendirilmesi saglanmistir. Hatta bu reformlar, karikatiiristlere de ilham
kaynagi olmustur. Dénemin 6nemli karikatiiristleri tarafindan c¢izilen karikatiirler,
siyasi alanda, hukuk alaninda ve 6zellikle egitim alaninda yapilan yeniliklere, yani
Cumbhuriyet’in modernlesme cabalarina taniklik etmislerdir.

Karikatiirler yapildigi donemin bir “mikro sahnesini” yansittigindan dolay1
toplumsal degisiminin g6zlemlenebildigi kaynaklardir (Topuz 1986: 3). Bu
ozelliginden dolayi, tarithin her doneminde gerceklesen Onemli olaylar,
karikatiiristlerin zihin diinyasindan kalemlerine dokiilmektedir. Erken Cumhuriyet
Donemi de, Turkiye tarihinde vyeniliklere sahne olmus o6nemli bir donemdir.

Sistemi’nin yeniden yapilanmasinda ¢ok onemli bir yeri olan Tevhid-i Tedrisat
Kanunu ve harf-yazi inkilab1 gibi yenilikler Karikatiirlerde yer almistir. Ornegin
karikatiiristler, eski egitimin simgesi olan medrese ve modern egitimin simgesi olan
okul arasindaki farki karsilastirmali karikatiirlerine yansitmiglardir. Ciinkii “iki farkl
egitim ortamu iki farkli egitim ve diinya algis1” anlamina gelmektedir (Dogan, 2018:
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331). Bu ¢alismada, Erken Cumhuriyet Donemi’nde yayimnlanan karsilastirilmali iki
adet sanat karikatiirii incelenmistir. Eski-yeni kiyaslamasinin yapildigi bu
karsilagtirmali  karikatiirler iizerinden donemin tarihi gerce8i g6z Oniinde
bulundurularak 1938 yilinin egitimi, ozellikle mektep ve medreselerin fiziki ve
pedagojik farkliliklar1 yansitilmaya calisilmistir.

1. KAVRAMSAL CERCEVE

1.1. Karikatiiriitn Tanimi

“Karikatiir” kelimesinin kokeni Italyanca “abartma eylemi” anlamma gelen
“caricatura” sdzciigiinden gelmektedir (Topuz, 1986: 7). italyan sanatcilar abartili
sanat eserlerini “caricatura” olarak adlandirmistir. Bu kelime Tirkcede de karikatir
adi ile yer edinmistir.

Karikatiir ile ilgilenen kisiler tarafindan yapilmig farkli karikatiir tanimlari
bulunmaktadir. Bu nedenle karikatiir sanatinin tek bir tanimi yoktur. Cenap
Sahabbettin’e gore karikatiir “hakikatin kabak durusudur” (Senyapili, 2000: 35).
Faruk Cagla’ya gore karikatiir, “din, dil, 1rk, ulus, yas ve egilim farki gézetmeksizin
tim insanlara mesajin1 veren sanattir” (Senyapili, 2000: 34). Nezih Danyal
karikatiirii, “evrensel bir dil” (Senyapili, 2000: 34), Hifz1 Topuz (2001: 58) da
“gbrsel bir ileti” olarak tanimlamustir. Atilla Ozer (2007: Onsdz)’in tanimima gore
karikatiir “toplumun siirekli nabzin1 tutan, toplumsal olaylar1 yakindan izleyen ve bu
olaylar1 mizah gozligii ile sevimli, ilging, sasirtici, ¢izgilerle veren bir sanat dalidir”.

Karikatiir bir¢ok c¢izer, yazar ve arastirmaci tarafindan da tanimlanmistir. Ancak
biitiin bu yapilan tanimlarin 6ziinde, karikatiiriin abartili ¢izimler ile herkese ayni
mesaji veren bir ileti olusu bulunmaktadir. Karikatiirlerde bulunan iletiler, farkl
okuyucular tarafindan ayni bi¢imde anlamlandirildigi igin, belirli tarihlerdeki
karikatiirler ele alindiginda s6z konusu donem hakkinda bilgi sahibi
olunabilmektedir. Bu da karikatiirleri belgesel nitelik tasiyan ve toplumun tarihini
yansitan kaynaklar yapmaktadir (Topuz, 1986: 10).

1.2 KariKatiiriin Islevi

Karikatiir, gorsel bir sanat ve bir iletisim aracidir (Topuz, 1986: 1). Bu
ozelliginden dolay1 her karikatiir bir ileti tasimaktadir (Senyapili, 2003: 54). Bu, aym
zamanda, karikatiirlerin, toplumsal degerleri ve toplumsal degisimi aktardigi
anlamina da gelmektedir. Zaten konusu insan olan bu sanatin, sanatsal islevinin yani
sira tarihsel ve toplumsal islevi de bulunmaktadir (Ors, 2007: 27). Dolayisiyla
karikatiir sanat1, insanlik tarihini yansitan énemli bir aragtir.

Her gorsel sanat yaratisi, yapildigi donemi yansitan Ozellikleri iginde
tagimaktadir. Bu 06zelligi sayesinde yapildigi doneme dair bilgi vermekte, dahasi
doneme kaynaklik etmektedir. Bu noktada, her donemin kiiltiir ve egitim hayati
hakkinda fikir sahibi olabilmek icin karikatiir sanatindan yararlanilabilir. Gorsel
sanatlar arasinda karikatiirtin apayr1 bir yeri vardir. Bunun nedeni, ¢ok hizli bir
sekilde biiylik kitlelere anlik olarak ulagabilmesidir. Bu da sanatsal karikatiir
yaratilarini sosyal bir yansitici yapmakta ve bu yaratilarin yapildigr déneme taniklik
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etmesini saglamaktadir. Ayrica karikatiirler kiiltiirel degerleri, inanglari, normlari
topluma iletmektedir (Asicioglu, 2001: 27).

Karikatliriin 6ziinde giilmece ve hiciv olsa da sadece bu oOzelligiyle ele
alinmamasi gerekmektedir. Bunun nedeni, mizahin ayn1 zamanda sorunlara dikkat
¢ekme ve diisiindiirme gibi islevlerinin olusudur. Degisme ve gelisme siireglerinde
Oonemli bir yeri olan ve bu siire¢leri okuyucuya yansitan karikatiir, okuyucusunu
bilgilendirmeyi amagladigi gibi ayn1 zamanda sorunlar1 belirleyip ¢6ziim yollarinin
tiretilmesini de amaclamaktadir. Buradan, sanatsal bir niteligi olan karikatiiriin,
giilmeceden ziyade toplumu bilinglendiren ve mesaj aligverisini saglayan bir arag
niteliginde kullanilmaya baslandig1 anlagilmaktadir. Giilmece ve elestirinin bir arada
oldugu karikatiir sanati, yapildig1 toplumdan malzemesini aldig1 igin toplumu en ¢ok
yansitan sanattir demek yanlis olmayacaktir.

1.2. Erken Cumhuriyet Donemi Turk Karikatird

Tiirk karikatiiri, Erken Cumhuriyet Donemi’nden 6nce Mesrutiyet Donemi’nde
kendini gostermeye baslamistir. Tiirk karikatiirii, ilk olarak Osmanli Devleti’nin son
yillarinda Teodor Kasap’in yayinladigi, Tiirk giilmecesinin temellerini atan ilk mizah
dergisi olan ‘Diyojen’ de goriilmiistiir (Balcioglu ve Ongéren, 1973: 60-61). 24
Kasim 1870 tarihi, Tiirk karikatiirli i¢in 6nemli bir tarihtir. Ciinkii ilk karikatiir bu
tarihte ‘Diyojen’ mizah dergisinde yayinlanmistir. Bu tarihten sonra bu dergide daha
fazla ve siklikla karikatiirler yer almis ancak basilan karikatiirlerin ¢ogu imzasiz
olarak yaymnlanmigtir. ‘Diyojen’ bir buguk yil yayinlandiktan sonra kapatilmigtir
(Ozer, 1994: 11-12).

Avrupa iilkelerinde yaygin olan karikatiir sanati Osmanli Devleti’nde ge¢ ortaya
cikmistir. Tiirk karikatiiriiniin diger tlkelerle karsilastirilinca ge¢ ortaya ¢ikmasinda
birgok neden bulunmaktadir. Bunlarin ilki; “dinsel etkilerle konulan resim
yasagr”dir. Ciinkii Osmanlt Devleti’nde din faktoriinden dolay: portrelerin ¢izilmesi
ya da vyiiziin tasvir edilmesi giinah olarak sayilmaktaydi. Bununla birlikte,
Osmanli’nin “batiya kapali bir ulus olusu” ve “sanat¢inin dogrudan dogruya sarayin
hizmetinde olma zorunlulugu” karikatiir sanatinin Osmanlt iilkesinde gelisimini
engelleyen diger nedenler arasindadir. Bu nedenlerden dolayr karikatiir ile
ilgilenenler siislemecilik, ¢ini gibi sanatlara yonelmisler ve elestirel olan karikatiir
sanatindan uzak durmuslardir (Balcioglu ve Ongdren, 1973: 5; Kaya ve Acarl, 2018:
129).

Teodor Kasap tarafindan yaymnlanan ‘Diyojen’in 12 Mart 1876’da
kapatilmasindan sonra bir¢ok karikatiir dergisi yayinlanmistir. Bu tarihten sonra Tiirk
karikatiir sanat1 sahip oldugu seklini almaya baglamistir (Topuz, 2001: 212). Fakat
Sultan II. Abdiilhamit istibdat Dénemi boyunca karikatiir ve giilmece dergilerinin
yayinlanmasini yasaklamistir. Dolayisiyla II. Mesrutiyet donemine kadar karikatiirde
pek bir ilerleme olmamistir (Topuz, 2001: 218).

II. Mesrutiyet Donemi’nin baglangici1 Tiirk karikatiir tarihi agisindan anlamli bir
donemdir (Ceviker, 1997: 39). Mizah ve karikatiir yasaginin 1908 yilinda
kaldirilmasiyla, karikatlir sanati canlanmaya baglamistir. Bu tarihten sonra da
Istanbul’da 35°ten daha fazla karikatiir ve mizah dergisi yaymlanmistir (Alsag, 1994:
25; Balcioglu ve Ongéren, 1973: 58). Karikatiir ve mizah dergilerinin sayisinda bu
denli artig, Tiirk karikatiir tarihinde herhangi bir donemde bagka 6rnegi goriilmemis
bir olaydir (Balciglu ve Ongdren, 1973: 59).
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Il. Mesrutiyet Donemi’nden sonra karikatiir sanatina sekil veren ve bu sanati
yonlendiren, Milli Miicadele Doénemi olmustur. Milli Miicadele Doénemi’nde
yayinlanan en 6nemli dergilerden biri Ankara Hiikiimeti’ni ve Tiirkiye Bliyiik Millet
Meclisi’ni desteklemis olan ‘Giileryiiz Mizah Dergisi’dir (Okay, 2004: 9). Ankara
Hiikiimeti yanlis1 Sedat Simavi tarafindan yaymlanan ‘Giileryiliz Mizah Dergisi’ 122
say1 yayinlandiktan sonra yayin hayati sona ermistir (Topuz, 2001: 222). Milli
Miicadele Dénemi yaymlanmis bir baska karikatiir dergisi ise Istanbul Hiikiimeti
yanlist Refik Halit Karay tarafindan ¢ikartilan ‘Aydede Karikatir ve Mizah
Dergisi’dir (Balcioglu ve Ongdren 1973: 63). Kurtulus Savas1 kazanildiktan sonra
Istanbul Hiikiimeti ve itilaf Devletleri yanlis1 olan ‘Aydede Karikatiir ve Mizah
Dergisi’ kapatilmistir. Dergi kapatildiktan sonra Aydede ismine benzer bir ad olan
‘Akbaba Karikatiir ve Mizah Dergisi’ yayinlanmaya baslamis ve son sayisin1 1977
yilinda ¢ikartmistir. Giileryiiz ve Aydede yayimlandiklar1 kisa siire zarfinda tuttuklar
taraflar1, goriisleri savunmus ve sanatlarini bunun ¢evresinde yapmislardir.

1.3.‘Akbaba Karikatiir ve Mizah Dergisi’ ve ‘Karikatiir Dergisi’

Karikatiir tarithimizin en iinlii dergilerinden biri olan ‘Akbaba Karikatiir ve Mizah
Dergisi’ 1922 yilinda kurulmustur. Boylece dergi, 1977 yili basina kadar siirecek
olan uzun yaym yolculuguna baslamistir (Balcioglu ve Ongéren, 1973: 65). Yusuf
Ziya Orta¢ ve Orhan Seyfi Orhon tarafindan yayinlanan dergi, Tiirk karikatiir
tarihinin en uzun siireli basilan karikatiir ve mizah dergisi olmustur (Kayis, 2009:
18). Akbaba, Erken Cumhuriyet Dénemi’'nde geng¢ karikatiiristlerin yetismesine
imkan saglamistir. Hatta donemin karikatiiriine yon veren Cemal Nadir Giiler, uzun
yillar Akbaba’da ¢izerlik yapmustir.

‘Karikatiir Dergisi’ ise Milli Miicadele Donemi’nde Sedat Simavi tarafindan
yayinlanan ‘Giileryiiz Mizah Dergisi’nin devami niteligindedir. 1948 yilinda yayin
hayati1 sonlanan ‘Karikatiir Dergisi’, Tiirk karikatiir tarthinde O6nemli yeri olan
cizerlere, kadrosunda yer vermis ve onlarin c¢alismalarim1 yaymnlamistir. Cizerler
caligmalarinda, yapilan yeniliklere, aile konularina, toplumsal degisime ve egitime
yer vermislerdir. Bu acidan hem ‘Akbaba’ hem de ‘Karikatiir Dergisi’nde Erken
Cumhuriyet Dénemi’nin 6nemli konularmin islendigi goriilmektedir. Ozellikle
egitim alaninda yapilan yeniliklerin karikatiirlerin igeriginin genel c¢ergevesini
olusturmustur.

1.3. Egitim Alaninda Yapilan Yeniliklerin Karikatiirlere Yansimasi

Karikatiir, kisa ve etkili bir bigimde mesaj veren bir sanat dalidir (Fidan, 2007:
108). Dolayisiyla, kitle iletisim araglari ile topluma ulasan karikatiirler, okuyucuya
giincel olaylar hakkinda kisa ve 6z bilgiler ulagtirmaktadir. Degisik konular hakkinda
karikatiirler yapilmaktadir. Bu konulardan bazilari, siyaset, popiiler kiiltiir, aile,
toplumsal degisim ve egitimdir. Karikatiir, bu tiir konular1 ele aldigindan dolay1
“cizgiyle tutulmus giinliik tarih” olarak tanimlanmaktadir (Ozer, 2004: 246). Bu
nedenle karikatiirler kronolojik sira ile incelendiginde bir iilkenin tarihi, siyasal ve
sosyal yasamdaki degisimleri gozlemlemek miimkiindiir (Ozer, 2004: 246).

Erken Cumhuriyet Dénemi’nde birgok alanda kisa zaman iginde koklii degisimler
yasanmustir. Yapilan yenilikler ve diizenlemeler ile Tiirk toplumuna egitimin 6nemi
anlatilmistir. Tiirkiye’nin egitim alaninda ve bilimde Batili iilkelerin seviyelerine
ulagsma zorunlulugu vurgulanmistir. Egitim ve bilim alaninda kaydedilen ilerlemeler
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de karikatiiristlerin konusu olmustur ve gézlemlerini okuyuculari ile paylasmislardir.
Yapildig1 zamana taniklik eden sanat karikatiirleri iizerinden bilime dayanan cagdas
egitime gecis, karma egitim ve sonucunda kiz 6grenci sayisinda artig, yeni harflerin
Ogrencilere modern yontemler ile 6gretilmeye baglanmasini gozlemlemek olasidir.
Egitim alaninda yapilan reformlarin, donemin tarihi gergcegi goz Oniinde
bulundurularak, sosyal bir yansitict olan karikatiirler {izerinden incelemek
mumkandr.

2. YONTEM

2.1. Arastirmanin Modeli

Bu c¢aligmanin konusu, 1938 yilinda yaymlanmis ‘Karikatiir Dergisi’ ve ‘Akbaba
Karikatiir ve Mizah Dergisi’nde donemin egitim sartlarini1 yansitan karsilastirmali
sanat karikatiirleridir. Sanat karikatiirleri, diisiindlirme amac1 giiden, giildiirme amac1
arka planda olan, icinde siyasi imge bulundurmayan Kkarikatiirlerdir (Ozer, 1998: 48).
Her biri gorsel kaynak niteliginde olan karikatiirlere yazili ve gorsel kaynaklarin
inceleme yontemi olan dokiiman incelemesi yaklasimi ile ulasilmigtir. Bu yaklagim,
“aragtirilmas1 hedeflenen olgu ve olgular hakkinda bilgi iceren yazili materyallerin
analizini kapsamaktadir” (Yildirim ve Simsek, 2017: 189). Ge¢mis olaylara taniklik
eden dokiimanlar, olaylar hakkinda bilgi vermenin yani sira olaylarin tarihsel
boyutunu da kavramayi saglamaktadir (Bowen, 2009: 29). Bu agidan bakildiginda,
arastirma verisi olan karikatiirlerin analizinde dokiiman incelemesi yaklagimi
kullanilmasi bu ¢alisma i¢in uygun goriilmiistiir.

Gorsellerin yorumlanmasi i¢in Roland Barthes’in gostergebilimsel analizinden
yararlanilmig, iki asamadan olusan diizanlamsal okuma ve yananlamsal okuma
kavramsallastirmast  kullanilmistir  (Giinay ve Parsa, 1997: 16). Barthes’in
gostergebilimsel kuramimin 6ziinde diizanlam (denotation) ve yananlam
(connotation) kavrami yer almaktadir (Karaman, 2017: 31). Diizanlam, gostergenin
bilinen, goriinen, toplumca kabul gérmiis, degismez adlaridir (Fiske, 2003: 115-116).
Dolayisiyla, diizanlamin yanlis anlasilma durumu pek yoktur. Yananlam ise,
diizanlamdaki gostergeleri anlamlandirmak i¢in kullanilmaktadir. Her gdstergenin
yan anlami birbirinden farkli ve degiskendir. Bunun nedeni, her gdstergenin i¢inde
yaratildig1 topluma ve kiiltiire gore farkli anlamlandirilmasidir. Yananlam, kulttrel
degerlere 0zgii olan ve donemin sartlarin1 anlamlandirip ¢6zliimleme sonucunda
ortaya  ¢ikan  analizdir. ~ Yananlam,  goOstergelerin  kiltur  igerisinde
anlamlandirilmasidir (Barthes, 2016: 86).

Arastirma konusu karikatiirler, diiz okuma ile okunurken c¢izimlerin goriinen
anlamlar1 iizerine bir inceleme yapilmistir. Yananlamsal okuma da ise karikatiiriin
ardindaki anlam aranmistir. Boylece karikatiirlerdeki anlamlar donemin kosullari,
onemli olaylar1 ve 6zellikleri g6z 6niinde bulundurularak incelenmistir.

Arastirmada veri olarak kullanilan karikatiirler, Ankara Milli Kiitliphane siireli
yayin arsivinden temin edilmistir. 1938 yilinda yayinlanan ‘Akbaba Karikatiir ve
Mizah Dergisi’ ve ‘Karikatiir Dergisi’ taranmis, egitimi konusunu ele alan sadece iki
adet karsilastirmali karikatlirlere ulasilmistir. Bununla birlikte karsilastirmali
karikatiirlerin 1938 yilinda yayimlanan karikatiirlerden secilmesinin nedeni, Erken
Cumbhuriyet Donemi’nde (1923-1938) baslayan egitim alaninda yapilan reformlarin
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Atatiirk’iin oliimiine kadar ara verilmeden siirdiiriilmesi ve bu dénemin basindan
sonuna kadar olan siiregte egitim alaninda biiyiik yeniliklerin gerceklestirilmesidir.
Bu 15 yillik donemde egitim alaninda atilan adimlar ve 1938’e kadar Atatiirk’iin
varlig1, topluma, 6grencilere giiven duygusu vermis, kiz erkek tiim 6grenciler bir
meslek sahibi olarak topluma yararli olmak adina biiyiik ¢aba harcamislardir (Akyiiz
2011: 21). Bu sebepten dolay1 bu 15 yillik siirecin son yilinda yayinlanan karikaturler
ele alinmis ve egitim alaninda Atatiirk Donemi’nde gelinen asama karsilastirilmali
karikatiirler lizerinden incelenmistir.

3. BULGULAR VE ANALIZ

3.1. 1938 Yilinda Donemin Egitim Gercegini Yansitan Karsilastirmal
Karikaturler

Erken Cumhuriyet Donemi’nde giinlimiiz Tiirkiye’sinin temelleri atilmis ve
bircok alanda reformlar yapilmistir. Bu donemde yapilan ve giiniimiizii en ¢ok
etkileyen yenilikler, egitim alaninda yapilanlar olmustur. Bunun nedenleri arasinda,
yiizyillardir kullanilan egitim siteminin yenilenmesi, alfabenin degistirilmesi ve dilin
arindirilmaya ¢aligilmast gosterilebilir. Bununla birlikte yapilan yenilikler, donemin
sanat karikatiirlerine de yansimistir.

Erken Cumhuriyet Donemi’nde egitimdeki degisimi yansitan karsilastirmali
karikatiirlerden dikkat c¢ekenleri, Salih Erimez’in ve Cumhuriyet Ddnemi
karikatiiriinii sekillendiren Cemal Nadir Giiler’in kaleminden ¢ikan karikatiirlerdir.
Bu karikatiirlerde, egitim alaninda batili iilkelerin medeniyet seviyesine ulagsmak i¢in
egitim alaninda yapilan yenilikler islenmistir. 1 numarali karikatiir, donemin egitim
gercegini yansitan karsilastirmali bir karikatiirdiir.

Bilgi: iki kareden olusan karikatlr, dénemin Unlii karikaturistlerinden biri olan
Salih Erimez’in kaleminden ¢ikmistir. 1901 dogumlu Salih Erimez, lise egitimini
Istanbul Erkek Lisesi’nde, {iniversite egitimini de Viyana Giizel Sanatlar
Akademisi’nde tamamlamistir (Balcioglu ve Ongoren, 1973: 143). Karikattr, 1938
yilinda ‘Karikatlr Dergisi’nin 163. sayisinda yayinlanmstir.

Dizanlamsal analiz: Gostergebilimsel analizin dizanlamsal okuma yontemi
goriinen anlami ile analiz edildiginde, bu karikatiirde farkli iki smifta bulunan
ogrencilere iki ayr1 0gretmenin cografya dersi verdigi anlagilmaktadir. Cok detayli
¢izilmis bu karelerdeki ilk anlam, bir baska deyisle goriinen anlam incelendiginde,
birinci karedeki sinifin duvarlarinda Arapca harflerin asili oldugu diizensiz posterler,
yere yakin siralar, fes takan 6grenciler, sarik takan ve elinde degnek bulunan bir
medrese hocas1 goriilmektedir. Cizimde hoca Ogrencisine “Ulan keles! Hala
diinyanin Skiiziin boynuzunda durdugunu 6grenemedin mi?..” demektedir. Ikinci
karede ise, 6gretmen kiirsiisiinde oturan bir kadin 6gretmen, siralarda karigik oturan
tiniformal kiz ve erkek 6grenciler, duvarinda diizenli bir bicimde harita ve bagka iki
posterin daha asili oldugu derslik goriilmektedir. Cografya dersi veren 6gretmen onu
dinleyen oOgrencilerine “Demek ki, yavrularim, diinyanin feza dedikleri boslukta
Gilines’in cazibesinde dondiigiinii bugiinkii dersimizde 6grenmis oluyorsunuz!..”
demektedir.

Yananlamsal Analiz: Yananlamsal analiz yapilirken karikatiirler, karikatiir dili ile
analiz edilmistir. Karikatlir dili ¢izerin, kitlesine gondermek istedigi, c¢izimin
arkasindaki mesajdir. Kisaca bu dil, karikatiirlin barindirdigi derin anlamdir.
Donemin egitim gergeginin yansitildigi bu karikatiirde, Salih Erimez’in iki kare
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cizmesindeki amag¢ eski egitim sisteminin kurumu olan medrese ile yeni egitim
sisteminin kurumu olan mektepleri karsilagtirmaktir.

Tevhid-i Tedrisat Kanunu ile dini egitim veren egitim kurumlari, ¢agdas bir
toplum olusturmak icin bilimsel egitim veren egitim kurumlari ile yer degistirmistir.
3 Mart 1924’te kanunun kabul edilmesi ile beraber Tiirkiye Cumhuriyeti’nde egitim-
Ogretim veren kurumlarin tamami Milli Egitim Bakanlifi’na baglanmis ve
medreseler kapatilmistir (Akyiiz, 2006: 330). Boylece egitim birligi saglanmus,
Tanzimat’tan beri mevcut olan egitimde mektep-medrese ikililigine son verilmistir
(Diker ve Giines, 2018: 206). Ayrica, Latin esasina dayanan alfabenin 1 Kasim
1928°de kabul edilmesi de egitimi etkileyen 6nemli yeniliklerdendir (Dénmez, 2009:
261). Bu Karikatiirde, Tevhid-i Tedrisat Kanunu ve Harf inkilabi oncesi egitim
sistemi ile yenilikler sonrast bilimsel egitim veren okullardaki cografya dersi
okuyucuya aktarilmaktadir.

Birinci karedeki karikatiirde, sinifta duvara diizensiz bir bigimde asilmig Arapga
posterler, yerde oturan ve dersi dikkatli dinlemeyen fesli 6grenciler, elinde degnegi
olan yerde oturan sarikli bir hoca, bilimsel ve pedagojik egitim verilmeyen bir egitim
ortam1 islenmistir. Bu egitim kurumunda, sadece erkek Ogrencilerin egitim aldigi
karikatiirdeki imgelerden anlasilmaktadir. Ogretmen bir 6grencisine “Ulan keles”
diyerek pedagojik olmayan bir ifade ile hitap etmektedir. Ayrica hoca, diinyanin
“okliziin boynuzunda dondiigiinii” sOyleyerek bilimsel olmayan bir bilgiyi
Ogrencilerine 6gretmektedir. Karenin bu sekilde cizilmesindeki maksat, karikatiiriin
cizilmesinden 14 yil 6nce olan egitim sistemini okuyucu ile paylasmak ve okuyucuya
bu karsilastirmali karikatiirde egitimin geldigi noktay1 gostermektir.

Ikinci kare ele alindiginda, bu karikatiirde duvara diizenli asilmis posterler, bir
harita, kiz ve erkek Ogrencilerin karisik oturdugu siralar, diizenli bir simf, onliik
giyen Ogrenciler dahast modern giyimli, sa¢1 arkadan toplanmis, masada oturan bir
kadin 6gretmen ve bilimsel egitimin verildigi bir egitim-6gretim ortaminin islendigi
gortlmektedir. Bu karede, 0Ogretmenin kadin olusu 1938 yilinda donemin
kadinlarinin da erkekler gibi calisabildigini ve 6gretmenlik gibi saygin bir meslek
sahibi olduklarini gostermektir. Cizimdeki 6grenci imgelerine bakildiginda, karsilikli
oturan kiz ve erkek Ogrencilerin karisik oturduklart goriilmektedir. Buradan yeni
egitim sisteminde kiz ¢ocuklarmin da okula, erkek o6grenciler ile beraber gittigi
anlagilmaktadir. Dahast bu, kiz ¢ocuklarin erkek cocuklari gibi esit egitim hakkina
sahip oldugunun bir gostergesidir. Ogrencilerine “yavrularim” kelimesi ile sevgi dolu
bir bicimde hitap eden 6gretmen, diinyanin doniisiinii bilimsel olarak aktarmaktadir.
Bu karede, 1938 yilinda Tiirkiye Cumbhuriyeti’'nde bilimsel egitim veren egitim
kurumlar1 okuyucu ile karikatiirist tarafindan paylasilmistir. Donemin egitim
gercegine taniklik eden bu karikatiir bir kaynak niteligi tagimaktadir.

Bu karikatiir, ‘Akbaba Mizah
Dergisi’nin 251. Sayisinda 10 ve 11. sayfalara basilmig, iki tam sayfay1 kaplayan
biylik bir karsilastirmali karikatiirdiir. Karikatlire “Son Onbes Yilin Hikayesi”
basligr atilmistir. Bununla birlikte birinci sayfanin altinda “Diin”, ikinci sayfanin
altinda ise “Bugiin” yazmaktadir.

Dizanlamsal Analiz: Karikatiir bu sekilde incelenirken ¢izimin goriinen, agik
anlami analiz edilmistir. Iki tam sayfadan olusan karikatiiriin her sayfasina dokuz
imge cizilmistir. Birinci sayfadaki karikatiiriin alt kisminda “Diin” yazmaktadir. Bu
karikatiirde, carsafli bir kadin, clibbe giyen fesli bir erkek, fesli bir cocuk/6grenci,
dua ederek hastasini iyilestirdigi gosterilen bir hoca, kalpakli bir asker, ¢dmelerek
yaz1 yazan bir katip, 6niinde rahle olan sarikli bir hoca ve karasaban ile tarla siiren
ciftci imgelerinin islendigi goriilmektedir. ikinci sayfada yer alan Karikatiiriin alt
kisminda ise “Bugiin” yazmaktadir. Bu karikatiirde sapka takan sik giyimli bir kadin,
sapka ve kravat takan bir erkek, sirtinda okul cantasi olan onliikk giyen bir kiz
Ogrenci, tibbi yontemlerle hastasini muayene eden bir doktor, bir masanin {istiinde
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daktilo ve bu daktiloyla yazi yazan bir sekreter, takim elbise giyen ve tahtada Latin
esasina dayali yeni Tiirk alfabesini tanitan bir 6gretmen ve traktor ile tarlasini siiren
ciftci imgeleri yer almaktadir. “Son Onbes Yilin Hikayesi” isimli karsilastirmali bu
karikatiir, yapilan yeniliklerden 6ncesini ve sonrasini konu alan bir ¢izimdir.

Yananlamsal Analiz: Yananlam analiz edilirken, karikatiirde bulunan gostergeler
yaratildigr kiiltiirin ve donemin karakteristigine gore anlamlandirilmakta ve
¢oziimlenmektedir. Karikatiir incelendiginde, onbes yil icerisinde Tiirk toplumunun
bircok alanda kaydettigi ilerlemeler goriilmektedir. Karikatiirde, 25 Kasim 1925°te
‘Sapka Giyilmesi Hakkindaki Kanun’ ile modern kiyafetlerin giyilmeye baslanmasi,
Tevhid-i Tedrisat Kanunu ile egitim sisteminin degismesi, kiz ve erkek ¢ocuklarina
esit egitim olanagi saglanmasi, 1 Kasim 1928’de yeni Tirk harflerinin kabulii,
tarimda makinelesme, kadinlara erkekler ile ayn1 vatandaslik haklarinin verilmesi ve
hatta kadinin toplumsal yasamda artik hak ettigi yerini aldigi, cizer tarafindan ele
alimmugtir. Tiirk toplumunun bir¢ok alanda gegirdigi toplumsal degisimi yansitan bu
karikatiirde egitim alaninda yapilan degisim iki ayr1 sekilde islenmistir.

Bunlardan birincisi, her iki sayfanin sag iist kdsesinde bulunan 6grenci imgesidir.
“Eski” yazan sayfada bulunan erkek Ogrenci incelendiginde, oOnliikk ile okula
gitmedigi ve basindaki festen dini egitim aldig1 anlasilmaktadir. Ikinci sayfadaki
Ogrenci incelendiginde ise, kiz 6grencilerin de erkek cocuklari gibi egitimden
yararlandigi goriilmektedir. Kiz 6grencinin tizerindeki etekli okul 6nliiglinden, onun
cagin gereklerine uygun giyindigi anlasilmaktadir. Sirtindaki modern okul ¢antasi ise
Ogrencinin kullanacagt modern egitim ara¢ ve gereclerle okula gittiginin bir
gostergesidir. Cizer burada, kizlara da erkeklerin sahip oldugu egitim imkéanlarindan
esit bir sekilde yararlanma hakki sunan Tevhid-i Tedrisat kanununun getirdigi
degisimi aktarmaktadir. Buradan 1938 yilinda egitim alan 6grencilerin okula nasil
gittikleri hakkinda bilgi sahibi olunabilmektedir.

Ikincisi, her sayfanin sol alt kdsesinde bulunan hoca/6gretmen imgeleridir. Sol
taraftaki sayfanin alt kosesinde yer alan hoca incelendiginde, hocanin sarik ve ciibbe
giydigi, ayaklarimin da ¢iplak oldugu goriilmektedir. Bununla birlikte hoca, yerde
bagdas kurarak rahle oniinde oturmaktadir. Oniindeki kitap incelendiginde ise,
kitabin igindeki yazilarm eski harflerden olustugu goriilmektedir. Ogretmenin
kiyafetinden ve Oniindeki kitaptan, karikatiiristin Tevhid-i Tedrisat Kanunu oncesi
egitimi ele aldig1t ve yeni Tirk harflerinin kabul edilmedigi donemi isledigi
anlagilmaktadir. Sag taraftaki sayfanin sol kdsesine ¢izilmis Ogretmen imgesi
incelendiginde ise, 6gretmen takim elbise giymekte ve kravat takmaktadir. Buradan
egitimcilerin  kiyafet alaninda yapilan yenilikleri uyguladiklart  mesaj
gonderilmektedir. Ogretmenin tahtanin yaninda dik bir durusla yeni Tiirk harflerini
tanitiyor olarak cizilmesi de yeni harflerin uygulamada oldugu ve ogrencilere
sunuldugunu gostermektedir. Tirk toplumunun gecirdigi toplumsal degisimi iki
sayfalik bir karikatiirde ele alan Cemal Nadir Giiler, donemi ¢izimine yansitmis ve
¢izimini gegmise taniklik eden gorsel bir kaynak haline getirmistir.

Incelenen iki karsilastirmali karikatiirde cizerler, Cumhuriyet Oncesi egitim
gercegi ile Tevhid-i Tedrisat Kanunu sonrast modern egitimi ele almislardir. Aym
yilda, farkli dergilerde farkli ¢izerlerin kaleminden ¢ikan bu karikatiirler, ¢izildigi
doneme taniklik eden ve ge¢mise ayna tutan kiymetli kaynaklardir.

Sanat eserleri toplumu yansitan yaratilardir. Dolayisiyla, i¢inde yaratildiklari
toplumu ve o toplumun gecirdigi degisimi yansitmaktadir. Gorsel sanatlardan biri
olan karikatiir de yapildig1 doneme ait bilgiler barindirmaktadir. Bu da karikatiirleri
geemisin  incelenebilecegi  belgeler yapmaktadir. Karsilagtirmali  karikatiirler
araciligiyla da yapilan yeniliklerde, toplumsal degisimde gelinen asama
gorilebilmektedir. Bu ¢alismada, 1938 yilinda yaymlanmis, eski ve yeni donemin
egitim gercegini yansitan karsilastirmali sanat karikatiirleri, her iki farkli donemin
egitiminin tarihsel boyutu géz o6niinde bulundurularak incelenmistir. Karsilastirmali
bu karikatiirlerde, Erken Cumhuriyet Donemi’nde egitim alaninda gelinen nokta
vurgulanmis ve o doneme 151k tutulmustur. Iki farkli karikatiiristin ¢izimlerinde
gorullyor ki; bilime yaklasim, pedagojik yontemler ve siniflarin fiziki yapisindaki
degisim bu c¢izimlere yansitilmistir. Malzemesini toplumdan alan karikatiir sanati,
anlik degisimleri yansittigi ve hizli bir sekilde biiyiik kitlelere ulasabildigi icin
toplumla arasinda bir bag bulunmaktadir. Dolayisiyla karikatiirler, sosyolojik ve
tarthsel boyutlar1 ile incelendiginde, bu c¢izimler bilimsel bir kaynak olarak
kullanilmaktadir (Efe, 2003: 91). Bu a¢idan bakildiginda, ¢izildigi déoneme taniklik
eden karikatiirlerin kiymetli belgeler oldugunu séylemek mimkinddr.
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Abstract: This study examines Edward Said’s book ‘Orientalism’ and the concept ‘orientalism’
developed within this work. It proposes that Said’s work has become important due to the
originality of Said’s book which comprises of a unified perspective that covers from literature to
arts, from politics to music. While this article studies his ‘Orientalism’ within this context, it also
examines how Said’s work distinguish from other studies on the topic. In this sense, the thesis that
Said is a writer who engaged the East and its problems, as well as the West and the writers who
make up its cultural memory, and their works, is put forward throughout this article. This study
uses descriptive research methodology in a critical perspective.

INTRODUCTION

When Edward Said's "Orientalism™ was published in 1978, it caused intense
debate in academic circles. Said's work was the first comprehensive study on how the
East appeared in the West, how it was interpreted and how it was transferred to the
world of imagination. This work did not only deal with the aspects of orientalism on
a literary-aesthetic, philosophical fields, but by placing it on a political sphere, it was
doing what had never been done before: The work, “Orientalism” interpreted the
concept orientalism as part of imperialist practices.
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Before Said go further to Ernest Renan, Silvestre de Sacy, these great orientalists
of the 19th century, he began his analysis with the Lebanese Civil War. This work,
which started with a descriptive analysis of the 1975 Lebanese Civil War, which
ended in 1990, gains a more comprehensive dimension in the following chapters and
shows that orientalism in the West, in fact, is a phenomenon that has been going on
for many centuries, which links Aeschylus and Victor Hugo, Dante, even Karl Marx.
The French journalist, who found Beirut destroyed in the Lebanese Civil War far
from Beirut depicted in the works of Chateaubriand and Nerval, actually reflected the
West's unconsciousness regarding the East. The expression of this unconscious, as
suggested in Said's work, is basically a problem of representation, a crisis of
representation indeed. The distorted representation of the East is based on false
experiences characterized by heartfelt adventures, exotic beings, extraordinary
visuals resembling an oasis, and their imagery fictionalized in the world of
imagination, starting in ancient times and reaching the present day.

Edward Said was the first to portray this representation crisis dating back to
ancient times with a holistic perspective. At the centre of his broad perspective is
Western imperialism and its power relations regarding the Orient, on which the
understanding of orientalism is based and which is constantly emphasized throughout
the work. Said’ (1979: 21) quotation of Marx’ 18th Brumaire of Luis Bonaparte,
"they cannot represent themselves, they must be represented"” cannot be thought of as
a coincidence or an ordinary echo. The meaning of this quote, which constitutes the
essence of "orientalism”, is related to how the West consciously constructs the
Orient, how it reshapes it with false images on the plane of representation, and how it
finally dominates the Orient with these depictions.

A one-sided, limited perspective and analysis extending from the Orient to the
West within the analysis of the orientalism problem of these distorted representations
does not constitute the magnitude of Said's point of view. The importance of his
point of view is not the division of Said’s visions into different parts, contrary to
what Ahmad (1992: 201) suggests, but from Antonio Gramsci to Michel Foucault,
Karl Marx, Gustave Flaubert, Friedrich Nietzsche, and Charles Baudelaire. It creates
a perspective that can penetrate the East and the West at the same time, extending to
even Theodor W. Adorno, where radical-canonical critical texts of the West are
employed. In his influential perspective, Said shows that the distorted representations
of the West regarding the Orient are themselves the products of distorted
development.

This study will approach Edward Said in this perspective. Said's work
"Orientalism” will be discussed together with the implications of orientalism terms,
while the importance of his work in today's world will be tried to be revealed by a
"rereading™ attempt. In this framework, after Said's brief biography, detailed analyses
of his paradigm-founder work "Orientalism™ will be included.
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1. THE TERMS 'ORIENT', 'ORIENTALISM' AND EDWARD SAID'S
SHORT BIOGRAPHY

At this point, it may be important to reveal the definition of orient and
Orientalism, its implications and what kind of historical development they have
shown as a concept before moving on to Said's analysis. According to Yucel Bulut
(2007: 428), who wrote the article 'Orientalism' in the Encyclopedia of Islam,
Orientalism expresses the systematic studies made on the East-East in the West since
the second half of the 19th century. It is a concept that includes “imaginary pictures”.
In other words, "Orientalism™ is essentially an Eastern Science, making researches
for the East-Orient.

The emergence of Orientalism as a field and a concept with almost definite
boundaries is the 19th century, as we will include in the analysis of Said's work
below, but the origin of the word can be traced back to the 17th century, even much
earlier. For example, "in 1683, the term orientalist meant a member of the Eastern or
Greek church” (Bulut, 2007: 428). The term was first used in English in 1779, during
the initial period of colonialism, to refer to the pro-Indo-Indians who advocated that
education should be conducted in the Indian language and culture, as opposed to the
pro-British people who claimed that education in this country should be in English
(Bulut, 2007: 428). The closest use of the concept to its present meaning takes place
in 1838. The word Orientalism, in the sense of eastern study, enters the Dictionnaire
de I'Academie Frangaise in 1838 (Bulut, 2007: 428).

Said (1979) states that Orientalism basically has a triple meaning: (1) Systematic
studies on the East; (2) epistemological and ontological divisions between the West
(Occident) and the Orient; (2) The collection or system of prejudiced fantasies,
dreams and images created for deliberate purposes (to dominate the Orient
politically).

The British and French influenced both the emergence and development of the
term. The political, economic and cultural developments experienced in these two
great empires of the West from the 18th to the 20th centuries, the transition of these
two empires to the imperialist-colonialist stage and their becoming effective on the
world scale are determinant in the development of the terms and studies of 'Orient’
and 'Orientalism’. It had an effect. As emphasized several times in Said's work, the
United States intervened in this concept and carried it to different dimensions much
later, in the 20th century, especially when the Jewish question is settled in the Middle
East after World War 11, and Jewish capital and intellectuals become decisive in the
United States.

It is Edward Said who has comprehended Middle Eastern, Palestinian and
Western cultures, and the concept of "Orientalism™ in the most effective way with the
perspective of the Orient, almost by making a kind of short circuit. As Bulut (2012:
2) stated, before Said, writers such as Muhammed al-Behiy, Malik Bin Nebi,
Mustafa Sibai, Maryam Jameelah, Mohammed Khalifa, M.M. Ahsan, Anouar Abdel-
Malek, Abdullah Laroui, Yves Lacoste, Al Tibawi, Talal Esad and Bryan S. Turner
have looked at this issue, but none have achieved the influence and competence of
Edward Said. Thus, it can be said that two important questions arise at this point:
What are the main elements that distinguish Said and his work from these authors?
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Why has Said's work been considered so important in the West that it cannot be
compared with any other author, and seen as a paradigm-building work?

Surely, questions can be answered from different perspectives. However, the
point on which the answer to both questions can rise is, of course, that Said, beyond
giving an academic identity to a problem that everyone feels, is very well aware of
the West and its works (including canonical ones). It lies in its ability to analyse a
phenomenon created by the West itself, Orientalism, its boundaries from literature,
philosophy, politics to art, in a framework that can carry and interpret the
perspectives of both Western and Oriental at the same time. With the forms of
thinking and feeling (Said, at the same time, known to have composed piano
concertos and had as much knowledge of music as a musicologist) gained in the
educational system that Said has been through since his childhood, he has found
himself in the West from a political reality like the Palestinian problem since
childhood. He was able to reveal and analyse his Orientalist views, and impose the
originality and competence of his perspective to Western intellectual circles. Here, it
Is seen that Said's first education, especially both the cosmopolitan and tight
orthodox Orientalist college education and environment in Cairo, contributed greatly
to him.

Edward William Said was born in 1935 in West Jerusalem to a Christian mother
from Palestine and a father from Lebanon.! He uses ironically sincere expressions
about the adventure of his name, reminiscent of both the West and the Orient at the
same time:

“My father had acquired U.S. citizenship during World War One, when he served
in the AEF under Pershing in France. He had originally left Palestine, then an
Ottoman province, in 1911, at the age of 16, to escape being drafted to fight in
Bulgaria. Instead, he went to the United States, studied and worked there for a few
years, then returned to Palestine in 1919 to go into business with his cousin.
Besides, with an unexceptionally Arab family name like Said connected to an
improbably British first name (my mother very much admired the Prince of Wales
in 1935, the year of my birth), | was an uncomfortably anomalous student all
through my early years: a Palestinian going to school in Egypt, with an English
first name, an American passport, and no certain identity at all.” (Said, 2001: 558)

When he was 12, his family immigrated to Egypt from Palestine and settled in
Cairo. In this period, Cairo is a cosmopolitan place where Ottoman-Turkish, Arab,
British, Muslim, Armenian, Greek, Italian and Jewish traditions find a living space
(Said, 2001: 558) Here, generations will serve the imperial interests of the British
and act in this direction. It is enrolled in an elite school called Victoria College,
which was established to educate. This school is in harmony with the cosmopolitan
structure of Cairo. Said (2001: 557) receives primary education among children of
different origins and religions. It is understood that Said (2001: 556) defines the
education of the school as it is understood to give a very successful education, among

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the students of this institution are names such as Omar Sharif (Michel Dimitri
Chalhoub), who will gain great success in world cinema and King Hussein, who will
become the King of Jordan.

The language of the school is English and he remembers that the following
practice is underlined in the school, Said (2001: 558): "The language of the school is
English." Students caught speaking another language will be punished. " For them,
English is a language "imposed” on their mother tongue, a civilization-language
relationship where they are forced to think in another language. Every student at the
school is constantly reminded that, despite their knowledge of Arabic and French,
they will study English with a strict colonial mindset.

These early years at Victoria College had a significant impact on Said, who does
not like Cairo but still respects his school. It is seen here that the West meets with the
understanding of ‘we' and 'them’, 'me' and 'other' for the first time. It is understood
that Said's complex and divided sentiment that “every time he speaks an English
sentence, he find himself echoing it in Arabic, and vice versa” (Said, 2001: 558) first
appeared here. The traces of this feeling will be intensified later, and added to the
analysis of Orientalism in the theoretical level, and especially to music in the field of
art. In another important work of Said (1994), the first seeds of the 'non-belonging-
not-to-be-nowhere' approach that he used when defining ‘the intellectual’, the
'homelessness’ approach and the 'great Orientalism analysis' which has now turned
into a 'paradigm-text' are here, in Cairo. It can be said that this college was formed
within this cosmopolitan structure.

Said's state of being ‘between worlds’ that he developed in these early years of
education and not belonging to anywhere has reflected on all of his analyses. While
his attitude and style of criticizing the West reminds an Oriental intellectual, he
sometimes reproaches the Orient as reminiscent of a Western intellectual. He
explains this situation with sincere words in the section named "Between Worlds™ of
"The Mind of Winter". Even the name of the section actually provides ample
evidence of this division. As a child of a Christian Arab family, Edward Said, who
speaks Arabic at home, English abroad, completed his education in Western schools
and joined academic life in the United States, could not feel himself as a wholly Arab
or a wholly Western.

Said (2001: 556) was expelled from Victoria College in 1951 for his
undisciplined behaviour and arguments with British teachers. He was at the age 16
then. Uncertainty appears for Said once again with his powerful steps. His father
decided to send Said to America. But even in this decision, there are still traces of his
father's devotion to the West: the school where he placed his son in the USA is a
strict moralist and puritanical school in Massachusetts. He remembers the day he was
enrolled in school and his first days with disappointment and sorrow (Said, 2001:
558). Whether he is a baptized Christian or passed through their education, he still
does not have the accent of an American, and is the only student of the school who
did not grow up with baseball, basketball, and American football. His name is
'Edward William', but here he is always seen as an ‘eastern’. The implications of the
meanings that the surname, ‘Said’, conjures up in the West, will be confronted here
seriously for the first time.
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Said is even more ambitious in this difficult situation that the Puritan school and
its students get into. In Cairo, with the contribution of the education he received, in
Victoria College, he becomes the first in the class of one hundred and sixty people
(Said, 2001: 558). However, even this success is not enough for him to be accepted
to the West, he is not even allowed to make opening and farewell speeches, as is
customary at school. Said (2001: 558) states that he still cannot forgive this exclusion
during his adolescence and that he cannot forget these disappointments. It seems that
this situation causes a reaction in him and has decisive effects on his intellectual
development. Now he becomes someone who looks at the West in a much more
critical manner.

In his graduate education, he takes courses on literature, philosophy and music,
the subjects are always the subjects of the Western world, the problems are always
the problems of this world, the Western aesthetics, Western aesthetic discussions and
themes in a predominantly aesthetic way. Said finds Joseph Conrad (2013), the
author of the "Heart of Darkness", who smashed colonialism and reminded how the
West is actually bringing nothing but material interests to these 'black continents' and
decides to do his dissertation on him. It combines Conrad's colonialist critique of the
West with his isolation in the United States.

He had to bear his Arab identity like a trace throughout his life. He is always
confronted with this identity before starting to work in Columbia, New York, one of
the most distinguished institutions of the USA. He sees the privileged position of
Jewish identity for the first time in these distinguished institutions by personally
experiencing it. Said soon realizes that "Palestinian” identity is also dangerous and to
be avoided than "Arab™ identity. He describes in "The Mind of Winter" (Said, 2001:
558-559) how he was recognized as 'one of them' as he displayed his talent and
intellectual energy in these institutions, but also how Palestinian and Arab identity
were carefully and persistently excluded from these praises.

As it is always encountered in these environments, an "emigre" is seen and
presented as an intellectual who has absorbed the Western issues and the values of
the West and strongly believes in them. But he is almost a young academic 'who eats
his heart'. Being both a 'dirty Arab’ and an Anglican at the same time meant being in
a constant inner war for Said (2001: 557). He takes; the tradition of historical
criticism from the Hungarian theorist Gyorgy Lukacs (1971, 1972), author of "The
Theory of the Novel", "History and Class Consciousness"; the radical criticism of
Karl Marx; from Nietzsche the strict seclusion in the cave, just as in "Thus Spoke
Zarathustra" (2006); the meanings beyond what he saw are just as in Conrad's
(2019) "Heart of Darkness", the world of representations, in which the seas, waves,
eddies, dark clouds, voyages are transformed images that always take the place of
something, and the manipulations of the power relations, forces and centres of power
(Said (1997) will later analyze this situation in detail in “Covering Islam”); the
humanist philology of Auerbach, Spitzer; from Gramsci (1992), the idea of the
production of power and consent; from Foucault (2004) ‘archaeology of knowledge’,
from Fanon (1963,1994) anti-imperialism; and from Adorno (1977, 1997, 2006),
transformations of music in the mirror of the last century. These names and works
are the names and the works that form an important part of the cultural memory of
the West.
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Said's awareness of Western intellectual knowledge and his perspective that he
enriched by adding his cultural roots to this substance pushed him to a critical
attitude on every issue. Martin Luther King's criticism and anti-war views, which
were on the rise in the US in the 1960s, caused him to be criticized severely during
this period. In these criticisms, his origins, language and being Palestinian were
highlighted and branded him as anti-semitic and Nazi-like (Said, 2001: 559).
Affected by these unjust attacks, Said begins a more serious journey to his roots,
which will lead him to the analysis of "Orientalism", which is also at the centre of
this writing. He got permission from his university in 1972 and went to the Middle
East, Beirut, to study Arabic language and literature:

“There was an existential as well as a felt political need to bring one self into
harmony with the other, for as the debate about what had once been called “the
Middle East” metamorphosed into a debate between Israelis and Palestinians, 1
was drawn in, ironically enough, as much because of my capacity to speak as an
American academic and intellectual as by the accident of my birth. By the mid-
seventies | was in the rich but unenviable position of speaking for two
diametrically opposed constituencies, one Western, the other Arab” (Said, 2001:
560).

With this journey, he has the opportunity to examine the divisions he had
experienced and felt without fully understanding at Viktoria College in his
childhood, and the Oriental, the state of being Oriental and the 'other’, which he felt
and had to feel in every stage of his life in his adventure in the US, with much more
mature eyes. Combining these observations with his strong analytical intelligence, he
writes the famous norm-work "Orientalism", which will be published in 1978 for the
first time.

2. SAID’S ‘ORIENTALISM’ ANALYSIS

The work, "Orientalism™, consists of three parts. In the first chapter titled "Scope
of Orientalism”, Said discusses how Orientalism is structured on the plane of
representations and how it is "orientalised™ by distributing it to the world scale and
"geographing" with these forms of representation.

According to Said (1979: 32, 43-44), Orientalists divide the world into two
basically ours and theirs. In representations structured in the world divided into two
on the imaginary plane, West and the Orient appear with their qualities that support
this division. In these forms of representation, the Orient is uncivilized (backward,
wild-alien, even barbarian), while West, on the contrary, is reflected as the centre of
civilization and it is thought that it is West's duty to civilize the uncivilized world
(Said, 1979: 33). According to them, the Orient is incapable of civilizing itself or
even ruling it. If the Orient is like this, it is believed that if it is barbarian, wild-alien,
uncivilized, it will be represented in the West by themselves. Here, a wide and rich
Orientalist field emerges in the West, from Dante to Gustave Flaubert to Arthur
Rimbaud. What is evident here is a representation plane in which Orientalism
approves imperialist and colonialist perspectives, which will turn into a big problem
on a world scale especially from the second half of the 19th century. Although
Orientalism has its roots in the ancient Greek world, it is essentially colonialist and
imperialist. The intensification of this ideology in the 19th century is one of the
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important reasons underlying its further prominence in the 20th century: the ideology
of Orientalism integrated with imperialism and colonialism became more apparent
with the spread of imperialism and colonialism. Said (1979: 39) explains this
situation in a passage as follows:

“To say simply that Orientalism was a rationalization of colonial rule is to ignore
the extent to which colonial rule was justified in advance by Orientalism, rather
than after the fact.”

Said (1979: 22) argues that this type of Orientalism is "Modern Orientalism™. It
can be said that it has reached an important level of activity on a world scale if it is
taken into account that the Orientalist forms of representation created by the West,
even by the Orientals, are frequently used in the West, which cannot be compared
with other types of this kind.

Said (1979: 22-23) emphasizes that Westerners do not practice Orientalism ‘from
afar’, but that they personally go to the east and record it by observing and
experiencing the east from an Orientalist perspective, as stated above. The quality
and criticism of these records spread over all parts of the work. The oriental and
oriental qualities of classical and modern Orientalism emerging in the representations
can be grouped under the following headings:

* Orientals "are back civilization as much as their racial backwardness"
* Orientals are ‘other’.

* Orient and oriental people are the geography and peoples that should be
dominated.

* Orientals are referred to as the dependent race.
* Orientals cannot know what is good for them and cannot rule themselves.

* Orientals are more or less the same everywhere (an Indian and an Arab are the
same, they are just a little different, because they are Oriental and the British follow
the same rules in Egypt and India while ruling)

» The oriental mindset hates certainty. This lack of certainty, which can easily
shift from accuracy to withdrawal, is the main feature of the Oriental mind (by
contrast, the European reason, demands conclusive evidence).

* Everything in the Orient and the Orient is downright inferior to the West. It
needs the corrective work of the West.

* Oriental is lecherous.

» Semitic peoples also experienced their most developed forms in their early
period, but never reached real maturity. (Renan)

 The result is the Orient of the Oriental-Orientalist researchers.

* Orientals are peoples "anxiously awaiting refuge ... landless, stateless, unjust,
unlawful, insecure” (Lamartine)

* It is generally reflected sexually in literary texts describing the Orient (for
example, Flaubert's works)

* Orient- a place where one can manage/liberate/experience sexual fantasy.
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* Basic ideas about the Orient: It has characteristics such as lustful, bullying
tendency, perverse mentality, negligence, backwardness. (Basic ideas that flowed out
of Orientalism in the 19th century)

In the first part, Said states that Orientalism is above all an academic field. He
states that the first Orientalist studies emerged with academic and language learning
and later expanded to cover a wide area and language extending to Islam and China
(Said,1979: 50).

Orientalism, to be precise, is an academic field of study. It is accepted that
Orientalism in its official form in the Christian West began when the Church Council
gathered in Vienna in 1312 decided to establish "Arabic, Greek, Hebrew and Syriac"
chairs in the universities of "Paris, Oxford, Bologna, Avignon and Salamanca™ (Said,
1979: 51-52).

However, Said determined the boundaries of Orientalism as specifically the
Arab-Islamic geography and Britain, France and the USA, which have decisive
effects in this geography. In the first chapter, Said underlines that Europe's fear of
Islam has become evident over time and within this framework it produces new
forms of representation regarding Islam and the Orient. The reason for this is the fear
created in this geography by the Islamic armies, which are at the gates of Europe:

“Yet where Islam was concerned, European fear, if not always respect, was in
order. After Mohammed's death in 632, the military and later the cultural and
religious hegemony of Islam grew enormously. First Persia, Syria, and Egypt, then
Turkey, then North Africa fell to the Muslim armies; in the eighth and ninth
centuries Spain, Sicily, and parts of France were conguered. By the thirteenth and
fourteenth centuries Islam ruled as far east as India, Indonesia, and China. And to
this extraordinary assault Europe could respond with very little except fear and a
kind of awe. Christian authors witnessing the Islamic conquests had scant interest
in the learning, high culture, and frequent magnificence of the Muslims, who were,
as Gibbon said, "coeval with the darkest and most slothful period of European
annals.” (Said, 1979: 59).

Describing the Western understanding of Orientalism in this period as "Classical
Orientalism”, Said (1979: 60) states that the West developed Orientalist perspectives
along with the fear of Islam. He claims that one of these perspectives is reflected in
the word "Mohammedism". Said explains that the West chose to describe Muslims
with the word "Mohammedan™ by starting to use a term that Muslims are foreign to,
instead of the word “Islam". This is a typical Orientalist view. Just like in
Christianity. The West prefers to define believers in Islam as "Mohammedan”, as in
the viewpoint that defines Christians as the religion of Christ and believers in this
religion as Christians. This situation is the manifestation of a distorted series of
Islamic knowledge and representations created in the West during this period. In
these representations, Prophet Muhammad is slandered, he is even called as the
founder of the "heresy"” (p.66). This defamatory look takes its place in Cervantes'
Don Quixote, which is accepted as the first modern novel, and in an extreme form in
the Divine Comedy of Dante (2003), which is considered one of the basic texts of
Western Literature.

Believing that he is embarking on a holy journey, Dante (2003: 54)) places
Mohammed, whom he believes is one of the great sinners, on the last floor of his
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hell. What comes right after this layer is the floor in Dante's work, where Satan is
reached. Said (1979: 68), interprets these passages, which are typical examples of the
attack on Islam, in his work:

" ‘Maometto’— Mohammed--turns up in canto 28 of the Inferno. He is located in
the eighth of the nine circles of Hell, in the ninth of the ten Bolgias of Malebolge, a
circle of gloomy ditches surrounding Satan's stronghold in Hell. Thus before Dante
reaches Mohammed, he passes through circles containing people whose sins are of
a lesser order: the lustful, the avaricious, the gluttonous, the heretics, the wrathful,
the suicidal, the blasphemous. After Mohammed there are only the falsifiers and
the treacherous (who include Judas, Brutus, and Cassius) before one arrives at the
very bottom of Hell, which is where Satan himself is to be found.” (Said, 1979: 68)

Said (1979: 72) also writes that the way this classical Orientalist literature
reflects the Orient and Islam has a psychological dimension and is actually the
manifestations of a typical paranoid view. This paranoid view can also be interpreted
as the manifestations of the fears emanated by the Islamic armies at the gates of the
West, as we stated above.

According to Said, these fears, which turn into delirium, diminish as research and
studies on Islam are carried out in the West, and Islam is even shown as a religion
that can be admired, according to Said (1979: 83). Undoubtedly, the changing
political economy tactics of the West and the colonialist aims that have developed in
parallel with this have a great effect on this radical change. Napoleon's Egyptian
Expedition (1798) and his attempt to use Islam as a tool at this time constitute a
typical example of this situation. Said (1979: writes, Said (1979: 82-83):

“When it seemed obvious to Napoleon that his force was too small to impose itself
on the Egyptians, he then tried to make the local imams, cadis, muftis, and ulemas
interpret the Koran in favor of the Grande Armee. To this end, the sixty ulemas
who taught at the Azhar were invited to his quarters, given full military honors,
and then allowed to be flattered by Napoleon's admiration for Islam and
Mohammed and by his obvious veneration for the Koran, with which he seemed
perfectly familiar. This worked, and soon the population of Cairo seemed to have
lost its distrust of the occupiers. Napoleon later gave his deputy Kleber strict
instructions after he left always to administer Egypt through the Orientalists and
the religious Islamic leaders whom they could win over; any other politics was too
ex-pensive and foolish.”

Leading the Muslims in the conquest of Egypt was only part of Napoleon's grand
plan. The main goal was to achieve France's imperialist-colonialist goals by
controlling Egypt and the entire Middle East. Said (1979: 83) writes:

“But dealings with the Muslims were only a part of Napoleon's project to dominate
Egypt. The other part was to render it completely open, to make it totally
accessible to European scrutiny. From being a land of obscurity and a part of the
Orient hitherto known at second hand through the exploits of earlier travelers,
scholars, and conquerors, Egypt was to become a department of French learning.
Here too the textual and schematic attitudes are evident.”

In this way, Orientalism ceased to be a field where knowledge and the Orient,
specifically Islam, were despised, and transformed into an imperial institution in the
19th and 20th centuries, transforming into an economic-political field in the service
of imperialism (Said, 1979: 100). In the second chapter of the work titled "Orientalist
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Structures and Restructures”, Said deals with issues such as redrawn borders,
secularizing religion, Orientalist works of Silvestre de Sacy and Ernest Renan,
residence in the Orient, pilgrims and pilgrimage.

Before proceeding with his further analysis in the second chapter, Said first deals
with the studies, publications and political organizations in the 18th and 19th
centuries in the formation of Western culture and argues that these practical and
intellectual development, formations, basically took place on the axis of
Enlightenment thought and positivism (Said, 1979: 113-116). In this context, in the
introduction to the second chapter, Edward Said, extended his analysis to the
Western world in the 18th and 19th centuries to Gustave Flaubert, Saint-Simon,
Fourier, romantics and strict positivists, even Mozart's tunes and ‘intuitions'
reminiscent of the Orient ('The Orientalist view in the opera 'Die Entfiihrung aus dem
Serail-The Abduction from the Seraglio). Said (1979: 118) states that the West has
begun to position itself with the mission of spreading the message to other lands
starting from this period, the 18th century, and to read the world accordingly and to
construct the world of imagination, Said (1979: 118). Of course, as stated above, the
roots of this dominant thought can be traced back to the pre-Renaissance period, but
if we take the definition preferred by Said, the Orientalist view, which is now
ossified in the West, it can be seen that the building blocks of 'modern Orientalism'
were formed in the 18th and 19th centuries:

“Sensuality, promise, terror, sublimity, idyllic pleasure, intense energy: the Orient
as a figure in the pre-Romantic, pretechnical Orientalist imagination of late-
eighteenth century Europe was really a cham eleonlike quality called (adjectivally)
"Oriental."" But this free-floating Orient would be severely curtailed with the
advent of academic Orientalism.” (Said, 1979: 119-120).

Said (2005: 130) argues that modern Orientalism has four constituent elements,
and these elements are the basic elements that shape contemporary Orientalism.
These; Expansion, historical confrontation, empathy and classification. These four
elements sprouted and became widespread in the 18th century:

“The four elements I have described— expansion, historical confrontation,
sympathy, classification— are the currents in eighteenth-century thought on. whose
presence the specific intellectual and institutional structures of modern
Orientalism depend. Without them Orientalism, as we shall see presently, could not
have occurred. Moreover, these elements had the effect of releasing the Orient
generally, and Islam in particular, from the narrowly religious scrutiny by which it
had hitherto been examined (and judged) by the Christian West. In other words,
modem Orientalism derives from secularizing elements in eighteenth-century
European culture.” (Said, 1979: 120)

The tradition of the West of reaching ‘other wonderlands’ and spreading
communiqués to these lands in line with its political interests began with Napoleon's
Egypt Expedition. However, in the background of the political-economic interests of
this expedition, there was a philosophical-literary-aesthetic and positivist scientific
field created in the West in the 18th and 19th centuries. The defining figures of this
area are Sacy, Renan and Lane, according to Said (1979: 122):

“What Sacy, Renan, and Lane did was to place Orientalism on a scientific and
rational basis. This entailed not only their own exemplary work but also the
creation of a vocabulary and ideas that could be used impersonally by anyone who
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wished to become an Orientalist. Their inauguration of Orientalism was a
considerable feat. It made possible a scientific terminology; it banished obscurity
and instated a special form of illumination for the Orient; it established the figure
of the Orientalist as central authority for the Orient; it legitimized a special kind of
specifically coherent Orientalist work; it put into cultural circulation a form of
discursive currency by whose presence the Orient henceforth would be spoken for;
above all, the work of the inaugurators carved out a field of study and a family of
ideas which in turn could form a community of scholars whose lineage, traditions,
and ambitions were at once internal to the field and external enough for general
prestige.” (Said, 1979: 122)

The differences and similarities of the works of Sacy, Renan and Lane are
discussed in detail in this chapter, especially for Orientalism. Said (1979: 124) states
that Sacy brought the texts of the Orient to France without going to the Orient, and
that he created an Oriental corpus with these texts here. In these works in which he
focuses on Arabic, Sacy gave works with cultural generalizations and typical
examples of ‘cultural generalisation’, which, according to Said (1979: 150), is also
heavily involved in Renan. Focusing on the Sami languages, Renan discussed the
work done in these languages. In a passage where he compared Renan and Sacy,
Said (1979: 150) writes:

“When we read Renan and Sacy, we readily observe the way cultural
generalization had begun to acquire the armor of scientific statement and the
ambience of corrective study. Like many academic specialties in their early phases,
modern Orientalism held its subject matter, which it defined, in a viselike grip
which it did almost everything in its power to sustain. Thus a knowing vocabulary
developed, and its functions, as much as its style, located the Orient in a
comparative framework, of the sort employed and manipulated by Renan.”

Said (1979: 154) problematically includes Karl Marx to those who ‘remotely’
viewers of the Orient, writes that even Marx, after analysing the injustices of Britain
in India, with an inevitable Orientalist understanding, argues that British modernist
interventions in this country are necessary. Marx approached the phenomenon of
modernisation of India with an Orientalist perspective, influenced by the definitions,
abstractions, generalizations and conceptualizations dominating in his own age and
its environment. Edward Said points out that Orientalism appears in the West with
internalised prejudices even in the texts of the most radical theorists of the West.

Said (1979: 156) also argues that modern Orientalism is shaped on two traditions:
Those who study the Orient from afar and those who go to the Orient and live here,
observe the Orient at its location and do their work in the Orient. Accordingly, Sacy
and Renan are the authors in the first category. Said lists Lane, Chateaubriand,
Lamartine, Burton, Flaubert, Nerval, and Kinglake as representatives of the second
tradition. As British and French writers, they reflected the West's view of the Orient
with their own unique styles in their works. Lane lives among Egyptians, Modern
Egyptians are the product of this period; Chateaubriand writes the book Itineraire de
Paris a Jerusalem, et de Jerusalem a Paris (1810— 1811) depicting the Orient that
is “a decrepit canvas awaiting his restorative efforts” (Said, 1979: 171). "He tries to
consume the Orient" (Said, 1979: 174). Following the path of Chateaubriand,
Lamartine referred to himself and France as a power in the Orient as the
representative of French imperialism in the Orient and presenting the Orient as 'the
land of religions and miracles' (Said, 1979: 170, 179) makes great contributions to
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the formation of stereotypes about the Orient. Taking Lane as an example, Burton
according to Said (Said, 1979: 197), turned to sympathy with the Orient by
developing a middle path between French writers and Lane (Said, 1979: 195). In his
works, Burton was both a rebellious rebel against Britain and the imperialist deputy
of this empire in the Orient. On his pilgrimage to the Orient in 1849-50, where he
was looking for something personal, Flaubert, unlike Lane, Chateaubriand, and
Lamartine, describes the Orient where he finds an aesthetic space full of
imagination's possibilities, "highly material™ (Said, 1979: 184). In the same manner
as Flaubert, Nerval surpasses the simple imperialist portrayals of the Orient, but his
work, which is embellished with long unethical quotations from Lane without
naming it, is nevertheless the "negative vision of an emptied Orient” that finally
surface (Said, 1979: 184). Kinglake's work is dry, prejudiced, condescending,
reminiscent of a Westerner's “shopping trip to an Oriental bazaar”, and even “a
pathetic catalogue of pompous ethnocentrisms and tiringly nondescript accounts of
the Englishman's East” (Said, 1979: 193).

In the third chapter, titled "Orientalism Now", Edward Said discusses subjects
such as ‘latent and manifest Orientalism’, ‘style, expertise, vision: Orientalism’s
worldliness’, ‘modern Anglo-French Orientalism in fullest flower’ and ‘the latest
phase’. The idea that constitutes the essence of this chapter is that no author
approaching the Orient, thinking or dreaming about the Orient is not free, and they
have to use cliché patterns and forms of cliché representation. Here, in these forms of
representation, Said (1979: 202-203) mentions the existence of an underlying power
mechanism, a hidden-latent desire of the West that wants to dominate the Orient.
Said (1979: 2005) stated that the representations of the Orient became more
prominent in the 19th century and that these representations coincided with the
imperialist and colonialist aspirations of Europe by concentrating on representations
such as ‘sensuality’, ‘despotism’, ‘aberrant mentality’, ‘habits of inaccuracy’,
‘backwardness’. However, these representations manifest in two aspects, "manifest”
and "latent", according to Said (1979: 206). “Latent Orientalism” is unconscious
Orientalism, while “Manifest Orientalism” includes the biased, ideological cliché
representations used in relation to the Oriental society (Said, 1979: 206). While
“latent Orientalism” was present in the leading writers-artists of the West from
Flaubert to Marx and Baudelaire, “manifest Orientalism” articulated with the
political sphere and binds the Orient to colonialist, imperialist aspirations within the
framework of its eccentricity, backwardness, silent indifference, feminine
penetrability.

Said (1979: 220) stated that the imperialist plans of two European powers, Britain
and France, for the Orient in the early years of the 20th century, brought Orientalism
to a new stage that the Ottoman Empire holds. After a detailed historical background,
Said (1979: 220) writes:

“In the only part of the Orient where British and French interests literally
overlapped, the territory of the now hopelessly ill Ottoman Empire, the two
antagonists managed their conflict with an almost perfect and characteristic
consistency. Britain was in Egypt and Mesopotamia; through a series of quasi-
fictional treaties with local (and powerless) chiefs it controlled the Red Sea, the
Persian Gulf, and the Suez Canal, as well as most of the intervening land mass
between the Mediterranean and India. France, on the other hand, seemed fated to
hover over the Orient, descending once in a while to carry out schemes that
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repeated de Lesseps's success with the canal; for the most part these schemes were
railroad projects, such as the one planned across more or less British territory, the
Syrian-Mesopotamian line. In addition France saw itself as the protector of
Christian minorities— Maronites, Chaldeans, Nestorians. Yet together, Britain and
France were agreed in principle on the necessity, when the time came, for the
partition of Asiatic Turkey. Both before and during World War | secret diplomacy
was bent on carving up the Near Orient first into spheres of influence, then into
mandated (or occupied) territories. In France, much of the expansionist sentiment
formed during the heyday of the geo-graphical movement focused itself on plans to
partition Asiatic Turkey, so much so that in Paris in 1914 "a spectacular press
campaign was launched” to this end. In England numerous committees were
empowered to study and recommend policy on the best ways of dividing up the
Orient. Out of such commissions as the Bunsen Committee would come the joint
Anglo-French teams of which the most famous was the one headed by Mark Sykes
and Georges Picot. Equitable division of geographical space was the rule of these
plans, which were deliberate attempts also at calming Anglo-French rivalry.”

In order to realise the imperialist plans of the West, travellers, military personnel,
and secret agents were sent to this region, which was owned by the Ottoman Empire.
In this chapter Said talks about the activities of these travellers in detail. Among
these travellers, T. E. Lawrence, G. Bell, and St. Joh Philby. These professional
agents, at first, polled anti-British thoughts and environment, then they prepared
local elements and tribes against Ottoman rule and rebelled. In this context, the
biggest and most "refined"” contribution to British policy comes from T. E. Lawrence,
the author of ‘Seven Pillars of Wisdom” (1997). Lawrence recounts how they
"prepared” tribes and Arabs against the Ottomans after a lot of ‘wise' and 'mysterious'
words. In his narratives, the Arab tribes and kingdoms that he appears to stand by are
depicted from an Oriental perspective. In these depictions, Arabs are portrayed as
ignorant, dirty, but well-covered, tribes, kingdoms, peoples, and Turks as a foolish,
ruthless, strict exploitative nation, oppressed under the so-called Ottoman cruelty and
in need of someone to show them the way to freedom.

This form of expression, can be found in Lawrence of Arabia (1962), which was
filmed much later on Lawrence. From the director David Lean's perspective,
Lawrence is projected with the appearance of a "wise", a "mystic"”, a "passionate
man”, while the Arabian Peninsula is given by deserts, unbearable heat, primitive
images of tribes, vast images of the desert, ignorance of Arab society. However,
British intervention is left unquestioned. The stances and images of the British
soldiers are reflected with utmost dignity, although there are occasional serious
debates between them and Lawrence. The Arabs are represented as a people waiting
for freedom and enlightenment. With a distorted Oriental perspective, of course, this
freedom and enlightenment will be given to them by the British, the Westerners, who
know very well what they are:

“Gertrude Bell, T. E. Lawrence, and St. John Philby, Oriental experts all, posted to
the Orient as agents of empire, friends of the Orient, formulators of policy
alternatives because of their intimate and expert knowledge of the Orient and of
Orientals. They formed a ‘band’— as Lawrence called it once— bound together by
contradictory notions and personal similarities: great individuality, sympathy and
intuitive identification with the Orient, a jealously preserved sense of personal
mission in the Orient, cultivated eccentricity, a final disapproval of the Orient.”
(Said, 1979: 224)
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The British had started big plans for the Middle East and the sending of these
people to this geography was exactly about the operation of this plan. While these
agents used the Western imagination of the Orient to work, they also caused the
Orient to be fragmented, divided and powerless. At a time when this powerlessness is
completed, the settlement of the Palestinian problem in the Middle East take place
right after World War 1l. In this grand plan, as in previous versions, it is no longer
possible to write and record what they have seen from an Orientalist point of view. In
short, ‘understanding’ becomes unimportant. At this point the mobilization of the
Orient must join the ranks of the values, interests and goals of the West.

In Chapter 3, Orientalism is analysed in details in its appearance in the 20™
century. Said, (1979: 72) states that the West changed its imperialist policies in this
century. Although Arabs were known in the West as an effective commercial nation
in the Middle Ages, this fact, int his century, was replaced by the argument that
Arabs lacked the skills of trading and economic logic with the establishment of
Orientalism.

Edward Said concludes with H. A. R., who shaped the aspects of Orientalism in
the early 20th century. Gibb and M. L. touche on the differences of Massignon's
view of the Orient and give a wide coverage to the views of both names.

CONCLUSION

It has been 42 years since the first edition of Edward Said's work "Orientalism".
Although the book was written towards the end of the 1970s, its influence still
continues today. As emphasized above, "Orientalism" is now seen as a ‘paradigm
work’. Before Edward Said, there have been many works and writers that dealt with
this subject, but none of them could reach Said's influence.

In this article, the answer to the question of why Said's work could have such a
powerful influence and domain has been sought by revising this fundamental work.
In this context, the thesis of the article focuses on the fact that Said has absorbed both
the West and the Orient very well and is able to present his analysis within the
framework of the thought practices of Western academics. Said was able to bring
together Eastern and Orientalism studies and Western writers such as Flaubert,
Baudelaire, Marx, Nietzsche, using an inclusive methodology. Drive of his work, this
profoundness that can extend from philosophy to literature, from politics to music,
constitutes the power of his work as a whole. Perhaps because Said, while revealing
the hypocrisy, prejudices, Orientalist imagery of the West, was able to combine the
rebellious state of an Oriental and the analytical thinking methods familiar to the
Western academic community with a competent personal/intellectual discourse
which no other intellectual could have worked until him reached his work to an
incomparable level of efficiency.

Undoubtedly, in this activity and competence, as stated above, his personal life
adventure, the division of his personality and identity within this adventure had great
effects. His life and intellectual sphere are squeezed between the Orient and the
West, while his eyes are on the inventory of the historical, cultural, economic and
political interactions of these two spheres, which are often one-sided (from the West
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to the Orient). "Orientalism™ is, in fact, a summarised version of a voluminous
corpus.

Said continues his career, which Conrad started with the work written at the
peaks of the colonial period of the West, with other works he will write in parallel
with the spirit of this work. All of them, including his "On Late Style" (2007), which
includes his work on music, constitute the common theme, the division, the
compulsion to tell in another language, the inability to tell, the inability to appear
with its true representation, the journeys to the heart of darkness in an unjust world.
In his ouvre, a deeply penetrating dialectical melancholy is felt in the background of
his profound observations and analyses involving the West and the Orient. Perhaps it
is this feature that draws him to Theodor Adorno in his musical studies and musical
works, which constitute an important part of his feelings: When we analyse
everything from a dialectical point of view, sadness inevitably becomes dominant in
one way or another.

Said was from Palestine. But he could not be fully himself either in Palestine or,
as a baptized Christian, in the United States. This situation created the dialectical
melancholia of his "homelessness".
