Dank der auf die ganze antike Stadt
ausgedehnten Grabungserlaubnis konnten
mehrere Objekte untersucht werden.

1. Zu den Kultterrassen am Burgberg:

Unter Leitung von Friulein Dr. E.
Specht wurden die 1971 begonnenen Un-
tersuchungen der Felsterrassen am FuBle des
Burgberges unterhalb des Heroons fortge-
setzt. Das von K. Schulz aufgemessene
Areal zeigt eine Reihe von Terrassen, zu
denen Stufen hinauffiihren. Die oberste
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westliche Terrasse ist 10,30 m lang und
5,90 m tief. In der nordlichen Riickwand
ist in 1,10 m Hohe eine naiskosférmige 64
cm hohe und 50 cm tiefe Nische eingetieft
mit einem Diibelloch, das zur Einlassung
eines Sitzbildes einer Gottheit diente. 3
noch in situ befinliche kleine Tirpfannen
beweisen, daf die Nische durch Fliigeltii-
ren verschlossen werden konnte. Um so-
wohl diese als auch die unteren Terrassen
vor den Wassermassen der Regenzeit zu
schiitzen, wurde an der Nordwand ein Ent-
wisserungskanal angelegt, der nach Osten
verlauft.

Zahlreiche Ziegelfunde lassen auf eine
Uberdachung schlieBen, die sicherlich von
einer lykischen Holzbalkonstruktion get-
ragen wurde.

Die Untersuchung wird fortgesetzt.

II. Zum Kenotaph fiir Gaius Caesar:

Die weitere Freilegung des turmartigen
Bauwerkes in der westlichen Unterstadt
erbrachte Evidenz fiir die These vom Ke-
notaph fiir den 4 n.Chr. in Limyra vers-
torbenen Gaius Caesar.

Die 1971 erkannte Datierung der Zers-
torungsperioden bestitigte sich. Trotz des
Einsatzes eines Baggers und mehrerer Was-
serpumpen konnte an der Stdwest-Ecke
das Fundament nicht erreicht werden (Abb.
1). Fiinf Schichten des rusticierten Quader-
mauerwerkes vom Podium konnten fest-
gestellt werden (Abb. 2,3). Wieviele Schich-
ten noch folgen, muB die weitere Ausgra-
bung kldren. Zu diesen 5 Schichten mit
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ca. 3,00 m Hohe kommen 15 Schichten
mit ca. 9,50 m Hoéhe. Dort, wo der Wech-
sel der Schichten am Kern deutlich sicht-
bar ist, erfolgte vermutlich eine Einziehung
des AuBenmantels. 1,02 m tief ist der aus-
gesparte Raum im oberen Teil des GuB-
kernes erhalten. Ergéinzen wir den Raum
zu einer Hohe von 2,00 m und nehmen an
jeder Seite eine fehlende Mantelschicht von
1,00 m Tiefe an, so dérfen wir in mehr als
13,50 m Hohe eine quadratische Plattform
annehmen von 10,00 m Seitenlinge.

Qualititvolle Fragmente der Bauor-
namentik, die in den byzantinischen Schich-
ten verbaut sind, legen nahe, als bekronen-
den AbschluB eine Marmorarchitektur
anzunehmen (Abb. 8).

Unter den Fragmenten von Skulptur
sind zu erwdhnen ein bértiger Kopf, von
dem nicht mit Sicherheit zu sagen ist, ob
er zu einem Hochrelief oder zu einer Freip-
lastik gehort hat (Abb. 7) und ein weiteres
Kopffragment mit stark gelocktem Haar.
Ein Handfragment mit Siegelring am klei-
nen Finger und ein FuBifragment mit Plin-
the und zahlreiche Gewandfragmente be-
zeugen Statuen am Bau.

Skulpturenfragmente und Bauorna-
mente widersprechen einer Datierung in
augustdische Zeit nicht.

Der Bau von Limyra 148t sich in eine
Reihe stellen mit hellenistischen und friih-
kaiserzeitlichen turmartigen Mausoleen, die
letztlich auf das Mausoleum von Halikar-
nassos zuriickzufilhren sind. Jagdszenen
und Waffen schmiicken die 4 Seiten des
Untergeschosses bei dem spéthellenistis-
chen Grabturm von El Hermel in Syrien®.
Die AusmaBe des Grabturmes von Kalat
Fakra 2 in Syrien entsprechen mit ca. 16,00
m Seitenlidnge fast dem Bau von Limyra.
Hier fiihrte eine Freitreppe durch ein Sys-

tem von Korridoren zu einer gut geschiitz-
ten Kammer. Durch Inschriften 148t sich
der Bau vor das Jahr 43 n.Chr. datieren.

Auch in Nordafrika finden wir Beispiele
turmartiger Mausoleen. Der gut erhaltene
Bau von Thugga ® in Tunesien zeichnet sich
durch Inschriften, freiplastische Statuen
und Reliefschmuck aus. Das Mausoleum
von Kroub* zeigt als obersten AbschluB}
einen Monopteros, wie er fiir Limyra
nicht ausgeschlossen werden darf. Beide
Baudenkmiéler sind als Grabmal des Mas-
sinissa zu erkldren versucht worden, jenes
numidischen Ko&nigs, dessen Expansions-
drang zur Zerstorung Karthagos fiihrte.

Auch auf der iberischen Halbinsel war
dieser Bautypus bekannt, wie der Grab-
turm bei Tarragona in Spanien beweist,
der Torre de los Escipiones genannt wird ®.
Die Attisfiguren am Sockel und die unfer-
tigen Reliefs der Grabinhaber im Oberges-
choB3 werden stilistisch mit den Reliefs des
Julier-Grabes von St. Remy/Glanum in
Verbindung gebracht®. Hier ist das 2.
Obergeschof als Quadrifrons, als Triumph-
und Ehrenbogen gestaltet und unterstiitzt
in Verbindung mit den Schlachtenreliefs
des 1. Geschosses die Vermutung, daB
dieser 18,00 m hohe Grabturm als Keno-
taph zu verstehen ist fiir jene Minner,
deren Statuen im Monopteros auf der
Spitze des Monumentes aufgestellt sind.
Besonders die Relief- und Statuenfragmen-
te dieses Monumentes kurz vor der Zeiten-
wende in Gallien, lassen es geraten erschei-
nen, diesen Bau bei der weiteren Freile-
gung in Limyra vor Augen zu haben.

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Unter der Voraussetzung, dafl die wei-
teren Grabungen die These vom Kenotaph
firr Gaius Caesar verifizieren kénnen, muf
die Frage nach dem Auftraggeber anges-
chnitten werden. Das kleine Limyra kann
die immensen Kosten fiir diesen gewaltigen
Bau nicht aufgebracht haben, naheliegen-
der erscheint es, als Auftraggeber den
Lykiarchen, bzw. die lykische Bundesver-
sammlung zu vermuten. Dem Adoptivsohn
des rémischen Kaisers, der zur Nachfolge
bestimmt war, lieB der lykische Bundess-
taat am Orte seines Todes ein Kenotaph
errichten, um Augustus zu ehren. Eine
solch geschickte, Rom freundliche Politik
der selbststindigen Republik Lykien ist
vielfach zu belegen ’. Erst 43 n.Chr. unter
Claudius wurde Lykien romische Provinz.

Der Bau war im Laufe der Jahrhun-
derte sowohl Naturgewalten als auch be-
wuBter Zerstorung ausgesetzt.

Die Kiistensenkung bei gleichzeitiger
Aufschwemmung der Ebene durch Ge-
rollmassen, die durch die Fliisse von den
Bergen herabgegeschwemmt wurden, be-
wirkte, daB3 der Bau im 6. Jh. bereits am
Sockel mehrere Meter tief verschiittet war.

In dieser 1. byzantinischen Phase wurde
rund um den Bau eine iiberdachte Halle
angelegt. Im Abstand von 2,00 m vom
Kenotaph wurden 0,50 m breite Blocke
mit Auflager um den Bau verlegt und
mit 3 Steinlagen eine Pflasterung erzielt,
wobei die Bossen der zweiten Schicht vom
Kenotaph als Auflager dienten (Abb. 4-6).

Der birtige Kopf (Abb. 7) wurde an
der Stid-West-Ecke unter diesem byzanti-
nischen Pflaster gefunden. Zu dieser Zeit
mag der Bau selbst noch intakt gewesen
sein. Herabgestiirzte Skulpturen gerieten
jedoch in die Planierungsschicht, auf der
das Pflaster verlegt wurde.

In der 2. Periode, in mittelbyzantinis-
cher Zeit, wurden an der Siidseite achsen-
parallel Héuser iliber der dlteren Pflaste-

rung angelegt, wobei der Auflenmantel
des Kenotaph als Steinbruch diente. Die
Steinlage IIT (nach dem Plan von 1971)
wurde fast bis an den Gullkern abgetragen
und mit einem FEstrich versehen. Der siid-
westliche Eckblock erhielt einen Entwis-
serungskanal. Die Bruchsteinmauer direkt
an der Siidseite des GuBkernes beweist,
daB diese Schicht als Innenraum diente.
In dieser Bruchsteinmauer wurde der Kopf
gefunden, der mit dem Lucius Caesar
—Kopf von Thasos verglichen wurde?®. In
der ostlichen Ecke der starken Siidmauer
dieser 2. byzantinischen Periode wurde
auf den Pflastersteinen 368/66 das Kop-
ffragment mit den dichten stark bewegten
Haarlocken gefunden.

Die 3. Zerstorungsperiode erfolgte im
Mittelalter. Wiederum wurden Blocke des
AuBenmantels vom Kenotaph herausgeb-
rochen und zum Bau von gréBeren Hiu-
sern verwendet, die wiederum achsenpa-
rallel zum Kenotaph angeordnet waren.

Die 4. und letzte Zerstorung erlitt der
Bau durch Schatzsucher in den 3o iger
Jahren unseres Jahrhunderts. Auf der Suc-
he nach einer Schatzkammer in dem Turm
wurde die ganze Nordwest-Ecke mit Dy-
namit abgesprengt, wie Hunderte von Bohr-
Iochern beweisen. Da in der jlingsten Fiill-
schicht noch Teile der Bauornamentik ge-
funden wurden, darf vermutet werden, dal
Teile der Marmorarchitektur auf der Spitze
des Monumentes Anfang unseres Jahr-
hunderts noch in situ waren.

IIl. Zur byzantinischen Kirche in der
Ost-Stadt

Im Gebiet des antiken Limyra liegen
zwei Kirchenruinen, die eine am Hang
wenig oberhalb des Heroon, die andere in
der Ebene, fast im Zentrum der befestigten
Oststadt von letzterer stehen heute nur
noch die beiden Seitenwangen der Apsis
aufrecht und wenige Mauerziige, die nord-
lich daran anschlieBen. Durch die Kirche

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flieBt ein Quellarm des Limyros; das Ge-
lande ist stark verwachsen und versumpft.
Der Grundwasserspiegel liegt oft nicht
tiefer als 40 cm unter dem Boden; die
Verschiittung betrdgt dort, wo sie gepriift
wurde (Tiréffnung in der Langswand des
noérdlichen Seitenschiffes) 1,80 m. Schon
die zentrale Lage des Baues macht es
wahrscheinlich, daB3 sich hier die Reste
der Hauptkirche des christlichen Limyra
erhalten haben.

Vom 28.9. bis zum 13.10.1972 wurde
das Geldnde gereinigt und an fiinf Stellen
wurden Sondagen vorgenommen, um Aus-
maBe und GrundriB des Baues zu kliren.

Die Untersuchungen ergaben, dal
es sich um eine dreischiffige Basilika han-
delt, deren Mauern vorwiegend aus Bru-
chstein, die Ecken und Vorlagen jedoch
aus Werksteinbldcken errichtet waren. Die
Schiffe waren wahrscheinlich durch Siu-
lenstellungen voneinander getrennt, denn
im ehemaligen Innenraum wurden noch
zwei Spolienkapitelle gefunden. Die Kirche
besaf3 im Westen keine Vorhalle; von dort
war sie durch drei Tiiren zugéinglich. Die
Rahmung der nordlichen ist noch fast
vollstindig erhalten, von der siidlichen
existiert nur noch ein Teil des Sturzes. Die
Seitenschiffe schlossen im Osten gerade
ab, Vor dem Mittelschiff lag eine anni-
hernd halbrunde, auflen dreiseitig, fast
rechtwinklig ummantelte Apsis. Jeweils
seitlich davon befand sich ein von den
Seitenschiffen her nicht zuginglicher Ra-
um; zumindest der siidliche schloB im

Osten gerade mit der Apsis ab. Die Langs-
wand des nordlichen Seitenschiffes war im
Osten durch eine Tiir gedffnet. Von ihr
stehen noch die Pfosten —antike Spolien—
in situ. Neben dem siidlichen Seitenschiff
muB noch ein weiterer Raum gelegen ha-
ben, denn die Westwand der Kirche setzt
sich {iber die SeitenschiffsauBenwand nach
Stiden fort.

Die einzigen groBeren Stiicke der sic-
her fiir die Kirche gefertigten Bauplastik
sind zwei mit Akanthus geschmiickte Vor-
lagenkapitelle; sie erlauben einen ersten
Datierungsvorschlag: moglicherweise ge-
hoéren sie und damit die Kirche in das 5.

Jahrhundert.

Eski Eserler ve Miizeler Genel Miidiir-
ligii ile Istanbul Universitesi Van Bolgesi
Tarih ve Arkeoloji Arastirmalari Merkezi
adina 21 Agustos-30 Agustos tarihleri
arasinda yapilan Giyimli (Hirkanis) kazisi,
baskanlifim altinda Asistan Dr. Veli Sevin,
Arkeolog Oktay Belli ve Desinatér Firat
Diizgiiner tarafindan yuritilmistir.

1971 yilt Cavustepe kazi raporumuzda
belirtmis oldugumuz gibi, Giyimli kdyiine
ilk kez, gegen yil, koylilerin, kéy yakinin-
daki bir tepe iizerinde kabartmali bronz
levhalar bulmalar1 iizerine, Van Bolgesi
Tarih ve Arkeoloji Arastirmalart Merkezi
miidiirii olarak bir heyetle birlikte gitmis
ve durumu da bir rapor halinde yayinla-
mistik. Eski Eserler ve Miizeler Genel Mii-
diirltigliniin, burada kazi yapabilmemiz igin
daha gecen yil bir tahsisat ¢ikarmig olma-
sina ragmen, kig aylartnin yaklasmig olmasi
nedeniyle kazilara baslanamamusti. Ancak
1972 yilinda Eski Eserler ve Miizeler Genel
Miidiirliigiinden aldifimiz yeni izin ve tah-
sisatla bu mahalde kazi yapmaya muvaf-
fak olduk®.

Giyimli, Van ilinin 68 km. giineydo-
gusunda, Giirpinar ilgesi, Giizelsu (Hosap)
nahiyesine bagl 34 hanelik bir koydiir.
3700 m. yiiksekligindeki Baset dagmin do-
gu eteklerinde yer alan koyin denizden
yiiksekligi, 2400 m. olup, halki genellikle

Kabartmali bronz levhalarin bulundugu
alan, koyiin 250 m. kadar giineybatisinda
yer almakta olup, koyliillerce Serbar Tepesi
adiyle tanimlanmaktadir. Kuzey-giiney
dogrultusunda 380 m. kadar uzunluga ve
ortalama 140-150 m. genislife sahip olan
bu tepe, yaklagik olarak 6 m. yiiksekligin-
dedir (Res. 1).

Koyliiler tarafindan yer yer fazlaca tah-
rip edilmis bulunan tepede, toprak tistiinde
bazi tag temel kalintilarini gérmek miim-
kiindiir. Ilk bakista, tepenin kuzey bolii-
miiniin 34.50 x 28.00 m. boyutlarinda ve
1.00 m. kalinhginda bir tag duvar ile ¢ev-
rili bulundugu anlagilmaktadir.

Giyimli’de koyliiler tarafindan elde edi-
len bronz levhalara dayanilarak, kazinin
amaglar1 asagidaki sekilde saptanmigtir:

1 - 1971 yilinda ele gegen bronz levha-
larin buradan bulunup bulunmadigini ke-
sinlikle saptamak.

de 90°lik bir agiyla glineye dénmektedir

caligmalara ragmen, yapilarin agik bir pla-
nim elde etmek imkédn: olmamgtir. Bu
tahribata ragmen 7.00 x 3.50 m. boyutla-
rinda dikdértgen bir plan gosterdigi anla-
silan bu 1 No’lu mekénin zemini {izerinde,
daginik durumda ve kiigiik pargalar ha-
linde, fazla okside olmus yiizlerce bronz
levha pargaciginin ele gegirilmig bulunmasi,
Giyimli bronz definesinin bu mekéan iginde
bulunmus oldugunu kesinlikle ispatlamig
bulunmaktadir 2.

2 Koyluler tim bronzlarm bu odanin orta kis-
minda ve iistiiste konmug tabakalar halinde bulundu-
gunu, bu tabakalarin {izerindeki bronzlarin okside
olarak fazla tahrip olmus, alttakilerin ise saglam du-
rumda kalmus olarak ele gegirildiklerini bildirmiglerdir.

K 15 ve L 15 plankareleri i¢inde sapta-
nan 1 ve 2 No’lu mekinlar tamamen tas
duvarl olup, yapilarin iizerinde kerpig kis-
min varligint gosteren hig bir ize rastlan-
mamigtir, Nitekim bugiinki k6y evlerinin
% 90’1 da yine tamamen tastan inga edil-
mis olup 3, catilar ise ahsap kalaslar tizeri-
ne, Once saz ya da ¢ali, bunun {zerine
de camur dokiilmek suretiyle meydana
getirilmigtir.

Tepenin ortasina rastlayan bir alanda,
koylillerce hi¢ tahrip edilmemis bulunan
bir kesimde ve M 16 plankaresinde 6.00
X 3.00 m. boyutlarina sahip olan sondaj-
da, yilizeyden 0.20 -0.25 m. derinlikte ¢a-
killi bir zemine rastlanmig ve bu kismin
yap1 kompleksinin agik avlusunu meydana
getirdigi anlagilmigtir. Aym1 sekilde M 17
plankaresinde yapilan sondajda da yapi-
nin agik avlu kismi saptanmustir.

Bu sondajlar sonucu, yapr komplek-
sinde insanlar tarafindan oturulan mekén-
larin tamamen bati yonde siralandiklar
ve biitlin bu mekénlarin agik avluya agil-
diklar anlagilmis bulunmaktadir. Batidaki
bu mekanlarm bati duvarini da, yap: komp-
leksinin etrafim1 tamamen kusatan gevre
duvarinin meydana getirdigi anlagilmak-
tadir.

Serbar tepesinin kuzeydogu tarafinda
ve yaplr kompleksini tamamen kusatan
cevre duvarinin i¢inde ve hemen Oniinde
N 14 ve N 15 plankarelerinde yaptigimiz
calismalar sonucu ise, zemini tas doseli bir
yapmin kiigiik bir boélimii ortaya ¢ikaril-
mig, ayrica yine burada etrafi taglarla
gevrili ve zemini tag doseli, tekne seklinde
bir yemlige rastlanmigtir. Zemini tag doseli
bulunan bu bdoliimiin yapi1 kompleksinin
ahir1 oldugu sanilir. Clinkii Dogu Anadolu
evlerinde bugiin bile, hayvanlarin girip
ciktiklar1 alanlar, hayvanlarin zemini boz-
mamalari i¢in daima tasla dogenmistir?,

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Ayrica ahir olarak nitelendirmis bulundu-
gumuz bu kisim, ana yapilardan ¢ok iyi
bir sekilde ayrilmis olup, boylece ev sakin-
lerinin hayvan kokularindan rahatsiz ol-
malar1 da OSnlenmis bulunuyordu.

Yap1 kompleksinin, N 14, M 14, L 14
ve K 14 plankarelerini tamamen kaplayan,
kuzey taraft defineciler ve koyliler tara-
findan o derece tahrip edilmistir ki, bu
yonde bulundugu anlasilan girig kismina
ait hi¢ bir ize rastlamak miimkiin olma-
mugtir. Anlasilacagr gibi, bu basit goriiniigse
ragmen ev, miistemildt: ile birlikte olduk-
¢a biiytik (34.50 x 28.00 m.) bir yer kap-
lamaktadir. Ciinkii fazla sayidaki hayvan-
lar1 barindirmak igin genis ahir ve avluya
ihtiyag¢ vardir. Giyimli’de saptamis bulun-
dugumuz bu yapi kompleksinin, plan ba-
kimindan ¢ok yakin bir benzerinin bugiin
hald Keban bolgesinde yagsamakta olusu
ise gercekten ¢ok ilgingtir 5.

Biitiin bunlardan sonra sunu soyleye-
biliriz ki, burada Urartu mimarisinin he-
men hi¢ bilinmeyen sivil bir yayla yapi-
siyle kargilasmigs bulunmaktayiz. Nitekim
yap1 kompleksi gerek plan ve gerekse kul-
lanilan malzeme bakimindan tamamen de-
gisik oOzellikler gostermekte olup, tarih-
leme bakimindan da hig bir ipucu verme-
mektedir. Ancak biitlin bu degisik 6zellik-
ler ve zorluklara ragmen, yapilarin Urartu
Cagina ait olduklarina siiphe yoktur. Ciin-
kii gerek burada ele gegen binlerce bronz
levha ve gerekse diger buluntular bu gorii-
si tamamen desteklemektedir. Nitekim K
15 plankaresinde, 1 No’lu mekén iginde
ele gegen kirik bir bazalt tabak ve 2 No’lu
mekanin igindeki ocakta bulunan iki adet
ezgi tag1 tamamen Urartu 6zelliklerini gos-
termekte olup, daha ge¢ devirlere tarih-
lenebilecek en ufak bir pargaya dahi rast-
lanmamugtir. Keramikler ise tam bir fikir
vermekten ¢ok uzaktirlar. Clinkid biitiin
kaz1 boyunca ele gecen az sayidaki kera-
mik pargalarinin ¢ogu kaba mutfak kap-
larmma ait olup “Toprakkale Ware” adi
verilen tipik, kirmizt renkli ve perdahl

kaplara hig rastlanmamaistir. Ele gegen par-
calar halindeki keramiklerin ¢ogu siyah,
kirmiz1 ve deve tilyli rengindedirler.

Biitiin bunlar dan ayr olarak da K 14
plankaresinin gilineybati kdsesinde ve yapi
kompleksini ¢evreleyen ¢evre duvarinin
hemen 6niinde saptamis oldugumuz mezar
ise bu yap1 kompleksinin tamamen Urartu
gagma ait oldugunu kesin bir sekilde is-
patlamaktdir (Res. 4). Mezar sandik ti-
pinde yapilmis olup, sandukanin dogu du-
varim da, yapt kompleksini batidan gevi-
ren gevre duvart meydana getirmektedir.
Mezarin yonii kuzey-giiney olup, sol yani-
na hocker durumunda yatirilmis bulunan
iskeletin bag1 kuzeye, ayaklari ise giineye
bakmaktadir. Bas yana ve sola gevrilerek,
cesedin yilizii dofuya tevcih edilmistir.
Uzeri sal taslariyle kapatilmis bulunan
mezarin iginde, iskeletin kafatasinin arka-
sinda, oli hediyesi olarak mezara birakil-
mus, ¢ark yapimi iki toprak kap ele gegiril-
migtir. Sekil bakimindan her iki kap da
Urartu gelenegini temsil etmekte olup, biri
deve tilyd, digeri ise acik kirmizi renklidir.
Ozellikle deve tiiyii renkli ve keskin pro-
filli derince tabak tamamen Urartu tiple-
rini andirmaktadir.

Son olarak sunu da belirtebiliriz ki,
her ne kadar Urartu sivil mimarisi hak-
kinda heniiz az bilgi sahibi isek de giyim-
li yapt kompleksinin Urartu devletinin
giineyinde, sicak iklimli yerlerde rastla-
nan agik avlulu tipe benzedigini sOyleye-
biliriz.

Biitiin bu durumlar, yap: kompleksinin
kesinlikle Urartu ¢agma ait olduklarini
gostermektedir. Ancak sunu belirtmek ge-
rekir ki, gerek keramikler ve gerekse bronz
eserlerin bir kismi, bu yap1 kompleksinin
Urartu’'nun ge¢ devirlerine ait oldugunu
imi eder durumdadir. Hi¢ olmazsa sunu
kesinlikle soyleyebiliriz ki, yapilar daha
erken (M.O. VIII. yiizyil) devirde yapilmis
olsalar bile, son kullanilma tarihleri M.O.
VII. yiizyilin sonlar: hattd daha biiyiik bir
ihtimalle M.O. VI. yiizyiln ilk yarist ara-
sinda olmalidir.
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Giyimli’nin esas Onemi ise, burada
1971 yilinda defineciler ve koyliiler tara-
findan ele gegirilen binlerce kabartmali
bronz levha yliziindendir. Gegen yil ki,
Cavustepe kazi raporunda, Van Miize-
sindeki pargalarin tizerinde ne gibi tasvir-
lerin yer aldiklarini belirtmistik. Bu yilki
¢aligmalar sonucu definenin sadece bronz
levhalardan ibaret olmadifi ve bunlarin
yaninda, at alinliklar1 (Res. 5-6), at kosum
siisleri (Res. 7), yiiziikler, pektoral (Res.
8) ve kemer parcalarimin (Res. 9) yer al-
diklar1 anlagilmig bulunmaktadir. Yalniz
herseye ragmen, buluntu toplulugunun bii-
yiik bir kismini yine kabartmali levhalar
meydana getirmektedir.

Giyimli kazilar1 sirasinda bu levhalar-
dan kismen saglam durumda 4 pargaya

rastlanmig bulunmaktadir. Yukarda da be-
lirtmis oldugumuz gibi, defineciler ve koy-
lilerin agir tahribati yiiziinden hi¢ bir
eseri in situ durumda ele gegirmek imkani
olmamug, kazi sirasinda kiiglik pargalar
da dahil olmak tizere biitlin bronzlar da-
ginik hélde ve 1 No’lu mekdnin iginde
ele gegirilmigtir. Kazilar buranin bir bronz
atolyesi olmadigini, muhtemelen istilidan
kacan halkin son barmak yerini teskil etti-
gini gostermistir. Bu bakimdan Giyimli
bronzlari ve kazidan gikan sonuglar Ziwiye
hazinesinin buluntu durumunu andirmak-
tadir.

fleride Giyimli iizerine yapacagimiz
aragtirma ve incelemelerde bu hususlarin
da gbzoniinde tutulup, biitliin genisligi ile
gerekli kargilagtirmalarin  yapilarak bu-
luntularin ger¢ek degeri saptanacaktir.

Bu kesimde 6nce, rizalitli bir plan gos-
teren dogu burcunun giineyini tamamen
kaplayan, ortalama 6 m. en, 9 m. boy ve
2 m. yiikseklige sahip olan biiyiik moloz
tabakasimin kaldirilmasi igine girisilmis ve
bu alan tamamen temizlenerek Ug Kale’-
nin cephesi biitiin ihtisamiyle ortaya ¢ika-
rilmistir,

1968 yili caligmalart sirasinda, Ug Ka-
le’nin dogusunda, batidan doguya dogru
1,2 ve 3 olarak numaralandirdigmmiz ii¢
adet mekén tespit edilmisti. Bunlardan 1
No.'lu mekdnin Ug Kale’nin rizalitli bir
plan gosteren ¢ift kuleli dogu burcunun,
iceri dogru yaptigr girintiye insa edildigi
ve her li¢ mekdnin da tas temel ve bunun
iizerinde kerpi¢ duvar seklinde ytikseldigini
belirtmistik. Ancak 1968 yih ¢ahigmalar
sirasinda, sadece basit taglardan yapilmig
ve ¢ok ilkel bir goriiniim arzeden yapila-
rm, 0.70 m. il 0.80 m. kalinlifinda bir
kiil ve yangin tabakasi tlizerinde kurulduk-
larm tespit etmistik. Bu yil ise, bu basit
planl yapilarin alt kisminda yeni yapilarin

Bu durum aym zamanda, kalenin ikisi
Urartu ¢aginda olmak tizere, degisik sart-
lar altinda ii¢ ayr1 mimari gelisim evresi
gecirdigini de ortaya ¢ikarmis bulunmak-
tadir. Bu ii¢ evreli mimariyi, eskiden yeniye
dogru su sekilde siralayabiliriz:

Burada dikkat edilecek olursa, B evresi
yapilarina tamamen surlarin diginda rast-
lanmaktadir. Tamamen Urartu mimari
ozellikleri gosteren bu yapilarin, kaledeki
bir genisleme arzusunu gostermeleri baki-
mindan biiyiik 6nemi vardir. Surlarm ge-
virdigi kale iginde, simdilik, B evresinde
hig bir eklenti yapildig tespit edilmemistir.
Buna karsilik C evresini karakterize eden
ilkel yapilara sur i¢i ve disinda, gokga
olarak ve kalin kiil tabakalar1 iizerinde
rastlanmistir. Hentliz kazi yapilmamis ol-
makla birlikte, Ug Kale 6niinde yer alan
B evresi yapilarimin da sonradan bir sur
duvan ile gevrilmis olmasi muhtemeldir.
Gelecek yil yapilacak kazilarla bu sorun-
lar1 tamamen ¢6ziimleyerek, bu {i¢ mimari
evreyi daha iyi bir sekilde aydinlatabile-
cegimizi {imit ediyoruz.

Ug¢ Kale oniinde yapilan yogun gahs-
malar sonucunda, daha Once tamamen te-
mizlenmig bulunan 1 No.’lu mekan harig,
doguya dogru 2 ve 3 No.’lu mekénlar da
tamamen ortaya ¢ikarilmigtir. 1 ve 2 No.’-
lu mekanlar basit ve diizgiin olmayan
dortgen bir plan gostermektedirler (1 No.’-
Iu mekdn 5.95 m. X 3.70 m. X 3.20 m.;
2 No.’lu mekidn 8.55 m. X 930 m. X
4,20 m. X 3.55 m. dir). Anakaya lizerine
oturtulmus bulunan temeller ise, basit

moloz taglardan kuru duvar seklinde &riil-
mis olup kalinliklar1 1.35 m. il 0.80 m.
arasinda degismektedir. 920 m. X
14.20 m. boyutlarina sahip olan 3 No.’lu
mekin da digerleri gibi moloz taslardan
bir temele sahip bulunmakta ve bunun
tizerinde ise kerpi¢ kisim yiikselmektedir.
Ancak biiyiilk boyutlariyle digerlerinden
ayrilan bu mekidnin ortasinda, kiigiik kum
taslarina gekic darbeleriyle, basit kiibik ya
da dikdortgen prizma sekli verilmek su-
retiyle meydana getirilmig, ortalama 1.75
X 1.75 m. boyutlarinda ii¢ adet paye yer
almaktadir.

Kuzeydeki bu anitsal teras duvarinin
destekledigi yapinin da ¢ok Onemli ve
biiyitk bir yap1 oldugu diisiintilerek giri-
silen ¢aligmalar, bu diisiincemizin ne kadar
yerinde oldugunu gostermis bulunmakta-
dir.

kalinliinda bazalt bir siitun kaidesine
rastlanmustir ki, bu kaide anakaya iizerine
oturtulmustur. Daha sonra bu kesimin
biraz daha genisletilmesi sonucu 6 X 6 m.
lik bir alanda yine ¢aplar1 1.00 m.yi bulan
ii¢ siitun kaidesine daha rastlanmigtir ki,
bunlardan biri, yine ilk bulunan gibi in
situ durumda ve duvarin hemen Oniinde
yer almaktadir. fn situ durumda bulunan
bu iki kaide 4.10 m. derinlikteki anakaya-
nmin ¢ikintilarinin tizerine oturtulmuslardir.
Binanin zeminini gayet itinali bir sekilde
iglenmis ve diizeltilmis anakaya meydana
getirmektedir. Bu kisimda aynen Saray
payelerinde oldugu gibi, anakayanin ig-
lenmesi sonucu iist kisimlari kesik koniyi
andiran ve yapinin zemininden 1.30 m.
yiikseklikte siitun kaideleri meydana ge-
tirilmis ve bu kaidelerin iizerine de kum-
tas1 ve bazalttan esas kaideler yerlestiril-
mistir.

Bu y1l tama-
men anakayaya kadar inilememekle bera-
ber, kulenin, kuzeye dogru ¢ikint1 yapan
dogu kisminin, ii¢ bastion ve ii¢ kurtin
kesimi olmak tizere 29.50 m. uzunluga
eristidi anlagilmis ve béylece kulenin tam
uzunlugu da ortaya ¢ikmustir.

lugunda bir sur kismi agiga cikarilos,
Ozellikle orta kesim surlarinin ¢ok saglam
olarak giinlimiize kadar kalmig olduklar:

Edebiyat Fakiiltesi'ne bagli Van Bolgesi
Tarih ve Arkeoloji Arastirmalar1t Merkezi
ingaat1 bu yil sona ermis ve her iki miies-
sese 15 Agustos 1972 persembe giinii, An-
kara’dan gelen Eski Eserler ve Miizeler
Genel Miidiirii sayin Hikmet Giir¢ay’in da
istirakiyle yapilan torenlerle hizmete agil-
migtir. Simdiye kadar Van Miize depo-
sunda ve Istanbul Arkeoloji Miizeleri kim-
ya laboratuvarinda muhafaza edilmekte
olan Cavustepe kiiciik buluntulart yeni
Bolge Miizesi’'ndeki yeni vitrinlerde tan-
zim ve teghir edilmistir.
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Istanbul Universitesi Edebiyat Fakiil-
testne bagh “Giineydogu Avrupa Aras-
tirmalar1 Enstitlisii” adina yapilan Enez
kazisi, Eski Eserler ve Miizeler Genel Mii-
diirliigi’niin kaz1 ruhsat1 ve Edebiyat Fa-
kiiltesi’'nin mali destegiyle, Ekim aymnin
19’undan Kasim aymin basina kadar de-
vam etmigtir.

Gegen yil yaptigimiz sondajlar
sirasinda bu gukurda ve 7.30 m. derinlikte
bir tas duvar ile Sarkkari devre kadar gikan
Grek keramik pargalarna rastlanmigti?.
Bu alanin genigletilmesi sonucu, bu yil
daha genis bir sahada galigtlabilmis, biitlin
mali imkénsizliklara ve kotii hava sart-
larina ragmen yine de Onemli sonuglar
elde edilmistir 2.

V 21 plankaresi igindeki ¢alismalar
sirasinda 6nce bir Bizans yapisina ait du-
vara ve mimari pargalara rastlanmig (Res.
2), Bizans ¢agina ait olan bu duvarmn ze-
mininin ortalama 3.00 m. derinlige kadar
indigi tespit edilmistir. Bu yil yaptifimiz
caligmalarla Akropoliin Roma ¢aginda hig
bir iskdna sahne olmadifi anlagilmis bu-

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lunmaktadir. Bizans ¢a@ yapilarinin te-
melleri 3.00 m. derinlige kadar devam
etmekte olup, bunun altinda 2.00-2.50 m.
kalinliginda, hi¢ bir iskin izi gdstermeyen
bir dolgu tabakast yer almaktadir (Res.
3). Bu dolgu tabakasmmn altinda da 5.80
m. derinlikten itibaren Grek yapilarma
rastlanmaktadir. Gegen yil belirtmis ol-
dugumuz tizere, bu durum hernekadar
6.00 m.ye varan kalin moloz tabakasinin
kaldirilmast bakimindan biiyiik bir zorluk
teskil etmekteyse de, erken devir yapilari-
nmn ginimiize dek ¢ok saglam olarak
korunmus olmalar1 bakimindan da egsiz-
dir. Nitekim bu yil yapilan kazilar bu di-
sincemizin dogrulugunu ispatlamig bu-
lunmaktadir.

Gegen yil 5.80 m. derinlikte tespit et-
mis bulundugumuz ve 7.30 m. derinlige
kadar devam eden tas duvarin Oniinde
yaptigimiz g¢aligmalar sonucu bu duvarin
dikdortgen planli bir yapinin kuzey duva-
ri tegkil ettigi ve ortalama 3.00 m. yiik-
seklige sahip oldugu anlasilmis bulunmak-
tadir (Res. 4). Mahalli miyosen kalker
tasindan yapilmig olan bu duvar, gayet
itinali bir igcilige sahiptir. Duvarlarin yal-
niz dis yiizleri yontulmus olup, bloklar
genellikle dikdortgen bir sekil arzetmek-
tedir. Duvarin i¢ kismi hakkinda heniiz
fazla bir bilgi sahibi olmus degiliz. Dis
ylizdeki bloklarin uzunluk ve geniglikleri
muhteliftir. Bloklar birbirlerine gayet iyi
bir sekilde intibak ettirilmis bulunmakta-
dir. Bu duvarin simdilik 3.00 m. yiiksek-
lige sahip oldugu anlasilmig olup, temel
kisminda heniiz bir arastirma yapilmis
degildir. Ancak yapmnin zemininin sikig-
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tirilmis deniz kumu oldugu da anlagiimis-
tir. Bu duvar kuzeydogu ucta giineydoguya
dogru 90°lik bir ag1 yaparak donmekte ve
2.20 m. devam ettikten sonra, tekrar kuzey
duvarma paralel bir sekilde batiya dogru
donerek dikdoértgen planh bir mekénin ¢
duvarimi tegkil etmektedir (Res. 1). Ancak
bu mekénin giiney duvari, kuzey ve dogu
duvarlarindan farkh olup, tamamen anaka-
yanin iglenmesi sonucu meydana getiril-
migtir. Anlagildigina gére, Akropolii mey-
dana getiren miyosen kalkerin yumusak
olmasi nedeniyle, yapilarin ingasi strasinda
anakayadan azami sekilde yararlanilmak
yoluna gidilmistir. 3.00 m. yiikseklige va-
ran bu tamamen kayadan oyulmus olan
duvarmn ilging olan bir yonii de, iist kis-
minda, yani zeminden 2.80 m. yiikseklikte
dikdortgen ahsap tavan kirigleri yuvalarini
ihtiva etmis olmasidir (Res. 5). Bu dért
kiris yuvasi ortalama 20-25 cm. derinlige
sahip olup, kazi sirasinda iglerinden ko-
miir haline gelmis ahsap kiriglerin kalin-
tilarma rastlanmistir. Burada ayrica bol
miktarda ve kirik pargalar halinde diiz
dam kiremitlerine rastlanmistir.

Bu
dikdortgen planli mekdnin simdilik g
duvari tespit edilmis olup, bati duvar
hakkinda hig bir bilgi sahibi degiliz. Batiya
dogru devam etmekte olan bu mekadnin
sonradan bir tadilat gecirdigi, bat1 kismina
moloz taglardan yapilmig olan bir duvar-
dan anlagilmaktadir (Res. 6). Ancak bu
tadilat duvar1 hakkinda da heniiz kesin bir
fikir edinmis degiliz. Fakat herseye ragmen
Akropoldeki yapilarin ¢atilarina kadar sag-
lam kalmig bulunmalar:i gayet ilgingtir.
Enez Akropoliiniin bu ilk iskdnimnin sona
eriginden sonra Bizans cagina dek esash
bir yerlesmeye sahne olmamig bulunmasi,
yapilarin giiniimiize degin bu kadar sag-
lam olarak gelmelerine sebep olmustur.
Bu bakimdan Enez kazilar ¢ok biiyiik bir
Oonemi haizdir.

Bu kii¢iik alanda yaptigimiz kisa siireli
kaz sirasinda ¢ok sayida keramik ele ge-

¢irilmis olup, bunlarin hepsi de pargalar
halindedir. Sondaj ¢ukurunda ortalama
3.00 m. derinlige kadar sadece Bizans-
Osmanlt sirh keramikleri devam etmek-
tedir, Bunun altindaki tabakanin ortalama
1.00 m. lik bir boliimiin Bizans ¢aginda,
deniz hayvanciklarinin kabuklariyle dolu
bir kumla dolduruldugu anlagilmaktadir.
Bu dolgu tabakasi iginde kiigiik buluntu
yok gibidir. Bu tabakanin altindan itibaren
ise Grek keramik pargalarina rastlanmak-
tadir. Ornegin 4.30 m. derinlikte Helle-
nistik ¢aga ait rulet ve stampa palmetlerle
sislii tabak kiriklaryle, ayrica da bilim
diinyasinca Gnathia ¢omlekleri diye ani-
lan ve genel olarak M.O. IV. yiizyihn
ikinci yarisinda baslayip, en giizel 6rnek-
lerini de M.O. III. yiizyilin basinda ver-
mis bulunan bir keramik tiird ile kargila-
silmaktadir. Bu yilki kazilarimiz sirasinda
bunun en giizel 6rneklerinden biri fakat
maalesef kirik bir durumda ele gegmistir
(Res. 7). Burada madeni bir parlakliktaki
siyah vernik ilizerine beyaz ve sar1 boya ile
kabin boyun kismina motifler yapilmis
olup, alt kismi ise madeni kaplar: taklid
eder bir sekilde oluklarla siislenmigtir.
Bu tip oluklu vazolar biitiin Hellenistik
diinyaya yayilmglardir. Ortada beyaz ve
sart boya ile yapilmig bir aktér maski,
kabin iist kismindaki dalgah ¢izgi seridine
asilmis durumda yer almaktadir. Yine
aymi katta bulunan siyah vernikli kant-
haros parcast da Attika yapist olup M.O.
II1. yiizy1l 6zelliklerini gostermektedir.
Gegen yilki kazilartmiz sirasinda pek
rastlanilmayan fakat bu yil parcalar ha-
linde giizel ornekler veren diger bir vazo
tiiri de, M.O. 370 tarihlerine dogru yani
M.O. 1IV. yiizyiln ikinci ceyreginde bas-
lamig oldugu kabul edilen “Ker¢ vazo-
lar1”dir. Bilindigi gibi Attika boyali vazo-
culugunun son hamlesini temsil eden bu
vazolarin “Ker¢ vazolart” admi tagimasi-
nin nedeni, en giizel ve ¢ok sayidaki Or-
neklerini Giliney Rusya’daki Ker¢ mezar-
larinda vermis olmasindandir. Esasen At-
tika mali olan bu yapitlarin Giiney Rus-
ya’dan bagka biitiin Akdeniz iilkelerinde
daginik durumda ele gegirildikleri de bi-
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linmektedir. Parlak siyah vernik iizerine,
kirmiz1 boya ile yapilmig olan vazolarda,
6nemli figiirler yer yer beyaza boyanmak
suretiyle belirtilmig ve dikkat bu figiirlerin
izerinde toplanmistir (Res. 8). Bu tiir
vazo pargalarina yaklagik olarak 6.00 m.
derinlikten itibaren yapimn zeminine ka-
dar rastlanmaktadir.

Kerg stilindeki bu Attika vazolariyla
karigik bir durumda ve fakat ortalama
6.50 m. derinlikten itibaren de Sarkkiri
devir keramik pargalarina rastlanmaktadir.
Bu yilki kazilar sirasinda ele gecen parga-
lardan ¢ogu Korint yapist olup, agik kah-
verengi bir zemin lizerine, kazima ve fir¢a
tekniginde yapilmis olan ve Uzerinde bir
aslan tasvirinin yer aldig1 parca M.O. VII.
yiizyilin sonlarina tarihlenir. Bundan bas-
ka tlizeri sadece lotiis ¢igeklerinin gonca-
lariyle siislenmis bulunan Dogu Grek
Sarkkari pargalari da ele gegirilmis olup,
M.O. VIIL. yiizyilm sonlari ve belki de
M.O. VI. yiizyilin baslarna ait olmalidir.

Gegen yil oldugu gibi, bu yil da en alt
katta ve zemin iizerinde ele gegirilen ke-
ramikler tek renkli olup, hepsi de koyu ve
agik kurs@ni renklidirler. Gegen yilki ra-
porumuzda bu tiir keramigin keskin profil
gosterdigini belirtmis ve belki de Aiol
keramigi olabilecegine isaret etmistik. Bu
yil, bu tip keramiklerden ¢ok sayida ele
gecirilmis olup, kaplarin {izerinin pisiril-
dikten sonra perdahlanarak madeni bir
parlaklik verildigi de anlasiimaktadir
(Res. 9).

Iki désnem devam eden Enez kazilari-
nin simdiden ortaya attifi problemlerden
biri, siyah figiirlii keramik tiirlerine hig
rastlanmamis olmasidir. Gergekten de sim-
diye dek M.O. VII. yiizylldan M.O. IIL
yiizyillara kadar giden Grek keramik par-
¢alarina rastlamig olmamiza karsilik, siyah
figiirli keramik parcalarma hi¢ rastlama-
mig bulunmamiz ilgi gekicidir. Bu soru-
nun ileride aydinlatilacagi da muhakkaktir.

ADILCEVAZ ve PATNOS YORESINDE
URARTU HALK MEZARLARI UZE-
RINDEKI ARASTIRMALAR (1972)

1971 yihinda Adilcevaz’in Durakbur
mahallesinin dogusunda tesbit edilen Urar-
tu halk mezarlarmin aragtirilmasina bu
yil da devam edilmistir. Bu biiyiik mezar-
likta mezarlar, birbirinden kisa araliklarla
yanyana ve arka arkaya kiimeler halinde
duran sogumus lavlardan meydana gelmis-
biyiik gozenekli tag nev’inden kayaliklar
lizerinde ve altindadir. 1972 yilinda bu
kayalik kiimelerinden birinin {izeri sistemli
bir sekilde acilip temizlenmistir (Res. 4).
Burada dogudan batiya dogru yanyana‘
bazan tabii kaya oyuklarinin biraz daha
genigletilmesi, bazan da dogrudan dog-
ruya kaya oyulmak suretiyle mezarlar
viicuda getirilmistir. Bu mezarlarin derin-
likleri 8-10 cm. den 70-80 cm. ye kadar
degismektedir; boyutlar1 da 30-40 X 60-
120 cm. dir. Genellikle satha ¢ok yakin
olan bu mezarlar harap olmuslardir. Bun-
lardan birinin iginde bir kirmizi astarh
oinokhoe, bir digerinin icinde ikiye kat-
lanmig vaziyette bir bronz kusak bulun-
mugtur. Bu mezarlardan bazilarinda ke-
mikler de goriilmistiir. Adilcevaz’da kaya
oyugu mezarlardan bagka bu kayaliklarin
altna oyulmus odamezarlar da agiga gika-
rilmastir (Res. 5). Ozellikle bu odamezarla-
rin buluntu bakimindan hayli zengin olduk-
lar1 anlasiimaktadir. Bunlarin birgogu da-
ha Once buradan tas almak istiyen Adil-
cevazllar tarafindan tahrip edilmistir. Oda-
mezarlar pek muntazam olmayan dikdort-
gen bir plana sahiptirler. Dromos veya 6n
oda diyebilecegimiz bir giris kisimlar1 var-
dir. Bu dromos, kayaya yukaridan asagi
dikey olarak oyulmus dikdortgen planh
65 X 90 cm. kadar boyutlarinda ve algak
yant 1 m., mezardan tarafi 1,5 m. kadar
bir ¢ukurdur; kayalifin yamacinda agil-
mustir. Bu girisin yanindan, kayalik ya-
macin yiiksekte kalan kisminin altina dog-
ru acilan kapidan mezar odasina girilir
(Res. 6). Bu oda, kapidan girildikten sonra
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kayalik asagiya, saga-sola ve geriye dogru
kazilmak suretiyle viicuda getirilmistir. Me-
zar odasinin tabani dromostan 1 m. kadar
asagidadir. Buraya kapidan girildikten
sonra iki basamakla inilmektedir. Odanin
uzunlugu 2,30-2,60 m., genigligi 1,50-1,70
m. dir. Tavan yiiksekligi 1,70 m. civarin-
dadir. Baz1 mezarlarin tavam diiz, fakat
gogunun yayvan bir tonoz veya besik ke-
mer seklindedir. Bu mezar odalarinin yan
duvarlarinda, bazan da arka duvarlarinda
nigler bulunmaktadir. Bu nislerin igine ur-
neler kondugu evvelce dokunulmamis
olup, itk defa heyetimizce agilan bir mezar-
dan anlagilmustir. Bu niglerin {istli yanm
kubbe veya arcosol seklinde yapilmistir.
Odamezarlarin seklinin — pek muntazam
olmamakla birlikte — plint ve nisleri ba-
kimindan Altintepe 2 No. odamezara ben-
zedigi agikga goriilmektedir. Bu mezar-
larin Asur odamezarlarindan alindig an-
lagilmaktadir (Krsl. A. Haller, WVDOG
65, Abb. 140 v.a.; ozellikle Abb. 156 plan
bakimmndan Altintepe’nin 2 No. meza-
rina benzemektedir: T. Ozgiig, Altintepe
II. fig. 12). Odamezarlarda urneli yakma
Adetinin yaninda ceset gémme de tesbit
edilmigtir. BOylece Urartu halkimin o&lii-
lerini urneli ve belki urnesiz yakma sure-
tiyle gémdiikleri gibi, ceset olarak da gom-
diikleri &grenilmistir.

Urneli ve urnesiz yakma usulii ile ya-
pilan gommelerde, urneler veya kiiller ve
hediyeler yukarida bahsi gegenlere benzer
kaya oyuklarina veya kayalarin altina
birakilmak suretile yapilmaktadir. Van
-Kalecik koyii yakininda devlet yolu yapi-
lirken bu tip iki mezardan birinde olii
yakilmig, digerinde ceset gomiilmiis halde
agiga ¢ikarilmigtir. Bu mezarlarin, I§dir’da
1914 yilinda Petrov tarafindan bulunup
Kuftin tarafindan yayinlanan (Barnett ta-
rafindan Ingilizceye kisaltilarak gevrilmis-
tir: AnSt. 13, 1963, 153 v.a.) mezarlara
benzedikleri anlagiimaktadir.

Adilcevaz’daki odamezarlarin  yine
koyliler tarafindan soyulmus olan ben-
zerleri Patnos yakininda Yukan Goég¢mez
koyiinde 1971 yilinda goriilmiis, 1972 yi-
linda bunlardan bazilarinin planlann ve
kesitleri ¢izilip etiid edilmistir.

Patnos-Adilcevaz arasinda Sarisu bol-
gesinde daha birgok soyulmus mezar go6-
riilmiis, bir kag¢1 incelenmistir. Bu mezar-
lar Adilcevaz ve Yukar: Gogmez’deki ka-
yaya oyulmus odamezarlara benzemekle
birlikte taslardan insa edilmistir. Bunlarin
tistleri 2 m. kadar uzunlukta biiyiik kaya-
larla kapatilmigtir. Bazilarinin iglerinde
nigler vardir.

Odamezarlarin, hem urneli yakma, hem
de ceset olarak gobmme 4detine gore Urartu-
larin 6liileri igin uzun yillar kullandiklan ai-
le mezarlart olduklari anlagimaktadir. Bu
mezarlarin Altintepe ve Kayalidere’de bu-
lunan prens mezarlarindan gomme adeti
bakimindan pek farki yoktur. Urmiye go-
liinlin kuzey batt kiyisinda 1905 yilinda
bulunmus olan Gusggu’daki [Piotrovskiy
(Gelling), Urartu, London 1967 s. 94 ve
AnSt.

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APHRODISIAS IN CARIA. THE 1972 CAMPAIGN
OF EXCAVATIONS

The twelfth campaign of excavations
at Aphrodisias in Caria was successfully
conducted between July and September
1972. Work concentrated on the theatre,
its immediate dependences and vicinity,
the southwestern Portico of Tiberius and
the adjacent large basilica as well as on
an area immediately east of the odeon
(Fig. 1). Limited investigations were con-
tinued on the western slope of the Acro-
polis in search of additional data for Late
Bronze Age Aphrodisias. The National
Geographic Society provided once more
the major support for the 1972 campaign.

The Theatre:

Excavations in the theatre concentra-
ted at first on the removal of a large “slice”
of earth left in the southern half of the
cavea (Fig. 2). This was completed by
early August under the supervision of Mr.
Litfi Salmansar. (Fig. 3) Simultaneously,
the trench started in 1971 behind the nort-
hern stage building, immediately in front
of the Byzantine wall blocking the stage,
was continued (North Post Scaenam). It
became mandatory to dismantle part of
the Byzantine wall in question in the area
blocking the “porta regia”, or central va-
ulted tunnel of the stage building complex,
in order to evacuate earth and material
excavated in the southern cavea and orc-
hestra. A dedication to the emperor Va-
lens (364-378) by Antonius Tatianus, go-
vernor of Caria, was extracted from the
wall at this point. It is probably a statue
base. The Tatianus in question may be the
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same man mentioned in two inscriptions
found at Miletus (Milet 1. 9 339 c and 340).
Another statue base mentioning a Tatianus
found earlier at Aphrodisias has been
interpreted by L. Robert (Hellenica IV 47-
50) as referring to the well-known consul
of 391, Flavius Eutolmius Tatianus. Furt-
her research should clarify the relationship
between these two men. Removal of a la-
yer of thick stucco from the side opposite
the Valens dedication revealed another
earlier inscription in honour of Titus FI.
Sallustius put up by Adrastus Pylades.
Both, otherwise unknown so far, seem to
have been notable Aphrodisians of the
late first or second century A.D.

Only limited intrusions were recorded
in the south cavea. Many seat and proed-
ria fragments from the upper tiers, howe-
ver, had been dumped over the last rows
and into the orchestra-conistra. Several
significant architectural, epigraphical, and
sculptural fragments were discovered amo-
ng this debris. In the last group, the head
of the large trophy-carrying Nike found
in 1971 (Figs. 4 and 5) and part of the
stage decoration, was recovered. Several
fragments of arms belonging to the two
athlete-boxer statues found in 1967 and
1970 were also identified. (Fig. 6) Among
the epigraphica recorded here, three ins-
cribed blocks referred to groups for whom
seats were presumably reserved. Their
interpretation may help in understanding
how the countryside dependent on Aphro-
disias was organised,

The excavation of the North Post Sca-
enam area, supervised by Mrs. Barbara
Bohen and Miss Barbara Burrell, eventu-
ally revealed a stylobate that was curi-
ously not parallel to the Byzantine stage-
blocking wall. (Fig. 7) Two column bases,
including a shaft and a Corinthian capital,
were found on or near this stylobate, thus
creating an irregular portico limited to
the west by the backstage wall. A wall
perpendicular to the latter at the northern
edge of the excavated area proved to be
only about 6 m long. (Fig. 8) The area
extending eastward before this portico
was paved with well-joined (occasionally
blue) marble slabs. (Fig. 9) Two statue
bases were discovered in front of the
portico: one columnar in shape and in-
complete refers to some individual (whose
name is lost) much extolled for having
“driven civil strife from the city.” The
second base supported a statue of Flavius
Palmatus, said to have been a “vicar” (of
Asia), put up by Flavius Athenaeus. The
statue itself was found almost intact fallen
in front of the base. Flavius Palmatus is
shown in full toga with broad contabulatio,
holding an elegant scepter in his left hand
and the mappa in his right hand (Figs.
10 and 11). The head of the statue was
inserted separately. The “vicar” of Asia
appears to have been an individual of
strong character, stern-looking, with an
aquiline nose and large almond-shaped
eyes overshadowed by a full crowning
mass of curly hair. The style of the statue
suggests a date in the fifth century, alt-
hough Palmatus or Athenaecus do not
seem to be known from other contexts so
far. It also illustrates well the continued
excellence of the school of Aphrodisias in
late antiquity. The significance of this find
for the chronology and appreciation of
Aphrodisian art cannot be overemphasized.

Another striking late, reworked bear-
ded portrait head was found in the portico
before the backstage wall. The reworking
was done skillfully but it is nevertheless
possible to recognise probably Hadrian as
the original portrait. (Fig. 12)

To the south of Fl. Palmatus, the
finely carved body of a young boy, also
in toga, was discovered lying on its back.
(Fig. 13) Its style and detailed work strong-
ly favour an early Imperial date. Its head
was also separately inserted. An exquisi-
tely executed portrait head found nearby,
and datable to the fourth century, may
have been attached to it in late Roman
times. (Figs. 14 and 15) The portrait head,
almost intact despite a diagonal break,
shows a sensitively modelled young man
with a melancholy expression, and wea-
ring an elaborate diadem consisting of
separately attached gems and stones.
Only the rough inserts carved for these
remain around the head of the young
prince who was a member of a fourth
century imperial family. The delicate mo-
delling of this portrait is remarkable, yet
the possibility of its having been reworked
out of an earlier head must not be exclu-
ded. Nevertheless, it remains a masterpiece
of late Roman sculpture.

Another interesting discovery was ma-
de at the eastern edge of the North Post
Scaenam trench. A round base, not unlike
an altar, was found probably in situ on
the marble pavement. (Fig. 16) Its top
surface was cut with lines and almost ille-
gible words which suggest that this could
be part of a sun-dial or other astronomical
instrument. The body of the base, perhaps
a reused altar, was once decorated with
figures and motifs, including garlands, now
almost completely (perhaps intentionally)
erased. A base bearing the name of Julia,
daughter of the emperor Titus (79-81)
was also recovered here.

A probe in front of the eastern end
of the porta regia tunnel (in connection
with the building of a ramp for excava-
ting material from the orchestra) brought
to light the remains of a collapsed brick
arch of Byzantine date with fresco frag-
ments still adhering to the bricks. The
decoration was faint and seemed to con-
sist of bands of irregular width and vari-
ous colours.
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Following the completion of the south
cavea and orchestra excavations, a trench,
again supervised by Mr. Liitfi Salmansar,
was started in the South Post Scaenam, an
area parallel to the North Post Scaenam
along the Byzantine stage-blocking wall
and separated from it by the excavation
ramp in front of the porta regia tunnel.
(Fig. 17) The investigations extended here
as far as the vicinity of the blocked off
south parodos. The stylobate discovered
to the north continued in this direction,
but formed a right angle towards the east
at the edge of the trenched area. The front
of the stylobate was still paved with re-
gular marble slabs, but some of these
were pilfered at several points. It may be
suggested that this area was a “piazza”
created late in the history of the theatre
since its layout does not appear to be in
harmony with that of the building itself
(or its backstage). Much work remains to
be completed, however, prior to a clear
understanding of the sequence of building
and rebuilding.

Parallel to the stylobate, within the
portico created by the Byzantine stage-
blocking wall, an irregular, oblong room
was built, obviously after the blocking
of the stage building. (Fig. 18) It had at
least three entrances opening unto the
portico which were later blocked. It could
have conceivably been a guards’ room. A
number of early Byzantine lamps and
many sculptural fragments were uneart-
hed within the chamber. The most unusual
item discovered inside was a large krater
still unfinished but showing signs of anci-
ent repairs (Fig. 19) It was handsomely
carved out of local blue marble and was
used as a settling basin in connection with
a drainage system of terracotta pipes lo-
cated outside the room. Among the sta-
tuary fragments found lodged in the walls
or doorways, the statuette of a Tyche

(Fig. 20) and a female portrait head require’

mention. The head, somewhat idealized,
represents perhaps Agrippina Major. (Fig.
21) Indeed, a base discovered nearby,
reused in a wall perpendicular to the stage-

blocking wall, carried an inscription na-
ming Agrippina, the “mother of the em-
peror Gaius.” Since Agrippina died in 33
before Caligula’s accession to the throne,
the statue was obviously a posthumous
one, put up between 37 and 41. The idea-
lized features of the head and its style
would be suitable for such a date and
identification. Probably prior to the erec-
tion of Agrippina’s statue, one of her
husband, Germanicus, had also been put
up here. A base naming Germanicus but
referring to him only as the “son of the
emperor Tiberius™” (Fig. 22) was also fo-
und reused in the same wall. The letter
forms of its inscription favour an earlier
date, i.e., in the reign of Tiberius. If the
statue of Germanicus bears further wit-
ness to that prince’s popularity in Asia, the
erection of a parallel statue to his wife
should be interpreted as a gesture on the
part of the Aphrodisians to please the
new emperor Caligula.

The most unusual feature of the South
Post Scaenam trench was a podium-like
structure nestled against the Byzantine
stage wall by the south parodos (Fig. 23).
It consisted of eight well-fitted, but pro-
bably re-used steps joined irregularly at
a right angle by another series of similar
steps, approximately perpendicular to the
said stage wall. The eastern steps, i.e.,
those parallel to the wall, appear to con-
tinue beyond the trenched area to the
south. It is, therefore, premature to attempt
an explanation of this podium. There are,
in addition, several later walls nearby
that require clarification. A date for the
building or rebuilding activities in this
sector is implied by a hoard of bronze
coins found in front of the eastern steps
of the podium. The coins, 100in number,
all copper dodecanummia of the mint of
Alexandria, range in date from Justinian
I (527-565) to Maurice Tiberius (582-602)
and even perhaps Phocas (602-610). They
are rarely found outside of Egypt and
must represent the contents of a purse,
namely the value in copper of a simple
fraction of the gold solidus.
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To the north of the podium, an inscri-
bed statue base was detected in the upper
tiers of reused material with which the
Byzantine stageblocking wall was built.
Once extracted, it proved to honour a
certain Dulcitius, perhaps Aelius Claudius
Dulcitius, proconsul of Asia in 361-3, and
stated that it had been “put up in front
of the baths.” This evidence suggests the
existence of baths associated with or loca-
ted near the theatre. It is unlikely indeed
that the base in question was dragged
from the vicinity of the Baths of Hadrian
to the theatre area. Nor could Aphro-
disias have had only one bathing estab-
lishment. A candidate for such a bath
may be the complex situated south of the
South Post Scaenam and clearly connected
with the theatre. Some of its ruins, a
series of arched niches perpendicular to
one another, were briefly investigated in
1962. The presence of water pipes in one
or two of the arches suggested then a
fountainhouse or nymphaeum. A circular
structure, barely visible above ground,
adjacent and communicating with this
nymphaeum, was partly excavated last
summer in an effort to trace access to the
southern diazoma and cavea. This buil-
ding, whose roof was domed, featured four
well-preserved arcuated, apsidal niches pla-
ced opposite one another at the cardinal
points (southeast-nortwest-northeast-south-
west). Two of these niches had smaller
vaulted subsidiary doors or tunnels, one
(the southeastern one) communicating with
the nymphaeum arch, the other aimed in
the direction of the theatre. Two smaller
arcuated, rectangular niches were also
brought to light between two of the higher
apsidal ones. The state of preservation
of this hall is excellent. (Fig. 24) Its iden-
tification remains uncertain, however,
since no pavement was reached last sum-
mer, although over 14 m. of fill and debris
were dug out of its interior. Parallels to
it can nevertheless be found among bath-
like or bathing complexes elsewhere in
the Empire, such as those at Baiae. Con-
sequently, a temporary name such as aula
termale is perfectly suitable.

The restoration programme initiated
in 1971 in the theatre with the assistance
of the Directorate General of Antiquities
and Museums of Turkey was continnued,
last August, with further help from the
same source. The Byzantine damages to
various sections of the cavea were in great
part-repaired. Simultaneously, the vaults
of the chambers of the stage building were
discreetly restored to avoid possible col-
lapse. The large blocks of the pulpitum
recording the construction work done by
Tib. Claudius Zelos under Antoinus Pius
were also gradually replaced in their
original position from the orchestra pit
where they had fallen. (Figs. 25-27)

The Portico of Tiberius and the Basilica:

The identification in 1971 of the buil-
ding situated off the southwestern sector
of the Portico of Tiberius with an impo-
sing basilica made continued excavation
here mandatory. Expropriation of two
fields to the south allowed extensive inves-
tigations. The basilica, roughly oriented
north-south, was probably close to 100 m.
in length. The 1972 operations concent-
rated on only one part of the building.
(Fig. 28) About 20 m. of the length of
its nave and its eastern aisle, along with
the colonnade of the west wing, were
brought to light. (Fig. 29) Although the
ruins of the basilica were not deeply buried,
the considerable amount of large archi-
tectural fragments rendered operations
difficult. (Figs. 30 and 31) A field path
lined with stones and other debris passed
over a part of the basilica. It was pains-
takingly cleared before excavations could
be undertaken. A number of fragments of
Diocletian’s Edict on Maximum Prices
was extracted from this rubble and furt-
her strengthened the theory that the ins-
cribed edict was displayed here. These new
fragments pertain to chapters on clothing,
skins, and seaborne freight charges, as
well as other sections not yet identified.

An impressive amount of architectural
elements was found obstructing the nave
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area and was duly recorded in situ by Mr.
Paul M. McDermott. (Fig. 32) Many
blocks of frieze with garlanded masks and
heads decoration, typical of the frieze of
the Portico of Tiberius, were recovered.
Several of the column bases separating
the aisles from the nave were in place,
although others had been dislodged. The
nave itself was 12 m. wide, the aisles about
6 m. Fourteen column bases were cleared
on both sides of the nave.

Judging from the location of the fallen
architectural blocks, the destruction of
the basilica may have been caused by an
earthquake, followed by gradual pilfering
of the more easily removable fragments.
Despite depradations, however, it remains
an impressive and important structure. It
is premature, however, to understand all
of its architectural details and peculiarities
as its excavation is far from complete.
Nevertheless, the existence of an upper
storey over the aisles is virtually certain.
Smaller double Corinthian columns, above
the Ionic order of the main colonnades,
were featured here. Elaborately decorated
parapets were fitted between these double
columns. Many fragments of these para-
pets were discovered face down in the
east aisle or the nave. Some were carved
with exuberantly stylized flower-and-leaf
motifs; others portrayed more usunual
scenes with figures. One fragment shows
an Eros riding on the back of a sea-horse,
another includes a Leda and swan group
flanked on one side by an Eros holding a
torch. (Fig. 33) A third panel pictures a
dolphin plunging into the depths of the sea.

The facade of the basilica opened
directly unto the Portico of Tiberius. In
Roman times, there were probably no
columns at this corner of the agora. The
columns now visible were added later
during Byzantine transformations. These
are attested to by an inscription found
last year in the eastern part of the portico
and naming a certain Philip, son of He-
rodian, as responsible for the restorations
(fifth or sixth century). On the other hand,

the western portico, connected with the
Baths of Hadrian, was rebuilt by Albinus
as indicated by a series of inscriptions cut
on the shafts of the columns. Future
excavations will clarify the extend of these
remodellings as well as the original Ro-
man layout of the south portico colonnade
when it reached the vicinity of the basilica.

The East Odeon:

Although its excavation per se has
been by now completed, the odeon and
its location within the urban scheme of
the city still present unsolved, interesting
problems. (Fig. 34) Accesses to it from the
northeast (the temple of Aphrodite) and
the east remain unclear. The purchase of
a field immediately beyond the eastern
half of the odeon made investigations pos-
sible in the course of the summer.

Initial operations focused on the vici-
nity of the east parodos where several
terracotta pipes and drainage systems
were uncovered. (Fig. 35) More extensive
excavations, supervised by Messrs. John
Pollini and Phillip Stanley, along the ex-
ternal curving wall of the cavea brought
to light the southwestern angle of an
elaborate building complex adjacent to
the odeon to the east and to the north. A
passageway or corridor running north-
south was first discovered. Subsequently
to its east, parts of two rooms, with a
door communicating with the corridor
were excavated. (Fig. 36) A geometric
mosaic floor decorated the northernmost
chamber, which had also a door (later
sealed) opening onto the hallway. The
available evidence is still too fragmentary
to venture an opinion about the nature
of this building. It may be a private house
complex. Yet, its proximity to the odeon,
the agora, and the temple of Aphrodite
also suggests official or semiofficial pur-
poses (Fig. 37).

The most interesting discoveries of the
East Odeon trenches were made between
the external wall of the corridor of the
building complex and that of the odeon
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nearby. Five impressive lifesize and over-
lifesize statues were found dumped in a
line stretching northward along the cor-
ridor wall. They are headless, and some
lack limbs, yet they all form an imposing
group. The largest statue showed a colos-
sal male figure in full military regalia (Fig.
38). His belted cuirass is decorated with a
pair of griffins, a Medusa head in the
center and a flying Nike to the left, partly
concealed by the folds of the paludamen-
tum. By his left foot, a helmet was topped
by a sphinx and an elaborate crest whose
plumes still bear traces of red underpaint.
A signature naming “Apollonius Aster,
son of Chrysippus™ as the sculptor of the
statue was carved on the cranium piece
of the helmet. The right hand of the figure
was undoubtedly raised in a hailing ges-
ture, while the left was held closer to the
body.

Next to the cuirassed statue, two male
figures in himation were discovered. One
showed a young boy, the other an over-
lifesize adult. The detail of the sculpture
is especially remarkable in the figure of
the boy, (Fig. 39) whose small right hand
attractively pulls on his garment. The
dress of both statues portray in similar
manneristic fashion the creases and pleats
of the once folded cloth. The fourth figure
was also male and over-lifesize (Fig. 40).
His himation, draped over his left shoulder,
is brought forward across the lower waist
and held by a powerful left hand. His tunic
conceals a muscular and mature torso.
Discovered last, the fifth statue was a
more slender and sensitively modelled nude
male torso with part of its chlamys or
garment preserved in a cluster over the
left shoulder and draped under the groin
(Fig. 41).

The problems and questions raised by
this quinted of statues are multiple. Simi-
larity in stylistic detail, such as the mar-
king of creases and folds reinforces the
notion that they form a sculptural port-
rait group. All were probably carved by
Apollonius, although only the largest and

probably centrally located one bore the
artist’s signature. The name of Apollonius
was also partly readable on the socle of a
female statue found in 1970 in the theatre.
There are definite resemblances in the
letter forms of the two signatures. As to
the identity of the individuals portrayed
here, it is tempting to think of an imperial
family of the second century, Yet, promi-
nent Aphrodisian citizens must not be
entirely ruled out. The absence of heads,
however, makes identification or closer
dating difficult. A fragment of a head
found earlier in the summer near the east
parodos was too battered to help solve
this problem (Fig. 42). Other additional
sculptural fragments that do not belong
to any of the five statues must also be
taken into consideration. Discovery of
sculpture in future investigations to the
north may provide clues to these problems.
If this was an imperial group, the absence
of female figures is puzzling since emp-
resses and princesses were often represen-
ted near their male relatives.

The original location of the group
equally remains mysterious. The statues
were obviously dumped here at a late
period. They may have decorated the
odeon or were part of a nearby monu-
ment. They could also have stood in the
building complex to the east. It is eagerly
hoped that future excavations will produ-
ce additional evidence for the interpre-
tation of this group.

Prehistoric Aphrodisias.

1972 operations on the Acropolis mo-
und of Aphrodisias were limited to a con-
tinuation of trenches started in 1971 on
the west slope and concomitant study with
laboratory work. The main objectives of
the excavations were aimed at obtaining
further samplings of the upper levels of
the mound in order to consolidate the Late
Bronze Age sequences detected in 1971 and
also at connecting these strata with earlier
levels reached previously on the lower
slopes of the mound.
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In Trench 8, a structure consisting of
three mudbrick walls was unearthed in a
diagonal position northeast-southwest po-
sition. Its central room featured a hearth
(Figs. 43-45). Pottery fragments gathered
here point to a Late Bronze Age date, yet
some additional Middle Bronze Age ma-
terial suggests a fairly continuous occu-
pation from earlier periods on. The st-
ructure itself, however, is more probably
datable to the end of the Bronze Age, i.e.,
ca. 1200 B. C.

The continuation of the excavation of
Trench 9 was initially hampered by a large
Byzantine intrusion (Fig. 46). Once this
was recorded and removed, an interesting
complex came to light in the eastern sec-
tion of the trench (Fig. 47). It consisted
of perpendicular mudbrick walls on stone
foundations surrounded by post-holes (Figs
48 and 49). The sherds recovered here
suggested some type of “industrial” acti-
vity. Indeed, many pithos fragments sho-
wed traces of fire and exposure to extreme
heat. A hearth area and two refuse pits
were also located including ashes, char-
coal, and burnt sherds (Figs. 50) The st-
ratigraphy of the east and north sides of
the trench betrayed a continuous series of
burnt layers and implied much ‘“control-
led” firing, namely that fires were repea-
tedly extinguished and ashes swept as if
to prepare the area for further activities.
It may be speculated that some type of
“casting” took place here during the main
period of its occupation. Chronologically,
the complex must be dated between the
Late Bronze and the Early Iron Age, i.e.,
between 1200 and 1000 B.C. The pottery
associated with it included “gold” mica-
ceous-washed red ware and a variety of
painted banded wares (especially red, red-
brown or -black banding on a red-slipped
fabric over a “gold” micaceous or dull
white wash). Many finds, such as ceramic
crescents, spindle whorls, two bronze tools,
flint flakes, “cores™, and a pierced figu-
rine, were recorded. Further analysis will
be required, however, in order to verify the
dates suggested. The excavations of Tren-

ches 8 and 9 were attended to by Messrs.
Ronald Marchese and Charles Gates 111,
and Misses Marie-Henriette Carre and
Patty Gerstenblith, assisted by Mr. Mark
J. Lesky. In the laboratory, pottery analy-
sis of the Early and Middle Bronze Age
levels excavated in previous summers were
continued by Mrs. Barbara Kadish and
Miss Karen Flinn. Mr. Lesky also pursued
his investigations of the geology of the
neighbouring slopes and hills, concentra-
ting especially on the various marble for-
mations.

The expedition epigraphers, Miss Joyce
Reynolds, and Mr. and Mrs. Mossman
Roueche, continued their study of old
and new Roman and Byzantine inscrip-
tions in the latter part of the campaign.
Miss Reynolds worked on the 170-odd new
fragments of Diocletian’s Edict on Maxi-
mum Prices. Mr. and Mrs. Roueche comp-
leted a dossier on all Byzantine inscrip-
tions found so far at Aphrodisias. Much
time was devoted to joining inscribed re-
vetment fragments found a few summers
ago in the North Temenos complex. Res-
toration of a large (probably tenth cen-
tury) inscription from the area of the temp-
le of Aphrodite indicated that this docu-
ment referred to the “resurrection of the
body” and ran around the outside of an
apse. Calculations showed that it was
part of a circle whose external diameter
would be ca. 3 m. Another Christian de-
dicatory inscription seemed to have been
put up in two places in the temple-basilica,
each time carved on a long, narrow marble
beam. Theodoretus and Cyriacus were
the dedicators.

Numismatic studies were continued by
Messrs. Michael Hendy and Frederick
Lauritsen who dealt respectively with By-
zantine hoards (including the new sixth
century one found in the South Post Scae-
nam) and the fourth century bronze hoard
found accidentally near Eymir in 1966.
Mr. David MacDonald of the Illinois
State University, a participant in the 1970
campaign, completed his Ph.D. thesis on
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the “Coins of the Principate from the
Excavations at Aphrodisias, 1961-1970
and presented it to the Graduate School
of the University of Minnesota.

Construction of the long-projected mu-
seum of Aphrodisias was initiated in the
winter of 1971-2, with the allocation of
an initial grant by the Directorate General
of Antiquities and Museums of Turkey.
The area selected for construction, loca-
ted behind the present storage depot was
initially explored and excavated prior to

the digging of the foundations of the
building. Although a handsome headless
statue of the Grande Herculanaise type and
a few decorated revetment fragments were
recovered, the field appeared to have been
occupied only by the late private structu-
res built out of material pilfered from
earlier constructions. In order to accele-
rate the pace of the building, the Natijonal
Geographic Society has also generously
granted a sum matching the initial Turkish
allocation for the museum.

BERICHT UBER DIE 5. KAMPAGNE

Die Grabungen des Deutschen Archio-
logischen Institutes auf dem Norgun-Tepe,
die im Rahmen des Keban-Projektes un-
ternommen werden, konnten dank der
grof3ziigigen Forderung durch die Forsch-
ungsgemeinschaft in einer 5. Kampagne
fortgesetzt werden!. Wie in den vorange-
gangenen Jahren wurde der Grabung die
Genehmigung durch die Generaldirektion
der Antiken in entgegenkommender Weise
erteilt.

Spite Bronzezeit: Aus der hethitischen
Epoche wurden nur noch im Siidwestteil
des Plateaus in den Quadraten O 22 und
P 21/22 Baureste angetroffen.

einem Lehmziegelpflaster errichtet ist. Der
Bedienungsraum davor ist vertieft. In
einer &lteren Phase lag der Backraum noch
viel tiefer und war mit Binken und einer
Reihe von Vorratsgefiflen ausgestattet,
Das Podest besaB nun zwei groBe Off-
nungen an der Siidwand fiir den Feuer-
ungs— bzw. Backraum.

Horizont VIII: Ein noch ilterer Vor-
ginger des “Pithosgebdudes” wurde nach-
gewiesen. Die Mauern sind durch Feu-
ereinwirkung vollig verziegelt. Das recht-
eckige Gebdude besteht wiederum aus
vier Rdumen im Norden und vier Rdumen
im Siiden. Die beiden siidwestlichen Riu-
me sind 6 m lang und 5 m breit und besit-
zen runde Herdstellen, die gegen eine
Bank an der Westwand gesetzt sind.

10-13) L, Aus diesem Hori-
zont wurde in den Fliachen auf der West-
seite des Plateaus Teile eines einfacheren
Wohnquartiers freigelegt (Abb. 14). So
wurde eine ca. 2 m breite StraBe liber eine
Linge von fast 30 m verfolgt, die vom
Westhang nach Osten in das Innere der
Akropolis fiihrt. Sie liegt an der gleichen
Stelle wie ein Weg der jlingeren Horizonte
VII und VI. Von ihr zweigen im rechten
Winkel schmale Gassen nach Norden und
Stiden ab und teilen die gefundenen Héu-
ser in einzelne Wohnblécke. Nordlich der
Strafle sind drei Raumreihen mit Herdstel-
len verschiedener Form aufgereiht. In

der StraBe fanden sich bisher drei Hauszei-
len. Eine Gruppe von 6 Rdumen 1483t sich
zu einem 13 zu 11 m groBen Hauskomplex
zusammenfassen. Um einen kleinen zen-
tralen Raum gruppieren sich verschiedene
Kammern, die sich als Kiiche, Lager- und
Wohnrdume erkennen lassen. Im Nordost-
eck scheint eine Kammer als Kultraum
gedient zu haben, denn er ist im Gegensatz
zu den weil} verputzten anderen Riumen
rot getiincht und besitzt vor der Nord-
wand einen groBen dreifachen hufeisen-
formigen Herd. AuBler der charakteristi-
schen bemalten und schwarz— oder braun-
polierten Keramik, hidufig mit Rillenver-
zierung 13, fanden sich kleine Tierfigiirchen,
Tonrddchen, Nadeln aus Bronze und Bein
mit Ritzverzierung.

In einem Schnitt am Westhang lassen
sich bisher 13 Schichten trennen, die den
Ubergang von der frilhen Bronzezeit III
zur mittleren Frithbronzezeit zeigen. Die
ganze Folge der polierten und bemalten
Keramikgattungen und der sie begleiten-
den aus Syrien importierten Gefdlle 146t
sich iibersehen. Die Untersuchung der stra-
tigraphischen Abfolge der mittleren und
frithen Phasen der Friihbronzezeit bleibt
der kommenden Kampagne vorbehalten.

In einem Schnitt am Silidabhang des
Akropolishiigels wurde eine 1971 gefun-
dene althethitische Anlage mit starken
Steinfundamenten weiter untersucht. An
die bisher hier vermutete Befestigung, die
aus einer Kastenmauer besteht, ist im
Norden ein Gebdude angebaut, von dem
zwei Raume erfalit wurden (Abb.

Alabaster munhasiren kadinlar tara-
findan liks olarak kullanilirdi?3, Eski Yu-
nan boyali alabaster’leri kadinlarin kendi
aralarindaki yasantilarni veya Amazon-
lardan sahneleri yansitir. Bunlar; nisan,
diigiin, kizlarin “Tanie” takdimi ve geline
tag takilmasi gibi konulardir, Alabaster
ayni zamanda geline sunulan hediyelerden
olup Olimiinde de mezarina konur.

LA CAMPAGNE DE FOUILLES DE 1972 A IASOS

Durant la campagne 1972, les fouilles
se sont poursuivies dans les divers sec-
teurs de la ville; en autre, on a mis en or-
dre les fragments architecturaux du mau-
solée romain aux environs de ’Aqueduc:
ils ont été disposés selon leur type dans la
cour tout i l’entour du monument lui-
méme, de fagcon a pouvoir étre étudiés
facilement. Sous l'aile nord du portique,
on a commencé 'aménagement de I’An-
tiquarium destiné a accueillir les statues
et les inscriptions, tandis que sous [laile
ouest, on a rangé la céramique sur des
étagéres métalliques.

A I’Agora d’époque impériale, on a
terminé la fouille du c6té est du portique
et des édifices en retrait dont I'un d’eux,
d’aprés les inscriptions trouvées dans les
parages, semble avoir été le Césarée. En-
suite, on a continué la fouille du c6té sud,
14 ou I’on trouve le double portique divisé
par des pilastres ou des colonnes et le
pavement & grandes dalles de marbre
blanc (fig. 1). Dans cette région, aux
niveaux supérieurs d’époques romaine-
tardive et byzantine, on a trouvé deux
fours & céramique a l'intérieur tapissé de
petites briques et & la gueule tournée vers
le nord (fig. 2). D’autres vestiges d’édifi-
ces tardifs, construits en majeure partie
a partir de matériaux de réemploi, peuvent
étre datés d’aprés la céramique et les
monnaies, des IX-X siécles de notre ére.
Un sondage pratiqué sous le pavement
de marbre de la Stoa a revélé un pavement
plus ancien en pierres disposées en arétes
de poisson, auquel pourraient se rattacher
quelques blocs de stylobate en pierre, réem-

ployés dans le stylobate de I'’époque d’Ha-
drien. Sous ce pavement, un mur archaique
semblable aux murs trouvés les années
précédentes plus au sud, dans le sondage
a Pouest du Bouleuterion, pourrait laisser
croire que 'agora grecque ait été moins
étendue que 1’agora romaine de ce cOté-ci.
Au fond de ce sondage qu’il a fallu inter-
rompre a 2m 80 de profondeur & cause
de la présence ici aussi de la nappe fréa-
tique, on a trouvé uniquement du matériel
d’époque géométrique.

Dans la partie nord-est de I’agora,
on a continué a dégager le portique est
en récupérant de nombreux autres frag-
ments de la riche décoration architecturale
(chapiteaux corinthiens et pergaménites,
morceaux de frise avec représentation de
rinceaux et figures humaines, blocs d’ar-
chitrave et de cornice).

D’autres blocs d’architrave avec la
dédicace a l’empereur Hadrien ont été
mis & jour dans ce secteur (fig. 3), per-
mettant ainsi de distinguer deux inscrip-
tions monumentales, 'une avec, outre
la dédicace a I’empereur, celle & Zeus
Olympien et & la patrie Iasos, érigée sous
le proconsulat de Pomponius Marcellus
et 'autre dédiée a Artémis Astiade, a I'em-
pereur et a la “trés douce patrie” Iasos.
Certains de ces blocs d’architecture avaient
été réemployés dans des constructions
tardives du type de celles mises & jour
lors des campagnes précédentes et qui,
a cause de la présence de trés nombreuse
scories de fer et de cavités creusées dans
le marbre ayant servi & la décantation, doi-
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vent €tre considerées comme des implan-
tations pour la fusion du métal.

Au centre de I’Agora, on a fouillé
en profondeur jusqu’aux niveaux préhis-
toriques, découvrant un autre secteur du
grand édifice carré du Bronze Moyen
et Recent, ainsi que de la route adjacente
a l'est (fig. 4). On a également trouvé
des pavements dallés superposés dans
cette partie sud de 1’édifice. Dans la couche
supérieure, de I’époque géométrique, il
y a des nombreuses tombes de types divers
(fig. 5): on en trouve a caisson formé de
dalles, 4 sarcophage en terrecuite de forme
ellipsoidale ou de forme rectangulaire, a
pithos; on trouve aussi des sépultures a
incinération dans des amphores et dans
des vases d’autres formes (par exemple
des oinochoés). Dans les niveaux supé-
rieurs, la trouvaille la plus intéressante
est constituée par les restes de ce qui
était probablement un sanctuaire lequel
se trouvait sans doute au centre de I’Agora,
avec des autels, formés de gradins super-
posés, prés desquels il y a des dépots
votifs fort riches de vases et surtout de
lampes (fig. 6). L’'un de ces dépots conte-
nait en effet environ 600 lampes datant
de la fin de la république et de ’époque
d’Auguste (fig. 7-8).

La fouille du sanctuaire d’Artémis
Astiade s’est poursuivie aux fins de définir
son périmétre au nord et son éventuelle con-
nexion avec ’agora. Une séric de sonda-
ges a permis de dégager la stoa est sur
une cinquantaine de meétres, sans pour
autant en rejoindre ancore la fin. Une
inscription découverte dans cette zone
contient une partiec d’'une dédicace a Ar-
témis Astiade et se référe peut-etre pré-
cisément i cette stoa orientale. A Iex-
térieur de la stoa, il y avait une route
dont on a actuellement dégagé la partie
correspondante & ’angle formé par la stoa
est et la stoa sud, celle qui fait face aux
trois rotondes. Cette route a été rehaus-

sée a plusieures reprises. Au-dela de la rou-

te, il y avait des boutiques; dans I'une
d’elles fouillée en entier (une autre sem-

blable a été dégagée sur una petite partie
seulement), il y avait d’un c6té de la porte
un gros banc avec deux petits bassins de
pierre insérés dedans et de lautre coté
une auge creusée dans le pavement, tandis
que de nombreuses amphores étaient po-
sées contre les murs ainsi que d’autres gros
vases destinés a recueillir les provisions
et de nombreuses coquilles (fig. 9).

Enfin, dans la zone de la ““Basilique
est”, on a fouillé aussi bien a I'est de la
grande salle a la mosaique qu’a lintérieur
de certaines des piéces nord (piéces H, I,
L, M). La grande salle avait une abside
a I'est qui se dessinait dans la partie orien-
tale de la piéce, ainsi que deux petits pas-
sages aux cOtés de ’abside. En un premier
temps, I'abside avait peut-&tre, elle aussi,
un pavement & mosaique dont on a décou-
vert le plan de préparation; en un second
temps le pavement a été surélevé d’environ
un demi meétre, aussi bien dans I’abside
que dans les passages voisins; certaines
portes ont été obstruées, sans doute a
cause d’un changement de plan et peut-
étre de destination de 1’édifice. Cette mo-
dification doit s’€étre opérée encore au
cours du troisitme siécle de notre ére
comme on peut le déduire d’aprés I’ab-
sence de sigillée claire du type C dans
le remblai entre les deux pavements. On
a, par contre, trouvé ce type de céramique
au-dessus du second pavement. Dans les
chambres nord au-dessous des grandes
pi¢ces contemporaines de la salle & mo-
saique, on a continué a mettre au jour une
stratification de constructions allant de
I’époque mycénienne a I’époque impériale
romaine. Les mémes murs ont souvent
été réutilisés, par pans entiers ou, au
moins, pour les fondations. Il n’a pas
encore €té possible d’identifier le péri-
métre d’une maison, mais il apparait que
pour toutes ces époques il s’agit sfirement
de maisons d’habitation comme on peut

‘le déduire de la présence de puits et de

foyers au centre ou dans les coins de
certaines pi¢ces. Ce quartier devait se
trouver immédiatement & [lintérieur du
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port oriental. Dans les pieces H et L, 1a
ou la fouille est descendue jusqu’a 2m80,
c’est-a-dire au niveau de la nappe fréa-
tique, on a trouvé sous la couche géomé-
trique, qui n’est pas trés haute mais qui est

riche en matériel, un important niveau
du Bronze Récent de prés d’un métre de
haut, et divers murs dont on compte com-
pleter lexploration lors de la campagne
prochaine.

14) bu yi1l agora kazilarinin mihrak
noktasini teskil etmistir. Ust kism1 bugiin
ortadan kalkmig bir anitin podium’u ol-
dugu anlasilan bugiinkii kalint1 iki kade-
meli bir platform iizerinde yer almakta,
dis capt 13,40, i¢ capr ise 10,40 m olan
¢ift tas halkadan meydana gelmektedir.

Tugla kubbenin ¢okmesi iizerine bina-
nin zeminine diismis olan Korint diize-
ninde bir siitun baslig1 (agora portik siitun
bagliklarinin ayni), bir kaide pargasi, kap-
lama olarak kullanildiklar1 anlasilan ince
ve li¢ fascial arsitrav’lar, alt kisimlar dig
kesimi, tist kisimlar: bitki motifleriyle siis-
lii ve disg taraflari kavisli kornig’ler ve 10
tane mermer konsol zikrolunabilir. Alt
kisimlart gesitli akant yapraklari, yanlari
ise spiraller ve bunlarin arasindan figkiran
gesitli bitki motifleri ve Lebos kymation’u
bezenmis konsollar (res.

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Sayilar1 ¢ok az olan bu mimari parga-
larla tholus’un kesin bir restitiisyonunu
yapmak tabiatiyle miimkiin degildir. Bu-
nunla beraber 1,50 m kalinhigindaki podi-
um duvarinin iizerinde 16 situndan (8
nigin eksenleri Gzerinde ve onlarin arala-
rinda birer siitun kabullenmek suretiyle)
meydana gelen Korint diizeninde bir galeri
bulundugu ve tiim yapinin konik bir kiildh
ya da bir kubbe ile ortiilii oldugu biiylik
bir ihtimalle ileri siiriilebilir.

Onun igin podium iizerinde
sadece bir galeri bulundugu (portik gale-
rilerinin ayni olsa gerek), podium’un igeri-
sinin masif oldugu ve tam ortada bir hey-
kel durdugu da diigiiniilebilir. Binanin
gevresi tlimiiyle temizlendikten ve orada
bulunan mimari pargalar teker teker ince-
lendikten sonra belki daha kesin sonuglar
elde etmek miimkiin olacaktir.

Bu mekanin ne gibi bir is igin
kullanildig1 ve kubbeyi tasiyan duvarlarin
oniline sonradan oturtulmus oldugu an-
lagilan kiinklii duvarlarin ne gibi bir fonk-
siyonu oldugunu heniiz saptamis degiliz.

Ug yildan beri kazdigimiz tesisin, kare
meydan1 (area), onu dort tarafindan gevi-
ren portik’leri (ambulacrum), onlarin geri-
sinde kdh ige, kdh disa agilan diikkinlar
(taberna) ve ortasinda yer alan yuvarlak
anitiyle (tholus) tipik bir “macellum”u,
yani iginde en ¢ok besin maddeleri satilan
bir alig-veris agora’smi ya da pazar yerini
temsil ettigi kesinlikle sOylenebilir®. Ana-

EXCAVATIONS AT KARATAS-

During the 1972 season investigations
of the prehistoric mound at Karatag con-
tinued on a limited scale!. The main pur-
pose of the work was the study of the
central, original building complex at the
site (level I) and the sequence of successive
enclosures which were built in levels III-IV
(see fig. 1). The rectangular house of level
I (outer mzasurements 10.75 x 7.20 m.)
had walls built of mudbrick apparently
put in while relatively soft. Individual
bricks in the North wall measured 37 X
32 x 6 cm.; the bricks often were warped
or flattened. Two bricks formed the basic
width of the wall, laid over a 65 cm. wide
stone foundation; a thick plaster coating
formed the basis for the final buff plaster
which was the finish of walls and floors.
In the Northeast corner of the house, a
cupboard of 1.55 x 0.90 m. was formed

Restorer Franca Callori di Vignale continued her
expert work on the cleaning and conservation of the
wall paintings in the tombs at Kizilbel and Karaburun.

Dr. J. Lawrence Angel studied the last series of
Early Bronze Age skeletal material from Karatas and
the remnants of the burials in the tumuli.
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by a partition wall to the North of the
doorway, cf. fig. 1.

The new plan also shows that the level
I complex was entered via an indirect
doorway in the outer Northwest court.
The enclosures around the oval courtyard
of the house were, in the course of level
I, gradually thickened to form a rampart.
Around the rampart ran an open space
and ramp, which was controlled at several
points and in turn protected a buttressed
wall set on the slope of the mound. This
wall, built of mud and herringbone mason-
ry of fieldstones, was not yet the outer-
most enclosure, but a palisade discovered
in 1972 ran at 10-15 m. distance parallel
to it. This palisade was excavated for
two stretches at the Southwest and South-
east side of the mound at Karatas. It
was a fence of posts and wattle-and-daub
set in a 20 cm. wide slot in bedrock (fig.
2, curved slot at right). The postholes
are still recognizable in the clay fill left
in the slot. To the Southeast, a house
had been built against the palisade, near an
entrance through the latter, probably a
hut of a retainer or shepherd who worked
for the owner of the mansion. The house
was also built of wattle-and-daub; it had
a small front room (about 2.00 X 2.25 m.)
and a larger main room (about 3.00 x 5.20
m.) with a hearth in the center. The pali-
sade must have given the entire complex
of level I a diameter of about 60 m. This
level 1 is contemporary with early Troy 1.

After a conflagration put an end to
the main buildings of levels T and II, and
after kilns had probably been established
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on the mound in level III, new enclosures
were built in levels IV a and 1V b. These
were thick embankments of earth and
stone, recognizable by their plaster sur-
faces, but often poorly defined because
wooden posts set in the periphery of these
embankments have decayed and weake-
ned the contours. A section through the
South East embankment is shown in fig.
3. An entrance existed at the SE corner in
stages IV a and IV b (see plan fig. 1.).
The center of the mound is lost in these
phases; the area outside of the enclosures
had workshops, houses, and the platforms
excavated in 1971. The larger of these
platforms, investigated in detail in 1972,
turned out have to have a rim of large
mudbricks (¢c. 65 X 37 X 2-6 cm.) laid in
soft condition, like those of the main
house of level I, but twice as long and
very uneven in thickness.

Kizilbel. The painted tomb chamber of
Kizilbel near Elmali, which is being clea-
ned and consolidated in a joint project
with the Antalya Museum, was inspected
carefully by restorer Franca Callori di
Vignale to prepare the walls for the final
stages of conservation. The damaged areas
of the interior walls were filled in to a
level below their original surface; un-
sightly gaps have thus been mended. The
joints between the blocks have also been
cleaned and sealed; neutral colors have
been used to fill in where needed.

The painted surfaces were examined
in detail and additional cleaning took place
in difficult areas of the decoration. Parts
of the friezes have suffered irreparable
damage; the iconography will remain
hard to decipher in such passages. On the
North wall, five registers can be recognized,
starting with the scene of the sea-going
ship at baselevel. On a red band, the next
upper zone has a procession of blue men,
korai in Ionic costume, horses, a seated
woman and a Chimaera (??, undeciphe-
rable at present) to the left; the next
zone is blank, over a blue guilloche; then
another procession moves to the right

behind a seated dignitary with a squatting
suppliant; the fifth register has now been
identified as a procession of horsemen
moving left (fig. 4); the horsemen wear
bright costumes, contrasting with vivid
saddlecloths, but the preservation is slight.
Another scene may have existed in the
gable of the North wall, but no traces are
preserved above the level of the horsemen.

The tomb was buried again for the
winter season. If the condition of the
paintings warrants it, final measures may
be taken in 1973 to provide permanent
protection in situ for the paintings and
to construct an entrance building with
access by tunnel so as to preserve the
original conditions of temperature, humi-
dity, and darkness.

Boztepe. An anciently robbed tumulus
lies in the fields about 1.5 km. to the
South of Karaburun. The tumulus must
have had a diameter of 50 m. and a much
greater height than the 4 m. found parti-
ally preserved. The tomb was investigated
to see if a built and painted tomb chamber
could have existed here of the type known
for Kizilbel and Karaburun. Although
the robbers had taken out not just the
burial but also most of the building stones
of the Boztepe tomb, there were enough
remnants to prove that a rectangular cham-
ber had indeed formed the core of the
tumulus.

As we cleaned out the combination of
successive robbers’ pits, a negative space
was found in the center of the tumulus.
This was rectangular in plan, measuring
c. 275 x 3.50 m., and surrounded by
layers of tumulus fill, strata of limestone
chips, and rubble. The robbers had remo-
ved most of the stones of the tomb; a few
floorslabs and wall blocks lay dispersed
in the debris, and four stones remained
in situ (fig. 5). The latter were underpin-
nings of the floor proper. The large block
in the middle of fig. 5 was probably a
true floor block. The wall blocks had
evidently been of much smaller size than
those at Karaburun; the chamber had
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been built of ashlar masonry in courses
about 50 cm. high; the inner faces of the
limestone blocks were finely smoothed
with flat chisel and claw-chisel, the outer

faces were hammer-dressed ; the joints had

anathyrosis. One fragment of a wall block
preserved the cutting for a gable. Since the
wall blocks are about 27-30 cm. thick, the
tomb chamber would have measured about
2.20 X 2.95 m. on the interior; the door
would have been to the East, in the short
side. These measurements are a little larger
than those of the Kizilbel chamber (2 X
2.45 m, with the door in the longer side),
and narrower than Karaburun II (2.60 x
3.00 m.).

The chamber in Boztepe may well have
been painted, given the fine preparation
of the walls, but except for one block, no
traces of plaster were preserved. This
block had a patch of blue stucco, compa-
rable to the floor plaster rather than to
the wall plaster of Karaburun II.

The tomb in Boztepe can therefore be
added to the series of classical built tombs
in the Elmali area; it probably dates to
the first half of the fifth century B. C. The
tumulus has been filled in but some of
the wall blocks have been preserved for
study and further reconstruction on paper.

At Boztepe, as at Karaburun, the area
under the tumulus has remnants of Chal-
colithic habitation, contemporary with the
houses excavated in 1968-69 at Bagbasi.

Karaburun. 11. Work on the wall pain-
tings of the chamber in the larger of the
two tumuli at Karaburun was limited to a
technical examination of the condition
of the painted surfaces in general. The
colors had been fixed by treatment in 1970
and 1971; although there is no fading, the
consistency of the plaster and the intonaco
are often endangered by ancient cracking,
warping, and blistering. Many areas are
still covered by protective gauze put in
after the initial discovery in 1970; the
program of systematic treatment will con-
tinue in the next season. In 1972, some
details of the South frieze were examined
to determine the nature of its iconography.

Whereas the main (West) wall shows the
tomb owner reclining on his kline, greeted
and waited upon by his servants who
bring beverages (a funeral drinking scene
rather than a banquet, although there
must have been food on the table in front
of the kline), and the North wall displays
a battle scene in which the same dignitary
appears as a victorious horseman defea-
ting his Greek opponent, the South wall
puts the dignitary in the center of a sub-
dued and hushed performance in which
we can recognize the funeral procession
(fig. 6). The radiance and turmoil of the
other walls here are replaced by a quiet
dignity. The procession covered both
blocks of the South wall. The front is not
yet decipherable, although a chariot wheel
and a horse carrying a bundle could ini-
tially be made out. The second block shows,
from left to right, a team of horses pul-
ling a throne-chariot in which the digni-
tary rides; two servants; a carriage with
a red-domed box; followed by two more
servants, one of whom carries a piece
of furniture (a table?).

The dignitary is dressed in his purple
robe, over which a sleeved and furlined
mantle (kandys) is draped; a cap with
long lappets (baslik) covers his head. He
does not hold the reins of the horses; his
right hand is idle, his left hand is raised
in an artificial gesture; the reins lie on
the front rim of his conveyance (fig. 7).
One of the servants directs the chariot
from behind (figs. 8 and 9). It would seem
possible that the body of the dead digni-
tary is here shown as it was ceremonially
conveyed in the funeral procession to
the tomb, a realistic portrayal of a local
rite rather than an imaginary or artistic
epiphany. The red-domed box of the fol-
lowing chariot could contain funerary pa-
raphernalia (mattrass, pillows, vessels)
to be deposited in the tomb chamber.

The entire procession will have to be
interpreted as a unit, and it is premature
to advocate one special interpretation of
the ekphora, but the discovery of this
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Karaburun procession comes appropria-
tely at a time when a debate is current
concerning the actual existence of burial
rites in which the body of the dead person
appeared, with J. Borchhardt and H.
Metzger taking opposite sides of the inter-
pretation 2.

The North wall of the Karaburun
tomb has the lively battle scene which
is in such contrast to the quiet of the
funeral procession on the opposite, South
wall. The first warrior of the battle scene
has now been cleaned further (fig. 10).
He is bearded, and is shown attacking
an archer who has collapsed under his
onslaught. The bearded man is a local
soldier, dressed in a short light blue tunic,
knotted white cloak, puttees, red garters,
and bright red shoes. He is the counter-
part of the victorious soldier at the right
end of the frieze, the young and eager
attacker illustrated last year.

The photographic recording of the
tombs at Karaburun and Kizilbel is being
studied by Miss Alison Frantz, who will
undertake the final recording in color and
black-and-white of both tombs as soon
as the cleaning and consolidation has been
completed.

The .human skeletal fragments which
were collected by sieving the disturbed
contents of the tombs at Kizilbel and
Karaburun were studied by Dr. J. Law-
rence Angel. He determined that the per-
son buried in Karaburun II (the dignitary)
was a man about fifty years of age, rather
large of stature. The occupant of the sar-
cophagus in Karaburun I was a woman
in her thirties, perhaps the wife of the
dignitary in the main tumulus.

The bones from Kizilbel belonged to
a man in his forties, medium tall, and
suffering from a knee injury. One would
like to think of him as a horseman, one
of the noblemen who excelled as hunters,
warriors and patrons of the arts in the
plain of Elmali in ancient Lycian times.

Kaunos’ta, Eski Eserler ve Miizeler Ge-
nel Miidiirliigii ve Ege Universitesi Arkeo-
loji Enstitiisiiniin yardimlari ile Dil ve Ta-
rih-Cografya Fakiiltesi adina yaptigimiz
arastirmalara bu yil da devam edilmistir *.

1972 yilinda Kaunos’taki galismalari-
mz daha ¢ok yayin hazirhgi konusunda
olmustur. Bu arada eski yillarda bulunmus
malzemenin kataloglama isi lizerinde ¢ali-
silmis ve bunlarin ingilizceye gevirisi yapil-
mistir, Bu galismalarin yaninda gegen yil
Kiictiik Kalenin kuzey eteginde agiga ¢ika-
rilan yuvarlak yapida da galisilmigtir. 1971
yilinda bu yapimnin etrafinda iki geng kig,
bir kadin heykeli ile bir Herme gdvdesi agi-
ga cikarilmisti. Bu yil bu heykellerin bas-
larinin bulunabilecegi timidi ile yuvarlak
yapinin etraf1 dogu ve kuzey yanlara dog-
ru genisletilmigtir. Yuvarlak yapmin ku-
zeyinde Roma devrine ait bazi yap: kalin-
tilar1 ile birlikte, muhtemelen Roma dev-
rinden ii¢ adet girlandli silindir sekilli su-
nak agiga gikarilmistir.

Maalesef biiylik bir ving ile
ona benzer teknik malzemenin elimizde
bulunmayisi sebebi ile tiyatrodaki resto-
rasyon isi ¢ok yavas yidrimektedir (Res.

ARSLANTEPE (MALATYA). REPORT ON THE
EXCAVATIONS 1971-1972

The Italian Archaeological Mission in
Eastern Anatolia, sponsored by the Ita-
lian Ministry of Foreign Affairs and by
the National Council of Researches, went
on excavating in the Hiiyiik of Arslantepe
in 1971 from august 15th to october 24th
and in 1972 from july 25th to october
25th, under the direction of Prof. Salva-
tore M. Puglisi. The Istituto di Paletnolo-
gia of the University of Rome, which has
been responsible from the beginning for
the organization of the Mission, provided
the staff as following: Doct. Alba Pal-
mieri, vicedirector; Doct. Isabella Caneva,
archaeologist; Doct. Alberto Palmieri,
geologist; Mr. Luciano Narisi, topograp-
her; Mr. Cesare Placidi, draughtsman;
Mr. Filiberto Scarpelli, photographer; Miss
Gilda Bocconi and Mr. Sergio Angelucci,
restorers. Very valuable help was given
to the Mission by the representatives of
the Turkish Administration of Antiqui-
ties and Museums, Miss Seyhan Sayiner
and Miss Ayfer Aker, and by the Aut-
horities of the Malatya district.

North-eastern area:

In the North-eastern side of the hiiylik
the excavations carried out in the neo-
hittite levels clearly revealed the overlap-
ping of three defence walls (fig. 1). Indeed
it was observed that the last defence wall
found in this area, consisting of mud-
briks with stone foundation and complete-
ly burnt, rests on another wall made in
the same way; with this wall which shows
no evidence of fire, also belonging to the

neo-hittite period, was concerned presu-
mably the gate located in the close area
by Prof. CLF.-A. Schaeffer (Archiv fiir
Orientforschung XVI, 1952-53, p. 151 ss.)

Remains of the burnt wall belonging
to the so called “Imperial Gate” were dis-
covered in the level below. This wall di-
fers from the two later ones because its
lower part is represented by solid masonry
and it was re-utilized, in the same way
as the structures of the “Imperial Gate”,
to support domestic buildings. These buil-
dings contained, among other furnitures,
some bins full with cereals and according
to the archaeological material must be
ascribed to the neo-hittite period. Cl4
dates previously obtained for the same
level point to the same period while the
definite datation concerned with the actual
constructing of the gate remains still a
problem (S.M. Puglisi, A. Palmieri, Rese-
arches in Malatya District, T.A.D., XV-
11, 1968, p. 82).

Going down with the excavations in
the Vb level (Middle Bronze Age), a stone
post was discovered which belongs to
the entrance of the big gate (fig. 2), which
was also re-utilized for domestic purpose
and destroyed afterwards by fire (A.
Palmieri, Two years of excavations at
Arslantepe, T.A.D. XIX-1I, 1970).

West of the gate, in the slopes of the
hiiyiik, a number of soundings 1 mt.
wide and considerably long were carried
on into the glacis consisting mostly of
fragments of clay rock and flanking the
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gate still for a large extent. It was possible
to observe that the ancient surface of the
slope had been modified by a series of
steps in order to avoid the slipping of the
glacis or perhaps to form narrow tracks
which could be used for carrying the clay
by means of animals (fig. 3).

South of the gate of the Middle Bron-
ze Age, below the fire level connected with
the re-utilization of the “Imperial Gate”
and above the houses of the V b level
which show a re-utilization also of the
gate of the Middle Bronze Age, remains
of two parallel thick walls were disco-
vered (fig. 4): situation and orientation
of these structures seem to indicate that
they are a part of the early gallery found
some years ago whose later elaboration
appeared to be a clear trait (S.M. Puglisi,
A. Palmieri, Researches in the Malatya
District, cit., p. 83).

In the adjacent area levels belonging
to period VII continued to be investigated.
This cultural facies shows Syro-Mesopo-
tamian connections already pointed out,
particularly with the phase F of the Amuq
(R.J. Braidwood, Excavations in the Plain
of Antioch, Chicago 1960, p. 226 ss.;
A. Palmieri, Recenti dati sulla stratigrafia
di Arslantepe, Origini III, p. 13 ss.) and
is clearly connected with the Keban area
(H. Hauptman, Die Grabungen auf dem
Norgun-tepe, Keban project 1970 Activi-
ties, p. 115; U. Esin, Tepecik Excavati-
ons, ibidem, p. 157).

A most interesting grave was removed
from one of the period VII levels: the
grave, entirely preserved and now exhibi-
ted in the Museum at Malatya, consist of
a contracted body laying on the left side
with a furniture of vessels: a cooking pot
under each arm, a wheel-made chaff faced
bowl with internally bevelled rim, a hand-
made bowl and a typical red-burnished
beaker being inside each other above the
feet.

For the first time it was ascertained
in the lower levels the utilization of pots

for containing or covering the burials;
indeed, the skeleton of a child within a
handmade cooking pot (cfr. R.P. Harper,
Pagnik Oreni Excavations, Keban Project
1969 Activities, pl. 63, 3) and that of an
adult covered by half of a chaff-faced pot
were found there (figs. 5, 6).

Among the structures, beside the hou-
ses usually built with mud-briks, a half-
underground dwelling is to be noted (fig.
7), as a result of cutting earlier deposits,
about mt 1,80 deep, with stone walls
whose lowest part shows remains of plas-
ter which covers also the whole floor. A
mud-brik party wall, partially preserved,
marked two separate rooms. The plan of
the house is about mt. 5 x 3,50.

South-western area:

Moreover during the last two cam-
paigns digging was undertaken in the
south-western side of the hiiyiik, where
stratigraphic sequence shows different tr-
aits: indeed the deposit appears being
made there mostly by the overlapping
of prehistoric levels, while substantial re-
mains of neo-hittite period are lacking.
In this area the present-day thickness of
the archaeological deposits is probably
the same as at the end of the Early Bronze
Age; these deposits were cut by terraces
mosly of Middle Bronze and Roma-Bizan-
tine Age. The morphology of the hiiyiik
is then very like to that one noticed in
Tepecik (U. Esin, op. cit.). As in Tepecik,
just below the surface, a cemetery of Bi-
zantine Age was discovered, in which
the bodies of adults and children had been
buried lying on their back in simple gra-
ves, having the head at west, sometimes
sheltered with stones.

Among ninety graves already dug out,
some of them appear to cut each other
(figs. 8, 9), while only four of them were
furnished with objects as personal orna-
ments carefully made: beads and elabo-
rate glass bracelets, one of them decora-
ted with inlaid work (fig. 10).
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In the slopes west of the necropolis Arc-
hitectural remains of the Middle Bronze
Age have been found; these consist of
some houses destroied by fire which were
built in terraces and their archaeological
material shows remarkable affinity with
that from the level V b of the northeas-
tern area of the hiiylik. A big pithos is
to be noticed, which is ornamented with
rib, grooves and the figuration in relief
of an animal (fig. 11). Similar levels are
also well known from Tepecik (U. Esin,
Tepecik Excavations, Keban Project 1969
Activities, pp. 122 ss.).

Also to the Middle Bronze Age is
probably attributable the most important
architectural finding in the new-excavated
area: it consists in a large building, co-
vered by fire debris, whose plan measu-
red originally about mt. 9 x 8, also sur-
rounded by walls partially built with ter-
race technique (fig. 12). The western and
eastern walls, made by big stones, are very
well preserved and their inner surface and
the floor are covered by plaster. In the
middle of the house a remarkable double
horse-shoe hearth had been made with
clay, extending in the front into a circular
platform, about 2 mt. in diameter, having
the edge lightly prominent. Inside the
house some features appears to have
been modelled with clay: a small circular
platform with elevated rim, a bench about
two meters wide, rising about 10 cm.,
extended alongside an entire wall, and
three projecting weirs for a wooden cor-
bel whose mark was still visible on the
wall. Just in this place a clay object was
discovered, having cylindrical shape with
enlarged basis, about 20 cm. high, pro-
bably a cultual object.

As a result of the collapse of the house
a person, probably a woman, lost her
life, as it was shown by a skeleton lying
on the floor close to the hearth (fig. 13);
two simple ear-rings, perhaps of tin, have
been found near the head. A considerable
number of loom weights gives evidence
of intensive weaving activity, while some

of the pots found in situ contained car-
bonized seeds of wheat and barley. It is
difficult at the moment to set this comp-
lex into a chronological and .cultural fra-
me, and only a generic attribution to the
Middle Bronze Age could be considered:
the pottery, mostly wheel-made, includes
big storage vessels, cooking pots and a
black-burnished storage pot with rail
rim (fig. 14); a ribbed pedestal (fig. 15)
and a vase with peculiar decoration in
relief (fig. 16) were also found. The last
one can be perhaps compared with some
sherds from Tepecik (U. Esin, Tepecik
excavations, Keban Project 1969 Activi-
ties, pl. 90, 4).

The western side of the house proved to
have been cut by a paving, perhaps a road
of Byzantine age (fig. 17), which has
disturbed also some levels of the end of
the Early Bronze Age, the period indica-
ted as VI in the stratigraphic sequence
observed in the north-eastern area of the
hiiytik. Some buildings of this period have
been excavated, whose dating was clearly
ascertained by means of typical black-
burnished two-colour and three-colour pot-
tery, well known in the Malatya-Elazig
districts. Indeed strictly related facies have
been identified in the Keban area, where
expecially in Norsuntepe particularly im-
pressive structures of remarkable socio-
economic relevance have been uncovered
(M. van Loon, Korucutepe Excavations,
Keban Project 1969 Activities, pl. 43, 3; H.
Kosay, Pulur (Sakyol) Excavations, ibid.,
p. 103 ss.; U. Esin, Tepecik Excavations,
ibid., pl. 92, 2; H. Hauptmann, Die Gra-
bungen auf dem Norguntepe, ibid., pl. 50-
52, 58, 60; id., Keban Project 1970 Acti-
vities, pl. 61-64, 74-75, 78). In the level
ascribed to this period which has been
cleared up a number of rooms have been
found surroinding a paved area (Fig. 18).
Among these a quadrangular structure
whose walls built with stones and mud,
were covered with plaster in the same way
as the pavement, appeared to be cut by
some pits and by a Roman bath. Another
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building, partially excavated, has shown
evident traces of fire; among the material
discovered there i. e. mainly big dark-bur-
nished pithoi with rail rim and lids with
handles, a crucible and a sandstone mould
are to be noticed, the last one having the
form of a parallelepiped (cm. 22,5 1, cm.
8, 8 w, cm. 6,9 h) with hollows for casting

different objects (axes, chisels, a crossed
object) on four of the sides (fig. 19).

From another contiguous building fur-
nished with a mud plastered hearth came
out a large part of a vase painted in three
colours which is made notable by the figu-
ration of an animal just below the main
decorative band (fig. 20).

TOPAKLI-THE 1969 CAMPAIGN OF EXCAVATION

The operations of the 1969 campaign
of excavation began on July 10th and
ended on September 15th?!. Starting this
year, the Expedition has at its disposal
at Topakli, on a five-year rent, a spacious
house of recent construction, which be-
longs to the Community of Topakh.
This house in addition to accomodation
for the members of the expedition has
also been equipped with adequate facilities
for the technical services (restoration, dra-
wing, photography) and store-rooms.

The following took part in the 1969
Expedition: Prof. Luigi Polacco, director;
dott. Elena Di Filippo, Bianca Maria
Scarfi, Guido Rosada, Umberto Dalle
Mulle, excavation assistants; dott. Marisa
Rigoni, in charge of the register and the
store-room; arch. Mario Balestrazzi, ge-
om. Giovanni Meng, surveyors; Mr Giu-
seppe Penello, restorer; Mr Luigi Ruzzarin,
photographer; Mr Severino Ton, person-
nel manager. The Commissioner for the
Turkish authorities for this year also was
Mr Semsettin Koksal. The workmen for
digging and such like activities were rec-
ruited on the spot with an average of 50
men working each day.

THE EXCAVATION

The digging operations were carried
out in three sectors (PL I).

L. Squares MNO 15-16-17(** Acropolis™).

With respect to last year the area
under excavation has been extended on
the surface into the squares MNO 17.
That is a total of 1.000 m.sq.: an area
at the centre of the hiiyiik (presumably its
focal point) sufficiently large to reveal
organic architectural groups (Fig. 1).

Level A: Byzantine chapel and ceme-
tery (PL. II). The tombs that have so far
come to light in the various campaigns
already number more than a hundred and
fifty. The typology forecast in the 1969
report was confirmed. However some
tombs have appeared which have been
built with blocks of greater dimensions
and which are orientated NW-SW or NW-
SE: these are at a greater depth and pre-
cede the cemetery proper (Fig. 2). Among
the most interesting finds are a pair of
bronze and lead filigree earrings, an ear-
ring of pasta vitrea bound in gold, and
an inscription,

Level B: structures of a Byzantine
castle. There are scattered strips whose
formal identification is, for the present
at least, difficult. In square M 17 a door
flanked by a tower is clearly visible. This
level can be distinguished equally from
the one above as from the one below by
sharp and continuous layers of ash.

Levels C and D (Pl III): here we come
to the Hellenistic-Roman area. An orga-
nic group of houses appears with cour-
yards that are more or less porticoed.
This inhabited area extended downwards
along the slopes of the “Acropolis” (see
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sector II), where however the dwellings,
terraced one behind the other, seem to get
closer together. The structures were placed
one on top of each other fairly consistently
at the various levels. One can see partial
rebuilding with regard to individual dwel-
lings and due to restorations, improve-
ments, etc., and complete rebuilding due
to earthquakes and fires. It does not howe-
ver seem that are any cultural differences
to be noted between the levels C and D,
unless perhaps a greater architectural in-
tention and a superior quality of finds in
D. Particularly notable are some red glaze
pots (of the Pergamum type) of perfect
technique and excellent quality, among
which there is a big plate (42 cm in dia-
meter) and an amphora (Fig. 3). A beau-
tiful black paint lamp and a noteworthy
amphora seal can shed some light in
establishing absolute chronology: the for-
mer is clearly of Hellenistic type, if not
classical, and came from level D, the latter
(level C) is undoubtedly of Roman date.

1I. The Diachronic Trench (abbreviated
DT) (Fig. 4).

The 1967 and 1968 campaigns (see the
relative reports) had begun to uncover a
trench 9 m. wide, 25 m. long and a maxi-
mum depth of 6 m., thereby ascertaining
the presence under level C of four other
levels (D-G) all belonging to the Hellenis-
tic-Roman horizon. We are dealing with
the same collection of houses that had
been brought to light on the “Acropolis”™
for the levels C and D and which is there-
fore present in the hiiyilk with a strong
layer about 5 m. deep.

In the 1969 campaign the excavation
of the DT put forward three plans:

a) to re-examine the passages C-G of
the 1968 dig to get a better idea of their
order;

b) to prolong the excavation of the
DT for another 25 m. until it came out
on the side of the hiiyiik;

¢) to cut into the hiiylk as far as
possible below level G.

As regards the first plan, the continuity
and homogeneity of the Hellenistic-Roman
levels has emerged more clearly than ever
(Fig. 5). One knows how little known
this period is, due to the habit on Anato-
lian digs of failing to submit these levels
to precise stratigraphical observations.
Now we have collected a mass of data
of every sort on the dig and side by side
we have proceded to a very detailed record
of the finds (about a hundred cases of
selected pottery fragments, as well as
about a hundred vases more or less intact
or recomposed by restoration and many
other various objects in metal bone, pasta
vitrea, etc.).

As regards the second plan, we had
to face a vast mountain of manual labour,
since about 900 m.cu. was dug up. Un-
fortunately (if one should use that word)
the excavation of the DT at once brought
to light, on the very edge of the upper
terrace of the hiiylik, some Byzantine
structures which because of their very
completeness suggested a separate excava-
tion beyond the limits of the DT (cf. sector
IIT). This blocked the opening to the
outside of the DT except for a corridor
2.5 m. wide and considerably complicated
the already difficult problem of the exca-
vated earth from the DT.

The third plan is the most important.
We proceeded to beyond 9 m. in depth.
The architectural levels that have been
verified are four (H-M). The cultural
horizon is decidedly different here. At
level H an architectural structure appea-
red of the “a megaron” type situated
under an apsidal structure (Pl. IV and
Fig. 6). The lack of specific finds has (so
far) made it imposible to establish whet-
her we are dealing with a religious or civil
building. Beside it there is a courtyard
and a small prothyron. Some of the pot-
tery corresponds to the types already
known in the Hellenistic levels, and some
to new types, of brown glaze and with
sharper and more metallic shapes, which
seem rather to be derived from shapes
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commonly known as “Phrygian” (parti-
cularly notable is a quadrangular bowl
(Fig. 7) of a grey-brown impasto polished
up, taurine protomai with bulls’ heads).
Some fragments have also appeared pain-
ted with geometric patterns of certainly
“Phrygian” type. Still a Greek coin very
corroded but in any case classifiable in the
late Hellenistic period was found in the
crevices of a wall of H and brings in a note
of caution, even if it is known how easy
it is for coins to drop down deeper on
their own. Here too it will be interesting
to evaluate the importance and the cul-
tural character of this period which seems
to be one of transition.

Starting from level L, that is at about
7.50 m., every type of pottery previously
present definitely disappears. We have
only one kind of beautiful pottery of a
black or brown (sometimes red) impasto,
with sharp outlines and well-defined “‘Ph-
rygian” shapes. I would be very cautious
about the validity of this term, particularly
for the area of Topakli and in any case
at the moment we are far from possessing
sufficient basic material. Indeed the frag-
ments painted with geometric patterns
have been numerous, but unfortunately
no vase either intact or which could be
reconstructed.

The appearance of some red paint
fragments already of neo-hittite type sh-
ould be noted at the bottom levels; it is
probable that we have thus reached the
threshold of the Hittite levels. Neverthe-
less the presence of a strong “Phrygian”
layer in the hiiyiik of Topakli, if confirmed
and better documented by subsequent
excavations, seems a fact of considerable
importance.

III The Byzantine buiding to the E
of the Martyrion (PL. V and Fig. 8).

While proceeding to the excavation of
the upper levels of the DT towards the
edge of the upper terrace, some structures
appeared which were shown to be Byzan-
tine by their technique and on the basis
of the finds. These structures showed, as

the excavation proceeded a certain accu-
racy and completeness and so it was
decided to preserve them even if this
meant blocking two-thirds of the advan-
cing DT. At first the orientation and
regularity of the buildings made us sus-
pect the presence of the basilica which
according to the hypothesis should be
near the martyrion but for which we
searched last year without success (see
1968 report). But the lack of symmetry
in some of the buildings and the presence
of finds that are undeniably linked to
daily life- (mill-stones, pestles, oil-presses,
ploughshares (Fig. 9), etc.) excluded this
possibility; it is certainly a civil building,
perhaps a small palace.

The structures continue immediately un-
der the martyrion. They belong to a phase
of level B (the uninterrupted section in
the wall of the DT by now begins to
allow stratigraphical connections between
the DT and the “Acropolis”). Above the
structures we are talking about, there are
some strips of wall similar to those found
above the martyrion and below the ceme-
tery. We can therefore put forward, if
only provisionally, a certain articulation
of the Byzantine period: 1) chapel with
cemetery 2) castle 3) martyrion 4) small
palace, in relative chronological order.

RESTORATION, PRESERVATION
AND STUDY OF THE MATERIAL

All the material has been, where pos-
sible, restored. The restoration has been
carried with great skill and ability by Mr
Penello. About fifty vases, among which
some pythoi and a large and an unusual
bowl of conic- trunk form (Fig. 10), have
been put together. The better material
has been handed over to the Nevsehir
Museum, where it is hoped a room will
be reserved for it, the preparation of which
will be seen to on the next campaign. The
pieces that have been handed over to the
Nevsehir Museum are by now about a
hundred including bronzes vases pasta
vitreas and various instrumenta, thus illus-
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trating cultures that extend, at present,
from the Proto-Byzantine to the “Phry-
gian” period.

The cases with selected clay fragments,
the vases (more or less intact) of less
importance, a lot of other minor material
and the paleonto-anthropological remains
have been left at Topakli. The anthropo-
logical remains have been put at the dis-
posal of the Department of Anthropology
of the University of Ankara. All the ma-
terial has been registered with an entran-
ce number, separately object by object;
the cases of sherds distinguished by type
and level, have also been registered with
the progressive number of the same series.
The photographs also have been regis-
tered by date and subject.

Until now the scientific personnel of
the Expedition has co-operated in their
daily assistance at the digging operations
and their relative registration. The out-
come of the excavation has been the object
of their various preliminary reports. But
the great quantity of Hellenistic-Roman
ceramic material that has already come up,
necessarily requires a specific study, which
dott. Rigoni has already begun to get
under way.

EXPLORATION.

This was one of the things we has never
been able to do on previous expeditions
as they always took place in the spring
when the surroundings of Topakli are a
sea of mud, but which this year since the
summer season was in our favour, we
were able to accomplish without difficulty.
On Sundays we explored the surroundings
of Topakli. The area very rich in hiiyiik,
for the most part already indicated by
Meriggi %, but above all in tumuli, some
of outstanding dimensions, such as the
three in a row to be found on the crest
of the hill which dominates Ozkonak to
the West. In the course of these explora-
tions we were able not only to keep up
friendly relations with the local popula-
tion, who have always been very hospi-
table, but we were also able to carry out
some interesting observations which are
indispensable if we are to have a more
exact historical-topographical framework
of the hiiyiik of Topakl.

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TOPRAKLI- 1972 FIELD EXPEDITION DIG-PRELIMINARY
’ REPORT

The 1972 Field Expedition digging on
the Topakli “hiiyiik” (Pls. I-II) started on
July 3rd and ended on September 2 nd L.

Our Mission was composed as follo-
ws: Professor Luigi Polacco, Head of
Mission — Professor E. Balestrazzi, Dott.

This year, the summer season turned
out to be again different: there was very
little wind and therefore the temperature
was warmer and the degree of humidity
was considerably more intense.

LUIGI POLACCO

On the 29th August a sudden violent
storm hit the whole Topaklt valley and
the downpour was such that the Kalaycik
Deresi overflowed its banks, flooding
the entrance of the village where our house
is situated. In spite of the enclosure wall,
the water seeped in and up through some
natural conduits. Whereupon our Staff
members had to take speedy action with
whatever emergency means came to hand
in order to plug up the most threatened
sources of damage (all the villagers were
engaged in the same work on their own
houses) and our timely action enabled us
to ward off the worst, but, nevertheless,
both courtyard and ground floor on the
courtyard side were unavoidably covered
in 30 centimeters of water and mud. The
damage was considerable. Although we
were able to bring equipment from the
scientific laboratory, the warehouse regis-
ter books and all the material from the
Field Expedition dig into safety just in
time, a series of crates with material from
the 1968 and 1969 Expeditions as well
as baskets containing paleontological finds
from various expeditions were completely
submerged.

This is the second time that our Mission
has been subjected to experiences of this
nature ?, Seeing that the ground floor of
our quarters is below the level of the
river bed, and that the river has no proper
embankments, such a calamity is fatally
destined to take place again in future —

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therefore it will be necessary to shift our
laboratories and storehouses elsewhere.

Explorations :

Exploration of the great Roman road,
starting at Bel-Kuyu? proceeded apace.
We further noted how the road followed
both Eastern and Western directions. Last
year, towards the East, we followed the
road as far as the pass over the crest of
the hills ¢. From this point it descends and
can be perfectly recognized for its double
lanes as well as its understructure while it
runs for about three kilometres (Fig. 1)
till it approaches the Pasah village. Yet,
as we came near the bottom of the Kalaba
valley (where Pasal1 is situated), the arte-
fact appeared increasingly faint; in fact,
from the slope of the hills that separate
the Topakli from the Kalaba valleys broad
streams (“fiumare”) descend in a South-
Westerly direction, and these, in the cour-
se of time, have greatly altered the original
face of the spot. Today, all over the terrain,
there is an arid wasteland, cris-crossed by
many drainage brooks which, naturally,
are dry in summer. Therefore it is quite
understandable how, at the bottom of the
valley, near Pasali, all traces of the road
have been completely wiped out. During
our next Field Expedition when we resume
exploration of this area we shall certainly
move over onto the opposite side, the
slope situated a few kilometres further
East, where, if the road should continue
in its monumental form, it would not be
too difficult to recognize the traces.

It is not merely from a sense of pru-
dence that we say “if the road should
continue” but, to the West, as the road
is in effect a work of art, we were able
to ascertain definitely its termination. Last
year we had identified its presence up to
the valley along which it descended down
to the Kalaycik Deresi bed (Fig. 2).
The position of the valley which opens

out towards the North is such that the
road is bound to follow its course which
corresponds to a wide bend of the river
that, at this very point takes the same ori-
entation; furthermore, a careful exami-
nation of the surrounding territory per-
suaded us to discard the hypothesis that
the road could pass over the river at the
point in which it meets the river on its
way down the valley, and it would be
even less probable that it could have
crossed the river further up the slope
(namely more to the South towards Gerce
and Topaklr). In ancient times this valley
must have been far more shallow than it
is now and consequently wider. Where it
comes out to the North, a few metres
above the bottom of the Kalaycik valley,
a humble cart-track, about two metres
wide, today begins its course along a
hillside. From here no more traces of the
architectural construction are to be seen.
But it is easy to note (particularly if vie-
wed from a distance) how this cart-track
wends its way right in the centre of a
strip of smooth, uncultivated land, cle-
arly distinct — both towards the valley
and towards the hillside-from the cultived
land on either side of it. The width
of this strip is not regular, however, and
from a rough estimate it could be around
an average ten metres. Now, if the Roman
road had passed this way, it would have
been built partly on natural ground and
partly on artificial ramparts; its weak
exposition and the consequent facility of
deterioration has, with time, wiped out
its structure and its exact dimensions but
not its course. Some cuts on the rocks
which stick out of the ground surface
here and there on the side towards the
hill and some large, isolated stones on
the other, valley side, can, perhaps be
attributed to the ancient road.

After about 500 metres, this strip and
the relative cart-track come to a complete
end; the cart-track then bends with a
sharp right angle towards the valley where,
after about 30 metres, it crosses the river
over a bridge which, owing to the solid
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quality of its structure made of irregular
shaped blocks firmly connected together,
and the presence of a wide and solid sup-
port extending to the two bridge-heads
for about ten metres, seems so unusual
if we consider it in connection with the
humble limited cart-track of today, as to
lead us to the assumption that it is of
ancient make, at least as regards its essen-
tial structures (Fig. 3). At the two bridge-
heads the support is fan-shaped, measu-
ring 6 metres wide at the base and 3
metres at the top which corresponds to
the width of the bridge. The borders of
this support can be clearly identified,
especially the ones on the side towards
the hill and here, an inside line converges
in the direction of the border just like
the modern horizontal road signs where
the central line coverges where the road
narrows (Fig. 4). All this does not make
sense if referred to the present humble
cart-track, but it acquires full historical
significance when we place it in relation
to the double-lane Roman road. There
is a clear spring close to this spot which
is noteworthy, particularly owing to a
circle of stones around it, which points
towards a more important construction
that might have had something to do with
the road situation itself. Down at the
bottom of the spring, we found two pot-
tery fragments not of typical make, which
seem ancient. Here the way takes a wide
curve, as we mentioned before, and des-
cends. The rock formations that come
to the surface at this point have obviously
been terraced for this purpose.

West of the bridge, on the left bank
towards the town of Kalaycik, no traces
of a road were to be found in spite of our
repeated efforts to discover them. Did
the great two-lane road end here? Is
this one of the “pontes” cited in the epig-
raph of Maximinus?® In which road net-
work was this important construction in-
serted ?

Miss Trojani, who took part in all
these exploratory excursions, will make
them the subject of a particular study.

Excursions and Trips:

During our Field Expedition we made
the usual excursions to Kiiltepe, Hacibek-
tag, Kululu. When the Field Expedition
came to a close, some Staff members
belonging to the Mission visited Bogaz-
kale and Gordion, while I took a study
trip to Panfilia and Pisidia.

Excavation :

Our general plan foresaw that digging
on the Stratum Levels Trench (SLT) sh-
ould terminate during the present and
the next Field Expedition. A lucky cir-
cumstance which 1 shall now disclose in
more detail came to bring gereat help
to us in our work. At the termination of
Field Expedition 1972 we reached altitude
— 24,30 namely, we had come to the depth
limit of the hdyiik. Little more than three
meters remained to be explored in order
to reach virgin ground which can be
roughly estimated as on a level with the
river-bed, — 28.00. (Pl. II). The fortunate
circumstance — which will soon be better
explained — was the finding of an imposing
enclosure wall (ramparts), far more impor-
tant and conspicuous than the one we
brought to light last year®; owing to its
bulk we were obliged to quickly terrace
the side of the hiiyliik in the least time
possible. Naturally this was also bound
to bring about negative consequences. The
solid nature and height of this structure
forced us to dig towards the far outskirts,
and this, at least for the moment, preven-
ted us from examining all the other, more
ancient levels, which, as yer, had remained
unexplored in the innermost core of the
héyiikk. Yet, even thus, the SLT Ilevels
wall has, with the 1972 Expedition acqui-
red its organic and complete physiognomy:
we can now confidently state that we

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have an SLT scale at all levels, at least as
far as concerns the outer edge of the
mound. It will be our care therefore to
give, as soon as possible, a special study
report dealing with a unified and global
critical evaluation of this sector.

The 1971 Field Expedition had brought
us — with R level — to an approximate
altitude of — 13,107. The Stratum Levels
investigated this year have amounted to
over 11 metres and the architectural levels
that we found came to four (S - V).

As already known, R level showed a
strong defensive structure in the form
of an embankment upholding a wall: the
culture corresponding to it finds many
points of contact with the Phrygian even
though the presence of Hittite pottery
and pottery of Hittite tradition places
this wall in a particular light®. We have
further ascertained the juxtaposition of
phases due to successive stratifications
of the inner escarp wall (Fig. 5). In pro-
ceeding with our excavation we were
able to clarify and integrate the whole
consistency of the R level defensive enc-
losure wall. In the initial phase which
is of a more organic and monumental
nature ®, we ascertained the unity of the
inner escarpment wall which is made up
of large supporting white sandstone blocks
placed in scale one on top of the other;
the base was made of blocks in an even
larger dimension, most of them placed
in a standing position. The main carrying
walls appeared well preserved: wall A, 2
meters 20 high, and wall C 2 metres 50
high. The little wall ¢ that runs along the
side South of C, and which last year we
interpreted as being the probable wall of a
small drain (when there was a gap at
this point in the embankment proper1°,
has, this year been traced all the way
back along the base of C wall (fig. 6).

Owing to the presence of some very
flat stones laid against C wall together
with others, and to an obvious bulge of
C wall itself with dates back to ancient
times, we may make another supposition,
perhaps a more probable one, namely
that the small ¢ wall is nothing more nor
less than a reinforcement added to the
lower structure of C. The bad state of
conservation of the embankment at R
level and the need to proceed with digging
underneath, induced us to sacrifice this
wall. Yet, in order to have a sample, we
have kept, near the South wall of our
SLT, the entire A wall and its relative
embankment section after having cauti-
ously proceeded with what, we hope, is
an effective work of consolidation on the
surviving structure. This was done by
means of cement injections mixed with
ashes frcm the hiiyiik itself. The next
level down (S) as I have mentioned, revea-
led such an imposing, important architec-
tural monument that we felt it our duty
to preserve it in its entirety (Pls. 1II-V).
It is a wall, 4 metres 90 wide, and its
height varies quite noticeably but, on the
whole, keeps to an approximate 3 metres
20 (Fig. 7). It consists of two facings (or
partitions) made of vertical layers of large
e type sandstone blocks roughly hewn and
squared. Between these, a vast amont of
rubble mixed with earth and finely pres-
sed stone chips had been poured, creating
a compact mass. There do not appear to
be any transverse structures here between
the two vertical facings to tie them toget-
her. The exceptional rigidity, however,
of the hard uniform filling, dissuaded us
from proceeding to a global investigation
either in extension or in depth. We can
be certain, though, of the existance of
wooden reinforcements because a large
fragment of a beam was found embedded
transversally in the mass of rubble (fig. 8).
Meaning against the East facing (partition
situated within the enclosure embank-
ment (or rampart) a vast rectangular room
was identified. It did not appear to con-
tinue towards the South but probably went
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on Northwards in view of the presence
of a door at pavement level near the
South-West corner; at the same time, a
small staircase on the West brought us to
conclude that the ground outside must have
been at a higher level. This room was
obviously an addition because, apart from
the fact that its North and South walls did
not tie up with the great defence wall, its
East wall was built in an autonomous
manner separate from the great wall, by
the erection of another, completely inde-
pendant wall against it (Figs. 7, 9).

It is not difficult to explain this second
particular if we bear in mind the nature
of the roof that was used here, which would
certainly have been flat and very heavy;
far better supported by its own walls
rather than built into another wall. This
room which, within measures: 5 metres
70 X 4 metres 70, was successively divided
into two rooms in a lengthwise sense:
one measuring 2 metres 60 and the other
1 metre 40. The latter, narrower room, was
paved. In the first, we found traces of
at least two fireplaces and in the South
East corner, a cupboard containing 32
round clay tablets for gambling purposes.
A guard room obviously comes to mind,

The clay finds discovered in these
rooms are quite clearly of a Phrygian
style, yet we must assume a clear-cut,
hyatus between R and Slevels (Figs. 19,
20). It can distinctly be seen on the south
side of the SLT (PL V). In fact, between
the blocks at the base of A wall (R level)
and the summit of the South wall (S level)
various strata — although thin — can be
distinguished; to be exact, four of dark
earth spaced at intervals with two white
strata of very fine rubble and one of crum-
bled “kerpic” (green brick).

If we interpret the white strips as a
superficial consolidation of successive se-
dimentations (and these taken as a whole
after the end of S as they are above S)
and we add the strata of kerpic as repre-
senting the final seal upon the ruin of
S, all this can only have taken place in a

considerable lapse of time, however, suf-
ficient to make a clean-cut between the
ruins of S and the R structures.

The whole great encloshre_ wall of S
level shows a powerful inclination towards
the valley — we are not able to say whether
this is a result of earthquakes or due to
the sinking of the earth underneath - per-
haps both these causes had their
effect, and we can easily deduce this, as
you will see, because this structure seems
to have existed for a very long time, We
found that the facing on the side towards
the hill was still standing in its original
height even beyond the East wall of the
above— mentioned room (Fig. 7). The ab-
sence of levelling (which is not frequent)
brings us to the deduction that the whole
structure must have remained for a very
long time in a state of complete ruin, thus
allowing the weaker materials to dissolve
more easily and speedily.

The facing on the side towards the val-
ley too is open to some observations (Fig.
10). It shows large tracts dotted with gaps.
The portion that is best preserved corres-
ponds to another wall which descends the
slope of the hill at right angles to the wall
for about 15 metres 60, equal in projection
to the base at 13 metres 85 (Pls. III-IV;
Fig. 11). This second wall does not tie
up with the facing on the valley side, there-
fore it evidently was built at a later date
(Fig. 12). Furthermore this wall which
we shall call “buttress”, diminishes in
height as it descends in altitude and is
embedded, as it were, in an embankment.
The outcome of this fact is that the slope
of the hill became far more steep than
it had been originally.

The reasons for the addition of a but-
tress wall are therefore two: the first of
statics, to give further support to the larger,
perhaps far too large wall which had been
built too close to the edge of the crest; the
second for defence purposes: to form the
building frame of an escarpment which
should be steeper than the former slope
of the hill. Nevertheless, the embankment
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into which the buttress wall was embedded,
must have given many headaches to the
guardians of the enclosure wall. Owing to
its slope inclination (approximately 32
degrees) and its dimensions, it must have
been very liable to landslides. Obviously
it was for this reason that it was reinfor-
ced here and there at various points
during the passage of time with holding
wall structures both in a vertical as well
as in a horizontal direction. These inter-
mediate structures were found at different
altitudes, without any relationship one
to the other that could have revealed an
organic plan. We find here stones lined
up to consolidate the mass of unshaped
earth that is the embankment. It is mate-
rially impossible to make a chronological
ascertainment of these different interven-
tions which surely must have been carried
out occasionally and only in a partial
manner as the need arose.

One alone is very striking owing to
its significance and shape. At about four
metre intervals, steps have been cut in
the embankment made of small walls
measuring about 50 centimetres high while
the slope is lined with sandstone blocks
which have left many clear traces to be seen
where this facing was most protected:
namely at the base of these wall-steps. The
step reinforcements are three in number,
all clearly visible in all three altitudes
(15.80, 18.00, 20.20) and the manner in
which the earth stratas are arranged over
the buttress wall (PL. IV; Fig. 11). At the
second and third step no traces of wall
were found; nevertheless it is necessarily
to be assumed that they had been there
because an earth step without a facing
would not make any sense. This was the
most finished form attained in the enclo-
sure wall.

From a technical point of view, the
embankment must have acquired a greater
resistance to the usury of time once it was
diminished and the slope of each single
part supported towards the valley by a
wall structure and protected by stone

facings; then, from the point of view of
protection from besieging armed forces,
the barriers — represented by the steps
along the slope — would have been instru-
mental in creating a check against the
impetus of the besiegers and in lengthening
the time allowed for defence.

The last adaptation of the slope shows
a lenghtening of the foot of the escarp-
ment at its base for about 5 metres 40
which, naturally, then descends to alti-
tude - 24.00 (Pl. V). The foot of this
escarp is clearly marked by a stone base
that rises up to cover the slope as well for
more than a metre.

To conclude, we can summ up the
history of the escarpment in the following
four principle phases:

a) Enclosure wall (or ramparts) on the
original slope of the hill.

b) Enclosure wall with buttress wall
and continuous slope.

b 2) Ditto with terraced escarpment
and massif.

¢) The lowering and extension of the
foot of the escarpment with its consequent
heightening and softening of the slope
which thus acquires a length of 23 metres
40, equal in projection at the base to 21
metres 50.

Digging on the outside of the enclosure
wall immediately presented great technical
difficulties. The weight of its enormous
bulk and the fact that it was leaning to-
wards the outside (in the outer facing we
calculated a projection that varied bet-
ween 0.40 and 0.70 metres) made it patently
unadvisable to continue digging directly
at the foot the wall. Therefore, besides
keeping the wall foundations in their
original bed except for one instance in
which we took soundings of metres 1.00
X 0.70 x 1.10 (Fig. 13), we brought the
cut of the new terrace even more towards
the outside in order to leave a solid base
at the foot of the enclosure wall even
though it was of a widely irregular nature.
Furthermore, in our down wards prog-
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ression (Fig. 16) we followed a double
criterium: taking advantages of the fact
that the buttress wall in its descent divides
the SLT lengthwise at approximately the
middle (Fig. 14). South of the buttress
wall we completely uncovered the Sout-
hern side of the wall itself and we procee-
ded to empty out the embankment up to
a point where we succeeded in tracing the
original slope, which belonged to the very
period in which the enclosure wall was
built. The traces of this slope were clearly
indicated (Pl. IV) on one hand by the
buttress wall foundations and on the ot-
her by a continuous oblique strata of
very dark earth (a = T) (PL. V). The sum-
mit of the embankment, instead, concer-
ning phases b 1 and b 2, was indicated
on one hand by the top of the buttress wall
and on the other by a clearcut white line
of closely packed earth (which is a charac-
teristic factor of those surfaces which have
been subjected to exposure for a long period
of time). We were also able to ascertain
the procedure followed by the ancient
workmen in filling the embankment, which
evidently was effected from the bottom
upwards through superimpositions of hori-
zontal layers, or layers actually inclined
towards the inside. This denotes, above
all, the unitarian quality of the work and
the consequent chronological unity of the
finds. However, we must keep in mind
that these were not living stratifications
but rather artificial fillings because here
the earth was brought in from somewhere
else and although, presumably, it came
only from superficial stratas and the nea-
rest areas possible (we must not forget
that the rampart completely encircled the
hilyiik!) it could easily contain material
deposited there a long time before the
construction of the wall.

At any rate, even if we should consider
these indications as valid, the pottery
fragments are all — without exception — of
an average type and Paleophrygian, whilst
only those of Hittite tradition increased
in percentage.

The picture presented by the finds
discovered within the embankment is in
perfect agreement with the picture of those
found in the room inside"the enclosure
wall — therefore they are definitely of the
same period (Figs. 21, 22).

It is obvious, however, that in order
to obtain the objectives set by our SLT,
our principal aim in excavating was to
reach the stratas under S embankment
just as quickly as possible and start cutting
at that point; namely to begin work on
those levels that chronologically are situa-
ted before level S. Owing to the reasons
of safety that we mentioned before, we
deemed it expedient to effect this work
only on the portion North of the buttress
wall, to be exact, at 6.00 metres from the
enclosure wall at an altitude of — 18,60. In
this way, a width of 4 metres 50, namely
from altitude — 14.00 (the room inside
the enclosure) to altitude — 18,60 has re-
mained practically unexplored (as already
stated.) Yet, as the cultural horizon of T
level is — as we shall see— still directly tied
and akin to the preceeding ones, we must
not consider the gap as something which
is bound to alter the data that we now
have, as far as reconstruction of the SLT
scale of levels in our trench is concerned.

We were obliged to use another expe-
dient as regards the buttress wall. Once
we had established the value and decided
upon the need to preserve in its entirety
the structures relative to S level, which
included the buttress wall - unique for
its dimensions and function - we also
verified the impossibility of keeping it
completely uncovered (to be more exp-
licit: free from the embankment) owing
to the slenderness of its width (about 40
centimetres) and the general irregularities
of its structure, justified by the fact that
the wall was originally planned to remain
embedded in the embankment (Fig. 14).

Therefore, when we had completely
uncovered the South side of the wall we
left about half a metre of earth against
the North side. Thus we increased its
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resistance (and we well know from long
experience how fragile the architectural
structures are, once they are uncovered
in the hoyliks 11); thus establishing somet-
hing equal to important evidence along
the SLT axis averaging approximately
one metre in width where we would keep
under observation the various terracings
and the stone castings that we have already
described.

In the North portion at an altitude
of — 20,65, a large wall came to light,
built in a parallel direction to the great
enclosure wall of S level (Pl III; Figs. 15,
16). This wall is of e type!?, and formed
of the same large stones as the others,
summarily squared off. Owing to the fact
that only its East facing appeared in our
transverse cut on this North portion, we
were unable to measure its width. We
trust that we shall be able to make a
further report on this subject in our next
Field Expedition. But the dimensions of
the stones and the concordance in orien-
tation make us think that this is another
enclosure wall, of a more simple work-
manship and of an inferior size than the
preceeding one.

The fact that we now found ourselves
at a new level (T) was perfectly evident
also owing to the nature of the earth which
was of a different quality from the pre-
ceeding level (darker and of richer quality,
similar to the first oblique strata a obser-
ved in our S trench wall and now clearly
visible also in the S and N trenches of the
North portion) and to cap our interpre-
tation, the finds were a conclusive feature.
Fragments of typical Phrygian pottery —
in fact — continue to come to light here,
but they are not the chief part any more.
Now we have painted fragments, always
of a geometric type but with more simple
and airy designs: patterns of wide lines, well
coloured, we might say, a new type that,
according to the current terminology, we

could call “Proto-Phrygian™ (Figs. 23, 24);
and by now fragments of Hittite pottery
have also become entirely common.

In the successive U level and the one
right under it (V) that we started digging,
painted pottery of the Phrygian type di-
sappeared completely and only the other
remained (Figs. 25, 26). U level consists
of a large wall, 1 metre 40 wide, which
appeared at the foot of T wall (Figs. 15-
16), and followed the same course. Would
this be another enclosure wall ? Perhaps so,
but of a still more simplified type for its
dimensions and its structure: two facings
of masonry in large stones, summarily
squared, containing double facings full
of smaller stones and mud. Inside, the
remains of a pavement and of a smaller
wall on which T leans.

The stratum readings on our trench
are clearly visible also in the case of these
levels. At an altitude of — 24,40 the lowest
that we have reached during this Field
Expedition, the excavation area of the
North portion (starting out from U and
going towards the East) shows a length
of 12.20 metres. Of this, 0.80 metres are
situated on V level 1.50 metres on U level
3.80 metres on T level, the rest on S level
in conformity with the oblique stratifica-
tion which we were able to ascertain on
our trench wall. This proves with what
delicate care and precision we had to
proceed in order that there would be no
danger of mixing finds and cultures of
levels that were in reality situated obliquely
in an excavation that was necessarily of a
horizontal nature.

In terms of absolute chronology we
did not find points of contact that could
have given a decisive weight. The hyatus
between R and S, the sufficiently clearcut
difference in the pottery, the late Phry-
gian absent in S level, the monumental
quality of R structures, lead us to assume
that this level enjoyed a very wealthy and
prosperous period, followed however by
a clean cut. The repeated care shown in
the upkeep of this structure may indicate
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a long period of its endurance throughout
a length of time that can consequently be
dated between the VIII and VII centuries.
The hyatus could conceivably correspond
to the Cimmerian invasion. As to levels
U and V we cannot but refer to an earlier
period (ante quem).

All in all, the fact seems to be confir-
med that the usual classification according
to types of Phrygian pottery is not so app-
licable to the Topakl culture evolutionary
developement and that the process here
should be qualified within a horizon that,
besides the West, should not exclude those
areas to the East of the Halys bend and
even further away.

Our 1972 Field Expedition has opened
up great new perspectives concerning ex-
cavation on the Topakl: hoyiik: the im-
posing character of the defensive enclosure
wall at S level deserves to be brought to
light for at least some other portions even
if not for its entire perimeter. In this
matter we feel that we must add an exp-
lanation. Last year, we identified the rock
ridge that runs half way down the East-
North-NorthWest slopes of the hiiyiik
(Fig. 17) and interpreted it as being a
road that, at least to the East, led to the
gap which we discovered in the defensive
enclosure at R level 1%, Now, we are in a
position to understand that this road
logically was built over the width of the
ruin of the great enclosure wall at S level.

In the wide gash that the villagers cut
on the South East flank of the hiiyiik, in
order to find squared stones, good earth

and also in the vain search for “treasures”
the remains of various buttress walls are
clearly visible; these follow each other
at an average distance of three metres
(Fig. 18).

Furthermore, by following the fore-
mentioned ridge which amounts to the
same thing as walking along on top of the
enclosure wall at the S level, one can
better understand the pace and course of
this wall and, in the abrupt depression of
altitude to be seen to the North West, we
can perhaps single out the presence of a
large door (or gateway). (Pl. I). The ridge,
instead, does not appear on the remaining
portion of the hoyiik: an obvious sign
that later settlements had, on those areas,
crossed over the enclosure wall which
at that time had remained deeply embed-
ded in the mound. This perhaps is the
explanation for the great accumulation
of earth, without, or practically without
any wall structures which was found last
year during the excavation of section IV 13,

But furthermore, besides completion
of our SLT which, I might say, is by now
chiefly a matter of form, it appears neces-
sary to return as soon as possible to the
centre of the hoyiik in order to reach the
directional core of the city, corresponding
to R and S levels and to examine all those
more ancient levels which, owing to the
fact that they are sealed up inside of our
SLT * we have not yet been able to in-
vestigatei.

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THE BRONZE URARTIAN HELMET IN THE GAZIANTEP
MUSEUM

This helmet was purchased for the
Gaziantep Museum in 1973 (Inventory
No. 64.3.1973). It does not differ signifi-
cantly from other Urartian helmets which
have been published (Fig. 1) (pl. 1)L

The four most famous examples of
Urartian helmets, known as king’s hel-
mets, were found in Karmir Blur2 In
addition to the Karmir Blur helmets, a
fifth helmet, which is now in the British
Museum, was found in Van3. A sixth
one was found in Cavustepe by Professor
Dr. Afif Erzen during the 1971 excava-
tion season® These six helmets are the
only examples of this type known. -

The helmet which is now in the Gazi-
antep Museum is quite worn and does
not bear any inscription. In the center of
the front of the helmet a life-tree is ins-
cribed in a cartouche. There are two fe-

male figures on each side of the life-tree
facing it . On both the right and left sides
of the helmet beside the female figures are
four mythological creatures which have
the heads of lions and the bodies of sna-
kes®. The snake bodies are curved so
that the lion heads are facing downward.
Also on both sides of the helmet and
next to the mythological creatures Urar-
tian warriors and cavalrymen are depic-
ted. They are wearing helmets and are
pictured as going to battle with their
chariots or on horseback. Each chariot
is pulled by a pair of ornamented horses.
The cavelrymen are side by side in pairs.
All figures are shown moving toward the
center.

The figures, which were worked in a
relief technique, are similar to those on
the helmets from Karmir Blur?. This is
particularly true of the helmet of Sarduri
118, Therefore, the helmet in the Gaziantep
Museum can be dated to the middle of
the VIII century BC.
