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Abstract:

With the continuation of the war, the bombing in my country, Syria, and the displacement crises that the Syrians have been subjected
for ten years, these bad conditions directly reflected on the Syrian journalists, who in turn were forced to flee Syria to save their lives.
Therefore, the article aimed to identify the conditions and situation of the Syrian refugees’ journalists who are scattered and present in
the host communities in which they reside or the countries of asylum to which they were displaced, by using the questionnaire form
and distributing it to a purposive sample of Syrian refugee journalists residing in the countries of asylum in Tiirkiye, Germany, France
and a number of other countries, the number of the respondents were (20) journalists, (11) males and (9) females. And the results
refer that most Syrian journalists are unwilling to return to Syria, especially in light of the insecurity and lack of basic life necessities
there, in addition to the presence of other challenges related to racism and hatred by some members of the host community and the

difficulty of finding job opportunities or even pay for home renting or medical treatment.
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1. Introduction

Journalists and their profession have been marginalized
in my country Syria. They were organized within the
framework of a bureaucratic organization in the name of
the Union of Journalists in the mid-seventies whose main
goal was to control media workers and subject them to
the control and service of the ruling power. Since the
"Arab Socialist Baath" party seized power in 1963, the
Syrian media was almost completely absent, as most
newspapers and magazines were suspended and their
property confiscated, and Syrians were denied the right
to information and knowledge in addition to that, the
infliction of severe harm on Syrian journalists and media
professionals who were placed in one of three tracks, as
some of them abandoned the profession, some were
excluded from it, and others were domesticated and
absorbed in the mobilizing media institutions of the new
regime, represented by some mobilization newspapers,
in addition to the official radio and television.

What distinguishes the revolution in Syria is that those
who did it were youth and secular activists, religious
men, leaders of the local communities, political activists
(De Angelis, 2011) and all social, cultural and religious
classes. With the beginning of these demonstrations and
the beginning of the peaceful movement and then the
shift to the use of force and violence against the
demonstrators, there has become an urgent need to
transmit facts and news, especially in light of the media

blackout practiced by the ruling power, and then the
foreign armed groups fighting in Syria. Pages for
following up on news of arrests and inspecting
neighborhoods and people sympathetic to the
demonstrations spread with force, and then documenting
the number of martyrs who died in the demonstration or
in prisons under torture. The noose was tightened on
everyone who wrote in these pages and was pursued,
until most activists and journalists had to leave Syria to
preserve the safety of their lives and to ensure follow-up
media coverage of the accelerating events.

Improvised independent media began to appear.
However, not all of its employees were professionals.
Rather, most of them said that they are citizens pushed
by the call of freedom and fighting injustice to do this
work, or they are revolutionaries who play the role of
collecting news as a contribution to political change in
Syria. They call themselves "citizen journalists" "
workers" or "media activists". Of course, many media
journalists inside and outside my country sided with the
right to demonstrate peacefully and express opinion,
joined its ranks and activities, and covered and analyzed
the data and developments surrounding the
demonstrations.

These informal alliances, also known as "coordination

media

non non

committees" "media centers” "press centers" or "media

unions”, continued to operate in parts of Syria.

Journalists working with media centers publish
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information on social media, or send press materials to
internet radio stations or independent Syrian blogs.
Some media centers operating in areas controlled by the
armed opposition are able to publish dedicated areas
containing brief information about the conflict, economic
and social issues, and general news. Many of people don’t
know that before the revolution (the civil war - crises),
there was only one newspaper story: the one that the
ruling regime and political decision-makers, wanted to
publish. Syria ranked 174 out of 180 according to the
2019 World Press Freedom Ranking published by
Reporters without Borders (RSF, 2020).

Now, although not all the media are professional, at least
other stories have begun to appear. In the beginning and
up to now, protests and demonstrations were filmed, and
clips were uploaded to YouTube. In 2012 The Syrian
Journalists Association "SJA" is established, it's a free
membership association open to all Syrian journalists
inside Syria and in diaspora countries, and the
association is a professional and trade union
organization, headquartered in Damascus, the
association was officially registered according to the
French Associations Law 2013. It is a union, affiliated
with the other side of the conflict and they are the
opposition. According to the last statistics, there were
695 journalists and media workers have been killed in
Syria since March 2011 until today (The National
Coalition of Syrian Revolution and Opposition Forces,
2019). And about 1136 media workers were arrested, at
least 421 of them are still under arrest or forcibly
disappeared (SNHR, 2020).

The article aims to; to know their opinions of the role
played by the journalists during the war and revolution
years in Syria. Identify the conditions of Syrian refugee
journalists who are in countries of asylum and host
Discussing their
possibilities of practicing journalistic profession as media
work in the new society. The journalist is the
spokesperson for the Syrian refugees and the carrier of

communities. situation and the

their news and their cases, so the article seeks to explore
the most important challenges facing the Syrian refugee
journalists. Determining the future of their presences in
the countries of asylum and host communities, and the
possibilities of their return to Syria, their home country.

2. Material and Methods

The article falls within the quantitative research using
the descriptive approach, relying on the questionnaire
tool (survey form) which is defined as questions
formulated by the researcher to obtain information and
data related to the article main problem and distributing
it to Syrian refugee journalists in the host societies, based
on the purposive sample that had been passed around to
20 Syrian refugee journalists in numbers of Arab and
Western countries. The survey link,
https://docs.google.com/forms/d/1tXgeNKYjO0r3B3gDc5
dWxemDHw]58Ha6]K4xGT4iMV]I/edit. The researcher
wrote the survey in two languages (Arabic and English).

2.2. Statistical Analysis

The statistical program SPSS was used to extract the
results, proportions and numbers. Its name originally
stood for Statistical Package for the Social Sciences, later
changed to Statistical Product and Service Solutions, this
program was software for editing and analyzing all sorts
of data (Ruben Geert). Using the arithmetic mean (SMA)
to calculate the frequencies and find out the percentage
for each category from the survey.

3. Results and Discussion

After coding the twenty forms of Syrian journalists and
extracting and analyzing data,
important numbers and results, and unexpected and
explicit answers. The beginning will be with the
demographic information of the respondents, by which I

First of all, I have to differentiate between a number of
similar terms and concepts. We need to know about the
differences between refugees, asylum seekers, and
migrants and when and how each term is used. The
conditions, goals, and Circumstances that drove these
people to leave their homes and go to other countries
safer than theirs, to live in new countries and societies
differed from their countries from which they came. An
unprecedented 70.8 million people around the world
have been forced from home. Among them are nearly
25.9 million refugees, over half of whom are under the
age of 18 (UNHCR, 2019). The emergence of the concepts
of asylum and refugee dates back to the year 2000 BC
(Ergiiven and Ozturanli, 2013). It had seen that these
concepts were important even in these early periods
when the boundaries weren't determined with definite
and clear lines. Since the wars and other events took
place in a historical process, the refugee law was
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developed over time. Wars, oppression and violence
caused displacement of the communities and this
situation required international regulations to protect
those communities. As a result, some institutions and
organizations have emerged, it's assumed that they
organize the asylum and migration process. In general,
refuging status isn't easy, in a trip of asylum "refugee
person” is exposed and faced a lot of difficulties and
adventures and obstacles in order to save their souls
from death or murder. The 1951 UN Convention Relating
to the Status of Refugees provided broader codification
for refugee rights internationally rather than for specific
groups. The concept of refugee in this Convention
emphasizes the protection of individuals from political
and other types of persecution. The Convention involves
both status and rights- based approach while supporting
refugees with fundamental principles such as “non-
discrimination, non-penalization and non-refoulement.
Refugees have a right to be protected by the country in
which they see asylum and can't be forced to return
home. The most important of these protections is
something called “non-refoulement.” This means that
refugees have a right to be protected by the country in
which they seek asylum and can’t be forced to return
home. But that isn't all the 1951 Refugee Convention
outlines many other rights, such as the right to education,
employment, healthcare, freedom of movement, and
liberty, among others (Concern Worldwide U.S., 2019)

The logic of the Convention framework is that, with the
passing of time, refugees should be able to enjoy a wider
range of rights as their association and ties with the host
state grow stronger. In this sense, the 1951 Convention
gives refugees a solid basis on which they can
progressively restore the social and economic
independence needed to get on with their lives. In this
regard, ExCom Conclusion No. 104 (UNHCR 2013) calls
on states to facilitate, as appropriate, the integration of
refugees and recalls that special efforts may be necessary
to facilitate their integration. The framework for
integration of refugees has also been developed in
relation to resettlement (UNHCR 2013). So, a refugee is
any person who has been forced to flee their country due
to war, persecution, or because their home government
can't or won't protect them. When a refugee flees, they
are registered with an official agency, such as a
government or the United Nations, which allows them to
gain access to state and international aid and assistance.
Refugees have legal protections guaranteed by the United
Nations Refugee Agency, or UNHCR, including economic
and social rights, and the ability to bring immediate
family with them. Every refugee is initially an asylum
seeker, although not every asylum seeker becomes a
refugee (Mack 2018). However, as public and political
support for refugees begins to wane in many parts of the
world, some asylum seekers reach safety only to face
discrimination and a struggle to find work and housing.
Many are forced to move again to find employment or
better access to services, such as education and health

care. “Refugees don’t always settle in the country in
which they first sought asylum,” explains Abby Bruell,
Concern’s Senior Policy Officer. “Often, they leave the
first country because of economic hardships and have to
head elsewhere” (Concern Worldwide U.S., 2019).

But if we talk about the world’s position on refugees, they
differ from one country to another and may differ from
one neighborhood to another, but in general there are a
lot of citizens of the host communities who view the
refugees with a racist, hate and lack of acceptance. On the
other hand, we note that many countries have absolutely
refused to open their doors to refugees, regardless of
their circumstances, that compelled them to leave their
countries and their memories in them. This is due to
several reasons, maybe the state’s unwillingness to bear
the costs and pressures of the refugees 'presence on its
soil, and for fear of widespread violence and chaos. Or
the state's unwillingness to have a dispute with the other
country to which these refugees belong, to preserve its
interests, ignoring the humanitarian side. The state's
unwillingness to have a dispute with the other country to
which these refugees belong, to preserve its interests,
ignoring the humanitarian side. And that is what faced
Syrian refugees in their asylum trip to especially Arab
countries of asylum. Many Arab countries didn’t welcome
the presence of Syrian refugees from several sides: They
are countries that are basically living in economic crises.
Some Arab countries still support the head of the Syrian
regime and don't sympathize with the refugees and look
at them as if they are saboteurs and poor people.

As we can see in the graph (Figure 1) above related to the
place of birth of the respondents, the results were shown,
there were 6 respondents from Damascus governorate
(30%), 3 from Aleppo governorate (15%), 3 from Idlib
governorate (15%), 3 from Hama Governorate (15%), 1
from the Damascus countryside governorate (5%), 1
from Daraa governorate (5%), 1 from Lattakia
governorate (5%), 1 from Raqqa governorate (5%), 1
respondent from Deir Ezzor governorate (5%). One of
the readers of this article may ask what is the reason for
the presence of a large number of journalists who are
from Damascus, the capital, at a time when the capital
wasn't subjected to bombing and the systematic
destruction of the infrastructure as is the case in the rest
of the Syrian governorates, but the answer can be as
follows: the faculty of media doesn't exist except in the
capital, Damascus, and that normally makes the students
of the capital the most fortunate and numerous,
compared to the rest of the students who will have to
leave their cities and come to the capital Damascus to
study journalism and media at the university. But this
doesn't mean that all students of the faculty of Media are
Damascenes. Rather, the sample was as well, due to the
journalists in general which
approximately hundreds and the lack of time available
for hand out forms to more journalists. The ages of the
respondents ranged between 36 years and 26 years,
about (25%) of the respondents their ages were 34 years

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old, the same of 33 ages, while there were (20%) of
respondents their ages 36 years old (figure 2). The vast
majority of the sample had studied journalism and media
(75%), but about (25%) of Syrian journalists who didn't
study media, they had practiced journalism career as a
journalist or media activist since the beginning of the
revolution.

3.1. Asylum Information

When [ tried to search about the Syrian journalists all
over the world, | found that most of them live in Tirkiye,
and this was reflected in the number of journalist
refugee’s respondents that the form was distributed to,
from Tirkiye (8 respondents from 20), followed by
Germany (6 interviewees). The rest is divided between
France/2, Britain/1, Sweden/1, Egypt/1 and Lebanon/1
(Figure 4).

And what distinguished the respondents, is that all
possess official papers and documents which prove the
legality of their presence in the host country or the
country of asylum. [ noticed something important from
the replies of the respondents, that 2015 was the peak
year, of the influx and forced exodus of Syrians from their
country to asylum countries (more than 6 respondents),
and others arrived to host countries between 2012 -
2020 years. But the type of this permeation different
from country to country, by relying on agreements and
laws that the state is committed to with regard to
immigrants and refugees who will receive them and
reside in their lands. The matter differs between the
residence card and the temporary protection card which
gave by the of Migration
Management like (Tiirkiye e.g.), or the humanitarian

protection card, and each of them has certain conditions
and considerations for receiving the refugee or resident
to it (Figure 5).

Most of the respondents obtained permission to asylum
or residence, about (75%) had a residence, other had
humanitarian asylum permission (5%). It should be
mentioned that Tiirkiye is the only country that relies on
temporary protection agreements for those it calls
"guests” who have entered its territory, and carrying
temporary protection card (10%). The long years of
asylum in some countries allow the refugee the right to
obtain a citizenship of the country in which he resides.

3.2. Journalistic Environment

In this part of survey, I tried to make the questions more
specific and monitoring the situation of the journalists, I
asked them whether they work in media organizations
according to regular work contracts or freelancers. More
than half (55%) worked as freelancers, while the others
(45%) had the presence of the media organization that
protects their rights through a contract (Figure 6).

In both cases, there were many problems and challenges
that the Syrian journalist faces in the diaspora. I noticed
also from the respondents, about (45%) of their answers,
related to the question: if the salaries are considered
proportional and suitable to the efforts and working
hours, they emphasized that the salaries are
commensurate with the nature of their work, while about
(25%) said that the salaries didn’t suitable with the long
working hours, but the rest (30%) mentioned that
sometimes salaries are suitable and other time not, it
depends on who you're working for. The instability of
funding for this institution, will negatively affect the
performance of the media institution and maintain the
services of journalists and its employees. It's really a big
problem and challenge that troubles many Syrian
journalists, especially those working in Syrian media
institutions in Tirkiye, which may lead in many cases to

the closure of the media institution and dispensing with
the services of its employees, due to the inability to pay
salaries and financial dues to employees.

In some cases, (50%) of the respondents mentioned that
they didn't obtain any facilities and privileges in the
country in which they reside related to their journalistic
works, while only (35%) of the sample answered that
they obtain advantages to practice their journalistic
works, but (15%) mentioned that sometimes get facilities
from the media institutions. This maybe happened due to
the host country’s lack of interest in the capabilities of
foreign refugee journalists residing in its lands, and
consequently, they are forced to work with external parts
characterized by instability and sudden closure.

I asked the journalists, whether they were disturbed by
the activists 'role media professionals, after ten years of
the war in Syria, and the militia of the Syrian regime,
regained more than (90%) of the lands that were under
the control of the armed opposition, by support from
fighters from Iran and the Lebanese Hezbollah, as well as
Russian support, in particular, the Russian warplanes
that were launching their raids on civilians in all the
conflict areas, thus all of that was reduced the role of the
opposition media's activist, and limited their coverages
only to the events in Idlib, which is still being bombed by
the regime's militia and its allies. About (60%) of the
respondents emphasized that the practice of the
"journalism" in the countries of asylum by Syrian
activists, who weren't studying journalism, don't bother
journalists, who graduated from the faculties of
journalism and media, and the rest (40%) of the
respondents bothered from the practice of the
"journalism” in the countries of asylum by Syrian
activists, who weren't studying journalism. In addition to
that, they have emphasized that (80%) of those who
occupy important positions in media institutions in
countries of asylum and host societies aren't holders of
“university degrees in media” and they aren't deserving
and qualified for that, while (20%) hold important
positions in the media institutions and had university
degrees in media studying, according to the opinion of
the respondents.

I intentionally meant that some questions in the survey
should be open, so that the pollster would be able to
answer it comfortably. Some of the respondents didn’t
want to reveal their surnames, but just wrote their
names, other didn’t want to declare their place of work.
Ammar, for example (36 years old, from Idleb, freelance
journalist in Tiirkiye) wrote in the survey:

“Those activists used to photograph and broadcast the
demonstrations to Arab News Channels, documenting
security violations, and during the years of the revolution
they possessed most of the skills of journalism and had
practical experience comparable to those who studied
journalism. The problem is that many of them claim that
they have worked for years in Syria "in journalism" and
in fact they only photographed or wrote one report or
took a course in the media and then got a job opportunity
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from the one who should deserve it”.

Mustafa Abbas (34 years old, from Damascus, freelance
journalist in France) shared Ammar's opinion, but he
added another idea, that the activists' role has ended,
which was rejected by them, they wanted to continue
their roles.

Raed (34 years old, from Raqqa, editor in Orient TV) said:
“Large group of activists doesn't know journalistic
standards or dealing with red lines and editorial policies.
[ think these group offended the journalism and created
great confusion in it”.

Alaa (36 years old, Aleppo, freelance journalist, reporter)
and Khawla Rihan (26 years old, Damascus Countryside,
media activist) ensured the idea that activists need to
develop their skills.

Rama (34 years old, from Damascus) rather, she went
further, and was more expressive by saying: “The media
activist isn't a journalist, but rather an eyewitness, so he
can't be relied upon as a source, nor is he aware of the
basics of journalism”.

And because it is important for us to seek out and know
the opinion of the media activists themselves with this
question, Besher Kanakry (33 years old, from Daraa,
activist-reporter) who was forcibly displaced towards
northern Syria after the military campaign on Daraa in
2018, answered as follows:

“I'm one of them, I already started working as a media
activist, it's true that a large number of activists aren't
qualified to continue working, but denying them and
attacking them constantly is unjustified, as I believe the
activist who didn't develop his capabilities and rise to the
required level of work will automatically disappear once
he leaves the local geography in which he was working
with it, I saw this matter directly. On the other hand,
there are those who started an activist and honed his
skills until he became an experienced journalist
comparable with his experiences to experienced
journalists, I know a lot of academic journalists who
aren't good at editing news! It is a matter of competence,
not certification (despite its importance).”

Ali Al-Ibrahim (31 years old, from Idleb, investigative
journalist) agreed with Besher and mentioned that
activates were able to pass their messages on the
coverage of various international media on the Syrian
issue with professionalism and skill.

While Saddam Hussain (32 years old, from Damascus,
editorial officer, and radio presenter) had an opposed
opinion, he considered that in the beginning, the role of
the media activist was spontaneous, noble and sublime,
currently, most of them are supported and funded by
foreign countries, and he used the word "instigators" in
reference to the media activists.

According to the Table 1 above we can observe that the
first popular challenge as the (70%) of the journalist
respondents’ choice were learning a new language of the
host country, it's a natural result of the fact that the large
proportion of the sample are located in Tiirkiye and
Germany. Therefore, there was an urgent need to learn
the language of the country of residence in order to
facilitate the process of integration with the host
community. It's noticeable that less than half of the
sample (45%), thought that the second challenge and
obstacle may face during his/her stay in the country of

asylum, was the issue of instability of work. Followed
instantly by the lack of available job opportunities to
practice the profession of journalism in the country of
residence of the journalists (40%), even if they worked,
they didn't receive transportation and travel facilities,
health insurance, or work permits (35%). But there was
something attracts attention, about a quarter of the
sample (25%) suffered from the problem of racist view
that may appear by the host community towards the
refugee and displaced Syrian journalist, and the
exploitation of some employers for the efforts of these
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refugee journalists. Of note is that, there were many
challenges, which differ from one country to another
faced journalist 'refugees. In some Arab societies in
which the Syrian refugee lives, the intensity of the racist
discourse increases or decreases. For example, Lebanon
was witnessing an increase in the tone of racist speeches
by Lebanese sects and parties, compared to Egypt, which
almost no racist view of the Syrian refugees from the
Egyptian public. The same thing was repeated in foreign
countries such as Tirkiye and Germany, where it's
noticed that racist rhetoric is seriously increasing
towards Syrian refugees, especially in the period of
municipal, parliamentary, party and even presidential
elections. When [ asked the respondents whether they
had been threatened or persecuted by security agencies
affiliated with the Syrian regime or the fighting factions
in Syria, (73%) of them answered that he had never been
exposed to any of the threats, while approximately (27%)
of the respondents said that he may have been
threatened, from Facebook comments or calling for many
reasons maybe related military, security reasons or to
family disagreements which in itself has become divided
between those who support the Syrian regime and who

oppose it, this division may develop into conflict and
fighting between members of the same family.

From the table below (Table 2), I tried to measure the
limit of the freedom expression in the asylum country
which the Syrian journalist work in, (60%) of the sample
confirmed that there is a medium average freedom to
express their opinions regarding special events in Syria,
in their journalist workplaces in the media institutions in
countries of asylum or host societies. While (35%) of the
sample had a high freedom limit to express their opinions
regarding the events taking place in Syria, in terms of the
conflicting parties and the political and social impacts of
this war on Syrians at home and abroad, through
discussion with their colleagues in their workplaces in
institutions information in the host countries or
countries of asylum. If this indicates anything, it indicates
the high level of freedoms available to the Syrians
present in the host societies to express their views and
their views on what is happening in Syria, which they
were missing and deprived of in their country, because of
the censorship and the tight security grip on everyone
who talks about the situation in Syria's social, economic,
political or presidential affairs, etc.

I had asked the respondents, if they had the freedom to
express their opinions regarding the events in Syria, but
this time not with co-workers but with friends, neighbors
or ordinary people in the host community, and the
answers were equally between the high level and
between the middle level of freedom available to them to
express their opinions with these friends, and this is
indicative of the same idea that we mentioned above,
which confirms the availability of high freedom for a
person to express his opinion in particular with regard to
what is happening in Syria, and discuss this with
individuals within the host community such as people
who are in Tirkiye, Germany and France, countries
which are witnessing a heavy presence of Syrian refugees
‘journalists.

With regard to the decisions of the country in which the
Syrian journalist resides, the level of freedom to express
an opinion on the decisions and laws issued by the
governments of the host countries regarding the file of

the Syrian refugees was from medium to high the level of
expression freedom, during discussions of these
decisions among colleagues in press institutions or even
with his friends, neighbors and whom he meets in these
host societies and countries of asylum. Frankly, this gives
comfort to the Syrian journalist in terms of the ability to
speak on any topic related to his case or even the Syrian
asylum file, which has become an international file that is
discussed globally in all international forums and
conferences and meetings of the U.N United Nations and
the S.C Security Council. Especially since the Syrian
journalist isn’t accustomed to the idea of expressing his
opinion frankly and transparently without any external
pressure or dictates, whether by employers or even from
officials and the government that punishes and
prosecutes everyone who expresses his opinion on any
topic, whether it's economic, cultural, educational,
political, etc.

I wanted to know the extent to which the Syrian
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journalists adheres to the laws, customs, traditions and
morals of the society in which they reside or in which
they are refugee, and the answers were that (80%) of
these journalists abide and respect very highly the
customs, traditions and morals of the country in which
they reside, and that (20%) of journalists adhere to or
respect these morals and these manners, traditions and
customs on medium rate. If this indicates anything, it
assures everyone that the Syrians in general, and the
journalists in particular, never think about harm or
breach any tradition or morals of the country that
opened its door for them and protected them from the
inevitable death that have been facing them in Syria. But
some countries have limited the treaties’ applicability to
refugees from Europe only; Syrians have generally been
subject to the laws and regulations governing foreign
nationals or Syrians in particular, whether they are
refugees or not. The lack of clarity regarding legal status
has two implications. First, it means that what Syrians
are legally entitled to and receive in terms of services is
often opaque, varies from country to country, and is
dependent on the local context. Many refugees are also
unaware of their rights. Second, it implies that the de
facto treatment of refugees is vulnerable to political
changes (Dahi 2014).

3.3. Why the Journalists Left Syria?

In this question inside the survey, I tried to push
journalists to express their opinions and convey their
experiences in Syria and perhaps it had been pushed
them to leave Syria. Sumaya Taha (33, Lattakia,
volunteer, activist) participated in the
demonstrations in the countryside of Damascus, and she
was called to the "Political Security Branch" and after the
investigation with her, Sumaya said: “The officer said

media

only because you are from Lattakia (The birthplace of the
President) I will let you go, and he told me that your
friend who lives with you, she wrote a report about you
that you participated in demonstrations against the
regime, and on the same day my brother was summoned
to the Political Security branch in Lattakia and my uncle
was arrested, so my family decided to seek refuge in
Tirkiye for a short period until the situation calmed
down, and my father said one or two months, the regime
falls and we return, but months and years have passed
and we have completed our eighth year outside Syria”.

As for Noor Al Ayoubi (36 years old, from Damascus,
news anchor of orient TV), she wrote: “At the beginning
of the Syrian revolution, I lost my job with one of the
largest Internet and informational services companies
due to its closure and the departure of its owners outside
Syria, due to the deterioration of the security and
political conditions. 1 accepted the offer to work
journalism in institutions affiliated with the Syrian
revolution and traveled to Gaziantep”.

Not only this, but also here other reasons like
participated in the demonstrations against the regime
and fearing of arrest. Ammar expressed that he left Syria,
because was wanted for military service and added:

“Because I participated in the demonstrations against the
regime that was killing protesters. I was fear of arrest”.
The same for Mustafa al Dabbas (33 years old, from
Hama, video producer-news anchor). He was afraid to die
or get arrested because of his political opinions, he was
working with an opposition political party. Certainly,
there were a number of journalists who were actually
arrested, as is the case with Ali Alibrhaim, he left Syria
because of the regime had arrested him in 2012 and ISIS
in 2013, and after he released, her mother and sister
were martyred in 2015, which prompted him to leave the
country. While Riham Alkousa (29 years old, Palestinian
Syrian, journalist for Reuter’s office in Germany) was
arrested for her journalistic work in Syria and she had to
leave at the first opportunity to find a free journalistic
work environment, as she mentioned.

Displacement is the reason for leaving Syria, as what
happened with Khaled and Khawla. Khaled Khalaf (33
years old, from Idleb, freelance journalist) had lived in
Idleb he said:

“Financially, I had had a work and had a very good
income in Idleb, but I went out for a better future for my
children, there was some danger to us, whether in terms
of bombing or repeated displacement, for example; I
changed 5 homes in less than two years because the
home had been destroyed after bombing it”. But some
journalists didn't leave their homes in Syria voluntarily,
Khawla Rihan was exposed to forced displacement after
6 years of siege in Eastern Ghouta. And when I asked the
journalists whether they would return to their homeland,
Syria, under one condition, it's the stable in security in it,
completely half of the sample (50%) doesn't want to
return to Syria even if the security situation stabilizes
and the war in it has ended, while (30%) of the
journalists would like to return to Syria when it becomes
stable in security and politics, but (20%) of them didn't
provide a definitive answer with regard to return to
Syria, even if there is stability. In the survey, I insisted on
knowing what the solutions and conditions suggested by
the journalists in order to return to Syria, I could
summarize it like:

A new political system governs Syria.

Ensure that there is no security pursuit.

The provision of safety and a decent life.

Getting rid of injustice.

The high level of freedoms and the provision of
appropriate conditions for practicing journalistic

work.
While the remaining half of the journalists didn't think of
returning to Syria, as many of them left their homes and
lands after it was completely bombed and destroyed by
the regime and its allied forces supporting and some of
them feared for themselves of arrest because of their
opinion and position against the regime in Syria. Non-
return due to reasons including their stability in the host
country, their psychological and financial comfort, and
their security for the future of their children, given the
difficulty of starting over from scratch in the devastated
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country of Syria, so that some of them acquired the
nationality of the host country such as Noor and Ammar
had got the Turkish nationality after residency of almost
7 years, and Muhammad (36 years old, from Idleb,
journalist in BBC World-data scientist) had got Britain
nationality after 9 years residency, and a good number of
the respondents obtained permanent residency, as
Khaled Khalaf who had been lived in France. Therefore,
it's unthinkable for Syrian journalists residing in host
communities to return to Syria, because they were sure
that there is no minimum of basic necessities to live.
Although 1 asked the respondents whether they had
chosen the country of asylum or imposed their transfer
on it, the answers clarified that (65%) of the sample had
chosen the country in which they left and moved to live
in, while (40%) of the respondents didn't have the ability
to choose the country in which they took refuge in it due
to the conditions of displacement. Some of them
indicated that they moved from Syria to Lebanon legally
and then moved to Tiirkiye and then European countries,
through a work contract, student or tourist visa, some of
them had faced many difficulties during moving or
fleeing Syria due to bombing, killing and arrest. Other
tried repeatedly to enter Tiirkiye in an illegal way, settled
there or moved to Greece and then to European
countries.

Here in this part of topic related to return to Syria, it was
necessary not only to present the results in numbers.
However, it was necessary to explain the situation that
occurred with the Syrian refugees’ journalists during
their asylum journeys. Khawla Rihan wrote:

"We decided to embark on the smuggling adventure after
we were shocked by the terrifying reality and the
continuous bombings in Idleb, we arrived in Tiirkiye
after we cut down forests at night and were exposed to
many dangers that almost led to our death, Tiirkiye was
our only way".

On the other hand, the reasons for a number of
respondents preferred certain asylum countries differed.
Ammar expressed:

"I didn't choose Tiirkiye as a final country, but it could be
said that it was a fait accompli, due to its proximity to
Syria, and my work was based in Istanbul, so I stayed
there".

One of the journalists, Saddam, chose Lebanon because it
isn't considered a country of asylum, and his preference
is due to its geographical proximity to Syria, and it
doesn't require an entry visa.

Mustafa Abbas and Khaled mentioned that France was
the only country to accept asylum applications for
Syrians through its embassies compared to Germany and
other European countries.

While Mustafa Al-Dabbas had another way to asylum, it
was by UNHCR office, he said: “when anyone applied to
UNHCR office, they would send application to different
embassies, which embassy accepts the require, it is the
country of asylum, it had been German”.

3.4. The Residence in Host Communities

In another case, 1 discussed with the respondents the

question related to the things that worry them while they

were residing in the host countries, the answers and

responds differed and should be summarized by:
1. Lack of job opportunities.

Job instability.

Racism.

Alienation.

Belonging and identity.

Difficulty extracting documents and

papers.
The change of governments policies.
8. Deportation for any reason and impose sudden
decisions on refugees.
9. Learning the new language.
10. Reunion or anxiety for the family residing
remaining in Syria.
11. Non-permanent housing.
12. Health insurance.
And because (80%) of the sample applied the rules and
respected the customs, manners and laws of the asylum
and host countries, the responds focused that by: Aghyad
Shekho (32 years old, from Aleppo, translator- TV
anchor) expressed more about this point:
“It is imperative to integrate into the host societies, and
respect the customs and traditions of the country in
which we reside, while preserving the privacy of our
Syrian customs and traditions”.
Khawla wrote: “It should be applied (the rules), because
we are guests in this country and we have to respectit”.
Khaled said: “I follow what is logical and moral, and I
sometimes disagree with what contradicts my belief or
religion”.
I asked the respondents what are the wishes that they
hope to be fulfilled as journalists while they are in the
host countries. The answers varied between the desire to
change the stereotypical image of Syrians in the host
countries, and some of them wishing to obtain more
psychological stability away from partisan political
fluctuations in the new societies. Khaled wrote:
“I hope that [ shell contribute to changing false
stereotypes that have been conveyed about us, whether
from the regime and its progeny, or from the opposition
parties. I hope that the Europeans will really understand
what is happening in Syria, far from the propaganda of
their media and politicians”. While the hope of Noor is
very simple, she mentioned that hopes obtaining a work
residency not a tourist, working for a professional media
organization that appreciates journalistic and media
capabilities, the same opinion for Alaa, she wrote:
“I hope to have work permit, press card and Turkish
citizenship”.
Rama al-Abbosh (34 years old, from Deir Ezzor, news
anchor in orient TV) hope to having good opportunities
as a journalist to develop her career and resume it.
Mustafa Abbas and Haya (34 years old, from Hama) hope
a classical wish or maybe it is like a right of the refugee in
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the new society, they hope to get a steady job
opportunity with a good salary in the host country.
Likewise, confidently: “Currently,
expectations are different. I hope to increase the salary
first and get more opportunities for professional

Saddam wrote

development in my place of residence in Lebanon”.

3.5. The Future of Syria

Regarding the opinions of the journalists about the future
of Syria, there were varied views and opinions, including
the following:

Mustafa al-Dabbas expressed that Syria need at least
years to recover from the damage caused by war, the
damage in different levels, politically, economically,
human rights, infrastructure, education. Mustafa said:
“An entire generation of children is traumatized by war
inside and outside Syrian need

a lot of time to recover. I don't see any bright side”

Riham insisted this idea and added: “There is no hope for
a promising future in Syria, the Iraq scenario at best”.
Mukhtar Al-Ibrahim (35 years old, from Hama,
investigative journalist) expressed: “An unknown and
ambiguous future to Syria, in the absence of an
international desire to resolve matters”.

While Alaa, Aghyad and Khaled thought that the partition
is coming, as a solution of the future of Syria, as Noor
asserted that a federal Syria within a new political
transition situation, this is the future of Syria. But Rama
had a different view, she wrote with all heartbreak:

“The current situation of Syria is from bad to worse,
Assad remains, there is no place for freedoms, the
situation is like hell, and frankly now [ want to get back
the rest of my family and I want them to come to
Germany and Syria will no longer concern me".

Hence, we can make sure that many Syrian journalists
existing in the host countries and societies have
aspirations and wishes that they hope to achieve because
they reside in these countries and it isn’t clear what is the
future of Syria in light of the continuing war and
insecurity in it, and the lack of infrastructure, basic living
services in Syria. Therefore, I noticed that the Syrians
afraid to be expelled or abruptly deported to Syria by
officials and host governments.

4. Conclusion

To the best of our knowledge, ours is the first paper to
directly assess and sheds light on the reality of the Syrian
refugee journalists who are scattered and dispersed in all
of the world, whether they are in host societies or even in
countries of asylum. I used the questionnaire tool (survey
form) and distributing it to Syrian refugee journalists in
the host societies, based on the purposive sample that
had been passed around to 20 Syrian refugee journalists
in numbers of Arab and Western countries. I noticed
through this paper that most Syrian journalists are
unwilling to return to Syria, especially in light of the
insecurity and lack of basic life necessities there, and our
results suggest that a large percentage of Syrian
journalists face many challenges in the countries of

asylum, the most difficult of which is the challenge of
learning the new language (The language of the country
in which they reside), in addition to the presence of other
challenges related to racism and hatred by some
members of the host community and the difficulty of
finding job opportunities or even pay for home renting or
medical treatment. But what caught my attention was the
result had shown that the difficulty of integration was
ranked eighth rate and last challenges compared to
others. As I mentioned above, the first challenges were
the difficulty in learning a new language and the
instability of work, followed by the lack of journalist
rights from health insurance and travel facilities for
media coverage of events. It's important to note that our
results differ from other papers that dealt with the issue
of Syrian refugees in general without focusing on the
topic of Syrian refugee journalists in the countries of
asylum, nor their challenges they face, so this paper will
be a gateway to other researches and continuing studies
that highlight on the reality of Syrian journalists and their
future.

Goriisme formlar yari yapilandirilmis miilakat seklinde
olusturulmustur. Yapilandirilmamis goériisme teknigi
goriismeciye st diizey hareket ozglrligi
saglanmaktadir. Dolayisiyla yar1 yapilandirilmis gériisme
teknigi diger iki teknige gore (yapilandirilmis ve
yapilandirilmamis) daha dengeli bir metottur (Karasar,
2013).

2.4. Verilerin Toplanmasi

Arastirmaci, goriismelere baslamadan o6nce katilimci
Ogretmenlere ¢alismanin amaci hakkinda bilgilendirme
yapmistir. Gorlismecilere, adlarinin agiklanmasi gibi bir

anlasilmayan

durumun olmayacag ve toplanan bilgilerin ¢alismanin
amacit disinda farkh amaglarla kullanilmayacag ifade
edilmistir. Bu agiklamalarla goriismeye katiim saglayan
ogretmenlerin goniillik esasiyla, miilakat sorularina
samimi ve dogru sekilde cevap vermeleri saglanarak;

calismanin gecerligi ve giivenirliginin arttirilmaya

calisilmistir.  Milakatlar, 06gretmenlerin ¢alistiklari
okullarda ve okul idaresinin onayiyla sessiz bir ortamda
yapilmistir.

2.5. Verilerin Analizi

Calismada elde edilen verilerin analizinde nitel

arastirmalarda kullanilan icerik analizi yodnteminden
yararlanilmistir. icerik analizi, belirli kurallar icerisinde
kodlamalar yapilarak, goriismede elde edilen metinlerin
baz1 Kkelimelerinin daha az igerik Kkategorileriyle
ozetlenebildigi sistemli ve tekrarlanabilir bir teknik
olarak bilinmektedir (Biiytikoztiirk, 2006).

Yildirim ve Simsek (2006)’e gore icerik analizinde veriler

dort asamada analiz edilmektedir:

1. Verilerin kodlanmasi,

2. Kodlanan verilerin temalarinin belirlenmesi,
3. Kodlarin ve temalarin diizenlenmesi,

4. Bulgularin tanimlanmasi ve yorumlanmasidir.

3. Bulgular

Bu boliimde, Ogretmenler ile o6l¢gme-degerlendirme
yontemleri iizerine yapilan goériismelerden elde edilen
bulgulara yer verilmistir. Gériisme yapilan 6gretmenlerin
isimleri  kisisel  bilgilerinin gizli kalmas1 igin
kullanilmamustir. Ogretmenlere 01, 02, 03 gibi kodlar
verilerek goriisleri aktarilmigtir. Ogretmenlerin cinsiyet
ve mesleki tecriibelerine iliskin ayrintilar su sekildedir
(Tablo1);

Ogretmenlerle yapilan gériismelerden edinilen bulgulara
gore Ogretmenlerin tamami egitim-68retim siirecinde
hem geleneksel hem de tamamlayict 6&lgme-
degerlendirme tekniklerini birlikte kullanmaktadir.
Ancak burada dikkat c¢ekici bir bulgu olarak bazi
ogretmenlerin 6l¢me-degerlendirme kavramlarinin adini
pratikte uyguladigi, teorikte ise adim hatirlamadig fark
edilmistir.

Ogretmenlerin bu ifadelerinden yola ¢ikarak aslinda her
iki 6l¢me yontemini faal olarak kullandiklarini ancak
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kavramlarin literatiir isimlerini “geleneksel ve alternatif
6lcme-degerlendirme degil de “eski usiil ve yeni usiil”
olarak ya da kendilerince farkl adlandirmalar yaptiklar
fark edilmistir.

Ogretmenlere dlgme-degerlendirme araclarimi kullanish
bulma durumlar sorulmustur. Ogretmenler bu soruya
farkl agilardan yaklasim gostermistir. Baz1 6gretmenler
geleneksel 6lcme-degerlendirme, bazilari ise alternatif
yontemleri, kullanish
bulmaktadir. Yani 6gretmenler bu iki yontem arasinda ti¢
gruba boliinmiis durumdadir. Yasi geng olan 6gretmenler
genelde alternatif yontemleri kullanish bulurken,
ogrenciyi puanla 6l¢gmenin gereksiz, anlamsiz oldugunu
diisiinmektedirler. Orta yas grubundaki 6gretmenlerin
yerine gore, derse gore ve islenen konunun niteligine
gore farkh teknikleri déniisiimlii kullanmaktadir. Daha
ist yas grubundaki ogretmenler ise biliyilk oranda
geleneksel yontemleri kullanish bulmaktadir. Bu soruya
iliskin farkh 6gretmen goériisleri soyledir;

Ogretmenlerin en az tercih
ettikleri alternatif 6l¢gme-degerlendirme teknikleri ise
“kavram haritas1”” (%20) ve “akran degerlendirme”

olarak derslerinde kullandiklarini

kullanilan

(%10) olmustur (Tablo 2). Katiimci 6gretmenlerle
yapilan gorlismelerde, yapilandirilmis grid, tanilayic
dallanmis agag, kelime iliskilendirme teknikleri gibi
alternatif yontemlerle ilgili kullanic1 yorumu gelmemistir.

Alternatif yontemleri kullanana 6gretmenlerin neden bu
teknigi tercih ettigi ile ilgili 6gretmen goriisleri soyledir;
“Hemen hemen tiim derslerimde aktif olarak performans
degerlendirme teknigini kullantyorum. Ciinkii 6grencinin
ders konulariyla ilgili en hizli doniit aldigim ydéntemdir.
Ogrenmenin ne diizeyde gerceklestigini bu yéntemle daha
iyi anladigimi diisiiniiyorum.

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1. Introduction

The war, which started in the Middle East, spread to
Syria. Many people have immigrated to Tiirkiye with
their families. These were helpless, hungry and homeless.
Millions of desperate people came to Tiirkiye a hope.
Refugees fleeing the war came to Tiirkiye with few
belongings and they take their children with them.
According to the first data in 2015 to 2.5 million refugees
he had come to Tiirkiye:

“According to the Commission’s estimates by the end of
2015, Tirkiye had registered 2.5 million Syrian refugees;
Lebanon, around 1 million; and Jordan, 600000”
(European Commissions, 2016).

Immigrants come from their own country, claiming that
they fled persecution. They exist in the countries they
shelter with a new job and a new lifestyle. They want to
be accepted as refugees for social reasons in the
countries they shelter:

“Modern migration tends to
temporary or permanent movements for economic or
study reasons and social or family purposes. Among this
general population of migrants is the subset of asylum
seekers, those persons who claim they are fleeing
persecution in their home country and seek to be
recognized as refugees in another country” (Keogh,
2013).

The Turkish government has opened up the country's
doors to these people. Then Tiirkiye offered all his
economic opportunities to them. However, when the
incoming refugees reached million numbers, the Turkish

involve considerable

people also supported them:

“Following the war and conflicts experienced in Syria in
2011, 3070000 Syrians have sought refuge in Tiirkiye.
Temporary protection status was given to Syrians
seeking refuge in Tirkiye as an exceptional procedure in
international law. On one hand, while driving discussions
related to problems sourcing from the temporary
protection status in this process, discussions related to
providing citizenship to Syrians residing in Tiirkiye who
offer added value to the country have gained speed on
the other hand. However, perhaps the most neglected
issue in this process has been “What are Syrians’
thoughts on the issue of being granted citizenship?
(Koyuncu, 2018).

Refugees coming to Tiirkiye because of the war here
began to experience a different culture and with his
nation.

Refugees who encounter different cultures and social
environments will of course have different problems in
education, and many other
educational life of Syrian students at universities in
Tiirkiye naturally brought along many socio-cultural and
economic problems as well as language and education
problems” (Paksoy et al., 2016). However, cultural and
other problems were experienced at the minimum level
between the Syrians and the local Turkish people, who
belong to the same belief system and traditions. The
immigrants preferred to settle in Anatolia because their
food culture and beliefs were similar to theirs:

“Some also think about relocating to Tiirkiye, as they

culture areas. “The
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found the situation more comfortable with regards to
schools, food and practicing their religion. Others have
the intention of staying in Europe” (Cochetel, 2016).
Thus, intercultural interaction accelerated. In particular,
the number of refugees in Kilis located in Tiirkiye's
border with Syria has reached about three times the local
population. Thus, Kilis became the only province that
received more refugees than its local population. With
the increase in the population in Kilis, some economic
and cultural problems started to occur. Especially
intercultural interaction, cheap labor problem, home
problems, unemployment, poverty and health problems
started to appear.

2. Method

In this study, qualitative research methods were used to
reveal the social and economic conditions of Syrian
refugees living in the center of Kilis. Before conducting
the field research, the studies on this subject were
determined by the literature review method and the
results were combined with the data collected from the
field. This study, in which observation and detection
methods are mainly used, is based on concrete data. In
addition to these, in this research, in which observation,
interview and document collection methods were used
together, concrete data were revealed by observing the
lives of refugees.

3. Intercultural Interaction
According to the data of 2020, Syrian immigrants have a
population of around 300000 in Kilis. The total local
population of Kilis is around 100000. We can say that a
new culture has emerged between immigrants and
indigenous people. Turkish and Syrian citizens work in
common jobs, thus increasing interaction. For example,
in Syrian men, polygamy is considered normal. However,
monogamy is common in Turkish culture. Apart from
some minor differences, we can say that there are
common values between Turkish and Syrian immigrants.
Especially locals and immigrants with the same belief
have similar cultural values:

“One of the key elements that make Syrian asylum-
seekers comfortable in Tiirkiye has been sharing the
same religion. Sharing the same religion means having
similar customs, beliefs, norms and festivals including
Eid.” (Karipek, 2017).

In Turks, monogamy is common. However, with the
influence of Syrian immigrants, polygamy is becoming
more and more common. While Turks have a very solid
family structure, this is not very important in Arabs.
While a maximum of three children are seen in Turkish
families, this number can be up to 7-8 in immigrants.
Immigrants who fail to earn enough money try to have
many children by ignoring this. These behaviors are
gradually passing from Arabs to Turks.

“Immigration in the sense to leave the country of birth

Syrian refugees in Tiirkiye prefer especially the southern
regions. The reason for this can be said as the southern
cities are on the Syrian border and show cultural
similarity. In addition, the similarity of climatic
conditions is seen as a reason for preference. These
similarities cause easier intercultural interaction.
Immigrants undergo physical and spiritual changes after
migration. They show a natural change when they meet a
new country and new people:

“Furthermore, migrant groups may go through profound
changes at group level on multiple areas including
physical, biological,
changes. Physical

social and cultural

include urbanization,

economic,
changes
population density while biological changes include new
dietary intake and exposure to new diseases” (Karipek,
2017).

In addition, they encounter new diseases. Thus, they
change both physically and spiritually. As a result,
various health problems arise.

4. Health Problems

Immigrants living in Tirkiye, free treatment facilities.
They even have more opportunities than the local people.
While local people pay premiums for health insurance,
immigrants do not have this requirement. In addition,
they can get free health services from the hospitals they
want. Patient queues in hospitals mostly originate from
refugees. The fact that refugees benefit from hospital
services for free also increases the concentration in these
areas. In addition, it is spreading in epidemics in places
receiving mass immigration from Syria. Viruses that
cause diseases are evolving and can cause many different
health problems.

Especially, refugees waiting to be examined in hospitals
attract the reaction of the locals and the presence of
immigrants is being questioned. Indigenous people, who
say that they have difficulty in getting treatment because
of Syrian immigrants, complain about health problems.
There is a hospital built for local people in Kilis. When the
population suddenly tripled, the hospital was insufficient.
In this case, the need for a new hospital emerged. As a
result, new hospital buildings are built and opened in
Kilis. However, new hospital buildings and healthcare
professionals will not be sufficient in the face of
increasing immigration waves. Unfortunately, the patient
is treating over the existing hospital capacity. Most of the
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patients are Syrian immigrants. In this case, local people
have difficulties in being treated. In addition, various
diseases that occur in areas receiving mass migration
frequently occur. Since the immunity of the people in
Kilis and their resistance to diseases are different from
immigrants, the local people are getting more diseases.
Various studies on this subject have been published.
Various diseases have increased due to migration: “The
frequency of polio, measles, tuberculosis and leishmania
has changed irregularly between the years 2012-2017.”
(Sezen et al, 2018). These changes continued as
migration continued. Immigrants carried their own
health problems to the countries where they migrated:
“Migrant groups carry their own health problems which
do not exist before on the places they migrated. The
substructure and potential of the migrated country may
not be enough to solve the problems of immigrants.”
(Aydogan and Metintas, 2017).

In this case, serious health problems arise for the local
people. Even if necessary studies are carried out in this
regard, the health effects of migration will continue for
many years. Since the immune system of local people and
immigrants are different, new diseases in the region have
appeared. This is one of the most important health
problems.

5. Education Issue

Especially in primary schools, half of the classes are
Turkish and half are immigrant children in Kilis. The
communication and cultural interactions between
children are very high in the classroom. Thus, Turkish
and immigrant children grow with a different cultural
identity. Families who migrated to Tiirkiye read together
with the Turks. This situation, which also leads to
decreased quality in education, is perceived as a problem
by Turkish students and their parents.

It is seen that Syrian refugees have more children than
Turks. The number of refugee children studying in
schools has increased substantially in recent years.
Refugees and Turkish children study in the same classes
in Kilis. This creates some problems. The quality of
education decreases, as most refugee children do not
speak Turkish. In addition, refugees who are mixed with
Turkish students and have mixed education have
difficulties in understanding the lessons.

“There are various problems on the education of Syrian
children to deal with where the language is the foremost
impediment. Apart from the language problem, other
problems are those experienced during the enrollment
procedure, those arose due to the students joining at
intermediary classes because of the abolishment of the
temporary education centers and finally the risk of
marginalization. In this respect, precautionary measures
need to be taken so as not to leave Syrian children out of
the education process. Some of the factors restraining the
Syrian parents from sending their children to the school
need to be considered; particularly the issue of keeping
the girls away from schools has to be tackled” (Tanrikulu,

2017).

These problems of Syrian refugees lead to education
failure. These people, who cannot speak the same
language with the citizens of the country they shelter,
experience many problems over time. The difficulty of
learning languages and the large number of asylum
seekers bring with it various educational problems.

6. Cheap Labor Problem

Refugees in Tirkiye have created cheap labor market.
Syrians took refuge in Tirkiye car mechanic,
construction workers, agricultural workers and skilled or
unskilled people began to work at lower wages:

“The penetration of Syrian refugees into the Turkish
labor markets through the informal employment channel
generated labor cost advantages in the informal labor
intensive sectors. These cost advantages, in turn, reduced
the consumer prices of the items produced in these
sectors relative to the ones produced in the formal labor
intensive sectors” (Tiimen, 2016).

As a result, the cheap labor market is emerging. The price
comes to the forefront, not the quality of the work. The
Turks eventually faced losing their jobs. Because they
preferred immigrants who want low wages. It can be said
that although Syrian migrants' working at low wages
affect the labor market positively for the employer,
Turkish workers are negatively affected by this situation.
As the
employment volume, the unemployment rate of the local
population increased:

“With the arrival of Syrians, there have been many
changes in the field of employment and employment in
Kilis. Low wages, unregistered and social insecure work,

labor force increased above the current

and the unemployment rate of indigenous people may
increase” (Paksoy et al,, 2015).

Refugees had to work to live. Therefore, they preferred to
work with low wages. As a result, many qualified or
unqualified workers appeared in the market:

“According to the results, a considerable amount of
refugees came to the province of Kilis after the beginning
of civil war in Syria. Most of those refugees are living and
working in the city center. Most of them have to work in
various positions in order to live on” (Paksoy et al., 2016;
Paksoy and Karadeniz, 2016).

In this case, the refugees who had to work contributed to
the development of the Kilis economy. However, the
Turkish government gives refugees work permits and
grants various rights:

“The Turkish government now allows Syrian refugees
who possess temporary identity cards and have resided
in Tiirkiye for six months to apply for work permits”
(Roger and Héloise, 2018).

The cheap labor market has left many Turkish workers
unemployed, causing immigrants to make some money.
Therefore, the numbers of Syrian refugees work in the
construction sector. In addition, people working daily in
the field, which we call seasonal workers, are refugees. In
this case, domestic workers who did these jobs with
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normal wages faced unemployment. Employers prefer
refugees because they both work cheaply and do not
want any assurance:

“Tiirkiye’s Disaster and Emergency Management Agency,
the Ministry of Health and the World Health Organization
suggest that at least half of the over two million working-
age Syrians work informally. Of these, most are men; the
percentage of women working is low, peaking at 7%
among women aged 30 to 44” (Roger and Héloise, 2018).
Thus, the informal labor market emerges. In this case,
employers and job seekers begin to think differently.
Uninsured and illegal workers can find jobs more easily.
In this case, the unemployment problem in the local
community emerged.

Syrian child workers work informally. Although it's a
crime according to the law they work illegally. In this
case, there are some employers who prefer child workers
for cheap cost. Refugees live in state-controlled and
established camps.

“Another social issue caused by large refugee populations
is child labor. Only a small group of the children outside
the camps have access to education. The first reason for
this is the inability of the Turkish government and NGOs
to offer sufficient education to the refugee children.
Another major factor is that Syrian parents often have
their children work instead of sending to school. The
economic and social desperation of many families results
in an increase of child labor. Many children from Syrian
backgrounds end up working in factories, selling goods
on the street or begging in public” (Orhan and Giindogar,
2015).

The Turkish government spends millions of dollars in
education, especially for the education of immigrant
children, and provides various aid to immigrant families.
All needs of refugees provided free of charge. Nutrition,
sheltering and perversion needs are provided free of
charge by the state. However, there is a preference for
accommodation in the city for those who do not want to
stay in camps. However, those who live in the city are
those who live in the rents or buy and live in their own
home. These refugees work as workers or artisans. They
earn money in this way. Low-wage workers are the
majority. Tradesmen prefer to work with low profit.
Unfortunately, if no measures are taken against new
waves of migration, both immigrants and official
institutions will be in a difficult situation.

7. Street Markets

Selling food in the street markets is one of the most
important jobs that immigrants prefer. The majority of
people selling vegetables and fruits in the public markets
are Syrian immigrants. Thus, immigrants who took over
market sector started to make serious gains from this
trade. People also shopped from immigrants selling
cheap goods. Thus, refugees, who had their own business
in a short time, began to contribute to the country's
economy. These markets were established in a separate
district every day and attracted great attention of the

public.

Public markets are economical but very weak in terms of
hygiene. However, Syrian refugees earn money by selling
vegetables and fruits. The majority of public markets are
operated by refugees. Thus, it is aimed for them to have
their own businesses and earn money. Also, achieving
economic independence is another goal. These markets
are set up in separate districts almost every day of the
week. Syrian marketers buy the products from the
producer at low cost. However, they sell at low price with
little profit. Therefore, local people show great interest in
these markets where cheap products are sold.

8. Contribution to Economic Development
Syrian immigrants have started to contribute to the
country's economy with both cheap labor and companies
they have established. From an economic perspective,
refugees bring mobility to the markets. They help
economic development and acceleration. Contributions
of immigrants to the economy cannot be ignored:

“If well and quickly integrated, refugees can help to
improve the performance of the labor market, address
demographic  challenges, and improve
sustainability. The characteristics of the migrants as well
as of the structure, cyclical position and the integration
policies of host countries will define the results. The
impact will differ across countries, but also within
countries, as it depends on the extent to which the skills
of migrants substitute or complement those of the native
work force” (European Commissions, 2016).

If migrants are directed in a planned manner, they will
undoubtedly contribute to economic development.
Refugees working with cheap labor and low profit rate
are stimulating the economy.

Recently, immigrants who were taken from refugee
camps and settled in city centers founded their own
business. However, the number of immigrants who still
cannot found their own business received financial aid
from the state. However, immigrants contributed to
economic change with their own assets. In addition,
cultural change has accelerated with the sudden increase
in population.

It is known that foreign migration always contributes to
the country's economy. The manpower factor is a power
source for the economy. Particularly, if the immigrants
their economic
contribution becomes clearer and much more:

who come are young and male,

“Foreign migration is an advantage for countries with
insufficient labor supply. Because immigrants increase
the workable population and eliminate the labor
shortage in the country contribute to the national
economy. Since the preferences of the immigrant
countries regarding population intake will be in a way to
improve the country's economy; care is taken to ensure
that the population received is young, workable and
male” (Bayrakli, 2007).

When we examine foreign migration events in history
and today, it is seen that migration has beneficial effects.
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The effects of foreign migration become more evident
after many years. Foreign migration should be evaluated
economically with its pros and cons. When we look at the
example of Kilis, it is seen that the city's own population
is 100 thousand. In addition, 300 thousand refugees
came to the city and settled down. In this respect, Kilis
has a rare position in the world. It is seen that the city is
currently developing economically. Especially the trade
volume has Syrian
immigrants have more homes and businesses than
indigenous people. Thus immigrants support the further
advancement of the city. It can be said that mutual
tolerance and solidarity are increasing. However, it can
be said that the indigenous people being economically
poorer than Syrian immigrants and some security
problems are negative effects.

“In Tirkiye, which is the most affected country from this
duration, the authorities talk about 3 millions of refuges.
The Issue of Syrian Refuges, who is accepted temporarily
at the beginning, had not been solved for six years unlike

increased more than before.

it has big tended to be permanent. At this point the
integration of the Syrian refuges is getting more
important. The labor market seems the most important
integration argument. Because the access of the Syrian
refuges to the work market and earning income in this
way, living without any help from the government, other
people and civil society organization will eliminate the
temper of the society and means their position change,
from being to contributing. But as including the Syrian
refuges to the labor market has economic and social
many benefits it is the reality that it has many serious
problems. In this study it is evaluated the positive and
negative effects of Syrian refuges on Turkish labor
market” (Duruel, 2017).

There may also be members of terror among immigrants
from Syria. This means a serious risk. Refugee flow is
useful in terms of labor. However, it can be harmful in
terms of security.

9. Humanitarian Aid to Refugees in the
Republic of Tiirkiye

Tiirkiye provides an extraordinary aid to refugees. These
aids are distributed to refugees by the state. Every family
is cared for. Both economic contribution and health
benefits are provided to these refugees for free. Help has
reached a level above that of Tirkiye's economic power.
Tiirkiye continues its humanitarian aid without any
expectations. This assistance is continuous, but imposed
a serious burden on Tiirkiye's economy.

10. Discussion

The issue of the extent to which economic assistance
provided to refugees has damaged the country's
economy is discussed. International aid and support from
other countries is not continuous.

“As is most clearly seen in developing countries receiving
large numbers of refugees, such as Jordan, Lebanon and

Tiirkiye, the concentration of refugees in specific
localities can “crowd out” public services such as schools
and hospitals, or cause the transport infrastructure to
become congested” (Dadush, 2017).

In order for the refugees to continue their aid, the
international aid should continue and the Turkish
government should not be left alone in the aid. Supports
made at irregular intervals make the country difficult. In
this case, continuity of assistance to be provided on how
or how new resources can be found to the question of
Tiirkiye's funded his help is discussed. Culture and to
discuss this issue in the context of economic and cultural
contribution or economic difficulties will need to be
provided to Tiirkiye compared. In addition, there are also
security problems due to the migration wave.

“In the history, human beings have migrated in the world
due to geographical conditions and climate. But in
modern times it occurs due to human rights violations,
unequal distribution of rights, increase in population,
inadequate resources, a better life search and civil wars.
Migrations affect the destination society in many ways
such as the economy, politics, security concerns and
social issues. While these effects are perceived as a threat
at the beginning of migration, they have the potential to
turn into an opportunity later on. The example of
migration in recent years is the Syrian civil war and the
mass migration of the Syrians, especially to the
peripheral countries” (Tunca and Karadag, 2018).

There may also be terrorist groups seeking to enter the
country in refugee clothing. It is very difficult to separate
them. It is difficult to see if people with no identity are
truly refugees. These are also a subject of discussion.
There are academic studies on this subject. For a study
on this subject, see (Sezik and Agir, 2016). Security
problems with refugees are still under discussion.

11. Conclusion

Refugee flows from Syria to Tiirkiye is increasing. In this
case, both cultural interaction and some problems arise.
These problems are seen as education, health, shelter,
unemployment and security problems. With the
assistance of the Turkish government and the Turkish
people are refugees living in Tirkiye. The highest
number of refugees is seen in Kilis. There is more than
three times the population of refugees. Therefore, there
are many Syrian refugee examples in this city. In this
study, generally examples of refugees in Kilis are given.
The contributions of refugees to the economy or the
financial aid they received from the Turkish state
economically were compared and some inferences were
made. The refugee flow in Kilis is increasing and the
situation in the city is getting more and more
complicated.

The
term meaning is explained as the cognitive and emotional
content that a shape, sign, expression, theory carries, and
qualifies (Demir and Acar, 1997). The concept of
meaning can vary from person to person, from time to
time and according to the region of residence.

The child interprets the events that occur in his/her life
before attributing it to himself/herself, and this
interpretation plays an active role it imposes on life
(Aldler, 2014).

The desire to have a general understanding system that
can recognize human life events is one of the basic
human needs (Akinci, 2005). Human beings contemplate
the purpose of their existence and desire to reach
adequate information and comments. Besides, human
beings are after the values and principles that will guide
their life (Akinc1 2005). Nietzsche's quote also sums up
the meaning and purpose of life: "One who has a reason
to live can endure in almost any way." (Tanriverdi and
Uly, 2018). If there is no meaning in the individual's life,
the individual may be prone to end his life (Frankl, 1998).
Hence, the meaning and purpose of life are significant to
one's life. However, the inability to fully satisfy the
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meaning and purpose of life, which is the psychosocial
requirement of humans, carries the risk of facing many
permanent and destructive problems for the person
(Sentiirk and Yakut, 2014). While positive changes are
seen in the person who appreciates the meaning and
purpose of life or has reached an answer, if there is no
meaning and purpose of life, negative feelings and
behaviors can be observed in the individual. Herein, the
person may be adversely affected or will become more
durable and more robust in the face of events that occur
in one's life. In the literature, this situation emerges as
the transformative power of suffering.

The concept of the transformative power of suffering is
the belief that individuals will undergo a positive
transformation and change in the face of the suffering
they encounter in their lives (Ugurluoglu et al,, 2018). In
other words, the transformative power of suffering is the
belief that the individual will come out of this negative
situation stronger despite the difficulties they face. While
the difficulties that occur in some people's lives
strengthen them and make them question the meaning of
life better, some people become even more powerless in
similar situations. Consequently, the meaning of life for
these people also loses its significance.

Throughout one's life, a person faces many stressful
circumstances that make life meaningless. Some
occupational groups encounter these stressful situations
more. Nursing is one of these professions. Nurses are
exposed to many stress factors such as intense workload,
stress, the obligation to provide emotional support, care
for severe and fatal patients, disturbed sleep patterns,
and a high number of shifts (Canbaz 2005; Arikan 2006).
Nevertheless, problems in additional professional
relationships, dealing with patients challenging to
diagnose and treat, insufficient hospital resources,
dealing with patients' relatives, economic concerns and
not being able to devote enough time to themselves and
their private life while trying to cope with these
problems cause burnout and despair in nurses (Canbaz
2005; Arikan 2006; Sahin 2008). These conditions alter
nurses' views on the meaning and purpose of life.
Nursing philosophy addresses the meaning in human life,
supporting the importance of helping patients and their
families cope with illness and suffering and find meaning
from these experiences. However, finding meaning in life
is also a subjective and unique process for the individual.
Nurses can contribute to the meaning-making process
through empathic listening and questioning (Starck,
2008; Reed, 2008). Therefore, nursing care and nurse-
patient interaction can act as sources of meaning
enhancement by promoting positive emotions and
moods. This study was conducted to investigate the
relationship between the way nurses, who are in close
contact with patients and witnessing their suffering,
express the meaning and purpose of life and the
transformative power of suffering.

1.1. Research Questions
1. Is there a relationship between the transformative
power of suffering between nurses' expressions of
meaning and purpose in life?
2. Is there a statistical difference between
demographic variables

2. Material and Methods

2.1. Research Objective

This study aims to examine the relationship between
nurses' expressions of the meaning and purpose of life
with the transformative power of suffering.

2.2. Population and Sample

For this descriptive study, the study population consists
of 446 nurses working in Yozgat Bozok University
Research and Practice Hospital (n=200) and Yozgat City
Hospital (n=246). In the research, it was planned to reach
the whole population instead of choosing samples.

2.3. Data Collection Tools

In the research, the "Transformative Power of Suffering
Scale (TPSS)", "The Meaning and Purpose of Life Scale
(MPLS)" were used as data collection tools.

The Meaning and Purpose of Life Scale (MPLS): Scale
(MPLS)" consisting of 17 expressions developed by Aydin
et al. (2015), were used as data collection tools. The
MPLS consists of two subscales: (1) the meaning and
purpose of life (MPL) and (2) the lack of meaning and
purpose in life (LMPL). The items are scored on a 5-point
Likert-type scale (“1 = Strongly Disagree” to “5 = Strongly
Agree”). The total score ranges from 17-85, with higher
scores indicating more meaning and purpose in life. The
MPLS has a Cronbach’s alpha of 0.91 (Aydin et al,, 2015).
Transformative Power of Suffering Scale (TPSS): In the
research, the "Transformative Power of Suffering Scale
(TPSS)" consisting of five expressions developed by
Joshalloo (2014) (cronbach alfa=0.84) and adapted into
Turkish by Dinger et al. (2015) and (cronbach alfa=0.69-
0.73). The lowest score that can be obtained from the
Transformative Power of Suffering Scale is 5, and the
highest score is 35.

2.4. Statistical Analysis

SPSS 21.0 (The Statistical Package for the Social Sciences-
PC Version 21.0) package program was used for the
statistical analysis of the data. Number (n), percentage
(%), mean and standard deviation (SD) were used as
descriptive statistical methods. The compatibility of the
data for normal distribution was evaluated using the
Shapiro-Wilk test and QQ graphics. The t-test was used to
compare two independent groups according to the
distribution characteristics of the data.
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3. Results

The distribution of the nurses participating in the study
according to their socio-demographic data is given in
Table 1. When the descriptive characteristics given in
Table 1 are examined, it is observed that 52.7% of the
nurses are at the ages of 19-26, 72.4% are female, and
53.1% are single. In the study, 44.8% of the nurses work
in the university hospital and 55.2% in the city hospital.
It was discovered that 65.2% of the participants had a
bachelor's degree and above, and 50.2% had been
working for 1-3 years. It was reported that 69.1% of the
participants did not experience losing a first-degree
relative, and 30.9% lost a first-degree relative (Table 1).
Table 2 shows distribution of scores for Meaning and
Purpose of Life Scale and sub-dimensions. Nurses'

Meaning and Purpose of Life score was determined to be
minimum 13, maximum 55, and Meaninglessness of Life
and the Lack of Purpose score as minimum 6 and
maximum 30 (Table 2).

Table 3 shows the distribution of TPSS scores. When we
evaluate the averages of the expressions of the
transformative power of Suffering, they believe that
Suffering has a transformative power above the medium
level. The expression with the highest average was found
to be "If suffering is faced with patience and gratitude, it
into happiness (4.95)". The lowest average
expression is "Sadness can become a transcendent state
that has some beneficial aspects or brings the person to a
higher level of perfection and happiness (4.67)".

According to sociodemographic variables Transformative
Power of Suffering Scale and Distribution of Meaning and
Purpose of Life Scale Scores is shown in Table 1. There
was no statistical difference according to age, gender,
education level, having children, and the experience of
losing a first-degree relative in terms of the meaning of
life, the meaninglessness of life, total MPLS and TPSS
score averages (P>0.05).

When the table was examined, it was discovered that
there was a significant relationship between the meaning
of life sub-dimension and the total score of MPLS
(P<0.05) with the institution they worked, and the score
of city hospital employees (43.06 + 6.73) was higher than
the scores of the university hospital workers (41.20 *
7.87).

There was no statistically significant difference between
the marital status and MPLS total scale score, the
meaninglessness of life sub-dimension, and the TPSS
score (P>0.05) in the study. In contrast, a significant
relationship was found between the MPLS meaning of life
sub-dimension. It was discovered that married people
found life more meaningful than single ones (P<0.05).
When we look at the meaning of life, the meaninglessness
of life, the total scale score, and the transformative power
of suffering in the working year variable, a statistical
difference was observed only in the total score scale
score (P<0.05).

The relationships between the sub-dimensions of the
meaning and purpose of life scale and the scale of the
transformative power of suffering are given in Table 4.
While there was a weak positive relationship between
the transformative power of suffering in the meaning and
purpose of life sub-dimensions, a moderate positive
relationship was observed between the meaning of life
sub-dimension of the scale and the transformative power
of suffering, and a weak relationship on the contrary
direction with the meaninglessness of life sub-dimension
(P<0.05).

4. Discussion and Conclusion

In the study, the effect of nurses' expressions of the
meaning and purpose of life on the transformative power
of suffering was examined. In the study conducted by
Kizilkaya and Kalgi (2021) with different occupational
groups, the total scores of the nurses' meaning and
purpose of life scale were found to be 67.72+8.68. This
total score is higher than the values obtained in this
study. There was no statistically significant difference
between the other occupational groups (teachers, police,
religious officials and academics) in the study group of
Kizilkaya and Kalg1 (2021) and the nursing profession
group. The limitation of this study is that there is no
comparison with different occupational groups in this
study.

The meaning given to life by individuals can be
influenced by several factors such as age, gender,
position in society, education. In this study, it was
discovered that female nurses had higher scores than
men in the meaning of life scale sub-dimension. Still, this
In the
literature, there are various results in the studies
conducted to determine the meaning of life. Oztiirk's
(2018) study discovered that women found life more

difference was not statistically significant.

meaningful than men, similar to the results of this study,
but there was no statistical difference. In Yilmaz (2018)
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study conducted with people who will perform Umrah
worship, no statistically significant difference was found
between the gender variable and the meaning and
purpose of life. In a study conducted by Asilogullar:
(2020) and Tanriverdi and Ulu (2018) with high school
students, no statistical difference was found between the
gender variable and the meaning and purpose of life. In
Aydin (2017) study on students, it was seen that women
found life more meaningful than men, and a statistically
significant difference was noticed. In Karsl (2020) study
with university students, the total scores of the meaning
and purpose of life scale were found to be statistically
significantly higher in women than in men. In the study of
Unlii et al. (2021) on sports science students, no
statistically significant difference was found in terms of
gender. In the study of Kaya et al. (2021) with 1264
people aged 18-65, no statistically significant difference
was found between gender and MPLS scale total score.
When looking at the meaning and purpose of the age
variable in the study, it was concluded that nurses over
the age of 27 found life more meaningful than nurses
aged 19-26. However, no statistical difference was found.
In Oztirk (2018) study, it was observed that people
under the age of 25 had lower scores of meaning and
purpose in life than those who were 25 years and older.
Yet, it was concluded that the meaning and purpose of
life scores did not reveal a statistically significant
difference. In the study conducted by Kaya et al. (2021)
in the population between the ages of 18-65, a
statistically significant difference was found between age
and the total score of the MPLS scale. In the study, it was
stated that the MLPS scale total score increased with
increasing age. In the study of Unlii et al. (2021) similar
to our study, no statistically significant difference was
found in terms of age, MLPS and its sub-dimensions.

In the study, it was concluded that married nurses find
life more meaningful than single nurses. In hospitals,
single nurses usually work at night shifts. The number of
nurses working in the night shift is less than the number
of nurses working in the day shift. This circumstance
causes single nurses to wear in terms of physically and
psychologically more. Besides, it is thought that
emotional bonds and responsibilities towards spouses
and children can make life more meaningful in married
individuals. Contrary to this study, according to Soylu
(2016) study conducted with 127 female individuals
between the ages of 40-65 who were diagnosed with
breast cancer in 2016, it was concluded that the marital
status variable was not statistically different in the
meaning and purpose of life. In the study conducted by
Yilmaz (2018) with the people who will perform Umrah
worship in 2018, it was concluded that the life meaning
scores of married people were significantly higher than
singles. In the study conducted by Kaya et al. (2021) the
MLPS total score of the married group was found to be
statistically significantly higher in married people
(65.1349.78) than in singles.

In the study, it was discovered that nurses who worked

for more than four years had higher MPLS total scores,
which was statistically significant. This can be explained
by the fact that nurses promote to a managerial position
as their experience increases. Also, some nurses do not
have the chance to promote, and their burnout levels
increase. Besides these, the cases witnessed throughout
the study may have caused nurses to think more about
the meaning and purpose of life.

In our study, no statistically significant difference was
found between the change in the education level of
nurses and their scale scores, but in the study of Kaya et
al. (2021) there was a statistically significant difference
between education levels. This difference may be due to
the fact that some of the individuals in the group that
Kaya et al. worked with had not completed their high
school education.

The working conditions of the city hospital and the
university hospital in the study differ from each other. It
can be assumed that the number of staff of the city
hospital being higher, their wage payments being better,
and their working in a permanent position also affects
the nurses' perspective on the meaning of life. A person
may encounter many negative situations in his life, where
he questions the meaning of life. The meaning people
attribute to life can transform these negativities they live
into power. Apart from stressful situations in their lives,
nurses also witness incidents that patients and their
relatives undergo. In the study, it is perceived that
nurses' beliefs that suffering is transformative power are
above the middle level. In a study conducted by Bolat et
al. (2020) in a group that included healthcare
professionals and different occupational groups, the total
score of the transformative power of pain scale was
found to be 3.98+1.01. In the study of Aksu et al. (2022)
with nurses, it was found that the transformative power
of pain scale did not have a statistically significant
relationship with the variables of gender, marital status,
education level and having children. These results are
similar to the results obtained in this study.

In the research, one of the TPSS items, "If suffering is
faced with patience and gratitude, it turns into happiness
(4.95)" is the statement with the highest score (4.95).
Similar to our study, in the study conducted by
Ugurluoglu et al. (2018) on individuals living in Isparta in
2018, it is observed that the highest score is from the
same expression (4.41). In the study conducted by
Izgiiden and Erdem (2017), it is observed that the
expressions of the transformative power of suffering are
Besides, significant
relationship was found between the MPLS, the meaning

lower. a moderately positive
of life sub-dimension, and the transformative power of
suffering. Nurses who find life meaningful believe that
suffering has more transformative power than nurses
who think life is meaningless.

In the study, when the transformative power of suffering
was examined in terms of the participants' demographic
variables, there was no statistically significant difference.
In the study conducted by izgiiden and Erdem (2017) on
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hospital staff in 2017, no significant difference was found
between demographic variables.

The meaning and purpose of life are one of the issues that
have been discussed since human existence. This study
attempted to reveal the relationship between suffering
and transformative ways of expressing the meaning and
purpose of life of nurses who face various patient groups
and patient relatives. Considering whether there is a
statistical difference between the demographic variables
and the meaning and purpose of life and the
transformative power of suffering, a statistical difference
has been discovered between the institution variable and
the meaning of life dimension. The marital status variable
also differed statistically with the meaning of life
dimension. Married nurses find life more meaningful
than single nurses. It may be since marriage imposes
different responsibilities and goals. Another reason may
be that single nurses are assigned busier days, while the
shift days are arranged. Working intensity can be
effective in terms of the meaning single nurses attribute
to life.

A statistically significant difference was seen in the
working year variable in terms of the demographic
variables of the meaning and purpose of life total scale
scores. Nurses with a working year of four or more find
life more meaningful than nurses with a working year of
1-3 years. The reason can be due to the cases witnessed
throughout the study, causing nurses to think more about
the meaning and purpose of life. In the correlation
analysis conducted for the relationship between nurses'
expressions of meaning and purpose of life with the
transformative power of suffering, a weak positive
relationship was observed between the transformative
power of suffering and the meaning and purpose. While
there is a weak relationship between the meaning and
purpose of life dimension, one of the sub-dimensions of
the scale, and the transformative power of suffering,
there is a very weak negative relationship with the
meaninglessness of life sub-dimension.
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
