This was reflected in the serious poetry that
expresses society and its issues, which was evident in the Arab poetry of the twentieth century and in
its various currents and schools. Moreover, it was embodied mostly in Mahjar poetry since it
represents a unique and intense experience. Perhaps many of their peers among Arab poets did not go
through such a unique experience. Multiple factors and reasons were combined to give their
experience a special and distinct form from other experiences. This literature was loaded with tears,
shrouded in sorrow, clothed in black, squeezed by doubt and questioning, riddled with confusion and
hesitation in which the mournful melodies of the complainant were echoed in it. This study aims to
present the issue of happiness and misery in modern Arabic poetry, through Mahjar poets, to reveal
their concept of happiness and misery, their depiction of them, and the impact of that on their poetic
creativity.

The study reached a set of results, including:

Philosophers and thinkers are divided into two groups regarding the first and
basic purpose of man: one group believes that it is happiness, and another believes
that it is the removal of worry. The first group linked the existence of happiness to
goodness and its realization with morals and virtues, while the second group linked
happiness to getting rid of the human shortcomings that could miss him.

The difficulty is limiting happiness to one area of life. Because man, in his
formation, is not a group of isolated entities and separate structures, but rather he is
a single building in which all his components, hopes, aspirations, needs, joys and
sorrows are connected, each affecting and being affected by the other, not to
mention his external world; Man is not isolated from his family, society, nation and
world, nor is he isolated in his culture from his past, present and future. A person is
conflicted by spiritual and physical needs, worldly and hereafter, which he cannot
easily achieve together or dispense with them together, or create a kind of balance
between them, and then the human’s pursuit of happiness will not stop, and his
feeling of access to it and its completion will not be achieved.

Most of the Mahjar poets talk about and search for happiness and explore its
causes, and the privacy of their experience and their being away from their
homelands was an effective factor in the emergence of pessimism in their talk
about happiness. Talking about happiness for some of them is invalid. Because it is
a lie that does not exist, it is like a phoenix that is an imaginary creature, and it is
one of the aspirations that cannot be achieved or reached, and it is a ghost that has
not yet been embodied, and it is a traitor who is not pleased with anyone, and does
not yearn for him with affection.

Emigrant poets have elaborated on talking about misery and the multiplicity of
its causes. Some of it is personal, such as being away from homeland, and some of
it is national, such as the deterioration of the country under colonialism, and some
of it is humanistic, such as the absence of justice and the control of Western

Abstract

This research includes text linguistics and the discourse analysis of al-Mutanabbi's (354 h.) poem named
“Ahya wa Aysar”. The study aims to analyze the ode in question according to the principles of text
linguistics by using descriptive analysis method. Arab scholars spent a lot of effort to understand the
structure of sentences, words and sounds, and tried to examine the language from all aspects. In the
modern period, the text has been examined as a whole by going beyond the sentences, words and sounds
in the text. The features that make a text a text and the elements that provide harmony in the text have
been examined and as a result, the science of text linguistics has emerged. The most important purpose
of text linguistics is to determine whether a text is coherent or not. The method used in this research is
the descriptive analytical method, thus the definition of text linguistics, its emergence, target and its
contribution to understanding the text are mentioned. Also the seven principles of text linguistics, that
are cohesion, coherence, intentionality, acceptability, informativity, situationality, intertextuality, have
been defined and the ode, therefore, has been analyzed in accordance with these criteria. The result of
the research; text linguistics, which is a modern science, was revealed by Van Dijk. In addition to being
a descriptive science, it also benefits from other sciences in terms of its method. Considering the
principles of text linguistics, the poem compiled by al-Mutanabbi is a coherent text, and all these
principles have been applied to different extents.

Extended Abstract

Grammar is the science that discloses and reveals the features of linguistic
structures and the way they are related to meanings and connotations. Ancient Arab
scholars made a great effort to set grammar rules, and they also cared about the
association of meanings between sentences and context in the text, but they did not
use the term text linguistics. Yet some problems of textual analysis appeared.
Grammar shows the parts of the sentence and its cohesion, so it analyzes the sentence
level. As for the text linguistics, it is based on studying all the elements that make
the text an accomplished one at the level of the text. It aims to analyze the coherence
and interdependence of the text.

Text linguistics was defined as one of the terms that set itself one goal, which is
the description and linguistic study of the textual structures and textuality. What is
meant by textuality is the coherence of the text, and the analysis of the various
aspects of forms of textual communication. There are other terms that will be used
instead of text-linguistics.
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The science of grammar in its modern sense was referred to by Harris in the
seventies. He wrote a book called "Discourse Analysis" and presented a systematic
analysis of the text in it. After the precursors to the emergence of this science, Van
Dijk came up with a term for the text linguistics. He explained of its principals and
rules in his book "The Text and Context". According to him, all these principals and
rules that make a text a text are known to the linguists.

Cohesion is a semantic concept and it refers to the relationships that are related
to meaning within the text, and cohesive devices are divided into five sections,
namely: Reference, substitution, ellipsis, conjunction and lexical consistency.

Coherence is the second criterion for text-linguistics, and it is defined as a
significant relationship between an element in a text and another one that is necessary
for the interpretation of that text. While the cohesion is related to words, coherence
is linked to the meanings. The principles of coherence are: context, local
interpretation, similarity and objectification.

Intertextuality is an integral relationship between parts of a text or between a text
and another text. Intertextuality in this sense depends on a previous group of texts.

Intentionality is to express the goal of the text or to imply the position of the
author and his belief that the set of images and linguistic events he intended will be
a cohesive and coherent text.

Situationality is related to the situation or position for which the text was created,
and it includes the status or care of the situation, as De Beaugrande mentioned, the
factors that make the text related to a prevailing position that can be retrieved. So the
situationality is related to the conditions of the writer or speaker and his purpose or
cause in the formation of the text and his emotions and the society that surrounds
him.

Informativity is related to whether the event or information in the text is expected
or not, and Robert de Beaugrande defined it as: the influencing factor with regard to
lack of certainty in judging textual facts or facts in a textual world in exchange for
possible alternatives, so the text must carry indications that the creator wants to
communicate to the recipient through the text linguistics. Because if the text does
not contain an indication, it is not a text.

The acceptability, which is the last criterion for the text-linguistics, is related to
the recipient and his judgment on the text by acceptance and coherence. The text
should take into account two principles for its acceptability. They are the correctness
of the grammatical rules and the compatibility of the occurrence or collocation
between the vocabulary of the sentence.

These are the criteria for text-linguistics, and in order to analyze the text, the
guantitative structure in it must be determined first, because all texts are formed from
the overall structure to which the parts of the text are linked. As for the subject of
the poem, the poet has praised Saeed bin Abdullah bin Al-Hussein Al-Kalabi.

The most interesting finding of the research is that the poem "Ahya wa Aysar"
composed by Al-Mutanabbi is a coherent text according to a grammatical approach
to the text, in which all criteria were fulfilled in varying proportions.

Anlamsal degisim, modern dilbilim alanindaki énemli dilbilimsel konulardan biridir. Zira anlamsal
degisim; dile dair yagsantinin tiim yonleriyle, dilin gecirdigi siireclerle, baz1 kelimelerin gegirdigi
gelisim veya tamamen anlamdan uzaklasmasina binaen dilde meydana gelen degisikliklerle ilgilenir.
Nitekim bazi kelimelerin anlami1 baglamdan baglama farklilik gosterir, bu da ¢ok anlamlilik olarak
adlandirilir.

What are the stages it went through during its development, starting from its
occurrence in the Holy Qur’an, passing through the dictionaries of the Arabic language, and ending
with the meanings that it carried in Arabic poetry through all its ages? The research begins with a brief
theoretical introduction in which we talk about the semantic development and its most important
factors. After that, the research presents the different meanings of the binary opposites (al-uns and al-
wahsh) through the journey of time, and proceeds to examine their development, and shows their
lexical, used and metaphorical meanings, and then monitors how they appear in the verses of the Holy
Qur’an, and Arabic poetry throughout the ages. Finally, the research ends by mentioning the semantic
development that occurred in the two terms, and summarizes the most important conclusions reached
about the development of each of the studied antonyms. This study reveals that many Arabic words
semantically developed and progressed in the shadow of Islam and have reached a high level of
development due to cultural and religious factors. It is also stated that there are words that have
preserved their meanings, as well as words whose original meanings have been transferred to customary
and conceptual concepts. For instance, the word “al-uns” has evolved from a concrete meaning to an
abstract meaning while maintaining its original meaning. As for the term “al-wahsh”, it preserved its
original meaning and expanded until we have what is known as the concept of brutality, and the
expression meaning hunger has been abandoned. This situation corresponds with both the new social
and cultural taste and the spirit of the time and the prevailing culture.

Finally, the
research ends by mentioning the semantic development that occurred in the two
terms, and summarizes the most important conclusions reached about the
development of each of the studied antonyms.

The most important findings of this study include the following:

- The development of semantics is a common phenomenon in all languages,
touched by every student of the stages of language development and its historical
phases, and the pessimist may regard it as a disease from which words rarely escape,
while those who believe in the life of language and its pace with time view this
development as a natural phenomenon that called for it.

- Semantic development can be monitored as a natural phenomenon with
linguistic awareness and monitoring of the movement of the flexible linguistic
system, as the linguistic sign moves from a specific semantic field to another.

- The word “al-uns” was mentioned eighteen times in the Holy Qur’an in the
sense of human beings.

- The word “al-uns” was mentioned in pre-Islamic poetry in the sense of the
human race, and what is different from the jinn, and in the sense of tranquillity.

- The development of the term “al-uns” throughout the history of Arabic poetry
has evolved naturally. In the beginning, the word meant the human race, and what is
different from the jinn, and now we have come to say humanity, and we mean by it
the abstract meaning that represents the characteristics of the human race.
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- The term “al-uns” did not depart from the framework of its primitive meaning
in the Holy Qur’an, which was familiar to the Arabs before Islam, but it expanded in
terms of meaning and in terms of the use of its derivations, and the largest
development that occurred in it was the transition from the word human being, which
is a concrete concept, to humanity, which is an abstract concept.

- We find that the most used connotation of the term “al-wahsh” is that it is used
in what is the opposite of man, and as it is synonymous with fear and panic.

- The word “al-wahsh” preserved its meaning that was mentioned in pre-Islamic
poetry in the Umayyad and Abbasid eras, but in modern poetry we find the root came
with all its meanings that it preserved and carried with it from the pre-Islamic era to
the modern era.

- The term “al-wahsh” also preserved its original meaning and expanded so that
we have what is called the concept of brutality. In this study, it has been tried to show
how the expression denoting hunger was abandoned according to what suits the new
civilized and social taste, and also it has been stated that how each of the two terms
evolved and moved from their original context to a new context that fits the spirit of
the era and the prevailing culture.
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Endiiliis’tin  Kuzeyinde miladi 1077 yilinda
diinyaya gelen ve 1139 yilinda Fas’ta vefat eden
Ibn Bacce Bati islam diinyasinda yetisen ilk
filozof olarak bilinir. Bati literatiiriinde
Avenpace/Avempace olarak anilan filozof
Ibnii’s-S4ig olarak da bilinmektedir. Felsefesinin
merkezinde Aristoteles olan ve oOzellikle Ibn
Riisd’e (6.1198) onciiliik eden Ibn Bacce’nin (5.
1138) felsefesi Islam diinyasinda gelisen felsefe
geleneginin bir uzantist olarak goriilebilir ve
Tiirkiye’de yaygin bir bigimde miistakil olarak
calisilan filozoflar arasinda yer almaz. Ibn Bacce
aynt zamanda ahlak ve siyaset
diisiincesinin temel problemlerinden kabul
edilen mutluluk-siyaset iligskisine dair &nemli
goriisler serdetmistir. Bir klasik dénem Islam
filozofunun ilgilendigi hemen hemen biitiin
ilimlerle  ilgilenen  Endiliislii  diisiiniir,
metafizikten miizige kadar ¢ok ¢esitli alanlarda

eserler telif etmistir. Bu eserlerden bir tanesi olan
“Serhu’s-Sima‘ — Aristoteles’in Fizik Serhi”,
Istanbul Universitesi Felsefe Boliimii Ogretim
Uyesi Dog. Dr. Cahid Senel ve Istanbul
Universitesi Felsefe Boliimii Doktora dgrencisi
Abdessamed Taibi
aktarilmistir. 2021
Yayinlarindan okuyucuya ulasan eser, 6nsoz,
Ibn Bacce’nin Fizik Serhi Uzerine bir

tarafindan  Tirkgemize
Aralik aymda Dergah
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degerlendirme kismi, toplam sekiz makale, ekler ve dizin boliimiinden olugmaktadir.

Asagida detaylarina yer verecegimiz alanda ve terminolojideki birtakim zorluklar
sebebiyle ¢agdas arastirmalarda, 6zelde Islam filozoflarinin ve daha genel olarak
Antik donem diisiiniirlerinin fizik ¢aligmalarina yonelik ilginin yiliksek olmadigi
soylenebilir. Bunun en 6nemli sebeplerinden birisi filozof metinlerinin ciddiyetle
Tiirk¢eye aktarilmayisidir.

Klasik Islam felsefesinde fizige/doga felsefesine hasredilen metinlerin Tiirkce
tercumeleri; doga felsefesine iliskin terminolojinin heniiz yeterli olgunluga
ulagsmamis olmasindan ve fizik problemlerinin ‘tanisma’ diizeyinden, ‘tartisiima’
diizeyine gecilememis olmasindan dolayi, arzu edilen seviyede degildir. Doga
meselelerinde Islam filozoflar iizerinde tesir gdstermis Platon ve Aristoteles gibi
filozoflarin kavramlarina, Tiirk¢e karsilik bulma hususunda bir uzlasma olmamast,
terctimelerdeki zayifligin gerekgelerinden biridir. Neticede, fizige iliskin klasik
felsefe metinleri nispeten az tercime edilmis, hazirlanan eserler de akademik
calismaya uygunluk bakimindan biiyiik 6l¢iide zay1if kalmigtir.

Klasik doga felsefesinin kurucu metinleri; Platon’un Timaios’u (Akderin, 2015;
Orhan, 2022), Aristoteles’in Fizik (Babr, 1997), Gokyuzii Uzerine (Babur, 2013),
Olus ve Bozulus (Sev, 2019) eserleri, Ibn Sina’nin Kitdbu s-Sifd’smin fizik ilmine
ait Sema ‘it-tabi ‘i/Fizik (Macit-Ozpilavci, 2014; yalmzca zamanla ilgili fasillar da
terciime edilmistir: Dag, 2019), el-Kevn ve’l-fesad/Olus ve Bozulus (Iskenderoglu,
2013) ve Semd ve’l-dlem/Sema ve Alem (Kuslu-Macit, 2010) ciltleri terciime
edilmistir. Bu meyanda daha 6nce Farabi, Ibn Bacce ya da ibn Riisd gibi filozoflarin,
dogrudan doga felsefesine iligkin risdle ya da serhleri terclime edilmemistir.
Dolayistyla Ibn Bacce tarafindan kaleme alinan, Senel ve Taibi tarafindan Tiirkgeye
aktarilan Aristoteles’in Fizik Serhi eseri, klasik anlamda fizik kavraminin baslikta
kullanildigz iigiincii eserdir ve Tiirkgeye ilk kez terclime edilmistir. Bununla birlikte
Ibn Bacce’nin eseri, Ibn Sind’min Kitdbu s-Sifi eserinden farkli olarak serh olmasi
bakimindan literatiire kazandirilan ilk fizik serhidir. Ozellikle fizik hakkinda derli
toplu agiklamalar i¢eren ve onun en 6nemli eserlerinden biri olan Serhu ’s-Sima’nin
cevirisinin 2021 yili sonuna kadar Tiirkgede mevcut olmamasi akademi adina
eksiklik olarak kabul edilebilir. Bunun sebebi yukarida zikrettigimiz gibi hem
yazarin iislibundaki kapalilik ve terminolojideki sorunlarla ilgilidir hem de konunun
karmasikligindan kaynaklanmaktadir. Bu durum filozofun veya konunun
Onemsizligine bir isaret olarak yorumlanmamalidir. Zira felsefe tarihinde tartigsmasiz
en onemli sistem filozoflarindan biri olan Aristoteles’in Fizik’i de dilimizde mevcut
haliyle okurun yan okumalarla yogun c¢aba sarf etmeksizin kolaylikla anlayabilecegi
durumda degildir.
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Doga felsefesi problemlerinin, yalnizca gramer zemininden, literal diizeyde
hareket edildiginde idrak edilememesi, s6z konusu problemlerin aktariimasimi
zorlastirmistir. Bu da felsefl metnin nakledilmesinde kimi zaaflar dogurmustur.
Belirlenmis, iizerine ittifak edilmis bir terminolojinin yoklugu ise kimi hususlarda
gbze carpmaktadir. Sozgelimi Islam Felsefesi kapsaminda bircok konuda, hakkinda
en ¢ok ¢alisma yapilan diisiiniir olan Ibn Sind’nim Fizik’nin ¢evirisi, okuyucuya yol
gostermekle birlikte yer yer okuyucunun zihnini karigtiran bazi ifadeler de
barindirmaktadir. Bu durum ¢eviri faaliyetinin zorlugundan kaynaklanmaktadir.
Ornegin; vaz*‘ kelimesinin durum olarak terciime edilmesi, “hareketin bulundugu
kategoriler igerisinde konum kategorisinin de bulundugu”na iliskin uzlasilmisg
yargiy1 zayiflatmis goziikiir. Bununla birlikte tartisilan meselelerin yogun ve zor
olmasi, terciimede yapilacak bazi hatalarin problemin naklini énemli sorunlara
doniistiirdiigii goriilmektedir. ibn Sind Fizik’inden hareketle bunlara birka¢ 6rnek
verebiliriz. “Onun [4n’m] bu durumdaki varligi, 4n’in var olmadigi zamanin
ucudur.” seklinde terciime edilmesi gereken ciimle, “onun bu baglamdaki varligi,
iginde oldugu zamanin ucunun yok olmasidir” seklinde terciime edilmistir.! Ayni
sekilde “Hareketli olmayan sey harekete gectiginde” seklinde terciime edilmesi
gereken ifade “sey hareket ettigi zaman hareketliden..” seklinde terciime edilmistir.?
Sorunu ifade etmek agisindan son olarak su 6rnek verilebilir; Ibn Sina’nin harf-i cerli
olarak ifade ettigi, “Bu yiizden nefs, insanlar ile onlugu sayar” olarak terciime
edilmesi gereken climlenin, “Bu yiizden insanlarin nefsi, onlugu sayar” olarak
tercime edilmesidir.® Insanlarin birim haline getirilmesi gerektigini ifide eden
onerme, Tiirkcede nefsin birimi saymasi seklinde kurulmustur. Orneklerde
goriilecegi iizere, Islam filozoflar: igerisinde fizik baghgiyla terciime edilmis ilk
metnin tagidigi kimi sorunlarin, metni akademik anlamda kullanilabilir olmaktan
cikardigini sdyleyebiliriz.

Bu ortamda Ibn Bacce’nin kaleme aldig1 Aristoteles’in Fizik Serhi’ni Tiirkgeye
nakletmek, ti¢ kademede islev gormektedir: a) Doga felsefesi literatiiriinii
zenginlestirmek b) Aristoteles’in Fizik eserinde Grekge kavramlarin Arapga ve
Tiirkce felsefi karsihiklari bulabilmek c) islam filozoflarinin doga felsefesine
iligkin kanaatlerini tartisma diizeyine tagiyacak bir metinle giindeme getirmek. Bu
dogrultuda Aristoteles’in Fizik’te derledigi meseleler [ilk ilkenin bilgisinin
edinmesi, dort neden, hareket, bosluk, sans ve rastlanti, mekan ve zaman, sonsuzluk,
bitisiklik...], Aristoteles’in Fizik Serhi’nde basarili bir sekilde Tirk¢ede yeniden
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kurulmustur. Fizik problemlerin tartisilmasinda, terminolojinin oturmasi ve
meselelerin anlagilir sekilde nakledilmesi, fizik literatiiriiniin genislemesi agisindan
6nemlidir. Dog. Dr. Cahid Senel’in 6ns6zde kendi ifadesiyle belirttigi sekliyle bu
terciime, dgrencileriyle yiiriittiigii uzun ve yogun bir mesainin sonucunda meydana
gelmistir. Ceviri etkinligi esnasinda kavramlarin Tiirkce karsiliklarinin tespiti ve eser
boyunca tutarli bir sekilde kullaniminin takibi i¢in ¢evirmenlerin bir ligat
hazirladiklar1 anlagilmaktadir. Nitekim biiyiik bir 6zveriyle nesredilen bu terclime
hem bir filozof hem de bir filolog hassasiyetiyle yapilmistir. Bu ¢eviri Klasik Fizik
konusunda ¢aligma yapan arastirmacilarin diinyasini adeta bir fener gibi aydinlatmas,
daha simdiden bu eser temel alinarak bir yiiksek lisans tamamlanmustir.

Kitapta 6nsoziin ardindan gelen “ibn Béacce’nin Fizik Serhi Uzerine” baslikli
béliimde Aristoteles’in Fizik kitabinda ele aldig1 meselelerin Ibn Bacce’nin serhinde
béliim boliim nasil islendigi izah edilmistir. Konularm zorluguna ragmen Ibn Bacce
tarafindan bir biitlinliik i¢erisinde serh edildigi vurgulanmustir.

Burada dikkat ¢ekici olan ifadelerden bir tanesi de ibn Bacce nin birinci makale
serhi ile Aristoteles’in Fizik’inin birinci makalesinin hem hacim hem konu
siralamas1 bakimindan farkli olmasidir. Genel olarak serh kitaplarinda asina
olmadigimiz bu durumun sebebi, Ibn Bicce’nin mutlak bir sadakatle Aristoteles
metnine bagh kalarak yalnizca onun ifadelerini daha fazla izah etmek igin serh
etmedigi, bilakis Aristoteles metnini kritik ederek bu metni bir degerlendirme zemini
olarak kullanip konular1 6zgiin bir sekilde ele aldig1 ve yeni bir metin insa ettigi
olarak goriilebilir. Dolayistyla Ibn Bacce’nin bagh kaldig1 eksen nokta salt Fizik
metni degil, Fizik kitabinda ele alinan meselelerdir.

Ibn Bacce nin felsefesinde genel olarak maddeden bagimsiz soyut olan1 anlamak
ve soyut olan1 makul sinirlar igerisinde anlamlandirmak c¢abasi géze carpmaktadir.
Aristoteles’in Fizik’inden hareketle kaleme aldigi fi’l-Miteharrik risalesi yine
maddeden soyut olana gidisin seyrini bizlere gostermektedir. Bu risalede ilk hareket
ettirici kavrami ¢ergevesinde, Ozellikle insandaki hareketin meydana gelisini
incelemektedir.

Aristoteles’in ‘ilkeler’ konusundaki gériisleriyle ibn Bacce’nin diisiinceleri
benzerdir. Ciinkii Ibn Bacce de Serhu’s-Simad ‘u’t-tabii’ye Aristoteles gibi bilmek
vurgusuyla baglamistir. Ancak ibn Bécce, bilmek igin gerekli olan ilke, neden ve
temel 6ge vurgusunu dogrudan degil, dolayli bir bi¢cimde ifade eder. Zira o, eserine
“daha baskaca yerlerde siralandigi tizere her sanat teoriktir...” (s.21) yargi
climlesiyle baglar. Bu climlede dikkat ¢eken ‘sanat’ ve ‘teorik’ kavramlaridir.
Ozellikle ‘sanat’ kavraminin giincel kullaniminda ‘ilke’, ‘neden’ ve ‘temel 6geler’e
dair herhangi bir ¢agrigimi yoktur.
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Ancak icerigine dair bir arastirma yaptiginizda Ibn Bacce’nin ‘sanat’1 dzellikle
fiziksel olusu agiklamak i¢in kullandigini fark etmekteyiz. Fakat Serhu’s-Sima’y1
ilm1 katk: ve tartismaya yonelik biciminde serh etmesi, 6zellikle {islubunun kapali
olmasi gibi faktdrler, Ibn Bacce nin fizige dair Aristoteles ile aymi ¢izgide olmadig1
hissini uyandirmaktadir. Dolayisiyla Paul Lettinck’in Aristotele’s Physcs and Its
Reception In The Arabic World isimli eserinde de belirttigi gibi ibn Bicce’nin bu
metnini anlamak i¢in diger yorumcularla ve 6zellikle Aristoteles’in Fizik metniyle
karsilastirarak okumak gerekir. Zira metin tek basina okundugunda bazi pasajlarda
eksik argiimanlar mevcuttur.

Aristoteles, Metafizik’te sanat’1 deneyimle iliskilendirir, daha sonra deneyimin
tikellere, sanatin da tiimellere dair oldugunu vurgular. Ancak sanatin igerdigi
timellerin, ayni tikellerin tekrar etmesinden kaynaklanan bir tiimellik oldugu
unutulmamalidir. Bu ¢ergeveden bakildiginda bilme ve ogiitleme (epainein),
deneyimden cok sanata aittir. Ozellikle sanatkarlarin deneyimli insanlardan daha
bilge oldugu, ilgili kisimda ifade edilir. Bilgelik kavram igerisinde de sanata yer
veren Aristoteles, Ogretebilmeyi, bilmenin gdstergesi olarak aciklamis ve
sanatkarlarin 6gretme imkani tasidigini belirterek deneyimden ziyade sanati bilim
olarak gordiigiinii temellendirmistir.

Ibn Bacce her ne kadar fizik serhinde ‘sanat’ kavramma dair herhangi bir
aciklamada bulunmamis olsa da en 6nemli eserlerinden Tedbiri’l-Mitevahhid’te bu
kavrami, tedbir kapsaminda yani diisiinceye nispet ederek agiklamistir. Soyle ki;
‘meslek’ ve ‘kuvvet’ ayrimi yapan ibn Bacce, ‘meslek’ gruplarini daha ¢ok bedenin
kullanildig1 yani kunduracilik, marangozluk gibi alanlarla smirlarken, ‘kuvvet’
kapsaminda ise daha ¢ok diisiincenin dnde oldugu 6rnegin tip, donanma, retorik,
ordu yonetimi gibi alanlarla ifade eder. Bu baglamda onun da Aristoteles gibi sanati
teoriyle iliskilendirdigi goriiliir.

Ayrica Aristoteles Fizik’e en genel yargiyla yani metafizige isaret ederek
baslarken Ibn Bacce konuya daha dar bir cercevede yani dogrudan fizik vurgusuyla
girismistir. Dolaystyla Ibn Bacce, fizigi Aristoteles’e nispetle daha 6n planda
tutmustur.

Eserin boliimlerinde ele alman konular ise su sekildedir: “Fizigin Ilkeleri
Hakkinda” basligimi tasiyan serhin birinci makalesinde ibn Bacce, tabiat felsefesinin
epistemolojik zeminini insa eder. Aristoteles’in birinci makalede uzun uzadiya
elestirdigi tabiat filozoflarina dair boliim ibn Bacce’de kisa tutulmustur. Ibn Bacce
tabiat filozoflarim1 “varlik tiirlerini detaylandirmadiklarindan, varligi sadece
maddeye indirgediklerinden ve buna bagh olarak bu filozoflarin var olanlarin, var
olmayandan meydana gelmesini hi¢bir sekilde miimkiin gérmemelerinden” dolay1
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elestirir. Bu boliimde dort neden ile teorik bir disiplinin sahip olmasi gereken mevzu,
mebadi, mesail’i ele aldiktan sonra burhan-1 inni ve limmi sorusturmasinin tabiat
disiplini agisindan nasil yiiriitiilecegini agiklar.

“Hareket, Siikin ve ilke Hakkinda” baslikli ikinci boliimde ise ibn Bacce’nin
dikkati Aristoteles’in tabiat tanimi iizerine yogunlagmustir. Aristoteles’in “tabiat;
hareket ve siikinun ilkesidir” seklindeki tanimini uzun uzun serh eden diisiiniir, bu
makalede “hareket”, “siik(in” ve “ilke” kavramlari {izerinde durur. Zira ibn Bacce’ye
gore Aristoteles’in  Fizik’inin amaci, hareket ve siikkinun anlagilmasidir.
Aristoteles’in tabiat tanimindan yola ¢ikan diisiiniir, bu boliimde hareket, siikiin,
tabii cisim ve cisim tiirleri, degisim, ilke ve sebep kavramlarini yorumlar. Hareket
kavramini 6zellikle sorgulayan ibn Bacce her tabiatin, her hareketin ilkesi olmadigi
sonucuna ulasir ve tabiatin ne oldugu konusunda Aristoteles’ten ayrilir. Yani
“hareket” sadece mekénsal olmayip blyime ve doniisiimii de icermektedir.
Dolayisiyla her tabii cisimde biitiin hareketler bulunmaz. Aristoteles tabiati
“hareket” olarak isimlendirirken ibn Bacce “degisim ilkesi” olarak tanimlar. Ayrica
bu boliimde Aristoteles’in ele aldig1 rastlanti ve talih meselesini de inceleyen Ibn
Bacce, konuyu sebep ve sebeplilik meseleleriyle ilintili olarak yorumlamus, zorunlu
var olan, rastlanti ve talihin ziddi olarak tespit etmistir. Bu iki nedenin daha az
siklikla gergeklestigine isaret etmistir.

“Hareket, Sonluluk ve Sonsuzluk Hakkinda” basligini tasiyan {i¢iincii makalede
ve “Mekan Hakkinda” baglikli dérdiincii makalede filozof, cisim ile hareket iligkisini
yon kavrami iizerinden kurgular. Hareket ve sonsuzluk iligkisine gegmeden once
bilkuvve, bilfiil ve orta durumda olanlar seklinde ayrimi dikkat ¢ekicidir. Bu varlik
durumlarinin daha iyi anlasilmasi i¢cin A ve B u¢ noktalar1 arasinda hareketli olan
C’nin pozisyonuyla agiklayarak orneklendirir ve bilkuvvelik ile varhigin bitisik
oldugu sonucuna ulasir. Bu durumdaki varlik Ibn Bacce’ye gore degisim ve
harekettir. Ancak bu hareket bilkuvvelik i¢in degil, varlik icin bir harekettir.
Sonrasinda hareket tiirlerini “ddniisiim” ve “intikal” olarak belirleyen ibn Bacce,
hareketin bitigik (muttasil) olmasi sebebiyle, bu durumun anlasilabilmesi igin
sonsuzlugun ne demek oldugunun anlasilmasi1 gerektigini vurgular. Filozofa gore
hareketin zaman ve mekan i¢inde ger¢eklesmesi sebebiyle Aristoteles de sonsuzlugu
arastirmigtir. Clinkii bir kisi tabiat hakkinda konusuyorsa sonsuzlugu ihmal edemez.
Bu konuyla ilgili diisiincelerin asil ulagmak istedigi nokta sudur; eger bilfiil
sonsuzlugu kabul edersek bir baslangic belirleyemeyiz, bunun sonucunda ise sinir
kavramimiz olamaz. Dolayisiyla sonsuzluk bilkuvve olarak kabul edilmelidir. ibn
Bacce Aristoteles’in Fizik’inde ii¢ farkli tanimla bahse konu ettigi “ilk Hareket
Ettirici”yi ele alir ve bu tanimlarin farklilagmasi sebebiyle onlara dair yapilacak
arastirmalarin da farkli olmasi gerektigini belirtir. Bu sebeple birinci hareket
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ettiriciye dair aragtirma yedinci makalede, ikincisi sekizinci makalede, ii¢iinciisii ise
sekizinci makalenin sonundadir ve dncesindeki yedi makalenin gayesi bu kisimdir.
Ibn Bacce’ye gore gayesi farkli oldugu igin yedinci makalede yazili olan manalar
tekrar degildir.

“Degisim ve Temas Tiirleri ile Zitlik Hakkinda” baslikli besinci makalede Ibn
Béacce hareketli ve sakin olanlarin tanimlarinin yeterli bir bicimde yapilmasi
durumunda onlarin varligina dair kesin bilginin elde edilecegini sdyler. Bu boliimde
hareketli olarak bahsettigi seyin; el-miiteharrik bi’l-araz, el-miteharrik bi-ciiz 'ihi,
el-miteharrik bi-zatihi olmak tizere ii¢ bakimdan kullanildigini ifade eder. Zira
hareketin kisimlar1 varligin kisimlariyla esittir, ¢ilinkii hareket varligin tiirlerinden
biridir. Yine bu makalede hareketi bir baska acidan ele alan Ibn Bacce hareketli
olanin ya bilfiil ya da bilkuvve olarak var oldugunu, eger bilkuvve ise ‘olus’ ve
‘bozulug’ olma durumunu, bozulusun ise ancak cevherde ortaya ¢iktigini ve
degisimin konusu olan seyin bilfiil var olamayacagini sdyler. Ardindan hareket eden,
hareketin baslangic1 ve kendisine dogru hareket edilen oldugunda, ‘hareket’
kullanimmin bu durumdaki ‘degisime’ gas kilmacagini sdyler ve Aristoteles’in
buradaki degisimin ii¢ tiir icin de agikca ‘teskik yoluyla’ kullanildigim gbz ardi
ettigini hatta Fizik’in tiglincii kitabinda olus ve bozulusu hareket olarak kabul ettigini
soyler. Sonrasinda Ibn Bacce hareket, intikal ve tebeddiil kelimelerini inceler ve
Yunanlarin intikal kelimesinin mukabili olarak kullandiklari lafiz olan Grek¢e Phora
kelimesinin, Araplarin intikal kullanimindan daha 6zel manada oldugunu soyler.
Nicelikteki artigin iki ucunu ‘artma’ ve ‘zayiflama, yok olma’ seklinde ifade ederken,
‘dontigiim’ sozilinlin nitelik i¢in genel olarak sdylendigini ifade eder. Biitliin bu
hareket tiirlerini siraladiktan sonra yedinci makalede, aksi belirtilmedigi siirece,
bunlarim tamaminin hareket olmadiginin agiklanacagini belirtir.

“Bitisiklik, Sonluluk, Sonsuzluk Hakkinda” baglikli altinct makale, daha 6nce
iiclincli makalede aciklandigi sekliyle mutlak degisimin {i¢ tiirii olduguna yeniden
isaret eder.
