The text should be written in a single column, using Cambria 10-point font. The indentation should be 4.6 cm. In addition, the first line of the paragraph should be written with 0.75 cm indented. Line spacing value should be used as 14 pt.
Materials and Methods

Please keep in mind that by publishing your work, you agree to make any materials, data, computer code, and procedures involved with the publication available to readers. New procedures and protocols should be given in detail, although well-established approaches can be briefly stated and properly cited.
Interventional studies including animals or humans, as well as other studies requiring ethical approval, must include the approving authority and the accompanying ethical approval code.
Results
The chapter may be broken into subheadings. It should offer a short and precise summary of the experimental data, their interpretation, and any experimental conclusions that might be reached.
