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Understanding Qur'an 
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Abstract 

The m a i n subject of Qur 'an is human, his guidance and education. I t is sent to ensure 

the happiness of m a n k i n d i n the w o r l d and hereafter. Therefore, Qur 'an asks f r o m humans to 

read i t and consider o n i t i n a serious way. 

There is no doubt that the holy scripture of Qur 'an has been the source of inspiration 

for all ideologies. Understanding the Qur 'an , w h i c h is qualif ied God's promise of protection 

u n t i l the Day of Judgment, is f i rs t ly one of the important tasks of those w h o are i n conversation 

w i t h it . Qur 'an considers m a n as a whole . Because of that, i t is a k i n d of necessity to assess the 

principles and explanation of Q u r ' a n w i t h a holistic view. 

A better understanding of a message that is contained i n a verse may be possible by 

taking into consideration the context of the other verses. I t should also be noted that the phe¬

nomenon of interpretat ion by disconnecting the words f r o m their context, causes semantic 

restriction.

Öz 

Kur'ân'ın Anlaşılmasında Bütüncül Yaklaşımın ve Anlam-Bağlam İlişkisinin 

Önemi 

Kur'ân'ın temel konusu insan, o n u n hidayeti ve eğitimidir. O, insanlığın dünya ve 

âhiret saadetini temin etmek için gönderilmiştir. B u yüzden Kur'ân, kendis inin okunmasını ve 

üzerinde c iddi olarak düşünülmesini istemektedir.

Böyle mükemmel ve kıyâmete kadar A l l a h tarafından koruma vaadi ile nitelenen Kur'ân'ı 

anlamak, öncelikle ona muhatap olanların en önemli görevlerinden b i r id i r . Kur'ân, insanı b i r 

bütün olarak ele alır. B u sebeple Kur'ân'ın açıklamalarının ve ortaya koyduğu i lke ler in in b ir 

bütünlük içerisinde değerlendirilmesinin zarureti ortadadır. 

Bir âyetin iht iva ettiği mesajın daha i y i anlaşılabilmesi, o n u n diğer âyetlerle olan 

bağlamı göz önüne alınarak mümkün olabilir. Lafızların bağlamlarından koparılarak y o r u m ­

lanmasının, Kur'ân'ın bütünlüğü içerisinde anlam daralmasına sebep olduğu da unutul¬

mamalıdır.

Introduction 

Qur'an, which is a source of guidance and mercy, asks f r o m h u ­
mankind to recite i t and reflect upon i t and to give verdicts among them.; 
"Those to whom We have given the Book recite it with its true recital"1, "Then do 
they not reflect upon the Qur'an? "2, "[This is] a blessed Book which We have 
revealed to you, [O Muhammad], that they might reflect upon its verses and that 
those of understanding would be reminded."3, "Then do they not reflect upon the 
Qur'an, or are there locks upon [their] hearts?"4, "And We have certainly made 
the Qur'an easy for remembrance, so is there any who will remember?"5, 
"...recite the Qur'an with measured recitation."6 Qur 'an i n the verses such as 
the ones that we have mentioned above asks to read and reflect upon i t 
seriously. On the other hand, the people w h o do not comprehend and 
understand i t are criticized by Qur'an itself. 7 

Qur'an has a feature of involv ing the all parts of human life. I t sees 
the human life not w i t h an atomist approach but a holistic one. Its pr inci ­
ples and rules consist of every pieces of human life. Due to these features, 
we could f ind the verses' regarding the human life's every single part.

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As Celal Kirca have stated that scholar tried to understand Qur'an 
via either literal, contextual, significant or intuit ional method or more than 
one of them i n the history. 8 

I n this paper, i t w i l l be pointed out the relations of meaning and context 
between the verses and the importance of holistic approach in under­
standing the H o l y Qur'an. Then to think on both the context of the revela¬
tion of the time that was revealed and modern day conditions w i l l have a 
positive impact to understand Qur'an. Besides, instead of atomistic ap¬
proach, which is verse based method, the usage and improvement of the 
holistic one has an important place i n understanding and interpretation of 
Qur'an's scripture. This w o r k has been done according to the thoughts 
that we have talked on i t ; w i t h some examples, the article is structured. 

1- Holistic and Atomistic Approach in Understanding Qur' an 

I n the dictionary of the Institution of Turkish Language the w o r d 
" w h o l e " includes the meaning such as complete, perfect, sum of beings 
more than one, uni ty , perfectness and unweathered. The w o r d "holistic" 
refers to a whole, comprehensive and complete approach. 9 A t o m is the 
term that implies a part and remnant of a complete thing and separated 
one f r o m a unity. I t is also defined as every single unit of a compound and 
section. 1 0 "Atomistic v iew can be expressed as the approach to grasp the 
chain of meaning of an event w i t h o u t looking at the whole context of it . 

W i t h these definitions, the question whether the holistic approach 
or atomistic approach w i l l be more beneficial to comprehend the content 
of Qur 'an arises. Both methods have been used since the day of revelation. 
While a lot of scholars, w h o were interpreting, analyzing and making the 
exegesis of Qur'an, were trying to understand a term f r o m Qur'an or giv¬
ing a verdict f r o m a verse of i t by using the atomistic method made many 
mistakes. 1 1 Ignoring the holistic approach i n the Qur'an's exegesis (tafsir), 
i t w o u l d not only cause to not see details but also cause the appearance of 
many meaningless, incoherent and infl ict ing interpretations of it . I n this

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case, every discipline and school w o u l d evaluate the Qur'an verses w i t h 
an atomistic v iew to advocate the opinions that they think is true and to 
bui ld the subsets of their ideas. 

One of the contemporary author of tafsir, Muhammad Izzet 
Derveze (1305/1887/1404/1984) echoed the idea of the classification of the 
chapters and the verses of Qur'an is relevant according to their subject, 
locution and the revelation sequence and he make an assessment about 
the subject like the fo l lowing one: To w o r k on Qur'an verse by verse or 
part by part w i l l decompose the uni ty of meaning regarding many sub­
jects and contexts. It w i l l cause to confusion at the point of r ight th inking 
and grasping. Because of the same reason the person w i l l go far away 
f r o m his or her goal. To exemplify and ampli fy the matter, we should 
remember the verse "While Allah created you and that which you do?" (Es-
Saffat, 37/96). Due to this verse there were many discussions i n Islamic 
tradition i n terms of theological aspects. This verse has been seen as evi¬
dence i n the discussion related to whether the human is the creator of his 
or her action or the God is the creator of i t and everything. This verse was 
assessed as an evidence by both Mutazilites, w h o were the advocate of the 
human free w i l l , and Asharites, w h o were the scholars supporting the idea 
the God is the only creator of human action. Asharites thought this verse 
was a great response to their Mutazilites opponents. 1 2 However, the pre¬
vious and next verses talk about the conversation between Abraham and 
his people. Abraham told his people that they were doing w r o n g by wor¬
shipping the idols and the God is the only creator of all of them the ones 
that they were worshiping. There is nothing can be reasoned theological 
discussion i n the verse. Therefore, es-Saffat 96 should be evaluated w i t h 
the previous and next verse together to have a better understanding of 
Qur'an. I think Derzeve's interpretation i n this point seems correct. 

Since the revelation of Qur'an to understand the scripture of the 
H o l y Qur'an there have been made a lot of bids for its interpretations and 
a lot of books have been writ ten. The more human beings understand 
Qur'an the more they w i l l see their o w n positions and make more effort 
for grasping the relationship between the Creator and creatures. In this 
framework, some certain methods have been improved.

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Qur'an treats human and his or her life w i t h a holistic view. The 
principles that have been ruled by Qur'an w i t h comprehensive and exten­
sive content could consist of both the w o r l d and the w o r l d to come. Be­
cause of that, to grasp the meaning of Qur'an and interpret i t correctly, the 
holistic approach has an important role. 

Halis Albayrak stated that Qur'an's o w n strong language and its 
k n o w n structure put forward to understand i t i n its o w n wholeness and 
none of the authors and researchers of tafsir can be ignorant to this so-
called structure of Qur'an. While Qur'an is read or recited repeatedly, i t 
w i l l be realized that the letters which are the smallest piece of Quran, the 
words and semi- clauses, sentences and the verses composed of the sen¬
tences and the texts which are the compilation of the verses, all of these 
pieces of Qur'an have their o w n mission; they all have an important place 
i n the complete meaning of Q u r ' a n . 1 3 

To Celal Kirca, if we do not have a holistic Qur 'an culture, every 
knowledge or information regarding to Qur'an w i l l be either lack of some¬
thing or half. That k i n d of knowledge w i l l not be as much as comprehen¬
sive i t should be. 1 4 

While Derveze states that the place of the chapters and verses i n 
the Quran is not arbitrary; they all are related w i t h each others and should 
be studied according to this relationship, he point out the necessity of a 
holistic approach to see the harmony of the verses w i t h each other and 
Qur'an itself. According to h i m , to assess the H o l y Qur 'an verse by verse 
or piece by piece, wi thout having the holistic approach w i l l cause so many 
misunderstanding. 1 5 

Without constructing Qur'an culture and systematic Qur 'an under¬
standing, verse centered approaches as a natural consequence of consult¬
ing to the H o l y Qur'an according to needs push the Qur'an centered 
pointed of views outside. As a result of this wi thout a holistic v iew ap¬
peared, the piece take place the whole; and minimalist ideas show up. 
Unfortunately some "tafsir schools" which are shaped by the ideas of

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those sorts of understandings which focuses on mainly subject, images 
and shapes, become the main reason for misunderstanding of Qur'an and 
Is lam. 1 6 

To have a better understanding of Qur'an, to see the relationship 
between the pieces and whole text has an important place. There is a circu­
lar relationship between the whole text and the pieces of it. The meaning 
of the whole text can be understood via pieces but the pieces can see their 
enlightening function under the l ight of the whole text. 1 7 

According to so called approach, verses and chapters complete 
Qur 'an wholeness and vice versa. Of course, there are some verses that 
consist of separate judgments and do not need the previous and next 
verses to be understood. However, the importance and value of that 
judgment can be clarified w i t h other pieces and verses; they complete and 
support each other. 

Qur 'an touches so many subjects; but even one of them is not given 
at a place properly. Thanks to i t , since an event is not given f r o m begin¬
n i n g to the end completely, a subject cannot be found a particular place. 
The subjects are given piece by piece; but if the all relevant pieces gath¬
ered, there w o u l d be a complete subject over there, and we could grasp 
the main idea of the text. 1 8 

Provisional verses can be seen scattered everywhere i n Qur'an as i t 
fits w i t h the general structure of the H o l y Qur'an. Al though i t seems they 
are different, indeed they have a strong wholeness w i t h each others. Like 
this Qur'an have some parallels w i t h human life. As i t is k n o w n , the life is 
not classified under completely different sections. In contrast, belief, eth¬
ics, law and emotional subjects are all interacted. In this respect, Quran's 
position is proper to human l i f e . 1 9 

When we consider the issue i n the framework of these explana¬
tions, the holistic approach in understanding and interpretations of the

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H o l y Qur 'an, the relationship between piece and whole, the previous and 
next verses of the so called verse 2 0 have a great importance. To have a 
better understanding of tafsir movements and interpretations of Qur'an 
w i t h a holistic approach, we should give a couple of examples f r o m the 
H o l y Qur'an. 

First Example: Surat'al Ma'un, verses 4- 5 

For some scholars, Surat'al M a ' u n revealed i n Mecca and to some 
others i t revealed i n Medina . 2 1 According to the idea of majority i t is Mec-
caen. Half of i t was revealed regarding Meccaen As b. Vai l and the rest of 
i t was revealed about Abdul lah b. Ubey w h o is f r o m Medina . 2 2 First three 
verses were revealed i n Mecca and the rest was revealed i n Medina . 2 3 

Muhammed H a m d i Yazir says the w o r d " M a ' u n " means alms 
(zekât) and alms was obligated i n Medina. After this he says even though, 
due to i t , this entire chapter looks like revealed i n Medina, there are some 
suggestions and encouragements for g iv ing alms i n Meccaen verses as 
wel l . He makes this assessment: "Even hypocrites were i n Medina, there 
could be some hypocrites among the M u s l i m society i n Mecca. Because of 
this as majority thought, this chapter should be Meccaen seems correct 
than other idea." 2 4 

There is a controversy about w h o m the verse "Have you seen the one 
who denies the Recompense?" was revealed among the scholars. It was re¬
ported that the verse was about As. b. Vai l , Val id b. Mughire , Ebu Sufyan, 
and Ebu Cehil w h o are all the notables of Mecca or one of the hypocrites. 2 5 

Since the people w h o are caused the revelation of the verse are 
Meccaen, i t is about infidels and was revealed i n Mecca, the interlocutor of

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the verse "So woe to those who pray, [But] who are heedless of their prayer"26 is 
not hypocrites but the infidels. According to this idea the polytheists of 
Mecca knew the pray (salat) and was performing it. To this opinion f r o m 
the verse "And when it is said to them, "Bow [in prayer], " they do not bow" i t 
should not be understood the Arabs d i d not pray at all because f r o m the 
verses Surat'al 'Anfâl 35 and M a ' u n 4-5, i t is seen that the Arabs knew 
what the salat worship was clearly. However they d i d not care as much as 
they should. In their performance, of course, there was prostration (sejde) 
but whether the existence of bowing or not is questioned. Because of that 
i t is said that "they do not b o w " . 2 7 

When we analyze this subject three words help helps. According to 
the explanations i n the books of tafsir and dictionaries " M a ' u n " means 
alms, donations and benevolence anything that human has more or less 
benefit f r o m i t , any instrument than be used between neighbors, ect... Salt, 
f ire, and water also mentioned for the meaning of i t . 2 8 

"E l -haddu" means to encourage and advice. Miser is the one w h o 
is able to help the poor people but does not help them and also does not 
advice to other people to help to the poor. He does not act good deeds and 
tries to stop the people w h o are acting in a good manner. 2 9 This is the 
certain quality of miser and the one w h o carries these qualities. 

I n the verse, the verbs " Y e d u ' u " ve " y e h u d d u " means dismiss and 
discourage; these verses i n the f o r m of continuous tense which indicate 
cont inui ty . 3 0 

If we study Qur'an w i t h its o w n wholeness, we could see the quali¬
ties of infidels i n terms of three words i n Surat'al Ma 'un. They are misers; 
they do not care poor people and orphans since they do not have fear f r o m

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the Cod. Qur'an explains that since they ignored the verses ot the Cod and 
were miser, they w i l l go to hell: 

"And no sign comes to them from the signs of their Lord except that they 
are from it turning away. And when it is said to them, Spend from that which 
Allah has provided for you," those who disbelieve say to those who believe, 
"Should we feed one whom, if Allah had willed, He would have fed? You are not 
but in clear error."31 

"(Allah will say), "Seize him and shackle him... Then into Hellfire drive 
him. Then into a chain whose length is seventy cubits insert him. Indeed, he did 
not used to believe in Allah, the Most Great, Nor did he encourage the feeding of 
the poor" 3 2 

"(Who will be) in gardens, questioning each other: About the criminals, 
"(And asking them), "What put you into Saqar?" They will say, "We were not of 
those who prayed, Nor did we used to feed the poor".33 

"No! But you do not honor the orphan. And you do not encourage one 
another to feed the poor. And you consume inheritance, devouring [it] altogether, 
And you love wealth with immense love."34 

The verses that we referenced are connected to the Meccaen chap­
ters. The verses which focus on the certain qualities of infidels also show 
us the ignorant identity of Meccaen polytheists. If we think i n this frame­
w o r k , at the first step Surat'al M a ' u n takes Meccaen polytheist as its inter­
locutor; because of that i t could be said that the chapter criticizes the ac¬
tion of them and not praying to the Cod. 

I n the case that is accepted this chapter was revealed about A b d u l ­
lah b. Ubey i n Medina the criticized people i n the chapter w o u l d be the 
hypocrites of Medina. Therefore, the verses "So woe to those who pray, [But] 
who are heedless of their prayer, those who make show [of their deeds" talk about 
the person w h o prays w i t h an intention of show and careless. I n other 
chapters of Qur'an, there are some verses talks about prays of the hypo-

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crites as w e l l . 3 5 Hypocrites were praying w i t h believers and they always 
claimed that they were together w i t h them since they felt weak themselves 
against the Musl ims ' powers. They tried to display the acts like this; i t was 
a k ind of behavior for them. They pretend to behave like a Mus l im. Be­
cause of the lack of sincerity i n their intention as Qur'an stated, they were 
praying like Muslims d i d to reduce reaction of Muslims against them. 
Therefore, to accept the criticized people i n Surat'al M a ' u n are the hypo¬
crites and this chapter was revealed i n Medina seem correct. 

On the other hand at the moment of revealing Qur'an i n Mecca, the 
numbers of Muslims were less and their power could not dissuade the 
polytheists of Mecca. Polytheists d i d not fear f r o m Muslims and d i d not 
care their power. Otherwise, the closest friends of the prophet w o u l d not 
be harassed, tortured and sacrificed by the polytheist of Mecca because of 
their belief i n what the prophet brought out. If we read this context cor¬
rectly the stronger one w i l l not fear the weaker one and they d i d not care 
the Muslims; there is no reason for them to pretend like a Mus l im. 

I n m y humble opinion, i n this term to say that denunciation of 
polytheist because of their pray or to tell "polytheists were p r a y i n g " is 
impossible. The questions such as to w h o m the polytheists were pretend­
ing or w h y they were doing that display us h o w the claim "polytheist 
were pray ing" is false. 

We w o u l d like to w o r k a little bit more the issue. The verse "Those 
who make show [of their deeds]" is interpreted i n different ways by the au­
thors of tafsir. H a m d i Yazir, makes an exegesis and says they made a mis­
take in their prays. He explains like this: " I t is remarkable that there is no 
reprehension because of the mistake i n their prays but there is reprehen¬
sion because of a mistake f r o m their prays. Sometimes to make a mistake 
i n the pray is something that no one can be far away . " 3 6 Because of that 
reported f r o m Hasan Basri (110/ 728) ve Ata b. Dinar ' (d. 126/744) M a l i k 
b. Enes (o. 93/711-12) said thanks the God he reprehended making mis­
take i n the pray, He does order "an salâtihim sâhûn" making mistakes 
f r o m their prays instead of "fî salâtihim sâhûn" making mistake i n their 
prays. When i t is used by the proposition " F r o m " , the meaning of the

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"mistake" is to quit or not to expect a compliment. When a believer makes 
a mistake i n his or her pray, he or she immediately redress i t and complete 
i t w i t a mistake prostrat ion. 3 7 

There are different explanations of mufessirun on the meaning of 
having mistake in the pray. To be careless if i t is performed or not and 
about its time, not to perform on time and not be upset because of not 
performing i t , performing i t w i t h a bad intention or for some w o r l d l y 
benefits and aims are all are the act of a hypocrites; they are not i n the 
mistake f r o m the prays. 3 8 

Ibn Abbas told the clause "feveylùn l'il-musallîn" So woe to those 
w h o pray!" was about hypocrites since they pray when they are w i t h 
believers and they quit when they are alone. 3 9 They prays to show the 
others since they do not expect anything f r o m the God and they do not 
fear f r o m H i m . However, they per form the worship to be ensured f r o m 
the punishment of Muslims and protect their children f r o m the wra th of 
them. A t the time of the prophet (pbuh), they were h id ing their inf idel i ty 
and trying to prove their belief i n Islam and the prophet. The God re¬
ported that both they prays to show and d i d not give the obligated alms. 4 0 

These explanations confirm the ideas that tell the w o r d " M a ' u n " means 
alms (zekât). 

I n the framework of explanation that I have done above, i t is un¬
derstood that the hypocrites prayed to pretend a M u s l i m to protect their 
lives and properties. They do not believe like a sincere M u s l i m do. Insin¬
cerity is the certain quality of the hypocrites. In Surat'al M a ' u n there is an 
indication to their insincerity and their careless action towards the pray 
which is the second most important thing after the credo of Islam. 

N o t w i t h a verse or chapter based, in another words w i t h an atom¬
ist, approach but w i t h a holistic approach, we could say that the "So woe to 
those who pray, Those who make show [of their deeds" were revealed about the 
hypocrites. We have indicated that some qualities of hypocrites men-

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tioned somewhere else i n Qur'an. Hypocrites are lazy at praying and the 
people w h o are trying to stop good deeds to be done. To have a better 
understanding relevant to the position of them, I w i l l give some examples 
f r o m the H o l y Qur'an: 

"Indeed, the hypocrites [think to] deceive Allah, but He is deceiving them. 
And when they stand for prayer, they stand lazily, showing [themselves to] the 
people and not remembering Allah except a little." 4 1 

" A n d what prevents their expenditures from being accepted from them 
but that they have disbelieved in Allah and in His Messenger and that they come 
not to prayer except while they are lazy and that they do not spend except while 
they are unwilling..."42 

"Who are stingy and enjoin upon [other] people stinginess and conceal 
what Allah has given them of His bounty - and We have prepared for the disbe¬
lievers a humiliating punishment, And [also] those who spend of their wealth to 
be seen by the people and believe not in Allah nor in the Last Day. And he to 
whom Satan is a companion - then evil is he as a companion."43 

"They are the ones who say, "Do not spend on those who are with the 
Messenger of Allah until they disband." And to Allah belongs the depositories of 
the heavens and the earth, but the hypocrites do not understand."44 

As i t has seen, when Surat'al M a ' u n analyzed w i t h a holistic ap­
proach, we could say at least after the verse 4, i t is about hypocrites, their 
insincerity and preventing other to do good deeds. The complete of the 
chapter is about common qualities of infidels and hypocrites However, i t 
is really hard to say that infidels and hypocrites were praying when we 
approach to Qur'an w i t h a holistic view. 

A t the verse 35 of Chapter 'Anfâl 35, the God orders " A n d their 
prayer at the House was not except whistling and handclapping..." So called 
verse "salat" means praying. They d i d not have a salat w i t h prostration 
and bowing. W i t h H a m d i Yazir's expression, they were get together men

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and women, they hold each others hand. They were whis t l ing and clap­
p i n g and dancing around Ka'bah. When the prophet came to pray and 
worship or recite Qur'an there, the polytheists exaggerated what they 
were doing. They were pretending to pray but the only thing they were 
doing was dancing and whist l ing. According to them this was a k ind of 
w o r s h i p . 4 5 

As i t has seen that the polytheists were not worshipping but they 
are dancing around Ka'bah as they were i n a festival. Sometimes they 
were doing this naked around the holiest place of the w o r l d . 4 6 They were 
doing this to bother the prophet Muhammad and thought these actions 
were a k i n d of worship. 

Deniers and polytheists d i d not pray and get close to bow and 
prostration. There are some verses that show us this; i t is ordered "And 
when it is said to them, "Bow [in prayer]," they do not bow." i n the verse 
Murselat 48, i n Qiyamah 31 " A n d the disbeliever had not believed, nor had he 
prayed" is said. I n Surat'al Bayyinah, i t is said that even God ordered them 
to pray, the people of the book and polytheists do not perform it. 4 7 

"The Day the shin will be uncovered and they are invited to prostration 
but the disbelievers will not be able, their eyes humbled, humiliation will cover 
them. And they used to be invited to prostration while they were sound". 4 8 

According to Taberi's interpretation, they were called for praying 
i n the w o r l d , but they d i d not p r a y . 4 9 According to these verses and expla¬
nations infidels and polytheists d i d not worship or perform salat whi le 
they were i n the w o r l d . If they were praying they w o u l d become Musl im. 
Provided that the verses i n Surat'al M a ' u n are regarding to polytheist w i t h 
a chapter or verse centered atomistic approach, that w o u l d mean the infi¬
dels worship as Muslims do. I t w o u l d be hard to understand this i n the 
wholeness of Qur'an. In conclusion, we could say the verse "So woe to those 
who pray" talks about the position of hypocrites.

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Second Example: Surat'al 'An' am verse 159 and Roman verses

Izzet Derveze states that the most concrete and trustful w a y of un­
derstanding of Qur'an's message, orders, advices, its context and the rela­
tions of verses w i t h each other is to make exegesis some verses of Qur'an 
w i t h others, and to put verses i n relation w i t h other verses. According to 
h i m , the whole Qur'an looks like a chain and there is a strong l ink be­
tween each chapter and verse. The clauses, sentences judgments, parables 
advise, evidences that Qur'an include naturally explain and support each 
other. If a person w h o investigates Qur'an has this k i n d of understanding, 
i t w i l l prevent h i m f r o m all hypothesis and predictions. 5 0 

There is exegesis of Quran by Qur 'an at the base of understanding 
Qur 'an w i t h a holistic approach. It is stated that the best w a y to under¬
stand Qur'an is to comprehend i t by using it. Ibn Teymiyye (d. 728/1328) 
and Ibn Kesir (d. 774/1372) explained that one of the best methods for 
exegesis of Qur'an is making tafsir i t by using itself. 5 1 When we listened to 
them, we could say that whi le we are analyzing verses or chapters f r o m 
the Qur'an, i t is better to use holistic approach, i n another w o r d , we 
should consider the whole text of Qur 'an together. To clarify the subject 
we should mention the verses relevant to the matter: 

"Indeed, those who have divided their religion and become sects, you, [O 
Muhammad], are not [associated] with them in anything. Their affair is only [left] 
to Allah; then He will inform them about what they used to do."52 

While mufessirun were interpreting the verse they said the ones 
w h o divided their religion and become sects are Jews and Christians, 
polytheist and all other deniers and the people of innovation. From the 
generality of the w o r d used i n the verse the ones w h o divided their relig¬
ion indicate the people of the book, polytheist, and the people of innova¬
tion among the society of Islam. Besides they pointed to the tradition " m y

be released." 5 3 

M a n y mufessirun thinks that the verse that we have talked about is 
regarding w i t h the events that w i l l happen i n the future after the Prophet. 
However, there is another similar verse i n the chapter of Romans. I t says; 
[Or] of those who have divided their religion and become sects, every faction 
rejoicing in what it has. 5 4 A n d the previous verse "[Adhere to it], turning in 
repentance to Him, and fear Him and establish prayer and do not be of those who 
associate others with Allah"55 shows us the ones w h o divided their religions 
and become sect are clearly polytheists. Therefore, if we take an atomistic 
approach about A l A n ' am 159, we could say that this indicates to the 
event after the prophet died i n the M u s l i m society. However, this claim 
w i l l be w r o n g because of the verses and reasons that we have mentioned 
above. 

W i t h the expression of Muhammed Izzet Derveze if these both 
verses are considered together and seen the relationship of them w i t h the 
verse i n An 'am, we w i l l not need anymore to the ideas that says the verse 
indicates to the controversies, sects, innovations after the death of the 
prophet. Even when the verse i n A n ' a m is thought w i t h the previous verse 
157 and 158, we could easily understand the ones w h o divided their relig­
ions and become sects are the polytheists. 5 6 

As i t is understood f r o m these explanations, to attempt to interpret 
and comprehend the verse of Qur'an w i t h another verse i n the wholeness 
of Qur'an w i l l cause a better understanding its message.5 7 

2- The Relationship between Meaning and Context in Under­
standing Qur'an 

I n understanding and interpreting Qur 'an correctly, construction of 
relationship of meaning and context is one of the ways what the sacred

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texts says and what is the true a im of the text. Since i t is really hard to 
understand a text w i t h o u t looking at its relations w i t h its forward and 
backward; we should pay attention to inner and outer context of that 
event. Otherwise, an assessment like that narrows the content and turned 
the text to a simple and easy text. Because of that we always should be 
careful about the relations of meaning and context. 

To have a better understanding about this issue, to w o r k a little bit 
more on the terms "meaning and context" is necessity. 5 8 Meaning is refer¬
r ing thing that a sign, a system of signs, a thing like a sign , a w o r d or an 
act point i t out. According to etymology meaning is the thing what the 
language uni ty i n the m i n d transfers, concept, thought and content, ect... 
To understand: The act of understanding. Understanding is to see, per­
ceive and grasp what a thing is via reasoning, thinking and discerning. 5 9 

Context is a unit of language that show the value and meaning of i t 
by coming either before or later i t . 6 0 

Celal Kirca expresses that the necessity of a scientific method as a 
w a y of understanding Qur'an and makes this evaluation: " i t is k n o w n 
even if this understanding method was used i n different ways i n the past, 
the application of this method not the whole text of Qur'an but to some 
verses or chapters unfortunately reasoned to have a better method for 
comprehension of it . Because of that, we need a holistic approach to grasp 
the exact meaning of the message. The first of them is grammatical mean¬
ing and the second one is contextual understanding. In terms of Tightness 
of the meaning to know the historical conditions is important as much as 
the language of the text because Qur'an carries the color of the time i t was 
revealed. 6 1 

Context means i n Arabic "siyak and sibak". In religious language, 
siyak and sibak are used instead of the w o r d context. Context shows the 
reason w h y the words uttered more than h o w to be said. This gives more

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effectiveness to the subject i n grasping the meaning of the utterance since 
a w o r d w i l l take its meaning according to its context. The best w a y to 
see the exact meaning of a statement is to k n o w the context where i t has 
been uttered and writ ten. I t is really important where the words have been 
talked, under which condition they were uttered and by which a im they 
have been spoken to understand the text. Connotation meanings get 
shaped and changes accordingly. Due to that to say "context is deter­
miner of the meaning" w o u l d not be an exaggeration. 6 2 

According to these explanations, i n understanding of a text cor­
rectly, the relations of meaning and context play an important role. Is i t 
possible to apply this method to Qur 'an as well? While we are struggling 
to understand the verses and chapter, is siyak and sibak really important? 
Or what are their affects on understanding the H o l y Qur'an? Of course, 
this method can be used for Qur'an. To know the revelation of i t gradu¬
ally over 23 years piece by piece not i n one t ime 6 3 , the reasons for revela¬
tion, and the place where i t was revealed and historical condition of reve¬
lation is also a necessity to understand it. Thanks to i t to know the socio-
cultural , socio-economical and socio-political conditions of the time 
Qur'an was revealed is important as much as to know the language of 
Qur'an. Likewise correctness of a meaning depends on k n o w i n g inner and 
outer context and the correctness of relations of these contexts. 6 4 

Halis Albayrak makes an assessment about the importance of 
meaning and context relation i n understanding Qur'an. He also indicates 
the consequences when this relation is ignored: whi le Qur'an is tried to be 
understood w i t h a holistic approach, the most important think that every¬
one should pay attention is the frame of siyak and sibak. We called the 
previous and next statement of the text that we study on it siyak and si¬
bak. Al though Qur'an is not a text that ranged subject by subject, some¬
times we could see the verses relevant to the same subject together. Due to 
that all statements should be taken care of w i t h this method. Picking a 
verse among the verses w i l l not help us to understand i t correct, even i t 
may cause to have a w r o n g understanding. This k i n d of approaches can

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cause some problems that Qur 'an never means. In fact, the statements 
such as "this verse or the part of this verse shows we are correct" or " f r o m 
this w o r d I could have this judgment" are the basic f o r m of the atomistic 
approach, which ignores siyak and sibak, to Qur'an. According to Albay-
rak, this k ind of assessments can be found a lot i n tafsir, theology and 
jurisprudence books. One of the main reasons for the confusion and con­
troversy is to ignore siyak and sibak. 6 5 

True meaning of a verse is not the meaning that we have grasped 
w i t h o u t looking at its similarities w i t h other verses in Qur'an and context 
of it . Qur'an's passages and verses can be stated only i n the context. The 
lowest l i m i t for correct meaning is this method or at least i t should be this 
one. 6 6 

Qur'an is not arranged according to the subject; however the sub¬
jects are given discursively and piece by piece i n different places. The 
verses relevant to different subject can fo l low each others. Sometimes, the 
verses regarding similar subject can be seen i n different chapter. There¬
fore, whi le studying on Qur'an, we should consider this feature of Qur'an, 
siyak and sibak of the verses and we should also determine similar verses. 
Then we can make an assessment about the text we study on it. In con¬
trast, the interpretations and explanations that have been done can con¬
tradict w i t h each others. 

The method which has been done by taking apart the verses or 
statements f r o m their siyak and sibak which is context caused not to un¬
derstand the true meaning of them and the t ruth w o u l d be shaded. I n 
another perspective, i t could be perceived as an evidence for the under¬
standing of interpreter. 

The fact of interpreting the Qur'an by cutting its tie f r o m its context 
has existed since the time of revelation; and unfortunately, we stil l have 
the same problem today. 6 7

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To make our reader understand easily h o w can sibak ve siyak i n 
other w o r d context is important i n terms of understanding Quran, I w i l l 
give some examples f r o m the H o l y Qur'an. These examples w i l l also dis­
play us the wrongness of the atomist approach. 

First Example: El-'Ahzab, the verse 21 

"There has certainly been for you in the Messenger of Allah an excellent 
pattern for anyone whose hope is in Allah and the Last Day and [who] remembers 
Allah often." The explanations and interpretations that have been done for 
the years regarding this verse are like this: the Prophet is an example and 
model person for all believers and humans and a guide for the humanity 
and a leader w h o has to be fol lowed. He was seen a leader that has to be 
fol lowed not only i n his words but also in his action by using the verse. By 
the same token, he was seen as the one w h o was at the highest level of 
moral and ethics; he l ived a model life for humanity. These are all correct 
and no one can deny these features of the Prophet. However there is an¬
other side which was forgotten or ignored about the Prophet. His spirit of 
j ihad, dare, altruism, patient, power and perception are all i n the part of 
that side. This side of the Prophet is k n o w n very litt le, the wr i t ten sources 
talks about that side but Muslims usually think about the first side of h im. 
To express shortly, he is the prophet of dare or war if the conditions get 
together as much as the prophet of mercy. 

The prophet armed his weapon if required; he commanded the 
M u s l i m army i n the battle. He was also a talented commander and soldier. 
I n the battle that he had been, he became a role model by inherit ing vi ta l 
principles of war law, and human rights. It is a necessity for us to accept 
Jihad as a w a y of protecting the innocent people, bu i ld ing justice among 
the people, stopping colonization, violence, terrorism, and i t is also a w a y 
for the peace and safety of all humanity i n our modern day. 

The verse 21 of Surat'al Ahzab usually interpreted separately; i t is 
tried to be understood by cutting its ties f r o m the context. I t is not assessed 
i n terms of wholeness and context of the text. By this interpretation the 
only person we have is the one w h o l ived according to some moral man¬
ner, advices them to the humans and let the people k n o w what the God 
asks them. As a result of this, the spirit of j ihad gets weakened; Muslims 
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become silent to pressures, violence and occupancy that occurred either i n 
their society or i n the w o r l d . 

I w i l l present different interpretations of the verse i n different taf¬
sirs to make the issue clear. In the verse there is a condemnation and crit­
ics for the people w h o do not fight w i t h the prophet for his case. Accord­
ing to this, the meaning of the verse; "there are certainly good pattern for 
y o u i n the action of the prophet w h o made the battle his case for Allah's 
sake i n the war of Gutter." Al though the verse has a specific reason for its 
revelation, i t contains everything about the prophet's being the best ex­
ample. We could see his being best model for the humanity i n the verses 
like Surat'al Hashr 7 and ' A l i Imran 3 1 . 6 8 To this explanation, the 
prophet's being a model for human is not only at the battle but i n the 
every dimension of human life. The practices of the prophet are models 
for all believers. 

"The messenger of God personally joined the battle, y o u shall jo in 
it. Whoever engages w i t h the battle w i t h h i m , accept h i m a good model for 
h i m or herself. Whoever does not jo in the battle, he or she does not see 
h i m as a model for h i m or herself. 6 9 

"By the (name of God)! There has certainly been for y o u i n the 
Messenger of Al lah an excellent pattern. Follow h i m by helping the 
religion of Al lah and supporting the case of the prophet. Do not hesitate 
f ight ing w i t h h i m i n the battle field. Be patient against whatever occured 
as the Prophet is. He was patient when his teeth were broken, he was 
wounded, his uncle was kil led and faced w i t h many tortures. Inspite of all 
of them he made his case and was patient agains all of them. You shall act 
like h i m and fol low his steps." 7 0

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"There is a good trait at the messenger of the God for you. Take 
h i m as a model by showing your steadiness i n the battle and dealing w i t h 
nuisance." 7 1 

Surat'al Ahzab the verse 21 confirms that the messenger of the God 
is not the person we should only fol low his utterance; but he is also the 
one everyone is supposed to be like h i m i n action and behavior as the 
verse "whatever the Messenger has given you - take; and what he has forbidden 
you - refrain from." (Hashr, 59/7) says. I t means he was not the one w h o 
had some order related to religion and ethics; he also became an example 
i n the subject of every action of human beings. Because of that i n his life 
there are the best examples for humani ty . 7 2 

"He is the guide and leader w h o y o u should adapt himself in your 
actions and behaviors." 7 3 

As i t has been seen, the prophet (pbuh) is not a model only i n a 
part of life but he is the best example at all dimensions of life. So called 
verse has a semantic restriction when its connection is broken off w i t h the 
context. As we have mentioned before, the assessment of Qur'an w i t h a 
holistic approach is really important for comprehension of Qur'an. 

Nineteen verses (Ahzab, 33/9-27) include the verse "There has cer­
tainly been for you in the Messenger of Allah an excellent pattern..." were re­
vealed about the enemies w h o wanted to occupy Medina . 7 4 

It is possible to understand the verse "There has certainly been for 
you in the Messenger of Allah an excellent pattern ..." w i t h a general meaning. 
This explanation and interpretation has been done for many years. We 
could not say that this understanding is false. Usually his being a role 
model morally has been put forward i n M u s l i m societies; this dimension is 
less dangerous side of the matter. The prophet said " I was sent to com¬
plete good virtue and ethics." The H o l y Qur 'an also stresses this side of

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h i m . The verse "There has certainly been for you in the Messenger of Allah an 
excellent pattern..." can portrait a person w h o is honest, trustful , good at 
human relations, a good father, tradesman, merciful to women, children, 
orphans, and the poor. However, when we examined siyak and sibak, we 
could see that the prophet is also at battle field. I n fact, the verse also indi¬
cates his commanding, courage, patient, power and intelligence. There is 
also some attribution for this side of his character. We should remember 
he is a soldier as much as the prophet of peace. Without j ihad i t is almost 
impossible to settle the justice and the principles of mercy i n the w o r l d . 

When the polytheists came to occupy, the conditions were really 
hard. The Muslims had so many problems such as lack of food, sleepless­
ness, restlessness. The messenger of God became the best example under 
these circumstances. We should think the context of the verse and then we 
can see h o w he was the best example for anyone w h o believes i n God and 
day of Judgment i n the battle field. Since Muslims ignore his spirit of Jihad 
and universal principle of his religion, they lost their power and are under 
the violence and torture of other nations. Because of this so called verse 
should be revised by looking at its siyak and sibak. In addition to that, i t is 
a mission for all Muslims to focus on his being a prophet of j ihad as w e l l 
as the prophet of ethics and peace. 

Second Example: Mumtehane, the verses 4 and 6 

The H o l y Qur'an uses the phrase "best example" for Abraham as 
wel l . "There has already been for you an excellent pattern in Abraham and those 
with him, when they said to their people, "Indeed, we are disassociated from you 
and from whatever you worship other than Allah. We have denied you, and there 
has appeared between us and you animosity and hatred forever until you believe 
in Allah alone."75 

A t the previous verse f r o m this verse, the God prohibits being 
friend w i t h infidels and establishing close relation w i t h them. Likewise, 
the deniers w i l l show their hostility against believers; they w i l l also not 
refrain f r o m f ight ing w i t h Muslims and swear to them whenever they f ind 
a chance. Despite all of these, if Muslims became friends w i t h them, they

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w o u l d pay whatever they were done at the Day of Judgment, and their 
relatives and children w o u l d not give any benefit to them. 7 6 

After touching to these important subjects, the God asks f r o m the 
believers to accept Abraham and his followers as an example and a guide. 
Since Abraham and his followers are the best example i n terms of believ­
ing their case and not worshipping to idols, every M u s l i m has to imitate 
Abraham and his followers' courage and patient. As a result of this, 
Qur 'an orders to Muslims "to obey h i m and accept h i m as a leader and 
g u i d e . " 7 7 

The H o l y Qur'an presents Abraham's wrestle w i t h his ancestor 
Azer and polytheists and his declaration of faith and not fearing f r o m the 
idols which they think as gods as an example of the struggle of the U n i t y 
(tawhid) i n the history of humani ty . 7 8 

Because of the struggle of Abraham to make the U n i t y dominant 
over the polytheism, his courage for his case, he was not burnt i n the f i re . 7 9 

As i t is stated i n the verse "Indeed, Abraham was a [comprehensive] 
leader, devoutly obedient to Allah, inclining toward truth, and he was not of those 
who associate others with Allah"80 he struggled w i t h polytheism alone like an 
U m m a h and became the father of the Unity . As i t has expressed clearly in 
the verse "Except for He who created me; and indeed, He will guide me. And he 
made it a word remaining among his descendants that they might return [to it]"81 

he inherited the w o r d of the U n i t y to his successors; due to that there has 
been always someone w h o believes i n one God f r o m his descendant. 8 2 

I t is hard to grasp the notion by which traits Abraham was the best 
example for Muslims wi thout looking at siyak and sibak of this verse and 
the other verses regarding the experience of Abraham. If we attempted to 
understand his being the best example w i t h a verse centered approach, i t 
makes the meaning restricted or even we might not understand correct

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meaning of it . I n this respect, the verses should be explained w i t h a holis­
tic approach rather than an atomistic approach. 

A t verse 6 of Mumtehanah i t is said that "There has certainly been for 
you in them an excellent pattern for anyone whose hope is in Allah and the Last 
Day." I t is remarkable that the phrase "the best pattern for y o u " i n Surat'al 
Ahzab's the verse 21 for the prophet Muhammad and Abraham i n M u m -
tehane the verses 4 -6. This is also notable that one of the descendants of 
Abraham, Muhammad (pbuh) met w i t h h i m at the same point which is to 
wrestle and struggle for the case and sake of the God to establish the U n i t y 
i n the universe. He was carrying the same ethical traits as his great grand 
father Abraham. 

A t Surat'al Mumtehane when Abraham (pbuh) and his believers 
said "Indeed, I (we are) am disassociated from that which you worship" they 
relied on the Unity . They always acted the U n i t y centered. D i d not Al lah 
created this w o r l d and sending human to the earth to make the U n i t y over 
the universe? 8 3 

One of the certain feature holistic assessment of Qur'an's verses is 
to establish general connection among the verses. I n the clause of "There 
has certainly been for you in the messanger of the God an excellent pattern for 
you" there is an indication to his being a model for all humans and the 
neccesity of acting exactly like h i m . As I have mentioned before, if we 
eveluated the verse by looking at its context, we w i l l figure out the verse 
is also about his struggle w i t h the polytheists to establish the U n i t y i n the 
w o r l d . Both the usage of the exellent pattern i n Abraham and h§s follwers 
and the prophet Muhammad is also an important important to see the 
connection between these two verses. The believers are supposed to take 
them as models in their campaign against the polythesim and polytheists. 
The end of all prophet is to make the U n i t y dominat oover the poly theism 
and infidelism; the strugle bettween the r ight and w r o n g w i l l keep t i l l the 
end of the w o r l d . So when we are talking about the prophet we should not 
tell his peace and mercy, we should also tell something about h o w he was 
brave and fearless against the polytheists and the people w h o are 
torturing the others.it w i l l be enough to look at the contemporary situation

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of human being in the w o r l d to see the interpretation of this verse w i t h an 
atomistic approach w i l l not reach us to our goal which is to comprehend 
Qur'an correctly. 

Third Example: Surat'al Kalem, the verse 4 

I w o u l d like to give the verse tells us the Prophet's great moral 
character as another example. Qur'an presents every prophet as the one 
w h o has great character, courage and perseverance. 8 4 The prophets w h o 
were chosen among humans by Al lah never lost their courage whi le they 
were struggling w i t h their enemies. They d i d not have any fear or anxiety 
to announce the orders and prohibitions. Qur'an tells their position like 
this; "[Allah praises] those who convey the messages of Allah and fear Him and 
do not fear anyone but Allah. And sufficient is Allah as Accountant."85 

As i t is seen prophets w h o were missioners and announcers of the 
r ight case, they d i d not fear anyone except Al lah and never lost their cour¬
age d u r i n g their missions. Qur'an gives a lot of examples to make the 
scholars, w h o are the successor of prophets, followed the same w a y of 
them. 

The H o l y Qur'an announces the great character and trait of the 
prophet Muhammad i n the verse " A n d indeed, you are of a great moral 
character."86 The prophet (pbuh) said that " I have been sent only to com­
plete good m o r a l . " 8 7 I n this tradit ion, he mentioned the goal of his proph¬
ecy and explained w h y he had been sent. The fundamental a im of his 
prophecy is to generate a clean society whose members are merciful , good, 
just, keeping their promise. To reach this goal the prophet ordered these: 

"Then do not obey the deniers. They wish that you would soften [in your 
position], so they would soften [toward you]. And do not obey every worthless 
habitual swearer[And] scorner, going about with malicious gossip-A preventer of

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good, transgressing and sinful, Cruel, moreover, and an illegitimate pretender. 
Because he is a possessor of wealth and children..."88 

When we interpret the "And indeed, you are of a great moral 
character" w i t h an atomistic and verse centered approach, i t is almost 
impossible that the verse tells us the neccesity of establsishing a clean 
society and l i v i n g i n it.The verse has been evelutaed by a verse-centered 
view for centruies. As we have talked before, this approach makes the 
meaning restricted, when we assesed the verse i n this term, the verse 
pushes ethiscs to a very small part of human life and pasified believers 
against the attacks of non-ethical situations. 

The heir of the prophets w h o are scholars and the believers of the 
prophets should take the highest moral of them as examples for them¬
selves and be not afraid of nothing and struggle w i t h the infidels, polythe-
ists, torturers, pressure and violence as them. 

Provided that the verse, which shows the highest character of the 
prophet, "you are of a great moral character" examined w i t h siyak and sibak 
together, we w i l l se i t tells us the courage and struggle of the Prophet 
against the attractive offer of polytheists .If the context is ignored, i t w i l l 
not tell what i t is supposed to say. 

Elmali l i H a m d i Yazir interpreted so called verse w i t a holistic v iew, 
instead of making a verse centered exegesis, he considered the relation of 
meaning and context. He says that this means "do not obey them, and do 
not try to be seen good by them; this is the first principle of h igh moral­
i t y . " 8 9 

The principles and tenets that w i l l make ethical virtues dominant 
i n the society have been given before. H o w the ones w h o are preaching 
and supporting the t ruth and f ight ing against the evil act has already been 
stated. The struggle between truth and evil is one of the main subjects of 
human history.

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Today, in our society and the w o r l d there is a wrestle between 
good and evil. There are some people w h o see the evil and sin as the sign 
of civilization and a prerequisite condition for the modernity. The m i n d of 
this k ind of people has been shaped under the fight between good and 
evil. If we do not discuss this disgusting position of modern human, the 
other w i l l promote us as Yazir says "what a great and intelligent man y o u 
are!" 9 0 They might even give us presents for being like the one they 
want. 

We all should grasp the message of the chapter of Kalem which is 
literally speaks to the prophet but its message is for all believers. By the 
perseverance and courage of the people w i t h a great moral character, 
humans are able to settle the peace and safe and establish civilization. If 
we consider the verse "And indeed, you are of a great moral character" 
w i t h o u t looking at its context, the prophet became a person w h o do not 
f ight against non- ethical situation. Therefore, this w i l l not appropriate 
what the H o l y Qur'an wishes to tell us about h i m . When an evaluation has 
been done i n the history, the people w h o have h igh moral traits never 
obey to the injustice; they reject the tortures and pressures and fight 
against the people w h o sees the violation of right is true. The perfect moral 
life of the prophet is supposed to be assessed and read in term of this 
frame. 

The evaluation and interpretation of the verses w i t h a holistic ap¬
proach rather than an atomistic approach w i l l help us to have a better 
understanding of the message of Qur'an. Besides we can overcome mis¬
understanding and explanation about the verses and Qur'an. 

Conclusion 

Qur'an takes human as a whole being. The responsibilities are on 
the shoulder of that k i n d of being. H u m a n is assessed as corporal and 
spiritual sides, i n other words as intellectual and natural being. There is a 
uni ty i n the biological, physiological, and spiritual structure of human. 
God's perfect harmony can be seen in this small universe as we see i t i n

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the universe. Because of that, Qur'an judgments are regarding w i t h the 
wholeness of corporal and spiritual structure of human. 

By the important criteria, this principle also has an important share 
i n understanding the H o l y Qur'an. It is clear that the explanations, judg­
ments, and principles of Qur'an should be assessed w i t h a holistic view. 
We think holistic approach w i l l be more helpful than atomistic approach 
to comprehend the H o l y Scripture. Even though there are m u h k e m verses 
i n Qur'an, we should not forget that to make a complete evaluation about 
the truths that the verses contain is also important to grasp the meaning of 
it. On the other hand, to k n o w the conditions and the context of the revela¬
tion w i l l help us to reach our goal. 

To understand Qur'an as a whole text can be seen as the basic p r i n ­
ciple of comprehension and interpretation of Qur'an. N o text can be un¬
derstood outside of its context. Therefore, we should see the context be¬
tween the verses to reach the aim. For this, f irstly we should go to the time 
when Qur'an was revealed; then we should come back to our time. The 
revelation of Qur'an and construction of M u s l i m society occurred as a 
result of socio-cultural improvement i n a historical environment. When 
we think i n the frame of these explanations, to study on Qur'an w i t h a 
holistic approach can be more useful to grasp the meaning of Qur'an. 

As long as we do not look at the similarities and context of verses 
between each others we cannot catch the true meaning of the verse. True 
meaning is not the meaning we grasp f r o m the verse itself but i t is the 
meaning that is proper to its place and position w i t h the wholeness of 
Qur'an. Quran's passages and verses can be meaningful only i n a context. 
This is true method of understanding and at least correct understanding 
should be like this. However, unfortunately we stil l have the problem of 
interpretation of Qur'an w i t h o u t looking at the context and historical 
conditions of the revelation today as w e l l as we used to have i n the past. 

I t should be seriously thought that to comprehend the H o l y Qur'an 
we should put forward holistic, Qur'an centered approach instead of at¬
omistic, verse or chapter centered method. Then, we w i l l be able to see 
whole picture and prevent us f r o m atomistic and minimalist approach i n 
understanding Qur'an. I n addit ion, the explained verses w i l l be i n safe 
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f r o m narrowing the meanings and this w i l l make Qur'an meanings clear 
and comprehensible for us. The scholars w h o study on the H o l y Qur 'an 
should be careful about siyak and sibak of the verses; they also should be 
attentive to evaluate the verses i n the wholeness of Qur'an. 
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
