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Oz

Turkiye'de Islamcr siyasal hareketin yiitkselmesi sonucunda iktidar alanindaki giic
hiyerarsisi degismistir. Bircok alani yapilandiran bu degisimle Kemalizmin baskin oldugu
zamanlarda degerli gorillen sermaye bicimleri doniistime ugramistir. Mensup olduklari yas
kategorisi nedeniyle sosyal alanda esitsiz sekilde mticadele eden ileri yas grubu bireylerin
de Cumhuriyet degerlerine eklemli yapilari nedeniyle sahip olduklar sermayeleri
donusmustur. Bu baglamdan yola ¢ikan arastirma mensup olduklar: yas kategorisi
acisindan miicadele alanlari sinirh olan ve sermaye hacimleri donusen ileri yas grubu,
Kemalist, egitimli, orta sinif bireylere odaklanmistir. Calismada bir soz sdyleme araci
olarak degerlendirilen sosyal medya tizerinden bireylerin toplumsal miicadele icerisinde
kendilerini nasil ifade ettikleri ve iktidar alanindaki gii¢ hiyerarsisinin degisimine nasil
cevap verdikleri sorularina yanit aranmistir. Bu kapsamda ilk olarak, ileri yas grubu
bireylerin toplumsal alandaki konumlarinin anlasilabilmesi icin Ttrkiye’de yasanan siyasal
gelismeler Laclaunun popilizm kurami etrafinda irdelenmis ve bireylerin insa edilen
“millet”in disinda kaldiklar1 aciklanmistir. Calismanin saha arastirmasinda ise arastirmaya
katilmay1 kabul eden 28 gonulluntin Facebook paylasimlari ve yapilan derinlemesine
gorismeler sonucunda elde edilen veriler analiz edilerek degerlendirilmistir. Sonuc olarak,
ileri yas grubu bireylerin disarda kalmishiklarinin insasina yanit olarak Laclaw’nun
esdegerlik ve fark mantg baglaminda “biz” ve “onlar” ayrimini yaptiklar: ve kendilerini
farklhilastirdiklar: gorilmustir. Bununla birlikte bireylerin nostalji yuklu, reaksiyoner tepki
vermenin dtesine gecemedikleri ve Laclau’cu anlamda kendi doyurulmamus talepleriyle
populist bir “halk” insasina eklemlenemedikleri sdylenebilir.
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Abstract

The power hierarchy in the field of power has changed in Turkey as a result of the rise of
the Islamist political movement. With this change which constructs many areas, the forms
of capital that were valued in the times of Kemalism were transformed. Due to the age
category they have joined, the elderly individuals who struggle unequally in the social
sphere and their capital have also transformed due to their articulated structures of the
Republic values. In this context, the research focuses on the elderly, Kemalist, educated,
middle-class individuals whose struggle areas are limited in terms of the age category they
belong to and capital volumes have been transformed. This study has aimed to understand
how individuals express themselves in the social struggle and how they respond to the
change of power hierarchy in the sphere of power, through the social media, which is
understood as a means of making a speech. In this scope, firstly, to understand the social
positions of older-age group individuals in the social sphere, political developments in
Turkey are examined around Laclau’s populism and it is shown that these have been
located outside of the constructed “nation”. In the field research data obtained from the
Facebook posts of and in-depth interviews conducted by 28 volunteers who agreed to
participate is analysed. As a result, it is seen that older-age group individuals make a
distinction between “us” and “them” in the context of Laclau’s logic of equivalence and
difference and differentiate themselves in response being left outside. However, it can be
said that individuals cannot go beyond reactionary reactions with nostalgia and cannot be
articulated in a populist “nation” construction with their own unsatisfied demands in
Laclauian sense.
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
