Sempozyumlar, kongreler, konferanslar gibi akademik mecralar akademik ¢zgirligun
sinirlarina dair izlerin surtlebilecegi yerler olarak analiz edilebilir. Bunu yapabilmenin
yolu ise hegemonik soylemin, hakim paradigmanin disina c¢ikarak simifsal, etnik, dini,
cinsiyete dayali farkliliklar1 dolayisiyla dezavantajli durumda olan gruplarin sorunlarini
gorunur kilan, hak odakli arastirmalarin kongrede sunulan bildiriler arasinda yer alip
almadigina bakmakur. Bu kapsamda calismanin iki temel amaci bulunmaktadir: 11ki,
Adalet ve Kalkinma Partisi (AKP) iktidar1 donemine denk gelen TSBD kongreleri
araciligiyla dezavantajli durumda olan gruplarin yasadigi sorunlarin gorunir kilinip
kilinmadigimin, sorunlarin hangi baglamda ele alindiginin izinin stirilmesidir. Ikincisi de,
politik bask: kosullarinin azaldig ve arttig1 hallerde akademik kamusal bir mecra olarak
TSBD kongrelerinde “hassas” konular tizerine hakim paradigmanin disinda soz
soyleyebilen, fikir yuriiten akademisyenlerin akibetine dair ¢ikarimlarda bulunmakur. Bu
amacla 2001 yilinda, AKP iktidar1 6ncesindeki son TSBD kongresinden baslayarak 2003 ve
2005’te yapilan ti¢ kongreye dair genel bir cerceve cizilmistir. Ikinci olarak gorece daha
liberal bir donem olan, AKP'nin Ermeni, Alevi ve Kurt acilimlarini baslattigr 2007 yili ve
sonrasindaki 2009, 2011, 2013 ve 2015’teki kongreler analiz edilmistir. Son olarak, sz
konusu liberal ortamin agir baski kosullariyla yer degistirdigi OHAL donemine denk gelen
2017’deki kongre incelenerek toplamda alt1 kongrenin program icerikleri ve sunulan
bildiriler; Kurtlerin, Ermenilerin, Alevilerin, kadinlarin ve cocuklarin sorunlarim
degerlendirme bicimleri acisindan betimsel olarak analiz edilmistir.
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Abstract

Academic milieus such as symposia, congresses and conferences may be analyzed as places
where the traces of academic freedom can be tracked. Such an analysis can be carried out
through determination of whether the proceedings of these events include studies on
disadvantaged groups that focus on class-based, ethnic, religious and sexual discrimination
by moving beyond the hegemonic discourse and the dominant paradigm. Within this
scope, the current study has two main areas of focus: the first is an analysis of whether and
in what context the problems faced by the disadvantaged groups have been discussed in
the Turkish Social Sciences Association’s (TSSA) biannual congresses held during the rule
of the Justice and Development Party (JDP); and the second is an evaluation of academics
that offer a critical perspective on "sensitive" issues. To this end, the current paper,
starting from the TSSA congress held in 2001 - a year before the JDP seized power- and
including the congresses held in 2003 and 2005, offers a general evaluation of the
congresses. In the second part, the paper addresses the congresses held in 2009, 2011,
2013 and 2015, which can be defined as a more liberal period of the JDP rule, coinciding
with efforts towards a peaceful resolution to Armenian, Alawite and Kurdish questions.
Finally, the paper offers an analysis of the last congress held in 2017 under the state of
emergency that saw replacement of a liberal outlook of the government with
straightforward pressure on dissent. A total of six congresses have therefore been analyzed
with regard to the program content, the proceedings, and ways of handling the issues that
relate to Kurds, Armenians, Alawites, women and children.
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
