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Ozet

Yirminci ytzyihn ilk yarisinda baslayan kitle turizmi, gunumizde vyerini alternatif turizm turlerine
birakmaktadir. Ozel ilgiler kapsaminda sekillenen bu alternatif tiirlere érnek olan hiiziin turizmi, élimlerin ya
da UzlclU olaylarin yasandidi alanlara yapilan seyahatleri kapsamaktadir. HUzln turizminin sonucunda
turist, kendisini kahramanin yerine koyarak bir anlik da olsa ayni aclyl yagsamaktadir. Dolayisiyla, Aristo
tarafindan ruhun temizlenmesi-arinmasi olarak tanimlanan katarsis kavrami konuya dahil olmaktadir. Bu
galismada Hirosima, Endonezya, Canakkale gibi alanlar hizin turizmi ve katarsis boyutunda
iliskilendirilirken; San Jose Madeni (Sili) de bu kapsamda incelenmistir. Calismanin sonucunda, alternatif
katarsistik bir destinasyon 6rnegdi olarak ele alinan madenin turizm faaliyetlerine kazandiriimasina yonelik
onerilerde bulunulmustur.
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Grief Tourism, Catharsis and San Jose Mine As An Example of Alternative
Catharsistic Destination

Abstract

Mass tourism which started in the first half of the twentieth century is nowadays giving place to alternative
tourism species. As an example to special interest tourism, grief tourism is described as visiting the places
where deaths or pathetic events occurred. In consequence of grief tourism, the tourist puts himself to the
person’s place and feels the same sorrow for a moment. Hence, catharsis which is described by Aristo as
circumcision and purification has been included to the subject. In this study, the places like Hiroshima,
Indonesia, Canakkale have been associated with grief tourism in terms of catharsis and San Jose Mine has
been analyzed within this scope. In the results of the study, San Jose Mine (Chile) has been approached as
an example of alternative catharsistic destination and recommendations have been given to place the mine
into tourism activities.
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
