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more provincial than Clazomenae. Whether or not the pieces found
at Pitane were made there, in our present ignorance it is at least prema-
ture to construct central and peripheral groups of painted sarcophagi.

Till the recent discovery at Pitane there was external evidence
for dating only one sarcophagus, a very late work by the Hopkinson
painter from Rhodes?, which contained an Attic lekythos by the
Aeschines painter of 470 - 60 B. C. We now have a very early sarcop-
hagus dated to the third quarter of the 6th cent. Though a single
context is far from decisive, the new evidence agrees conveniently
with the chronology that I suggested for the early figured sarcophagi -
Munich 7539 (no. 19 above) a little before 525 B. C. and the Borelli
painter (here nos. 17 and 21) about 525- 10 B. C, 10

The projections at the inner corners of all (or almost all ) the
surviving large sarcophagi except those from Pitane have usually been
considered functional in origin, derived from a reinforcement of
the corners of coffins made of wooden boards. ! This would any-
how be poor carpentry, and so far as I know such reinforcements do
not occur in the unpainted terracotta coffins without a broadened
face which are frequent in the East Greek area. 12 The Pitane sarcop-
hagi suggest that the projections were not a feature of the earliest
painted sarcophagi either, but a decorative elaboration to relieve
the starkness of the face., That at some time they were considered
wholly decorative is indicated by a plain terracotta sarcophagus
found in 1933 at Antissa, which had a broadened face with two pro-
jections stepped across each corner; 3 it would be hard to make struc-
tural sense of this.
