yiiksek tepelerden olusan arizali bir gevre ile korunmustur. Giiney ve bat

kisimlart Tuzhisar géliiniin bulundugu ovaya agktir. Yassidag eski tabii

yollara ve ovaya hakim durumdadwr (Harita, 1; Lev. I, 1-2).

Burasi, baz1 arastiricilarin da ifade etmis oldugu gibi, dogal bir tepe ola-
rak kalmanmus, cesitli devirlerde iskan edilmis bir kaya kitlesidir®. Yapisi piiskii~
riiktiir. Cografya konumu nedeni ile kurulusunda askeri nedenlerin rol oynadi-
gina inandigimz bu eski iskan yerini, Sultanhani hoytigii kazilarindan 6nee ve
kazilar sirasinda inceleme olanagimi bulduk. Satihtan derledigimiz malzeme,
Yassidagin M.O. III. bin yilin sonlarindan itibaren Hellenistik Devri de
kapsayan bir zaman siiresince iskdn edildigini gostermekteydid. Satih sera-
migi arasinda goriilen boya ile nakishi ve boyasiz 6rneklere gore, Demir Dev-
rinde de iskdn edildigini 6grendigimiz Yassidag’da, oncelikle bu safhay:r ay-
dinlatmak ve kugu¢umu 4 km. giineyindeki Sultanham héyiigii ile iliskilerini
saptamak amaeci ile 1973 yili eyliil aymda kaziya basladik.

Orada da belirttigimiz gibi, Yassidag dogu-bati dogrultusunda uzanan
yumurta bicimli, kayalik bir tepe olup, iist kism: dogudan bati ucuna dogru
meyilli bir sekilde alcalmaktadir. Ortalama yiiksekligi 40m.ye erisen Yassi-
dag’in uzunlugu 250, genisligi 100 m. dir. Kuzey ve dogu yamagclart ¢ok dik-
tir. Tuz Géliine bakan ucu demiryolu yapimi sirasinda kesilmis ve eski yerles-

meye isaret eden kalintilarin varhg: saptanmistirs.

Yassidag kazlari, ilerde birbirine kolaylikla baglanabilecek durumdaki

bes kaz1 alanindan olusmustus:

1. Kazi Alani: Kazmya, tepenin en yiiksek kismuni meydana getiren
dogu kesimindeki ufak diizlitkte, 20 x 15 m. lik bir alanda baslandi. Satih
topragimn 15-30 c¢m. altinda “mahalli Hellenistik Devir”in ¢anak—¢omlek
parcalar1 ele gegmeye basladi. 40-60 cm. den itibaren kerpi¢ duvar izleri

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belirdi. Biraz daha derinlesince ufak taglarla ériilmiis temel tizerine ke rpic oriilii
duvarlardan olusan yapilar agiga ¢ikti. Esas itibariyle bazilari diizensiz dért-
kose odalardan meydana gelen binalarm, bir biiyiik, bir veya iki kiigiik
béliimden. ibaret birimler niteliginde olduklar: gériildii. Bunlardan bazlarin-
da kareye yaklasan planh, ambar karakterinde bélmeler vardir (Lev. T1-111,
1-2). Yapilarm duvar ve tabanlari ince bir siva ile 6zenle sivanmistir. U /9,10
plankareye rastlayan dikdértgen planli bolmenin tabam énce tasla désenmis,
sonradan sivanmigtir (Plan 1). Kiiltepe’de ayni devre ait yapilardan baz-
larinda da ayni duruma rastlanmaktadir. Kazi alaminin giineyinde, U/ 11
plankareye rastlayan odamin tabani, dogrudan dogruya, diizlestirilmis ana
kayamn sivanmasiyla elde edilmistir. Genelllikle kapi yerleri kaybolmus,
ancak T /10 plankaredeki kap1 agikligi ¢ok iyi korunmustur (Lev. I1L,1). U /11
plankarcdeki odanin bati duvari 6niinde kiigiik toplama taslarla ve ¢camurla ya-
pilmig bir ocak bulundu (Plan 1). Ocagn, iizerinde durdugu platformda koru-
nan izlere gore, eskidikten sonra yikilan bir ocagin bir kag¢ santimetre ileri-
sinde yeniden yapildigi anlasilmaktadir. Bu odanin kuzey duvar: éniinde, ta-
ban zeminini teskil eden anakaya i¢ine oyulan ¢ukurlara gémiilii iki kiibiin
dip kisimlari in-situ olarak ele ge¢ti. Mutfak niteligini tasiyan bu oda-
min doZusundaki ikinci odanin bati duvarma, kii¢iik toplama taslarla, kuru
duvar tarzinda, ériilen yarim daire planh bir bslme baglanmistir. I¢inde enkaz
topragindan bagka bir sey bulunmadi. Bu iki odanin giiney duvarlari erozyon
nedeni ile kaybolmustur. Bu yapilarda in-situ durumda saglam kap-kacak
bulunamadi. Yalmz, yukarda sézii edilen iki kiibe ait dip parcalarindan baska,
T-U/ 11 plankaredeki biiyiik odanin giineybati késesinde irice bir kabm dip
kism da korunmustur. Enkaziginde, seramik par¢alarindan baska, agirsaklar,
kemikten yapilmig kabza ve biz gibi kii¢iik esya da agiga gkartilmistir. Bu
yapr kat1 kiigiik eserler bakimindan da fakirdir. Evler terk edilmeden énce
bosaltilmis olmahdir. Yapilar arazinin meyline uygun olarak kuruldugundan

oda tabanlar1 arasinda seviye farklar: meydana gelmistir.

2. Kazi Alant:1. Kaz alammin batisinda ve hizasida, tepe tizerindeki
meyilli diizliigiin ortasinda, dogu-bat1 dogrultusunda 4 x 30 m. lik biiyiik
bir ¢alisma alani niteligindedir (Plan. 2; Lev. IV, 1). Bu kazi alaninin
dogu yarisinda 5-25 em. lik derinlikte anakayaya erisildi. Bu ¢ukurun bati
yarisinda tas temel tizerine kerpicle driilmiis kesik duvar pargalarma ve bun-
lardan birinin éniinde, diizlestirilmis anakayamn sivanmasiyla clde edilmis
taban parcasina rastlandi (N /11 plankare). Ele gegen seramik parcalar: 1.

kaz1 alanindaki evlerde bulunanlara benzemektedir. Kazi alanimin bat1 ke-
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siminde, asagi yukar: bati-dogu dogrultusunda yapilmis iki mezar aciga
aikarildi. Mezar gukurlari kismen kaya igine oyulmus, etraft yassi ve di-
kine yerlestirilmis, iizerleri de daha biiyiik boyda yassi taslarla kapatil-
mistir. Baslart dofuya. ayaklart batiya bakan ve dorsal vaziyette mezara
yerlestirilen éliilere hediye birakilmamistir. Her ikisinde de iskeletlerin iyi
korundugu mezarlardan biri tam dogu-bati, ikineisi ise kuzeybati-giiney-
dogu dogrultusunda yvapilnuslardir. Her iki mezarm da, anakayanin satha
¢ok yakin olusu nedeni ile biiyiik 6lgiide tahribe ugrayan yapilardan daha
gec bir zamana ait oldugunu, sonradan yapildiklarim diisinmekteyiz. Bu
tipteki mezarlara Alisar’da Roma-Bizans, Topakhi’da Bizans ¢agima ait ol-
mak iizere rastlanmustir®. Esasen mezarlarin yakiminda, satih seramiine

karismis bir Bizans sikkesi de ele gecmistirto.

3. Kam Alany (Plan. 3; Lev. 1,2): Tepenin bati yamaclarinda ve 1929
yilinda demiryolu yapimi sirasinda, ana kayanin iizerine basan bazi duvar
kalintilar1  sezilmekteydi. Bunlar aydinlatmak iizere, 5X10 m, lik alanda
derinlesmeyi uygun bulduk. Tepenin daha tist kisimlarindan 6giinen topragin
da karistign satih toprag@: temizlendikten sonra, bol miktarda Assur Ticaret
Kolonileri Devrine ait seramik pargalar1 ele gegmeye basladi. Bunlarla beraber
kaln duvar parcalari belirmeye basladi. (Plan. 3). Kahnhg 1.20 m. yi
bulan bu kerpi¢ duvarlardan dogu-bat1 asagn kismumin degisik boyuttaki
taglardan oriildigii ve {izerinin itina ile sivandigy gorildi. Ayni teknikte
oriilen ve digerine dik gelerck bir oda teskil eden duvarm kalmhg 2 m. ye
yaklagmaktadir (D /12 plankare). Kuzey-giiney ve dogu-bati yénlerinde
gelisen bu duvarlarin oda teskil ettigi goriilmektedir. Oda tabanlar, iti-
nal bir sekilde sivanmistir. Taban iistiinde alt yarist noksan bir kapakl
vazo (Lev. IX, 1; Sek. 27) ve diger seramik parcalar ile tungtan yapilmis
okucu ve bir silah bulundu (Lev. IX, 3-4). S6z konusu yapiun batiya
devami, demiryolu yapmmu sirasinda tahrip edilmistir. Ele gecen seramik
Assur Ticaret Kolonilerinin gee safhasina aittir. Duvar kalinhklar:, onun 6zel
bir ev olmadigm gostermektedir. Bat1 yonii tahrip olan bu kalmtinmn, sa-

vunma sistemi ile ilgili oldugu kamsindayzi!.

4. Kazt Alany: Yassidag'in bat1 yarisimn iistiinde, hafif meyilli bir teras
seklinde gelisen diizliikte T bic¢imli bir ¢ukur agildi. Burasi, Yassidag’in devam-
It iskéna en uygun bir kismudir. Yerlesme yerinin yapisi, tiimii ile burada en
iyi bir sekilde anlagilabilirdi. Satih topraginin 5-15 em. altinda kiiciik, toplama
taglarla 6riillii duvar pargalarimin belirmesi iizerine, ¢ukur 15 x 15 m. lik
dortkéseli bir alan haline getirildi. Cahsmalar ilerledikge, ilk goriilen tag du-
varlarin, diizenli bir sekilde gelistigi ve iyi plan veren biiyiik bir yapiy1 olus-
turdugu goriildii. Duvar kalinhigi ortalama 50 cm. yi bulan bu yapi, 9x10m.
boyutlarmdaki biiyiik oda/ hol ile ona bagh yan odalardan meydana gelmis-
tir (Plan 4; H-1/ 11-12 plankare). Kuzeybati—giineydogu yéniinde kurulan bu
binanin bati duvarlari erozyon nedeni ile kaybolmustur. H/ 12 plankaredeki
biiyiik odann giineydogu késcsinin zemini tas dosenmis, diFer kisimlan sikis-
tirilnus toprak halinde birakilnustir. Evin baz duvarlarinda temel taslariridir
ve ¢ok derine inmistir (Lev. IV, 2; V-VI, 1-2). Buna alttaki dolgunun zayf
kisimlarimin takviyesi neden olmustur. Duvarlarin i¢ ve dis yiizlerine diizenli-
ce taglar yerlestirilmis, aralari moloz taslari ile doldurulmustur. Biitiin Yassi-
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dag yapilarinda oldugu gibi burada da ¢amur har¢ ve siva kullanilmigtir. Du-
varlar1 birbirine dik acilar halinde baglanan, diizenli bir yapidir. Holiin boyut-
larina ve yan odalarinin diizenine gore buyiik bir yapikarsisinda bulundugu-
muz anlasilmaktadir. Bu yapi, bu cagda Yassidag'm biiyiik ve ¢ok odali yapi-
lara sahip oldufunu géstermektedir. Yassidag'm bu ozelligi Kululu’da Kale-
tepe’nin  durumuna uygunluk géstermektedir’?. Binanm biiyiik holiiniin
giineybat1 késesinde ve ézellikle kuzey duvart oniinde in-situ durumda
pismis topraktan kap kacak ve madeni eserler agiga ¢ikmustir.

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Bu kazi alaminda derinlesmek amaeciile 86z konusu binanin biiytik odasi-
mn tabamt tamamen kaldirildi. Tabandan itibaren 55 em. derinlige inen tas
temelieri, alttaki yap: katinin kizilumst kerpic ezintisi ile kismen kil karigim
bir enkazi igerisine oturtulmustu. Bu enkazin ince duvarh (35-10 em), kiigiik
odalardan olusmus yapilara ait oldugu goriildii. Duvarlarinda tasin az, kerpicin
bol olarak kullaniddiZi bu 2. yap: katinda, duvarlar ve oda tabanlar1 sival-
dir. Pismis topraktan kap parcalari yaminda agirsaklar da bol olarak ele gegti.
Kazi alanmmn giiney kesimindeki biiytik odamin taban sivasmun bir kismi,
tas déseme iizerine de tathik edilmistir (H /12 plankare).Burada biri kuzeye,
digeri giineye bakmak iizere yanyana iki bina meveuttur. Her ikisinde de
odalarm kiigiik oldugu anlasilmaktadir. Binalarin kuzeye ve giineye devam
eden kisimlary, heniiz 1. yap: katimn altinda olup kazilmanusiir, Bu kaz ala-
nindaki 2, yapi kati, buluntularma ve yapi éz=1liklerine gére, 1. kaz1 alanindaki

yvap1 kat1 il beraberlik géstermektedir.

Bu yap1 katimin giineybati kesimi verinde birakilmis, derinlesmek amact
ile, kuzeydogu kesimindeki alanda ¢ahsmalar siirdiiriilmiistiir. 2. yap1 ka-
tinmn temel derinlikleri asildigy vakit, kesik duvar parcasi niteliginde tas
dizileri ve bunlardan ayrilarak ctrafa yayilan disiik taslarla kansik enkaza
rastlandi. Bu kalintilar bu yap1 katimin ¢ok tabribe ugradigi géstermektedir
(Lev. VII, 1-2; Plan 4-H /12 plankare). Yigimtiun st kisminda bir damga
miihiir (Lev. X, 4), daha derinde de nakishh “Demir Devri” seramik parcalari
(Lev. X, 1-3; Sek. 31-33) ele geeti. 3. yap: katina ait olarak karsimiza ¢ikan bu
kalintilarin bir kismi anakaya iizerine basmaktadir (Lev. VII, 2). Boylece,
biitiin ¢alhisma alanlarinda anakayaya erisilmis ve Yassidag'm dogu ucundan

bati ucuna kadar iskan bicimi anlasilmstar.

5. Kazt Alani (Lev. VIIT, 1-2; Plan’5). Yassidag'm giiney yamaclarinda
yagmur ve sel sularmm aqga ¢kardigy kerpi¢ ezintilerinin nedenini aydin-
latmak amaci ile yapilan kazilar énemli duvar kalmtilarinin varhgim ortaya
koydu. Arastirmalar genisledikge baz yerlerde kalinligi 1m. yi gecen, uzunlugu
25m. ye erisen, genis bir duvar agiga ¢ikarildi. Bu duvarin kuzeye, sehre dogru
bakan yiiziinde 90 em. X 2m. boyunda, kiigiik kule goriiniimiinde destek
gikintist ile saglamlastinldig goriildii. Bu duvarm R/ 16 plankarede, dik agih
iki dirsekle giineye inerek batiya dogru devam ettigi anlagildi. Sel sularmmn
a¢tigr derin oyuklar sonucunda bu duvarm iki ucu da kesilmistir. Bu ana be-
den duvarma dik olarak bailanan ve onun gibi tas temel iizerine kerpicle
baglanan duvarlar, bélmeler meydana getirmektedir. Bu bolmelerin giineyde

ikinei bir duvarla kapatilnus oldugu bityiik bélmede temel kahntdarmdan

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izlenebilmistir (Lev. VIII, 2’de sag kenar). Duvarm tamami, yamacin tam
kenarina rastladi@i i¢in ¢ok hirpalanmug ve biiytik bir kismi erozyon sonucunda
kaybolmustur. Bu yapr kalmtisinmm da 3. kaz alamindaki kahntilar gibi,
eski yerlesme yerinin savunma sistemi ile ilgili oldugundan siiphe edilemez.
Beden duvarmin zigzag sekilde olusu, tepenin dogal durumuna bagh kalma-
sindan ileri gelmektedir. Burada, biiytik bélmede korunan taban iizerinde,
in-situ durumda eser ele ge¢gmemistir. Beden duvarinin kuzeyinde, sehre
bakan yoniinde yaptigimiz temizlik sirasinda, yukardan, tepenin iist kismin-
dan 6giinen toprakla karisan dolgu igerisinde hem Assur Ticaret Kolonileri
Cagina, hem de Demir Devri’ne ait seramik parcalar: bir arada cle geg¢mistir.
Bu dolguda ayrica tungtan yapilnus bir okucu da agiga gikarilmistir (Lev.

X)),

Yassidag'da bu 5 kazi alammda yaptigimiz ¢alismalar, satihtan asagiya

A. Seramik: Timii carkta yapilmistir. Genellikle devetiiyii, pek az
kiremit renginde hamurludur. Hamurunun islenisi orta incelikte olup,ige-
risine kum ve kalker tanccikleri katilmistir. Bir érnek harig, digerleri ¢ok iyi
pisirilmistir. Boya banyo nitelifinde ince astar tiirii ¢ok yaygidir. Bilindigi
gibi bu Kanis Karumu’nun Ib katinda gok kullamlan bir tekniktir. Cok kez
alttaki hamurun rengi belirecek kadar hafif siirillen bu ince astar devetiiyii,
kiremit rengi, kirmizi, sarap kirmizist ve kahverenginde olmaktadir. Bunla-
rin yaninda, kaln astarh, parlak perdahl kaplar da mevcuttur. i¢ine parlak
mika zerreleri katilmis astar tiiriine de rastlanmaktadir. Bu da Assur Ticaret
Kolonilerinin ge¢ safhasinda ortaya cikan bir ézelliktirts.

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Yassidag is a high mass of rock within the Sarioglan district of Kayseri
and stands 5 km to the north of Sultanhami Héyiik . The top of the mound
has a slightly sloping, flat look compared to the pointed hill to its east, which
has earned it the name Yassidag (Flat Mountain) among the local people. The
mound is 55 km from Kayseri itself and stands at the point where the road
leading to Giilova (Palas) village, which branches out from the Kayseri -Sivas
highway 3 km previously, crosses the railway. Yassidag is located where the
Degirmencitepeler mountains lying east-west meet the Tuzhisar plain and
has a background of high hills to its north and east. In the west and south
the mound overlooks the plain that contains the Tuzhisar lake. Its position
allows Yassidag to dominate the ancient road and the plain. (Map 1; PL T,
1-2).

As other researchers have commented. Yassidag has not remained a rock
in its natural state and was inhabited at various periods . The rock is eruptive
in nature. Due to the geographic position of the mound the initial scttlement
was probably a military one. We had the opportunity of investigating the an-
cient settlement before and during the excavation at Sultanhani mound.
The material collected from the surface indicated that Yassidag had been
inhabited from the end of the 111 Millennium B.C. through the Hellenistic Age®.
Since the painted and plain pottery that appeared among the surface finds
indicated that the mound had an Iron Age settlement as well, we began
the excavation on September 1973 primarily to clarify that period and
to investigate the relationship of the mound to Sultanham, which stands
about 4 km to the south. The excavation was realised on behalf of Ankara
University and the General Dircctorate of Museums and Antiquities, Apart

from me, the expedition consisted of archacologist Hamdi Kodan, assistant

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at Kayseri Museum and representative of the Ministry of Eduection, archacolo-
gist Mehmet Kaya, draftsman Cengiz Erol, photographer Selahattin Oztartan
and restorator Abdiirrahim Culha. I owe my thanks to the members of the
expedition for their cooperation. L am also grateful to the staff of Kayseri
Museum and to the authorities of Biinvan district who have given us their
kind support.

Our first data on Yassidag is derived from a news item published by J.
Mauclere on the discovery of the first Sultanhani inseription®. Mauclere mentions
Yassidag as follows: “Another mound was excavated not far from the find-
place of the inscription. Tombs were discovered here, in some of which the
skeletons were well preserved™. According to Mauclere some building remains
were revealed, but no coins were found. The initial eitation of the mound by
Mauclere was later mentioned by L. Delaporte who added a skctch showing
the relative position of Yassidag to the nearby findplace of the Sultanhani ins-
cription®. P. Meriggi thought that Yassidag was a mound rather than a natural
hill and was probably the place which H.H. von der Osten had described
and had placed approximately 3 km north of Sultanham®. Finally, on pub-
lishing the results of the Sultanhani Hoyiik excavation, we presented data
on Yassidag; we judged it to be a fortified mountain city and published its
photograph and map’.

As we reported, YassidaZ is an elliptoid rocky hill lying east—west,
whose top has a gradual slope in the same direction. The average height
of the mound is 40 m, its length is about 250 m. and width 100 m. The
northern and eastern slopes are very steep. The end of the mound which
faces Tuz Gélii was cut away during the railway construction; this led to the

discovery of finds indicating the presence of an ancient settlement®.
The Yassidag excavation consists of five trenches which can easily be
joined in the future:

Ist Trench : The excavation was begun on a small plateau 20x15 m. in area

on the eastern part of the mound, which is also its highest point. The “Local

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Hellenistic’” pottery fragments began to appear 15-30 em below the surface.
Traces of mud-brick walls became apparent at a depth of 40 to 60 cm. A
slightly deeper dig revealed buildings made of mud-brick walls, set upon
foundations built of smallstones. The buildings essentially consist of irregu-
lar rectangular rooms and are composed of units of one large and one or two
small rooms. Some of the units contain an approximately square-shaped par-
tition of a store-room type (Pl IT-TII, 1-2). The walls and the floors are care-
fully covered with a fine plaster. The floor of the rectangular room in squares
U/9 and U/ 10 was paved with stone and subsequently plastered (Plan 1).
Some Kiiltepe buildings of the same age have been treated in the same manner.
The floor of the room in square U/ 11 at the southern part of the trench is
smoothed living rock covered with plaster. The doorways are generally
lost except in square T /10, where the opening in the wall which marks the
doorway is well preserved. In front of the western wall in square U/ 11 (PL
II1, 1) there is a fireplace made of small shapeless stones and of mud (Plan
1). According to the traces onthe platform on which the fireplace stood, it was
built a few centimeters away from a previous one which apparently was
worn and demolished. In front of the northern wall of this room, the bot-
tom parts of two jars were found in-situ where they stood in holes cut out
from the living rock that formsthe floor. This room functions as kitchen;
the room adjacent to it in the east has a semicircular partition made of small
irregular stones put together without use of mortar. It contained nothing but
deposit soil. The southern walls of the two rooms have disappeared through
erosion. These buildings did not yield any complete in-situ pottery. Apart
from the two jar bottoms mentioned before, the bottom of a rather big jar
was found in the south—western corner of the large room in squares T-U/ 11.
The deposit contained nothing but pottery fragments and small objects such
as whorls, small bone hilts, awls and pins. The building level is poor in small
objects as well. The houses were probably stripped of their better possessions
before they were abandoned. The construction of the buildings is in ac-
cordance with the naturalslope of the land and results in differences bet-

ween the floor levels of the rooms.

2nd Trench : This is a large trench 4 x 30 m in dimension, dug in the east-
west at the middle of the flat, sloped plateau at the top of the hill; it is to the
west of and in line with the Ist trench (Plan. 2; PL IV, 1). A depth of 5-25 em.
was enaugh to reach the living rock at the eastern part of this area. The wes-
tern half of the trench revealed fragmentary walls made of mud-bricks on
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stone foundations, Part of the floor was still standing in front of one of the
fragments: it was actually part of the living rock, smoothed and covered with
plaster (Sq. U/ 11).The pottery sherds are similar to the ones from the Ist
trench. Excavation in the east revealed two tombs laid out approxima-
tely east-west. The tombs are partly cut into rock: they are also sur-
rounded with flat stones set upright and are covered with similar but larger
stones. The bodies were laid out in dorsal position with their heads pointing
east and their feet west. Both of the skeletons are well preserved. There are
no burial gifts. One of the graves is oriented cast—west while the other is
oriented northwest —southeast. We think that both of the tombs belong to a
later period than the buildings. Such tombs were also found at Alisar in the
“Roman—Byzantine” period and at Topakli in the Byzantine age’. In fact, a

Byzantine coin was found among the surface sherds near the tombs!®,

3rd Trench: (Plan, 3, Pl. 1,2) The railway construction of 1929 cut
into the western slopes of the mound and revealed some wall fragments built
on living rock. We decided to dig into an arca of 5x10 m. to investigate. The
surface soil was also mixed with loose carth which had settled down from the
higher parts of the hill; on removing these we came across abundant examples
of pottery fragments belonging to the Assyrian Trading Colony Age. Thick wall
fragments began to appear simultaneously (Plan 3). The thickness of the mud-
brick wall reaches 1.20 m. The lower part runs east—west. Itis built with sto-
nes of different sizes and is plastered carefully. Another wall built using iden-
tical technique and perpendicular to the firstis nearly 2 m. thick (Sq. D /12).
The walls run in north-south and east—west and apparently form a room.
The floor is carefully plastered. Together with various pottery fragments, we
found a hydria with a missing bottom (Pl. IX, 1, Fig. 27), a bronze arrowhead
and a weapon (PL 1X, 3-4), The western part of this building was destro-
yed during the railway construction. The pottery belongs to the late phase of
the Assyrian Trading Colony Period. The thickness of the building’s walls
clearly show that it was something more than a private residence. Although
the western part is missing. we are convinced that the structure is related

to the defence system '’

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Ath Trench: We opened a T-shaped trench into a slightly sloped, ter-
race Lype plain on the western half of Yassidag, which is the mound’s most
suitable part for residence. The layout of the settlement as a whole could be
ascertained from here. As wall fragments of smali, unworked stones began to
appear about 5-15 cm. below the surface, the trench was developed into a
square of 15 x 15 m. It gradually became apparent that the wall fragments
were part of a large building with a regular plan. The average thickness of the
walls is 50 cm; the building is composed of a large hall, 910 m in dimension,
and of secondary rooms with access to it (Plan 4; Sq. H-I/11-12). The buil-
ding is laid out northeast-southwest: the western walls have disappeared th-
rough erosion. The southeastern corner of the large room in Square H /12 is pa-
ved with stone, while the rest of the floor is stamped carth. The foundation sto-
nes under some of the walls are large and deeply imbedded (PLIV,2; V-VI,1-2)
in order to reinforce the weaker parts of the filling. The inner and outer faces of
the walls are made of fairly smooth stones and the cores of the walls are fillod
in with loosely packed rubble. For all Yassidag buildings the material used
for mortar and plaster is mud. It is apparent that construction was done
accordaing to a regular plan with walls that mect at right angles. Judging
from the dimension of the hall and the order of the secondary rooms we are
faced with an important building. It also shows that at that age Yassidag was
capable of posessing important buildings with many rooms, which agrees with
the condition of Kaletepe at Kululu'? In-situ pottery and metal objects appe-
ared in the south-western corner of the great hall and especially in front

of the north wall.

The floor of the hall was completely removed to develop the excavation.
The stone foundations reached a depth of 55 em and were built upon a depo-
sit of reddish and erushed mud-bricks mixed with ashes. It appeared that the
deposit belonged to a building composed of small rooms with thin walls (35~
40 em.) The walls of this second building level are made of mainly mud-bricks
with very few stones. The walls and the floor are plastered. Fragments of
pottery and whorls were abundant. The paving of the long room in the south is
partly plastered as well (Sq. H/ 12). There are two buildings here side by side,
one of which faces south and the other north. Apparently beth have small
rooms. The continuation of these buildings to the north and south are under

the Ist Buiding Level for the present and stand unexamined. According to

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the small finds and peculiarities of construction, the two building levels in this

trench have similarities to the ones in the Ist trench.

The southwestern part of this building level was, left intact; the work
in depth was carried out in the northeastern region. On reaching the lower
end of the foundations in the 2nd Building Level we came across broken
walls and a deposit composed of stones dispersed and scattered about. These
remains indicate the extent of the destruction that happened in this level
(PL VIII, 1-2; Plan. 4, Sq. H/12). A stamp seal (PL X, 4) was discovered in
the upper part of the rubble; the deeper parts revealed fragments of painted
Iron Age pottery (PL X,1-3; Fig.31-33). Some of the wall remains which
appear to belong to the 3rd building Level are set upon living rock (Pl. VIL,2).
At all trenches the living rock was reached and the composition of Yassidag

as a settlement was established {rom the east to the western end.

5th Trench : (Pl. VIIL, 1-2; Plan. 5) The excavation aimed to investigate
the mud-brick remains which the rain and flood revealed at the southern slopes
of Yassidag; the result was the discovery of important walls. As research went
on, a massive wall reaching 25 m. in length and in some parts 1 m. in thickness
was revealed. The northern face of the wall which overlooks the city is re-
inforced with a supporting projection 90 ¢m. x 2 m. in size, apparently a turret.
The wall forms two right—angled bends in square R /16, by means of which it
turns south and continues to the west. The deep trenches formed by the floods
have cut away the wall at both ends. Mud-brick walls, again built on stone
foundations, join to the main wall in right angles and form rooms. The foun-
dation remains in the large room show that a second wall in the south closed
the rooms (Pl. VIIIL, 2; right side). The entire wall was built on the edge of
the slope which caused it to be badly damaged by and generally disappear
through erosion. This building fragment is obviously part of the defence sys-
tem as are the remains in the 3rd trench. The zigzag shape of the main wall
is due to its adherence to the natural contours of the hill. The floor of the
large room did not yield any in-situ objects. As the deposit mixed with crumb-
ling earth from the upper part the city was cleaned up from the north side of
the wall, pottery fragments of the Assyrian Trading Colony Period and the
Iron Age appeared together in the debris, which also contained a bronze

arrowhead. (PL. IX, 2).

The excavations in five different trenches established that Yassidad
contains three distinct cultures represented by four building levels (1st to

4th building level) from the surface down.
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THE FINDS:
Finds From The 4th Building Level:

The finds from the 4th building level, the oldest one revealed by the
excavations, were discovered mainly in the 3rd and partly at the 5th trenches.

The finds are grouped in two categories: A. Pottery, B. Metal objects.

A. Pottery: All are wheel-made. The paste is mainly buff in colour,
and examples of brick-red varicty are very rare. It is moderately fine and is
mixed with grains of sand and limestone. With one exception all sherds are
very wellfired. The very thin, paint-wash type slipping is used extensively; this
is a technique that was widely used in Level Ih of the Karum of Kanis. The
slipping is buff, brick-red, red, wine-red or brown in colour and is so fine that
the colour of the paste itself shows through. However, there are specimens of
the heavily slipped, brightly polished type as well. We also came across the
type of slip mixed with bright particles of mica, a peculiarity of the late phase

of the Assyrian Trading Colony Age '

The pottery from the 4th Building Level in Yassidag is represented by

the following forms:

f. Pitchers (I'igs, 25-26, a-b):

Fig .25 . Pitcher with rounded orifice. Simple rim. Greenish—cream slipped.

Brightly polished. Oval-sectioned handle linked to below the rim.

26,a-b . Trefoil-orificad pitcher. Greyish-buff slipped. Wet-smoothed.

Specimen of the tall, wide necked type of pitcher.

All of the described pottery are sherds and were found on ihe floor in the
3rd trench, where a lidded storage—vessel with a missing bottom (see Fig.
27; PL IX, 1) was also discovered. The storage vessel is a coarse pot with
thick walls, made of buff coloured paste. The upper body and the inner side
of the rim are paint-washed in brown. Judging from the remaining part, the
lower body appears to have been left paste coloured. Four oval-sectioned,
vertical handles, equidistant from each other, link the shoulder to the widest

part of the body. There is also a single, irregular fluting on the shoulder.

This vessel and the rest of the sherds have the characteristics of Level
Ib of the Karum of Kanis. We can observe this in the arrangement of the
handles on the “storage—vessel”, as well as in the kind of slip mixed
with mica particles and the extensive use of paint—wash. However, compared
to Kiiltepe pottery, these specimens are provincial and second rate in qua-
lity. They reflect the local characteristics of asmall settlement, Yassidag,

in a late phase of the Assyrian Trading Colony Age.

Three painted specimens stand apart from the monochrome pottery of
this age although they are products of the same kind of pottery workmanship
(Figs. 28-30). The first one is buff slipped, polished and ornamented with
painted bands light red in colour. The two other specimens have purplish-
red bands painted on a base of cream slipping. Although we have not been
able to discover exact parallels so far, the closest examples are the pottery
group found mainly in Level Ib of the Karum of Kanis, on which straight

bands are randomly painted with diluted paint—wash'®.

This building level was found to be the Ist level in the Ist trench and the
2nd level in the 4th trench. The finds are grouped as: A. Pottery, B.
Animal Statuettes, C. Bone objects, D. Spindle— whorls.

This fragment was discovered in the 4 th trench and among the 2 nd level
pottery. Due to its technique it is included into the type called “West slope

pottery”, found in Alisar and studied by Frederick 0. Waagé. Although

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lary. The body decorated with concentric circles of
shallow flutings. (PL. X11,2).

The parallels of this flask were found in the Hellenistic level of Kiiltepe
and Alisar®.

Another flask, discovered in fragments, is of a different technique. It
is made of faience.

Fig .44.. White paste. Covered with blue glaze with shade varying between
blue—white and dark blue. Thick walls. Rounded orifice, slightly
thickened on the outside. The handle links the shoulder to the
base of the neck.

We are convinced that this fragment is an imported object. As it is well
known, faience flasks are a highly popular type of pottery at centers such
as Nimrud and Babylon during the Hellenistic Age. The glazed pottery is
especially abundant in levels 4 to 2 in Hellenistic Nimrud. The beginning
dates for these levels are generally accepted to be 180 B.C. for the 4 th buil-
ding level and 145 B.C. for the 2nd building level®.

c. Amphora :

Yd.73.10 H.34 em. Brick-red paste. Thick cream slipped. Very well polished.
W.33 em. Flaring rim. Long, cylindrical neck. Rounded, bloated
body. Flat base with marked edges. The band-shaped
double handle links the upper neck to the shoulder. The
shoulder space between the neck and the widest pait of
the body is decorated with groups of horizontal and ver-
tical lines and zigzag bands, composed of rows of dots
and straight lines, done with a pointed tool (PL
XTIIT).

While this amphora is parallel to the two handled specimen found in Hel-
lenistic Nimrud?® with respect to its colour and ornamentation technique. its
neck and bloated body reminds us of the “Galatian” type amhora found
in the Temple area at Bogazkoy™. The body shape and the parallels of the
Yassidag amphora reflect a local type of the form.

in Alisar® vesembles the Yassidag objects.
Conclusion

The Yassidag excavation was done in five interrelated trenches and
revealed three cultural levels represented by architectural remains and small
objects.

Level I: Apeared in the 3rd and 5th trenches as the fourth architectural
level and is represented by the building remains of the defence system. This
period is contemporary with the late phase of the Assyrian Trading Coiony
Age which is made especially clear through the weapon types found on the
floor in the 3rd trench. This mountain city is an example of scttlements that
developed in places other than mounds when, in addition to the feasibility
of strong fortification, the location dominated fertile land and main routes.

In this respect Yassidag is rather similar to Egrikoy.

Level IT: This period is dated through the wall remains and pottery
representing the 5th building level in the 3rd trench and is an “Iron Age”
level (the last quarter of the VIII. century B.C. and the first quarter of the
VIIL. century B.C.). The remains show that Yassidaj and Sultanham Hoyiik
were settled during the same period. As Tahsin (“)zgii(; noted™, the public and
private buildings of Kululu, a very important mountain city, were eatircly
destroyed during this period and even the foundations were removed by a
later population. The Kiiltepe buildings of the same period are also highly
damaged™, though not so effectively as in Kululu. The condition of Yassidag
is more like Kululu. The sirong foundations of the Hellenistic period have
destroyed the Tron Age buildings set on the rock. The excavations so far show
that the best preserved mountain city is Golliidag.

Level IIT: This cultural level is represented by the Ist building level in
the 2nd trench and by the 2nd and Ist building levels in the 3rd trench. The
2nd building level is the earlier one and yielded the parallels of the pottery
published by F. Jones as “Hellenistic glazed pottery” and dated from the
3rd century B.C. to the middle of the 2nd century B.C.: there also were the
parallels of the “Hellenistic Pergamenc™ pottery dated from the middle of

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the 2nd century B.C. to the midde of the Ist century B.C.. The building

level is accordingly dated.

The first building level is from a later phase of the Hellenistic Age and
is represented by architectural remains of a regular plan in the 4 th trench and
by the small objects found in-situ on the floor. A fragment of an imported flask
with blue glazing reminds us of the fragments of flask with blue glazing, repor-
ted in the 2-4th building levels of Nimrud (of Hellenistic date) which are
believed to have begun in 180 B.C. and 145 B.C. respectively®. Together with
the flask fragment, there were also bowls formed with a “Megarian bowl”
type mould: the closest parallels of these were found in Kululu and were
dated by F. Jones to the carly phase of “Roman Pergamene” (begining around
the middle of the 1st century B.C.). Accordingly, we think that the Ist
building level of Yassidag belongs to the period between the second half of
the 2nd century B.C. and the first half of the Ist century B.C.

Although knowledge on Hellenistic pottery in Central Anatolia is not
extensive, we can consider ourselves fairly advanced beyond the writings of
0. Waagé on Alisar pottery®. The new finds from the excavations at Kiil-
tepe,’” Topakl,* Tepebaglari®, Kululu and Sultanhani Héyiik are capable of

widening our knowledge on Hellenistic pottery in the inner regions of Anatolia.

The two Byzantine tombs found in the 2nd trench are of a distinctly
later period. A bronze coin found near the surface soil belongs to the age of
Constantine X (1059-1067 A.D.).

The surface pottery of YassidaZ also contained some examples of the
Early Bronze Age: however there were no building levels or other traces of

this period.
