Bademagaci Hoyiigii kazilarinin 10. dénem ¢alismalar: 30 Temmuz / 20
Eylil 20021, 11. donem calismalar1 da 1 Agustos / 8 Eyliil 2003 tarihleri ara-
sinda siirdiiriildii 2. Her iki kazi doneminde, hoyiigin kuzey yarisindaki ‘A
Ac¢masr’min kuzey ve giineydogu kesimlerinde ¢alisilarak, Erken Neolitik Cag
(ENC) ve Ilk Tung Cag1 (ITC) yerlesmeleri Uzerindeki arastirmalar gelisti-

Antalya il Ozel idaresi, kaz1 alaninin etrafinin telérgii ile ¢evrilmesi, kazilmis olan
yapilarin yagmur-kar vb. dogal etkenlerden korunmas: icin plastik (naylon) ortilerle kapatil-
mast ve kazilarda kullanilacak bazi arag-gerecin satin alinmasi gibi 6nemli harcamalara olanak
sagladi. Istanbul Menkul Kiymetler Borsas (IMKB), kazievimizin baz1 ihtiyaclarini temin etti.
ULUSOQY Otobiis Isletmesi, kaziya katilan 6grencilerin Antalya-Istanbul gidis-d6niis otobis bilet-
lerini, Petrol Ofisi’de kaz1 araclarimizin benzin ihtiyaclarimin bir bolimiini karsiladi.

Kazinin harcamalari, énceki kazi donemlerinde oldugu gibi,
Kiiltiir Varhiklar ve Miizeler Genel Midirligi, I.U. Rektorligi Arastirma Fonu Baskanhg
(Proje no.5/27082002), DOSIM Merkez Mudiirligi ve Tirk Tarih Kurumu Baskanhigi’nin sag -
ladig1 6deneklerden yapildi. ULUSOY Otobis [sletmesi kaziya kaulan 6grencilerin kaziya gidis-
déniis otobiis biletlerini temin etti; Ttrkiye Seyahat Acentalar: Birligi (TURSAB) Baskanhgi'nin
ayirdign 6denekle kazi araglarimizin benzin ihtiyaclarinin bir bolimii karsilandi.

Kaziya katlan ve 6zveriyle gorev yapan 6grencilerimize, kazi resimlerini ¢eken Seldhattin
Dereli’ye, Kazi sonrasi [stanbul’da kiigiik buluntularla mimari ¢izimleri yapan Arkeolog Sinem
Ustiin’e, ayirdiklari 6deneklerle kazilarin gerceklesmesini saglayan kurumlarin degerli yonetici-
lerine tesekkiirler bor¢luyuz. Bu arada kazimiza yakin ilgi gosteren ve onemli o6denek tahsisini
saglayan, Antalya Valisi Sayin Ertugrul Dokuzoglu’na ve kazinin atik topraginin uzaklagtirilmasi
isi icin her iki kaz1 mevsiminde de Belediye araglarini kullanmamiza olanak saglayan Badema-
gac1 Beldesi Belediye Bagkam Sayin Mustafa Yildiz'a ve belediyesinin [tfaiye arac1 ile kazi1 yerinin
havadan fotograflarinin ¢ekilmesine izin veren, komsumuz Dagbeli Beldesi Belediye Baskan
Sayin Ali Gokay’a, kaz1 ekibi olarak igten tesekkiirlerimizi sunarz.
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rildi (Lev.1/2) % Bu ¢alismalarin yani sira, héytigun ortalarindaki en yuksek
kesimde bulunan ‘Kilise’ ile A A¢mas: birlestirilmis, ayrica kuzeybauda ol-
dukca genis bir alanin karisik tist birikimi de kaldirilarak, ENC yerlesmeleri-
nin diizlemine inilmistir. A Acmas1 2003 sonunda, hoyigiin kuzeydogu ke-
simini tiimiyle icine alacak sekilde -hoytik yiizeyinin- }4’lik bolimi, yak.
4.000 m?2 genislemistir.

Tabakalasma durumu ile ilgili gelismeler

Bademagaci’min tabakalasma durumunun saptanmasi, bir baska anla-
umla héyigin olusumunun aciklanmas: konusunda, kazinin ilk yilindan
baslayarak 6nemli bazi sorunlarla karsilasilmisti. Bu nedenle, héytugun kiil-
tirel siradiizeni (stratigrafisi) hakkinda ‘4. Kazi Dénemi’ sonuna kadar kesin
konusmaktan kaginmus, hatta “ ... héyigiin dogru ve degismeyecek tabaka-
lasma tablosunun, ancak gclecekte ¢ikacagi séylenebilir” demistik (Duru
1998:710 vdd). Aym1 dogrultuda olmak tizere, ileride bu konuda baz degisik-
likler / diizeltmeler yapilmasinin giindeme gelmesi halinde, fazla sikintiya
dismemek icin, “.. héyiiklerin tabakalasmasi icin genellikle kabul goren,
tim héyiik icin, biribirini izleyen kiiltir dénemlerini ayirmadan yapilan sii-
rekli bir numaralamaya, Bademagaci’nda gitmedigimizi”, bunun yerine “...
Erken Neolitik Cag yerlesmelerinin, Ge¢ Neolitik Cag (GNC) - Erken Kalko-
litik Cag (EKC) yerlesmelerinden kalinca bir ytkint molozu ile ayrilmasin-
dan ve ayrica ENC ile GNC-EKC arasinda bir zaman boslugu oldugunun an-
lasilmasindan étiirti, bu farkli dénemlerin yerlesme katlarini ayr1 ayri isim-
lendirdik. ITC yerlesmelerini de, yine kendi arasinda isimlendirdik ", sek-
linde bir aciklama yapmistik (a.y.). 11. dénem sonunda, bugtin de bu konu-
larda ¢ok kesin saptamalar yapabilecek durumda olmadigimzi itiraf ediyo-
ruz; héyiigin olusumu, mevcut olan yerlesmelerin karsilikli konumlarindaki

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ozellikler yhziinden, tabakalasma ve kiltiirel siralanma konularinda hala
6nemli bazi sorunlar ve karisikliklar, bir oranda devam etmektedir.

Son dort kaz1 doneminde alinan sonuglara gore, daha énceki raporlar-
daki tabakalasma onerilerimizde 6nemli bazi degisikliklerin yapilmasi, hatta
hoylikte varlign daha 6nce bilinmeyen yeni kiiltiir evrelerinin, érnegin Hiris-
tiyanlik Dénemi (HD) ile Orta Tun¢ Cagi’'nin (OTC) stratigrafik sisteme ek-
lenmesi gerekmisti. Zira 1999 yilinda A A¢masi’nin gineyinde bir ‘Kilise’
agiga c¢ikarulmis, bu yapi ile A A¢masi’nin giiney kenari arasindaki alanda
yapilan kazilarda da, OTC’ye ait oldugu anlasilan mimari kalintilar bulun-
mustu (Duru 2003:562 vd.).

Bu gelismelere paralel olarak, ¢zellikle son yillarda, tabakalasma konusu
ile degisik donem yerlesmelerinin karsihikli konumlar1 hakkinda da agik-
lanmasi son derecede gii¢ olan bazi durumlarla karsilasildi. iTC Mimarhgr’
kisminda da deginilecegi uizere, kazilarda alinan sonuclara gore, hoyigin
kuzeybat kesiminde ITC siiresince hig yerlesilmedigi, Lev.35’te gorilen
‘Megaronumsu’ planlh yapilarin, yarlesmenin sadece dogu kenari boyunca
bulundugu gibi bir durum ortaya ¢ikti. Buna ek olarak, daha 6nceki kaz
dénemlerinde varlhigi 6grenilen ‘Yamag Tas Dosemesi’nin (glacis) de kuzey-
bauda kazilan alanda olmadig: géruldii. Halbuki son yillara kadar bizde olu-
san kani, ITC yerlesmesinin ve yamagtaki tas désemenin tim hoyugu ¢epe-
cevre sardig: seklinde idi. Bu durum karsisinda, ITC kasabasinin yerlesim
planinin geneli hakkinda herhangi bir 6neri yapmak, bugiin aruk pek kolay
degildir. ‘Yamag¢ Dosemesi’ ile ITC yapilarinin bati yamagta bulunmamasinin
nedeni, umuyoruz gelecekte bu kesimde genis alanlarin kazilmasi ile agik-
higa kavusacakur.

A A¢masi’nin giineydogu kesiminde, C-D/IV plankarelerinde yapilan
- ¢alismalarda karsilasilan durum da bir hayli kansikur. Bu kesimde ENC ile
GNC - EKC ve ITC kiltiir kahmtlarinin yer yer birbirine karisugi ve Irg yer-
lesmelerinin basladigi zamanda, hoytik topografyasinin bugtne oranla bir
hayli farkli olduguna isaret eden bazi kanitlar vardir (Lev.5). Ornegin ENC-
‘nin 3. yap1 kaunin 5 numarali evinin giineyindeki yeni bir derinlik agma-
sinda (2. Derinlik Acmasi - 2. DA - Lev.3/2), ENC’ye ait herhangi bir yapi
veya taban izine rastlanmams, hatta bu evin tabanindan daha asagidaki de-
rinliklerde, ENC’ye ait az sayida ¢anak ¢émlek (¢¢) yaninda, iTC’ye ait bir
hayli ¢¢ ile, bazi maden eserler ele ge¢mistir. 2. DA’nin kesitlerindeki yanik
izleri, bu enlemdeki ENC yerlesmelerinin sert bir egimle, dogu ve giineye
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dogru derinlestigine isaret etmektedir. Baska bir anlatimla, bu kesimde ENC
yerlesmelerinin erken evrelerinin giiney sinirina gelinmis, yani ‘Ana Toprak’
tzerinde olusmaya baslamis olan ilk yerlesim yukseltisi -hdytik-, burada bit-
mistir. Bu en eski yerlesmelerin ilk bes yap: kau, ‘Erken Neolitik Cag I (ENC
I)’ olarak isimlendirildi (ENC I / 9 -5 yap1 katlar).

Ik yerlesim déneminin bitiminden kisa bir siire sonra, ENC yasam sii-
reminin daha ileri evrelerinde, héytiklesmenin basladig: alanin dogusunda,
yeniden yerlesildigi ve bu gorece ge¢ dénemin evlerinin, ENC I'in yikilmis
yapilarinin kalintilarinin tizerinden, kuzey ve bauya dogru ilerlemis oldular:
anlasilmaktadir. Yeni yerlesmelerde -Erken Neolitik Cag II - (ENC II), eski-
sinden farkli olarak evlerin duvarlarinin kerpicle érildigi, bu arada bazen
de tas temel uygulamasinin basladigi gorilmiistir (ENCII / 4 B - 1 yapr kat-
lar1). Dogu yamagta izlenen, tek sira taslarla yapilmis baz1 temeller -Izgara
Temeller- ve bunlarin ¢evresinde yer alan tas temelli diger yapilar da ENC
Il’e aittr (Lev.8/1;10/1,2).

Hoéytukte ENC I'de baslayan yeni yerlesim strecinin giderek degisik
6zellikler kazandigi, mimari uygulama olarak, yukarida belirttigimiz gibi, ba-
zen evlerin tas temelli yapildig1 gorilmektedir. Mimarliktaki gelismelere pa-
ralel olarak, keramik yapiminda da bazi farkhlasmalar saptandig igin, kazila-
rin basladig ilk yillardan itibaren, neolitik’in bu son yerlesmeleri ‘Ge¢ Ne-
olitik’ olarak isimlendirilmisti. Genellikle hoyigun orta kisminda izlenen ve
kac¢ yap1 kau halinde oldugunu hala kesin sekilde bilemedigimiz GNC yer-
lesmelerinin oldukga uzun siirdiigii ve Erken Kalkolitik Gag’in iclerine kadar
gelismelerin devam ettigi anlagilmaktadir.

Bu saptamalar sonucunda, énceki yillik raporlarimizda ITC’in 4 ve iTC
5 yapt katlan olarak tanimlanan yerlesmelerin (Duru 1998:716 vdd.;Duru
2000:195 vdd.;Duru 2001:587 vd.;Duru 2003:561 vd.), iTC’ye degil, daha er-
ken dénemlere, GNC’ye ait olmalarinin gerekecegi gindeme gelmistir. Esa-
sen baslangi¢tan beri, s6z konusu bu iki yapt kaunin tanimlanmasi ve isim-
lendirilmesi konusunda ciddi sikinularimiz vardi. ITG II / 8 yap1 kaunin ev-
lerinden birinin (1 numarah yap1) ante temellerinin alunda 4 ve 5 numarali
yapilarinin temelleri devam ediyor ve megaron planh bu yapinin temelleri
ile iligkili gibi gértiniyordu (Lev.10/2). Ancak sozii edilen iki yerlesmenin
yapilarinin duvarlari, ITG II / 8’iin genellikle 30-40 cm. kalinliktaki temelle-
rinden ¢ok daha kalindi -yak. 1 m.-. Bu kahin duvarh yapilarin planlar ve ka-
pilarinda gézlemlenen bazi yapim ézellikleri de, ITG IT / 3 ve 2 yapi katlan
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ile degil, Burdur Bolgesi’nin kuzey kesimlerindeki GNG yerlesmeleri yapila-
rindaki uygulamalarla benzerlikler gosteriyordu (bk. Bazi degerlendirme-
ler). Butiin bunlara paralel olarak, konu ettigimiz yapilarin taban diizlemle-
rinde, ‘kil sapan taneleri’ ve ‘kemik spatiilalar’ gibi, sadece Neolitik’e 6zgu
buluntularin ele gecmesi, bu yapilarin ITC’ye ait olamayacagini diigtindiirii-
yor, ancak diger yandan bu iki yapinin tabanlarinin ¢ok altinda bile ITG nin
tipik ¢¢’si ele geciyordu. Butin bu kanigikhiklarin ayirdinda olmamiza karsin,
ozellikle temeller arasindaki iligkiler ile yapilarin tabanlarinin ¢ok alundaki
diizlemlerde ITC buluntularinin ele gec¢mesine dayanarak, meslektagim
G.Umurtak’la uzun tartismalardan sonra, bu yarlesmelerin ITC nin erken
dénemlerine ait olmas: gerektigi, Neolitik buluntularin agiklanmas zor se-
kilde, ge¢ donemlerin yikinus: i¢ine karismis oldugu kararina varilmisti. An-
cak bugtin, 6zellikle 2. DA’daki gelismeler, yani erken dénemlerde héytik
topografyasinda kapsamh karisikliklarin oldugunun tespit edilmesiyle, ITC 4
ve ITC 5 olarak isimlendirdigimiz yerlesmelerinin ITC’den bir hayli erken
déneme, GNC’ye ait olmasi gerektigi sonucuna varildi. Dolayisiyla bu iki
mimari evre bundan sonra aruk GNC’nin iki ayr yerlesmesi, GNC 1 ve GNC
2 yap1 katlan olarak tanimlanacakur (Lev.10/1,2;51/1).

Yukarida vurgulanan karmasik olusumlarin degerlendirilmesinden
sonra, tabakalasma ve kultirel siirecin siralanmasinin soyle oldugunu dusti-
nuyoruz: ENC yerlesmeleri, biiyiik olasilikla ‘Ana Toprak’ izerinde baglayan
9. kattan 1. kat’a kadar kesintisiz devam eden bir yerlesim streci degildir.
Tam tersine ilk bes yerlesme kaundaki (ENC I / 9 - 5) dayaniksiz yap: mal-
zemesi agirhikl basit kuliibelerden, son yedi yap: kaunda (ENCII / 4 B, 4 A,
4,3 A, 3-1) saglam kerpi¢ duvarli evlere ge¢ilmistir. Bu mimari gelismenin
héyige gelen yeni bir halkla iliskili olup olmadig1 hakkinda kesin konusmak
miimkiin degildir.

GNC ve EKC yerlesmelerinin hoytigiin orta ve dogu kesimlerinde yo-
gunlastigy gibi bir gérinim vardir (Lev.10/1). Bu dénem yerlesmelerinin
yukarida yeniden degerlendigini belirttigimiz iki yap1 kau ile (GNG 2 ve
GNC 1), héytagiin ortalarinda 1993 kazi déneminde saptanan bazi tas temelli
yapilar1 disinda (Duru 1997 a:788 vd.;Duru 1997 b:151 vdd.;Lev.4/1,2), diger
yapilarini tammmadigimiz i¢in, GNC-EKC dénemlerinin kag¢ bagimsiz mimari
kat halinde oldugunu s6yleyebilmek, 11. kazi ddSnemi sonunda bile mimkiin
olamamustr.
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GNC - EKC’nin yikihisindan, ITC ortalarina kadar da hoytikte neler ol-
dugu tam olarak bilinmemektedir. A A¢masi’nin giineydogusunda, son yil-
larda baz1 Ge¢ Kalkolitik ¢¢’sinin ele gectigine bakilirsa, EKC ile ITC II ara-
sindaki zaman icinde, gelip gecici oldugu soéylenebilecek bazi yerlesmelerin
var oldugu distinilebilir.

MO yaklagik 2300’lerde hoyukte tekrar yerlesilmeye baslanirken, C-D/IV
plankarelerinde derin bir ¢gukurun oldugu ve buranin bir ‘¢co6p ¢ukuru’ gibi
kullanilarak dolduruldugu, bu nedenle ENC II / 3 yapilarinin oldugu - 5.70
m. derinliklere kadar, ge¢ donemlerin malzemesinin indigi anlasilmaktadir.
Kazilar sirasinda sasirtuci sekilde, GNC, hatta ENC evlerinin taban duiizlemle-

rinin alunda dahi iTC malzemesinin bulunmasimin aciklamas: ancak bu se-
kilde olmahdar.

Bademagaci Hoyugi’nin Kiltiirel Siradiizeni
ve Tabakalasma durumu

Kazilarin bugtin geldigi asamada yapilan degerlendirmeler sonunda,

Bademagaci’'ndaki yerlesimlerin siralamasi / tabakalasma durumunun di-
zeltilerek yeniden diizenlenmesi ile sdyle bir tablo ortaya ¢ikmaktadir:

ENC’nin en eski yerlesme déneminin (ENC 1) arasunldigr C/5-111/5
plankaresindeki 1. Derinlik A¢masi (1. DA), kuzeye dogru 3 m. kadar uza-
uldi (Lev.3/1). Bu agmada énceki yillarda saptanan ENC 1 / 9 ve 8 yapi kat-
larinin, biraz daha genis alanlarda incelenmesine cahsildi; ancak 9. yapi ka-
tina ait herhangi bir mimarhik kalinusi ele gecmedi. Bu ilk yerlesme, sadece
keramigi ile temsil edilmektedir.

Hoyugiin gercek anlamda en eski yerlesmesinin mimarlik kalintularinin
saptandigi ENC I / 8 yap1 kaundaki ‘kire¢ harcl’ sert tabanin (Duru
2003:553;Lev.5/1,2) kuzeye dogru nasil gelistiginin yeni ac¢ilan alanlarda iz-
lenebilecegi umuldugu halde, s6z konusu tabanin kuzeye daha fazla devam
etmedigi anlasildi (Lev.4/1)". Kirecli tabanin cevresinde yapilan ayrinul
arastirmalara karsm tabanin ait olmasi gercken yapinin herhangi bir kalinu-
sina rastlamlmadi. Onceki raporlarda da belirtildigi gibi (Duru 2003:553), 8.
yerlesmenin evlerinin duvarlarinda ‘tas’, ya da ‘kerpi¢’in kullanilmadig: ke-
sin gibidir. Biyiik olasilikla bu yerlesmelerde ¢ wattle and daub’ yontemiyle
yapilmis kuliibeler / evler s6z konusudur ve bu nedenle mimarhiga ait kalinu
bulunmamis olmahdir.

ENC1I /7 -5 yerlesmelerinin mimari durumlar hakkinda bilgi verecek
kalinular, son iki senenin ¢alismalan sirasinda da ele gecmedi. Bu bakimdan
bu ti¢ yapr kaunin birbirinden ayrilmasi, ancak taban izleri ve ¢¢ buluntula-
rindan yararlanilarak yapilabilmistir.

Héyugiin ortalarindaki 1. DA’y1 genisletmek zor oldugundan ve daha da
onemlisi, hemen yakinlarinda ¢ok iyi durumda ortaya ¢ikartulmis olan ENC
evlerini bozmamak i¢in, derin tabakalar bir baska alanda daha arastirmak
tzere, A A¢cmasi’nin giineyinde, D/3, 2 - IV/1 plankarelerinde 16 x 10 m.
boyutundaki yeni bir agmada (2. DA) kazilara 2002 yilinda basland1 ve
2003’de devam edildi (Lev.3/2;5). 5.70 m. derinliklerdeki ENCII / 3in 5
numarall evinin taban diizleminden baslaulan bu yeni a¢mada - 7 m.’ye,
yani 1. DA’daki ENC I / 7 yap1 kaunin diizlemine kadar inildi. Calismalar si1-
rasinda, tst duze}lerde (-6.00/6.75 m.’lerde) hic beklenmeyecek sekilde, ol-
dukca ¢ok sayida ITC I’nin tipik ¢¢’si ile bir iki ‘tung igne’ye ve bunlarla
birlikte, ENC’nin ¢¢ ve kemik esyasina rastlandi. Genis bir alanda 2.50 m. ka-

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ENC II déneminde ‘kerpi¢’in yapt malzemesi olarak kullanilmasinin
baslanmasi nedeniyle, mimari 6zellikler ¢ok daha iyi anlagilir duruma gel-
mistir. Bu dénemin en erken yap:1 kau ENC II / 4 B’yi temsil eden bir ev
(Lev.4/1), daha onceki ¢aliyma mevsimlerinde kazilmisu (Lev.4/1;
a.y.:553;Lev.3). A¢manin bu kesiminde 4 B yerlesmesinin baska yapilannin
ortaya ¢ikartilmasi icin, 4 A evlerinin kaldirilmasi gerekecegi icin, daha genis
alanlarda bu derinliklere inilmedi.

ENC II / 4 A yapt kaunin 1 numarali evi daha énce acqilmist
(Lev.4/1;a.y.:554;Lev.3); 2002°de bu evrenin bir yapisi -2 numarah ev- daha
kazild1 (Lev.4/1,2;6/1). Saglam durumdaki bu son yapi, 5.90 x 3.80 m. 6l¢ii-
lerinde, hafif yamuk dikdértgen planhdir. 30-35 cm.’lik boyutlarinda kerpig-
lerle 6rili duvarlar1 30-40 cm yiikseklige kadar korunmus olan, tek odal bu
evin kapist dogu uzun duvarin ortalarina agilmistir. Kapinin kargisindaki du-
varin dibine de, bu dénemlerin aligilagelen uygulamasiyla, atnah planh bir
ocak - firin yerlestirilmistir. Evin tabani bastirilmis kildendir ve baz el de-
girmenleri disinda, ev icinde herhangi bir esya ele gecmemistir. Bu evin dar
bir gecitle ayrildigi, aym yerlesim evresinin diger evi arasinda, yapim yon-
temleri ve plan acisindan higbir fark olmamakla birlikte, kapilarinin birbiri
ile tam aksi yonde agilmus olmasi ilgingtir (Lev.4/1).

ENC II / 4 yerlesmesine ait iki yapi ile (1 ve 2 numarah evler - Lev.4/1),
ENGC II / 3 A yerlesmesinin tek yapisi disinda (Lev.5), son iki kazi mevsi-
minde, her iki yarlesmeye ait bagka bir yap1 kazilmamsur.

ENC II'nin, mimarisi en iyi izlenen yerlesimi olan ENG II / 3 yap1 kauna
ait, simdiye kadar sekiz yap: bulunmustur (Lev.5). Bunlardan 1’den 6’ya ka-
dar olan alt ev, daha eski kazi1 donemlerinde acilmis ve taniulmisti. Son iki
yilda, hoytigin kuzey ucundaki genislemeler sirasinda, 7. ve 8. evler ortaya
cikaruldi (Lev.6/1). 7 numaral yapi, daha énceki kazi dénemlerinde bir
cogu agilan, tipik bir ENC evidir (Lev.6/2). Kareye yaklasan tek odali evde
(6lciiler 5.45 x 4.70 m.), uzun duvara agilmus dis kap ve kapinin karsisindaki
duvar dibindeki firin - ocakla, dénemin bilinen ev plan1 aynen tekrarlanmis-
ur. Giineye bakan kapinin iki yan -séve- duvarlar kalinlastirilmis ve duvar ic-
lerine yariklar yapilmistr. Kapilardaki bu uygulama da, daha énce kazilmis
olan evlerde gozlenmisti (Duru 1998:715). Duvarlardaki bu yariklara kapi
kanadinin yerlestirildigi, belki de kapi kanadinin oldugu gibi yarik i¢ine iti-
lerek veya yaurilarak sokuldugu diisiintilebilir.
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Bu katun kazilmis olan 8 numarali evi, plan bakimindan baz: farkh 6zel-
liklere sahiptir (Lev.5;6/1;7/1,2). Distan Olctleri yak. 7 x 5 m. olan dikdért-
gen planl yapida gézlenen en belirgin farkhilik, iki odal olusudur. Kap: gt-
ney uzun duvara agilmistir. Kap1 kanadinin iki yanda duvar igine girdigine
isaret eden yariklar, bu evde de goriilmektedir. Kapinin acildig birinci oda-
nin 6l¢ist i¢ten ice 3.60 x 3.20 m.’dir. Kap1 karsisina gelen duvarin dibine
bir firin, kuzeybati kdseye de bir seki yapilmis, sekinin éniine, kenarlan kil-
den olan bir kutu yerlestirilmistir. Ikinci oda 2.40 x 2.20 m. Sl¢iisiindedir ve
birinci odadan, bir ara kap ile girilmektedir. Daha kiiglik olan bu oda i¢inde
tasinmaz esya bulunmamisur. Evin yapiminda dikdértgen bicimli 40-45 cm.
boyunda kerpigler kullanilmistur; duvarlarinin i¢ yiizlerinde kalin bir siva ta-
bakasi vardir ve sivanin bazi kisimlarinin koyu kirmizi boyali oldugu goérul-
mustar °.

ENGC II / 3’in s6z konusu 8. binasi, buiytik ihtimalle ani bir yangin so-
nucu yikildig i¢in, evde yasayanlardan bir kisminin maalesef yangin sira-
sinda 61diigl, odanin degisik yerlerinde, diizensiz durumda bulunmus iki ye-
tiskin, yedi tane de ¢ocuk iskeletinden anlasilmaktadir. Her iki odada, ¢ok
sayida tim Kap, irili ufakl tas keskiler, bir pismis topraktan miihiir, kemik
esya ve yuzlerce boncuk tanesi ele ge¢mistir (Lev.11/1). Bu boncuk taneleri
dizilerek kolye siralar1 olusturulmustur (Lev.21/1-3).

Héyugin gineydogu eteklerinde, son ti¢ yildir arastirmalarina devam
edilen, ENC II'ye ait oldugunu disiindigumiiz ‘Izgara Temeller’ ile, en dis
halkada varhig1 saptanan, yak. 1 m. kalinligindaki uzun bir duvarin duru-
munu aciklamak i¢in, son yillarda kazilar giineye dogru gelistirildi (Lev.
5;8/1). Gerek kalin uzun duvar, gerekse ‘Izgara Temeller’ giineye dogru bir
stire izlenmekle birlikte, bu kesimdeki ENC mimarhginin anlam ve nitelik-
leri hakkinda fazla bilgi edinilemedi. Duvarlarin gelismesine ve hoéytikle olan
konumuna bakilacak olursa, hem kalin duvar, hem de tek tash duvar siralan,
hoyugiin dis ¢izgisine uygun dogrultuda gelismektedir. Baska bir anlatimla,
bu duvarlar héyagun orta kesimlerinde kalan ENC II yerlesmelerinin etra-
fini ¢eviren, yerlesmenin en dis halkasindaki savunma amagh yapilmis duvar-
lar gibi gériinmektedir.

5 2001 kaz1 sezonunda bir ENG 2 evinin yikintsi arasinda bulunan boyali siva parcasi
(Duru 2003:555 vd.;Lev.10/2), Antalya Miizesi Uzmanlarindan, meslektasimiz Azize Yener tara-
findan temizlenmis ve ¢cok bozuk durumda olmasina ragmen, sivanin tizerinde koyu kirmizi
boya ile yapilmig tiggen siralarinin varhg: ortaya ¢ikmisur (Bk.Lev.9/1,2). Cok biiyiik sabir ve
ustalik isteyen bu isi basar ile tamamlayan Sayin Yener’e tesekkiirlerimi sunuyorum.

evin bausinda strdirilen ¢aliymalarda, GNC’nin kalin tas temelli yap: kalin-
ulari ile aymt dizlemde L seklinde gelisen kalin bir tas temele rastlanild:
(Lev.5;36/1,2). Bu duvarin etrafinda bazilari saglam durumda ENC kaplar1
(Lev.11/2 sag iist kose), obsidien ve cakmaktas: cekirdekler (Lev.20/1,2) ile
obsidien bir mizrak ucu (Lev.18/2;29/5) ele gecti. Bu duvar kuzey kesit al-
tina girdigi icin izlenemedi.

A Agmas’nin giineyindeki ‘Izgara Temeller’in izlenmesi sirasinda, ITG-
‘nin evlerinin alundaki moloz birikiminde bir hayli cok sayida olmak tizere,
degisik tirde ¢¢’ye rastlandi1 (Lev. 22/2). Bu tiir ¢¢, daha dnceki dénemlerde
de bu kesimdeki mimarhga bagh olmayan bir malzeme olarak bulunmus ve
bunlarin ENC II ¢¢’si ile ilgisiz, ge¢ donemlere ait olmalari gerektigi vurgu-
lanmistu (Duru 2001:587). S6zi1 edilen degisik ¢¢ malzeme, GNC / EKC’den
de geg bir déneme, olasilikla GKC’ye ait gibi gériinmektedir (bk. Comlekgi-
lik).

Hoyugun gineydogusundaki karisik gériiniim ve bu kesimde son yil-
larda acilan tas temellerle, dnceki kazi dénemlerinde acilmis olan tas temelli
yapilar ve biitiin bu yapilarla aymi dénemlere ait kerpic duvarh evler arasinda
gozlenen iliskileri ve bazi farkhiliklar1 aciklamak, itiraf edelim ki simdilik pek
kolay degildir.

Mezarlar

ENC I/ 6 ve 5 yap1 katlarinin yikinusi icinde, ‘hocker’ konumunda yati-
rilmis yetiskin insanlara ait, iki basit, topraga gémii bulundu (Lev.8/2). ENC
Il / 3’in 8. evi icinde de, yanmis durumda dokuz iskelete rastland. Ay
evin kapisinin hemen disinda, hocker durumunda yatirilmis bir iskelet daha
ele gecti. ENC’nin bu geg yerlesim evrelerine ait bazi baska bebek veya ¢ocuk
gomiilerine de rastlanmis olmakla birlikte, cok bozuk durumdaki bu
mezarlarda, dlenlerin topraga verilme pozisyonlarini anlamak miimkiin
olamamstr.

Comlekgilik
ENCT / 9 ve 8. yap1 katlarinda, son iki yilda nispeten daha genis alanlar
arasurildig: halde, ¢¢ buluntularinda ok fazla arus olmadi. Ele gegen ¢¢’nin
hemen hepsi, kaplarin karin kisimlarina ait parcalar oldugundan, Badema-
gac’nin bu en erken yerlesmelerinde oturmus olan insanlarin kullandiklar
kaplarin bicimleri hakkinda hemen hic bilgi edinilemedi. Ancak genelde
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koyu gri hamurlu, ince kenarl, iyi pisirilmis ve ytzeyleri oldukga iyi sekilde
diizeltilmis -kismen ackilanmis da denebilir- parcalarin, genis karinh kiigiik
/ orta boy ¢comleklere ait oldugu anlagilmaktadir (Duru 2003:558).

ENC 1/ 7 -5 yap: katlarinin ¢¢’si, bu yerlesmelerin daha énceki yillarda
bulunmus malzemesinden farkh degildir (Duru 2000:193 vd.; Duru
2001:586). Ele gegen ¢ icinde, dudak tusti diiz biten bir hayli parca vardur.
7. katta bulunan bir sepet kulp parcasi ile (Lev.27/2), ENCI / 5’den gelen,
acilan diiz kenarh sig bir ¢anak (Lev.12/3;23/2), bu yerlesmenin keramik
yapim tekniklerinin ve bicim repertuvarlarinin bir hayli geliskin diizeyde ol-
dugunu goéstermesi bakimindan énemlidir.

ENC II / 4 B’de pek az ¢¢ ele gecti. Parcalar genelde énceki kaz1 mev-
simlerinde bulunan ENC’nin daha yeni katlarinin 6zgiin ¢¢’sinden farkh de-
gildir (Duru 2000:194).

ENC II / 3 katinda, daha énceki kazi mevsimlerinde oldugu gibi, ¢ok sa-
yida tim kap bulundu (Lev.11/2;12/2,4,5;18/1,2;14/1,2;15/1;23/1,3-
5;24/1-3;25/1,2;26/1,2;27/1). Bu yerlesmenin keramigi genel olarak, ol-
dukca gelismis bir yapim teknigi ile belli bicimlerin agirhikta oldugu, mono-
ton bir ¢izgi izlemektedir. Kaplar ¢cogu kez kirmizi, soluk kirmizi ve bej’e ka-
¢an kirmizims1 hamurludur; ¢ogunlukla elde basarili sekilde bicimlendiril-
mislerdir. Kap kenarlan ince ve yuzeyler dizgiindiir. Ackilama genellikle
lyidir ve sert pisirilmislerdir. En ¢ok rastlanan kaplar, diiz dudakl kaselerle,
s1g ve derin ¢anaklardir. Ayrica kapanan kiiresel karinli, boynu hafif belir-
tilmis, oval gévdeli ¢comleklerle, genis pervaz agizli ¢canaklar da vardir. Biitiin
bu kaplara ¢ogu kez tek veya karsihkli iki parmak tutamak yerlestirilmistir.
Oval gévdeli derin bir ¢omlekte, ikiser tutamak, altta ve ustte ikiser kez ya-
pilmisur (Lev.14/2;25/2). Son yillarin en degisik bi¢imli kabi, 7 numarah
evde bulunmus olan t¢ kalin ayakl ¢anakur (Lev.15/2;28)°. Bu kabin bu-
lunmasiyla, simdiye kadar Bademagaci’nda (Kurugay ve Hoyiicek’te de) ele
gecmis olan, iri, kalin, ici bos silindirik ayaklarin, bu tiir kaplara ait oldugu
kesinlik kazanmuis oldu.

ENC keramiginde bezeme enderdir. Son iki kazi mevsimi buluntular
arasinda boya bezekli par¢a olmamasina karsihk, boga bas: seklinde tuta-
maklari olan bir kap ele ge¢mistir (Lev.13/1;24/2).

5 Bir kismu eksik olan ii¢ ayakli bu kap, Antalya Miizesi arastirmacilarindan, 6grencim
simdi meslektasim Mustafa Samur tarafindan onarilmistir. Basarih calismasindan dolayr Mustafa
Samur’a tesekkiirlerimi sunuyorum.

Belleten C. LXVIII, 34
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A A¢mas’nin giineyinde, ENC’nin ‘Izgara Temelleri’nin tzerindeki y1-
kint1 icinde, mimariye baglanamayan, farkli nitelikte ¢¢ tirlerine ait bir hayli
parcaya rastlanildi. Bunlardan bir bélimii, hamurunda beyaz parcaciklar
olan, yapim ve bicim agisindan ENC kaplarindan kolaylikla ayrilan, daha zi-
yade Neolitik’in daha ge¢ dénemlerine, GNC hatta EKC’ye ait mallard:
(Lev.12/1). Eski kaz1 donemlerinde de, bu basit ¢¢ grubundan tiim kaplar
bulunmustu (Duru 2003;Lev.19).

Aymi alandaki ikinci ¢¢ tiirt, baz1 6rnekleri daha 6nceki kazi dénemle-
rinde de bulunmus olan (Duru 2003:559;20,29), koyu gri, koyu kahverengi
hamurlu, kalin kenarli, ackili bir maldir. ENC ¢6mlekgiliginden ¢ok farkl
nitelikte olan, tabak yahut derince ¢anak formundaki kaplara ait olan bu
parcalarin ortak 6zellikleri, agizlarimin disa devrik olmasidir. 2002/03 yilla-
rinda bu gruptan yeni parcalar ele gecti (Lev.33).

2003 yilinda, ayn1 kesimde bir bagka mal tiriine daha rastlandi; bu yeni
grup ¢¢, siyaha yakin koyu gri renkte hamurlu, kalin kenarl ve ackil bir tir-
dur. Bunlarnn bir énce s6zi edilen kaplardan en 6énemli farki, hafif agilarak
diz gelisen dudaklarin ustiinde sivri memeciklerin bulunmasidir
(Lev.22/2;34). Bu mal tiri, simdiye kadar ENC katmanlarinda bulunma-
mas ve ele gectikleri yer itibariyle degerlendirildiginde, GNC-EKC’den daha
ge¢ donemlere ait olarak kabul edilebilir.

8 numaral evde ele gegen sivri tutamakl birinci mihiran yuvar-
lak bask: alanina i¢ ice daireler yapilmis, merkezdeki daire dolu, onun di-
sindaki halkaya yan-yana yuvarlak ¢ukurluklar acilmis, en dis halka ise bos
birakilmisur (Lev.16/2;29/2). Cok basarili bi¢cimde yapilmis olan miihir
saglam durumdadir. ‘Izgara Temelleri’n bulundugu yerde ele gegen ikinci
muhirin zamaninda kirildigl, daha sonra onarilarak kullanilmaya devam
edildigi anlasilmaktadir (Lev.16/1;29/1). Mithiiriin baski yliziinde i¢ ice da-
ireler yapilmus, en distaki dairenin bir tarafi kirllip bozulunca, dis halka kesi-
lerek aulmisur.

U(;gcn bicimli olan eserin
uclarina delik acilmadigi igin, muska olmadigi séylenebilir. Bu nesnenin
‘pubis modeli’ olarak yapilmis olmas1 da muhtemeldir (krs. Hoyicek -
R.Duru; “Héyticek Kazilarn - 1991,/1992”, Belleten LIX (1995):466; Lev.52/7;
55/7). Yuvarlak olan disk’in bir tarafinda, siralar halinde trnak izleri bu-
lunmaktadir. Bu disk’in, hesaplama (cetele) islevli bir esya olmas1 muhte-
meldir.

Minyatiir masalar / kutular: ENC II / 3’te Gi¢ minyatiir masaya ait parca-
lar bulundu. ikisi restorator arkadaslarimiz tarafindan tamamlanan masalar
dértgen bigimlidir. Dik kenarl derin yalag: olan birinci masanin dis tarafi
cizgi ile siislenmis (Lev.17/1;30/1), digeri ise, basit¢e bicimlendirilmekle ye-
tinilmistir (Lev.17/2;30/2).

Uctincti parcanin nasil bir esyaya ait oldugu tam olarak anlasilamamistir
(Lev.17/3;30/3). Bir masa (!) yahut bir kutuya ait olabilecek parcanin agiz
kisminda genis yatay bir pervaz dolasmaktadir. Eldeki kiigiik kenar parcasi
dik olarak gelistiginden, masanin tablasinin -veya kutunun- bir hayli derin
oldugu soylenebilir. Kenarin dis tarafinda bir insan yizi (!) kabartmasi ya-
pilmus, gozler ise 90 derece donerek gelisen yatay pervaz lizerine alinmis, goz
bebekleri obsidien parcalan ile vurgulanmisur.

ENC’nin en alt katlarindan baslayarak ENCII / 3’e kadar butiin yerles-
melerde, genellikle gomiilerin yakinlarindan olmak tizere, ¢ok sayida tas
boncuk toplanmisur (Lev.21/1-3).

Cakmaktag: ve Obsidien buluntular: Her kazi mevsiminde oldugu gibi
son kazi1 dénemlerinde de, cakmaktas1 ve obsidienden ¢ok sayida dilgi bu-
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lunmustur. 2003 yilinda, ‘Izgara Temeller’in bausindaki ‘L.’ planl kalin tas
temel yakinlarinda pek ¢ok ¢akmaktas: ve obsidien, konik dilgi cekirdegi ele
gecti (Lev.20/1,2). 1 m?2’lik bir alana yayilmis halde, ancak bir mimariye
bagh olmayan bu ¢ekirdeklerle beraber bir de ok / mizrak ucu vardir
(Lev.18/2;29/5). Cok ince olan uc, baski yontemi ile olaganiistii zarif sekil-
lendirilmistir.

Kemik Buluntular: Bademagaci ENC buluntular: arasinda sayr bakimin-
dan 6nemli bir yer tutan kemik spatiila ve dilgilerden, bu y1l da bir hayli 6r-
nek ele gecti (Lev.32/1-5). Kemik eserlerden ikisinin keskin kenarlarinda,
dizenli arahiklarla ¢entikler yapilmas: dolayisiyla, bunlarin testere gibi kulla-
nilmis olduklar tahmin edilebilir (Lev.18/4). Yass1 kemikten, hayvan -at-
basi bi¢imli bir parca ile (Lev.32/7), ENC II / 3’tin 8 numarali evi icinde
bulunmus, ¢ yuvarlak delikli ‘Kemer Tokas:’ (Lev.18/3; 32/8), diger kemik
eserler arasindadir.

Bitki Kalintlar:: Son yillarda ENCII / 4 A yerlesmesinde bol miktarda
bulunmus olan kémirlesmis yabani armutlardan -ahlat- (Lev.22/1), bu yil da
kilolarca topland.

ik Tung Cag yerlesmeleri
Mimarhk

ITC yerlesmelerinin gelismesini anlamak amaciyla, hoytgiin kuzeyinde
yapilan genisleme kazilarinda, yukarida belirttigimiz gibi, beklenmeyen du-
rumlarla karsilasildi. Tepenin kuzey ucundan batiya dénuldugiinde
(Lev.35), uzun yillar varligi ¢cok acik bicimde izlenmis olan ITC’nin, “Yamag
Tas Désemesi’nin, héyiigin en kuzey noktasindan sonra batida devam et-
medigi, yani bu noktadan itibaren tas désemenin olmadig: anlasildi (Lev.5).
Buna ek olarak, hoyiigiin dogu yamaci boyunca siralandigi saptanan ITC ya-
pilariin da, kuzey ve kuzeybauda bulunmadigimi gériildii; bu kesimde ITC
doénemine ait hicbir mimari kalint yoktur. Bu ilgin¢ durumlarin nasil acik-
lanmas: gerektigi sorusunun cevaplari, gelecek donemlerde aranacakur.

Dogu yamacta gecen yillarda bir bolimi acilmis olan ITC II / 3'{in 12
evinin kazilmamis kistmlarinin ve bu binanin etrafindaki diger ITC yapilari-
nm ortaya ¢ikmast icin, kazilar hoyigiin ortalarina dogru gelistirildi
(Lev.35). Yak. 20 x 20 m.’lik bir alanin kazilmas: sonucunda, Kilise ile A Ac-
masi arasinda kalan ve 2001 yilhinda bir boliimi acilan OTC yerlesmesinin
yuzeye ¢ok yakin olan tas temelleri ile bu yeni acma birlestirilmis ve hoytigiin
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bu kesiminde, ITC ile OTC yerlesmeleri arasindaki sinirin, asagi yukar1 D 2
enleminden gectigi saptanmis oldu. Bu yeni alanda, ITC nin en eski yerlesim
evresi olan ITC I / 3’e kadar derinlesildi ve bircok yerde, ITC’nin butiin ara
yap1 katlarina ait, oldukea iyi durumda duvar temellerine rastlandu. ITC’nin
en geg yerlesim evresi olan ITC II / 1 yap1 kau, héyigin merkezine yakin
yerlerde, ¢ok kalin ve kaba taslarla oriilmiis duvarlarla temsil edilmektedir

temeller OTC yapilarinin aluna dogru gelismekte oldugu igin izlenemedi ve
bu nedenle ITCII / 1 yerlesmesi yapilarinin plan 6zellikleri hakkinda fazla
bilgi edinilemedi. 1. yap1 katinin ilk kazi dénemlerinde de bazi kaln tas te-
melleri acilmis, ancak bunlarin da mimarhk nitelikleri konusunda her hangi
bir a¢iklayict durum saptanamamist (Duru 1997 a:787 vdd.Duru 1997 b:153
vd.;Duru 2000:201). Durum bu sene de degismedi.

ITC I1 / 2 evresi anlasihir sekilde plan veren yapilarla temsil edilmekte-
dir. Bu katta, yak. 30-35 cm. kalinlikta orta boy ocak taslari ile 6riilmis du-
varlar1 olan ¢ yap: ortaya ¢ikarulmisur (Lev.35;36/1,2;38/1). Yapilar plan
agisindan ‘Megaronumsu’ olarak tanimlanabilecek 6zellikler gostermekte-
dir. Bu yapilardan birinin ortasinda ¢ok iri bir ¢oémlek ve ona bitisik olarak
konulmus bir kantaros bulundu (Lev.38/2). ITC 2 yerlesmelerinin, kuzey-
dogu yamagta da gorildugu sekilde, gineye dogru devam ettigi anlasilmak-
tadir (Lev.35). ITC I / 3 ve 2’nin 15 ve 17 numaral evleri alisilagelen
planda olmakla birlikte, bu iki yap1 arasinda kalan dar aralik -16-, dikine du-
varlarla gecise kapaulmis ve kuzeydogu mahallesindeki yap1 gruplasmasina
benzer bir gérintim ortaya ¢ikmistr.

ITCII / 3 yapilari, yamacin en dis halkasinda, yanyana siralanmis iic ya-
pryla temsil edilmektedir (Lev.35). Daha 6nce acilmis olan ITCII / 8¢ ait
12. eve guneyden bitisik olan 13 ve daha gineydeki 14. evlerin planlar ta-
mamiyle ortaya ¢ikarulamamis olmakla birlikte, bunlarin da ‘Megaronumsu’
planda olduklar1 ve kuzey dogu yamagtaki ITC II / 3 yapilarina benzedikle-
rini soyleyebiliriz. A¢gmanin kuzey kenarima dogru olan kesimde kazilmis
olan duvarlar birbirine ¢ok yakin olduklari i¢in, bunlarin bagimsiz evler olup
olmadiklar1 hakkinda éneriler yapmak miimkin degildir.

ITC yerlesmesinin bu alandaki goriiniimii, biraz kuzeyde daha eski kaz
dénemlerinde kazilmis olan kesimdeki duruma hemen aynen uymaktadir.
ITC yerlesmelerinin hoyugin gliney yarisinda da devam ettigini, B A¢masi-
'ndan biliyoruz (Duru 1997 a:787 vdd.;Lev.5/1,2;7/1-4).
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Comlekgilik

Son iki yilda ele ge¢mis ¢¢ icindeki bir grup, daha énceki kaz1 dénemle-
rinde buldugumuz mallarin benzerleridir (Lev.39/1). Gaga agizh testiler
(Lev.40/2;45/1-4), iki kulplu testiler (Lev.40/1;46/2), testicikler (Lev.44/4-
6) ve basit ¢anaklar (Lev.44/1,2,4), bu grubun tiim olarak bulunmus kapla-
rindandir. Yine bu mallar arasindaki ti¢ ayakli kii¢iik boy ¢cémlek (Lev.46/3)
ile Gi¢ tutamakl irice testi (Lev.39/2;46/1), simdiye kadar Bademagaci’nda
gorilmemis formlardir.

Kiigiik buluntular

Pigmis toprak eserler: ITC IT / 2 molozunda biri tiim, ikisi bassiz ti¢ idol
ele gecmistir (Lev. 41/1,2;47/1-3). Goguslerinde ¢apraz bandlari olan idol-
ler, gerek Bademagaci’nda (Duru 2003:Lev.46/1-3;47/1,2), gerek bolgede
bu cagda ¢ok bilinen ve tekrarlanan idol gelenegini temsil etmektedirler.

ITC birikimi buluntulart icinde, tabakas1 belli olmayan, pismis topraktan
minyatiir bir masa parcast vardir (Lev.41/3;47/4). Masa yuvarlak tablah ve
u¢ ayaklidir ve tablasinin tizeri ile ayaklarinin disa bakan taraflarinda cizgi
stisleme yapilmistr.

Uzeri ¢izi bezeli agirsaklar (Lev.42/4;48/5-7), minyatiir bir kap (Lev.
42/5;44/2) ve islevi belirsiz iki nesne (Lev.41/4;42/6;48/8), iTC’nin degisik
derinliklerinde ele gecen diger pismis toprak buluntularidir.

Miihiirler: iTC II /3 ve 2 katlarinda, pismis topraktan doért damga mii-
hiir bulunmustur. Bunlardan ti¢ti (Lev.42/1-3;48/1-3), simdiye kadar Bade-
magaci'nda bilinenlerden farkli olmayan, yuvarlak veya dortgen bask: ala-
nina simetrik sekilde diizenlenmis, ¢izi simge veya noktalar doldurulmus
muhirlerdir.

Kil muhirlerden sonuncusu, kit konik tutamag ile, sekil olarak simdiye
kadar bulunmus mithirlerden farksizdir (Lev.43/1,2,4). Ancak ITC II / 2
yikinusi icinde ele gegen bu miihtran baski alani ¢ok degisik sekildeki cizgi-
ler / isaretlerle doldurulmustur (Lev.43/3). Fotograf ve ¢izimlerden gorule-
cegi uizere, baski alanina yapilms olan isaretler, ilk bakista ilkel yazi isaretleri
gibi algilanmaktadir. Mihiiriin baskisimin, degisik ydnden 1sik verilerek pek
cok fotografinin alinmasindan ve deseninin ¢ikartilmasindan sonra, bizde ve
meslektasimiz Prof. Umurtak’ta olusan kani ise, mevcut isaretlerin, ¢ok bi-
yuk olasilikla ideografik veya fonetik degerler tasiyan yaz1 isaretleri olmadigi
yonundedir. Diger meslektaslarimiz ve zellikle Prof. Ali Dingol’un géristi
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de ayn1 dogrultudadir. Ancak desenden de goriilecegi gibi, isaretlerin istif-
lenmesinde bir diizen vardir; yuvarlak damga alani belli zonlara ayrilmis ve
bunlarin icleri, birbirini degisik acilarla kesen kisa ¢izgilerle doldurulmustur.

Maden eserler: 2002 yilinda, 2. DA’da ENC yerlesmelerinin taban diiz-
leminin alundaki ITC II dénemi ¢¢’si ile birlikte karisik buluntu veren biri-
kimde, iki tane tung (!) igne ortaya ¢ikartulmistir (Lev. 42/7,8;47/5,6). Aym
alanda, biraz daha yiiksek diizeylerde, 2001 kazi doneminde de bu ignelere
benzeyen tung igneler bulunmus ve yayinlanmista (Duru 2003:564;Lev.48/1-
3;50/1-9;G.Umurtak; “A Study of a Group of Pottery Finds from the MBA
Deposits at Bademagac1 Hoyuk”, Anatolia Antiqua, XI (2003):59 vdd.;
Res.9).

Orta Tung Gag yerlesmeleri

A Acmas ile Kilise arasindaki alanda 2001 yilinda baslanan kazilarin,
2002’de kuzeye dogru genisletilmesi sirasinda, yer yer 1 m. kadar derinlik-
lerde, iki evreli, zayif ve 6zensiz yapilms duvar temelleri ortaya ciku
(Lev.49;50/1). Bu mimarlik kalinulariyla ilgili buluntular arasinda, bazi ITC
kaplar1 olmakla birlikte, OTC’ye ait olmasi gereken ¢¢ de ele gecti. Badema-
gaci'nda daha dnceki yillarda da, karigik buluntu niteliginde olan bazi OTC
¢¢’si ele gegmis -drnegin ‘Red Cross Bowl’-, hatta bunlarin ait olduklar: tah-
min edilen baz1 temeller de ele ge¢cmisti (Duru 2003:562 vdd.;Lev.39,40,43-
45;G.Umurtak;a.e.). Bu kez ortaya ¢ikarulan s6z konusu temellerle, hoyukte
OTG yerlesmelerinin varhg kesinlik kazanmis oldu.

OTGC yerlesmesinin toprak yiizeyinin hemen alundaki temeller, olasilikla
hoyiikte uzun zamandir siiregelen makinali tarim nedeniyle biiytk él¢ide
bozulmustu. Bununla beraber, Bademagaci’ndaki OTC yerlesmesinin, Kili-
se’nin oldugu zirve kesiminin etrafinda ¢ok dar bir alana yayilmis oldugunu
disiiniiyoruz. 1998 yilinda acilan, savunma amach gibi gortinen kalin tas
temelin de OTGC yerlesmesiyle ilgili olmasinda, saniriz kusku yoktur (Duru
2001:588;Lev.8;11/1).

Kiciik buluntu bakimindan c¢ok zayif olan OTC yerlesmesinde birkag
gaga agizll tim testicik ile 16 tanesi saglam, bir ¢ogu da kirik olan, hafif pisi-
rilmis topraktan tezgah agirh@ bulundu (Lev.41/5;50/2).

Kilise ¢calismalan

Hoyligiin en yitksek kesiminde yer alan Kilise’de 2002/03 yillarinda sa-
dece temizlik, duvar onarimlar ve diizenleme ¢alismalar yapildi (Lev.53).
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‘Orta Nef’te bulunan ve bir siire dnce maalesef yakilan anitsal ‘Sakiz’ agaci-
nin kokleri de ¢ikarulda.

Bazi degerlendirmeler

-2002/03 kazilar1, Bademagaci’ndaki ENC ve sonrasi yerlesmeler konu-
sunda baz1 yeni saptamalara olanak saglamistir. Bunlardan birincisi, Bade-
magacit ENC sivil mimarhginin ¢ok monoton bir ¢izgi icinde olmadigimin,
ENC II / 3 yerlesmesinin 8 numarah yapisi ile anlasilmis olmasidir. ENC
II'de evler her zaman tek odali degildir; baz yapilar ¢ok odalidir. Ayrica
s6zi edilen yapinin gegirdigi yangin sirasinda igindeki esyanin bosaltil-a-
mamasi nedeniyle, dénemin evlerinin i¢ désemlerindeki bazi ayrinularin 6g-
renilmesi de mimkiin olmustur.

- Bir bagka olgu yukarida ayrintilariyla aciklandig tizere, son kazi do-
nemlerine kadar ITC’ye ait oldugu énerilen iki yap1 kaunin, GNG’ye ait ol-
dugunun Sgrenilmesidir. Bu sayede Bademagaci’ndaki GNG yerlesmeleri
daha iyi sekilde anlagilir hale geldigi gibi, bazi yeni tespitlere de olanak sag-
lamisur. Bu konuda 6énemli bir yeni saptama sudur: Bademagaci GNG mi-
marhginda yapilarin kalin tas temelli olmasi ve kapilara tek sira tag esik ya-
pilmasi, Kurucay’da hemen aynen tekrarlanmaktadir. Kurucay 12 ve Kuru-
cay 11 yerlesmelerindeki yapilarin duvar temelleri de yak. 1 m. kalinhginda
ve tastan yapilmisur; ve daha 6nemlisi, Kurucay 11 katta da kap: esiklerine
bir tas sirast konmaktadir (R.Duru; Kurugay Héytik I; Ankara, 1994:11 vdd.;
Lev.15,16,18/1). Mimarlik konusundaki bu anlamli paralellikler, GNG’de
Bademagac ile Burdur Bélgesi'nin kuzey kesimi arasinda yakin, hatta dog-
rudan iliskilerin oldugunun kanitlar1 sayilabilir.

- Bademagaci mithiirleri ile Gatal Hoyiik’in damga miihiirleri arasin-
daki cok yakin benzerlikler, daha 6nceki kazi mevsimlerinden biliniyordu ve
vurgulanmist (Duru 2003:569 vd.). Bu benzerliklere son yillarda yenileri ek-
lenmistir. Benzerliklerin ¢ogalmasi, sadece Bademagac ile Catal Hoytuk’in
belli yerlesme evrelerinin ¢agdashginmi kanitlamak ve kesinlestirmekle kal-
mamakta, ayn1 zamanda ENC’de Burdur Bolgesi ile dogu komsusu Konya
Ovasi’nin kiiltiirel iliskileri konusunda yeni saptamalar yapilmasina da ola-
nak saglamaktadir. Bu arada iki yil 6nce Izmir’in yakinlarindaki Ulucak Ho-
yik’te bulunmus bir damga miihiir ile (Z.Derin ve bsk.; “Ulucak Hoyuk Ka-
2151 20027, 25. KST 1:242;Cizim 8), Torbali Ovasi’ndaki Dedecik - Heybelitepe
Hoyugu nde yapilan kazilarda ele gegen aym tiirde bir diger miihriin ( DAI
Istanbul 1924-2004, Istanbul -2004-:22, alt sag resim), Bademagaci’nda
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2003’te bulunmus damga miihiir ile (Lev.16/1;29/1) tam paralellik icinde
olmas: 6nemlidir. Ege kiy1 kesimindeki Neolitik yerlesme buluntularinin,
yukarida vurgulanan Bademagaci - Catal Hoyiik miihiir benzerlikleri dizisine
kaulmasi, Konya Ovasi’ndan, Burdur’a, oradan da Ege sahillerine kadar,
Anadolu’nun tiim bau yarisinin Neolitik kultiirleri arasindaki yakin iliskile-
rin daha cesaretle glindeme getirilmesine olanak saglamaktadir.

ENC I / 8 katinin diizeltilmis tarihinin ust sinirinin, yukarldal?l sonuc-
lara gore MO 8. binyilinin son yluzyilina kadar geri gitmesi, bu yerlesmeyi
Burdur Géller Bolgesi ENC’sinin en eski tarihli yerlesmesi durumuna sok-
maktadir. Bademagaci’nda 8. kaun alunda en az bir yerlesme kat daha ol-
dugu i¢in, hoytigumuizdeki ilk yerlesmenin biraz daha geriye gitmesi gereke-
cektir. Ana Toprak tzerindeki ilk yerlesmenin (ENC I / 9) tarihi MO
7100/7150’1er gibi kabul edilirse, bu, Anadolu’daki Keramikli Neolitik igin,
simdiye kadar tespit edilmis en erken tarih olmaktadir. Hatta daha da ileriye
gidip bir 6lcude spekiilasyona girisilirse soyle bir senaryo ortaya ¢ikmaktadir:

Daha o6nceki yazilarimizda ileri siirdigamiiz,
“Bademagaci’'nda ve Burdur Bolgesi genelinde, Akeramik Neolitik hig ya-
sanmamis olabilir; Neolitik yasam ile keramik tretimi arasinda bir tarih farki
olmayabilir” 6nerimizi yineleyebiliriz (R.Duru; “The Neolithic of the Lake
District”, The Neolithic in Turkey, Istanbul,1999:187 vdd.; Duru 2003:565).

Bat Anadolu’nun bu kesiminde Neolitik’in baslamasi stirecinin tarihi-
nin saptanmasi konusu da, bu yeni C 14 tarihi ile kanimizca yeniden ele
almmasini gerekli kilmaktadir.

Her ne kadar 9’dan 5. tabakaya kadar kadar, Bademagaci’nda kalici mimar-
liga ait duvar vb. kanitlar el ge¢mis degilse de, bu uzun siirec icinde duvarlar
agac¢ dikme, saz-kamis 6rgii ve camur sivama -wattle and daub- gibi yon-
temlerle tretilmis mekanlarda oturuldugunda kusku yoktur. Bu hafif duvarl
dayanikli olmayan konutlarin iclerinin, beton kadar saglam yapilms kireg
katkili bir tabaka ile sivah olmasi dogrusu gariptir, ama kanimizca ¢ok uzun
bir gézlemin ve mimarhik geleneginin sonuglari olarak kabul edilmelidir.
Eger bu sdylediklerimiz dogru ise, o zaman Burdur Bélgesi ve yakin cevre-
sinde Neolitik’in baslama tarihini 8. binyil ortalarindan daha da geriye go-
tarmek, ¢ok buyiik bir spekiilasyon veya abarti olmayacaktir.

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S6zkonusu damga muhrii, mithtr seklinde yapilmis bir sihir / biiyti ob-
jesi (amulet / muska) olarak degerlendirmek belki daha dogru olacakur.
Gergek ne olursa olsun, mithrin, Anadolu’da simdiye kadar bulunmus bu
tirden objelerden ¢ok farkli bir bask: ylizeyi dolgusuna sahip oldugunda
kusku yoktur.

Onarim ve ¢evre diizenleme ¢aligmalan

Bademagaci Hoyugu kazilarinin 10. ve 11. calisma dénemlerinde aciga
¢ikarulan mimari belgelerin, olanaklar 6l¢iistinde uzun bir siire hem mes-
lektaglarimiz tarafindan gortilebilmesi i¢in, hem de ‘Kaltir Turizm’i agisin-
dan anlasilir durumda korunmas: yararh olacagindan, gerekli 6nlemlerin
alinmasi konusunda, daha eski ¢calisma mevsimlerinde baslanmis olanlara ek
olarak, baz1 yeni girisimler yapildi. Bu dogrultuda, kalic1 bir koruma projesi
hazirlanip, bu projenin ger¢eklesmesi icin gerekli kaynaklarin saglanmasina
kadar, kaz1 alanindaki tasinmaz eserlerin olabildigince iyi durumda tutula-
bilmesi i¢in bazi énlemler alindi. Bu kapsamda, son tug¢ yildir, A A¢masi’nin
etrafi kafes teli ile saglam sekilde cevrildigi icin, kaz1 alanlarina kontrolsiiz
hayvan surilerinin girmesinin éntine ge¢ilmisti. 2002 kaz1 sezonunda, An-
talya Valiligi 11 Ozel Idare Miidirligi’niin sagladigi 6denekle, hemen tiim
yap1 kalinular ile her kis yagmur ve diger dogal kosullarla biiyiik él¢tide y1-

GNC yerlesmelerinin kalin tas temelleri, uzun zamandir ytizeyde kaldik-
larindan dolayr buytik oranda bozulmuslardi. Bu duvarlarin dis taraflarinda
50 cm. kadar bir toprak pay: -seridi- birakildiktan sonra, gerekli ytukseklikte
dayanak -istinat- duvarlar1 yapild: (Lev.10/2;51/1,2). Boylece ¢camur hargla
orulmus duvarin taslarinin diismesi ve duvarlarin bozulmasinin énune ge-
cildi. Ayni islem, 2003’te ITC temelleri icin de yapilmaya baslandi ve ilk ola-
rak ITC I / 8%in 1 numarah evinin -megaronunun- duvarlar1 saglamlasti-
rildi, dis duvarlara dayanak duvarlar yapildi. Bu yéntemle, diger ITC evleri-
nin duvarlar1 da éntmiizdeki yillarda saglamlasturilacakur.

Kilise’nin kazilarla ortaya ¢ikarulmis olan duvarlari, dogal nedenlerle
buylik oranda bozulmus durumda idi (Lev.52/2). Bu duvarlarin en ustteki
tas siralari, kire¢-cimento hargla, fazla belli olmayacak sekilde yeniden elden
gecirildi ve gerekli yerlerde en tst siraya ayn1 yontemle bir tas siras1 daha ek-
lendi (Lev.53/1,2). Yapilan kuciik 6lgekli bu onarimdan sonra, Kilise ol-
dukga iyi bir duruma getirildi ve duvarlarda bozulma, uzunca bir siire i¢in
ertelendi.



EXCAVATIONS AT BADEMAGACI
PRELIMINARY REPORT, 2002 AND 2003 *

During the 10th and 11th periods of excavations at Bademagac
Hoyuk!, work was carried out in the northern and southeastern sections of
“Irench A’ on the northern half of the héytik and the investigations of the
Early Neolithic (EN) and Early Bronze Age (EBA) settlements were
continued (P1.1/2) !'. In addition to this work, the ‘Church’ area on the
highest point at the centre of the hoylik was joined up with Trench A, the
surface accumulation of a fairly extensive part of the northwestern section of
the mound was removed and the level of the EN settlements was reached. By
the end of the 2003 season, Trench A had been extended to include all of
the northeastern part of the hoyiik and had reached the point of covering
about a quarter (approx. 4.000 m?) of the surface of the héyiik.

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Developments related to the Stratigraphy

From the first excavations season, significant problems arose when
attempting to establish the stratigraphical situation at Bademagaci, that is
the determining of how the hoylik was formed. For this reason, no definite
assessment of the hoyik’s cultural order (stratigraphy) was attempted until
the end of the ‘Fourth Excavations Season, in fact we said that “ ...the
ascertaining of an accurate and unchanging stratigraphy of the héyiik will
only be possible in the future” (Duru 1998:710 ff.). Similarly, in order not to
be over affected if the need for alterations/corrections should arise, “..the
usual hoyiuk stratigraphy format involving the numbering of successive
cultural periods for the whole héyiik was not followed at Bademagact”,
instead a statement was made to the effect that “... as the Early Neolithic Age
settlements were separated from the Late Neolithic Age (LN) - Early
Chalcolithic Age (ECh.) settlements by a thick accumulation and there was
an obvious time gap between the EN and the LN - ECh. Settlements, the
levels of these different periods were named separately. The EBA settlements
were also named separately” (ibid.). We have to confess that even at the end
of the 11th year, we are not in a position to draw definite conclusions
concerning the stratigraphy; due to the formation of the hoyiik and the
characteristics of the locations of the corresponding settlements, to a certain
extent problems and confusion concerning the stratigraphy and cultural
sequence continue.

The results of the last four excavations seasons have led to changes to
the stratigraphy suggestions given in previous reports; in fact it was necessary
to add some new cultural periods such as the Christian Period (CP) and the
Middle Bronze Age (MBA), the existence of which we were not initially
aware of, to the stratigraphical system. This is because a ‘Church’ was
uncovered in 1999 in the southern section of Trench A and some
architectural remains belonging to the MBA period were found between this
building and the excavations carried out on the southern side of Trench A
(P1.48;49/1;Duru 2003:562 f.).

Parallel to these developments, especially in recent years, some
situations related to the stratigraphy and the locations corresponding to the
settlements of different periods have come to light that are very difficult to
explain. As described in the section on the EBA Architecture, it is now
recognised that the northwestern section of the hdyiik were not inhabited
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during EBA and the ‘Megaron-like’ buildings seen in P1.35 are only found
along the eastern side of the settlement. In addition to this it became clear
that the ‘Stone paved Terrace’ (glacis) on the eastern slope, that was
determined in previous excavation seasons and was thought to surround the
settlement, did not actually exist in the area excavated in the northwest. We
had actually thought that the EBA settlements and the ‘glase’ completely
surrounded the hoytk. In view of this, it is not at all easy to make any clear
suggestions concerning the general settlement plan of the EBA town. It is
hoped that the reason for the absence of the ‘glacis’ and EBA buildings will
become clear in future excavation seasons when a more extensive area of
this section is excavated.

In the southeastern section of Trench A, the situation that arose during
the work in grid squares C-D/IV was extremely confusing. In this section the
cultural remains of the EN and LN - ECh. and EBA levels had got mixed with
each other and there is some evidence that the topography of the hoyiik at
the beginning of the EBA settdements (P1.5) was quite different from what it
is today. For example, in a new deep trench (2"¢ Deep Trench - 2" DT -
P1.3/2) to the south of house no. 5 of EN 3 no building or floor traces
belonging to EN were found, but at depths lower than House 5, alongside a
small amount of pottery belonging to EN, a large amount of EBA pottery
and some metal objects were uncovered. Some burnt marks seen in the 2™
DT at this latitude, show that the EN of this section reached the southern
border of the earlier phases, that is the first settlement formation of the
hoytk on ‘Virgin Soil’ finished here. The first five settlements of the hoytk
were named ‘Early NeolithicI’ (EN1/9-5).

Some time later, during the later phases of the Early Neolithic
settlement period, the eastern side that had previously been inhabited was
settled again and the houses of this comparatively later period were built on
the remains of the destroyed buildings of EN I and extended towards the
north and the west. In the new settlements (Early Neolithic II / 4 B - 1
levels), some houses have stone foundations, in contrast to the earlier ones
where stone is not used. Some foundations made using a single row of stones
-Grid plan Foundations- located along the eastern slope, and other buildings
with stone foundations in the same vicinity (P1.8/1;10/1,2), belong to the
later settlements period of EN II.

The new setdement phase on the hoyuk that began during EN II had
different architectural characteristics; as mentioned above some of the
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houses had stone foundations. Some differences in pottery were also
determined along with the architectural developments, so these later
Neolithic settlements were called ‘Late Neolithic’ from the early years of the
excavations. It is still not known how many levels this period consists of but it
is clear that the LN settlements, which are usually found in the central
section of the hoytik, continued for a considerably long period and that,
along with the Early Chalcolithic settlements.

As a result of this new understanding, it has become clear that the
settlements referred to as EBA levels 4 and 5 in our earlier annual reports
(PL5;Duru 1998:716 ff.;Duru 2000:195 ff.;Duru 2001:587 f.;Duru 2003:561 f.)
do not in fact belong to EBA but to an earlier period - LN. Actually from the
beginning we faced considerable difficulty when attempting to identify and
name these two levels. Under the pre- foundations of one of the EBA Il / 3
level building (House no. 1) foundations named as EBA 4 and EBA 5
continued and there seemed to be a connection between these and the
foundations of the EBAII / 3 house in ‘Megaron’ plan (Pl. 10/2). However,
the walls of the buildings of these two settlements were much thicker than
the 30-40 cm. thick foundations of EBA II / 3 - almost 1 m. The plans of
these thick-walled buildings and some of the structural characteristics of the
doors showed more similarity to the buildings seen in the LN settlements of
the northern Burdur Region than to those of other EBA II / 3 and 2
settlements (see Some evaluations). Along with this, typical Neolithic
objects, such as ‘clay sling pellets’ and ‘bone spatulas’, were found on the
floors of these buildings which suggests that these buildings did not actually
belong to EBA; however, the fact that typical EBA pottery was found well
below the floor levels of the two buildings appeared to indicate otherwise.
Although we were fully aware of this confusion, as a result of long
discussions with my colleague G.Umurtak the conclusion was reached -based
on the apparent connections between the foundations and the EBA finds
well below the floor levels of the buildings- that the settlements must belong
to the earliest phase of EBA and that the Neolithic finds had somehow
become mixed with the accumulation of the later periods. However,
especially as a result of the development in the 2" DT, that is the discovery
that there is considerable confusion surrounding the hoyuk topography of
the early periods, the conclusion has now been reached that the EBA 4 and
EBA 5 settlements actually belong to a much earlier early period than EBA,
in fact they belong to LN. Therefore these two levels will no longer be
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referred to as EBA 4 and EBA 5 but will be known as two separate LN
settlements, ‘LN 1’ and ‘LN 2’ (P1.10/1,2;51/1).

After re-evaluation resulting from the confusing developments
mentioned above, we think the stratigraphy and cultural sequence can be
described as follows: the EN settlements probably did not represent an
uninterrupted settlement process, beginning on ‘Virgin Soil’ and continuing
from En I/9 to 1. On the contrary the first five settlements /levels EN 1/9-5)
are characterised by simple /non-enduring huts made with ‘wattle and daub’
technique, but these are replaced in the following seven architectural levels
(EN I1/4B, 4A, 4, 3A, 3, 2, 1) by houses no longer constructed as simple huts
but made with stronger sun-dried mud-brick (kerpig) walls. It is not possible
to know whether or not this new architectural development was brought to
the hoytk by a different people group.

It seems that the LN and ECh. setdlements are more concentrated in the
central and eastern sections of the hoyik (P1.10/1). As we do not know of
any other buildings apart from the buildings with stone foundations
uncovered in two levels of the settlements of this period (LN 2 and LN 1),
and in the centre of the hoyiik during the 1993 excavation period (Duru
1997 a:788 f.;Duru 1997 b:151 ff.:P1.4/1,2), even at the end of the 11®
excavations period it was still not possible to say how many separate
architectural levels the LN - ECh. period consisted of.

We do not really know what happened at the hoytik during the period
between the destruction of the last LN - ECh. settlement and the middle of
EBA. In view of the fact that some Late Chalcolithic Age (LCh.) pottery
sherds were found in the southeastern section of Trench A, it is likely that
there were some temporary settlements at the hoytk during the period
between ECh. and EBA II.

When the hoyiik was resettled around 2300 BC (EBA II), it appears that
there was deep hole in the grid squares C-D/IV that was used as a kind of
‘refuse disposal pit' and was therefore filled with all kinds of waste materials
from the later periods down to the level of the EN II / 3 buildings at a depth
of - 5.70 m. The strange phenomenon seen during the excavations, of EBA
material being found below the floor levels of the LN and even the EN
houses, can only be explained in this way.
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The Cultural Sequence and Stratigraphy of Bademagac

As a result of the evaluation made at this stage of the excavations, the
Bademagaci stratigraphy has been revised and the new stratigraphical table
is given below:

The Neolithic settlements
Architecture

The 1st Deep Trench (1* DT) in grid square C/5-111/5, where EN’s
oldest settlement period (EN I) was investigated, was extended approx. 3
metres northwards (P1.3/1). An attempt was made to further investigate
levels EN I / 9 and 8 that had been determined in this trench in previous
years; however, no architectural remains belonging to EN I / 9 were found.
This first settlement is only represented by its pottery.

It was hoped, with the aid of newly opened trenches, to follow how the
hard ‘limestone plaster’ floor (Duru 2003:553;P1.5/1,2) of level EN I / 8, the
oldest settlement represented by architectural remains to be determined at
the hoyuk, continued northwards; however, it was discovered that the floor
did not continue any further (P1.4/1) and no remains related to the floor
were uncovered. As mentioned in previous reports (Duru 2003:553), it is
clear that ‘stone’ or ‘kerpi¢’ (sun-dried mud bricks) were not used in the
walls of the houses of the EN 8 settlements. The huts/houses of these
setdements were most probably made using ‘wattle and daub’ technique and
therefore no remains were found.

Belleten C. LXVIII, 35
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During the past two years' excavations, as before, no architectural
remains providing information about the EN I / 7 - 5 settlements were
uncovered. This means that the separation of these three levels was based
solely on the determining of floor traces and the pottery finds.

In order to further investigate the deeper levels of the hoytlk, a new
deep trench 16 x 10 m. in dimension (2" DT) was opened up to the south
of Trench A in grid squares D/3,2 - IV/1 during the 2002 excavations and
work continued in this trench in 2003 (P1.3/2;5). This new trench that
began at a depth of - 5.70 m. at the floor level of EN I / 3 house no.5 was
dug down to a depth of - 7 m., that is to the level of ENI / 7 in the 1* DT.
During the work in the higher levels of this trench (at around -6.00 - 6.75
m.) a large amount of typical EBA II pottery and a few ‘Bronze needles’ were
surprisingly found along with EN pottery and some bone items. Even though
an accumulation 2.50 m. in thickness was removed, no in situ architectural
remains were uncovered.

Due to the use of ‘kerpi¢’ as a building material by the later phases of
EN (EN II), the architectural characteristics of that period are much easier
to ascertain. A house representing the earliest level of this period -EN 1/ 4
B - was excavated during the work of earlier seasons (P1.4/1;ibid:553;P1.3).
When it was understood that in order to excavate other 4 B phase buildings
in this section some 4 A houses would have to be removed, the trench was
not dug down in an extensive area.

Two of the houses of level EN II / 4 A (houses no. 1 and 2) had been
uncovered earlier (P1.4/1; ibid.:554;P1.3). In 2002 another building from
this phase was excavated (house no. 3). This more recently excavated
building, 5.90 x 3.80 m. in dimension, was in good condition and had a
slightly distorted rectangular plan (P1.4/2;6/1). The walls constructed of
kerpi¢ 30-35 cm. in thickness were preserved up to a height of around 30-40
cm and the door of this one-roomed house was located on the long eastern
wall. A horseshoe plan oven/stove had been placed at the foot of the wall
opposite the door in accordance with the tradition of this period. The floor
of this house was made using compressed clay; no household items were
found in the house apart from a few hand-grinders.

Another house (ENII / 4 A - house 2) belonging to the same settlement
phase was found next to the above mentioned house, separated from it by a
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narrow passage. There is no difference in plan or structure technique
between the two houses but the door of the second house is located on the
western rather than the eastern side (P1.4/1).

As the only house belonging to the EN II / 4 settlement was uncovered
several years ago, it is in very poor condition (house no. 1) and apart from
the single building belonging to the EN II / 3 A settlement, house no.1, no
other building from these two levels was excavated during the past two
seasons of excavations (P1.4/1).

The settlement where the architecture of EN II can be seen best is that
of level EN II / 3 from which eight buildings were found (P1.5). The six
houses from 1 to 6 were uncovered during earlier excavation seasons and
have already been described. In the past two years, during the work of
extending the excavation work at the northern end of the hdyiik, houses 7
and 8 were uncovered (P1.6/1). The building 7 is a typical EN II house,
similar examples of which have ben seen before (P1.6/2). This single-
roomed house almost square in plan (dimensions; 5.45 x 4.70 m.) with an
outer door on the slightly longer side and a horseshoe plan oven/stove at
the foot of the wall opposite the door, is a duplication of the house plan
known from this period. The doorjambs on either side of the south-facing
door had been widened and fissures had been made in the wall. This
technique used on the doors has been observed in previously extavated
houses (Duru 1998:715). The door-leaves were placed in the fissures opened
up in the doors, perhaps pushed in directly or perhaps inserted by first
getting the door-leaves into a horizontal position.

The other house excavated at this level, EN II / 3 house no.8, has some
different plan characteristics (P1.5;6/1;7/1,2). The most obvious difference
observed in this rectangular plan building, with outer dimensions of approx.
7 x 5 m., is the fact that it consists of two rooms. The door is located in the
long southern wall. Fissures opened up on either side for the purpose of
inserting the door-leaves are also seen in this house. The internal
dimensions of the first room are 3.60 x 3.20 m. There is an oven at the foot
of the wall opposite the door and a bench in the northwestern corner; a box
with clay sides had been placed in front of the bench. There is an inner door
leading from the first room to the second room, which measures 2.40 x 2.20
m. No non-portable objects were found in this smaller room.
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There is a thick plaster surface on the interior surfaces of the walls of
house 8, which were made with rectangular shaped kerpig bricks 40-45 cm.
in size, and it has been determined that some of the plastered parts had
been painted with red paint ' The fact that the skeletons of two adults and
seven children were found in disorderly positions in different parts of the
house suggests that this house was destroyed by a sudden fire and that some
of the people living in the house unfortunately died in the fire. In both
rooms a large number of complete pottery vessels, some stone
chisels/cutting implements of various sizes, a terracotta seal, some bone
items and thousands of beads were found (P1.11/1). Three necklaces were
made from these beads (P1.21/1-3).

In the southeastern skirts of the hoyiik the excavations of the past few
years were extended a little southwards in order to continue the
investigation of the ‘Grid plan Foundations’, thought to belong to EN II,
that has continued for the past three years and to understand the situation
of the approx. 1 m. thick long wall (P1.5;8/1) located at the very edge of the
hoyik. Even though both the long, thick wall and the ‘Grid plan
Foundations’ could be followed a little further to the south, it was not
possible to find out anything more about the meaning and characteristics of
the EN architecture. On examination of the development of the wall and its
relation to the hoyuk, it can be seen that both the thick wall and the walls
made of a single row of stones develop in keeping with the outer boundary
of the hoytik. In other words, it appears that these walls surround the EN 11
settlement area of the central sections of the hoyiik and seem to be
connected to a defence system at the outer edge of the setdement.

During the extension of Trench A southwards, thick stone foundation
remains of a building belonging to LN (LN 2 house no.1) and a thick L-
shaped stone foundation at the same latitude were uncovered in the work
continuing west of EBA II / 3 - house 12 (P1.5;36/1,2). Some EN pottery,
including some complete vessels (P1.11/2 top right-hand corner), some
obsidian and flint cores (P1.20/1,2) and an obsidian spearhead
(P1.18/2;29/5) were found around this wall. As this wall continued under

12 A piece of painted plaster found during the 2001 excavation season in the debris of a
EN 2 house (Duru 2003:555 f.;P1.10/2) was cleaned by our colleague Azize Yener, one of the
Antalya Museum experts, and even though the piece was badly damaged a row of red paint
triangles could be seen on it (see P1.9/1,2).

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the northern section it was not possible to follow it any further and the link
between LN 2 - house 1.

During the work of following the ‘Grid plan Foundations’ in the
southern part of Trench A, a large amount of different kinds of pottery was
found in the debris accumulation under the EBA houses (P1.22/2). As
emphasized before, this pottery that was uncovered during the work of
previous seasons was not found in connection with the architecture of this
section and is not related to that of the earlier periods so can not be not
linked to the EN pottery but must belong to the later periods (Duru
2001:587). This different pottery probably dates to a later period than LN /
ECh. and is likely to belong to LCh. (see Pottery).

The extremely confusing situation in the southeastern part of the hoyiik
means that it is not yet possible to explain the relationship - and the
differences observed - between the stone foundations uncovered in this
section in recent years and the buildings with stone foundations and houses
with kerpi¢ belonging to the same period walls uncovered in previous
excavation seasons.

The Burials

In the accumulation of levels EN I / 6 and 5, two adult burials in
‘hocker’ position (P1.8/2) and in EN II / 3 - house no. 8 nine burnt
skeletons were found. Another skeleton in ‘hocker’ position was found just
outside the door of the same house. Although some baby and infant burials
were found in the later settlement phases of EN, it was not possible to
identify the position the dead had been placed in due to the poor condition
of the burials.

The Pottery

Even though both EN I / 9 and 8 levels, were excavated in a
comparatively more extensive area there was no increase in the amount of
pottery finds. As almost all the pottery uncovered consisted of body sherds,
no further information could be obtained about the forms of the pottery
vessels used by the people of Bademagact’s early settlements. However, it is
clear that most of the thin-rimmed pieces belonged to wide-bodied
small/medium-sized jars (Duru 2003:558).

The pottery of levels EN I / 7- 5 is not very different from the pottery
previously found belonging to these settlements (Duru 2000:193 vd.;Duru
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2001:586). There are quite a number of pieces among the pottery with plain
mouth rims. A piece of a basket handle found atlevel EN1 /7 (P1.27/2) and
a plain rimmed shallow bowl with everted sides from EN I / 5
(P1.12/3;23/2) are important as they show that the standard of pottery
making techniques and the form repertoire in these settlements was
considerably high.

Only a small amount of pottery was found at level EN II / 4 B. The
sherds do not vary much from those found in previous excavation seasons

and are also not very different from the pottery of the later EN levels (Duru
2000:194).

As in previous excavation seasons, a large number of complete pots
from EN II / 3 were found (P1.11/2;12/2,4,5;13/1,2;14/1,2;15/1;23/1,3-
5;24/1-3;25/1,2;26/1,2;27/1). The pottery of this settlement reflects a
developed pottery-making technique and a rather monotonous range of
particular forms. The colour tones of the paste of the vessels are mainly red,
faded red and beige: most of them are handmade and well made, with thin
rims and smooth surfaces. The burnishing of the pots is also usually good
and they are hard fired. The most common forms are dishes/bowls with
straight mouth rims and shallow and deep bowls. Inverted spherical jars,
short-necked, oval-shaped jars and bowls with wide ledges at the mouth are
also seen. On most of these pots, there is one finger lug or a pair of lugs
placed opposite each other. On one oval-shaped deep bowl there are two
pairs of lugs, one pair at the top and the other at the bottom (P1.14/2;25/2).
The most original pot found in recent years is the bowl with three thick legs
found in house EN II / 3 - house no. 7 (P1.15/2;28). The uncovering of this
pot has provided us with evidence that the thick, hollow cylindrical legs
previously found at Bademagac1 (and also at Kurugay and Héyticek) belong
to this kind of bowl.

Decoration on EN pottery is rare. Although no paint decorated pieces
have been found during the past two excavation seasons, there was a pot
with lugs shaped like a bas-relief bull head among the finds (P1.13/1;24/2).

In the southern part of Trench A in the debris above the EN ‘Grid plan
Foundations’, a large number of sherds of different types of pottery not
connected to the architecture were uncovered. Some of these had small
white particles in the paste and were obviously different in technique and
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form from the EN pottery, although clearly belonged to the later Neolithic
periods, LN or even ECh. (P1.12/1). Complete vessels of this pottery group
were found in previous excavation seasons (Duru 2003;P1.19).

The second type, examples of which were found during previous
excavation seasons (Duru 2003:559;20,29), is a thick-rimmed pottery group
made from dark grey or dark brown paste and burnished. The common
characteristic of these pieces, in the form of plates or fairly deep bowls and
very different from the EN pottery, is the fact they all have everted mouth
rims. New-pieces from this group were found during the 2002/03 seasons
(P1.33).

Another pottery group was found in 2003 in the same section: this new
pottery was made from an almost black dark grey paste and is a thick
rimmed burnished type. The most significant difference between this group
an the one mentioned above is that there are pointed protrusions on the
slightly everted straight mouth rims of the pots (P1.22/2;34). Due to the fact
that this pottery type has not yet been found in the EN levels and based on
the position at which it was found, it must belong to a later period than LN-
ECh. As mentioned at the beginning of this article, this pottery may be
evidence for the existence of temporary LCh. setdements at the hoytik 2.

Small Finds

Clay seals: Three clay seals were found at level EN II / 3. The first seal,
which was found in building 8, had a pointed handle and a round stamp
impression surface with a design consisting of concentric circles with the
central circle filled in, the next circle has hollow shapes side-by-side and the
outer circle is left empty (P1.16/2;29/1). This seal with a very successfully
filled stamp surface is in good condition. The second seal, found in the area
of the ‘Grid plan Foundations’, had been damaged at one time but had then
been repaired and reused (P1.17/1;29/2). The stamp surface of this seal had
a design of concentric circles but when one side of the outer circle became
damaged it was cut off and thrown away.

Clay plaques: Two clay plaques were found at level EN II / 3. One is a
triangular amulet - ! - (Pl. 16/3;29/3 krs. Hoylicek - R.Duru;”Hoyticek
Kazilar1 - 1991/1992”, Belleten LIX (1995):466; Lev.52/7;55/7), the other is

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a round disc (P1.16/4;29/4). The round disc has fingernail impressions on
one side.

Miniature tables: Pieces of three miniature tables were found at level EN
II / 3. These tables, two of which have been restored by our friends involved
in restoration work, are rectangular in plan. The first table has straight sides,
a deep tray like table (yalak) and a geometric line decoration on the outer
side (P1.17/1;30/1): the second one has just been shaped simply
(PL.17/2;30/2). It is not clear what kind of table (object) the third piece
belongs to: it could belong to a box (P1.17/3;30/3). The form of this item,
which has a wide ledge at the mouth, is not completely clear. The small
surviving piece has a straight side and the surface of the table - or box -
seems to be very deep. There is a bas-relief of a human face (!) on the outer
side, the eyes have been drawn on the horizontal ledge that turns at 90
degrees and the pupils of the eyes have been emphasized with obsidian
pieces. There is a second human face on the outer vertical side of the table
(perhaps a child). These reliefs may have been repeated on the other sides.

Stone Objects: among the stone finds, there is a simply shaped human
figure (P1.18/1;31/1), a large number of chisels and axes of various sizes
(P1.11/1;19/1-5;31/2,3), an attractive mace head (P1.31/6), a disc with two
convex sides and thinned edges (P1.19/1;31/5) and a few sharpening stones
(PL19/7;31/4). There is also an egg-shaped stone object, the function of
which is difficult to guess, that resembles a ‘Sceptre head’ with a hole
pierced through the centre (P1.31/7). It is possible that a wooden stick was
inserted into this hole that was twisted to function as a bolt.

At all the settlements from the lowest EN levels up to ENII / 3, a large
number of stone beads were gathered from around the burials (P1.21/1-3).

Flint and obsidian objects: As in every excavations season, a large
number of flint and obsidian blades were found during the recent
excavations. In 2003 to the west of the ‘Grid plan Foundations’, a large
number of flint and obsidian conical blade cores (¢ekirdek) were found
near the thick ‘L’ shaped stone foundations (P1.20/1,2). An
Arrowhead/spearhead was also found along with these cores that were
spread over a 1 m? area but not connected to any architecture
(PL.18/2;29/5). This very fine head was shaped with an extraordinary
impression technique and is extremely well formed.
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Bone Objects: Quite a large number of bone spatulas and gimlets,
quantatively significant among the Bademagac1 EN finds, were found again
this year (P1.32/1-5). Notches had been formed at regular intervals along the
sharp sides of two of the bone objects; it is therefore thought that they were
used as a kind of saw (P1.18/4). The other bone items consist of a flat bone
object shaped like an animal - horse - head (P1.32/7), found in level EN II /
3 - house no. 8 and a ‘Belt buckle’ with three round holes (P1.18/3; 32/8).

Plant Remains: Piles of charcoalised wild pear samples, which were also
found in large quantities in recent years in the EN II / 4 A settlements
(P1.22/1), were found in the past year.

The Early Bronze Age Settlements
Architecture

As mentioned above during the excavations in the north of the hoyiik,
which were extended with a view to gaining a better understanding of EBA
settlements, we were met with an unexpected situation. At the point where
the northern end of the mound turned west (P1.35), it became apparent that
the EBA ‘Stone paved Terrace’ (glacis), which had been easily followed up
to the northern-most point did not continue any further and therefore
could not be a ‘Terraced Slope’ (PL.5). In addition to this it could be seen
that the EBA buildings, which had been followed along the eastern slope of
the hoylik, did not continue to the north or the northwest: there were no
architectural remains bélonging to the EBA period in this section. An
explanation of this unusual situation will be sought as the work is continued
in future excavations.

On the eastern slope excavations were continued towards the centre of
the hoytk in order to uncover the unexcavated parts of house EBAII / 3 -
house 12 that had been partly excavated in recent years and to uncover the
other EBA buildings around this one (P1.35). After the digging of an area
approx. 20 x 20 m. very close to the surface between the Church and
Trench, stone foundations belonging to the MBA settlements were seen of
which some had been uncovered in 2001. It became apparent that the
boundary between the EBA and MBA settlements passed approx. through
the latitude of D 2. In this new trench, which was dug down as far as the level
of the buildings of EBA II / 3, the oldest EBA settlement phase, wall
foundations in considerably good condition belonging to all the sub levels of
EBA were uncovered in several places.
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The latest EBA settlement phase, level EBA II / 1, is represented in
places near the centre of the hoéyiik by walls made with very thick rough
stones (P1.36/2;38/1 - the wall made of large stones in the foreground).
Only a small section of these foundations were followed as they continued in
the area that was covered by the MBA buildings. During earlier excavation
seasons some thick stone foundations belonging to level EBA II/ 1 were
uncovered, but no explanation of their architectural characteristics could be
given (Duru 1997 a:787 ff.Duru 1997 b:153 f.;Duru 2000:201). The situation
did not change this past year.

The EBA II / 2 setdement phase is represented by buildings with an
identifiable plan. At this level three buildings were excavated with walls
approx. 30-40 cm. in thickness made with medium-sized quarry stones
(P1.35;36/1,2;38/1). The buildings have ‘Megaron-like’ plan characteristics.
In the middle of one of these buildings a very large jar was found with a
‘kantaros’ placed next to it (P1.38/2). The EBA Il / 2 settlements continue
southwards, in the same way as on the northeastern slope (P1.35). Although
EBAII / 2 - house 15 and 17 are normal houses, the narrow passage between
these two buildings house E 16, has been closed with vertical walls and looks
similar to the group lay-out of the buildings in the northeastern
neighbourhood.

The EBAII / 3 buildings consist of three buildings placed next to each
on the outer edge of the slope (P1.35). Although the previously excavated
house EBA II / 2 - house 13, next to 12 in the south, and 14 further south
have not been fully uncovered it is possible to say that they are ‘Megaron-
like’ in plan and resemble the EBA II / 3 buildings on the northeastern
slope. In the section towards the northern side of the trench, the walls are
very close to each other so it would be difficult to make suggestions on
whether or not they are actually freestanding houses.

The appearance of the EBA settlements in this area is almost the same
as that of the previously excavated section a little further north. We know
from the work carried out in Trench B that the EBA settlements continued
in the southern half of the hoyiik (Duru 1997 a:787 ff.;P1.5/1,2;7/1-4).

The Pottery

A pottery group uncovered during the past two seasons is similar to the
ware groups found in previous excavation periods (P1.39/1). The complete
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vessels from this group consist of beak-spouted jugs (P1.40/2;45/1-4), 2-
handled jugs (P1.40/1;46/2), miniature jugs (P1.44/4-6) and simple bowls
(P1.44/1,2,4). A small three-legged jar (P1.46/3) and a rather large jug with
three lugs (P1.39/2;46/1) are forms that have not been seen before at
Bademagaci.

The Small Finds

Terracotta/clay objects: Three idols, one complete and the others with
missing heads, were found in the accumulation of EBA II / 2
(P1.41/1,2;47/1-3). These idols with bands crossed at the chest represent a
well-known tradition of the period that was widespread both at Bademagac
(Duru 2003:P1. 46/1-3;47/1,2), and in the region as a whole.

A piece of a miniature clay table was found in the EBA accumulation; it
is not clear what level it belongs to (P1.41/3;47/4). The table is three-legged
and has a round top surface: there are some line decorations on the top
surface and the sides of the legs that face outwards.

Other terracotta/clay objects found at different levels of EBA include
spindle whorls with linear decorations on them (P1.42/4;48/5-7), a
miniature vessel (P1.42/5;44/2) and two objects, the function of which is not
clear (P1.41/4;42/6;48/8).

Stamp Seals: Four clay stamp seals were found at levels EBA II / 3 and 2.
Three of these seals have round or quadrangular impression surfaces filled
with symmetrically arranged line symbols or dots and are similar to those
previously known from Bademagac: (P1.42/1-3;48/1-3).

The last seal has a short, thick conical handle and is no different in
shape from the other seals (P1.43/1,2,4). However, the impression surface of
the seal is filled with different style lines/symbols (P1.43/3). As seen from
the photograph and sketches of the seal's impression surface, they appear to
be like primitive written symbols. After light had been shone on each side
and several photographs had been taken to identify the design, my colleague
G.Umurtak and myself came to the conclusion that as the symbols were not
repeated they probably were not part of a writing system and did not carry
any ideographic or phonetic value. Other colleagues, especially Prof. Ali
Dingol hold a similar view to us. However there appears to be an order
behind the placing of the symbols: the circular impression surface has been
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divided into specific zones and these are filled with short lines dissecting
them at different angles.

Metal objects: In the 2002 season, in the 2"¢ DT two bronze (!) pins were
found together with EBA II phase pottery (P1.42/7,8;47/5,6) in the
accumulation containing mixed finds below the level of the EN settlements.
Some similar bronze pins that were found during the 2001 excavations
season in the same area at slightly higher levels have been published (Duru
2003:564;P1.48/1-9;50/1-9;G.Umurtak; “A Study of a Group of Pottery Finds
from the MBA Deposits at Bademagac1 Hoylk”, Anatolia Antiqua, XI
(2003):59 ff,; Res.9).

The Middle Bronze Age Settlements

In 2002, during the extension northwards of the excavations that were
started in 2001 between Trench A and the Church, some feeble and roughly
made foundations belonging to two separate phases were uncovered in
various places approx. 1m. below the surface level (P1.49;50/1). Among the
finds connected with these architecture remains, there was some MBA
pottery together with some EBA pots. In previous years MBA pottery had
been found at Bademagaci in a mixed context - for example ‘Red Cross
Bowls’- but no architectural remains were found that they could have been
linked to (Duru 2003:562 ff.; P1.39,40,43-45;G.Umurtak;passim.). As
foundations were also uncovered this time, the existence of MBA settlements
at the hoylik has now been confirmed.

The architectural remains of the MBA settlements located just below the
surface level of the hoéyik had been considerably damaged due to
mechanised agriculture, which had probably continued for a number of
years. However it appears that the MBA settlements at Bademagaci only
covered a narrow strip around the highest section of the héyiik where the
Church is located. The thick stone foundation of a wall that was uncovered
in 1998 and seems to have been built for the purpose of defence (Duru
2001:588;P1.8;11/1) is undoubtedly linked to the MBA settlements.

The MBA settlements are very poor in terms of small finds: a complete
beak-spouted miniature jug and a large number of partly baked spindle
whorls, of which 16 are in good condition and all the others are broken,
were found (P1.41/5;50/2).
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Work carried out at the Church

During the 2002/03 seasons no other work apart from ground clearing
and tidying up was done at the Church, which is located in the highest
section of the hoyik (P1.53). The tree trunk and branches of the
monumental Mastic tree in the ‘Central Nave’ that had unfortunately been
recently burnt were removed.

Some Evaluations

- The 2002/03 excavations have helped to reveal new information about
the EN and later settlements at Bademagaci. First of all, it is clear from
building EN II / 3 - house 8 that the civilian architecture of the Bademagaci
EN period did not follow a monotonous line of development. Not all of the
EN houses consisted of a single room: some of the buildings had more than
one room. Due to the fact that the items found in the above mentioned
building had not been removed before the fire that occurred, it was possible
to find out some details concerning the internal furnishing of the houses of
this period.

- Another important development is the confirmation of the existence
of LN settlements at Bademagaci. As mentioned above, the two levels that
until the most recent excavations period were thought to belong to the first
phases of EBA are now understood to belong to a much earlier period and
new information has been obtained about the architectural characteristics of
a period in the cultural sequence of Bademagaci that was previously not very
well known. Parallel to this, the close similarities between the LN
architectural techniques of this region and those of the northern part of the
Burdur Region - techniques such as the thick stone foundations of the
Bademagaci LN 1 and LN 2 buildings, the single row of stones used for the
thresholds of the doors and the almost 1 m. thickness of the stone
foundations of the buildings of the Kurucay 12 and Kurugay 11 settlements
and the placing of a single row of stones on the thresholds of the doors at
Kurugay 11 (R.Duru;Kurucay Héyiik I;Ankara, 1994:11 ff.;P1.15,16,18/1)-,
are proof of direct relations between the two centres approx. 60 km. apart.

- The close similarity between the Bademagaci seals and the stamp seals
found at Catal Hoyiik was known from previous excavation seasons and has
been emphasised in reports (Duru 2003:569 f.). New evidence has further
confirmed these similarities. The increase in parallels has not only proved
that specific settlement phases of Bademagaci and Catal Hoyik are
contemporary, but has also provided the opportunity to determine new
aspects of the cultural relations between the Burdur Region and its eastern
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neighbour, the Konya Plain, during EN. A stamp seal found two years ago
during the excavations at Ulucak Hoyiik near Izmir (Z.Derin et al.: “Ulucak
Hoyuk Kazis1 2002”,25. KST 1:242;Cizim 8) and another at Dedecik-
Heybelitepe Hoyiik, located on the Torbali Plain south of Izmir (DAI
Istanbul 1924-2004, Istanbul (2004):22, bottom right picture), are the exact
parallels to one of the stamp seals found at Bademagaci in 2003
(P1.16/1,29/1). The addition of Neolithic settlement finds from the Aegean
coastal area to the line of similarities emphasised above drawn between the
seals of Bademagaci - Catal Hoytik, has made it possible to put forward with
greater confidence the matter of evidence for close links between all the
Neolithic cultures of Western Anatolia from the Konya Plain to Burdur, and
from there to the Aegean coastal areas.

- The report received of 14 C readings from charcoalised wood pieces
taken from the limestone plaster floor of Bademagaci EN 8 and settlements
EN 4 A and EN 3 is as follows: .

- According to the above results, the earliest calibrated date for ENI / 8
is the last century of the 8" Millennium BC, which makes it the earliest EN
settlement in the Burdur Lake Region. As there is at least one more
settlement level below level 8 at Bademagaci, the first settlement at our
hoéyiik must go back a little further. If the first settlement on Virgin Soil (EN
I /9) is accepted to be dated to around 7100/7150 BC, this means that it is
the earliest Pottery Neolithic to be determined so far in Anatolia. In fact, if
this is taken a little further into speculation, a scenario like this can be

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imagined: as there would have to be earlier examples than the not so
primitive pottery of EN I / 9 and if the EN 9 pottery is accepted to be the
product of earlier experimentation, it would not be difficult to push the date
of the first pottery back to a a little earlier. This means that the latest date for
‘Potiery Production’ in the Burdur Region must be the first quarter of the
8" Millennium. We repeat the claim proposed in our previous articles that it
is possible that "there was no Aceramic Neolithic phase in Bademagaci and
in the Burdur Region in general: in other words there is no difference
between the date of Neolithic life and that of pottery production” (R.Duru;
"The Neolithic of the Lake District", The Neolithic in Turkey,
istanbul,1999:187 ff.;;Duru 2003:565).

- These new 14 C dates make it necessary to re-examine the dating of the
beginning of the process of Neolithicisation in this part of Western Anatolia.
Permanent settlement - the building of homes / architectural work of
creating ‘artificial closed areas’ -is at a considerably developed stage at
‘Bademagac1 EN I / 8’ as can be seen from the practical knowledge required
to make a limestone plastered floor. As mentioned above, the pottery
examples also parallel the architectural development in that they must
obviously have had prototypes. Even though there is no architectural
evidence such as walls etc. for permanent settlement at Bademagaci in levels
ENT/ 9 to 5, there is no doubt that during this long period people lived in
homes made with wattle and daub technique using such materials as wooden
posts for walls, covered with reeds/rushes and mud plaster. It is rather
strange that there is a floor plastered with limestone as firm as concrete in
these huts made with lightweight perishable materials: but we think this is
evidence of a long period of observation and the result of the development
of some architectural traditions. If what we are saying is true, it would not be
great speculation or exaggeration to suggest the middle of the 8%
Millennium as the starting date for the Neolithic in the Burdur Region and
the surrounding area.

- The new dates assigned to the EN II / 4 A and 3 settlements
correspond to the previously given -calibrated- dates (Duru 2001:597 f.;Duru
2003:565).

- The clay seal (Pl. 43) found in the accumulation of level EBA 11/2,
which is dated to the last quarter of the 3rd Millennium, is in our opinion a
very important find. As mentioned above, although the marks on its
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impression surface resemble a form of writing it is believed that these marks
do not in any way represent writing, symbols or letters, nor do they carry any
meaning '5.

It would be more accurate to assume that this seal was actually an object
used in magic/casting of spells (amulet). Whatever the correct
interpretation of the seal (!) is, it has a very different filling of the
impression surface than other similar objects found so far in Anatolia.

Restoration and site clearing work

Believing that it was important to protect the architectural evidence
from the 10® and 11" seasons of the Bademagaci Hoyiik excavations as
much as possible with the means available so that they could be seen over a
longer period by our colleagues and protected for ‘Cultural Tourism’, over
the past three years a wire cage was set up around Trench A and nylon
covers were spread over almost all of the building remains down to a depth
of 8 m. in various places of the excavations area (P1.10/2;52/1).

The thick stone foundations of the LN 1 and LN 2 settlements had
become damaged due to having been on the surface for a long time. After a
strip of soil around 50 cm. in width had been left around the outside of the
walls, support walls were made of an appropriate height (P1.10/2;51/1,2).
The same process was commenced in 2003 for the EBA foundations and first
of all the walls of the megaron EBA 3 - E 1 were strengthened and support
walls were constructed to lean against the outside of the walls.

The walls of the Church uncovered by the excavations, had become
damaged due to natural causes (P1.52/2). The stone layers at the top of
these walls, were fixed in place using a limestone-cement mixture where
necessary without it looking obvious and another stone layer was added
using the same method (P1.53/1,2). After these small-scale repairs had been
carried out, the condition of the Church was much improved and the
deterioration process of the walls was prevented for a longish period.

15 Around this period different types of ‘primitive writing’ systems have been discovered
in Neareastern countries. In the Aegean World, however, writing is not seen before the first
quarter of the 2nd Millennium at the earliest. This means that the Bademagaci seal dates to a
period several centuries earlier than ‘Linear A’ and ‘Linear B’, the first writing systems of the
Aegean World (The drawing we have given in P1.43/3 reflects an attempt to put together
pictures taken from different shade angles).
