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Abstract 

The phenomenon of migration is a phenomenon equal to human history. Therefore, changes in the pre-
migration and post-migration cultural codes of individuals, depending on the phenomenon of migration, are 
also of importance in sociological terms. The work "Two Worlds One Family", which has been handled within 
this framework, deals with the sociological consequences of the marriage of Turks immigrating to the United 
States with foreigners who have grown up in a different culture, in the context of religious institutions. This 
situation has been evaluated under the title of "mixed marriage" in the work. In the evaluations made on this 
occasion, it has been determined that the religious institution has an important place in the construction of the 
family institution. It has also been determined that the family, which is a sociological union, is also important 
in the socialization process and in the relationships of individuals within the context of social institutions. In 
the context of the sociology of migration and sociology of religion disciplines, the work is an effort to 
understand how cultural codes change and transform after migration within the context of religious institutions.
In this context, it has been observed that Turks who have mixed marriages experience problems mainly due to 
cultural, religious and personal differences. When the results evaluated in this context were examined, it was 
observed that the work was created based on in-depth interviews and quantitative data. 
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
