Misyonerlik faaliyetlerinin ka-
nuni birtakim haklari kendi amaclari
dogrultusunda kullanma temaydlleri
hassasiyeti daha da artirmistir.Boylesi
bir ortamdan faydalanmak isteyen
misyonerler, Hiristiyanlastirma faali-
yetlerini o kadar sinsice yapmaktadir-
lar ki, Hiristiyanh@ bilmeyen birgok
insanimiz-basta genclerimiz olmak
Uzere- yapilan bu tlr propagandalara
kanmaktadir. Ozellikle terér kaynakl
yapilanmalara ve aleviler (zerine
odaklanmalari meselenin ciddiyetini
gOstermektedir.

Misyonerler, insanimiza yaklasir-
ken Hiristiyanhgin ashini degil; sahte-
sini anlatmaktadirlar. Yazilan
Inciller'den bahsedilmemekte; bilakis
gizli emellerine ulasmada hangi yol
gegerliyse onu zerketmektedirler. Hi-
ristiyanligi “baris, hosgoért, diyalog,
insana hizmet eden, fedakarlik dini,
mazlumlarin dini" gibi yaftalarla in-
sanimizi kandirmaktadirlar. Asrimiz-
daki bazi musliman kimlikli Kisilerin
yaptigi terdr islerini de Islam'a mal
ederek, butin Maslimanlari kétule-
mekte; dolayisiyla Islam  Dinini
“terdr"dini olarak yaftalama cabasi
icerisindedirler. Bunun icin her turld
iletisim vasitalarini kullanmaktadirlar.
Hatta sevgili Peygamberimizi kot fi-
illerle vasifladirmaktadirlar. Bu kotu-
leme islerini disarida degil; Turkiye'de
yapmaktadirlar.

Misyonerler birebir faaliyetlerinin
yanisira dernekler kurarak veya kur-
durularak insanimizi nasil istismar et-
tiklerini su dernegin tdzuginden
anlamak mUmkidnduar. 11.08.1999 tari-
hinde Ankara'da Hiristiyanlarca kuru-
lan Kardelen Dernegi, kurulus
amacini soyle ilan etmektedir:

"Yoksulluga ve kimsesizlige yol
acan nedenlerin ortadan kaldirilmasi
icin gerekli 6nlemlerin alinmasi ve
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tUlkemizdeki kimsesiz veya yardima
muhtag kisilerin ekonomik, toplum-
sal, kulturel, mesleki ve benzeri ba-
kimdan gelistirilmesi yolunda caba
gostermek, kimsesiz veya yardima
muhtac kisilerin ¢agdas, demokratik
ve laik egitimi duzeylerine diger va-
tandaglarla esit kosullarla sahip ola-
rak kavusmalarini temin maksadiyla
¢alismalar yapmak..." (Poyraz:2004,
40)

Yine bu dernegin yer aldigi ve Kur-
tulus Kilisesi'nin de yayin kurulunda
bulundugu Kucak dergisinin Aralik
1999, Subat 2000, Nisan 2000 sayila-
rinda Tudrkiye adeta parcalanmis.
Diger sayilarinin higbirinde Turki-
ye'den bahsedilmez. Ulkemiz Hiristi-
yan bir dlke olarak tanitilir. Mezkir
sayllarda Marmara bdélgesi ve civarini
Incil'de gectigi gibi Asya ili, Tuz goéla
ve civarini Galatya, I¢ ve Dogu Ana-
dolu bolgelerini Kapadokya, Istanbul
ve gevresini Bitinya, Karadeniz bolge-
sini de Pontus olarak gostermektedir.
(Poyraz:2004, 49)

Pekiyi, Hiristiyan misyonerlerin
asil maci nedir? Neden bu kadar
kadar hummal bir calismanin icinde-
dirler?

Burada Prof. Dr. Ramazan Ozey'e
kulak verelim:

"Papa 2.John Paul soyle diyor: 'Bi-
rinci bin yilda Avrupa Hiristiyanlas-
tirildi.ikinci bin yilda Amerika ve
Afrika Hiristiyanlastirildi. Ugiinci
bin yilda Asya'yl Hiristiyanlastira-
him.' sézleri Uglincii Hacgh Seferleri'ni
baslatiginin ilanidir. Muslimanlar
bunu géremiyor mu? Daha neyi bek-
liyorlar?

21.yuzyil boyunca, yani Uclincu
bin yilda, Ortadogu'nun tamamen
Hiristiyanlastirilmasi ile birlikte tim
Asya kitasi da Hiristiyanlastirilacak-
tir.

Hach ordularinin Asya kitasini ta-
mamen Hiristiyanlastirilmasinda en

blyuk engel olarak Turkiye gorul-
mektedir.

Papa'nin emri Gzerine, Vatikan
harekete gegmis ve misyonerlerinin
blyuk bir bélima, Guney Kore'den
Tarkiye'ye yonlendirilmistir.Glney
Kore'den dis gérundst ile Turk gibi
gorunen Ozel olarak yetistirilmis ve
sdzde 'Turk Dostu' papazlar, Turki-
ye'ye akin etmislerdir.

Tarkiye'ye gelen papazlar hemen
faaliyete gecmisler ve ulkenin her
ilinde, ilcesinde, kdyunde ve sokak-
larinda incil dagitimi yogunluk ka-
zanmistir." (Ozey:2005)

Hiristiyanlastirma i¢in buttin yol-
larin mibah oldugu bir vakiadir. Vati-
kan merkezli misyonerlerin en ¢ok
Uzerinde durduklari husus “diyalog ve
hoshord" aldatmacasidir.Bu kelimeleri
kendi amaglarina perde ederek; ana
gayelerine basamak olusturmaktadir-
lar.Bunun icin var gugcleriyle bu kav-
ramlar Gzerinden Turkiye'de sinsi
planlar pesinden kosmaktadirlar. Bun-
lari bizler degil; kendileri ifade etmek-
tedir.

Redemptoris Missio ya da
Kurtarict Misyon

Dinlerarasi Diyalog ve Hosgoéru
projesini ilk defa 1962 yilinda gin-
demlerine aldilar. Bu amag icin ne ya-
pilmasi gerekiyorsa, behemehal hayata
gegirilmesi Uzerinde duruldu. Il. John
Paul 1991 yilinda ilan ettigi Redemp-
toris Missio (Kurtarici Misyon) isimli
genelgesinde soyle diyordu: “Dinler-
arasi diyalog, Kilise'nin bdtdn in-
sanlari Kilise'ye déndirme amaclh
misyonun bir pargasidir. Bu misyon
aslinda Mesih'i ve incil'i bilmeyen-
lere ve diger dinlere mensup olanlara
yoOneliktir." (Nakleden: Orug: 2004, 19)

Yine bununla irtibath olarak 'H1-
ristiyan Olmayanlar Sekreteryasi'nin
1973 yilinda sekreterlik gbérevine ge-
tirilen Pietro Rossano, Sekreteryanin
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yayin organi Bulletini‘deki yazisinda
sunlari ifade ediyordu:"Diyalogtan
sOz ettigimizde, aciktir ki bu faali-
yeti, Kilise sartlari ¢cergcevesinde mis-
yoner ve incil'i 6greten bir cemaat
olarak yapiyoruz. Kilise'nin bdtin
faaliyetleri, tzerinde tasidigi seyleri
yani Mesih'in sevgisini ve mesih'in
sbzlerini nakletmeye yoneliktir. Bu
sebeple diyalog, Kilise'nin incil'i
yayma amagcli misyonun cergevesi
icinde yer alir." (Orug, 2004:19)

Yine ayni sekilde Vatikan'in 1978
yilindaki bir yayin organinda sunlar
yazilmaktadir:

"Biz her ne kadar Hiristiyan ol-
mayan dinlerin manevi ve ahlaki de-
gerlerini taniyor, saygl gosteriyor,
onlarla diyaloga hazirlaniyor ve din
hiviyetini savunmak, insanlik kar-
desligini tesis etmek, kular, sosyal,
refah ve sivil iradeyi olusturmak gibi
hususlarda diyaloga girmek istiyor-
sak da durustluk bizi gercek kanaati-
mizi acgikca ilan etmeye mecbur
etmektedir; yegane gergek din vardir.
O da Hiristiyanhktir." (Leibhard,
Wilmington :1978, 13:Nak., Orug:2004,
37)

"Oryantalizm, Avrupa'nin
Dogu fikridir"

Bati da bir bilim dali olarak kabul
edilen; aslinda Dogu halklarini; 6zelde
de Mislimanlari sémiurgelestirmenin
kesif kolu vazifesini géren Oryanta-
lizm hususiyle 18. ve 19.ylzyillarda
Muslimanlari  Hiristiyanlastirmada
bas amil olmustur.Bunun vazifesi
Muslumanlarin adetlerini, kulturle-
rini, dinlerini, tarihlerini, giyim tarzla-
rini, torelerini, edebiyatlarini, hayata
bakislarini, davranis sekilleri gibi
“Dogu"ya ait ne varsa arastirip bilim
slsu verilerek somiurgelestirmeye;
bunun bir adim 6tesi olan Hiristiyan-
lastirmaya gdtirmenin zeminini olus-
turulmustur.T& o zamandan bu yana
Islam esittir terdr ve kdtd me&umlari
birlikte kullanilarak insanlari yanilt-
manin gayreti icinde olmuslardir.
“Oryantalizm, Avrupa'nin Dogu fik-
ridir.." (Said:998, 9) diyen Edward
Said, aslinda misyonerlik ¢alismasinin
felsefi alt yapisinin nasil olustugunu
izah etmektedir.

Hach ruhunu diriltmeye amacla-
yanlar, uzun vadeli ¢alismaktadirlar.
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Bizler, bununla ilgili yazilar yazdikga,
bizim gibi disinen herkes bdyle sdy-
ledikge;bazilari “komple teorileri" tre-
tiyorsunuz kabilinden sozler sarf
ediyorlar. Biz diyoruz ki, misyonerlik
faaliyetlerini yaratenlerin maksadi,
Turkiye'de evvela azinlik meydana ge-
tirip daha sonra da Hiristiyan bir mil-
let tesekkll ettirmenin pesindedirler.
Bunlari biz degil;kendileri ifade edi-
yorlar.Ama, bizdeki bazi safdillerin
“kurgularla" ugrastigimizi disinme-
leri Grkatacadar.

Mevcut misyonerlik faaliyetlerinin
planlar1 yiaz-yuzelli yil evvelinden ya-
pilmistir.Simdiki durumu daha evvel-
den planladiklari gibi;simdiden iki asir
sonrasinin planlarini yapmaktadirlar.

Bakiniz, g asir dncesinde Ingiliz
Somurge Bakanhgi Hiristiyan misyo-
nerlere su gizli talimatlar vermektedir.

1-Islam alimleri, toplum nezninde
kuguk dusarilererek saf disi edilmeli-
dir.

Bu gizli emrin birebir tatbik edildi-
gini ginimuz Tarkiye'sinde rahatlikla
gorebiliriz.

2-Peygamberin dinden magsadi sa-
dece Islam dini degildir.Hiristiyanlarin
ve Yahudilerin dinleri de Muasliman-
hktir. Cunkd kaynaklart birdir.Bu
konu israrla vurgulanmahidir.

Maalesef bu husus o kadar iyi is-
lenmis ki, bircok 'prof'larimiz batin
dinleri “lbrahim? Dinler" sinifina ko-
yarak; Hiristiyanligin amaglarina nasil
hizmet ettikleri calibi dikkattir.

3-Muslumanlar ibadetlerden aliko-
nulmalidir. “Allah'in ibadete ihtiyaci
olmadigi" gibi gerekgeler her an onlara
telkin edilmelidr. Boylece ibadetten so-
gumalari saglanmalidir.

Bu gibi insanlarimiz maalesef Tar-
kiye'de ¢cokg¢a mevcuttur. Adam diyor
ki: “Benim kalbim temiz, baskasinin
malina el sirmem; o halde ben cennete
girecegim" gibi safsatalarla kendini
avutmasi bu fikrin sonucudur.

4-Muslimanlarin kilik kiyafetiyle,
yasayisiyla, yazi ve karikatdr ve fikra-
larla alay edilmeli.

Bu hususta bundan daha fazlasi ya-

pilmaktadir.Birakiniz alayi, hakaretler
diz boyu..

5-Muslumanlarin ellerinde gercek
Kur'an'in olmadigi... Hadislerin uy-

durma oldugu sdéylenmeli. Ve onla-
rin Kur'an ve Sunnet hakkinda inang-
lari sipheye duasaralmelidir.
Zikredilen maddelerin cariligi ay-
niyla vakidir.Fazla séze lizum yok.

"Ehl-i Sinnet Ttikadi basta
gelen diusmanimizdir."

Misyonerlik faaliyetlerinin uzun
soluklu bir miicadelenin kesif kolu ol-
duguna dair delillerden birini de,
kendi agizlarindan ifade edelim.

Vatikan ve Kiliseler Birligi adina
“Dinlerarasi Diyalog" fikrini ortaya
atan misyonerler teskilatinin lideri
Louis Massignon'un Misyonerler Zir-
vesi'nde yaptigi konusma ne kadar
mesafe katettiklerine delil olmasi agi-
sindan ehemmiyet arz etmektedir.

"Maslimanlarin her seyini tahrip
ile mahvettik. Dinleri, inanglari, ah-
laklari, dine baghiliklari ve insant
duygulari mahvoldu.Onlari milli-
manevi degerlerini bati medeniyeti
potasinda eriterek kendimize ben-
zettik. islamiyet'ten uzaklastirdik. is-
lamiyet'i 6grenmeyi, yasamayil,
namaz kilmay1 ve Kur'an-1 Kerim 6g-
renmeyi suc ve gericilik olarak gos-
termeyi basardik.Artik ¢ogu higbir
seye tam olarak inanmiyorlar. Ehl-i
Sunnet Ttikad1 basta gelen dismani-
mizdir. Bu Ttikddi gecmiste sapik
inanclara kanalize ettik. Son yillarda
ise MUsliman goridnen bazi ilahiyat-
¢ilarla, 14 asirlik dinlerini, itikatla-
rini, ibadetlerini, tartisir hale
getirdik. Derin bir bosluga dustrduk.
Bundan sonra siz misyonerlerin isi
daha kolaylasti. Maas baglayarak,
vize va'di, yurtdisinda is imkani,
fuhsu kullanarak Muslimanlari Hi-
ristiyan yapiniz." (M. Necati Ozfatura,
Tiarkiye Gazetesi)

"Ve dinyada ilk Hiristiyan
devletin Habesistan..."

Misyonerler 6zellikle fakir insan-
lari, aclari, zor durumda olanlari,
fakru zaruret icindekileri; kisaca Mus-
lumanlarin en zayif noktalarini yaka-
layarak;oradan Hiristiyanlk siringasi
ile zehrini bosaltmaktadirlar. Ucku-
runa digsktin olanlara; kadinlar ile yak-
lasarak; paragdzlere para dagitarak
onlari kenidilerine hizmet ettirmekte-
dirler. Bir de cahil olan muslimanlari
rahatlikla kandirmaktadirlar. Anlattik-



larina bakan bir Misliman o mevzu
ile alakali yeterince malimat sahibi
degil ise, misyonerlerin tuzagina dus-
memesi mumkun degildir. Ne zaman
ki karsisindaki masliman suurlu ve
dine vukufiyeti var; o zaman ¢ark ede-
rek oradan uzaklasmaktadir. Buna
misal olmasi acisindan rahmetli
Ahmed Davutoglu sdyle bir hadiseyi
nakletmektedir:

“(B)ana birisi soyle bir vak'a an-
latti:

Talebe olarak Universiteye devam
ediyordum.Bir giin arkadaslarim beni
gecenin muayyen bir saatinde bir yere
davet ettiler. Davete sebep iki ecnebi
misafirmis. Bunlarin biri Isvigre'li dok-
tor, digeri galiba Amerikali bir ma-
hendis imis. Tark gencleri ile gérusip
tanismak istiyorlarmis. Arkadaslara
bu gibi misafirler sik sik gelir; bera-
berce sohbet ederlermis. S6z verdim.
Ve gittim. Sohbet toplantisi hayli kala-
balik idi. Misafirlere bol bol cay,
meyve ikram ediliyordu. Yerime otur-
dum. Az sonra ecnebi misafirler de gel-
diler.Ve hepimizi selamladiktan sonra
kendilerini takdim ettiler. Anlagsma ter-
ciman vasitasiyla oluyordu. Muhab-
bet basladi. Misafirler konusmak
istediklerini ve bunun i¢in hazirhkl ol-
duklari hallerinden seziliyordu. Biri
hemen sbéze basladi. Turkiye'ye geldi-
ginden, Turklerle ve bilhassa bizim
gibi genclerle tanistigindan ¢cok mem-
nun oldugunu soyledi. S6z arasinda
Tark'lerin zekasina ve misafirperver-
liklerine bayildigini, fakat bu kadar
kabiliyetli bir milletin nasil olup da
hala Islam dinine bagh kaldigina ¢ok
hayret ettigini kemal-i istaha ile an-
lattiktan sonra Avrupa'dan misaller
verdi.

-Bakiniz! Bugin Avrupa'da bir
tek fakir devletgéremezsiniz. Cunku
Avrupalilar Hiristiyandir: Bizim di-
nimiz ilerlemeyi emreder; sizin dini-
niz oyle degil. O uyutuyor, geri
birakiyor. Onun icin bana Avrupali-
lar gibi ileri ve zengin bir islam dev-
leti gdsteremezsiniz. dedi.

Bu izahati herkes sikanetle din-
liyor; kimsenin itiraz aklina gelmi-
yordu.Nihayet ben parmak kaldirarak
s6z istedim Derhal verildi. Ben konu-
san hatibe diinya yuzinde ilk Hiristi-
yan devleti neresi oldugunu sordum.
Meger bilmiyormus.
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-Roma, dedi. Kabul etmedim.
Baska bir isim soyledi. Yine olmadi.

-Ben sbéyleyeyim, dedim. Ve din-
yada ilk Hiristiyan devletin Habesis-
tan oldugunu anlattim. Sunu da ilave
ettim:

-Sizin  bu izahatiniz gercege
uygun degildir. Cinkl Habesistan
dunyanin ilk Hiristiyan devleti olma-
sina ragmen hala dinyanin en geri
kalmis Glkesidir. Sayet Hiristiyanhk
ilerlemeyi amir bir din olsaydi,
bugin Habesistan dinyanin en ileri
memleketi olmasi icab ederdi.
dedim.

Bu sdzlerimi isten hatip kizardi ve
biraz bocaladiktan sonra hemen so-
zine nihayet vererek yanimizdan
kagti.Bunun tGzerine arkadaslar gale-
yana geldiler.

-Vay kafir! Bizi ayartmaya gelmis;
sunun haddini birdiriverelim, dediler.
Ben bin bir turld rica minnet kendile-
rini glg halle teskin ettim. Yoksa belki
de adami ling edeceklerdi." (Davu-
toglu, 1989:26-27)

Pekiyi, bu adamlar boyle bir per-
vasizhigi nereden aliyorlar?

Tabiki bizim bilgisizligimizden, ce-
haletimizden.. Okumayi, arastirmayi
lGzumsuz goren bir anlayisa sahip ol-
mamizdan..

Misyonerlik faaliyetleri o kadar
planh ve programl bir sekilde yuri-
tulmektedir ki, Hiristiyanlastirma faa-
liyeti yaratulucek milletin  nasil
Hirsitiyanlasitirilacag: tGzerinde kafa
yorarak; bu yénde arastirmalar yapa-
rak; hassas konulari hususlari iyi tet-
kik ederek ; ondan sonra hicuma
gecmektedirler. Adamlar dogrudan
dogruya Mausliman-Tark'e gelip de:
“Arkadas seni biz Hiristiyan yapaca-
§1z" demiyorlar. Ona, ash astari olma-
yan  Hiristiyanhgi anlatiyorlar.
Inciller'de yazili olmayani ya da iste-
dikleri gibi yazilmis Incillerden érnek-
ler vererek muslimanin kanina girip
hedefi tutturmanin hazzini yasiyorlar.

Surasi unutulmamalidir: Misyo-
nerlik faaliyetlerinin asil amaci, Turki-
ye'de yeni bir “Sevr"i hortlatmaktir.

Bakiniz, muslimanlarin nasil Hi-
ristiyan yapilacagi izerinde eserler bile
telif etmisler. Bunlardan biri olan Geo
G.Harris, “Muslumanlar Nasil Hiris-
tiyan Nasil Yapilir?" isimli kitabinda,

Hiristiyanlastrmanin yolunu tarif et-
mektedir

“Mauslimanlari Hiristiyan yapmak
¢ok zordur. CuUnkl Mdislumanlar,
inanclarina, an'anelerine baghdir ve
cok inat¢idirlar.Bunlari Hiristiyan yap-
mak i¢in su hususlara dikkat edilmesi,
gerekir.

Iglerinden elde ettgi-
niz kimselerle Islamiyet'e hurafeler
sokun. Bunlar vasitasiyla, reformu;
dinin emir ve yasaklarinin ¢aga uy-
madigini sik sik giindeme getirin.
Gegmisle irtibatlarini kesin; herkesin
dinin kurallarini kendisinin yorum-
lamasini saglayin! Bu fikirde olanlara
el altindan destek verin! Islamiyet ne
kadar bozulursa, asli unsurlarindan
ne kadar uzaklastirilirsa bizim isimiz
de o kadar kolaylasir.

islam Dini'nde Hiristiyanhk ise
soyle nitelenmektedir. Kur'an-1 Kerim
ve Hadis-i Seriflerde “Nasraniyye" ve
“Nasara" kelimeleri kullaniimakta-
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dir.Kur'an ve Hadiste bu kelime kulla-
nilmasina ragmen, Turkce'de Nasrani
ve Nasara kelimelerinden ziyade,
Yunan menseli Hiristiyan kelimesi kul-
lanilmaktadir. islam kaynaklarinda
Nasrani ve Nasara kelimesinin kulla-
nilmasinin sebebi ise, Hz.isa'nin Fi-
listin'deki Nasira sehrinden olmasi
olarak gosterilmektedir. Bu durumda
Nasrani, Nasirali isa'ya tabi olan
kimse demek oluyor. (Kuzgun, 1991:

Hiristiyanhgin  kutsal kitabina,
Turkge'de Kitab-1 Mukaddes adi veri-
lir.Bunun Arapca karsihgi ise "el-Kita-
bu'l-Mukaddes"tir.Yunanca aslh ise
“Bible"dir.(Kuzgun, 1991:56)

GuUnUmiuzde Hiristiyan Kilisesi'nin
resmi olarak kabul ettigi Bible yahut
Turk¢e muadili olan Kitab-1 Mukad-
des, yazmalardan mutesekkildir. Ga-
nimuzde kabul géren incillerin adedi
dorttir. Bunlarin isimleri ise Matta,
Markos, Luka, Yuhanna'dir. Ancak bu
incillerin sayisi mezheplere gére fark-
hihk arzettigi gibi asirlara gore de de-
gismektedir. Mesala M.S. 4. Asirdabir
mezhep Yeni Ahid'de yer alan kitapla-
rin saysini 23 olarak kabul ederken;
ayni mezhep birkag asir sonra saylyi
bu sefer de 27'ye ¢ikarmaktadir. (Kuz-
gun, 1991: 57) Yani borsa gibi, zamana
gOre degisebiliyor. Bir nevi, arz talep
meselesi. Bazen bu sayi yizlerle ifade
edilmektedir. inciller yazilayazila, ter-
cime edilerek; tercime edilen tekrar
tashih edilerek; ve bu sekilde bir zin-
cirleme inciller, aslindan ¢cok daha
farkli noktalara gelmistir. Ozellikle
kopya etme gelenegi bu tahrifatin hiz-
lanmasina zemin olusturmustur. “Ki-
taplari kopya etme isinde ¢ogaltma,
ilk nidshalara bakilarak yapiimamis,
kopya edilmis nushalardan yeni kop-
yalar yapilmistir. Dolayisiyla en eski
nushadan yapilan kopyalarda mey-
dana gelen hatalar, bu kopyalardan,
yeniden kopya edilen nishalara
aynen gecmis, bir kitap ikinci olarak
kopya edilirken kopyayi yapanin yeni
hatalari bu kopyaya eklenmis, ikinci
kopyadan uc¢incu kopyay! yapan, bi-
rinci ve ikinci kopyacinin hatalarini
aynen tekrarladigi gibi, kendisi de

1-Eski Ahid: Hiristiyanlar, Hz.
isa'dan evvel ortaya ¢ikan, Yahudilerce
kutsal kabul edilen kitaplara da inan-
maktadirlar. Yahudilerin de kutsal
kabul edip inandi§i kitaplara Hiristi-
yanlarca da benimsenip kabul edilmis-
tir. iste, bu kitaplara “Eski Ahid" ismi
verilmektedir. Eski Ahid Hz.isa'dan
Once ortaya ¢ikmis, Hz. Musa ile Allah
arasindaki sozlesmeyi (Tevrat) ve Hz.
Musa'dan sonra gelen bazi Yahudi
peygamberlerinin sézlerini ihitiva et-
mektedir. Bunlar Hz. isa'dan evvel gel-
digi icin bu kitaplara “Eski Ahid" (Eski
Sozlesme) diye isimlendirilmistir.Hi-
ristiyanlarin, Yahudilerin kutsal kitabi
Tanah'l, Eski Ahid olarak kabullen-
meleri, aslinda ginimizdeki Yahudi-
Hiristiyan dayanismasinin da bir
sonucudur. Ozellikle ABD (Evanjelist-
Yahudi dayanismasi kdkenini buradan
almaktadir) israil iliskilerindeki siyasi
dayanismanin sonucunda dinya siya-
seti bir sekilde ydnlendirilmek isten-
mektedir."

Ancak, Yahudiler Kutsal kitapla-
rina “Eski Ahid" ismini asla vermezler.
Cunkil Yahudilere gére Hz. isa pey-
gamber degildir. Peygamber olma-
yinca da Allah ile kendisi arasinda
herhangi bir sézlesme (ahid) olmamis-
tir. S6zlesme Allah ile Hz. Musa ara-
sinda cereyan etmistir. Dolayisiyla
Tur-i Sina'da yapilan ahidden sonra
herhangi bir s6zlesme yapilmadigin-
dan; eski ve yeni ahidden sdz etmek
mumkin degildir. Yahudiler bu se-
kilde kendi kitaplarina Eski Ahid ola-
rak kabnul etmedikleri kitaplarina
Tanah ismini vermektedirler. Yahudi-
lere gdre Tanah tg¢ bélimden olusur:1-
Tora (Tevrat), 2-Neviim (Nebiler),
3-Ketuviim (Kitaplar)

Tabiatiyla Hiristiyanlarin kabul et-
tikleri Eski Ahid ile Yahudilerin Ta-
nah't arasinda buyuk farkhliklar
mevcuttur. ibranice yazilmis Yahudi
Tanahi'na en yakin Tanah, protestan-



larin elindeki Eski Ahid'dir.

GlUnumuzde Tevrat olarak bize an-
latilan veya bildiklerimiz Hiristiyanla-
rin  Kutsal kitabi olan Kitab-i
Mukaddes'teki Eski Ahid'deki bilgiler-
den 6greniyoruz.

Peki neden Hiristiyanlar Yahudile-
rin bile kabul etmedikleri Eski Ahidi
kabullenmektedirler? Bunun sebebi
olarak da su ifade edilmektedir:Hiris-
tiyanhgin ilk dénemlerinde onlarin el-
lerinde herhangibir yazili metin
bulunmamasindan kaynaklandigi séy-
lenmektedir. (Kuzgun, 1991:64) Cunka
Hiristiyanlarin ellerinde ilk iki asir ya-
zih birer kutsal metin bulunmuyordu.
Su anda mevcut inciller, Ggiinci, dér-
dinci, besinci, hatta altinci yuzyil-
larda yazilmisti. (M.S.)

2- Yeni Ahid: Hz. isa’'nin hayatini,

dinyadan ayrilisini, vaaz ve nasihat-
lerini ihtiva eden ve onun &égrencileri
tarafindan yazilan kitap ve risalelere
Yeni Ahid denmektedir.Yeni Ahid,
uzun calismalar, tartismalar netice-
sinde kitaplarin sayisi 27 olarak kabul
edilmistir. Bunlar, Dort incil, Resul-
ler'in isleri, Pavlos'un ondért Mek-
tubu, Yakub'un bir Mektubu,
Petrusun iki Mektubu, Yuhanna'nin
U¢ Mektubu, Yehuda'nin bir Mektubu
ve Yuhanna'nin Vahyi'nden tesekkil
ettirilmistir.

Eski Ahid ile Yeni Ahid M.S. ikinci
asrin sonlarina dogru birlestirilerek
Hiristiyanlarin Kitab-1 Mukaddesleri
meydan gelmis; doérdinci asirdan
sonra da bitin dinyaya kopyalanarak
dagitilmaya baslanmistir.

Hiristiyanlarin esas aldiklari incil
kelimesi Yunanca "Euangelion"dan
gelmektedir. “eu" iyi, *“angelion”
haber manasina karsilik gelmektedir.
Euangelion kelimesi zamanla Evange-
lion ve Evagile seklinde degisime ug-
ramistir. islam kaynaklarinda
kullanilan “incil" kelimesi, Yunanca
Evangile'den alinmistir. Bu kelime lu-
gatta “iyi haber" ve “mdujdeli haber"
manasina gelen incil kelimesi ile, Hi-
ristivanlarin Kitab-1 Mukaddesi'nin
Yeni Ahid béliminde yer alan ve
Matta, Markos, Luka ve Yuhanna ta-
rafindan yazilan dort kitap kastedil-
mektedir. (Kuzgun, 1991:117)

(Burada bir hususu da ifade et-
mekte yarar vardir. Simdilerde dagiti-
lan ve Yeni Yasam yayinlari tarafindan
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bir kurula hazirlatilmis olan Yeni Ahi-
din tercimesinin tamamina “Mdjde,
incilin Cagdas bir gevirisi" adi altinda
yayinlanan incil, dért incilden baska,
Yeni Ahidin tamamini ihtiva edecek
sekilde hazirlanmis veYeni Ahidin ta-
mamina incil denmistir.)

Hiristiyanlara gore teslis inanci da
soyledir. Mevcut inciller kaynak alin-
diginda Hz. isa, Allah'in ogludur. Tes-
lis inancinin G¢ unsuru baba, ogul ve
ruhu'l-kudis, aslinda ayni seylerdi.
Baba Allah'dir, ogul Allah'tir, ruhu'l-
kudus de Allah'dir, ve bunlarin Gg,
U¢ ayri ilah degil, aksine tek bir Al-
lah'dir. Yuhanna'ya gore Hz.isa, “Ben
babadayim, baba bendedir"demistir.
(Kitab-1 Mukaddes, Yuhanna, 14:11)
Yani Allah'in oglu olan isa ayni za-
manda Allah'in kendisidir, veya Allah
kendisine huldl etmis, vicuduna Al-
lah'in  ruhu girmistir.  (Kuzgun,
1991:127)

Pekiyi, su anda mevcut inciller ve
Hiristiyanlik inanci nasil teskil etmistir?

Bunun i¢cin muhtelif asirlarda kon-
siller toplanmistir.Bu konsillerin en
onemlisi ve alinan kararlarin ehemmi-
yeti agisindan dikkatle incelenmesi
icap eden konsil, M.S.325 yilinda iz-
nik'te toplanan konsildir ki, buna
iznik Konsili denmistir.Konsilin top-
lanmasina sebep olan ise Roma impa-
ratoru Konstantin'dir. Bu imparator
toplantiyi tertip ettirdigi zaman Hiris-
tiyan bile degildi. Sadece Hiristiyanhga
temayll gosteriyordu.Putperest olan
Roma, ancak tahrif edilmis olan ve
putperestlie yonelmis Hiristiyanhgi
kabul edebilirdi.Bunun i¢in imparator-
luk sinirlari dahilinde bulunan patrik
ve piskoposlari iznik'e davet etti.Bu
davete de 2048 patrik ve piskopos
uyarak geldi. Bu konsil uzun tartisma-
lardan sonra Hz isa ve Hz. Meryem
hakkinda su goruslere vardilar:

1-Hz. isa ve annesi Meryem, Al-
lah'tan baska iki ayri ilahtirlar.
Bu goriust benimseyenlere “Mer-
yemfiler" adi verildi.

2-Hz. isa, Allah'in bir sulesi, bir
alevi menzilesindedir.Yani atesin
alevi ne ise, Allah i¢in Hz isa
odur. Allah ates, Hz. isa ise Al-
lah'in alevi gibidir.

3-Hz isa, Hz. Meryem'den dog-

mustur ama, onun karninda
dokuz ay kalmamistir.O, Mer-

yem'in rahminden suyun oluk-
tan akisi gibi stratle gecmistir.
Bu goris sahiplerine gore ke-
lime, Meryem'in kulagindan gir-
mis ve ayni saatte ¢ocuk olarak
rahminden ¢ikmistir.

4-Hz.isa Allah'tan halkedilmis bir
insandir;cevheri bakimindan biz-
den biri gibidir. Ogul olarak bas-
langici Meryem'dendir. Allah
onu, insanf cevheri icinde kurta-
rici olmak tizere se¢mis, ilaht ni-
metlere sahip kilmis, muhabbet,
sevgi ve arzu ile ona huldl etmis
ve onun bedenine girmistir.Bu
huldl edis sebebi ile, ona “Al-
lah'in Oglu" denmistir.Allah, bir
cevher ve bir unsurdur, ancak
O'nun Qg ismi vardir. Bu gorusu
savunanlarin basinda Antakya
patrigi vardi.

5-Salih ilah, salih olmayan ilah ve
bu ikisinin arasinda adil olan ilah
olmak tzere Gg¢ ayri ilah vardir.
Bu goris sahipleri muhtemelen
Zerduslukten etkilenmis olmali-
dirlar.

6-Hz. isa, Allah'in oglu olarak ya-
ratici ilahtir. Bu gorusa ileri
stiren ler Pavlosculardi.

Uzun tartismalardan sonra muste-
rek bir noktada bulusamayan patrik ve
piskoposlar, sonunda sadece 2048 ki-
siden 318 Kisinin tzerinde ittifak ettik-
leri 6.madde olarak Pavloscu goéris
kabul edilmistir.(Kuzgun, 1991:157-
158)Burada dikkat ceken hususun,
azinhgin ¢ogunluga hikmetmesidir.
Bu goruslerin aslinda hepsi de tahrif
edilmis, aslinda saptirilmis; ash itiba-
riyle semavi, sonug itibariyle insani
olan béyle bir din ortaya ¢cikmistir. Hal-
buki tevhide en yakin incil olan Bar-
naba incili, Kilise tarafinda aforoz
edilmistir. Reddedilmistir. Zira bu
incil, gergek incil'e en yakin incil olup,
tek Allah inancindan bahsetmekte,
teslis itikadini reddetmekte, ¢armih
olayini kabul etmemekte ve Hz. isa'nin
peygamber oldugunu agik¢a yazmak-
tadir. Asil adi Yusuf olan Barnaba,
Hz.isa'nin havarilerindendir. Barnaba
incilinde peygamberimizin 600 veya
1000 yil sonra gelecegini yazmaktadir.

Yine gercege yakin inciler'de gegen
su ifadeler ve haber Hiristiyanlarca
hala gizlenmektedir: “Senden sonra
bir peygamber gelir ism-i serifi Pa-
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raklit'tir"

[Terciman, 40] Paraklit, Peygam-
ber Efendimizin ismi serifidir. Tabi tah-
rif olmus inciller ve zihinler buna
yaklasmiyor. Zaten bunu yakalayanlar
da Musliman oluyor.

Burada su hususu zikretmekte
blayuk fayda vardir.“Kur'an-1 Kerim,
isim zikretmek suretiyle ile Tevrat ve
incil'de tahrifat oldugunu belirtmesi,
Hiristiyanligin yayilmasinda ciddi
engel teskil etmeye baslamistir.
Kur'an'da oldugu gibi Hadis-i Serif-
lerde de ayni tema islenmis, Hz. Mu-
hammed (S.A.S), Mekke ve
Medine'de bulunan Yahudi ve Hiristi-
yanlarla konusurken, Tevrat ve incil'de
birtakim tahrifatin oldugunu onlara
sdylemistir. Hz Muhammed'in irsad
calismalari sadece Mekke ve Medineli
Musriklere yodnelik degildi. O, Mus-
riklerle birlikte Mekke ve Medine'deki
Hiristiyan ve Yahudileri de islam'a
davet ediyordu. Hiristiyan ve Yahudi-
lerin islam'a davet edilmeleri esna-
sinda onun en ¢ok temas ettigi husus,
Tevrat ve incil'de tahrifat ve degisik-
liklerin oldugu, dolayisi ile bunla-rin
hukimlerinin ortadan Kkalktigi ve
Kur'an-1 Kerimin bu kitaplardaki hata
ve tahrifati dizeltici olarak génderil-
digi gercegi idi.
Hz.Muhammed(S.A.S.), Hiristiyan ve
Yahudileri ikna etmek icin zaman
zaman incil ve Tevrat'taki hata ve tah-
rifleri 6rnekler-le acikliyor, bu Kkitap-
lardaki tutarsizliklari ve celiskileri
g06zler 6niine seriyordu. Onun bu etkili
faaliyetleri sonunda, bir¢cok Yahudi ve
Hiristiyan, islam" kabul ederek Sa-
habe-i Kiram arasina dahil olmuslar-
dir. Hz. Muhammed'den sonra Sahabe,
Tabiin ve onlardan sonra gelenler, hep
onun metodu ile, yani Kur'an-1 Kerimi
Tevrat ve incil'le karsilastirmak sureti
ile islam'l yaymaya devam etmislerdir.
Onlarin ayet ve hadislere dayanarak
yaptiklari bu ¢alismalar, bilhassa Nec-
ran, Filistin ve Suri-ye'de bircok Hi-
ristiyan'in kendi dinlerini terkederek
islamiyet'e girmelerine sebep olmus-
tur. Hicrt GOg¢uncd asra kadar bu
sekil-de yuruttulen ¢alismalar, gitgide
daha sistemli bir hale gelmis, bu asrin
ortalarindan itibaren islam danya-
sinda Hiristiyanhk ve Kitab-1 Mukad-
des ile ilgili olarak eserler yazilmaya
baslanmis-tir. Bu yizyilda daha 6nce
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Hiristiyan iken bilahere Musliman
olan Ali b. Rabban et-Taberf isimli bir
muellif, “ed-Din ve'd-Devle” adli bir
eser yazarak, Kur'an-1 Kerimi Tevrat
ve incille karsilastirmis ve islamiyetin
Hiristiyanhga karsi tstunlagund or-
taya koymustur [el-Hardlu, 1984, s. 15
(nakleden, Kuzgun, s., 92, 939)]

incillerin tahrifatini sadece Mislu-
manlar degil, bizatihi kendileri de dile
getirmislerdir.Akl-1 selim sahipleri
gerek Kitab-1 Mukaddes, gerekse sa-
dece Yeni Ahid'i igine alan incillerin
muharref olduklari noktasinda beya-
natlari olmus, bununla alékali eserler
vicuda getirmislerdir. Mesela bunlar-
dan birisi olan, Yahudi asilli Baruh Spi-
noza (1632-1677), felsefi kabiliyeti
sayesinde Kitab-1 Mukaddes Uzerinde
pek ¢ok tenkidler yap-mis ve su so-
nuclari elde etmistir: "Eger kutsal me-
tinleri, gercekte oldugundan farkl
gostermek igin Uzerlerine yuklenen
pesin hikumlerden siyirir ve diger
batin metinlere yaptigimiz gibi, on-
lara da tenkid kurallarini tatbik eder-
sek, onlarin hakiki mahiyetleri ortaya
cikar. O zaman bunlarin birer in-san
eseri oldugu, supheler, tezatlar ve
yanlisliklarla dolu oldugu anlasilir.On
Emir, Hz. Musa tarafindan yazilmis
ola-maz. Yesu, Hakimler, Rut, Sa-
muel ve Krallar gibi kitaplarin metin-
leri de otantik (sahih) degildir"

(Nak., Kuzgun, 1991:103)]

Bu kadar izahattan sonra misyo-
nerlerin, Hiristiyan din adamlarinin;
“baris, sevgi, hosgoéri, bitdn insan-
g1 kucaklayici, diinyaya meyletme-
yen," vs gibi yaftalarla insanhgi
uyutan kutsal sdzlere karsilik! Kitab-I
Mukaddes'ten gercek bélumler nakle-
decegim. Anlasilacag: Gzere, aslinda
yazilanlarla anlatilanlar arasinda ugu-
rum oldugu kendiliginden goérulecek-
tir. insanlari nasil aldattiklari ayan
beyan ortaya ¢ikacaktir. Ve, yine vere-
cegim iki ornekte de gorulecektir ki,
ne kadar da sapkin din adamlarina
sahip oldugu; “baris, sevgi, kardes-
lik" gibi me&umlarla yakin uzaktan
alakalarinin olmadigi vuzuha kavusa-
caktir. Yine tarihten ginumuze Hiris-
tiyan Uygarhigi' nin ne kadar barbar bir
zihniyete sahip oldugunu misallerle
aciklayacagim.

Matta inciline gére Hz.isa sdyle
soyllyor:

"Yerylziinde selamet getirmeye
geldigimi sanmayin; ben selamet
degil, fakat kili¢ getirmeye geldim.
Cunkl ben adamla babasinin, kizla
anasinin ve gelinle kaynanasinin ara-
sina ayrilik koymaya geldim. Adamin
dusmanlari kendi ev halki olacaktir”.

Lut'un iki kizi
boylece babalarindan gebe kaldilar."

Luka inciline gére Hz. isa sdyle
buyuruyor:

Yine Luka inciline goére Hz.isa
soyle diyor:

Turkey is redoubling its efforts to
end the suffering of the Somali people.
The world should followSomalia is
suffering from the most severe dro-
ught and famine in the last 60 years,
which has already resulted in the de-
aths of tens of thousands of people
and endangers the lives of 750, 000
more Somalis. This crisis tests the no-
tion of civilization and our modern va-
lues. It reveals, once again, thatitis a
basic human obligation to pursue in-
ternational cooperation and solidarity
to provide solace for those suffering
from natural and man-made disasters.

It is not realistic to consider Soma-
lia's plight as caused solely by a severe
natural disaster. We cannot ignore the
fact that, in addition to the drought,
the international community's deci-
sion to leave Somalia to its own fate is
also an underlying factor causing this
drama. Twenty years of political and
social instability, lawlessness, and
chaos have added enormously to the
problems in Somalia. The horrifying
truck bombing of the Transitional Fe-
deral Government's ministerial com-
plex on Oct. 4 isjust the latest evidence
of this. The international community
must not respond to this act of terro-
rism by retreating from Somalia, but
by redoubling its efforts to bring aid to
its people.

Nobody with common sense and
conscience can remain indifferent to
such a drama, wherever on Earth it
may be and whichever people have to
bear it. Our urgentintervention as res-
ponsible members of the international
community can contribute to the all-
eviation of the Somali people's dis-
tress. However, the establishment of
lasting peace and stability will only be
possible through long-term, far-reac-
hing, and coordinated efforts.

help end this suffering. We consider
this solidarity a humanitarian obliga-
tion toward the people of Somalia,
with whom we have deep historical
relations. Many of our institutions,
NGOs, and people of all ages have
made an extraordinary effort to all-
eviate the suffering of women and
children in Somalia. We are proud of
the sensitivity and cooperation displa-
yed by the Turkish people during the
holy month of Ramadan. In the last
month alone, approximately $280 mil-
lion worth of donations for Somalia
were collected in Turkey. The Turkish
people's generosity has served as an
example to other donor countries as
well as the international community,
offering hope for the resolution of the
crisis in Somalia.

The Turkish government has also
moved decisively to help alleviate this
humanitarian crisis. Turkey took the
initiative to hold an emergency mee-
ting of the executive committee of the
Organization of Islamic Cooperation
(OIC) at the ministerial level on Aug.
17. At this meeting, which was atten-
ded by the president of Somalia and
high-level representatives from 40
member countries of the OIC, $350
million was committed to help relieve
the famine in Somalia, and the parti-
cipants agreed to increase this amount
to half a billion dollars. The Turkish
Red Crescent is also standing shoulder
to shoulder with international aid or-
ganizations and is working to meet the
needs of those in all the camps in the
Mogadishu region.

Following the emergency meeting
of the OIC executive committee, | --
along with a number of Turkish mi-
nisters, some members of parliament,
bureaucrats, business people, artists,
and families -- visited the country on
Aug. 19 to tell the people of Somalia
that they are not alone. We visited the

camps. We tried to give hope and en-
courage people who live in very diffe-
rent conditions from ours. We took
note of the lack of such a high-level
visit from outside of Africa to Somalia
for the last 20 years, and informed the
international community of this fact.

Turkey has decided to launch a
major humanitarian effort to help res-
tore normalcy to Mogadishu. To this
end, we are preparing to provide as-
sistance in the fields of health, educa-
tion, and transportation. We will
inaugurate a 400-bed hospital, pro-
vide garbage trucks for the streets of
Mogadishu, build a waste-disposal fa-
cility to burn the accumulated garbage
in the streets, pave the road between
Mogadishu's airport and the city cen-
ter, renovate the parliament and other
government buildings, dig water
wells, and develop organized agricul-
tural and livestock areas. Our em-
bassy, which will be opened in
Mogadishu shortly and headed by an
ambassador who is experienced in the
field of humanitarian aid and familiar
to the region, will coordinate these ac-
tivities.

By supporting the restoration of
peace and stability efforts, we will
work with the Transitional Federal
Government and other institutions in
Somalia in order to launch the deve-
lopment process of this shattered co-
untry. To this end, we expect all
Somali authorities to demonstrate an
extraordinary effort in unity, integrity,
and harmony.

The success of aid operations is di-
rectly linked to the establishment of
security. The withdrawal from Moga-
dishu of armed elements in the al-Sha-
bab organization is clearly a positive
development for security in the re-
gion. But this is not sufficient. Moving
the Somali-related U.N. offices cur-
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rently located in Nairobi to Moga-
dishu will be a positive step to support
this process and one that should be
taken without delay.

Neighboring countries such as Et-
hiopia and Kenya bear a special res-
ponsibility regarding the restoration
of peace and stability in Somalia. The
Intergovernmental Authority on De-
velopment and the African Union will
also share this responsibility, and Tur-
key supports them in their tasks. In
line with the Djibouti peace process,
Somalia's Transitional Federal Go-
vernment should intensify efforts at
reconciliation by maintaining dialo-
gue with all fighting groups and
pledge prosperity, brotherhood,

The military contribution provided
by Uganda and Burundi within the
African Union Mission in Somalia
(AMISOM) to prevent chaos and ter-
ror deserves appreciation. With this
opportunity, | would like to issue a
call to all neighboring countries, in-
cluding Eritrea, to increase their exis-
ting efforts for the establishment of
peace and security in Somalia and to
enhance long-term regional stability.

In Turkish culture, it is believed
that something good will come out of
all bad experiences.

The Destabilization Of Syria And The Broader Middle East War*

What is unfolding in Syria is an
armed insurrection supported covertly
by foreign powers including the US,
Turkey and Israel.

The objective is to destabilize the
Syrian State and implement "regime
change" through the covert support of
an armed insurgency, integrated by Is-
lamist militia. The reports on civilian
deaths are used to provide a pretext
and ajustification for humanitarian in-
tervention under the principle "Res-
ponsiblity to Protect".



Media Disinformation

Tacitly acknowledged , the signifi-
cance of an armed insurrection is casu-
ally dismissed by the Western media.
If it were to be recognized and analy-
sed, our understanding of unfolding
events would be entirely different.

What is mentioned profusely is
that the armed forces and the police
are involved in the indiscriminate Kil-
ling of civilian protesters. Press reports
confirm, however, from the outset of
the protest movement an exchange of
gunfire between armed insurgents and
the police, with casualties reported on
both sides.

The insurrection started in mid
March in the border city of Daraa,
which is 10 km from the Jordanian bor-
der.

The Daraa "protest movement” on
March 18 had all the appearances of a
staged event involving, in all likeli-
hood, covert support to Islamic terro-
rists by Mossad and/or Western
intelligence. Government sources
point to the role of radical Salafist gro-
ups (supported by Israel)

Other reports have pointed to the
role of Saudi Arabia in financing the
protest movement.

What has unfolded in Daraa in the
weeks following the initial violent clas-
hes on 17-18 March, is the confronta-
tion between the police and the armed
forces on the one hand and armed
units of terrorists and snipers on the
other which have infiltrated the protest
movement.

What is clear from these initial re-
ports is that many of the demonstra-
tors were not demonstrators but
terrorists involved in premeditated
acts of killing and arson. The title of the
Israeli news report summarizes what
happened: Syria: Seven Police Killed,
Buildings Torched in Protests.

The Role of Turkey

The center of the insurrection has
now shifted to the small border town
of Jisr al-Shughour, 10 km from the
Turkish border.

Jisr al-Shughour has a population
of 44, 000 inhabitants. Armed insur-
gents have crossed the border from
Turkey.

Members of the Muslim Brother-
hood are reported to have taken up
arms in northwest Syria.

There are indications that Turkish
military and intelligence are suppor-
ting these incursions.

There was no mass civilian protest
movement in lJisr al-Shughour. The
local population was caught in the
crossfire. The fighting between armed
rebels and government forces has con-
tributed to triggering a refugee crisis,
which is the center of media attention.

In contrast, in the nation's capital
Damascus, where the mainstay of so-
cial movements is located, there have
been mass rallies in support rather
than in opposition to the government.

President Bashir al Assad is casu-
ally compared to presidents Ben Ali of
Tunisia and Hosni Mubarak of Egypt.
What the mainstream media has failed
to mention is that despite the authori-
tarian nature of the regime, president
Al Assad is a popular figure who has
widespread support of the Syrian po-
pulation.

The large rally in Damascus on
March 29, "with tens of thousands of
supporters" (Reuters) of President Al
Assad was barely mentioned. Yetin an
unusual twist, the images and video
footage of several pro-government
events were used by the Western
media to convince international public
opinion that the President was being
confronted by mass anti-government
rallies.

On June 15, thousands of people
rallied over several kilometers on Da-
mascus' main highway in a march hol-
ding up a 2.3 km Syrian flag. The rally
was acknowledged by the media and
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casually dismissed as irrelevant.

AP. Thousands ofsupporters of Syrian
President Bashar Assad carry a 2, 300-
metre-long Syrianflag in a demonstration
in Damascus on Wednesday.

While the Syrian regime is by no
means democratic, the objective of the
US-NATO Israel military alliance is not
to promote democracy. Quite the op-
posite. Washington's intent is to even-
tually install a puppet regime.

The objective through media disin-
formation is to demonize president Al
Assad and more broadly to destabilize
Syria as a secular state. The latter ob-
jective is implemented through covert
support of various Islamist organiza-
tions:

Syria is run by an authoritarian oli-
garchy which has used brute force in
dealing with its citizens. The riots in
Syria, however, are complex. They
cannot be viewed as a straightforward
quest for liberty and democracy. There
has been an attempt by the U.S. and
the E.U. to use the riots in Syria to pres-
sure and intimidate the Syrian leaders-
hip. Saudi Arabia, Israel, Jordan, and
the March 14 Alliance have all played a
role in supporting an armed insurrec-
tion.

The violence in Syria has been sup-
ported from the outside with a view of
taking advantage of the internal tensi-
ons... Aside from the violent reaction
of the Syrian Army, media lies have
been used and bogus footage has been
aired. Money and weapons have also
been funnelled to elements of the
Syrian opposition by the U.S., the
E.U....Funding has also been provided
to ominous and unpopular foreign-
based Syrian opposition figures, while
weapons caches were smuggled from
Jordan and Lebanon into Syria. (Mahdi

The joint Israel-Turkey
military and intelligence
agreement

The geopolitics of this process of
destabilization are far-reaching. Tur-
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key is involved in supporting the re-
bels.

The Turkish government has sanc-
tioned Syrian opposition groups in
exile which support an armed insur-
gency. Turkey is also pressuring Da-
mascus to conform to Washington's
demands for regime change.

Turkey is a member of NATO with
a powerful military force. Moreover,
Israel and Turkey have alongstanding
joint military-intelligence agreement,
which is explicitly directed against
Syria.

...A 1993 Memorandum of Unders-
tanding led to the creation of (Israeli-
Turkish) "joint committees" to handle
so-called regional threats. Under the
terms of the Memorandum, Turkey
and Israel agreed "to cooperate in gat-
hering intelligence on Syria, Iran,
and Irag and to meet regularly to share
assessments pertaining to terrorism
and these countries' military capabili-
ties."

Turkey agreed to allow IDF and
Israeli security forces to gather elect-
ronic intelligence on Syria and Iran
from Turkey. In exchange, Israel as-
sisted in the equipping and training of
Turkish forces in anti-terror warfare
along the Syrian, lIraqgi, and lranian

borders."

Already during the Clinton Admi-
nistration, a triangular military alli-
ance between the US, Israel and
Turkey had unfolded. This "triple alli-
ance", which is dominated by the US
Joint Chiefs of Staff, integrates and co-
ordinates military command decisions
between the three countries pertaining
to the broader Middle East. It is based
on the close military ties respectively
of Israel and Turkey with the US, co-
upled with a strong bilateral military
relationship between Tel Aviv and An-

The triple alliance is also coupled
with a 2005 NATO-Israeli military coo-
peration agreement which includes
"many areas of common interest, such
as the fight against terrorism and joint
military exercises. These military coo-
peration ties with NATO are viewed
by the Israeli military as a means to
"enhance Israel's deterrence capability
regarding potential enemies threate-
ning it, mainly Iran and Syria." (See
Michel Chossudovsky, "Triple Alli-
ance™: The US, Turkey, lIsrael and the
War on Lebanon, August 6, 2006)

Covert support to armed insur-
gents out of Turkey or Jordan would

no doubt be coordinated under the
joint Israel-Turkey military and intelli-
gence agreement.

Dangerous Crossroads: The
Broader Middle East War

Israel and NATO signed a far-reac-
hing military cooperation agreement
in 2005. Under this agreement, Israel
is considered a de facto member of
NATO.

If a military operation were to be
launched against Syria, Israel would
in all likelihood be involved in military
undertakings alongside NATO forces
(under the NATO-Israel bilateral ag-
reement). Turkey would also play an
active military role.

A military intervention in Syria on
fake humanitarian grounds would
lead to an escalation of the US-NATO
led war over a large area extending
from North Africa and the Middle East
to Central Asia, from the Eastern Me-
diterranean to China's Western frontier
with Afghanistan and Pakistan.

It would also contribute to a pro-
cess of political destabilization in Le-
banon, Jordan and Palestine. It would
also set the stage for a conflict with
Iran.

The Futility of Green Capitalism*

Daniel Tanuro's new book, L‘impos-
sible capitalisme vert, or "The Futility of
Green Capitalism", is a major contribu-
tion to our analytical understanding of
ecosocialism.

Tanuro, aBelgian Marxist and cer-
tified agriculturist, is a prolific author
on environmental history and policies.

Addressed primarily to the Green
milieu, as the title indicates, this book
is a powerful refutation of the major
proposals advanced to resolve the cli-

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mate crisis that fail to challenge the
profit drive and accumulation dyna-
mic of capital. Much of the book ap-
pears to be a substantially expanded
update of a report by Tanuro adopted
in 2009 by the leadership of the Fourth
International as a basis for internatio-
nal discussion. That report was tran-
slated by lan Angus and included in
his anthology The Global Fightfor Cli-
mate Justice.

Tanuro's book includes much ad-

ditional material elaborating his cen-
tral thesis that climate degradation
cannot be dissociated from the “natu-
ral" functioning of capitalism as a
system and that a valid “emancipatory
project" to confront and overcome the
impending crisis must recognize na-
tural constraints and aim for a funda-
mental redefinition of what we mean
by social wealth.

Among the topics of particular in-
terest to readers are extended critiques



of popular writers on climate crisis
ranging from Jared Diamond to Hans
Jonas and Herve Kempf, as well as his
critical assessment of the contributions
of Marxist writers such as John Bel-
lamy Foster and Paul Burkett. Tanuro
makes a compelling case against many
ill-conceived nostrums such as the Si-
erra Club's campaign for immigration
controls, or such cost-efficiency based
market mechanisms as carbon trading
and ecotaxes.

A major feature of the book is its
cogent explanation of how Marxist
value theory explains the ecological
crisis and points to its solution. He
also addresses what he considers a
major deficiency in Marx's ecology, an
inadequate appreciation of the crucial
implications of capitalism's reliance on
non-renewable fossile-fuel resources.
This aspect is explored in detail in Ta-
nuro's article “Marxism, Energy, and
Ecology: The Moment of Truth, " pub-
lished in the December 2010 issue of
Capitalism Nature Socialism.

We hope that this outstanding
book will soon be published in English
and other languages.

In the following interview, Daniel
Tanuro outlines some of the major the-
mes in the book. My translation from

Concerning Green
Capitalism

Daniel Tanuro, you are the aut-
hor of L'impossible capitalisme vert,
published by Les empecheurs de
penser en rond/La Decouverte. You
are also the founder of the NGO "Cli-
mat et justice sociale." What is "green
capitalism"?

D.T.: The expression “green capi-
talism" may be understood in two dif-
ferent ways. A producer of wind
turbines may boast that he is engaged
in green capitalism. In this sense — in
the sense that some money is invested
in a “clean" sector of the economy —a
form of green capitalism is obviously
possible and quite profitable. But the
real question is whether capitalism as
awhole can turn green, thatis, whet-

her the global action of the numerous
and competing capitals that constitute
Capital can respect ecological cycles,
their rhythms, and the speed by
which natural resources are reconsti-
tuted.

That is the sense in which my book
poses the question and it answers in
the negative. My main argument is
that competition impels each owner of
capital to replace workers by more
productive machines in order to ac-
hieve a superprofit greater than the
average profit.

Productivism is thus at the heart of
capitalism. As Schumpeter said, “a ca-
pitalism without growth is a contra-
diction in terms."” Capitalist
accumulation is potentially unlimited,
so there is an antagonism between ca-
pital and nature, as the latter's reso-
urces are finite. It may be objected that
the productivity race leads capital to
be increasingly resource efficient, as
expressed for example by the obser-
ved decrease in the quantity of energy
necessary for the production of a per-
centage point of GDP. But this ten-
dency to increased efficiency
obviously cannot be prolonged indefi-
nitely in alinear way, and empirically
we find it is more than offset by the
growing mass of commodities that are
produced. Green capitalism is there-
fore an oxymoron, like social capita-
lism.

This observation opens a debate
between two opposing strategic con-
ceptions. For some, the spontaneously
ecocidal functioning of capitalism can
be corrected through political action
within the system by resorting to mar-
ket mechanisms (taxes, fiscal incenti-
ves, tradable emission rights, etc.).
For others, including me, our policy
must be to break with capitalism be-
cause if the environment is to be saved
it is absolutely indispensable to chal-
lenge the fundamental laws of capita-
lism. This means daring to challenge
private property of the means of pro-
duction, the foundation of the system.

In my opinion, the debate between
these two lines is decided in practice
by the example of the struggle against
climate change. In the developed capi-
talist countries, we are confronted
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with the obligation to abandon the use
of fossil fuels almost completely in ba-
rely two generations. If we exclude
nuclear power — and it must be exc-
luded — this means, in Europe for
example, dividing by about one half
the final consumption of energy,
which is possible only by reducing to
a substantial degree the processing
and transportation of material.

The transition to renewables and
reduction in energy consumption are
linked and necessitate major invest-
ments which are inconceivable if the
decisions remain subordinate to the
dogma of cost efficiency. The alterna-
tive to cost efficiency can only be de-
mocratic planning focused on social
and ecological needs. And such plan-
ning in turn is possible only by brea-
king the resistance of the oil, coal,
gas, automobile, petrochemicals,
naval and aeronautic construction mo-
nopolies, for they want to burn fossil
fuels for as long as possible.

Climate change is at the center of
your book. You interpret this change
as a "climate tipping" [basculement
climatique]. What do you mean by
tipping, and why do you consider it
to be otherwise more disturbing than
a mere change?

D.T.. The expression “climate
changes" (and | do mean changes, in
the plural) suggests the repetition of
climate variations analogous to those
in the past. But between now and the
end of the century, in a few decades,
the Earth's climate risks changing as
much as it has during the 20, 000 years
that have elapsed since the last Ice
Age. There is now no doubt that we
are not very far from a “tipping point"
beyond which itwill no longer be pos-
sible to prevent the eventual melting
of the icecaps formed 65 million years
ago. The word “tipping" is indispu-
tably more adapted to describing this
reality than the word “changes”! The
speed of the phenomenon is unprece-
dented and poses a major threat, for
many ecosystems will be unable to
adapt. This applies not only to the na-
tural ecosystems but also, | fear, to
some ecosystems engineered by
human beings.

Look at what is happening in Pa-
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kistan: designed by the British coloni-
zer to serve their imperialist interests,
the water management mechanisms of
the Indus using dams and dikes which
supply an extensive irrigation system
are proving inadequate in the face of
exceptional floodwaters. And this risk
is increasing because the warmer cli-
mate disrupts the monsoon regime
and increases the violence of the
downpours.

It seems to me illusory to hope that
this race will be won by reinforcing
the existing infrastructures, as the
World Bank and the big capitalist gro-
ups specializing in public works pro-
pose. Instead of building dikes it
would be more reasonable to restore
the flexible management of water le-
vels that was practiced prior to coloni-
zation. That is what is proposed by the
International Rivers Network: allo-
wing floods to clear the sediment and
prevent the silting up of the basin, fee-
ding the Delta, stopping deforesta-
tion, accommodating zones liable to
flooding, etc.

But that requires a complete over-
haul of the mechanisms over more
than 3000 km, with major implicati-
ons for territorial management, agri-
cultural policy, urban policy, energy
production, etc. Socially, such an
overhaul, to be achieved in two or
three decades (that is, very quickly for
work of such scope!), means challen-
ging the power of the landed oli-
garchy and the development
programs that the IMF and World
Bank impose through the debt. And
this debt must be canceled or else the
reconstruction will be heavily mortga-
ged and the country strangled, in
danger of entering history as the first
example of a regressive spiral in which
global warming mutually links all the
mechanisms of underdevelopment
and multiplies their negative effects.

We see clearly in this how the so-
cial and environmental questions are
interpenetrated. In fact, the fight aga-
inst climate tipping requires a policy
shift toward another model of deve-
lopment centered on the satisfaction of
peoples' needs. Without that, further
catastrophes, even more terrible, may
well result, and the poor will be the
major victims. That is the warning

emerging from the tragedy in Pakis-
tan.

You think the countries of the
South should "skip" the fossil
energy stage in managing their deve-
lopment and go directly to that of re-
newable energies. What is your
answer to those who object that re-
newable energies are not (technically
and quantitatively) able to do this?

D.T.: | tell them they are wrong.
The solar energy flow that reaches the
surface of the earth is equivalent to 8
to 10 thousand times the planet's
energy consumption. The technical
potential of renewable energies —that
is, the share of that theoretical poten-
tial that is usable through known tech-
nologies, independently of cost —
represents 6 to 18 times the world's
needs, according to estimates. It is cer-
tain that this technical potential could
increase very rapidly if the develop-
ment of renewables were finally to be-
come an absolute priority in energy
research policies, which it is still not
at present. The transition to renewab-
les certainly poses a host of complex
technical problems, but there is no
reason to think they are insurmoun-
table.

The major obstacles are political.
One: without exception, renewable
energies remain more expensive than
fossil energies. Two: the transition to
renewables is not the same thing as
changing fuel at the pump: it is neces-
sary to change the energy system. That
requires enormous investments and,
at the beginning of the transition,
these will necessarily be consumers of
fossil energy and therefore additional
generators of greenhouse gas; these
additional emissions must be offset
and that is why, in the short run, the
reduction of final consumption of
energy is the sine qua non condition for
a passage to renewables which, once
carried out, will open new horizons.

| repeat: there is no possible satis-
factory solution without confronting
the dual combined obstacle of capita-
list profit and growth. This means, in
particular, that the clean technologies
controlled by the North must be trans-
ferred free of charge to the South, on
the sole condition that they are imple-

mented by the public sector and under
the control of the local population.

You advocate a social ecology
which you call ecosocialism. What is
an ecosocialist? And how does he or
she differ from a "plain and simple"
ecologist or socialist?

D.T.: An ecosocialist differs from
an ecologist in that he analyzes the
“ecological crisis" not as a crisis of the
relationship between humanity in ge-
neral and nature but as a crisis of the
relationship between an historically
determined mode of production and
its environment, and therefore in the
last analysis as a manifestation of the
crisis of the mode of production itself.
In other words, for an ecosocialist, the
ecological crisis is in fact a manifesta-
tion of the crisis of capitalism (not to
overlook the specific crisis of the so-
called “socialist" societies, which
aped capitalist productivism). A result
is that, in his fight for the environ-
ment, an ecosocialist will always pro-
pose demands that make the
connection with the social question,
with the struggle of the exploited and
oppressed for a redistribution of we-
alth, for employment, etc.

However, an ecosocialist differs
from the “pure and simple" socialist,
as you say, in that, for him, the only
anticapitalism that is valid today is
one that takes into account the natural
limits and the operational constraints
of the ecosystems. This has many im-
plications: a break with productivism
and consumerism, of course, within
the perspective of a society in which,
the basic needs having been satisfied,
free time and social relations consti-
tute the real wealth. But also contesta-
tion of technologies and of harmful
productions, coupled with the requi-
rement of reconversion of the workers.
Maximum decentralization of produc-
tion and distribution in the framework
of a democratically planned economy
is something else that the ecosocialists
stress.

One point that it seems to me im-
portant to stress is the need to ques-
tion the traditional socialist vision that
sees any rise in productivity of agri-
cultural labour as a step toward socia-
lism. In my opinion this conception



does not allow us to meet the require-
ments of increased respect for the en-
vironment. In fact, an agriculture and
a forestry that are ecologically more
sustainable necessitate more labour,
not less. To re-create hedges, groves,
wetlands, to diversify crops and fight
for organic produce, for example, im-
plies an increase in the share of social
labour invested in tasks of ecological
maintenance. This labour may be
highly scientific and highly technical
—itisnot areturn to the hoe —but it
is not easily mechanizable.

That is why I think that a culture of
“taking care" (I borrow this concept
from Isabelle Stengers) must permeate
economic activities, in particular
those that closely affect ecosystems.
We are responsible for nature. In a
way, this means extending the logic
that the left applies in the area of per-
sonal care, education, etc. No socia-
lists would argue that nurses should
be replaced by robots; we are all cons-
cious of the fact that we need more
nurses who are better paid so that pa-
tients are better cared for. Well! The
same applies, mutatis mutandis, to the
environment: if it is to be better cared
for, there needs to be more labour, in-
telligence and human sensibility. Con-
trary to the “pure and simple
socialist”, and even though it is diffi-
cult, the ecosocialist, because he is
conscious of the urgency, tries to in-
troduce all of these questions into the
struggles of the exploited and oppres-
sed instead of postponing them until
after the revolution.

Many, including myself, are con-
vinced that an effective struggle aga-
inst climate change necessarily
entails a break from productivist ca-
pitalism. To this effect, you appeal to
"socialized man, the associated pro-
ducers." Who are they, and what spe-
cifically can they do?

D.T.: You are alluding to the quo-
tation from Marx that serves as an
epigraph to my book: “Freedom
can only consist in socialized man, the
associated producers, rationally regu-
lating their interchange with Na-
ture.." We must realize that in Marx's
thinking the rational regulation of exc-
hanges is conditional on the disappea-
rance of capitalism. Indeed, on the

one hand the struggle of all against all
permanently undermines attempts by
producers to associate; on the other
hand, a significant fraction of produ-
cers — the waged workers — are cut
off from their means of production.
The latter, including natural resour-
ces, are appropriated by the bosses.
Deprived of any power of decision,
the workers are unable to rationally
regulate anything at all concerning
production, let alone rationally regu-
late interchange with the environ-
ment!

To constitute social beings, produ-
cers must begin to join together in the
fight against their exploiters. This
struggle in an embryonic way points
to the need for collective appropria-
tion of the means of production and
collective usufruct of natural resour-
ces. These in turn are necessary but
not sufficient for a more harmonious
relationship with nature.

That said, we can answer your
question about concrete action by exa-
mining how different groups of pro-
ducers understand — or don't — the
need to rationally regulate the interc-
hange between humanity and nature.
At present, it is striking that the most
advanced positions of an ecosocialist
type emanate from indigenous peop-
les and small farmers mobilized aga-
inst agribusiness. This is not
accidental: both groups of producers
are not, or not completely, cut off
from their means of production. The-
refore they are able to offer concrete
strategies for rational regulation of
their interaction with the environ-
ment. Indigenous people see the de-
fence of the climate as an additional
argument in favor of preserving their
precapitalist lifestyle in symbiosis
with the forest.

As for the Via Campesina peasant
movement, it has developed a whole
program of concrete demands on the
theme that “the peasants know how to
cool the climate." In contrast, the la-
bour movement is lagging behind.
This is of course due to the fact that
each individual worker is inclined to
wish for the smooth operation of the
company that exploits him, in order
to maintain his livelihood.
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Conclusion: the greater the retreat
in worker solidarity in the face of the
neoliberal offensive, the harder it will
be to develop environmental aware-
ness among workers. It's a big prob-
lem, because the working class, by its
central role in production, is called on
to play a leading role in the fight for
the anticapitalist alternative needed to
rescue the environment. Indigenous
peoples, peasant organizations and
youth have an interest in trying to in-
volve more and more unions in cli-
mate campaigns — increasing
collabouration, rank-and-file contacts,
etc. Within the labour movement it-
self, the task is to promote demands
that address the concerns about jobs,
income and working conditions while
helping to reduce greenhouse gas
emissions.

An important issue in this regard
is the need for a generalized radical re-
duction in hours of work without loss
of pay, with a drastic reduction in the
pace of work and additional hiring to
compensate. Another aspect is the ex-
tension of a public sector under the
control of workers and users: free,
first-rate public transportation, pub-
licly owned energy services, public in-
sulation and building renovation
firms, etc. Ecosocialists have a role to
play in promoting the emergence of
such demands.

With L'impossible capitalisme
vert, you do not seem to fear being
accused of undue alarmism by those
who have yet to understand that we
have entered the Anthropocene Era,
and that it is man that is primarily
responsible for runaway warming,
especially since the industrial era.
Doesn't green capitalism, like "sus-
tainable development" and "green-
washing", reflect a desire to deny
this responsibility and to "continue
as before"? If we are to abandon pro-
ductivist capitalism, shouldn't we
first alter our behavior as consumers
and producers?

D.T.: I am not an alarmist. In my
book, I relied almost exclusively on
the reports of the IPCC which, in
terms of the diagnosis on global war-
ming and its possible impacts, appear
to me, whatever is said about them,
to be an excellent summary of “good
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science", subjected to peer review. It
is true that the IPCC lags abit when it
comes to recent discoveries, but this
does not change much in its findings.

In fact, | dread the discourse of
panic and exaggeration. Too often, it
tends to obscure the real threats and
real responsibilities. Climate tipping
easily lends itself to eschatology, and
there is no shortage of gurus to claim
that “the planet is in danger", that
“life is in danger”, that “humanity is
in danger, " that the “photosynthetic
ceiling" will fall on our heads, or
whatnot. All of this is excessive. The
planet fears nothing, and life on Earth
is aphenomenon so tough that huma-
nity, even if it wished, could probably
not come to an end, even with atomic
bombs.

As to our species, climate change,
by itself, does not jeopardize it. The
danger it poses is more circumscribed:
around three billion people risk subs-
tantial degradation in their living con-
ditions, and hundreds of millions of
them — the poorest — are threatened
in their very existence. Policy makers
know this and do nothing — or almost
nothing — because it would cost too
much, and thus impede the smooth
operation of business. That is the
naked reality.

Too often, catastrophic discourse
serves to obscure the potential barba-
rism and dilute the issues in a vague
overall sense of guilt: “Don't waste
time quibbling about the responsibili-
ties, " “we are all guilty, " “we must all
agree to make efforts", etc. Meanw-
hile, the energy lobbies quietly conti-
nue burning coal and oil non-stop.

This leads me to the second part of
your question about changing our be-
havior as producers and consumers.
Following on what | said earlier, it is
worth noting that employees are inca-
pable of changing their behavior as
producers. Who produces, how, why,
for whom, in what quantities, with
what social and environmental im-
pacts? In everyday life, only the bos-
ses have the power to respond to these
questions and, ultimately, they res-
pond according to their profits. Em-
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ployees can only try to have a say in
management in order to challenge it
and recognize their ability to do better,
according to criteria other than profit.
This is the dynamic of workers' con-
trol, and ecosocialists should think
about how this old demand may be re-
visited in order to encompass envi-
ronmental concerns.

In terms of consumption, | think it
is necessary to distinguish between in-
dividual changes and collective chan-
ges. All in all, it is certainly better if
someone who travels by plane offsets
his CO2 emissions in one way or anot-
her, but this offset will mainly allow
him to buy a good conscience on the
cheap while diverting him from the
political struggle for indispensable
structural changes. To promote this
kind of behavior is to engage in “gre-
enwashing" and it actually means to
“continue as before.”

Collective changes are a different
matter. They help to validate another
possible logic, favour the invention of
alternative practices, and contribute
to the realization that structural chan-
ges are necessary, and will come
about through social mobilization.
Those changes, such as group purc-
hases of organic produce from far-
mers, or urban community
gardening, are to be encouraged.

Can we fight against climate tip-
ping regardless of the financial and
social costs that it represents? Is it ur-
gent to build another model and risk
jeopardizing the entire society? Bet-
ween nature and civilization, what
choice is there?

D.T.: To say that another climate
policy would jeopardize the entire so-
ciety in the name of some priority of
nature over civilization is to stand rea-
lity on its head! What happens in rea-
lity is that the present policy
jeopardizes civilization while causing
enormous and irreversible damage to
nature, which is our common heri-
tage. This policy is completely subor-
dinated to the dogma of cost
efficiency, and we see what that pro-
duces: peanuts. We are heading stra-
ight toward the wall.

Of course, a different policy can-
not pretend that the cost of various
measures is of no importance: bet-
ween two equivalent strategies to re-
duce emissions, it is reasonable to
choose the one that will be of least cost
to the community, all other conditions
being equal. But at bottom there must
first be a different policy, guided by
criteria other than cost, and especially
qualitative criteria. In technical terms,
an essential criterion is that of energy
efficiency at the systemic level.

The great American ecologist
Barry Commoner advanced this argu-
ment more than twenty years ago. Itis
thermodynamically absurd, he said,
to transport coal over thousands of ki-
lometres to produce electricity which,
then conveyed over hundreds of kilo-
meters, will be used to heat house-
hold water, something that can easily
be done with a solar water heater. In
social terms, a major criterion must be
the protection of people and their
well-being, particularly the protection
of the poorest. This criterion today is
widely ignored, hence the tragedy in
Pakistan, among others.

Finally, do you think your ecoso-
cialist project is feasible in the near
future?

D.T.: The feasibility of this project
depends entirely on the balance of for-
ces between capitalism on the one
hand, and the exploited and oppres-
sed on the other. This balance of forces
currently favours capital, we should
not kid ourselves. But there is no third
way possible: the attempts to save the
climate through market mechanisms
consistently reveal their ecological
inefficiency and their social injustice.
There is no way other than resistance.
It alone can change the balance of for-
ces and impose partial reforms poin-
ting in the right direction.
Copenhagen was a first step, asecond
was the summit in Cochabamba. Let
us keep going, letus unite, let us mo-
bilize and build a global movement to
save the climate in social justice. This
will be more effective than all the lobb-
ying efforts of those who nourish illu-
sions about a green capitalism.
