Bu makalede Tirkiye Cumhuriyeti ile Yeni Bagimsiz Tiark Cumhuriyetleri arasinda iliskiler konusunda bilgi verilmektedir. Azer-

baycan'in ve Merkezi Asya Cumhuriyetlerinin bagimsizliklarini elde etmelerinin ardindan,

romantikligin getirdigi olumsuz-

luklar her iki tarafin da dis politikalarinda hayal kirikligina yol agmistir. Devletler arasindaki iliskiler daha sonra degisiklige
ugrayarak, dzellikle de ekonomik projeler ¢ercevesinde daha gercekci bir temel Gzerinde kurulma yoluna girmistir. Bunun di-
sinda, iliskilerin gelecegine yénelik olarak bazi teklifler sunulmaktadir.

giris

1991 yilinda Sovyetler Birligi'nin
dagilmasinin Gzerinden ¢ok gegcme-
den 15 yeni cumhuriyet diinya harita-
sinda kendi yerini almistir. irili ufakh
bu devletler arasinda Turkiye ile din,
dil ve kaltur ortakligi tastyan bes cum-
huriyeti olan Azerbaycan, Kazakistan,
Ozbekistan, Tirkmenistan ve Kirgi-
zistan yer aliyordu. Karsilikh iliskile-
rinin baslangicindan beri, bu tlkelerin
birbirlerine karsi dogal olarak hisset-
tikleri duygusal yakinhk, tilkelerin bir-
birlerini tanimalarina ve aralarinda
gucli baglarin olusmasina yardimci
olmustur. Fakat s6z konusu dénemde
devletler arasindaki duygusal iliskile-
rin somut projelerle pekistirilmemis
olmasi ve ortaya ¢ikan yanlhs algila-
malar, bir hayal kirikligina yol agmis-
tir. Uluslararasi sistemde, devletlerin
arasinda duygusalligin yerinin olma-
digi ve karsilikli olarak somut, faydal
iliskilerin gelistirilmesinin gerekli ol-
dugu gercegi, Turk Cumhuriyetleri 6r-
neginde bir kez daha ortaya ¢ikmistir.
Nitekim hem Turkiye hem de yeni
Turk Cumhuriyetleri tarafindan, kar-
sthikli iliskilerin yeniden g6zden gegi-
rilmeye ihtiya¢ duyulmasi bunun en
belirgin 6rnegidir. Bu konuda, devlet-
ler, aralarinda yeni iliskiler gelistirme-
nin yollarini aramaktadirlar. Bu yénde
sdylemler degistirilmis ve iliskiler
somut projelere donusturtlmeye bas-
lamistir.

ilk devrin yasanilan hayal kiriklik-
lari, bu Ulkeler arasinda daha siki ilis-
kilerin olmasi gerektigi goérusinu
ortadan kaldirmamistir. Sadece bu ilis-
kilere yeni bir sekil verilmesin gerce-
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gini ortaya koymustur. Yapilan bu
arastirmada, devletler arasinda iliski-
lerin gelisim sdreci ve bu sirecin ge-
listirilmesine yonelik bazi teklifler
Uzerinde yorumlar yapilmaktadir.

1. BOLGE VE YENI
BAGIMSIZ TURK
CUMHURIYETLERI
KONUSUNDA BAZI
TEMEL BILGILER

1991 yilinda Sovyetler Birligi'nin
dagilmasindan sonra ortaya ¢ikan ve
etnik agidan esasen Turk olan Azer-
baycan, Kazakistan, Kirgizistan, Oz-
bekistan ve Turkmenistan Cumhu-
riyetleri, federasyonu olusturan on bes
devletten olup giney kanadini olus-
turmaktadirlar. Azerbaycan disinda
esasen Orta Asya cografyasinda yer
alan bu devletlerin, ortak sinirlara
sahip olmalarindan dolayi cografi agi-
dan homojen bir yapi olusturduklarini
sOylemek miUmkindir. Azerbaycan
ise, Ka&asya bdlgesinde yer almakta
olup arada dogal bir set olusturan
Hazar Denizi ile bu Cumhuriyetlerden
ayrilmaktadir. Orta Asya Tlrk devlet-
leri Tacikistan'la birlikte 4 milyon
km2lik bir araziyi kapsamakta ve top-
lam 55 milyonluk nifusa sahiptir. Ba-
tida Hazar Denizi ile sinirlanan bu
bélge, Dogu'da Cangar Alatau-Tyan-
San siradaglari ile ayrilmaktadir.
Bdlge Guneyden Horaan daglari ve
Amudarya, Pyanc ve Amrek irmaklari
ile cevrelenmekte, Kuzey tarafindan
ise Rusya Federasyonu ile sinir kom-
susudur.l

Bolge Ulkeleri 4 Ocak 1993'de ger-

ceklestirdikleri toplantida Kazakistan
haric, sadece dort devleti iceren “Orta
Asya" taniminin yerine, siyasi anlam
iceren “Merkezi Asya" terimini kul-
lanmaya karar vermisler. Bu terim,
bélgede yerlesen her bes devleti de
yani Kazakistan, Ozbekistan, Tacikis-
tan, Turkmenistan ve Kirgizistan'i
icermektedir.2 Bu karar esasinda bol-
genin siyasi acidan tanimlanmasina
6nem vermektedir. Ancak Tacikistan
Turkge konusan bir devlet olmadigin-
dan dolayi, diger devletleri tanimla-
mak icin Merkezi Asya Tirk
Cumbhuriyetleri tanimini kullanmanin
daha dogru olacagi kanaatindeyim.

Bolgedeki Tirk cumhuriyetlerin-
den Kazakistan en bayagaduar. Yizol-
¢umui 2.717.300 km2 olan bu ulkede
sadece 17.500.000 kisi yasamaktadir.
Bununla birlikte, Kazakistan niufusu-
nun sadece % 46'sI kazak olup bunun
disinda kalan % 34.7 oraninda Rus nU-
fusu bulunmaktadir. Ntfusun kalan
kismini diger etnik gruplar ve millet-
ler olusturmaktadir.3Bagimsizligini 16
Aralik 1991'de ilan eden Kazakistan,
jeopolitik sebeplerden dolayi basken-
tini Cin sinirina yakinindaki Alma-
ti'dan alarak daha c¢ok silav ntfusun
yasadigi Ulkenin kuzeyindeki Asta-
na'ya tasimistir. Bu sekilde Kazakis-
tan, arazinin blydk ve kazak ntfusun
az olmasindan kaynaklanabilecek i¢
dis kaynakli guavenlik sorunlarina
karsi belli bir denge olusturmaya ca-
lismistir.

Bdlgenin bir diger devleti Tarkme-
nistan, bagimsizhgini 27 Ekim 1991'de
ilan ederek, ¢cok gegmeden surekli ta-
rafsizlik statisin® ilan etmistir. Bas-



kenti Askabat olan bu devletin toplam
ylzolcimau, 488.100 km2dir. Turkme-
nistan, Merkezi Asya devletleri ara-
sinda yuzdlgimU bakimindan ikinci
bayidk devlettir. Bununla birlikte, Gl-
kenin toplam ndfusu sadece 4 buguk
milyon olup Turkmenler bunun
% 77'sini olusturmaktadir.

Bdlgenin yuzol¢cimid ve homojen
nufus bakimindan Uc¢lnct buyuk
Turk Cumhuriyeti Ozbekistan'dir.
Yiizélgim 447.400 km2olan Ozbekis-
tan'in nifusu 24 milyondan fazladir.
Nufusun % 78'ni Ozbekler olustur-
maktadir. Toplam ntfusun Tacikis-
tan'da % 25'ni, Turkmenistan'da
% 9.2'ni, Kazakistan'da % 2.3'nU ve
Kirgizistan'da % 12.9'nu Ozbeklerin
olusturdugunu dikkate aldigimizda,
Merkezi Asya bolgesinde en kalabalik
nifusu Ozbeklerin olusturdugunu
sdylemek mumkundidr.4 Komsu Mer-
kezi Asya ve Afganistan'da dnemli sa-
yida Ozbek nufusunun yasamasi,
Ozbekistan'da bu ulkelere yoénelik
belli bir etki aracina sahip olmasina
imkan verir. Nitekim, bélgenin tim
Ulkeleri bu tdr etki olasiligini kabul et-
mekte, hatta hissetmektedir. Baskenti
Taskent'te yerlesen Ozbekistan, kendi
bagimsizhigini 16 Aralik 1991'de ilan
etmistir.

Bolgenin en kiguk ve dis etkilere
acik Turk cumhuriyeti Kirgizistan'dir.
Bagimsizligini 31 Agustos 1991'de ilan
etmis olan bu devletin yuzélcima,
198.500 km2dir. Kirgizistan'in toplu
nufusu 4 bucuk milyondan fazla olsa
da, bunun yalniz % 52.4'Gn0 Kirgizlar
olusturmaktadirlar. Ulkenin baskenti
Biskek'tir.5

Merkezi Asya bdlgesinden ayri bu-
lunan Azerbaycan'a gelince, bu ulke-
nin  Kuzey-dogu kismi Ka&as
siradaglari ile ¢evrili olup, dogusunda
ise Hazar denizine ¢ikan Apseron ya-
rimadasi bulunmaktadir. Giiney-dogu
kisminda Kiucik Ka&as siradaglari,
glney-dogusunda ise Talis daglari,
Hazar denizi ve Lenkeran ovasi bu-
lunmaktadir.6 Baskenti Hazar kiyi-
sinda bulunan Bakl olan
Azerbaycan'in toplam niafusu
8.300.000'den fazladir. Bununla bir-
likte Azerbaycan, yeni bagimsizligini
kazanmis Turk Cumhuriyetleri ara-
sinda yuzélcimd bakimindan en
kugik olamdir. Ulkenin toplam yiiz-
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6lcimU 866.000 km2 dir. Azerbaycan
kendi bagimsizhgini 18 Ekim 1991'de
ilan etmistir.7 Ka&asya bolgenin tek
Turk devleti olan Azerbaycan, bolge-
nin diger devletleri olan Gircistan ve
Ermenistan'la birlikte Avrupa cograf-
yasina dahil edilmis ve Avrupa'da bu-
lunan kurumlara aktif bir entegrasyon
slrecine girmistir.

2. BAGIMSIZLIKTAN
SONRA LK YILLAR:
ILISKILERIN GELISiMI,
HAYALLER VE
BEKLENTILER

90'h yillarin evvelinde Avrasya
cografyasinda bas gosteren degisiklik-
ler TUrkiye'ye yeni bir jeopolitik gorev
yuklemistir. Bir yandan Balkanlar ile
tarihi baginin olmasi, diger yandan
Sovyetler Birligi'nin dagilmasindan
sonra din, dil ve kulturel agidan ken-
disine yakin yeni devletlerin ortaya
¢tkmasi, Tadrkiye'nin bdlgesel guc
olma olasiligl ortaya ¢ikarmis ve bu
dogrultuda ona bazi gorevler yukle-
mistir. Diger taraftan yeni bagimsiz
devletler de Turkiye'nin bu gorevi tst-
lenmesini beklemislerdir. Ortaya ¢ikan
gelismelere Turkiye hazirliksiz yaka-
lanmistir; Tarkiye bolgeye yoénelik her
hangi bir plan ve bu plan ¢ercevesinde
gelistirilecek stratejiler sunamamistir.
ilk yillarda Tirkiye, konumundan do-
layr éneminin artmasinin sarhoslu-
guna kapilmistir. Yer yer zikredilen
“Adriyatik'ten Cin Seddi'ne kadar" ve
“21. Yuzyil Turk Yuzyili olacak" gibi
sloganlar ilk donemde duygusalliga
yol agmis ve Avrasya'daki gelismele-
rin getirisi konusunda kafalarda ro-
mantik hayallerin olusmasina neden
olmustur. Her seye ragmen Turkiye ta-
rafindan yeni olusmus Tirk Cumhu-
riyetlere yonelik bazi somut adimlar
atilmaya baslaniimistir.

Sovyetler Birligi'nin dagilma si-
reci kesinlik kazaninca Tarkiye bu dl-
kelerin kaderinde aktif bir rol
oynamaya karar vererek, bu tlkelerin
bagimsizhgini taniyan ilk Glke olmus-
tur. Azerbaycan parlamentosu 29
Ekim 1991'de bdttin dunya tlkelerine
kendi bagimsizhiginin taninmasi igin
miracaat etmistir. Dénemin basba-
kani 3-4 Kasim'da Ankara'ya ugraya-
rak, Cumhurbaskani Turgut Ozal'la

goriserek, Azerbaycan'in bagimsizli-
gini tanimasi gereken ilk devletin Tur-
kiye'nin olmasi gerektigini ifade
etmistir. Nitekim Turkiye, 9 Kasim
1991'de bu Ulkenin bagimsizligini ta-
nimistir. Fakat, Turkiye yine de Turk
cumhuriyetlerin bagimsiz olmasi ihti-
maline heniiz hazir degildi. Bu daha
ileride de kendini gosterecektir. Nite-
kim, 9 Aralik'ta Ankara'yi ziyaret eden
Turkmenistan Cumhurbaskani Sapar
Murat Niyazov, ulkesinin bagimsizli-
gin1 tanimasini istemesine ragmen,
Tarkiye buna yanasmamis ve Turk-
menistan'da sadece konsolosluk ag-
maya karar vermekle yetinmistir.

Diger taraftan Sovyetler Birligi'nin
kurucu devletleri olan Rusya Federas-
yonu, Ukrayna ve Beyaz Rusya 8 Ara-
ik 1991'de Minsk'te bir araya gelerek,
Sovyetler Birligi'nin fiilen sona erdi-
gini ilan etmislerdir. Bunun tzerine
Tarkiye, Sovyetler Birligi'nin dagilisi-
nin resmen ilan edilmesinden 6nce
yeni Tark Cumhuriyetleri dahil tim
yeni bagimsiz devletleri tanimistir.8

Yeni devletlerin bagimsizlik sire-
cindeki gelisimlerinin izleyecegi yol
hem kendileri, hem de diger devletler
icin 6nem tasityordu. Turk Cumhuri-
yetleri, totaliter bir rejimden yeni ¢ik-
miglar ve Avrupa'dan uzakta, kdkten
dinci rejimler tarafindan yonetilen
devletlerle kusatilmis durumdaydilar.
Musliman devletler olmalari nede-
niyle Turk cumhuriyetlerinin, iran
veya benzeri rejimlerin veya Afganis-
tan gibi istikrarsiz devletlerden bu
bélgeye sizacak radikal islam érgitle-
rinin etkisi altina dusme olasihgi
vardi. Nitekim, komsu Tacikistan'da
ve zaman zaman Ozbekistan'da geli-
sen olaylar bu tedirginligin dogru ol-
dugunu gosteriyordu. Bu yizden, Bati
devletleri ve Turk cumhuriyetlerinin
yoneticileri, Turkiye'yi bu cumhuri-
yetlerin gelisimi icin model Ulke ola-
rak gormek istiyorlardi. Turkiye'nin
laik Musluman bir devlet olmasi ve
Bati ile tam entegrasyon sirecinde bu-
lunmasi, bu ulkeler icin cazip bir
model teskil etmekteydi. Nitekim, bél-
gedeki devletlerin yoneticileri Tark
modelinin kabuline ilk basta cok is-
tekli géziukiyorlardi. Ornegin, Kirgi-
zistan

Cumhurbaskani Askar Akayev
Turkiye'yi, butin Tdrklere yol goste-
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ren bir sabah yildizina benzetmisti.
Ozbekistan Cumhurbagkani islam Ka-
rimov Tlrkiye'yi ziyareti sirasinda,
Tarkiye'nin kendilerine drnek oldu-
gunu ve ken-di devletlerini bu 6rnek
cercevesinde olusturacaklarini beyan
etmistir.9

Diger taraftan Sovyetler Birligi'nin
dagilmasindan sonra bdlgede olusan
boslugu doldurmak isteyen ulkeler-
den birisi de Tarkiye idi. Dénemin
Cumhurbaskani Turgut Ozal, Turki-
ye'nin bu Ulkelerde yapmasi gereken-
leri su sekilde ifade etmistir: “Ge¢cmis
Sovyetler Birligi'ndeki Orta Asya dev-
letlerin esas amaci Turkiye'yi devlet
kurulusunda 6rnek almaktir. Kusku-
suz ki, Turkiye modelinin tim devlet-
ler tarafindan takip edilmesi mumkun
gorilmemektedir. Bu ytzden bu mo-
dele bazi degisiklikler getirilmelidir.
Bunu yeni devletler kendileri karar-
lastiracaklardir. Fakat, biz onlara
kendi sistemlerini Turkiye modeline
gore olusturmalarinda yardim edebi-
liriz.10

Turkiye modeli yeni Turk Cumhu-
riyetler icin bazi nedenlerden dolayi
cazip geliyordu:

Birincisi, Turkiye ile bu cumhuri-
yetler arasinda etnik, dil, din ve kultar
yakinhginin olmasi.

ikincisi, Tarkiye modeli laiklik
Gzerine kurulmustur ve din siyasetten
ve ekonomiden ayrilmistir. Nitekim,
bu konuda basarili bir rejim olustur-
maya muvaffak olan Tirkiye, son on
yilda piyasa ekonomisine gegiste
blylk basarilar elde etmis ve Avrupa
Birligi ile entegrasyon stlrecine gir-
mistir.

Diger taraftan ABD ve diger Bati
devletleri Turkiye modelini 6nermis-
lerdir. Cunkd bu devletler, iran'in et-
kisinden cekiniyorlardi.

1992'de Sovyetler Birligi'nin dagil-
masindan sonra ortaya ¢ikan yeni ba-
gimsiz  Turk cumhuriyetleri ile
iliskilerin olusturulmasi amaciyla Tur-
kiye'de TIKA (Turk isbirligi ve Kal-
kinma Ajansi) kurulmustur. Bu
kurulus, Turk cumhuriyetlerine Tar-
kiye tarafindan yapilacak yardimlarin
esgudim saglamayi amaclamaktadir.
Ozellikle de bu devletlerde gercekles-
tirilecek c¢esitli programlara kredi
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ayarlanmasi ile ilgilenmektedir. Genel
olarak bu amagla yaklasik 1.2 milyar
ABD dolari ayarlanmistir. Bunun di-
sinda Ulkeler arasinda kulttr birligi-
nin gelistirilmesi ve yeni devletler igin
gereken kadrolarin hazirlanmasi ama-
ciyla, maliyeti Turkiye tarafindan kar-
stlanmak Uzere Tarkiye'ye 6grenciler
getirilmistir. 1994 yilin baslarinda Tur-
kiye'ye bu devletlerden 12 bin 6grenci
gelmistir. 1l

Turkiye ile iliskilerini teker teker
ele aldigimizda Azerbaycan'in, ba-
gimsizhginin ilk yillarinda Tarki-
ye'den Eximbank kanali ile 250 milyon
ABD Dolari aldigini géruyoruz. Azer-
baycan bu kredinin sadece % 40 kul-
lanmis, kalan kismini ise kredinin
pahalihdi yiziunden kullanmamistir.
Bunun disinda 70'e yakin Turk sirketi
buraya yaklasik 1 milyar ABD Dolari
degerinde yatirim yapmistir. Bunun
disinda, Turk Universitelerinde egitim
almak tzere yaklasik Azerbaycan'dan
yaklasik 3000 6grenci Turkiye'ye gel-
mistir.

Kazakistan, Eximbank kanali ile
Tirkiye'den 200 milyon ABD Dolari
almistir. Tarkiye'den 158 Turk firma-si
bu tlkede calismaya baslamistir. Tur-
kiye'ye egitim icin 1175 Kazak 6gren-
cisi gelmistir.

Kirgizistan ile iliskilere gelince, ilk
yillarda Turkiye bu devlete 75 milyon
ABD Dolari degerinde kredi vermis ve
50 milyon ABD Dolari degerinde bir
yardim yapmistir. Bu sayede, bu Ul-
keye en buyuk yardimi yapan ulke
statistn almistir. Tlrk isadamlari ge-
sitli alanlarda 108 milyon Dolarlik ya-
tirim yapmislardir. Bunun disinda
600'e yakin Kirgiz 6grencisi egitim
almak icin Turkiye'ye gelmistir.

Ozbekistan bagimsizhgini ilan et-
tikten sonra, Turkiye'den 250 milyon
ABD Dolari kredi almis, bunun di-
sinda Turk isadamlari bu tlkede yak-
lasik 700 milyon Dolarlik yatirim
gerceklestirmislerdir. Bu Ulkeden
2000'e yakin 6grenci egitim igin Turki-
ye'ye gelmistir.

Tarkmenistan'a agilan 91 milyon
ABD Dolar1 degerindeki kredi tu-
mayle kullaniimis, bunun disinda
Turk isadamlari bu Glkede 1477 mil-
yon ABD Dolari tutarinda yatirim yap-
miglardir. O doénem bu devletten,

egitim almak icin 2300'den fazla 6§-
renci Turkiye'ye gelmistir.12

1992'de Turkiye'nin, Turk Cumhu-
riyetleri ile iliskilerin gelistirilmesinde
attigi bir diger addim ise, Turkce ko-
nusan Ulkelerin Devlet Baskanlari Zir-
vesi'ni gergeklestirmek olmustur. ilki
Ankara'da gergeklesen zirveye, Turki-
ye'nin Devlet Baskani yaninda Azer-
baycan, Kazakistan, Ozbekistan,
Tarkmenistan ve Kirgizistan Devlet
Baskanlari katilmistir. Zirve, tlkeler
arasinda bu konuda kendi aralarinda
danismanin yeterince gerceklesmedi-
gini ortaya koymustur. Turk yetkilileri
Zirve sonucunda Siyasi Bildirge, ikti-
sadi Bildirge ve Basin Bildirisinin im-
zalanmasini amachyorlardi. Fakat,
Ozal'in daha acilis konusmasinda
devletler arasinda daha siki iligkilerin
olusturulmasi ve bunun dogrultu-
sunda bir Tudrk Ortak Pazarinin ve
Tark Kalkinma ve Yatirim Bankasinin
kurulmasinin gerektigi teklifi Azer-
baycan Cumhurbaskani Elgibey harig,
kimseden destek gérmemistir. Bu gibi
sloganlarin Gg¢linct devletleri ve esa-
sen de Rusya'yi rahatsiz edecegini di-
stinen Turk Cumbhuriyetlerinin
liderleri, bu gibi beyanlar karsisinda
urkmuslerdir. Sonugta ilk Zirve sadece
tek bir belgenin imzalanmasi ile sona
erdi.13

3. HAYAL KIRIKLIKLARI:
ROMANTIZMIN SONU
VE iLISKILERIN
GERCEKLIK TABANI UZE-
RINDE YENIDEN OLUS-
TURULMASI

Yillar gegtikge Ulkeler arasindaki
duygusal heyecan karsilikli bekleyis-
lerin gerceklesmemesi ile erimeye bas-
lamisti. Dogu blogunun dagilma-
sindan sonra olusan yeni duruma ha-
zirhksiz yakalanan Tirkiye, kendisin-
den beklenen rold, ister kaynaklarin
yetersizliginden, ister durumu dogru
degerlendirilmemesinden, yer yer de
isteksiz oldugundan, oynamaya basa-
risiz olmustur. ilk déneminde Rus-
ya'dan bosalan bir etki alaninin kendi
tarafindan kolaylikla doldurabilecegi
ve burada kolayca “yeni bir agabey"
rolin0 Ustlenebilecedi inanci kisa do-
nemde dagilmisti. Yeni olusmus Ulke-
ler, Turkiye'den “agabeylik rolinu"



Ustlenmesini degil bir yol gdsterici ol-
masini ve iliskilerin hiyearsik mecrada
yok, ayni seviyede gelisecegini bekle-
mekteydiler. Hatta, Tirk Cumhuriyet-
leri Turkiye ile iliskilerin bu sekilde
gelismesine riza gosterecek durumda
olsalar bile, Turkiye kendisi bunu str-
dirmeye ayiracak kaynaktan ve istek-
ten yoksun idi. Bunun en carpici
ornegi, 1992 yilinda Azerbaycan'a ik-
tidara gelen ve i¢ ve dis politika 6nce-
liklerini timuayle Tarkiye yoéninde
gelistiren Elgibey y6netimi, bu tGlke-
den herhangi bir destegi géormeyince
sadece bir sene ayakta kalabilmistir.
Elcibey déneminde Rusya, Karabag
catismasinda Ermenileri desteklemis-
tir ve bunun sonucunda Azerbaycan
topraklarinin % 20'ni kaybetmistir. Bir
diger carpici 6rnek ise, 1993'te Turkiye
ile Hazar Denizi havzasinda gikarila-
cak petrolt Avrupa pazarlarina tasi-
yacak petrol boru hattinin bu ulke
Uzerinden tasinacag! konusunda yap-
tig1 anlasmanin hemen ardindan
darbe ile devrilmistir.14 Darbenin ar-
kasinda Rusya duruyordu ve bu dar-
benin karsiliginda Tirkiye tarafindan
her hangi bir adim atilmamistir. Ger-
cekte ise bunu yapacak ne hazirhgi, ne
de imkani var idi.

Turkiye tarafindan somut adim-
larla pekistirilmeyen beyanlar, bélge-
deki Gc¢lUncl devletleri de rahatsiz
etmeye baslamistir. Tlrkiye, Azerbay-
can, Kazakistan, Ozbekistan ve Turk-
menistan'dan Avrupa pazarlarina
ulastirilacak petrol ve dogal gaz boru
hatlarinin kendi topraklari Gzerinden
gecirilmesi konusunda garantiler elde
etmek istiyordu. Bu ise bdlgedeki eko-
nomik ve siyasi etkisini sirdirmek
icin tum boru hatlarinin kendi toprak-
larindan ge¢mesini isteyen Rusya'nin
tepkisini dogurmustur.15 Bundan ise
en blyuk darbeyi, Turkiye ile Merkezi
Asya arasinda tek dogal képra roluna
oynayan Azerbaycan al-mistir. Daha
once de ifade ettigimiz gibi, Rusya ta-
rafindan acgikca desteklenen Ermenis-
tan, Karabag'da tum cephelerde aktif
bir hicuma ge¢mis ve ¢cok gegmeden
Azerbaycan yodnetimi daha da zor
durum ile karsi karsiya gelmemek igin
Turkiye'den beklenen destedi gérme-
yince, Ulkedeki siyasi, ekonomik ve as-
keri kaosun giderek artmasinin
karsisinda istifa etmek zorunda kal-
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mistir.

Turgut Ozal tarafindan éne suri-
len Ortak Pazar ve buna benzer ulus
Ustld mekanizmalarin kurulmasi tim
liderlerin tepkisine yol agmistir. Ozbe-
kistan Cumhurbaskani Kerimov bu
tar girisimlere karsi oldugunu acikca
ilan etmistir. Kazakistan Cumhurbas-
kani Nazarbayev ise, ulkesindeki
6nemli Rus nufusunun oldugunu goéz
ontnde bulundurarak, dinsel ya da
etnik temele dayanan herhangi bir ya-
pinin olusturulmasina atifta bulunan
her tar bildiriyi veto edecegini agikca
gOstermistir.16

BlUyuk beklenti ile gergeklesen ilk
Tiirkge Konusan Ulkelerin Devlet Bas-
kanlarin Zirvenin ardindan toplanan
diger Zirveler oldukc¢a sonik gegcmis-
lerdir. Sonraki Zirvelere Rusya'nin
gosterdigi tepki nedeniyle isteksiz ka-
tilan Merkezi Asya Devlet Baskanlari-
nin  ¢ogu, son zirveye yetkili
temsilciler aracihgiyla katilmislardir.
Katilan devletlerin resmi toplantilarda
Rus dilini kullanmalari Zirveye “Rus
Dilli Tuirkge Konusan Ulkelerin Devlet
Baskanlari Zirvesi" isminin takilma-
sina neden olmustur. Belli bir getiri or-
taya koymakta basarisiz olan bu
zirveler beli bir zamandan sonra artik
gerceklestirilememistir. Bu zirvelerin
yilda sadece bir kere toplanilmasi bile
bazi gigleri rahatsiz etmeye yetmistir
ve sonug itibariyle Tirk Cumhuriyet-
leri arasinda gigc birligi ve ortak hare-
ket etme hususlarinda yeterli bir
zemin olusturulamamistir.  Tarki-
ye'nin bu Cumhuriyetleriile bir arada
bulundugu bir baska uluslararasi 6r-
gt olan ECO ise, buraya dye bir
diger devlet olan iran"in tesiri ile Turk
Cumhuriyetleri arasinda ekonomik
bazda aktif bir mekanizmaya dénuse-
memistir.17

ilk devrin bir diger tesebbiisii sa-
yilabilecek Tiark Cumhuriyetlere Tur-
kiye'nin Devlet Modelinin 6nerilmesi
tesebbtisii de olumlu bir netice ile so-
nuc¢lanmadi. Bati tarafindan da des-
teklenen ve Tirkiye tarafindan,
bolgedeki hakikatleri gereken sevi-
yede dlgmeden benimsenen bu caba,
en temel bir alternatif gibi gértulmekte
idi. Hatta, Demirel, 1992'da bdlgeyi
dolasirken Kazak ve Kirgiz yetkililere
kendi uygulama tizere anayasa tasari-
lari 6nermistir. Kendi tlkesinde temel

haklar ile demokrasi konusunda yasa-
yan Turkiye'nin bu teklifini herhangi
bir devletin kabul edilmesi beklene-
mezdi. Zaten, hiyerarsik bir iliski di-
zenini sergileyen bu tir tavir bolge
liderlerini iyice rahatsiz etmistir. Dev-
letlerin sosyo-ekonomik durumunun
dogru degerlendirilmemesinden kay-
naklanan bu tur girisimler, yeni ku-
rulmus devletlerin Turkiye'yi bir
gelisim modeli olarak goérmekten
uzaklastirmistir. Nitekim 1994'ten iti-
baren Turkiye'de yasanan siyasi ve
ekonomik krizler bu tlkelerin kararla-
rinin  dogrululuunu ispathyordu.
Zaman gectikge bu devletlerde, geli-
sim strecinde Bati degerleri ve bu de-
gerleri temsil eden Glkelerle dogrudan
iliski kurulmasi ve bu degerlerin ka-
bulinde mumkunse segici olunmasi
gerektigi fikri hakim olmustur.

Butln bu gelismelerin getirdigi aci
tecrtbelerin neticesinde, devletler ara-
sindaki iligkilerin romantik ve hayali
amaclar dogrultusunda degil, karsi-
hkh cikarlar Gzerinde kurulmasi ge-
rektigi sonucu ortaya c¢ikmistir ki.
Gergekte, mevcut kaynaklar ve olasi-
hiklar iyi hesaplanarak Gi¢liincti devlet-
leri rahatsiz etmeyecek sekilde iliskiler
dizenlenmeli idi. Nitekim Turkiye'nin
bolge Ulkelerine yonelik siyaseti daha
gercekei sekil almaya baslamistir. Ayni
sekilde, Turk Cumhuriyetlerinin de
Turkiye'den beklentileri daha gercekgi
olmaya baslamistir.

Turkiye tarafindan bu devletlere
yonelik bazi projeleri gerceklestirmek
amaclyla kurulan TiKA, ilk basta
Tarkculuk egilimi tasisa da, 90'h yilla-
rin ikinci yarisindan itibaren Avrasya
kavrami ile drtismuis, daha sonra da
Avrasya kavraminin resmi politikaya
girmesiyle ciddi bir déntsim gegir-
mistir. Daha 6nce resmi politikanin
disa aciliminda itici bir gli¢ olmasina
ragmen TuarkgulUk, gercekte yeni po-
litikalar Gretemiyor ve bu politikalari
bélgesel kosullara uyumlastirma es-
nekligini gésteremiyordu, bilakis en-
gelleyici etkiler olusturuyordu.18

Avrasya kavrami, duygusal nite-
likteki “Adriyatik'ten Cin Seddi'ne"
benzetmesiyle kisitli degildir. Bu kav-
ram, Pantirkizm anlayisindan uzakla-
sarak, Tark dilini tGmdyle mesru
bélgesel ekonomik, siyasal, kaltarel
bir ara¢ ha-line getirmektedir ve ra-
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hatsizlik getirmemektedir.19

Ulkeler arasindaki iliskilerin geli-
simi, kuskusuz ki ekonomik iliskiler
cercevesinde mumkun gorulmektedir.
Burada en basta yapilmasi gereken is
Ulkeler arasinda ticari iliskileri gelis-
tirmektir. Ulkeler arasindaki dogru-
dan ticari iliskiler bu Ulkelerin
bagimsizliklarini ilan etmelerinden
sonra gelismistir. Nitekim Turkiye'nin
Turk Cumhuriyetlerine 1992-2000 yil-
lari arasindaki ihracati ve ithalati asa-
gidaki iki tabloda gosterildigi gibi
gelismistir:

kileri de etkilememesi mumkin degil-
dir. Oysaki devletler arasinda ticari
iliskilerin gelistirilmesi icin yeterince
kapasite bulunmaktadir. Ornegin, yil-
dan yila bayuyen Turkiye ekonomisi
Hazar Havzasinda bulunan alternatif
enerji kaynaklarina ilgi duymaktadir.
Diger taraftan Tarkiye'nin Grettigi bir-
cok mal ve hizmette bu Ulkelerde ko-
laylikla pazar bulabilirler. Ulkeler
arasinda ticaretin gelisme-
mesinin en dnemli sebebi, ticari yolla-
rin yeterince gelismemis olmasindan
ve Ulkeler arasinda gegit rejiminin be-
lirlenmemesinden kaynaklanmakta-

Rakamlardan goruldaga gibi Tar-
kiye ile Turk Cumhuriyetleri arasinda
dis ticaret hentiz istenilen seviyede de-
gildir. 2000 yilinda Turkiye'nin bu
devletlere yaptigi toplam ihracat 600
milyon ABD Dolarini bile asamamis,
ithalati ise 600 milyon ABD Dolardan
biraz fazla gerceklesmistir. Ulkelerin
arasinda dis ticaretin bu kadar dusuk
olmasinin elbette ki diger alandaki ilis-
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dir. Oysaki Turk Cumhuriyetlerinin
bagimsizliklarini elde etmelerinden
sonra karsilastiklari ve ¢6zUmunua
bekleyen en dnemli meselelerden biri
de, Ulkelerde bulunan zengin dogal
kaynaklarinin isletilerek bunlarin
dinya pazarlarina tasimasi icin ge-
rekli ulasim altyapisini olusturmaktir.
Acik denizlere dogrudan baglantisi ol-
mayan bolge devletlerinin elde ettik-

leri petrol ve dogal gazin Avrupa pa-
zarlarina tasinmasi i¢in gereken boru
hatlarinin désenmesi icin U¢ istikamet
one ¢ikmaktadir: Rusya Uzerinden,
iran Gzerinden ve Grcistan'la Tir-
kiye Gzerinden.

Rusya tzerinden tasimacilik mim-
kin gérundrse bile, bdlge tlkeleri ve
muhtemel masteriler tim tasimacihgi
bu tlke Gzerinden gergeklestirmek is-
tememektedirler. CUinkl Kuzey gu-
zergaht  bu  devletleri yeniden
ekonomik agidan Rusya'ya bagimh
hale sokacaktir. Diger taraftan, Glney
gilizergahi iran Gzerinden istikrarsiz
Ortadogu bdlgesine entegre olunma-
sina dolayisiyla oradaki sorunlarin bu
bolgeye sigramasi riskini artiracaktir.
Bunun disinda ABD'nin iran'a karsi
sert tavri muhtemel hatlarin buradan
gecmesini imkansiz kilmaktadir.2L

Turkiye icin boru hatlarin kendi
arazisinden gecirilmesi, bazi yeni Turk
Cumbhuriyetleri ile iliskileri gelistir-
menin yollarindan biridir. Uluslararasi
ulasim projelerinin gergek-
lestirilmesi suretiyle dis ticaretin arti-
rilmasini saglanacak oldugu gibi Tar-
kiye Gzerinden diinya pazarlarina yuk
tasimacihigini da artacaktir. Nitekim
bu tar projeler tlkeler arasinda siyasi
iliskilerin de gelismesine yardim ede-
cekti. iliskilerin gelismesini saglayacak
bélgede gerceklestirilen projelere
ornek olarak Baku-Tiflis-Ceyhan pet-
rol boru hatti projesini ve insasina yeni
baslanilan Baku-Tiflis-Erzurum dogal-
gaz boru hattini géstermek mumkun-
dar.

3 milyar Dolara yakin bir maliyeti
olan ve 1250 mil uzunlugundaki Bak-
Ceyhan hatti icin Bechtel ve General
Elektrik tarafindan olusturulan kon-
sorsiyum bir insa plani hazirlamistir.
Boru hattinin calismalarinda aktif bir
rol Gstlenen ve tasinacak petroliin en
onemli dogal pazarlarindan biri olarak
nitelendirilen Turkiye, enerji yatirim-
larinda uluslararasi sermayenin iste-
digi hukuki dizenlemeleri
gerceklestirerek, boru hattinin yapi-
mini Gstlenen firmalarin itirazlari
onundeki engelleri kaldirmistir.2Boru
hattini insa eden sirketler sunlardir:
SOCAR, BP, Unocal, Statoil, TPAO,
ITOCHU, Delta Hess.Z Boru hattinin
yapimi bir yili askin bir stiredir devam
etmekte olup, yakin bir zamanda faa-



liyete gececektir. Bu projenin Tlrkiye
ile Tirk Cumhuriyetleri arasinda ilis-
kilerin gelismesine buyik rol oynaya-
cagina inanilmaktadir ve belki de
buna benzer diger projelerin gergek-
lestirilmesine bir énayak olacaktir.

Tarkiye ile Azerbaycan arasinda
ekonomik iliskilerin gelismesinde
aktif bir rol oynayacak olan bu pro-
jeye, bolgedeki diger tlkelerin de ka-
tilmasiyla gelecekte Turkiye ve Turk
Cumbhuriyetleri arasinda bir entegras-
yonun gergeklesmesi saglanabilir. Or-
negin, Kazakistan'da bulunan biyuk
petrol  kaynaklarinin  Baki-Tiflis-
Ceyhan vasitasiyla tasinmasi isten-
mektedir. Bunun ig¢in, Kazakistan
petrolint Hazar Denizin altindan Ba-
ki'ye oradan da Ceyhan'a tasiyacak
olan Transhazar petrol boru hattinin
insasi dusundlmaustir. Bu hattin Ka-
zakistan'dan Baku'ye kadar olan
uzunlugu 590 km olup, yaklasik 4 mil-
yar ABD Dolarina mal olacak ve yilda
50 milyon varil petrol tasiyacaktir.24

GunUumuzde Kazakistan'da Ureti-
len petroliin bir kismi tankerlerle Ba-
ki'ye getirilmekte ve buradan da
demiryolu vasitasi ile Giurcistan'in
Poti limanina oradan ise diinya pazar-
larina tasinmaktadir. Kazakistan pet-
rolindn tankerlerle bogazlar tGzerin-
den gectigini dastntrsek, yildan yila
bu tlkede artan petrol tretimi igin al-
ternatif yollarin aranmasi kaginilmaz
olacaktir. Cinkl Kazakistan'in tret-
tigi petrolin bayuk kismi yilhik kap-
asitesi 20 milyon ton olan Tengiz
Novorossiysk boru hatti ile tasinmak-
tadir.5 Novorossiysk limani ise Kara-
deniz sahilinde olup, buraya akitilan
petrol daha sonra tankerlerle yine de
bogazlardan tasinmaktadir. Oysaki
bogazlar tzerinden yapilan uluslar-
arasi tasimaciligin yildan yila artmasi
istanbul igin biyuk bir tehdit kayna-
gidir. Yer yer genisligi 700 metreyi as-
mayan bu bogazlardan yilda 50.000'e
yakin gemi ge¢mektedir. Hazar Deni-
zi'nden gelecek petroliin buradan ta-
sinmasi ciddi sorunlara yol agabilir.8
Bu ylizden Kazakistan'da artan petrol
Uretimi icin Avrupa istikametinde al-
ternatif giizergahlarinin belirlenmesi
zarureti dogacaktir. Bu hem, mevcut
boru hattinin kapasite darligindan,
hem de Rusya'nin monopol tasima
kontroltinden kurtulmak agisindan da
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onemlidir.

ilk yillarda Turkiye ile Tirk Cum-
huriyetleri arasinda idealist ¢ikislar-
dan dolayr yasanan bazi olum-
suzluklar ve hayal kirikliklarini ke-
nara birakarak, tulkeler arasindaki ilis-
kileri degerlendirecek olursak,
Turkiye'nin Ka&asya ve Merkezi Asya
devletleriyle iliskilerin gelistirilmesi-
nin, AB ve ABD ile iliskiler agisindan
onemli rol oy-nadigini sdyleyebiliriz.
Tarkiye, bu devletlerle iliskilerini iyi
belirlenmis projeler dogrultusunda
gelistirmeyi basarirsa, olusturulacak
ulastirma sebekesi sayesinde Avrasya
boélgesinin 6nemli bir transfer Glkesine
donisebilir. Bu ise Tlrkiye'ye ister AB
ile entegrasyon slirecinde, ister ise
Turk Cumhuriyetleri ile iliskilerinde
yeni imkanlar saglamaktadir.Z7

Baku-Tiflis-Ceyhan petrol boru
hatti ve Baku-Tiflis-Erzurum dogalgaz
boru hatti projeleri bu tir projelerden-
dir ve artik basarili sekilde gercgekles-
tirilmektedirler. Her iki projenin
basarili olmasinin nedeni, karsilikh
cikar Gzerinde kurulmus olmalaridir.
Projelerin gergeklestirilmesi blyuk ya-
tirnmlari gerekli kildigi igin bdlge dev-
letlerinin tek basina bu projeleri
hayata gegirmeleri mumkun degildi.
Bu ylizden, buyuk yatirimcilarin bu
projelerin gercek¢i olduguna inanci,
projelerin gerceklesmesine imkan ver-
mistir.

Bu tdr projelerin gerceklestirilmesi
amaciyla bdlgeye yatirimlari gekmek
icin baska olasiliklar da mevcuttur.
Bunlardan bazilarini AB'nin bdlgeye
yodnelik bazi projeleri cercevesinde
gerceklestirmek mimkudndur. Bunlar-
dan biri AB tarafindan bélgede ger-
ceklestirilen TRACECA Programidir.

Bu program, Mayis 1993'te Bruk-
sel'de Besi Merkezi Asya devleti ve
Ucl Ka&asya devletinin ulastirma ve
ti-caret bakanlarinin bir araya geldik-
leri konferansta sekillenmistir. Bu kon-

feransta Avrupa'dan bati-dogu istika-
metinde Karadeniz Gzerinden, Kaf-
kasya'dan, Hazar Denizinden,
Merkezi Asya'ya ve oradan da Uzak
Dogu'ya kadar ulastirma koridorunun
gelistirilmesi amaciyla AB projesi tak-
dim edilmistir. TRACECA Projesinin
amaclari, Avrupa ve DlUnya pazarla-
rina alternatif ulastirma yollarini ge-
listirerek bolge devletlerinin siyasi ve
ekonomik bagimsizliklarini destekle-
mek, devletler arasinda isbirliginin ge-
lismesini tesvik etmek, uluslararasi
mali kurumlarin ve 6zel yatirimcilarin
bu devletlere yatirim yapmalarini tes-
vik etmek, s6z konusu koridoru Trans-
Avrupa Sebekesine baglamak ve
Kuzey'de var olan yollarla rekabet
etmek ve Giney koridorlara bir alter-
natif sunmaktir.28

TRACECA Koridoru AB, Kaf-
kasya, Merkezi Asya ve Uzak Dogu
arasinda bdtin dinya pazarlariyla
baglantilari olan limanlar arasinda en
kisa, hizli ve ucuz yol olarak kabul
edilmektedir. Bu program cerceve-
sinde gerceklestirilen projeler uluslar-
arasi  kurumlardan buyuk ilgi
gérmektedir. Ornegdin, AiIKB TRA-
CECA Programi gercevesinde liman-
lar, demiryollari ve oto yollarla ilgili
projelere yaklasik 250 milyon ABD
Dolari, Dinya Bankasli Ermenistan‘a
ve Gurcistan'a yeni yollarin yapilmasi
ile ilgili projeye 40 milyon ABD Dolari,
Asya Kalkinma Bankasi ise bolgedeki
yolarin ve demiryollarinin gelistiril-
mesi i¢in ydkli fonlarla yatirim yap-
mistir.2

1998 Eylual'in 8'de Baki'de TRA-
CECA Programi ¢ergevesinde Tarihi
ipek Yolunun Canlandirilmasi adi al-
tinda bir uluslararasi konferans ger-
ceklestirilmistir. Konferansa 32
devletten ve 12 uluslararasi érgutten
temsilci katilmistir. Konferansin sonu-
cunda taraflar arasinda Uluslararasi
Ulasiminin Gelistirilmesi icin Esas
Cok Tarafli Antlasma imzalanmistir.
Bu Antlasmaya go6re, devletler bol-
gede ekonomik iliskilerin gelistiril-
mesi, dunya pazarlarina ulasmak
amaciyla, ticaretin gelismesini sagla-
mak amaciyla demiryollari ve ticari
yollarin ulasima agilmasi, ulasim gu-
venliginin saglamasi ve rekabet orta-
mini olusturulmasi amaclari
ongorulmektedir.
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Turkiye'nin de taraf oldugu bu An-
tlasma, projelerin gerceklestirilmesi
durumunda bolge dlkeleri ile iliskile-
rin gelistirilmesinde yardimci olabilir.
Cunku, Avrasya'da yeniden canlandi-
rilmasi planlanan “ipek Yolu" projesi
¢ercevesinde kurulacak olan gilizerga-
hin karayollari ile Turkiye karayollari
aginin baydk bir bélimdn ortismesi
Tirkiye'ye buyuk bir avantaj sagla-
maktadir. Bu yuzden Turkiye, Uzak
Dogu ile AB arasinda Merkezi Asya ve
Ka&asya tizerinden yapilacak ulasim
icin koépru roli oynayabilir. Fakat,
bunun icin Turkiye tarafindan bazi ¢a-
lismalarin gergeklestirilmesi gerek-
mektedir. Bunlarin arasinda, AB
tarafindan eski Dogu Blogu ulkelerine
yonelik ulastirma sektori kapsaminda
yarattaga “Pan Avrupa Sebekeleri”
projelerinden, IV. Koridor olarak ad-
landirilan  Berlin/Nurenberg  (Al-
manya)- Prag (GCek Cumhuriyeti)-
Budapeste (Macaristan)- Kdstence/Se-
lanik (Yunanistan)-istanbul (Tirkiye)
hattinin uzantisini Ulke i¢i var olan
Merzifon-Samsun-Trabzon-Sarp hatti
ile baglayarak, daha sonra bunu Kaf-
kasya tlkelerine kadar uzatmasi gere-
kir. Burada, Gurcistan ve Azerbaycan
Uzerinden Sovyetler Birligi'nden
kalma altyapidan yararlanarak, Mer-
kezi Asya devletleri ile baglanti kur-
maya muvaffak olacaktir. Bu ise, bdlge
devletleri ile ticari iliskilerini gelistir-
mesini saglamakla kalmayip, ayni za-
manda ekonomik ve siyasi iliskilerin
gelismesine de yardimci olacaktir.3

SONUC

Gelecekte Turkiye ile Turk Cum-
huriyetleri arasinda iliskilerin gelisti-
rilmesi somut ulasim projelerinin
gergeklestirilmesine bagh oldugu or-
tadadir. Bu durumda, bu bdlgede ger-
ceklestirilen projelerden maksimum
derecede yararlanmak gerekmektedir.

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Turkey is redoubling its efforts to
end the suffering of the Somali people.
The world should followSomalia is
suffering from the most severe dro-
ught and famine in the last 60 years,
which has already resulted in the de-
aths of tens of thousands of people
and endangers the lives of 750, 000
more Somalis. This crisis tests the no-
tion of civilization and our modern va-
lues. It reveals, once again, thatitis a
basic human obligation to pursue in-
ternational cooperation and solidarity
to provide solace for those suffering
from natural and man-made disasters.

It is not realistic to consider Soma-
lia's plight as caused solely by a severe
natural disaster. We cannot ignore the
fact that, in addition to the drought,
the international community's deci-
sion to leave Somalia to its own fate is
also an underlying factor causing this
drama. Twenty years of political and
social instability, lawlessness, and
chaos have added enormously to the
problems in Somalia. The horrifying
truck bombing of the Transitional Fe-
deral Government's ministerial com-
plex on Oct. 4 isjust the latest evidence
of this. The international community
must not respond to this act of terro-
rism by retreating from Somalia, but
by redoubling its efforts to bring aid to
its people.

Nobody with common sense and
conscience can remain indifferent to
such a drama, wherever on Earth it
may be and whichever people have to
bear it. Our urgentintervention as res-
ponsible members of the international
community can contribute to the all-
eviation of the Somali people's dis-
tress. However, the establishment of
lasting peace and stability will only be
possible through long-term, far-reac-
hing, and coordinated efforts.

help end this suffering. We consider
this solidarity a humanitarian obliga-
tion toward the people of Somalia,
with whom we have deep historical
relations. Many of our institutions,
NGOs, and people of all ages have
made an extraordinary effort to all-
eviate the suffering of women and
children in Somalia. We are proud of
the sensitivity and cooperation displa-
yed by the Turkish people during the
holy month of Ramadan. In the last
month alone, approximately $280 mil-
lion worth of donations for Somalia
were collected in Turkey. The Turkish
people's generosity has served as an
example to other donor countries as
well as the international community,
offering hope for the resolution of the
crisis in Somalia.

The Turkish government has also
moved decisively to help alleviate this
humanitarian crisis. Turkey took the
initiative to hold an emergency mee-
ting of the executive committee of the
Organization of Islamic Cooperation
(OIC) at the ministerial level on Aug.
17. At this meeting, which was atten-
ded by the president of Somalia and
high-level representatives from 40
member countries of the OIC, $350
million was committed to help relieve
the famine in Somalia, and the parti-
cipants agreed to increase this amount
to half a billion dollars. The Turkish
Red Crescent is also standing shoulder
to shoulder with international aid or-
ganizations and is working to meet the
needs of those in all the camps in the
Mogadishu region.

Following the emergency meeting
of the OIC executive committee, | --
along with a number of Turkish mi-
nisters, some members of parliament,
bureaucrats, business people, artists,
and families -- visited the country on
Aug. 19 to tell the people of Somalia
that they are not alone. We visited the

camps. We tried to give hope and en-
courage people who live in very diffe-
rent conditions from ours. We took
note of the lack of such a high-level
visit from outside of Africa to Somalia
for the last 20 years, and informed the
international community of this fact.

Turkey has decided to launch a
major humanitarian effort to help res-
tore normalcy to Mogadishu. To this
end, we are preparing to provide as-
sistance in the fields of health, educa-
tion, and transportation. We will
inaugurate a 400-bed hospital, pro-
vide garbage trucks for the streets of
Mogadishu, build a waste-disposal fa-
cility to burn the accumulated garbage
in the streets, pave the road between
Mogadishu's airport and the city cen-
ter, renovate the parliament and other
government buildings, dig water
wells, and develop organized agricul-
tural and livestock areas. Our em-
bassy, which will be opened in
Mogadishu shortly and headed by an
ambassador who is experienced in the
field of humanitarian aid and familiar
to the region, will coordinate these ac-
tivities.

By supporting the restoration of
peace and stability efforts, we will
work with the Transitional Federal
Government and other institutions in
Somalia in order to launch the deve-
lopment process of this shattered co-
untry. To this end, we expect all
Somali authorities to demonstrate an
extraordinary effort in unity, integrity,
and harmony.

The success of aid operations is di-
rectly linked to the establishment of
security. The withdrawal from Moga-
dishu of armed elements in the al-Sha-
bab organization is clearly a positive
development for security in the re-
gion. But this is not sufficient. Moving
the Somali-related U.N. offices cur-
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rently located in Nairobi to Moga-
dishu will be a positive step to support
this process and one that should be
taken without delay.

Neighboring countries such as Et-
hiopia and Kenya bear a special res-
ponsibility regarding the restoration
of peace and stability in Somalia. The
Intergovernmental Authority on De-
velopment and the African Union will
also share this responsibility, and Tur-
key supports them in their tasks. In
line with the Djibouti peace process,
Somalia's Transitional Federal Go-
vernment should intensify efforts at
reconciliation by maintaining dialo-
gue with all fighting groups and
pledge prosperity, brotherhood,

order,
peace.

and prosperity in return for

The military contribution provided
by Uganda and Burundi within the
African Union Mission in Somalia
(AMISOM) to prevent chaos and ter-
ror deserves appreciation. With this
opportunity, | would like to issue a
call to all neighboring countries, in-
cluding Eritrea, to increase their exis-
ting efforts for the establishment of
peace and security in Somalia and to
enhance long-term regional stability.

In Turkish culture, it is believed
that something good will come out of
all bad experiences. In Somalia, too,
this disaster can mark the beginning of

Ho-
wever, this situation will only be
sustainable if we continue to be sensi-
tive to the needs of the Somali people.

The Destabilization Of Syria And The Broader Middle East War*

What is unfolding in Syria is an
armed insurrection supported covertly
by foreign powers including the US,
Turkey and Israel.

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The destabilization of Syria and Le-
banon as sovereign countries has been
on the drawing board of the US-
NATO-Israel military alliance for at
least ten years.

Action against Syria is part of a

The objective is to destabilize the
Syrian State and implement "regime
change" through the covert support of
an armed insurgency, integrated by Is-
lamist militia. The reports on civilian
deaths are used to provide a pretext
and ajustification for humanitarian in-
tervention under the principle "Res-
ponsiblity to Protect".

Tacitly acknowledged , the signifi-
cance of an armed insurrection is casu-
ally dismissed by the Western media.
If it were to be recognized and analy-
sed, our understanding of unfolding
events would be entirely different.

What is mentioned profusely is
that the armed forces and the police
are involved in the indiscriminate Kil-
ling of civilian protesters. Press reports
confirm, however, from the outset of
the protest movement an exchange of
gunfire between armed insurgents and
the police, with casualties reported on
both sides.

The insurrection started in mid
March in the border city of Daraa,
which is 10 km from the Jordanian bor-
der.

The Daraa "protest movement” on
March 18 had all the appearances of a
staged event involving, in all likeli-
hood, covert support to Islamic terro-
rists by Mossad and/or Western
intelligence. Government sources
point to the role of radical Salafist gro-
ups (supported by Israel)

Other reports have pointed to the
role of Saudi Arabia in financing the
protest movement.

What has unfolded in Daraa in the
weeks following the initial violent clas-
hes on 17-18 March, is the confronta-
tion between the police and the armed
forces on the one hand and armed
units of terrorists and snipers on the
other which have infiltrated the protest
movement.

What is clear from these initial re-
ports is that many of the demonstra-
tors were not demonstrators but
terrorists involved in premeditated
acts of killing and arson. The title of the
Israeli news report summarizes what
happened: Syria: Seven Police Killed,
Buildings Torched in Protests.

The Role of Turkey

The center of the insurrection has
now shifted to the small border town
of Jisr al-Shughour, 10 km from the
Turkish border.

Jisr al-Shughour has a population
of 44, 000 inhabitants. Armed insur-
gents have crossed the border from
Turkey.

Members of the Muslim Brother-
hood are reported to have taken up
arms in northwest Syria.

There are indications that Turkish
military and intelligence are suppor-
ting these incursions.

There was no mass civilian protest
movement in lJisr al-Shughour. The
local population was caught in the
crossfire. The fighting between armed
rebels and government forces has con-
tributed to triggering a refugee crisis,
which is the center of media attention.

In contrast, in the nation's capital
Damascus, where the mainstay of so-
cial movements is located, there have
been mass rallies in support rather
than in opposition to the government.

President Bashir al Assad is casu-
ally compared to presidents Ben Ali of
Tunisia and Hosni Mubarak of Egypt.
What the mainstream media has failed
to mention is that despite the authori-
tarian nature of the regime, president
Al Assad is a popular figure who has
widespread support of the Syrian po-
pulation.

The large rally in Damascus on
March 29, "with tens of thousands of
supporters" (Reuters) of President Al
Assad was barely mentioned. Yetin an
unusual twist, the images and video
footage of several pro-government
events were used by the Western
media to convince international public
opinion that the President was being
confronted by mass anti-government
rallies.

On June 15, thousands of people
rallied over several kilometers on Da-
mascus' main highway in a march hol-
ding up a 2.3 km Syrian flag. The rally
was acknowledged by the media and
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casually dismissed as irrelevant.

While the Syrian regime is by no
means democratic, the objective of the
US-NATO Israel military alliance is not
to promote democracy. Quite the op-
posite. Washington's intent is to even-
tually install a puppet regime.

The objective through media disin-
formation is to demonize president Al
Assad and more broadly to destabilize
Syria as a secular state. The latter ob-
jective is implemented through covert
support of various Islamist organiza-
tions:

Syria is run by an authoritarian oli-
garchy which has used brute force in
dealing with its citizens. The riots in
Syria, however, are complex. They
cannot be viewed as a straightforward
quest for liberty and democracy. There
has been an attempt by the U.S. and
the E.U. to use the riots in Syria to pres-
sure and intimidate the Syrian leaders-
hip. Saudi Arabia, Israel, Jordan, and
the March 14 Alliance have all played a
role in supporting an armed insurrec-
tion.

The violence in Syria has been sup-
ported from the outside with a view of
taking advantage of the internal tensi-
ons... Aside from the violent reaction
of the Syrian Army, media lies have
been used and bogus footage has been
aired. Money and weapons have also
been funnelled to elements of the
Syrian opposition by the U.S., the
E.U....Funding has also been provided
to ominous and unpopular foreign-
based Syrian opposition figures, while
weapons caches were smuggled from
Jordan and Lebanon into Syria. (Mahdi

The joint Israel-Turkey
military and intelligence
agreement

The geopolitics of this process of
destabilization are far-reaching. Tur-
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key is involved in supporting the re-
bels.

The Turkish government has sanc-
tioned Syrian opposition groups in
exile which support an armed insur-
gency. Turkey is also pressuring Da-
mascus to conform to Washington's
demands for regime change.

Turkey is a member of NATO with
a powerful military force. Moreover,
Israel and Turkey have alongstanding
joint military-intelligence agreement,
which is explicitly directed against
Syria.

...A 1993 Memorandum of Unders-
tanding led to the creation of (Israeli-
Turkish) "joint committees" to handle
so-called regional threats. Under the
terms of the Memorandum, Turkey
and Israel agreed "to cooperate in gat-
hering intelligence on Syria, Iran,
and Irag and to meet regularly to share
assessments pertaining to terrorism
and these countries' military capabili-
ties."

Turkey agreed to allow IDF and
Israeli security forces to gather elect-
ronic intelligence on Syria and Iran
from Turkey. In exchange, Israel as-
sisted in the equipping and training of
Turkish forces in anti-terror warfare
along the Syrian, lIraqgi, and lranian

borders."

Already during the Clinton Admi-
nistration, a triangular military alli-
ance between the US, Israel and
Turkey had unfolded. This "triple alli-
ance", which is dominated by the US
Joint Chiefs of Staff, integrates and co-
ordinates military command decisions
between the three countries pertaining
to the broader Middle East. It is based
on the close military ties respectively
of Israel and Turkey with the US, co-
upled with a strong bilateral military
relationship between Tel Aviv and An-

The triple alliance is also coupled
with a 2005 NATO-Israeli military coo-
peration agreement which includes
"many areas of common interest, such
as the fight against terrorism and joint
military exercises. These military coo-
peration ties with NATO are viewed
by the Israeli military as a means to
"enhance Israel's deterrence capability
regarding potential enemies threate-
ning it, mainly Iran and Syria." (See

Covert support to armed insur-
gents out of Turkey or Jordan would

no doubt be coordinated under the
joint Israel-Turkey military and intelli-
gence agreement.

Dangerous Crossroads: The
Broader Middle East War

Israel and NATO signed a far-reac-
hing military cooperation agreement
in 2005. Under this agreement, Israel
is considered a de facto member of
NATO.

If a military operation were to be
launched against Syria, Israel would
in all likelihood be involved in military
undertakings alongside NATO forces
(under the NATO-Israel bilateral ag-
reement). Turkey would also play an
active military role.

A military intervention in Syria on
fake humanitarian grounds would
lead to an escalation of the US-NATO
led war over a large area extending
from North Africa and the Middle East
to Central Asia, from the Eastern Me-
diterranean to China's Western frontier
with Afghanistan and Pakistan.

It would also contribute to a pro-
cess of political destabilization in Le-
banon, Jordan and Palestine. It would
also set the stage for a conflict with
Iran.

The Futility of Green Capitalism*

Daniel Tanuro's new book, L‘impos-
sible capitalisme vert, or "The Futility of
Green Capitalism", is a major contribu-
tion to our analytical understanding of
ecosocialism.

Tanuro, aBelgian Marxist and cer-
tified agriculturist, is a prolific author
on environmental history and policies.

Addressed primarily to the Green
milieu, as the title indicates, this book
is a powerful refutation of the major
proposals advanced to resolve the cli-

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mate crisis that fail to challenge the
profit drive and accumulation dyna-
mic of capital. Much of the book ap-
pears to be a substantially expanded
update of a report by Tanuro adopted
in 2009 by the leadership of the Fourth
International as a basis for internatio-
nal discussion. That report was tran-
slated by lan Angus and included in
his anthology The Global Fightfor Cli-
mate Justice.

Tanuro's book includes much ad-

ditional material elaborating his cen-
tral thesis that climate degradation
cannot be dissociated from the “natu-
ral" functioning of capitalism as a
system and that a valid “emancipatory
project" to confront and overcome the
impending crisis must recognize na-
tural constraints and aim for a funda-
mental redefinition of what we mean
by social wealth.

Among the topics of particular in-
terest to readers are extended critiques



of popular writers on climate crisis
ranging from Jared Diamond to Hans
Jonas and Herve Kempf, as well as his
critical assessment of the contributions
of Marxist writers such as John Bel-
lamy Foster and Paul Burkett. Tanuro
makes a compelling case against many
ill-conceived nostrums such as the Si-
erra Club's campaign for immigration
controls, or such cost-efficiency based
market mechanisms as carbon trading
and ecotaxes.

A major feature of the book is its
cogent explanation of how Marxist
value theory explains the ecological
crisis and points to its solution. He
also addresses what he considers a
major deficiency in Marx's ecology, an
inadequate appreciation of the crucial
implications of capitalism's reliance on
non-renewable fossile-fuel resources.
This aspect is explored in detail in Ta-
nuro's article “Marxism, Energy, and
Ecology: The Moment of Truth, " pub-
lished in the December 2010 issue of
Capitalism Nature Socialism.

We hope that this outstanding
book will soon be published in English
and other languages.

In the following interview, Daniel
Tanuro outlines some of the major the-
mes in the book. My translation from

Concerning Green
Capitalism

Daniel Tanuro, you are the aut-
hor of L'impossible capitalisme vert,
published by Les empecheurs de
penser en rond/La Decouverte. You
are also the founder of the NGO "Cli-
mat et justice sociale." What is "green
capitalism"?

D.T.: The expression “green capi-
talism" may be understood in two dif-
ferent ways. A producer of wind
turbines may boast that he is engaged
in green capitalism. In this sense — in
the sense that some money is invested
in a “clean" sector of the economy —a
form of green capitalism is obviously
possible and quite profitable. But the
real question is whether capitalism as
awhole can turn green, thatis, whet-

her the global action of the numerous
and competing capitals that constitute
Capital can respect ecological cycles,
their rhythms, and the speed by
which natural resources are reconsti-
tuted.

That is the sense in which my book
poses the question and it answers in
the negative. My main argument is
that competition impels each owner of
capital to replace workers by more
productive machines in order to ac-
hieve a superprofit greater than the
average profit.

Productivism is thus at the heart of
capitalism. As Schumpeter said, “a ca-
pitalism without growth is a contra-
diction in terms."” Capitalist
accumulation is potentially unlimited,
so there is an antagonism between ca-
pital and nature, as the latter's reso-
urces are finite. It may be objected that
the productivity race leads capital to
be increasingly resource efficient, as
expressed for example by the obser-
ved decrease in the quantity of energy
necessary for the production of a per-
centage point of GDP. But this ten-
dency to increased efficiency
obviously cannot be prolonged indefi-
nitely in alinear way, and empirically
we find it is more than offset by the
growing mass of commodities that are
produced. Green capitalism is there-
fore an oxymoron, like social capita-
lism.

This observation opens a debate
between two opposing strategic con-
ceptions. For some, the spontaneously
ecocidal functioning of capitalism can
be corrected through political action
within the system by resorting to mar-
ket mechanisms (taxes, fiscal incenti-
ves, tradable emission rights, etc.).
For others, including me, our policy
must be to break with capitalism be-
cause if the environment is to be saved
it is absolutely indispensable to chal-
lenge the fundamental laws of capita-
lism. This means daring to challenge
private property of the means of pro-
duction, the foundation of the system.

In my opinion, the debate between
these two lines is decided in practice
by the example of the struggle against
climate change. In the developed capi-
talist countries, we are confronted

with the obligation to abandon the use
of fossil fuels almost completely in ba-
rely two generations. If we exclude
nuclear power — and it must be exc-
luded — this means, in Europe for
example, dividing by about one half
the final consumption of energy,
which is possible only by reducing to
a substantial degree the processing
and transportation of material.

The transition to renewables and
reduction in energy consumption are
linked and necessitate major invest-
ments which are inconceivable if the
decisions remain subordinate to the
dogma of cost efficiency. The alterna-
tive to cost efficiency can only be de-
mocratic planning focused on social
and ecological needs. And such plan-
ning in turn is possible only by brea-
king the resistance of the oil, coal,
gas, automobile, petrochemicals,
naval and aeronautic construction mo-
nopolies, for they want to burn fossil
fuels for as long as possible.

Climate change is at the center of
your book. You interpret this change
as a "climate tipping" [basculement
climatique]. What do you mean by
tipping, and why do you consider it
to be otherwise more disturbing than
a mere change?

D.T.. The expression “climate
changes" (and | do mean changes, in
the plural) suggests the repetition of
climate variations analogous to those
in the past. But between now and the
end of the century, in a few decades,
the Earth's climate risks changing as
much as it has during the 20, 000 years
that have elapsed since the last Ice
Age. There is now no doubt that we
are not very far from a “tipping point"
beyond which itwill no longer be pos-
sible to prevent the eventual melting
of the icecaps formed 65 million years
ago. The word “tipping" is indispu-
tably more adapted to describing this
reality than the word “changes”! The
speed of the phenomenon is unprece-
dented and poses a major threat, for
many ecosystems will be unable to
adapt. This applies not only to the na-
tural ecosystems but also, | fear, to
some ecosystems engineered by
human beings.

Look at what is happening in Pa-
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kistan: designed by the British coloni-
zer to serve their imperialist interests,
the water management mechanisms of
the Indus using dams and dikes which
supply an extensive irrigation system
are proving inadequate in the face of
exceptional floodwaters. And this risk
is increasing because the warmer cli-
mate disrupts the monsoon regime
and increases the violence of the
downpours.

It seems to me illusory to hope that
this race will be won by reinforcing
the existing infrastructures, as the
World Bank and the big capitalist gro-
ups specializing in public works pro-
pose. Instead of building dikes it
would be more reasonable to restore
the flexible management of water le-
vels that was practiced prior to coloni-
zation. That is what is proposed by the
International Rivers Network: allo-
wing floods to clear the sediment and
prevent the silting up of the basin, fee-
ding the Delta, stopping deforesta-
tion, accommodating zones liable to
flooding, etc.

But that requires a complete over-
haul of the mechanisms over more
than 3000 km, with major implicati-
ons for territorial management, agri-
cultural policy, urban policy, energy
production, etc. Socially, such an
overhaul, to be achieved in two or
three decades (that is, very quickly for
work of such scope!), means challen-
ging the power of the landed oli-
garchy and the development
programs that the IMF and World
Bank impose through the debt. And
this debt must be canceled or else the
reconstruction will be heavily mortga-
ged and the country strangled, in
danger of entering history as the first
example of a regressive spiral in which
global warming mutually links all the
mechanisms of underdevelopment
and multiplies their negative effects.

We see clearly in this how the so-
cial and environmental questions are
interpenetrated. In fact, the fight aga-
inst climate tipping requires a policy
shift toward another model of deve-
lopment centered on the satisfaction of
peoples' needs. Without that, further
catastrophes, even more terrible, may
well result, and the poor will be the
major victims. That is the warning
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emerging from the tragedy in Pakis-
tan.

You think the countries of the
South should "skip" the fossil
energy stage in managing their deve-
lopment and go directly to that of re-
newable energies. What is your
answer to those who object that re-
newable energies are not (technically
and quantitatively) able to do this?

D.T.: | tell them they are wrong.
The solar energy flow that reaches the
surface of the earth is equivalent to 8
to 10 thousand times the planet's
energy consumption. The technical
potential of renewable energies —that
is, the share of that theoretical poten-
tial that is usable through known tech-
nologies, independently of cost —
represents 6 to 18 times the world's
needs, according to estimates. It is cer-
tain that this technical potential could
increase very rapidly if the develop-
ment of renewables were finally to be-
come an absolute priority in energy
research policies, which it is still not
at present. The transition to renewab-
les certainly poses a host of complex
technical problems, but there is no
reason to think they are insurmoun-
table.

The major obstacles are political.
One: without exception, renewable
energies remain more expensive than
fossil energies. Two: the transition to
renewables is not the same thing as
changing fuel at the pump: it is neces-
sary to change the energy system. That
requires enormous investments and,
at the beginning of the transition,
these will necessarily be consumers of
fossil energy and therefore additional
generators of greenhouse gas; these
additional emissions must be offset
and that is why, in the short run, the
reduction of final consumption of
energy is the sine qua non condition for
a passage to renewables which, once
carried out, will open new horizons.

| repeat: there is no possible satis-
factory solution without confronting
the dual combined obstacle of capita-
list profit and growth. This means, in
particular, that the clean technologies
controlled by the North must be trans-
ferred free of charge to the South, on
the sole condition that they are imple-

mented by the public sector and under
the control of the local population.

You advocate a social ecology
which you call ecosocialism. What is
an ecosocialist? And how does he or
she differ from a "plain and simple"
ecologist or socialist?

D.T.: An ecosocialist differs from
an ecologist in that he analyzes the
“ecological crisis" not as a crisis of the
relationship between humanity in ge-
neral and nature but as a crisis of the
relationship between an historically
determined mode of production and
its environment, and therefore in the
last analysis as a manifestation of the
crisis of the mode of production itself.
In other words, for an ecosocialist, the
ecological crisis is in fact a manifesta-
tion of the crisis of capitalism (not to
overlook the specific crisis of the so-
called “socialist" societies, which
aped capitalist productivism). A result
is that, in his fight for the environ-
ment, an ecosocialist will always pro-
pose demands that make the
connection with the social question,
with the struggle of the exploited and
oppressed for a redistribution of we-
alth, for employment, etc.

However, an ecosocialist differs
from the “pure and simple" socialist,
as you say, in that, for him, the only
anticapitalism that is valid today is
one that takes into account the natural
limits and the operational constraints
of the ecosystems. This has many im-
plications: a break with productivism
and consumerism, of course, within
the perspective of a society in which,
the basic needs having been satisfied,
free time and social relations consti-
tute the real wealth. But also contesta-
tion of technologies and of harmful
productions, coupled with the requi-
rement of reconversion of the workers.
Maximum decentralization of produc-
tion and distribution in the framework
of a democratically planned economy
is something else that the ecosocialists
stress.

One point that it seems to me im-
portant to stress is the need to ques-
tion the traditional socialist vision that
sees any rise in productivity of agri-
cultural labour as a step toward socia-
lism. In my opinion this conception



does not allow us to meet the require-
ments of increased respect for the en-
vironment. In fact, an agriculture and
a forestry that are ecologically more
sustainable necessitate more labour,
not less. To re-create hedges, groves,
wetlands, to diversify crops and fight
for organic produce, for example, im-
plies an increase in the share of social
labour invested in tasks of ecological
maintenance. This labour may be
highly scientific and highly technical
—itisnot areturn to the hoe —but it
is not easily mechanizable.

That is why I think that a culture of
“taking care" (I borrow this concept
from Isabelle Stengers) must permeate
economic activities, in particular
those that closely affect ecosystems.
We are responsible for nature. In a
way, this means extending the logic
that the left applies in the area of per-
sonal care, education, etc. No socia-
lists would argue that nurses should
be replaced by robots; we are all cons-
cious of the fact that we need more
nurses who are better paid so that pa-
tients are better cared for. Well! The
same applies, mutatis mutandis, to the
environment: if it is to be better cared
for, there needs to be more labour, in-
telligence and human sensibility. Con-
trary to the “pure and simple
socialist”, and even though it is diffi-
cult, the ecosocialist, because he is
conscious of the urgency, tries to in-
troduce all of these questions into the
struggles of the exploited and oppres-
sed instead of postponing them until
after the revolution.

Many, including myself, are con-
vinced that an effective struggle aga-
inst climate change necessarily
entails a break from productivist ca-
pitalism. To this effect, you appeal to
"socialized man, the associated pro-
ducers." Who are they, and what spe-
cifically can they do?

D.T.: You are alluding to the quo-
tation from Marx that serves as an
epigraph to my book: “Freedom
can only consist in socialized man, the
associated producers, rationally regu-
lating their interchange with Na-
ture.." We must realize that in Marx's
thinking the rational regulation of exc-
hanges is conditional on the disappea-
rance of capitalism. Indeed, on the

one hand the struggle of all against all
permanently undermines attempts by
producers to associate; on the other
hand, a significant fraction of produ-
cers — the waged workers — are cut
off from their means of production.
The latter, including natural resour-
ces, are appropriated by the bosses.
Deprived of any power of decision,
the workers are unable to rationally
regulate anything at all concerning
production, let alone rationally regu-
late interchange with the environ-
ment!

To constitute social beings, produ-
cers must begin to join together in the
fight against their exploiters. This
struggle in an embryonic way points
to the need for collective appropria-
tion of the means of production and
collective usufruct of natural resour-
ces. These in turn are necessary but
not sufficient for a more harmonious
relationship with nature.

That said, we can answer your
question about concrete action by exa-
mining how different groups of pro-
ducers understand — or don't — the
need to rationally regulate the interc-
hange between humanity and nature.
At present, it is striking that the most
advanced positions of an ecosocialist
type emanate from indigenous peop-
les and small farmers mobilized aga-
inst agribusiness. This is not
accidental: both groups of producers
are not, or not completely, cut off
from their means of production. The-
refore they are able to offer concrete
strategies for rational regulation of
their interaction with the environ-
ment. Indigenous people see the de-
fence of the climate as an additional
argument in favor of preserving their
precapitalist lifestyle in symbiosis
with the forest.

As for the Via Campesina peasant
movement, it has developed a whole
program of concrete demands on the
theme that “the peasants know how to
cool the climate." In contrast, the la-
bour movement is lagging behind.
This is of course due to the fact that
each individual worker is inclined to
wish for the smooth operation of the
company that exploits him, in order
to maintain his livelihood.
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Conclusion: the greater the retreat
in worker solidarity in the face of the
neoliberal offensive, the harder it will
be to develop environmental aware-
ness among workers. It's a big prob-
lem, because the working class, by its
central role in production, is called on
to play a leading role in the fight for
the anticapitalist alternative needed to
rescue the environment. Indigenous
peoples, peasant organizations and
youth have an interest in trying to in-
volve more and more unions in cli-
mate campaigns — increasing
collabouration, rank-and-file contacts,
etc. Within the labour movement it-
self, the task is to promote demands
that address the concerns about jobs,
income and working conditions while
helping to reduce greenhouse gas
emissions.

An important issue in this regard
is the need for a generalized radical re-
duction in hours of work without loss
of pay, with a drastic reduction in the
pace of work and additional hiring to
compensate. Another aspect is the ex-
tension of a public sector under the
control of workers and users: free,
first-rate public transportation, pub-
licly owned energy services, public in-
sulation and building renovation
firms, etc. Ecosocialists have a role to
play in promoting the emergence of
such demands.

With L'impossible capitalisme
vert, you do not seem to fear being
accused of undue alarmism by those
who have yet to understand that we
have entered the Anthropocene Era,
and that it is man that is primarily
responsible for runaway warming,
especially since the industrial era.
Doesn't green capitalism, like "sus-
tainable development" and "green-
washing", reflect a desire to deny
this responsibility and to "continue
as before"? If we are to abandon pro-
ductivist capitalism, shouldn't we
first alter our behavior as consumers
and producers?

D.T.: I am not an alarmist. In my
book, I relied almost exclusively on
the reports of the IPCC which, in
terms of the diagnosis on global war-
ming and its possible impacts, appear
to me, whatever is said about them,
to be an excellent summary of “good
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science", subjected to peer review. It
is true that the IPCC lags abit when it
comes to recent discoveries, but this
does not change much in its findings.

In fact, | dread the discourse of
panic and exaggeration. Too often, it
tends to obscure the real threats and
real responsibilities. Climate tipping
easily lends itself to eschatology, and
there is no shortage of gurus to claim
that “the planet is in danger", that
“life is in danger”, that “humanity is
in danger, " that the “photosynthetic
ceiling" will fall on our heads, or
whatnot. All of this is excessive. The
planet fears nothing, and life on Earth
is aphenomenon so tough that huma-
nity, even if it wished, could probably
not come to an end, even with atomic
bombs.

As to our species, climate change,
by itself, does not jeopardize it. The
danger it poses is more circumscribed:
around three billion people risk subs-
tantial degradation in their living con-
ditions, and hundreds of millions of
them — the poorest — are threatened
in their very existence. Policy makers
know this and do nothing — or almost
nothing — because it would cost too
much, and thus impede the smooth
operation of business. That is the
naked reality.

Too often, catastrophic discourse
serves to obscure the potential barba-
rism and dilute the issues in a vague
overall sense of guilt: “Don't waste
time quibbling about the responsibili-
ties, " “we are all guilty, " “we must all
agree to make efforts", etc. Meanw-
hile, the energy lobbies quietly conti-
nue burning coal and oil non-stop.

This leads me to the second part of
your question about changing our be-
havior as producers and consumers.
Following on what | said earlier, it is
worth noting that employees are inca-
pable of changing their behavior as
producers. Who produces, how, why,
for whom, in what quantities, with
what social and environmental im-
pacts? In everyday life, only the bos-
ses have the power to respond to these
questions and, ultimately, they res-
pond according to their profits. Em-
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ployees can only try to have a say in
management in order to challenge it
and recognize their ability to do better,
according to criteria other than profit.
This is the dynamic of workers' con-
trol, and ecosocialists should think
about how this old demand may be re-
visited in order to encompass envi-
ronmental concerns.

In terms of consumption, | think it
is necessary to distinguish between in-
dividual changes and collective chan-
ges. All in all, it is certainly better if
someone who travels by plane offsets
his CO2 emissions in one way or anot-
her, but this offset will mainly allow
him to buy a good conscience on the
cheap while diverting him from the
political struggle for indispensable
structural changes. To promote this
kind of behavior is to engage in “gre-
enwashing" and it actually means to
“continue as before.”

Collective changes are a different
matter. They help to validate another
possible logic, favour the invention of
alternative practices, and contribute
to the realization that structural chan-
ges are necessary, and will come
about through social mobilization.
Those changes, such as group purc-
hases of organic produce from far-
mers, or urban community
gardening, are to be encouraged.

Can we fight against climate tip-
ping regardless of the financial and
social costs that it represents? Is it ur-
gent to build another model and risk
jeopardizing the entire society? Bet-
ween nature and civilization, what
choice is there?

D.T.: To say that another climate
policy would jeopardize the entire so-
ciety in the name of some priority of
nature over civilization is to stand rea-
lity on its head! What happens in rea-
lity is that the present policy
jeopardizes civilization while causing
enormous and irreversible damage to
nature, which is our common heri-
tage. This policy is completely subor-
dinated to the dogma of cost
efficiency, and we see what that pro-
duces: peanuts. We are heading stra-
ight toward the wall.

Of course, a different policy can-
not pretend that the cost of various
measures is of no importance: bet-
ween two equivalent strategies to re-
duce emissions, it is reasonable to
choose the one that will be of least cost
to the community, all other conditions
being equal. But at bottom there must
first be a different policy, guided by
criteria other than cost, and especially
qualitative criteria. In technical terms,
an essential criterion is that of energy
efficiency at the systemic level.

The great American ecologist
Barry Commoner advanced this argu-
ment more than twenty years ago. Itis
thermodynamically absurd, he said,
to transport coal over thousands of ki-
lometres to produce electricity which,
then conveyed over hundreds of kilo-
meters, will be used to heat house-
hold water, something that can easily
be done with a solar water heater. In
social terms, a major criterion must be
the protection of people and their
well-being, particularly the protection
of the poorest. This criterion today is
widely ignored, hence the tragedy in
Pakistan, among others.

Finally, do you think your ecoso-
cialist project is feasible in the near
future?

D.T.: The feasibility of this project
depends entirely on the balance of for-
ces between capitalism on the one
hand, and the exploited and oppres-
sed on the other. This balance of forces
currently favours capital, we should
not kid ourselves. But there is no third
way possible: the attempts to save the
climate through market mechanisms
consistently reveal their ecological
inefficiency and their social injustice.
There is no way other than resistance.
It alone can change the balance of for-
ces and impose partial reforms poin-
ting in the right direction.
Copenhagen was a first step, asecond
was the summit in Cochabamba. Let
us keep going, letus unite, let us mo-
bilize and build a global movement to
save the climate in social justice. This
will be more effective than all the lobb-
ying efforts of those who nourish illu-
sions about a green capitalism.
