Scope

Olba is printed once a year in May. Deadline for sending papers is the end of
November each year.

The Journal ‘Olba’, being published since 1998 by the ‘Research Center of Cilician
Archeology’ of the Mersin University (Turkey), includes original studies done on
prehistory, protohistory, classical archaeology, classical philology (and ancient lan-
guages and cultures), ancient history, numismatics and early christian archeology of
Asia Minor, the Mediterranean region and the Near East.

Publishing Principles
1. a. Articles should be written in Word programs.

b. The text should be written in 10 puntos ; the abstract, footnotes, catalogue and
bibliography in 9 puntos ‘Times New Roman’ (for PC and for Macintosh).

c. Footnotes should take place at the bottom of the page in continous numbering.

d. Titles within the article should be written in small letters and be marked as bold.
Other choises (big letters, underline or italic) should not be used.

2. Punctuation (hyphen) Marks:

a) One space should be given after the comma in the sentence and after the dot at the
end of the sentence.

b) The footnote numbering within the sentence in the text, should take place before
the comma in the sentence or before the dot at the end of the sentence.

¢) The indication fig.:
*It should be set in brackets and one space should be given after the dot (fig. 3);

*If many figures in sequence are to be indicated, a short hyphen without space
between the beginning and last numbers should be placed (fig. 2-4); if these are not
in sequence, a dot and space should be given between the numbers (fig. 2. 5).
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d) In the bibliography and abbreviations, if the author has two family names, a short
hyphen without leaving space should be used (Dentzer-Feydy); if the article is written
by two or more authors, after each author a space, a long hyphen and again a space
should be left before the family name of the next author (Hagel — Tomaschitz).

3. The ‘Bibliography’ and ‘Abbreviations’ should take part at the end of the article.
The ‘Abbrevations’ used in the footnotes should be explained in the ‘Bibliography’
part. The bibliography used in the footnotes should take place as abbreviations and
the following order within the abbreviations should be kept: Name of writer, year
of publishment, page (and if used, number of the illustration). This rule should be
applied even if a publishment is used only once.

5. Photographs, drawings or maps taken from other publications are in the responsibil-
ity of the writers; so the sources have to be mentioned.

6. A list of figures should take part at the end of the article.
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Scope / Publishing Principles

The text should be within the remarked formats not more than 20 pages, the drawing
and photograps 10 in number.

. Papers may be written in Turkish, English or German. Papers written in Turkish

must include an abstract of 500 words in Turkish and English or German. It will be
appreciated if papers written in English or German would include a summary of 500
words in Turkish and in English or German. The title of the article should be sent
in two languages.

. Six keywords should be remarked, following the abstract in Turkish and English or

German.
Figures should be at least 300 dpi; tif or jpeg format are required.

The article, figures and their layout as well as special fonts should be sent by e-mail

Bu makalenin konusu 6n yiiziinde % saga Herakles bezemeli kalkan, arka yiiziinde migfer yer
alan, sol alt kosede 23] monogrami ve sag alt kosede kerykeion sembolii bulunan, B-A lejandli
bronz sikkelerdir. Makedon ordusundaki askerlerin giindelik ihtiyaglarini karsilamalari igin ay
basinda verilmek {izere basilmis olan bu sikkeler, temel referans kaynaklarinda herhangi bir darp-
hane atriblisyonu yapilmadan Kiiciik Asya bazen de Kiigiik Asya’nin batist baslig: altinda deger-
lendirilmistir. Fakat bunlarin Bati Anadolu’daki arkeolojik kazilardan ve yiizey arastirmalarindan
bilinen bir 6rnegi bulunmamaktadir. Buna karsin batida sirkiile olmayan bu sikkeler Kilikya
bélgesinde karsimiza gikmaktadir. Ornekleri Nagidos, Olba ve Tarsus Gozliikule kazilarinda ele
gecmis ve kayit altina alinmistir.  Yogun olarak Tarsus ve gevresinde goriilen bu bronz darplar
icin en uygun darp yeri, dogal olarak Makedon kralliginin bolgedeki en énemli darphanesi olan
Tarsus’tur. Bu kentte basilan diger Makedon krali bronz sikkeler iizerinde kerykeion semboliiniin
siklikla kullanilisi, bazilarinda ise hem kerykeion hem de monogram bulunusu, Ankara Anadolu
Medeniyetleri, izmir, Sinop, Afyon, Adana miizelerinden bildigimiz bu bronz sikkelere ait yirmi-
den fazla 6rnegin Tarsus’a sadece 25 km mesafedeki Mersin Arkeoloji Miizesi koleksiyonunda yer
aliyor olusu, buna karsin kerykeion sembollii ve monogramli bronz sikkeler basan Salamis’te ve
tiim Kibris genelinde sirkiile olmamasi Tarsus’a yapilan atribiisyonu desteklemektedir.

ABSTRACT

The subject of this article is the bronze issue which bears a shield ornamented with the head
of Herakles to % r. on the obverse and a helmet on the reverse side along with the initials B-A,
A monogram below left, and a kerykeion below right. These coins were issued to be given at the

beginning of the month to meet the daily needs of soldiers in the Macedonian army. This issue
has been classified under the title of Asia Minor and sometimes Western Asia Minor without
any mint attribution in the main reference sources. However, there is no recorded example of
these from archaeological excavations and surveys carried out in Western Anatolia. But these
coins, which do not circulate in the west, appear in the Cilician region. Samples were found and
recorded in the excavations of Nagidos, Olba and Tarsus Gozlikule. The most suitable minting
place for these bronze coins, which are found intensely in and around Tarsus, is naturally Tarsus,
the most important mint in the region of the Macedonian kingdom. On other Macedonian regal
bronze coins minted in this city, the kerykeion symbol is often used and on some examples,
both kerykeion and monogram are used. More than twenty of these bronze coins known to be
included in museums of Ankara Anatolian Civilizations, Izmir, Sinop, Afyon and Adana are
included in the Mersin Archeology Museum collection, which is located only 25 km from Tarsus;
on the other side it does not circulate in Salamis and throughout Cyprus which issued bronze
coins with a kerykeion symbol and monogram. These facts support the attribution to Tarsus.

Keywords: Macedonian coins, Asia Minor, bronze coins, Tarsus, Cilicia, Hellenistic Period.

The Macedonian regal bronze coins which bear the Macedonian shield with
Herakles head to % r. on the obverse and B-A legend and helmet on the reverse with

left below and kerykeion right below (fig. 1) were catalogued either as anonym
or without a specific mint before K. Liampi’s “Zur Chronologie der sogenannten
“anonymen’ makedonischenMiinzen des spdten 4. Jhs.v.Chr” that was published in
1986 and remains a primary source!. It has been Liampi, who compiled 18 examples
of these coins known at that time and correctly suggested for the first time that they
are of Asian origin and dated them to after 323 BC2. After Liampi, M. J. Price, who
prepared the publication of the coins of Alexander III and Philip III in the British
Museum collection?, agreed with Liampi on this attribution. Because these coins do
not circulate on mainland Greece and the known examples of these coins come onto
the international market via Turkey*. Price went one step further and published 4
examples in the museum collection under the title of "Uncertain Bronze mainly from
Western Asia Minor", differently from Liampid. It is understood from successive
publications that this attribution to "Asia Minor / Western Asia Minor", which was
made without the suggestion of a specific mint, has been generally accepted in the
numismatic community®. R. H. J. Ashton, who studied the Macedonian regal coins
in the collections of Afyon and Fethiye archaeological museums, especially in the
1990’s, not only crosschecked the coins that were attributed to Asia Minor by Liampi
and Price, but also introduced new issues to the scientific world and made new

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suggestions about the minting place of some coins’. The first known example of the
coins that form the subject of this article was first identified in the Afyon Archaeology
Museum'’s collection. Then, it was published by Ashton under the title of “Uncertain
Western Asia Minor™8.

However, contrary to these expectations, not a single example of the coin in ques-
tion has been found in archaeological excavations in the west of Asia Minor. The fact
that bronze coins, including the regal issues, circulate in and around the region where
they were minted, and rarely circulate beyond it” made this attribution of these coins to
the west of Asia Minor questionable!?. Indeed, examples of these coins appear within
Cilicia, on the southeastern shore of Southern Asia Minor. 7 examples of these coins
are known from archaeological excavations in this region: 3 from Tarsus Gozliikule
Mound!!, 2 from Nagidos!2, and 1 from Olbal3.

Moreover, the geography from which these coins were purchased, which we know
from some private collections, also indicates the Cilician region. For example, there
is one example in a collection of 815 coins which are of Tarsus and Mersin origin
which was bought in 1935 by H. Goldman, the head of the Tarsus Gozliikule exca-
vations, and then acquired by Adana Museum!4. Another example is in a collection

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of 224 pieces belonging to a soldier in the Turkish army -who collected most of the
coins while on service at Canakkale (Troas Region)- that was purchased in 1970 by
the archaeological museum of the city of Sinop on the Black Sea Coast and its record
contains the information that it was purchased in Adana in Cilicial>. The fact that 1 of
the 4 coins in the British Museum collection was purchased from the city of Aleppo,
Syria that is, adjacent to Cilicia also indicates the same geography!©.

In addition to Sinop, examples of these coin are found in some other museum
collections in Anatolia. The Museum of Anatolian Civilizations -together with the
Istanbul Archeology Museum- is one of the largest and most important museums of
Turkey. 12 of the 220 Macedonian regal coins in the collection of the Museum of
Anatolian Civilizations are the issues that are the subject of this article!? (fig. 1).In
addition, as mentioned above, one example each of these coins is in the collections of
the Afyon!® and Izmir Archaeology Museum!®. However, since it is not known most
of the time where the coins in question were found, it becomes impossible to obtain
supporting information from the museum records regarding the attribution which we
plan to make for this emission.

Consequently, data from the excavations at Mersin clearly shows that the bronze
issue which bears a shield ornamented with the head of Herakles to % r. on the ob-
verse and a helmet on the reverse side along with initials B-A, w monogram below
left, and a kerykeion below right are of Cilician origin. In this context, Tarsus, the
most significant city of the region, is the most suitable candidate for the mint of
the coins in question?!. As is known, the city's mint, which was quite productive
under the Persian administration, turned into one of the most important in the entire

reasons. For example, a person who returns to the city from the summer residence, who finishes his
military service, who goes to his hometown for family visit during religious holidays, who works as a
seasonal worker in the tourism or agriculture sector, who lives in the district and frequently goes to the
city for work, carries the coins he/she finds, supplies or collects with a hope to sell them to an artisan,
suppliers that feed the collectors or to a tourist. When coins are given to the museum, most of the time,
proper information about where and how they were found is not presented or misleading information
is given for fear of getting into trouble. The obligation to accept the coins brought to the museums and
the payment can sometimes turn this into a livelihood. In this context, if a bronze coin’s mint place is
to be traced or if the coin circulation in a region is to be examined, the first significant thing is the data
obtained from archaeological excavations, rescue excavations by museums and surveys. This situation
is provided by reliable coins, that is, those whose find spot is certain. Bronze coins in the hands of a
seller or collector do not provide healthy information for scientific research, just like the others in the
museum where the origin is unknown. In this context, it does not provide certain, or very useful infor-
mation in matters of defining mint attribution and circulation.

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Mediterranean basin during the period of Alexander I1I22. Moreover, it is possible to
establish an iconographic connection between the Macedonian regal bronze coins
struck in Tarsus and the example that is the subject of the article, on the basis of the
kerykeion symbol. As it is known, the Macedonian regal bronze coin struck in Tarsus
began in 333 B.C.23.The coins struck by this mint include Herakles/club quiver and
bow?24; Herakles/bow in bow-case?5 and, Herakles/club, quiver and bow?2¢ series. The
last of these series bears the kerykeion both on the obverse and on the reverse. Along
with the kerykeion, some emissions also have I letter, star, a monogram and a monog-
ram with @27. The fact that the kerykeion is used on some emissions with a monogram
on both the obverse and the reverse side also supports the attribution to this city of this
issue on an iconographic basis28. Moreover, the fact that more than 20 examples of
this issue are in the Mersin Archaeology Museum collection, that is only 25 km from
Tarsus, confirms this inference?9.
