Avrupa, Giineybati Asya ve Kore'deki Konvansiyonel askeri gli¢cler dengesi
llkelerin savunma harcamalarinin biiyliik ¢ogunlugunu yénlendiren bir
konudur. Bu Konvansiyonel dengelerin degerlendiriimesine en nihayet
konvansiyonel bir savas olasiliginin tahminleri ve hatta niikleer sildhlara
basvurmaya kadar goétiirecek tirmaniglarin kestirimi de dahildir. Bu nedenle
konvansiyonel giiglerin hassasiyet icinde kiyaslanmasi ve takibi kritik 6nemi
haizdir.

Silahli miicadele dinamik bir siire¢ olup bu siire¢ i¢cerisinde zamana karsi ¢ok
cesitli etkenler rol alirlar. Bu nedenle de konvansiyonel savunmanin gelecegi
yalnizca rakip taraflarin silah envanterini statik bir mukayeseye vurma yoluyla
belirlenemez, dinamik analiz gart olur. Son on yillar boyunca bu cesit
analizlerde Frederick William Lanchester ‘in gelistirip kendi adini verdigi
Lanchester denklemleri 6ne ¢ikmistir.
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ABSTRACT

The balance of armed forces in Europe, Southeast Asia and Korea is an issue
that guides the bulk of the defense expenditures of countries. The evaluation of
these balances involves the estimation of not only a probable conventional war
but also the escalations that might lead to the utilization of nuclear weapons.
Therefore, it is of utmost importance that conventional forces be meticulously
compared and reviewed.

Military conflict is a dynamic process, and many factors play a role throughout
this process. Thus, the future of conventional defense can not be projected
merely through a static comparison of the weapon inventories of contending
parties. It requires a dynamic analysis. During the last decades the use of
Lanchester equations, developed by and named for Frederic William Lanchester,
has become widely popular in the this kind of analyses.
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
