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INVESTIGATION OF TEACHERS 'PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT NEEDS 
IN THE CONTEXT OF BLENDED LEARNING AFTER THE PANDEMY

The Covid-19 pandemic has caused the educational process to be disrupted and distance 
education to come to the fore. In the process the start of the period as in many countries 
has been suspended in Turkey in March also face teaching training. Gradually, according 
to the course of the epidemic, education was continued face-to-face and distance 
education. After the pandemic process, the experiences of the teachers during the process 
are important for a better quality and efficient education. For this reason, the purpose of 
the study is to evaluate teachers' needs related to professional development processes in 
the COVID-19 pandemic process in the context of blended learning and to take their 
predictions for the future education and training process. For this purpose, the research 
was modeled as qualitative research in phenomenological design. The opinions of 20 
teachers from Denizli and Erzurum provinces were taken through the semi-structured 
interview form. The obtained data were analyzed by content analysis. When the results of 
the research are examined in general, with the change of conditions, the professional 
development processes of teachers have undergone a sudden change and naturally different 
professional development needs have emerged. Teachers tried to solve these needs and 
problems with their own efforts, with support from their environment or online. While 
teachers focus on technology and learning losses after the pandemic, they want to receive 
training on the blended learning model, educational processes and teaching methods and 
techniques that are likely to be implemented in the future. At this point, it is recommended 
to strengthen school-based professional development processes and to turn class teachers' 
boards into learning teams.
