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Ozet

Bu makale, toplumbilimsel bir bakis acisiyla, Gezi Direnisi'nin Turkiye tarihinde
toplum-birey iliskilerinin dontisumu acisindan ortaya koydugu sonuclara
odaklanmaktadir. Calismanin amaci, Gezi Direnisi'nde ortaya cikan yeni birey-
ozneler uzerine disinmek ve daha 6nceki donemde neo-liberalizmin gereklerine
uygun olarak pompalanan tiketime dayal rekabetci bireycilige meydan okuyan
“dayanismaci bireyciligin” 6nemini vurgulamaktir. Arastirma, Gezi Direnisi
sirasinda ve sonraki forumlarda eylem repertuarlarini ve soylemleri yonlendirici
aktor olmalar1 sebebiyle direnisin kadin aktorlerini konu edinmis, hareketin
temel bilesenlerinden orgutli ve orgutsuz kadin aktivistler tizerine bir niteliksel
saha arastirmasi yapilmistir. 30 kadin aktorle yapilan yuzytize goriismeler yoluyla
“Gezi kadinlar1”nin bu deneyimi nasil yasadiklari, bu deneyimin kendi bedenleri,
yasadiklar kent, siddet ve siyasal-sosyal hareketlerle iliskilerini ne ol¢iide
donusturdugu arastirilmistir. Calisma, Gezi hareketinin yatay bir direnis olarak
orgutla ve orgitsiz kadinlar birbirine yaklastirabildigini, kadinlarin eylemlere
mudahale ederek kadinlik dilini hakim kilabildiklerini ortaya koymaktadir.
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Abstract

This article examines the consequences of Gezi Resistance in terms of
transformation of the relationship between individual and society in Turkish
history from a sociological perspective. The aim of the study is to develop an
insight on the emergence of new individual- subjects. It also draws attention to
the significance of “solidarist indivualism” which challenges “competitive
individualism” that is based on consumption created in line with the
requirements of neoliberalism in the previous period. This study focuses on
women since they were the main actors who shaped the repertoires of action and
discourses during Gezi Resistance and consequent forums. It conducted a
qualitative field research on women activists who were the major components of
the movement. It investigates how “Gezi women” lived this experience and to
what extent this experience transformed their relationship with their bodies, the
city they inhabited, violence and political-social movements. This study reveals
that Gezi movement, being a horizontal resistance, drew different women (who
are and are not members of organizations) together and that women made their
language dominant by intervening in these actions.
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
