19701i yillardan itibaren benimsenen neoliberal politika dogrultusunda meydana
gelen yeniden yapilanma sureci, medya ve kamu hizmeti yayincilarina iliskin
politika ve pratiklerde yondesme stirecini olanakl hale getiren bilgi ve iletisim
teknolojilerinde gozlenen degisimlerin esliginde kendini gostermistir. Turkiyenin
Avrupa Birligine adaylik stureci ise, Turkiye’de medya ve kamu hizmeti yayimcilig
politikasinin yeniden yapilanmasina yonelik getirilen diizenlemelerde oldukca
belirleyici olmustur.

Bu arastirmada Turkiyenin Avrupa Birligi'ne adaylik strecinin basladigi
1999 y1li sonrasinda iletisim politikasinda meydana gelen yeniden yapilanma ve
bu yapilanmada kamu hizmeti yayinciliginin konumuna iliskin gerceklestirilen
duzenlemeler ele alinmakta, neoliberal iletisim politikasinin bu dizenlemelerdeki
etkisi ve sonuclar tartisilmaktadar.

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Abstract

As a result of the reconstruction process in accordance with neoliberal policies
since 1970s, there have been significant changes in media and public
broadcasting policies, with the rapid changes in information and communication
technologies enabling convergence processes. The process of Turkey’s accession
to the European Union has been a mainstay for building the new policies for
media and public service broadcasting in Turkey in the neoliberal era.

This study discusses the regulations implemented in the relation with the
reconstruction of Turkey's communication policy and the position of public
broadcasting within the scope of this reconstruction after 1999, when the process
of accession was officially initiated. The study also focuses on the effects and
results of neoliberal communication policies on these regulations.
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
