It continues with the documentation of the
production process and an analysis of a short animated documentary A Cup of Turkish
Coffee (Nazl Eda Noyan and Daghan Celayir, 2013). The issues that are discussed in
relation to this film vary from the choice of animation as a tool for transmitting the reality
and personal narration, the visual language of the film as self-expression, the representation
of remembrance, the perception of an intimate content in relation to the collective memory
and narrating a woman's life in the form of an animated docu-drama.
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
