Afro-Amerikan rap muzigin globalleserek dikkat cekici bir tire dontsmesi gibi, rap muizigin
alttiirit olarak beliren Islami rap, bugiin tim dunyada hegemonya, irkcilik ve islamofobiye
kars1 Musluman azinlik genclerin sesi haline gelmistir. Benzer sekilde Tiirkce Islami rap
miizigin ilk ornekleri de Almanya’da yasayan Turkiyeli gencler tarafindan yapilmis, 2000'1i
yillarin ortalarindan itibaren ise Turkiye’de de gorunurluk kazanmaya baslamistir. Ancak
Amerika ve Avrupa’daki azinlik Musluman gencler tarafindan yapilan Islami rap karst
hegemonik bir soylem olarak belirirken, Turkiye’deki 6rneklerin egemen idolojik soyleme
eklemlenebildigi gorulmektedir. Ayrica Islami rap kadar radikal bir sdyleme sahip olmamakla
birlikte, Islam ve rap miizik iliskisinin yaratug: alternatif bir tir olan tasavvufi rap miizik de
cogunlukla egemen ideoljinin bir izdistumu olarak belirmektedir. Buradan hareketle
makalede Tiirkce rap muzik sahnesinin popiler ve underground tretimlerindeki dini
soylemler, egemen ideolojiyle kurduklar iliski dogrultusunda ele alinacakur.
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“Leaving the Kings of Rap Behind, I Have
Fallen for the Sultans of the Hearth’:
Islamic and Sufistic Rap Music in Turkey”

Abstract

As originally African-American rap music become globally conspicuous, so does Islamic rap
music which is now the voice of minority Muslim youth worldwide to express discourses
against hegemony, racism and Islamophobia. In a similar way first examples of Turkish
Islamic rap music were formed by Turkish immigrant youth residing in Germany and
afterwards Islamic rap music has gain visibility in Turkey from the second half of 2000s.
However, while Islamic rap music emerges as a counter-hegemonic discourse for minority
Muslim youth in America or European countries, Turkish Islamic rap music in Turkey seems
to have a distinct discourse affirming dominant ideology. Additionally, in spite of not having
a radical discourse, Sufi rap which is an alternative to Islamic rap relation in Turkish rap
music, also appears as a projection of dominant ideology. Accordingly, this article attempts
to analyze religious discourses of popular and underground productions in Turkish rap
music scene and their relationship with the dominant ideology.
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
