Genglik calismalari ve kent ¢alismalar cesitli alanlarda birbirleriyle kesisen iki
farkh disiplin olarak dusunulebilir. Bunun yani sira, 1950’li yillarda ortaya ¢ikan
kulturel calismalar yaklasimi, genclik, kent ve kultir konularini birbirleriyle
iliskili bir sekilde calismak icin yeni bir imkan saglamistir. Bu calisma, kulturel
calismalar perspektifinden, kentsel dontusum surecine iliskin egemen anlatilara ve
bu anlaularin Izmir Kadifekale genclik altkiltiriinun deneyimlerindeki yerine
odaklanmaktadir. Calismada, egemen kultarin “gecekondu” ve “gecekondulu”
imgeleri tizerinden urettigi birbiriyle baglantili kentsel donusim anlatilarindan
ucu; isgal anlatisi, gorkem anlatist ve tehlike anlatisi olarak tanimlanarak ele
alinmistir. Bu anlatilara karsilik genclerin kenti ve mekani nasil deneyimledikleri
ve kendilerine yonelik egemen temsillerle nasil iliskilendikleri ise, Kadifekale
genclik altkultura tzerine yapilan bir arastirmanin’ ampirik verilerine
dayandirilmaktadir.

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Abstract

Youth studies and urban studies can be considered as two distinct disciplines,
which nonetheless intersect with each other on various subjects. In addition to
that, the cultural studies school, which emerged in 1950s, provided a new
possibility for the study of youth, city and culture in relation with each other.
This study focuses on the dominant narratives on the process of urban
transformation and the position of these narratives in the experience of Izmir
Kadifekale youth subculture from the point of view of cultural studies school. In
this paper, three of the interrelated narratives of urban transformation, which
hegemonic culture produces on the basis of the images of “gecekondu” [slums]
and “gecekondu people”, are identified and examined as narratives of occupation,
magnificence and danger. The way the young people experience the city and the
space and how they relate to the dominant representations of themselves in the
face of such narratives are based on empirical data of a research on Kadifekale
youth subculture.
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
