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Abstract

The aim of this study is to investigate the perceptions of; (1) Turkish EFL (English as a Foreign
Language) teachers about ELF, (2) Turkish EFL teachers and teacher educators about the role of ELF
on language teacher education. Data came from a questionnaire and semi-structured interviews. A
hundred Turkish EFL teachers working at two universities in Istanbul responded to the questionnaire.
Ten randomly selected EFL teachers and 10 teacher educators working in language teacher education
departments of two universities were interviewed to elicit their views about the role of ELF in
language teacher education. Findings of the study revealed a number of important results and
implications for the field.
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Ozet

Bu calismanin amaci (1) Ingilizce'yi yabanai dil olarak 8greten Tiirk 8gretmenlerin Ortak Dil olarak
Ingilizce hakkindaki algilarini ve (2) bu &gretmenlerle 6gretmen egiticilerinin Ingilizce’nin ortak dil
olarak kullanilmasinin &dretmen egitimi Gzerindeki roliiniin arastirimasidir. Veriler anket ve vyari-
yapilandirilmis goriismelerden saglanmistir. Istanbulda iki Giniversitede calisan 100 &gretmen anketi
yanitlamistir. Bu katiimcilar arasindan rastgele secilen 10 6gretmen ve iki Giniversitenin dil 6gretmen
egitimi bolimlerinde calisan rastgele secilmis 10 6gretmen egitici ile goriisme yapilmistir. Calismanin
sonucunda alan igin 6nemli bulgular elde edilmistir.
