Dil Deneyim Yaklasimi; dinleme, konusma, okuma ve yazma becerilerinin bir arada kullanilmasi
ve okuma materyallerinin dgrencilerin deneyimleriyle olusturulmasi temeline dayanmaktadir. Bu
aragtirmanin amaci, isitme engelli bir ¢ocugun okuma yazma becerilerinin gelisiminin Dil
Deneyim Yaklagimi ile desteklenme siirecinin incelenmesidir. Arastirma, bu amag¢ dogrultusunda,
eylem arastirmast seklinde desenlenmistir. Arastirmanin katilimcilari; arastirmaci 6gretmen,
gegerlik komitesi iiyeleri, ilkokul 2. smifa devam eden isitme engelli bir dgrenci ve sinif
Ogretmenidir. Aragtirma verileri; arastirmact giinliigii, belgeler, goriigmeler, uygulama planlari,
uygulama videoteyp kayitlart ve formel olmayan degerlendirmeler kullanilarak elde edilmistir.
Arastirma bulgulari, siirecin iki evrede gerceklestigini gostermektedir. Bu evreler; sirali kartlardaki
olaylarin s6zlii ve yazili dille paylasilmasi ile kelime bankasi ve s6zdizimi etkinligidir. Aragtirma
sonuclari; dil deneyim uygulamalarinin sozli dilin gelismesi i¢in firsatlar sagladigini, sozel
ipuclarmin kullanilmasina, diistincelerin s6zlii ve yazili dille ifade edilmesine olanak verdigini,
sozciik dagarcig1 ve sozdizimine iligkin ihtiyaglarin belirlenmesini saglayarak dgrencinin diizeyine
uygun etkinliklerin hazirlanmasina firsat sagladigini géstermektedir.
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Abstract

Language Experience Approach (LEA) emphasizes the synergy among listening, speaking,
reading and writing skills and suggests considering learners’ experiences while preparing reading
materials. The aim of the current study is to investigate LEA’s supportive role in a hearing
impaired child’s literacy development. In line with this aim the study modeled as an action
research. Participants of the study are teacher researcher, validity committee members, a hearing
impaired child (studying second grade), and the child’s teacher. Data sources of the study are
researcher’s diary, documents, interviews, activity plans, activities’ video records and informal
evaluations. Findings suggest that the process emerged is two phases. The first phase is writing
and talking about events in sequences cards, whereas the second phase covers word banks and
syntax activities. The results suggest LEA; creates opportunities for oral language development,
facilitates using oral cues and expression of thoughts (both oral and written), enables probing
vocabulary and syntax problems and provides opportunities for preparing individualized activities.
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
