1956 yilinda bir Tiirk - Avusturya dagcilik kafilesini, Iran - Irak - Tiirk simr-
larinin birlestigi ucta, Hakkari ili Cili - Sat daglarina gotiirdigim sirada Gevaruk
vadisi i¢inde Neolitik ¢aga ait 50 kadar kaya resmi bularak bunlari yaymlamstik
(1 ve 2).

Dostum Dr. Wilhelm Freh (Avusturya Linz Miizesi Md.) ile birlikte yapti-
gimiz bu arastiny1 1958 yilinda aym yerde tekrarladik ve 500 den ziyade kaya resmi
bularak fotograflarim gektik, Ankara Univ. Dil-Tarih ve Cografya Fakiiltesi
Dekanligina durumu bildirdik. Bu bulus ayni Fakiiltede bir Kolloquium ile deger-
endirilmis, fakat bu ikinci bulus yazi halinde yayinlanmamgtir.

Tiirkiye’nin giiney - dogusunun tarih dncesi devirleri inceleme bakimindan
son derece verimli olabilecegine ait bir gok belirtiler vard (3 ve 4). 1944 yilinda aynm
bolgede 1. Genel Miifettislik M. Egitim Miisaviri olarak ¢alisigim siralarda bél-
genin tarihi ve tarih éncesi yerlerini tesbit etmegi is edinerek birer rapor halinde
mevkilerini belirtmistim. Boylece : Van - Hakkari illeri s iizerinde Tirisin
(Tir-i sin = Yesilok) yaylasinda (burada eski devirlere ait ok uclar1 bulunmaktadir)
tahminen 3000 m. yiikseklikte, agikta kayalar iizerinde resimlerin bulundugunu
égrendim ve o zamandan beri gok kimseyi buralara incelemeler yapmak iizere
tesvik ettim.

Nihayet bu yilin Agustos ay1 iginde 1st. Universitesi son simif égrencilerinden
(Ist. Univ. Prehistoria bolumii Prof. Halet Gambel talebesi) Mehmet Ozdogan
ile birlikte oldukga zahmetli bir yolculuktan sonra Tirisin yaylasina vardik ve soy-
lenen resimleri iki mevkide bulduk :

| — Bu resimler Gevaruk resimlerine nisbetle daha buyiktirler (52, 54,
58 cm. genislik ve 28 cm. yikseklik).

2 — Resimler daha itina ile ve realist bir stilde gizilmislerdir. Sembolik bir
sadelestirmeye gidilmemistir.

g — Insan bu resimlerin yaninda pek az gériinmektedir ve son derecede basit
cizilmistir. Bazi cin figiirleri veya bu kiliga girmis sanatkarlarin resimleri de dikkati
¢ekiyor.

4 — Resimler devir ve stil itibariyle ayr iki grupta da miitalea edilebilir. Ge-
varuk resimlerini andiran kaya resimlerine de ayni grup iginde veya baska yerde
rastlanmistir.

5 — Resimlerden en ziyade : Geyik, dag kegisi, kurt, tilki, bizon, manda,
ehlilestirilmis kopek, at ve ceylana rastlanmustir.
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6 — Baz1 kayalar yaylaya yakin kéylerde sonralari mezar tas1 olarak kullanil-
mis ve evlerin temel divarlarinda da gériilmiistiir.

Malzeme iki kisi tarafindan kaydedilemiyecek zenginlikte oldugundan miimkiin
olani yaparak isi gelecek yillara biraktik ve duydugumuz daha birgok yerleri not
ettik.

PREHISTORIC RESEARCH IN SOUTH — EAST TURKEY

In 1956, I led a party of Turkish - Austrian climbere to the Cilo - Sat moun-
tains in Hakkati, where the Turkish - Persian - Iraq berders join and we found
there some 50 rock pictures belonging to the Nelolithic Age in and around Gevaruk
Valley and subsequently publisched them. [1 and 2).

My friend Dr. Wilhelm Freh, Manager, Austrian Linz Museum and I made
another journey to the same location in 1958 and found about 500 rock pictures and
took photographs of tohem. We reported our discovery to the Language - Geography -
History Faculty of Ankara University. This discovery was evaluoted in a colloquium
by the same Faculty, but not bublished.

South - Eastern Turkey has proved to be one of the best sourees in relation
to Prehistoric Age research (3 and 4).

In 1944 whilist I was working in the same area as an Inspector for the Ministry,
I was deeply interested in investigating historic and prehistoric place in the area
and reported techem one by one. Consequently, I found the existense of rock pictures
in Tirisin (Tir-i sin = Green arrow) plateau There, also were found arrow heads
belonging to past ages) on Hakkari - Van berderwhere the altitude is 3000 m. appr.
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Since them I have recemeindetquite a few people to investigate this area carefully.

Finally, after a very difficult journey in August of this year, Mr. Mehmet Oz-
dogan, a student from Istanbul University (Student of Prof. Halet Cambel, Prehisto-
ria Div.) and I arrived at Tirisin plateau and found the pictures mentioned, in
two locations :

1 — These pictures are bigger in size than the ones in Gevaruk (52, 54, 58 cm.
by 28 cm.)

2 — The pictures are carved more carefully and the styles are more realistic,
not being simplified by symbols.

3 — Human figures are in this pictures and illustrated by symbols. Some
Devil figures or characters in similar cestumes have attracted much attection.

4 — Pictures can be studied in two groups according the styles and their ages.
tllustrations recolling Gevaruk pictures can also be detected in the same groups,
or found in other locations.

5 — The pictures are mostly of : Deer, Mountain Coat, Wolf, Fox, Bison,
Water Buffalo, Domestic Dog, Horse and Gazelle.

6 — Some of thise rocks have been used as tombstones by the people round
about or simply in building contruction.

Although we did our best to finish our investigations. The material we found
is so rich that we decidet to continue our survey in future years whilst noting many
other locations during this journey.

Some of this material has already been send to autoritieson this subject (Direc-
tor Emmanuel G. Anati, Israil, Prof. Dr. Herbert Kiihn, Mainz, And Prof. Dr.
Kurt Bittel, Berlin.) and their opinions have been asked for.

Another essay is being prepared for the CENTRE CAMUNE Dr Stupi PreHIsTO-
ricr Vor. I, which will be published in May 1968, and many more pictures will be
included. Until that date a colloquium which will be held at Istanbul University
Prehistoria Division, under the supervision of Prof. Dr. Halet Cambel will throw
more light on the subjec and make it possible for publication.
