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Abstract 

This article focuses on what minimalism is and is not in literature. It includes 

the view that this concept, which has been popular recently, can be better 

understood in postmodern literature, especially with the aesthetics of reception. 

He makes inquiries about minimalist literature from the formation of minimalist 

art and literature in America, which emerged with the thesis "less is more", to 

its representatives in world literature. In minimalist literature, which gains 

meaning with Hemingway's theory of the Iceberg, it is stated that the real 

meaning is not in the visible but in the invisible, not in the spoken but in the 

unsaid. The gaps created by minimalist writers in the texts and the mysteries 

that need to be solved are important. It is aimed for the reader to be a partner in 

the production and to activate it. The smaller the word, the greater the 

association. Since it aims not only minimalist art but also reception aesthetics, 

the connection of this movement, pioneered by Wolfgang Iser, with minimalist 

art is discussed. The goals and partnership of the two are presented. 
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
