Abstract 

Although ecofeminists today object to the fact that women are paired with nature in a lower 

hierarchical order in the culture/nature distinction and that men represent culture in a higher 

hierarchical order, Milton demonstrates in his poem, Paradise Lost, that both women and nature are 

male-dominated by using the analogy of woman and nature. Emphasising that it is subject to 

"exclusion," "exploitation," and "dominance" by society, this view embodies the essentialist 

distinction between culture and nature. When viewed from an ecofeminist perspective, the poem 

Paradise Lost reveals in the context of Eve that both women and nature are colonised, manipulated, 

and exploited for the advantage of males. However, Eve, as a female character portrayed in the poem, 

demonstrates a feminist perspective that opposes male-dominated authority and oppression, as well 

as the gender role that has been assigned to her. The purpose of this study is to analyse John Milton's 

poem Paradise Lost through the lens of ecofeminist theory. In this respect, it can be claimed that, as 

given in the poem, Milton compares the male-dominated system to the dominance and control of 
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Eve, the only female character in the poem, by the patriarchal system's creator, a male God, and other 

male figures including angels, Jesus, and even Adam. It can also be claimed that throughout the 

poem, nature is feminized and left under the dominance of males and the control of humans. In this 

regard, the poem Paradise Lost reveals the distinctions between culture and nature, as well as men 

and women.
