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SITUATION ANALYSIS OF THE TOURISM DEPARTMENT OF VOCATIONAL SCHOOLS IN THE 
BLACK SEA REGION  

 
ABSTRACT 

The tourism sector is one of the leading social and economic sectors in the world. Therefore, it is possible to 
say that tourism sector is a field that increases employment at the international level significantly. There were 
major changes in the tourism sector in Turkey from the time that initial attempt has been done on tourism 
education in 1950's to 2014. Today, tourism education that was initially organized within the vocational 
courses is given at each level of education from secondary education level to Ph.D. level. 
The success of the tourism industry is directly based on the workforce. So it is important for individuals, who 
will work in the tourism sector, to take tourism education and have enough knowledge and experience. 
Accordingly, vocational schools are important for training skilled labor for the tourism sector. Tourism 
education in vocational schools aims to educate students as intermediate managers. In this context, it is 
important for educating qualified employers to determine the current problems of vocational schools and to 
offer solutions to these problems. 
In this study, the current situation of the tourism department of vocational schools in the Black Sea Region has 
been analyzed comparatively taking into account the program profiles, quotas and the structure and number of 

numbers of tourism departments of vocational schools in the Black Sea Region, provinces and quotas of 
tourism departments are determined. In this frame, current problems of tourism departments in vocational 
schools tried to be determined and recommendations were given. It is believed that this study's findings are 
important for the tourism sector, educational institutions, academicians and students. 
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
