The Role of Androgynous gender in the context of the freedom of

Abstract 

The understanding of individualism gained during the Renaissance period brings about social 

changes. One of the most significant elements in the development of Renaissance art is undoubtedly 

the works of the writer William Shakespeare. Shakespeare used the power of humour with wordplays 

and puns in his plays and succeeded in piercing the censorship understanding of the period. For the 

renaissance period, laughter meant the disruption of seriousness and order. Shakespeare succeeded 

in introducing the revolutionary language of humour into the palace with his clumsy, half-witted 

jesters placed in serious stories. Shakespeare's jesters, who physically and behaviourally do not fit 

into the norms of society, are liberated by becoming original. Jesters who do not have to conform to 

the social roles of the period are also fluid in terms of gender roles. Like androgynous individuals who 

have both masculine and feminine gender roles at the same time, they are rebellious and flexible. This 

study examines the Shakespearean jester's ability to exist outside the social norms with his madness, 
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his ability to stand against Puritan morality with his power of laughter, and his fluidity in gender 

roles, which is taboo even in today's world.
