Abstract 

Educational scientists see the concept and terminology ambiguity-confusion related to education and 

instruction as a problem area. They point out that there is a confusion of concepts not only in everyday 

language but also in the scientific literature, and they emphasize that the clear meaning of the basic 

concepts related to education should be dealt with first. Because concepts are the cornerstones of 

scientific thinking and knowledge production, as well as the basis of communication. At the same 

time, concepts have a function that directly guides educators' perspectives on education and 

instruction and on practising processes. In this respect, examining the ways in which the basic 

concepts related to education are interpreted and defined in Arabic teaching are valuable in terms of 

revealing the relationship between the conceptual framework and the application processes. In this 

study, the way of handling and analyzing the basic concepts related to education used in Arabic 

teaching will be evaluated. In particular, an evaluation will be made within the scope of the articles 
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written on Arabic teaching related to the Faculties of Theology. The articles on Arabic teaching, which 

have been made in the Faculties of Theology in recent years, will also be examined with the method 

of content analysis. In this context, the approaches to the analysis of concepts such as education, 

teaching and learning and the connection established within the teaching processes will be evaluated. 

In addition, an answer will be sought to the question of how much the current philosophy of education 

literature is used in the conceptual discussions in Arabic teaching.
