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Evaluation of a Situation About The Loss of Working Hours and Social Expenditures of

Selected Countries During The COVID-19 Period

Abstract

The aim of this study is to evaluate the social spending situation of countries according 

to the working hour losses that occurred during the COVID-19 period. For this purpose, four 

countries belonging to different welfare regime classifications were selected in terms of social 

spendings in 2019, and the working hours lost by these countries during the COVID-19 period 

and the support they provided to their citizens were discussed. The data of the study were 

obtained through reports and publications containing the loss of working hours due to COVID-

19, where the data for 2020 were published and the social spending status of the countries. In 

terms of the classification of the welfare regime in which the countries selected and analyzed 

within the scope of the research are defined, it arises from the assumption that it will differ from 

other countries in the event of coping with this crisis. The importance of the study stems from 

the fact that it gives an idea of the extent to which citizens are being protected from social risks, 

which are mentioned and cited to have cared about these days when we are facing a global crisis 

such as the COVID-19 period. This pandemic, which is called the crisis of the century, is an 

opportunity for studies on how countries react to similar crises.
