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Abstract

The European Reformation, Renaissance, and Enlightenment ushered in an era of unprecedented
scientific and technological advancements. These advancements, in turn, fuelled the Industrial
Revolution, which propelled European nations to political, military, and economic dominance.
This newfound superiority shaped Europe's policies towards the Ottoman Empire, characterized
by political, military, and economic strategies that ultimately contributed to the Ottoman Empire's
decline. The influx of goods from industrialized nations into Ottoman markets triggered a decline
in domestic production, which was largely characterized by traditional and less efficient methods.
This shift towards reliance on European manufactured products to meet domestic needs led to a
surge in imports, widening the trade deficit (the imbalance between imports and exports) and
plunging the Ottoman Empire into a cycle of debt accumulation. The Ottoman Empire's escalating
import reliance and debt accumulation not only strained its economy but also gradually eroded
its political dominance. In the aftermath of the Tanzimat Edict, Ottoman military and civilian
intellectuals embarked on a comprehensive reform agenda, recognizing that scientific,
technological, and industrial backwardness posed a grave threat to the empire's survival. In
response, the Ottomans attempted to develop industrialization policies and established certain
factories such as those for paper, spirits, thread, leather, and footwear. During this period, the
increasing number of orphaned and fatherless children due to wars led Tuna Governor Mithat
Pasha to establish reformatories for their shelter and education. These reformatories reflected
efforts in both industrialization and educational renewal. These steps demonstrate the Ottoman
Empire’s endeavours during the modernization process. These reformatories served as exemplars
and were endeavoured to be widely propagated throughout the Ottoman Empire. Later on, the
reformatories started to be called industrial schools. Industrial schools tried to teach the science
and technology of the era and to train technical staff for industry. For this purpose, first a
reformatory and then an industrial school were opened in Sivas. As a reflection of the Ottoman
industrialization and education policies in Sivas, some information about the reformatory and
industrial school, which were established during the tough times of the Ottoman Empire, is
reflected in archival documents. In this study, the process of going from Sivas Reformatory to the
Industrial School, which is seen as a gap in the history of education, is examined based on archival
documents. Apart from the archival documents examined in a cause-and-effect relationship,
various copyrighted works were used in the study. The study aims to contribute to the literature
on the history of Turkish education and to illuminate a small part of the legacy left from the
Ottoman Empire to the Republic.
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Introduction

Since the dawn of humanity, the struggle for survival in the face of nature's untamed
forces has driven an innate human desire to control and dominate the natural world. This
relentless pursuit has fuelled technological advancements, which in turn have profoundly
reshaped the dynamics of human interactions (Kongar, 2006:23). The relentless human
endeavour to assert dominion over nature and navigate the challenges of survival has
unearthed a treasure trove of previously unknown knowledge, skills, and methods. In this
light, one could aptly characterize human history as a chronicle of the evolution of
knowledge and expertise. Indeed, it was in the crucible of Europe's Renaissance,
Reformation, Age of Exploration, and Enlightenment that scientific and technological
advancements accelerated at an unprecedented pace. As a result of these developments, the
industrial revolution, which started in the last quarter of the 18th century, began to change
the entire world in the 19th century in every social, political, cultural, economic, financial,
psychological, and military field. This change has become necessary and inevitable, but it
has been positive for some societies and negative for others. Europe, which gained technical
and scientific superiority, went beyond its desire to dominate nature and entered a race and
quest to dominate the entire world and all people on earth. In this race for dominance,
industrialized Europe started mass production. The need for raw materials and markets that
arose for the factories established with industrialization to continue mass production led to
ruthless colonialism in the world. Societies that were late in industrialization became the
subject of Europe's colonial activities and accelerated political and military competition.

European colonial activities also impacted the Ottoman Empire. The Ottoman
geography was seen as a source of raw materials and markets by the industrialized
countries. In response, the Ottoman Empire was aware of the importance of
industrialization. Innovations in the field of industry actually began during the reigns of
Selim III and Mahmud II, and attempts were made to transfer European industrial
techniques to the Ottomans. The production of cannons, bullets, gunpowder, mines, mining,
clockmaking, and other industrial facilities generally emerged as state initiatives (Sener,
2007: 59). However, industrialization sufficient to prevent European products from entering
Ottoman territories was not achieved. Moreover, after the 1838 Treaty of Balta Liman with
England, the Ottoman Empire lost control over its own customs, becoming a market and
source of raw materials for Europe. With such agreements, which included the removal of
the monopoly on certain products in Ottoman exports and low customs practices, the scope
of the formerly limited capitulations was expanded. Thanks to the privileges that domestic
producers could not benefit from, domestic production could not compete against the
European products that took over the Ottoman markets in a cheaper way, domestic
production decreased, and unemployment increased (Esiyok, 2010: 88). The decline in
domestic production led to an increase in imports and a decrease in exports, leading to a
current account deficit and an increase in economic deterioration. (Ugur & Karabulut, 2022:
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19). Due to the decline in production and customs revenues, the Ottoman Empire was forced
to borrow money during the Crimean War. This quickly led to economic bankruptcy, and
by 1876 the empire could no longer repay its debts. Following negotiations with creditor
states, the Ottoman Public Debt Administration (Duyun-u Umumiye Idaresi) was
established in 1881, placing control over some of the empire's revenue sources in the hands

of foreign states in exchange for debt repayment (Yilmaz, 1996: 54-55).

In the face of these developments, the Ottoman Empire did not stand idle, and in
1863-1865, when it was still able to pay its debts, the Islah-1 Sanayi Commission (the
Commission for Improvement of Industry) was established (Ortayli, 1978: 123-126). The
Islah-1 Sanayi Council (Improvement of Industry Council), which was established with the
initiatives of the Grand Resit Pasha, made proposals such as the establishment of large
industrial facilities, raising customs, establishing industrial schools, and opening
exhibitions. Some of these were tried to be realized, schools, and exhibitions were opened,
and companies were established. In order to encourage industry, customs and tax
exemptions were granted to those who would establish factories. However, the raising of
customs remained on paper due to agreements such as the Treaty of Balta Liman, and large
industrial initiatives remained on paper due to the lack of sufficient conditions (Eldem, 1994:
59). Nevertheless, the Ottoman Empire, which wanted to acquire European science and
technology, established some industrial enterprises such as paper, spirit, yarn, leather, and
shoemaking (Erdem, 2016: 22). Efforts towards industrialization continued through state
and private initiatives, albeit not at the desired level (Eldem, 1994: 62). Efforts to increase
domestic production, eliminate dependency on imports, and thereby rescue the state
continued until the collapse of the state. The importance of education in industrialization
efforts was also understood, and while the Ottoman Empire was trying to establish
industrial facilities, it simultaneously established new institutions called schools in order to
acquire European science and technology. As part of industrialization, the Ottoman Empire
embarked on various searches and experiments in education. The first of these searches and
experiments, the reformatories, which were a social service, were later transformed into
industrial schools.

The Ottoman reformatories became widespread. In this study, the transformation
process of the reformatory opened in Sivas into an industrial school was examined. The
study generally aims to contribute to how the Ottoman desire for industrialization was
reflected in education. Specifically, it was intended to reveal how this process took place in

Sivas.

Method
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Research Design

This study primarily aims to elucidate a portion of the educational legacy passed
from the Ottoman Empire to the Republic of Tiirkiye within the context of Turkish
educational history. The process of the establishment and evolution of the reformatory and
industrial school in Sivas during the late Ottoman period forms the framework of this study.
This study also examines the impact of Ottoman industrialization efforts on education in
rural areas. Information about the Sivas Reformatory and Industrial School was obtained
using a qualitative research method. Qualitative research relies on document analysis to
explain events and phenomena in the social sciences using questions like 'how' and 'why'
rather than measurable characteristics (Yildirim ve Simsek, 2018: 37-41). Since the study was
based on written documents, ethics committee approval was not required.

Data Collection Tools

The written documents and information used in the study were obtained from
Presidency of the Republic of Turkey State Archives (BOA, Prime Ministry Ottoman
Archives), Salnames (annuals) and various copyrighted works. The Ottoman
correspondence found in the archive search was first transcribed into today's alphabet. The
transcribed documents were classified chronologically. The same application was made for
the Ottoman salnames obtained digitally from the ISAM (Islamic Research Centre) library.
Both archival documents, salnames and copyrighted works were used in accordance with
the rules and principles of scientific research. This study was carried out within the
framework of archival documents, yearbooks and literature, and ethics committee approval

was not required.

Data Analysis

All gathered written materials were subjected to questioning based on the qualitative
research method, focusing on "how" and "why" inquiries. During this inquiry, attention was
given to chronological sequence while establishing cause-and-effect relationships. In this
context, the reasons behind the establishment of the reformatories in Sivas were explored.
For this purpose, reference was primarily made to original works and adhered to scientific
ethical principles. A brief sub-section was included discussing the transformation of
reformatories, initially established, and popularized in the first Danube province of the
Ottoman Empire, into industrial schools. The establishment of the Sivas Reformatory and
the Industrial School, which means the reflection of these general conditions of the Ottoman
Empire in Sivas, is explained in the sub-headings based on archival documents. The Hijri
and Rumi dates in the archival documents have been converted to Gregorian dates
according to the date conversion guide of the Turkish Historical Society (‘Tarih Cevirme
Kilavuzu”, 2024).

Results
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Reformatories and Industrial Schools in the Ottoman Empire

While industrialization efforts continued during the Tanzimat period in order to save
the state against the scientific and technical superiority of Europe, efforts were also made to
innovate in other fields. Education was given special importance to catch up with scientific
and technical developments. The need for innovation in the existing traditional Primary
schools (Mahmut Cevat, 2001: 214-219) and madrasahs (Yanardag, 2016: 540) was frequently
expressed. In order to educate the generations that would save the State, which was in the
process of disintegration, new searches in education started outside the traditional madrasa
and primary school system. Instead of traditional educational institutions, which could not
be reformed due to the reaction of the Ulema, positive results were obtained from the
education in sample schools based on the new method (usul-1 cedit). The new method meant
a new understanding of education and curriculum, and the Ottoman Empire wanted to
acquire European science and technology through education. When the benefits of the new
method were seen, the Ottoman Empire opened schools providing education according to
the new method and named them schools (mektep) (Ergin, 1977: 465).

An analogous situation emerged for vocational education. In the Ottoman Empire,
vocational and technical education within the guild system of artisan organizations was
insufficient due to developments in Europe (Tiiziim, 2018: 236; Arslan, 2015: 258). Some
attempts were made in vocational education, and an Industrial School was opened in
Zeytinburnu in 1848, but it failed to become operational (Ergin, 1977: 627). The second
attempt in this regard was made by Mithat Pasha, the governor of Danube. Mithat Pasha
opened reformatories in Ni$, Ruse and Sofia respectively, where primarily boys who were
orphaned on the streets, or children who had one of their parents but were struggling to
make ends meet, and children convicted of crimes were admitted. Children who were
admitted without ethnic and religious discrimination were given literacy and vocational
training according to their abilities. A charter was prepared for the reformatories, whose
expenses were covered with the help of philanthropists, and in time they became
institutions that provided vocational training to children with families. Reformatories were
also opened for girls (Ferlibas, 2013: 614-615). In the Ottoman Empire, which was trying to
industrialize at this time, when positive results were obtained from these practices in the
Danube province, the improvement of Industry School (Islah-1 Sanayi Mektebi) was
established in Istanbul in 1867. In 1868, the Regulation on Industrial School was issued
(Ozalp, 1982: 142-158). The rationale for the establishment of the school (mekteb) indicated
that due to the inadequacy of skilled professionals and artisans, who are the source of
wealth and prosperity in the country, many goods have been coming from Europe for a long
time. Therefore, it was stated that a school was established to provide both training and
education in various professions and industries, aiming to serve as both a training ground
and a factory in various craft and industrial fields. In addition to subjects such as reading,

writing, calculus, catechism, and chemistry, the school began to teach nineteen branches of
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art, including iron and metal, wood and other branches of art (Uyanik, 2004: 67). The 1868
Ordinance did not specify the degree of the industrial school, and there was not yet a
grading system for educational institutions. Both boarding and non-boarding students were
accepted. The fact that under 13 years of age, poor and orphaned children were prioritized
for admission to the boarding section and that children who had committed crimes, artisan
apprentices under the age of thirty, or children with families were admitted to reformatories
upon payment of a certain fee (Ozalp, 1982: 142-158) made the basic function of the schools
somewhat unclear and confusing. In 1868, reformatories were opened in Izmir and Edirne,
followed by Bursa, Bosnia, Trabzon, 1§kodra, Kastamonu, and Erzurum in 1869, and
Diyarbakir in 1870, as part of efforts to expand their presence.

For the first time in Turkish educational history, a system of grading was introduced
in schools with the 1869 "Maarif-i Umumiye Nizamnamesi" (Regulation of Public
Education). According to Article 51 of the regulation, various industrial schools, along with
universities (dartilfiinun), teacher training schools (dariilmuallim), and female teacher
training schools (dartilmuallimat), were classified as higher educational institutions.
(“Maarif-i Umumiye Nizamnamesi”, 1289: 184-219). In the regulation, there is no specific
provision or program outlined for industrial schools (sanayi mektepleri) or reformatories
(1slahhaneler). The absence of any regulation concerning these institutions in the 1868 and
1869 regulations contributed to uncertainty regarding the status of existing industrial
schools.

The institutions referred to by names such as Sanayihane, Mekteb-i Ulum-u Sanayi,
and Islahhane Dairesi were renamed as "Industrial School" in 1885 (Uyanik, 2004: 59-83).
Thus, over time, reformatories (1slahhaneler) evolved towards acquiring the character of a
school providing technical and vocational education. However, even with the adoption of
the name "Industrial School," the previous nomenclature continued to be used in
correspondence. Consequently, during the institutionalization process of these industrial
schools where vocational and technical education was provided, uncertainty persisted
regarding their classification and fundamental functions due to these different designations.
As known, in modern state concepts, institutions have emerged to meet the basic needs of
orphaned children such as shelter, food, clothing, and so on. These institutions have evolved
separately from educational institutions, developing their own distinct institutional
structures. However, in the context of Ottoman modernization, these art schools opened for
industrial education also provided shelter services to orphaned children. Therefore, they
have not yet developed into separate institutions distinct from education, like orphanages,
exhibiting independent institutionalization.

Until 1894, industrial schools (sanayi mektepleri) went through a disorganized
period. Children under the age of ten were admitted to these schools, and they were not
allowed to engage in any kind of artistic education. In 1894, with the initiatives of Ebuzziya
Tevfik, who indicated that the Istanbul Industrial School had become a refuge for orphans,
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and the assignment of foreign experts, efforts were made to reform the school. However,
significant changes in the curriculum and activities did not occur until 1908 (Semiz ve Kus,
2004: 285). The reform of industrial schools during the reign of Abdiilhamit II was not
successful. Due to economic reasons, the necessary equipment could not be provided, and
the existing budgets prevented the appointment of qualified managers, craftsmen, and
instructors. In addition to economic reasons, the lack of trained personnel in the industrial
sector led to the appointment of individuals such as retired soldiers and dismissed district
administrators, who were unfamiliar with industry and education, to serve as directors of
provincial industrial schools. This situation resulted in the theoretical education provided
at these schools remaining at the primary education level. Due to the lack of new regulation
on industrial schools until the Second Constitutional Monarchy period, there was no
standardization in their administrative structure and education programs, and they differed
from region to region (Yildirim, 2012: 138). A modern technical and industrial education

exceeding the basic education system could not be effectively established.

On the other hand, during the reign of Abdiilhamid II, the Dariileytam Talimat-1
Esasiyesi (Orphanage Instructions), which can be seen as an attempt to differentiate
between the art school that would provide industrial training and services for orphaned
children, was issued in 1899. Although dariileytam means orphanage or home for orphans
and initially meant a place of shelter for orphaned children, with the directive, dariileytams
emerged as an institution that provided education, shelter, and other services. In this
directive, industrial training for children in the dariileytam was also included, and a
curriculum of lessons and arts was organized for both boys and girls. According to Article
15, children would not be allowed to leave the Dariileytam on their own before completing
their education, and even after obtaining a certificate (sahadetname), they would not be
permitted to avoid entering higher-level industrial schools (Ozalp, 1982: 702-715). Although
Dariileytams may evoke a function similar to industrial schools, they provided an
experience that contributed to the development of institutions specifically focused on the
housing and care of orphaned children in subsequent periods. In this sense, it can be seen
as a step towards the separation of the industrial school and the institutionalization of
orphaned children. Indeed, dariileytams were expanded in every province in 1914 with the
initiatives of Minister of Education Ahmet Siikrii Bey (Ozalp, 1982: 118-119). However, the
education of orphaned children and the provision of shelter and other services were not yet
separated from each other. In 1917, the General Directorate of Dariileytams Organization
and Its Branches Law (Dariileytam Miidiiriyet-i Umumiyesi Tegkilati ve Miiteferriasi
Hakkinda Kanun) was enacted, and in its fourth article, it was stated that education in
"agriculture and various industries" would be provided. In the 9-article law, there is no
information on the courses and classes to be taught in the dariileytams, but the sixth article
states that regulations will be prepared on the administration of the dariileytams (Ozalp,
1982: 118-119).
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During the Second Constitutional Era, in 1909, efforts were made to organize the
Istanbul Industrial School through the Istanbul Industrial School Regulation (Dersaadet
Sanayi Mektebi Nizamnamesi) (Ozalp, 1982: 428). In 1911, an attempt was made to
introduce a standardization for industrial schools in the provinces through the organization
called "Ticaret ve Nafia Nezareti Sanayi Idare-i Umumiyesi Vilayat Sanayi Mektepleri
Tertibat1." This aimed to regulate the industrial schools in the provinces, with graduates
being able to proceed to the higher-level Istanbul Industrial School, which was considered
a more advanced institution. Although this organization was professionally prepared to
structure the industrial schools according to the requirements of the time, political and
economic difficulties prevented its widespread implementation in many schools (Yildirim,
2012: 168).

Establishment of Sivas Reformatory

On March 31, 1868, during a meeting of the administrative council of Sivas province,
it was observed that establishing a reformatory (islahhane) in Sivas, similar to those
beneficially operating in the Danube province, was necessary. It was noted that the people
of Sivas, who were once skilled in various crafts, had deteriorated over time due to several
reasons. The existing artisans were unable to produce usable goods, and some items could
not be manufactured due to a lack of skilled labour. This situation led to increased poverty,
as expensive goods had to be imported from outside the region. In order to address both
the existing situation and the need to train sufficient local industrial professionals to meet
local demand, as well as to meet the needs of poor and orphaned children who roamed the
streets engaging in improper behaviour and acquiring bad morals, it was deemed
appropriate to establish a reformatory. For this purpose, it was decided to convert a useless
inn, built on the outskirts of the city by Riistem Pasha, into a reform institution after
repairing it. The repair of the inn, the provision of supplies for the reformatory, and the
salaries of officials and teachers for one year, along with clothing and food expenses, were
covered by funds obtained from the surplus revenues of the municipal council, as well as
contributions from philanthropists and wealthy individuals. In the administrative council
of Sivas province, it was accepted to teach tailoring, shoemaking, and carpentry professions
that the country needed the most in the first year at the Reformatory. This decision was
notified to Istanbul with a letter from the governor's office. The governor reiterated the need
for a reformatory to promote and advance trades and crafts, highlighting that Sivas's
production and textile exports were insufficient even for local needs. Additionally, he
emphasized that orphaned and poor children, due to a lack of attention to their education
and upbringing, tended to develop worse morals as they grew older (BOA, MVL. 1057-29-
3). In March 1868, a newspaper named "Sivas" was proposed to be published, and the
provincial administration decided to allocate its surplus revenue to the reformatory. (BOA,
MVL. 1057-27-1). According to the governor's report dated August 13, 1868, construction
began on ten shops and a coffeehouse adjacent to the Tashan, with the intention of gradually
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developing the area into a bustling marketplace. Daily contributions are funding the
construction. A clerk and attendant have been appointed to oversee the meals and drinks of
the students continuing their education in science and industry; teachers were appointed
for the purpose of instruction, and craftsmen for training and industry. So far, twenty-six
children who were wandering the streets without guardians were registered and admitted
to the reform institution. Three classes were opened to meet local needs, and notifications
were sent to the leaders of non-Muslim communities regarding the sending of orphaned
children to the reform institution (BOA, A MKT.MHM. 419-12-2).

As of April 18, 1869, the number of students in the reform institution opened in Sivas
has reached fifty. The needs of the institution were met, and this year ten new shops were
built. Experts were appointed, and the children learning tailoring and shoemaking crafts
quickly progressed in their skills. It was announced that as these children were trained, they
would contribute to the development of the nation. Additionally, in Tokat, there were
skilled craftsmen and tanners working not only with greasy leather but also with European-
style buff leather and distinct types of leather. In Sivas, some older children from the reform
institution were assigned to a tannery owned by a merchant near the institution, where they
would produce goods and shoes for the military and police. A tannery company was
established to sell the surplus production both within the country and abroad. Additionally,
an experienced expert weaver skilled in weaving fabric for military uniforms, as well as
traditional woollen cloths (aba) and rugs, was brought from Elazig to begin teaching these
crafts at the reformatory. Samples of the products made by the students in the previously
initiated tailoring and shoemaking arts were prepared and sent by mail. It was reported that
the officer's uniform would also be made here. For the time being, no other information or
documents have been found in the archives regarding the Sivas Reformatory after this date.

According to the annuals of 1870, 1871, and 1872, the reformatory in Sivas had forty-
five students and was staffed with a director, a teacher, a secretary, an attendant, a tailor, a
shoemaker, and a weaver of shawls. From morning until 4 p.m., the students received
instruction in the Quran, religious manuals, and matters of faith. After this, they received
practical training under the supervision of their masters until evening ("'Sivas Salnamesi"
1870: 85; 1871:93; 1872: 82). There is no information about Sivas Reformatory in the salnames
after this date. There is no definite information on whether the Sivas Reformatory continued
or not. An analogous situation was observed in the Adana Reformatory (Goniillii, 2019: 184).

In addition, in 1894, in one of the correspondences regarding the loan to the
municipality from the revenues of extinct wagqfs allocated to the Sivas education fund in
1894, it was mentioned that some buildings that were previously built for the poor and
orphans to learn education and industry were converted into industrial houses (BOA,
MF.MKT. 208-2-3). While there is no explicit indication whether the reformatory was open
or closed during this time, it can be inferred that the institution continued to exist, albeit not

consistently, and might have experienced a period of neglect similar to others.
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Opening of Sivas Industrial School

In January 1894, construction was started for the opening of an industrial school in
Sivas (BOA, MF.MKT. 216-12-2). Subsequently, on February 25, 1894, the Sivas Education
Commission made certain decisions regarding the establishment of an industrial school.
According to the first and tenth articles, it was decided that the industrial school would be
established and managed under the auspices of the Ministry of Education. A shop to be
opened in the busiest street of the city would be rented out in the name of education to
generate income for the administration of the school. The source of capital to be used in the
shop, the presence of manufactured goods in the shop, the appointment of trustworthy
individuals to manage the shop, the inspection of the shop by the education commission,
the monitoring of markets in Sivas and Istanbul to procure necessary products through a
written request (layiha), the assurance of goods from Istanbul through a reliable broker, the
payment of shop rent and employee salaries from the income generated by the shop,
monthly inspections of accounts, and the provision of a safe with two keys are among the
regulations set forth (BOA, MF.MKT. 216-12-1). Before the opening of the industrial school
in July 1894, the Ministry of Education asked the provincial administrative council to
examine and report with its report on the administration style and form of the school, what
kind of work it would do, how the students would be enrolled and admitted, what the
estimated income from the shop opened for the school would be and whether the income
would correspond to the expenses (BOA, MF.MKT. 216-12-3;4). However, before the official
document (mazbata) arrived, in November 1894, a request was received from Sivas to
transfer the building constructed for the Sivas Industrial School to the Sivas Military High
School due to the inability to generate income and therefore not being able to open the
industrial school. The military preparatory school building had been damaged in an
earthquake and was not suitable for occupation. The Ministry reiterated its concerns from
the earlier letter dated July 1894, regarding the management style and form of the school
before its opening, the type of work it would undertake, the procedures for student
registration and admissions, and the income and expenses related to the shop to be opened
for the school. Without receiving a response to these inquiries, the Ministry opposed the
transfer of the building to the Sivas Military High School. It was instructed that after these
questions were answered, the reasons for and the separate values of both buildings should
be specified and added accordingly for the transfer of the building. In September 1895, the
governorship of Sivas wrote to the Ministry that the military school building was unusable
and that the treasury was not available to build a new building. The governor's office further
explained that since there was no difference between the cost of the military school building
and the industrial school building, they should be exchanged, and that the military school
building and its land, which had become rubble, should be transferred to the education
department in order to be converted into an asset that would generate other income. The
question was asked about how much expense would be required and what kind of revenue
could be generated by constructing a new building on the site of the collapsed building and
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land. Following extensive correspondence between the Sivas province, the Ministry of
Education, and the Council of State on this matter, it was agreed in May 1896 to transfer the
building to the military high school (BOA, MF.MKT. 216-12-5;12; BEO, 520-38969; BEO, 711-
53321; BEO, 787-59002-5). As a result, Sivas Industrial School could not be opened.

On March 30, 1903, a new initiative was undertaken regarding this matter. Due to the
excessively enormous size of a building under construction intended for the Gureba
Hospital and considering that the current need was only for twenty-five beds, a decision
was made to allocate a portion of the building as a darii’s-sanayi (industrial school). The
local governorship expressed that such an institution would enhance both material and
spiritual resources beyond local assets. The building was constructed with the contributions
of the local community, and it was planned to raise the necessary thousand liras through
donations to address any shortcomings. For the administration of both institutions, it was
planned to use the income from the sale of land in some parts of the city, the income of the
mansions to be built with the price, the surplus income of the province and the income to
be obtained from the sale of lottery tickets organised on behalf of the darii's-sanayi. It was
even stated that the expected income was high since the sale of the tickets was not only in
Sivas. Twenty boarders and between thirty- and fifty-day students would be admitted to
this school for the time being, and it would have the capacity to accommodate twice as many
students. For the time being, in Sivas, training and education would be provided in carpet
weaving, carpentry, and various small tasks for which skilled experts were available.
Depending on the demonstrated talent of the students, more beneficial crafts would be
included in the school in the future (BOA, DH.MKT. 686-45-1). 10 It can be inferred from
the correspondence of the Sivas Forestry, Mining and Agriculture Department in April 1903
regarding the free provision of timber for the construction of the Gureba Hospital (hospital
for the poor) and the Reformatory that it was the industrial school that was intended to be
established (BOA, SD. 532-47). This is because the words industrial school and reformatory
were still in use during this period. In fact, since there was no regulation on the subject, the
Council of State decided to provide the timber required for the construction of such
charitable institutions as gureba hospitals and reformatories free of charge. (BOA, .OM. 9-
18). However, on April 14, 1903, the central administration inquired about whether the said
industrial school building existed previously, its dimensions and size, capacity for
accommodating students, how the expenses for rebuilding the school were covered if it was
reconstructed, how ongoing expenses would be covered, the cost of lottery tickets, whether
they were exclusive to the province or could also be sold in other provinces, and the
curriculum that would be taught. They also questioned whether there were skilled artisans
available in Sivas to teach industrial skills. Detailed answers were requested for all these
inquiries. It was suggested that opening classes for carpet weaving and carpentry would
not be beneficial since these were already available in other schools; instead, it was proposed
to open a weaving industry class. Because the raw materials for wool and mohair fabrics
were abundant in Sivas, teaching the weaving industry would ensure production and
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consumption in the country and would be more beneficial. In addition to religious sciences
and recitation, it was deemed necessary to teach students the sciences and sciences they
would need in their commercial and industrial work, such as calculus (BOA, DH.MKT. 686-
45-2). Although there was a desire to develop weaving in Sivas, only education in carpet
weaving, carpentry, and tailoring was provided (“Sivas Salnamesi”, 1907: 60). The course
lists could not be found in the archive research; however, it was understood from some
correspondence that a blacksmithing department was opened during the First World War
(BOA, DH.UMVM. 79-2-1).

According to a letter written on September 1, 1903, a magnificent arts and agriculture
exhibition was held in the Hamidiye Industrial School building constructed in Sivas, and
this exhibition was highly esteemed, with the public actively participating in its opening
(BOA, Y.PRK.UM. 66-75). A seven-hundred-meter-long street was constructed from the
government building to the Sivas Industrial School for the exhibition (Asan, 2021: 234).
From these statements, it is understood that the school was established, although
information about the teachers, students, and courses of the school has not been found in
archive searches at this time. Similarly, in a report dated September 19, 1904, sent from the
Sivas governorate to the central administration, it was stated that among the buildings
constructed in Sivas, materials from the Hamidiye Industrial School building, named after
the sultan, were used, and sixty new shops were also built adjacent to this school (BOA,
Y.PRK.UM. 71-10). On September 25, 1904, permission was requested from the Ministry of
Finance to make payments for the shops constructed with public contributions for the
industrial school (BOA, DH.MKT. 899-2). In the 1907 annual, it is mentioned that the
building was left unfinished and abandoned before, but it was completed with the
initiatives of Governor Resit Akif Pasha and the school was opened. After the end of the
exhibition, the building was converted into a school for orphans, which was its "original
purpose”. Bedding, clothing, educational supplies, and other requirements of the art
branches were provided perfectly, and orphaned children were provided with food and
shelter and started their education (“Sivas Salnamesi”, 1907: 208; 240). The use of terms like
"dartii's-sanayi” and "hamidiye industrial school" alongside "orphan school" in the annual
suggests that these schools were no different from the reformatories established in the Tuna
province, which were first opened and spread to provide care, shelter, and education for
orphaned children. The building was constructed in a place called Kabak Yazis1 in Sivas. A
road was built from there to the city, and gardens were established, leading to its
development. New revenue sources were considered for the school. Efforts were made to
develop the cold thermal spring located one and a half hours away from Sivas and the hot
thermal spring located five hours away into an excellent spa that would generate income
for both the Gureba Hospital and the industrial school (“Sivas Salnamesi”, 1907: 242).

The school was put into operation and on April 9, 1906, the Ministry of the Interior
decided that the uniforms of 5 second-class, 33 third-class commissioners, and 149 police
officers in the province would be manufactured at the Sivas Industrial School through a
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tender for a certain fee. 187 sets of jackets and trousers and 38 commissioner and 149 police
capes and 187 feses with tassels were tendered under certain conditions for the 5 second-
class and 33 third-class commissioners and 149 police officers to be manufactured in the
central province, districts, and sub-districts. The tender conditions were prepared on
December 10, 1905. It was stated that if the requested clothes do not comply with the sample
and size and are not delivered within the specified period, they will be returned, and the
other party will not be able to file a lawsuit for damages. It was also stated that if the clothes
are not delivered within the specified period, the price difference that will arise according
to the market price will be collected from the other party. The cost of the delivered clothes
will be covered by the Sivas treasury. The tender was awarded to the Sivas Industrial School
on January 6, 1906. The decision was notified to the Ministry of the Interior (BOA,
DH.TMIK.S. 62-44.)

It is evident from the correspondence regarding the transfer of funds between budget
items that the construction costs of the school were covered during the Balkan and World
War I years. In the 1914 and 1916 provincial special budgets, funds were reallocated between
budget items for the construction of the Sivas Industrial School (BOA, DH.UMVM. 22-16;
DH.UMVM. 22-11). In 1917, bread was obtained from military bakeries for school students
and staff (BOA, DH.UMVM. 22-18).

Teachers and Other Staff of Sivas Industrial School

While not much could be found about the teachers of Sivas Industrial School during
the archive scan, according to the 1907 yearbook, the following were appointed: Principal
Hikmet Bey, Deputy Principal Ahmet Cevdet Bey, Treasurer Ahmet Efendi, Chief Clerk
Nuri Efendi, Clerk Ahmet Efendi, Carpenter and Shoe and Tailor Shops Officer Mahmut
Efendi, Shoemaker Master Ali Efendi, Carpenter Master Dikran Aga, Tailor Shop Master
Vahan Aga (“Sivas Salnamesi”, 1907: 60).

In addition to the names mentioned above, other names were encountered from the
Sivas Industrial School who were called to arms due to mobilization during World War L.
There were some difficulties in the payment of the salaries of the industrial schoolteachers
whose "aidat-1 tekatidiye" (retirement deduction) was not cut while they were in military
service. Kazzim Bey, a teacher at the Sivas Industrial School, was conscripted due to
mobilization and stated that his pension contribution was not deducted from his salary.
However, despite the decree dated September 6, 1914, which stipulated that officials
conscripted into military service should receive their salaries from the special
administration budget regardless of whether they paid the pension contribution, there was
hesitation in Sivas regarding the payment of his salary, despite the communication from the
Council of State (Sura-y1 Devlet) dated December 27, 1914, ensuring that they would receive
their salaries according to the law of September 6, 1914. Since Kazim Bey was called to arms
before the announcement of the Council of State, the hesitation in Sivas was reported to the

Ministry of Interior and Kazim Bey requested that the Ministry be notified to pay his salary.
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The Ministry stated that if he resigned and his teaching position was terminated and no one
was appointed as his permanent replacement, his salary would be paid. However, if
someone were appointed in his place, it was stated that he would be paid his salary for the
period between his successor's starting date and his starting date. It was ordered that the
date of his being called to arms and the starting date of his successor should be reported
(BOA, DH.UMVM. 135-41-1). Indeed, the date of his being called to arms and the starting
date of his successor were reported to the Ministry. However, since Kazim Bey had resigned
and appointing someone else in his place would cause hardship, he was appointed to
another position equivalent to his previous one (BOA, DH.UMVM. 139-49-2;3). Similarly,
Omer Efendi, the teacher of religious sciences at the Sivas Industrial School, was also called
to arms and there were hesitations in paying his salary. In such cases, it was decided that if
a substitute was appointed with a lower salary or if his colleagues performed this task, the
salary should be paid to provide for the livelihood of his family. This decision was
communicated to Sivas (BOA, DH.UMVM. 9-39).

Students of Sivas Industrial School

A list of students from the Sivas Sanayi Mektebi could not be found during archival
research. However, correspondence has been found about some students due to several
reasons. In September 1913, Abdullah Mehmet from Malatya applied for admission to the
Sivas Sanayi Mektebi, stating that he was close to Malatya and an orphan. However, he was
not registered and accepted due to the school's budget constraints and the lack of a
dormitory bed (BOA, DH.ID. 190-6-1). The economic conditions of the period affected the
school's admission of students.

Correspondence has also been found due to the Balkan and First World Wars. Three
students who were students at the Sivas Industrial School and went to the Istanbul
Industrial School applied to the Ministry of Interior in July 1915 with a petition to return to
their homelands due to the state of emergency and the closure of their schools. Stating that
they were orphans and in an inconvenient situation, they requested that their travel
expenses be covered to return to Sivas, as did their counterparts. Regarding the matter,
letters were written to the relevant authorities for covering the travel expenses through an
allowance or another arrangement, and it was decided that these expenses would be
covered from the provincial special budget. (BOA, DH.UMVM. 78-12).

On August 15, 1915, the Ministry of Interior issued a general order to the provinces
where Industrial Schools were located. This order mentioned that due to the Balkan Wars,
migrant children arriving in Istanbul were wandering the streets in destitution. It was stated
that thirty percent of the children enrolled in schools that year would be from these migrant
children and orphans. Accordingly, the provinces with Industrial Schools were requested
to report how many students they would accept (BOA, DH.UMVM. 78-14-3). It was
reported that Sivas would accept 100 students (BOA, DH.UMVM. 78-14-25).
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During the First World War, on February 13, 1916, it was decided that four students
from the blacksmithing department of the Sivas Industrial School, whose names were not
provided, would be sent to Europe to further their skills in this trade. The Sivas governorate
inquired with the central authorities about which school in Europe would be suitable for
them to attend and what the admission requirements were. The matter was referred to the
Ministry of Commerce and Agriculture, which recommended that they be sent to a school
or workshop in Germany or Hungary. After examining the students who were to be sent to
Europe to determine whether their bodies were suitable for blacksmithing, the Ministry of
War decided to send them to Europe for employment in military institutions. They were
examined and found to be suitable. However, later, the Ministry of War decided not to send
these students to Europe for a reason that was not explained, and it was stated that if the
students were allowed to be sent to Europe privately, their monthly salaries would be paid
after communicating with the military institutions (BOA, DH.UMVM. 79-2). On April 28,
1919, the Sivas Governor's Office requested information about the status of Ahmet, son of
Yusuf, who was in Berlin, following a petition filed by his family due to their inability to
reach him. However, no information has been found so far regarding the response provided
(BOA, HR.SYS. 2653-9).

Mehmet Hayri, a second-year student of the Sivas Industrial School's blacksmith
department, received a certificate of approval declaring his degree of education for his
admission to the Istanbul Industrial School and travelled to Istanbul. The situation was
reported by the governor's office to the Ministry of Interior on June 30, 1916 (BOA,
DH.UMVM. 78-20).

During the First World War, Erzurum and Trabzon were occupied. For this reason,
on March 20, 1916, the governorship of Sivas asked for aid from the general budget to Sivas
in order to provide food for the students, stating that the administration of the school was
becoming difficult due to the increase in the number of students coming to Sivas Industrial
School from Erzurum and Trabzon industrial schools (BOA, DH.UMVM. 143-30). Since the
needs of the students coming from Erzurum and Trabzon were met from the Industrial
School section of the Sivas special budget, the existing budget section was increased as a
result of the correspondence made (BOA, DH.UMVM. 144-15).

Conclusion

In an effort to prevent its collapse and acquire European science and technology, the
Ottoman Empire pursued both industrialization and educational reforms. During this period of
war and territorial losses, the care and education of orphaned children became a pressing social
issue. The Ottoman Empire went beyond establishing educational institutions called "mektep
(school)" and addressed the education of orphaned children from the outset, including their
accommodation and care. It established various institutions and conducted a kind of experiment
in this regard. The first of these were the reformatories opened by the Tuna governor, where the
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care and education of the children were considered together. These children were particularly
directed towards technical and vocational education, receiving industrial education, as it was
called at the time, in an effort to train technical personnel for industrialization. Over time, they
were known by various names such as sanayihane (factory), mekteb-i ulum-1 sanayi (school of
industrial sciences), sanayi mektebi (industrial school), darii’-sanayi (industrial house),
1slahhane (reformatory), and yetim mektebi (orphanage). These schools, which had gone
through a period of neglect until 1894, had become a refuge for orphans. With the regulations
of 1909 and 1911, an attempt was made to standardize the provincial industrial schools, but they
could not reach the desired level due to wars, economic difficulties, and a shortage of qualified
personnel. A reformatory was also opened in Sivas in 1868, but the absence of any information
or documents after 1872 suggests that the school was closed. In 1894, the attempt to establish an
industrial school in Sivas did not materialize due to economic reasons. Instead, the building
intended for the school was transferred to the Sivas Military Junior High School, which had
suffered damage from an earthquake. In 1903, another attempt was made to open the school,
and in correspondence related to its opening, besides terms like "reform school," "industrial
school," and "industrial institute," the term "orphan school" was used in the annual report. The
reason for this situation is the failure to implement regulations related to industrial schools. As
Ebuzziya Tevfik said, most likely, the opening of the school, which had become a refuge for
orphaned children in Sivas, did not take place. During the same period, the establishment of
"dartileytam" institutions in 1899, aimed at combining the education and care of orphaned
children, also addressed the same issue. Although industrial schools and "dartileytams" may
seem to serve a similar function as institutions, the desire to establish a separate institution
specifically designated as a "yetimler evi" (orphanage) indicates an intention to rescue the
Industrial School from being solely a refuge for orphans. However, the fact that Sivas Industrial
School, which opened in 1903, is referred to as an orphan school in the annuals shows that the
same understanding did not yet change. This view prevented the industrial schools from
transforming into middle or upper-level schools where modern technical education was
provided. In 1909, with the Regulations of the Dersaadet Industrial School and the Arrangement
of 1911, the provincial industrial schools aimed to be transformed into institutions providing a
modern technical education. The Istanbul Industrial School was targeted to be elevated into a
higher-level institution compared to the middle-level provincial industrial schools.

Despite these efforts, the desired outcomes could not be achieved due to war, economic
difficulties, and staff shortages. The Sivas Industrial School was also affected by the conditions
of the time. Refugee or orphaned children coming from territories lost due to wars continued
their education there, making it challenging to meet their needs. Nevertheless, the government
provided economic assistance to the Sivas Industrial School.

Avrupa’da Reform, Ronesans, Aydinlanma stirecleri sonunda bilimsel ve teknik gelismeler ortaya
cakmustir. Teknik gelismeler sanayilesmeye, sanayilesme de siyasi, askeri, ekonomik {istiinliige
yol acmistir. Bu distlinliik ile Avrupa’nin Osmanli Devletine karsi izledigi, siyasi, askeri,
ekonomik politikalar Osmanli’nin dagilma sebepleri arasinda yer almistir. Sanayilesmis tilkelerin
drtinleri Osmanl pazarlarina girmis, boylece mevcut ilkel diizeydeki yerli tiretim azalmaya
baslamistir. Ulke ihtiyaglarinin disardan Avrupa’min sanayi triinleri ile karsilanmas: ithalatin
artmasina ve cari agiga yani ithalat ve ihracat dengesinin bozulmasina ve Osmanli’nin
bor¢lanmasina sebep olmustur. Artan ithalat ve borclanma da giderek Osmanlinin siyasi
hakimiyetine zarar vermistir. Ancak Osmanli askeri ve sivil aydinlar1 Tanzimat Fermanindan
sonra devleti kurtarmak igin hemen her alanda yenilikler yapmaya baslamislardir. Bilimsel,
teknolojik ve sanayilesme siireglerinin gerisinde kalmanin siyasi, askeri, ekonomik yikim
getirdigini goren Osmanly, sanayilesme politikalar1 gelistirmeye ¢calismis, kagzt, ispirto, iplik, deri
ve kundura gibi bazi fabrikalar kurmustur. Diger yandan bu dénemde savaglarda 6ksiiz ve yetim
¢ocuklarin artmasi tizerine Tuna valisi Mithat Pasa’'min bu ¢ocuklarin barinma ve egitimi igin
kurdugu islahhaneler hem sanayilesme hem de egitimde yenilesme calismalarini yansitmaktadir.
Bu 1slahhaneler 6rnek tegkil etmis ve Osmanli’da yayginlastirilmaya ¢alisilmistir. Daha sonra ise
1slahhaneler sanayi mektebi adim1 almaya baslamistir. Sanayi mekteplerinde ¢agin bilim ve
teknolojisi 6gretilmeye ve sanayi igin teknik eleman yetistirilmeye ¢alisilmistir. Bu amagla Sivas’ta
da once 1slahhane daha sonra sanayi mektebi agilmistir. Osmanli'nin sanayilesme ve egitim
politikalarmin Sivas’a yansimasi olarak Osmanli’'nin zor donemlerinde kurulan islahhane ve
sanayi mektebi hakkinda arsiv belgelerine bazi bilgiler yansimistir. Bu calismada egitim tarihinde
bir bosluk olarak goriilen Sivas Islahhanesi'nden Sanayi Mektebi'ne gidis siireci arsiv belgelerine
dayali olarak incelenmistir. Sebep sonug iligkisi i¢inde incelenen arsiv belgeleri disinda ¢alismada
cesitli telif eserler kullanilmistir. Calisma ile Tiirk egitim tarihi literatiiriine katkida bulunmak ve
Osmanli’dan Cumhuriyet’e kalan mirasin kiigiik bir kismin1 aydinlatmak amaglanmistir.

Bu baglamda insanlik tarihi belki de bilgi ve becerilerin
gelismesinin tarihidir denilebilir. Nitekim Avrupa’da Ronesans, Reform, cografi kesifler,
aydinlanma siireci ile bilimsel ve teknik gelismeler hizlanmistir. Bu gelismelerin neticesi
olarak 18. yiizyilin son ¢eyreginde baslayan sanayi inkilab1 19. yiizyilda tiim diinyay1 sosyal,
siyasal, kiiltiirel, iktisadi, mali, psikolojik, askeri her alanda degistirmeye baslamistir. Bu
degisim zorunlu ve kaginilmaz bir hale gelmis ancak bazi toplumlar i¢in olumlu bazi
toplumlar igin olumsuz gerceklesmistir. Zira teknik ve bilimsel tistiinliigii ele gegiren
Avrupa dogaya hakim olmak isteginin 6tesine gegmis, biitiin diinyaya ve yeryiiziindeki
biitiin insanlara egemen olma yaris ve arayisina girmistir. Bu egemen olma yarisinda
sanayilesen Avrupa kitlesel iiretime baslamistir. Sanayilesme ile kurulan fabrikalarin
kitlesel liretime devam etmesi i¢in ortaya ¢itkan hammadde ve pazar ihtiyaci yeryiiziinde
acimasiz bir somiirgecilige yol agmistir. Sanayilesmede ge¢ kalan toplumlar Avrupanin
somiirgecilik faaliyetlerinin konusu haline gelmis, siyasi, askeri rekabeti hizlandirmigtir.

Avrupa’nin somiirgecilik faaliyetleri Osmanli Devleti'ne de yansimistir. Osmanli
cografyas: sanayilesmis tilkeler tarafindan bir hammadde ve pazar kaynagi olarak
goriilmiistiir. Buna kargilik Osmanli sanayilesmenin 6nemini fark etmemis degildir. Sanayi
alanindaki yeniliklere aslinda III. Selim ve II. Mahmut doneminde baslamig, Avrupa sanayi
teknigi Osmanli’ya aktarilmaya calismustir. Top, giille, barut ve maymn imali, madencilik,
saat yapimi ve baska alanlarda sanayi tesisleri genellikle devlet girisimi olarak ortaya
cikmistir (Sener, 2007: 59). Ancak Avrupa tiriinlerinin Osmanli topraklarina girmesine engel
olacak bir sanayilesme gergeklestirilememistir. Ustelik ingiltere ile yapilan 1838 Balta
Limani Ticaret Anlagsmasi'ndan sonra Osmanl kendi giimriikleri iizerindeki denetimini
kaybetmis, Avrupa’nin pazar ve hammadde kaynag1 haline gelmistir. Osmanh ihracatinda
baz tiriinler iizerindeki tekelin kaldirilmasi ve diisiik giimriik uygulamalar: igeren bu tiir
anlasmalarla eski sirli kapitiillasyonlarin kapsami genislemistir. Yerli ({ireticinin
taydalanamadig1 ayricaliklar sayesinde daha ucuz bir sekilde Osmanli pazarlarini ele
geciren Avrupa lriinleri karsisinda yerli {iretim rekabet edememis, yerli {iretim azalmus,
igsizlik artmistir (Esiyok, 2010: 88). Yerli iiretimin azalmas: ithalatin artip ihracatin
azalmasina, cari agiga sebep olmus ve iktisadi bozulma artmistir (Ugur & Karabulut, 2022:
19). Uretimin ve giimriik gelirlerinin azalmasi nedeniyle Kirim Harbi sirasinda Osmanli
borclanmaya gitmek zorunda kalmis, kisa stirede iktisadi iflasa stiriiklenerek 1876’da
borgclarmi 6deyemez hale gelmistir. Alacakli devletlerle goriismeler neticesinde 1881’de
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Osmanli gelir kaynaklarinin borglar1 karsiliginda yabanci devletlerin kontroliine veren

Duyun-u Umumiye Idaresi kurulmustur (Yilmaz, 1996: 54-55).

Bu gelismeler karsisinda Osmanli bog durmamus, bor¢larini hentiz 6deyebildigi 1863-
1865 yillarinda Islah-1 Sanayi Komisyonu kurulmustur (Ortayly, 1978: 123-126). Biiytiik Resit
Pasa’nin girisimleriyle kurulan Islah-1 Sanayi Enciimeni biiyiik sanayi tesisleri kurulmasi,
gumriiklerin yiikseltilmesi, sanayi mektepleri kurulmasi, sergiler agilmas: gibi tekliflerde
bulunmustur. Bunlarin bir kismi1 hayata gegirilmeye ¢alisilmis, mektepler, sergiler agilmus,
sirketler kurulmaya calisilmistir. Sanayiyi tesvik amaciyla fabrika kuracaklara giimriik ve
vergi muafiyetleri verilmistir. Ancak gilimriiklerin yiikseltilmesi Balta Limani Ticaret
Anlagmalar1 gibi anlagmalar sebebiyle, biiylik sanayi girisimleri ise yeterli sartlar
olmadigindan kagit izerinde kalmistir (Eldem, 1994: 59). Bununla birlikte Avrupa’nin bilim
ve teknolojisini almak isteyen Osmanh kagit, ispirto, iplik, deri ve kundura gibi bazi sanayi
miiesseseleri kurmustur (Erdem, 2016: 22). Istenilen seviyede olmasa da devlet ve dzel
tesebbiis yoluyla sanayilesme cabalar1 devam etmistir (Eldem, 1994: 62). Yerli tiretimi
arttirip dis bagimlilig1 ortadan kaldirmak ve boylece devleti kurtarmak caligmalar1 devletin
yikilisina kadar devam etmistir. Sanayilesme ¢alismalarinda egitimin 6nemi de anlasilmis,
Osmanl: sanayi tesisleri kurmaya calisirken es zamanl olarak Avrupa bilim ve teknigini
almak i¢in mektep ad1 verdigi yeni kurumlar kurmustur. Sanayilesmenin bir parcasi olarak
egitimde cesitli arayis ve deneyimlere girismistir. Bu arayis ve denemelerin ilki ve sosyal
bir hizmet olan 1slahhaneler daha sonra sanayi mekteplerine doniigsmiistiir.

Osmanli 1slahhaneleri yayginlastirmistir. Bu c¢alismada Sivas'ta da agilan
1slahhanenin sanayi mektebine doniisme stireci incelenmistir. Calismada genel olarak
Osmanli’'nin sanayilesme isteginin egitime nasil yansidigina katkida bulunmak
amaclanmigtir. Ozel olarak bu siirecin Sivas'ta nasil gerceklestigi ortaya konulmak
istenilmistir.

Yontem

Arastirmanin Deseni

Oncelikle Tiirk egitim tarihi ile ilgili bu ¢alismada Osmanli’dan Cumhuriyet’e kalan
egitim mirasmin bir kismi1 agiklanmak istenmis olup Osmanli’nin son doneminde Sivas’ta
agilan 1slahhane ve sanayi mektebi siireci ¢alismanin deseninin olusturmustur. Bu ¢alisma
Osmanl sanayilesme calismasiin tasrada egitime yansimasi anlamina da gelmektedir.
Calismanin konusu olan Sivas Islahhanesi ve Sanayi Mektebi'ne dair elde edilen bilgiler
nitel arastirma yontemi ile elde edilmistir. Nitel arastirma dokiiman analizine dayanip
sosyal bilimlerde olay ve olgularin olgiilebilen 6zellikleri yerine “nasil ve nigin” gibi
sorularla agiklamaya calisir (Yildirim ve Simsek, 2018: 37-41). Calisma yazili belgelere dayali
olarak hazirlandigindan etik kurul onayina gerek duyulmamuistir.
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Veri Toplama Araglar

Calismada kullanilan  yazili belge ve bilgiler Tiirkiye Cumbhuriyeti
Cumhurbagkanligi Devlet Arsivleri Baskanligi (BOA, Basbakanlik Osmanli Arsivi),
Salnameler ve cesitli telif eserlerden elde edilmistir. Arsiv taramasinda bulunan Osmanlica
olan yazismalar 6nce giiniimiiz alfabesine transkript edilmistir. Transkript edilen belgeler
kronolojik olarak tasnif edilmistir. ISAM (Islami Arastirmalar Merkezi) kiitiiphanesinden
digital olarak elde edilen Osmanlica salnameler igin de ayni uygulama yapilmistir. Gerek
arsiv belgeleri, salnameler gerekse telif eserler bilimsel arastirma kurallarina ve ilkelerine
uygun olarak kullanilmistir. Bu galisma arsiv belgeleri, salnameler ve gesitli telif eserlere
dayali olarak yapilmis olup etik kurul onay1 gerektirmemektedir.

Verilerin Analizi

Elde edilen yazili biitiin malzeme nitel arastirma yontemine uygun olarak nasil ve
ni¢gin sorularina tabi tutulmustur. Bu sorgulamada kronolojik siralamaya dikkat edilirken
sebep sonug iliskisi kurulmustur. Bu baglamda Sivas’'ta agilan 1slahhane ihtiyacinin
sebepleri aciklanmaya c¢alisilmistir. Bu amacla genellikle telif eserlerden yararlanilarak ve
bilimsel ahlak ilkelerine dayanilarak Osmanli’'da ilk Tuna vilayetinde kurulan ve
yayginlastirilan 1slahhanelerin sanayi mektebine dontismesine alt baslik olarak kisa bir yer
verilmistir. Osmanli'min bu genel sartlarinin Sivas’a yansimasi anlamina gelen Sivas
Islahhanesi'nin ve Sanayi Mektebi'nin kurulusu alt basliklarda arsiv belgelerine dayali
olarak agiklanmustir. Arsiv belgelerindeki hicri ve rumi tarihler Tiirk Tarih Kurumunun
tarih ¢evirme kilavuzuna gore miladi tarihe gevrilmistir (‘Tarih Cevirme Kilavuzu”, 2024).

Bulgular

Osmanli’da Islahhaneler ve Sanayi Mektepleri

Avrupa’nin bilimsel ve teknik dstiinliigli karsisinda devleti kurtarmak igin
sanayilesme c¢alismalar1 Tanzimat doneminde devam ederken diger taraftan bagka
alanlarda da yenilesmeye calisilmistir. Bilimsel ve teknik gelismeleri yakalamak i¢in egitime
Ozel bir onem verilmistir. Mevcut geleneksel sibyan mektebi (Mahmut Cevat, 2001: 214-219)
ve medreselerde (Yanardag, 2016: 540) yenilik yapilmas: gerektigi siklikla dile getirilmistir.
Dagilma siirecinde olan Devleti kurtaracak kusaklar:1 yetistirmek amaciyla geleneksel
medrese ve sibyan mektebi sistemi disinda egitimde yeni arayislar baglamistir. Ulemanin
tepkisi nedeniyle 1slah edilmesi miimkiin olmayan geleneksel egitim kurumlarmin yerine
deneme amachh numune (6rnek) mekteplerde usul-1 cedit (yeni usul) {izere yapilan
egitimden olumlu sonuglar alinmistir. Usul-1 cedit yeni bir egitim anlayis1 ve ders program
anlamina gelip Osmanl egitim yoluyla Avrupa’nin bilim ve teknolojisini elde etmek
istemistir. Yeni usuliin faydalar1 goriiliince Osmanli yeni usul {izere egitim veren okullar
a¢mis ve bunlar1 mektep olarak isimlendirmistir (Ergin, 1977: 465).
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Benzer bir durum meslek egitimi i¢in de ortaya ¢ikmustir. Osmanli’da esnaf
teskilatlar1 olan lonca sistemi igerisinde gergeklestirilen mesleki ve teknik egitim
Avrupa’daki gelismeler nedeniyle yetersiz kalmigtir (Tiiztim, 2018: 236; Arslan, 2015: 258).
Meslek egitiminde bazi girisimlerde bulunulmus, 1848’de Zeytinburnu'nda bir Sanayi
Mektebi agilmis, fakat faaliyete gegememistir (Ergin, 1977: 627). Bu konuda ikinci girisim
Tuna valisi Mithat Pasa tarafindan gerceklestirilmistir. Mithat Pasa sirasiyla Nis, Rusguk ve
Sofya’da agtig1 1slahhanelere oncelikle sokaklarda kimsesiz kalmis erkek ¢ocuklar ya da
anne veya babasindan biri olsa da ge¢im sikintisi ¢geken ¢ocuklar ile sug islemis hiikiim
giymis ¢ocuklar alinmistir. Etnik ve dini ayrim yapilmadan alinan ¢ocuklara okuma yazma
ve yeteneklerine gore meslek egitimi verilmistir. Hayirseverlerin yardimlariyla masraflar
karsilanan 1slahhaneler i¢in nizamname hazirlanmis, zamanla ailesi olan ¢ocuklara da
meslek egitimi veren kurumlar haline gelmislerdir. Ayrica kiz ¢ocuklar1 igin de 1slahhaneler
acllmaya baglamistir (Ferlibas, 2013: 614-615). Bu siralarda sanayilesmeye calisan
Osmanli’da Tuna vilayetindeki bu uygulamalardan olumlu sonuglar alininca 1867’de
Istanbul’da Islah-1 Sanayi Mektebi kurulmustur. 1868'de Mekteb-i Sanayi Nizamnamesi
cikarilmigtir (C)zalp, 1982: 142-158). Mektebin kurulus gerekgesinde memlekette servet ve
mamuriyetin kaynagi olan meslek ve sanayi erbabinin yetersizligi sebebiyle uzun
zamandan beri bircok seyin Avrupa’dan geldigi belirtilerek cesitli meslek ve sanayi
dallarinda hem talim ve terbiye hem de fabrika olmak iizere bir mektep kuruldugu ifade
edilmistir. Mektepte okuma, yazma, hesap, ilmihal, kimya gibi dersler disinda demir ve
madeni esya, ahsap ve bagka sanat dallar1 olmak tizere 19 sanat dal1 6gretilmeye baslamistir
(Uyanik, 2004: 67). 1868 Nizamnamesinden sanayi mektebinin hangi derecede oldugu ifade
edilmemis, heniiz egitim kurumlarinda bir derecelendirme yapilmamistir. Hem yatili hem
de yatili olmayan 6grenci kabul edilmistir. 13 yasindan kiigiik fakir ve kimsesiz ¢ocuklarin
yatili kismina kabul edilmesine Oncelik verilmesi, sug islemis ¢ocuklarm, otuz yasmn
altindaki esnaf qiraklarinin ya da ailesi olan ¢ocuklarin belirli bir bedel 6deyerek
1slahhanelere kabul edilmesi (Ozalp, 1982: 142-158) okullarin temel iglevini biraz da belirsiz
ve karisik hale getirmistir. 1868’de [zmir ve Edirne, 1869’da Bursa, Bosna, Trabzon, Iskodra,
Kastamonu, Erzurum, 1870te Diyarbakir 1slahhaneleri agilarak yaygmlastirilmaya

calisilmistir.

Tiirk egitim tarihinde ilk kez 1869 Maarif-i Umumiye Nizamnamesi ile mekteplerde
bir derecelendirmeye gidilmistir. Nizamnamenin elli birinci maddesinde dariilfiinun,
dartilmuallim ve dartilmuallimat ile birlikte gesitli sanayi mektepleri yiiksek mektepler
arasinda kabul edilmistir (“Maarifi Umumiye Nizamnamesi”, 1289: 184-219).
Nizamnamede mekteplerin programlar: hakkinda bilgi verilirken sanayi mekteplerine ya
da 1slahhanelere dair herhangi bir program veya baska madde yoktur. 1868 Nizamnamesi
ile 1869 Nizamnamesinde 1slahhaneler ya da sanayi mekteplerinin durumuna dair baska bir
diizenleme olmamasi mevcut sanayi mekteplerinin durumunu belirsiz hale getirmistir.
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Sanayihane, Mekteb-i Ulum-1 Sanayi, Islahhane Dairesi gibi isimlerle anilan bu
kurumlar 1885’te Sanayi Mektebi adin1 almistir (Uyanik, 2004: 59-83). Boylece 1slahhaneler
zamanla teknik ve mesleki egitimin verildigi bir mektep niteligi kazanmaya yonelmistir.
Ancak sanayi mektebi ismi ile birlikte eski isimlendirme de yazismalarda kullanilmaya
devam etmistir. Dolayisiyla mesleki ve teknik egitimin verildigi sanayi mekteplerinin
kurumsallasma siirecinde bu farkli isimlendirilmeler sebebiyle derecesinde ve temel
islevinde belirsizlik devam etmistir. Bilindigi tizere modern devlet anlayisinda kimsesiz
cocuklar i¢in barinma, yeme, i¢me, giyme gibi temel ihtiyaglarinin karsilandig1 kurumlar
ortaya ¢ikmigtir. Bu tiir kurumlar esasen giintimiizde egitim kurumlarindan ayr1 kendine
ozgu gelisim gostererek kurumsallagmistir. Ancak Osmanli modernlesmesinde agilan bu
sanat mektepleri sanayi egitimi disinda kimsesiz ¢ocuklara barinma hizmeti sundugu igin
heniiz Oksiiz yetim yurtlar1 gibi ayrisarak egitimden bagimsiz ayri bir kurumsallasma

gostermemuistir.

Sanayi mektepleri 1894 yilina kadar basibozuk bir donem geg¢irmis, 10 yasin altindaki
cocuklar mektebe kabul edilmis, herhangi bir sanat egitimi ile ugrasmalarma izin
verilmemistir. 1894’te Istanbul Sanayi Mektebi'nin kimsesizlerin siginag: halini geldigini
belirten Ebuzziya Tevfik'in girisimleri ve yabanci uzmanlarin gorevlendirilmesiyle 1slah
edilmeye calisilmistir. 1908’e kadar ders ve is programlarinda onemli bir degisiklige
gidilmemistir (Semiz ve Kus, 2004: 285) . II. Abdiilhamit déneminde sanayi mektepleri islah1
basarili olmamustir. Ekonomik sebeplerle gerekli ara¢ geregleri karsilanamamis, mevcut
biitceleri nitelikli miidiir, usta ve muallim gorevlendirilmesine engel olmustur. Ekonomik
sebepler disinda sanayi alaninda yetismis yeterli sayida eleman olmamas: sanayi ve
egitimin ne oldugunu bilmeyen asker emeklileri, azledilmis nahiye miidiirleri gibi kimseler
vilayetlerdeki sanayi mekteplerinin miidiirliiklerine tayin edilmesi verilen teorik egitimin
ilkogretim seviyesinde kalmasina sebep olmustur. II. Mesrutiyet donemine kadar sanayi
mektepleri hakkinda yeni bir nizamname yapilmamasi nedeniyle idari yapilar1 ve egitim
programlarinda bir standart saglanamamis, bolgeden bolgeye farklilik gostermistir
(Yildirim, 2012: 138). Temel egitimin iizerinde modern bir teknik ve sanayi egitimi
gerceklestirilememistir.

Ote yandan II. Abdiilhamit déneminde smai egitim verecek sanat mektebi ile
kimsesiz ¢ocuklara ait hizmetlerin ayrismasina yonelik bir girisim olarak goriilebilecek olan
Dariileytam Talimat-1 Esasiyesi 1899'da ¢ikartilmistir. Dariileytam yetimler yurdu, evi
anlamina gelip kimsesiz ¢ocuklar i¢in ilk anda barindiklar1 yer anlammi verse de
talimatname ile dartileytamlar kendi i¢cinde hem egitim hem de barinma ve diger hizmetleri
sunan bir kurum olarak ortaya ¢ikmistir. Bu talimatnamede yine dartiileytamdaki ¢ocuklara
sanayi egitimi verilmesi sz konusu olarak kiz ve erkek ¢ocuklar i¢in ders ve sanat programi
diizenlenmistir. 15.maddesine gore c¢ocuklarin tahsili tamamlamadan kendi kendine
dartileytami terk etmelerine ve sahadetname aldiktan sonra dahi daha {ist seviyede olan
sanayi mekteplerine girmekten kaginmalarina miisaade edilmeyecektir (Ozalp, 1982: 702-
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715). Dartileytamlar sanayi mekteplerine benzer bir islevi ¢agristirsa da daha sonraki
donemlerde kurulacak olan kimsesiz ¢ocuklarla ilgili barinma ve bakim ile ilgili kurumlarmn
olugsmasina bir deneyim saglamistir. Bu anlamda sanayi mektebi ve kimsesiz ¢ocuklar ile
ilgili kurumsallasmanin ayrilmas: yoniinde bir adim olarak goriilebilir. Nitekim
dartileytamlar 1914 yilinda Maarif Nazir1 Ahmet Siikrii Bey’in girisimleri ile her vilayette
yaygimlagtirilmigtir (Ozalp, 1982: 118-119). Ancak hala kimsesiz cocuklarm egitimi ile
barinma ve diger hizmetlerin verilmesi birbirinden heniiz ayrismamistir. 1917 yilinda
Dariileytam Miidiiriyet-i Umumiyesi Teskilat1 ve Miiteferrias1t Hakkinda Kanun ¢ikarilmais
ve kanunun dordiincii maddesinde “ziraat ve sanayi-i muhtelife” egitimi verilecegi ifade
edilmistir. 9 maddelik kanunda dariileytamlarda verilecek derslere ve siniflara dair bilgi
olmamakla birlikte altinct madde ile dariileytamlarin idare gekline dair nizamnameler
hazirlanacag ifade edilmistir (Ozalp, 1982: 118-119).

I1. Mesrutiyet doneminde 1909 yilinda Dersaadet Sanayi Mektebi Nizamnamesi ile
[stanbul Sanayi Mektebi bir diizene kavusturulmaya caligilmistir (Ozalp, 1982: 428). 1911’de
ise vilayetlerdeki sanayi mekteplerini diizenleyen Ticaret ve Nafia Nezareti Sanayi Idare-i
Umumiyesi Vilayat Sanayi Mektepleri Tertibat1 adiyla bir standart getirilmek istenilmistir.
Vilayet sanayi mekteplerinden mezun olanlar daha iist seviyede bir mektep olarak
diisiiniilen Istanbul Sanayi Mektebi'ne gidebileceklerdi. Bu tertibat sanayi mekteplerini
cagin gereklerine uygun bir sekilde yapilandirmak amaciyla profesyonel olarak
hazirlanmigsa da siyasi ve ekonomik sikintilar sebebiyle cogu mektepte uygulanamamastir
(Yildirim, 2012: 168).

Sivas Islahhanesi’nin Kurulmasi

31 Mart 1868’de Sivas vilayeti idare meclisinde Tuna vilayetinde faydalar: goriilmiis
olan 1slahhanenin Sivas’'ta dahi kurulmasina gerek oldugu, Sivas ahalisinin eskiden her
sanatta mahir iken uzun zamandan beri bunlarin bir¢ok sebepten dolay1r yok olmak
derecesine vardigi ifade edilmistir. Mevcut esnafin tirettigi esya kullanilamayacak durumda
oldugu gibi bazi esyay1 iiretecek isin ehli bulunmadigi, disaridan pahali olarak esyalar
getirtildigi icin fakirlik artmistir. Hem bu durumun ortadan kaldirilmasi, mahalli ihtiyaca
yeterli sanayi erbab: yetistirilmesi hem de sokaklarda basibos gezen, kotii ahlak kazanarak
uygunsuz hareketler yapan fakir ve kimsesiz ¢ocuklarin ihtiyaglarmin karsilanmas: igin
1slahhane agilmasi uygun goriilmiistiir. Bu amagla Riistem Pasa’nin insa ettirdigi sehrin
kenarinda higbir ise yaramayan hanin tamir ettirilip 1slahhane yapilmasina karar
verilmistir. Hanin tamiri, islahhanenin levazimati ve bir senelik memur ve muallim
maaslariyla giyim ve yemek masraflar1 karsiligi bulunan paranin belediye meclisi fazla
gelirlerinden, yardim sever ve servet sahiplerinden alman yardimlar ile karsilanmasgtir.
Islahhanede ilk sene memleketin en ¢ok ihtiya¢ duydugu terzilik, kunduracilik,
marangozluk mesleklerinin 6gretilmesi Sivas vilayeti idare meclisinde kabul edilmistir. Bu
karar valilik yazisiyla Istanbul’a bildirilmistir. Vali meclis kararina benzer sekilde meslek
ve sanatin ilerletilmesi amaciyla 1slahhane ihtiyacini, Sivas'in imalat ve mensucat tiirii esya
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ihracatiin pek adi ve mahalli ihtiyaca bile yetersiz oldugunu, kimsesiz ve fakir ¢ocuklarin
ilim ve tahsiline 6zen gosterilmemesi sebebiyle biiyiidiikge daha kotii ahlak kazandiklarmi
tekrar etmistir (BOA, MVL. 1057-29-3). Ayrica Mart 1868’de Sivas isimli bir gazete
cikarilmak istenilmis ve bunun fazla gelirlerinin 1slahhaneye ayrilmas: vilayet tarafindan
kararlagtirilmigtir (BOA, MVL. 1057-27-1). 13 Agustos 1868’de valinin bildirdigine gore
Taghan isimli yerde yavas yavas imar edilmek ve bir carsi olmak sartiyla giindelik
yardimlar ile simdilik bitisiginde on adet diikkan ile bir kiraathane insasina baslanmaistir.
Burada ilim ve sanayiye devam edecek talebenin yeme ve i¢melerine nezaret etmek iizere
bir memur ve bevvab, ders vermek amaciyla hoca ve talim ve sanayi igin ustalar tayin
edilmistir. Su ana kadar sokaklarda kimsesiz ve basibos gezmekte olan 26 cocuk 1slahhaneye
kayit ve kabul edilmistir. Mahalli ihtiyac1 karsilamak {izere {i¢ sinif agilmis, ayrica gayri
miislim cemaat reislerine kimsesiz ¢ocuklarin islahhaneye gonderilmesine dair tebligat
yapilmistir (BOA, A MKT.MHM. 419-12-2).

18 Nisan 1869 tarihi itibariyle Sivas’ta agilan 1slahhanede talebe sayisi 50 olmus,
1slahhanenin ihtiyaglar1 karsilanmis, bu sene on yeni diikkan daha insa edilmis, ustalar tayin
edilerek terzilik ve kunduracilik sanatlari goren cocuklar kisa zamanda sanatlarinda
ilerlemis, bunlar yetistikce vatanin gelismesine hizmet edecekleri bildirilmistir. {laveten
Tokat'ta yagli deriden baska Avrupa tarzinda kosele ve deri gesitlerini isleyen usta ve
debbag (deri isleyen usta) bulunmustur. Sivas’ta tiiccardan birinin 1slahhane civarinda
bulunan debbaghanesine 1slahhaneden verilmis biiyiik ¢ocuklar tarafindan asker ve zabita
i¢in esya, ayakkabz tiretilecektir. Uretimin fazlas1 memleket icine ve disariya satilmak tizere
bir debbag sirketi kurulmustur. Asker elbisesine yarar dokuma, aba ve kilim dokur tecriibeli
bir usta Elazig’dan getirtilerek bu sanatin 1slahhanede 6gretilmesine baslanilmistir. Daha
once baslanmis olan terzilik ve kunduracilik sanatlarinda 6grencilerin yaptig tirtinlerden
ornekler hazirlanarak postaya verilmis, zabitanin elbisesinin dahi burada yaptirilacag:
bildirilmistir (BOA, 1.DH.591-41128). Bu tarihten sonra Sivas Islahhanesi hakkinda arsiv

taramalarinda simdilik baska bir bilgi ve belge bulunamamustir.

Ancak 1870, 1871, 1872 tarihli salnamelere gore 45 6grencisi olan 1slahhanede bir
miidiir, bir hoca, bir katip ve bir bevvab, bir terzi, bir kunduraci, bir salc1 ustas: vardir.
Sabahtan saat dorde kadar oOgrencilere kuran, ilmihal ve itikada dair telkinlerde
bulunulduktan sonra ustalarmin yaninda aksama kadar egitim verilmistir (”’Sivas
Salnamesi” 1870: 85; 1871:93; 1872: 82). Bu tarihten sonraki salnamelerde Sivas
Islahhanesi'ne dair herhangi bir bilgi yoktur. Sivas Islahhanesi'nin devam edip etmedigine
dair kesin bir bilgi bulunamamistir. Benzer bir durum Adana Islahhanesi'nde de
goriilmiistiir (Goniillii, 2019: 184).

Bununla birlikte 1894 yilinda Sivas maarif sandigina ayrilmis olan evkaf-1 miinderise
gelirlerinden bir miktar usul ve nizam haricinde olarak belediyeye bor¢ verilmesi ile ilgili
yazismalarin bir yerinde daha once fakir ve yetimlerin terbiye ve sanayi 6grenmeleri icin
insa edilmis bazi1 binalarin sanayihaneye doniistiiriilmesinden bahsedilmistir (BOA,
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MF.MKT. 208-2-3). Bu sirada 1slahhanenin agik olup olmadigina dair bir ifadeye yine
rastlanmasa da 1slahhanenin diizenli bir sekilde olmasa da varligim1 devam ettirdigi,
digerleri gibi basibos bir donem gecirdigi diistiniilebilir.

Sivas Sanayi Mektebi'nin A¢ilmasi

Ocak 1894 tarihinde Sivas’ta bir sanayi mektebi a¢ilmas: igin insaat baglatilmistir
(BOA, MFE.MKT. 216-12-2). Ardindan 25 Subat 1894 tarihinde Sivas maarif komisyonu
sanayi mektebinin ac¢ilmasi ile ilgili bazi kararlar almistir. Birinci ve onuncu maddeye gore
sanayi mektebinin agilmasi ve idaresinin temini i¢in maarif namina agilacak olan diikkanin
sehrin en islek caddesinde kiralanmas: ve gelirleri ile mektebin idaresi kararlastirilmistir.
Diikkana konulacak sermayenin kaynagi, diikkanda manifatura iriinleri bulunacagy,
diikkanin idaresi icin giivenilir kimseler tayin edilecegi, maarif komisyonunun diikkani
teftis edecegi, Sivas ve Istanbul piyasasinin takip edilerek gerekli iiriinlerin alinmas icin
layiha verilecegi, Istanbul’dan gelen mallarin giivenilir bir komisyoncu ile saglanacag,
diikkandan elde edilen gelirlerden diikkan kirasinin ve ¢alisanlarin ticretlerinin 6denecegi,
her ay hesaplarin teftis edilecegi, iki anahtarli bir kasa bulundurulacag: gibi hususlar
diizenlenmisgtir (BOA, MF.MKT. 216-12-1). Maarif Nezareti Temmuz 1894’te sanayi
mektebinin agilmasindan 6nce mektebin idare tarzi ve sekli, ne tiir isler yapacagi,
ogrencilerin kayit ve kabullerinin nasil olacagi, mektep i¢in agilan diikkandan elde edilecek
gelirin tahminen ne olacag1 ve gelirlerin masrafa tekabiil edip etmeyecegine dair vilayet
idare meclisinin inceleme yapip mazbatasiyla bildirmesini istemistir (BOA, MF.MKT. 216-
12-3;4). Ancak mazbata gelmeden Kasim 1894’te Sivas’'tan Nezarete Sivas Sanayi Mektebi
icin insa edilen ve gelir bulunamadigl i¢in ag¢ilamayan binanin Sivas Askeri Riistiye
Mektebi'ne verilmesine dair talep gelmistir. Askeri Riistiye binas1 depremde zarar gormiis
ve oturulamayacak durumdadir. Nezaret daha once yazdigi Temmuz 1894 tarihli
yazisindaki mektebin acilmadan once idare tarzi ve sekli, yapacag is, 6grenci kayit kabul
ve mektep i¢in acilacak ditkkanin gelir gider konularmi hatirlatarak bunun cevabi gelmeden
binanin Sivas Askeri Riistiye Mektebi'ne devrine karsi ¢ikmistir. Bu sorular cevaplandiktan
sonra binanin devri hakkinda gerekgesi ile her iki binanin bedelinin ayr1 ayr1 belirtilip ilave
edilmesi emredilmistir. Eyliill 1895te Sivas wvaliligi askeri riistiye binasinn
kullanilamayacak durumda oldugunu ve hazinenin yeni bir bina yapmaya miisait
bulunmadigimi Nezarete yazmistir. Devaminda askeri riistiye binasi ile sanayi mektebi
binasinin bedeli arasinda fark olmadig1 icin miibadele edilmesini, enkaz haline gelen askeri
ristiye binasmmin ve arsasinin baska gelir getirecek bir akara gevrilmek {izere maarife
devredilmesi goriistinii izah etmistir. Bu kez enkaz haline gelen bina ve arsaya ne kadar
masrafla ne gibi gelir getirebilecek bir akar yapilabilecegi sorulmustur. Konu ile ilgili Sivas
vilayeti, Maarif Nezareti ve Sura-y1 Devlet arasinda yapilan uzun yazigsmalar neticesinde
May1s 1896’da binanin askeri riistiyeye devri kabul edilmistir (BOA, MF.MKT. 216-12-5;12;
BEO, 520-38969; BEO, 711-53321; BEO, 787-59002-5). Netice itibariyle Sivas Sanayi Mektebi
acilamamustir.
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30 Mart 1903’te bu konuda yeni bir girisim olmustur. Gureba Hastanesi olarak insa
edilen ve tamamlanmasima ugrasilan bir binanin ¢ok biiyiik olmas1 ve mevcut ihtiyacin
yirmi bes yatakla goriilmesi sebebiyle binanin bir kisminin ayrilip darii’s-sanayi olarak
tahsis edilmesine dair karar alinmistir. Boyle bir miiessesenin mahalli servetten baska her
anlamda maddi ve manevi kuvvetleri arttiracag valilik tarafindan ifade edilmistir. Bina
ahalinin yardimlariyla yaptirilmis olup eksiklikleri i¢in gerekli bin liranin da yardim
suretiyle toplanacag: distiniilmiistiir. Her iki miiessesenin idaresi ig¢in sehrin bazi
yerlerindeki arsalarin satilip bedeliyle yaptirilacak akarlarin geliri, vilayetin gelir fazlas1 ve
darii’s-sanayi adina diizenlenen piyango biletlerinin satisindan elde edilecek gelirlerin
kullanilmasi planlanmistir. Hatta biletlerin satis1 sadece Sivas olmadig1 i¢in beklenen gelirin
yliksek oldugu belirtilmistir. Bu mektebe simdilik yirmi yatili, otuz ve elli arasinda
glindiizlii 6grenci alinacak olup iki misli 6grenci alacak kapasitesi vardir. Simdilik Sivas’ta
ustasi bulunan halicilik ve marangozluk ile ufak tefek baz: isler talim ve tedris edilecektir.
lleride gosterecegi yetenege gore daha faydali sanatlar mektebe dahil edilecektir (BOA,
DH.MKT. 686-45-1). 10 Nisan 1903’te Sivas orman ve maden ve ziraat dairesi yapilmakta
olan Gureba Hastanesi ile Islahhanenin ihtiya¢ duydugu kerestenin bedelsiz olarak
verilmesine dair olan yazisindan kurulacak olan sanayi mektebinin kastedildigi
anlasilmistir (BOA, SD. 532-47). Zira bu donemde sanayi mektebi ve 1slahhane kelimesi hala
kullanilmaktadir. Nitekim Sura-y1 Devlet konu hakkinda bir nizamname olmadig: i¢in bu
tir hayir amacgli gureba hastanesi ve 1slahhane gibi miiesseselerin ingasi igin gerekli
kerestenin bedelsiz verilmesine karar vermistir (BOA, I.OM. 9-18). Ancak 14 Nisan 1903'te
merkez s0z konusu sanayi mektebi binasinin énceden mevcut olup olmadigini, genislik ve
buytikliigiinii, kag talebe alabilecegini, mektep yeniden yapilmis ise masrafinin nereden
karsilandigini, daimi masrafin nereden karsilanacagini, piyango biletlerinin bedelinin ne
kadar olacagmi, sadece vilayete ait olup olmadigimni, bagka vilayetlerde de satilip
satilmayacagini, verilecek dersleri sormustur. Sanayi 6gretecek ustalarin Sivas’ta bulunup
bulunmadigini sorgulamistir. Tiim bu sorulara ayrintilariyla cevap verilmesi istenilmistir.
Acilacak halicalik ve marangozluk siniflar1 baska mekteplerde bulundugu igin faydal
olamayacag1 bunlarin yerine dokuma sanayisi sinift agilmasi gortiisii ortaya konulmustur.
Cunki yin ve tiftik kumaslari i¢in gerekli hammadde Sivas’ta bol olup dokuma sanayinin
ogretilmesi memlekette tiretim ve tiiketimi saglayacak ve daha faydali olacaktir. Ayrica
mektepte 6grencilere dini ilimler, kiraat disinda hesap gibi ticari ve sinai islerinde ihtiyag
duyacaklar1 ilim ve fenlerin de 6gretilmesi gerekli gortilmiistiir (BOA, DH.MKT. 686-45-2).
Sivas’'ta dokumanin gelistirilmesi istenilmisse de sadece halicilik, marangozluk ve terzilik
egitimi verilmistir (“Sivas Salnamesi”, 1907: 60). Ders listeleri arsiv arastirmasinda
bulunamamis ancak bazi yazismalardan Birinci Diinya Savas: sirasinda demircilik boliimii
acildig1 anlasilmistir (BOA, DH.UMVM. 79-2-1).

1 Eyliil 1903’de yazilan bir yazida Sivas’ta ingsa edilen muhtesem Darii’s-sanayi-i
Hamidiye binasinda bir sanat ve ziraat sergisi a¢ilmis ve bu sergi cok 6nemsenmis, halk bu
serginin ag¢ilmasma dahil olmustur (BOA, Y.PRK.UM. 66-75). Sergi i¢in hiikiimet
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konagindan Sivas Sanayi Mektebi'ne giden yedi yiiz metrelik bir cadde insa edilmistir
(Asan, 2021: 234). Bu ifadelerden mektebin acildig1 anlasilmakla birlikte arsiv taramalarinda
mektebin 6gretmen, 6grenci ve derslerine dair bilgiye simdilik ulasilamamustir. Benzer bir
sekilde Sivas valiliginden 19 Eyliil 1904'te merkeze yazilan bir raporda Sivas’ta insa edilen
binalar arasinda padisahin adina izafeten Darii’s-sanayi-iil-Hamidiye Mektebi binasinin
malzemeleriyle acildig1 ve yine bu mektebe akar olmak {izere yeni altmis adet diikkan insa
edildigi ifade edilmistir (BOA, Y.PRK.UM. 71-10). 25 Eylil 1904'te sanayi mektebi igin
halkin yardimlariyla insa edilmis diikkanlardan talep edilen 6demelerin yapilmas: i¢in
Maliye Nezaretinden izin istenilmistir (BOA, DH.MKT. 899-2). 1907 salnamesinde binanin
daha 6nce insasinin yarim ve metruk birakilmis iken Vali Resit Akif Pasa’nin girisimleriyle
tamamlanarak mektebin agildigindan bahsedilmistir. Serginin bitmesinden sonra bina
“maksad-1 asli-i insas1” olan “mekteb-i eytam” (yetim mektebi) haline getirilmistir. Karyola,
elbise, tahsil levazimati, sanat subelerine ait diger gereksinimler miikemmel olarak
saglanmis, kimsesiz ¢ocuklarin beslenme, barinmasi saglanarak egitime baglamistir (“Sivas
Salnamesi”, 1907: 208; 240). Sivas’taki bu bina i¢in salnamede darii’s-sanayi, hamidiye
sanayi mektebi gibi ifadelerle birlikte kullanilan yetim mektebi ifadesinden bu mekteplerin
hala Tuna vilayetinde ilk kez acgilarak yayginlasan kimsesiz ¢ocuklarin beslenme, barinma
ve egitimleri i¢in kurulan 1slahhaneden bir farki olmadig1 anlasilmaktadir. Bina Sivas’ta
Kabak Yazisi denilen yerde kurulmus, buradan sehre bir yol insa edilmis, bahgeler tesis
edilerek gelismeye yiiz tutmustur. Mektep icin yeni gelir kaynaklar1 diistintilmiistiir.
Sivas’ta bir buguk saatlik mesafede bulunan soguk ¢ermik ile bes saatlik bir mesafede
bulunan sicak ¢ermigin hem gureba hastanesi hem de sanayi mektebi adina gelir getirecek
miikemmel bir kaplica haline getirilmesi i¢in tesebbiiste bulunulmustur (“Sivas Salnamesi”,
1907: 242).

Mektep faaliyete gegmis, 9 Nisan 1906’da Zabtiye Nezaretine vilayette bulunan 5
ikinci, 33 tigiincii komiserle 149 polisin kiyafetlerinin ihale yoluyla belli bir bedel ile Sivas
Sanayi Mektebi'nde imal edilmesine karar verilmistir. Merkez vilayet, kaza ve nahiyelerde
5 ikinci ve 33 tiglincii komiserlerle 149 polis memurlari i¢in imal olunacak 187 takim setre
ve pantolon ve 38 komiser ve 149 polis kaputlar: ve piiskiillii 187 adet fesleri belirli sartlarda
ihale edilmistir. 10 Aralik 1905’te ihale sartlar1 hazirlanmis, istenilen kiyafetlerin numune
ve Olclistine uygun olmaz ve belirtilen siirede teslim edilmez ise iade edilecegi ve karsi
tarafin zarar ziyan davasinda bulunamayacagy, s6z konusu siirede teslim edilmez ise piyasa
fiyatina gore dogacak fiyat farkinin karsi taraftan tahsil edilecegi belirtilmistir. Teslim edilen
elbiselerin bedeli Sivas mal sandigindan karsilanacaktir. 6 Ocak 1906’da ihale Sivas Sanayi
Mektebi'ne verilmistir. Karar Dahiliye Nezaretine bildirilmistir (BOA, DH.TMIK.S. 62-44.)

Balkan ve Birinci Diinya Savas: yillarinda mektebin insa masrafinin ¢iktig1 biitce
fasillar1 arasinda miinakale yapilmasima dair yazismalardan anlasilmistir. 1914 ve 1916
vilayet hususi biitcelerinde Sivas Sanayi Mektebi insaat masrafi i¢in biitge fasillar1 arasinda
miinakale yapilmistir (BOA, DH.UMVM. 22-16; DH.UMVM. 22-11). 1917 yilinda mektep
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ogrencileri ve hizmetlileri i¢in askeri firinlardan ekmek alinmistir (BOA, DH.UMVM. 22-
18).

Sivas Sanayi Mektebi'nin Muallim ve Diger Goérevlileri

Arsiv taramasinda Sivas Sanayi Mektebi muallimleri hakkinda fazla bir sey
bulunamasa da 1907 tarihli salnameye gore miidiir Hikmet Bey, miidiir muavini Ahmet
Cevdet Bey, sandik emini Ahmet Efendi, ser mubassir Nuri Efendi, mubassir Ahmet Efend,i,
marangoz ve kundura ve terzihaneler memuru Mahmut Efendi, kunduraci ustas1 Ali
Efendi, marangoz ustas1 Dikran Aga, terzihane ustast Vahan Aga gorevlendirilmislerdir
(“Sivas Salnamesi”, 1907: 60).

Yukaridaki isimler diginda Birinci Diinya Savagi’'nda seferberlik nedeniyle Sivas
Sanayi Mektebi'nden silahaltina alinan bagka isimlere rastlanmistir. Bunlarin silahaltinda
olduklar1 sirada aidat-1 tekaiidiye (emeklilik kesintisi) kesilmeyen sanayi mektebi
muallimlerinin maaslarinin verilmesiyle ilgili baz1 sikintilar ortaya gikmistir. Sivas Sanayi
Mektebi muallimlerinden Kazim Bey seferberlik nedeniyle silahaltina alinmis, maasindan
aidat-1 tekatidiye vermedigini belirtmigtir. Ancak 6 Eyliil 1914 tarihli kanun geregince idare-
i hususiye biitcesinden maas alip aidat-1 tekaiidiye versin vermesin silahaltina alman
memurlarin 6 Eyliil 1914 tarihli kanun hiitkmii geregince maaslarini alacaklarina dair Sura-
y1 Devlet tarafindan teblig edilen 27 Aralik 1914 tarihli yaziya ragmen maasmin
verilmesinde Sivas’ta tereddiit yasanilmistir. Kazim Bey Sura-y1 Devletin tebliginden 6nce
silahaltina alindig1 icin Sivas’taki tereddiit Dahiliye Nezaretine bildirilmis olup Kazim Bey
maasinin 0denmesi igin Sivas’a tebligatta bulunulmasini istemistir. Nezaret eger istifa
edilmis muallimlik ile iligkisi kesilmis ve yerine baska birisi asaleten baslatilmamais ise
maasinin verilecegini bildirmistir. Ancak yerine birisi tayin edilmisse halefinin ise baslama
tarihine kadar olan siiredeki maasini verilecegini bildirmistir. Kendisinin silahaltina alinma
halefinin ise ise baslama tarihinin bildirilmesi emredilmistir (BOA, DH.UMVM. 135-41-1).
Nitekim kendisinin silahaltina alinma ve selefinin ise baslama tarihi Nezarete bildirilmistir.
Ancak Kazim Bey istifa etmis ve yerine baskasimin alinmis olmasi magduriyet
yaratacagindan onceki memuriyetine denk baska bir memuriyete baslattirilmistir (BOA,
DH.UMVM. 139-49-2;3). Benzer bir sekilde Sivas Sanayi Mektebi ulum-1 diniye muallimi
Omer Efendi de silahaltina alinmis, maasinin verilmesinde tereddiit yasanmustir. Bu
durumda olanlarin yerine daha az bir maagla vekil tayin edilirse ya da arkadaslar1 bu gorevi
yaparsa ailesinin gecimlerini temin i¢in maas verilmesi karar1 Sivas’a bildirilmistir (BOA,
DH.UMVM. 9-39).

Sivas Sanayi Mektebi Ogrencileri

Arsiv arastirmasinda Sivas Sanayi Mektebi 6grencilerine dair herhangi bir listeye
simdilik ulasilamamis ancak cesitli sebeplerle bazi Ogrenciler hakkinda yazismalar
yapimistir. Eyliil 1913'te Malatyali olan Abdullah Mehmet Malatya’ya yakin ve kimsesiz
diye Sivas Sanayi Mektebi'ne kabul edilmek ic¢in miiracaatta bulunmus, fakat mektebin
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biitcesinin yetersizligi ve yatacak yatagi bulunmamasi sebebiyle kayit ve kabul edilmemistir
(BOA, DH.ID. 190-6-1). Dénemin ekonomik kosullari mektebe ogrenci kabul edilmesini
etkilemistir.

Balkan ve Birinci Diinya Savaslar1 sebebiyle de baz1 yazismalar elde edilmistir. Sivas
Sanayi Mektebi 6grencisi iken Istanbul Sanayi Mektebi'ne giden {i¢ 8grenci olaganiistii hal
ve okullarmin kapanmasi ile memleketlerine dénmek icin Temmuz 1915'te Dahiliye
Nezaretine bir dilekge ile miiracaat etmiglerdir. Kimsesiz ve zor durumda kaldiklarindan
s0z ederek Sivas’a donmek icin benzerleri gibi yol masraflarmin karsilanmasimi
istemislerdir. Konu ile ilgili olarak atiyye veya baska bir tertibden yol masraflarinin
karsilanmasi icin ilgili yerlere yazi yazilmis ve vilayet hususi biitcesinden verilmesine karar
verilmistir (BOA, DH.UMVM. 78-12).

15 Agustos 1915’te Dahiliye Nezareti sanayi mektebi bulunan vilayetlere genel bir
emir vermistir. Bu emirde Balkan Savaglari dolayisiyla Istanbul’a gelen muhacir
cocuklarimin sefalet icinde sokaklarda dolastiklar1 belirtilerek bu sene mektebe
kaydedilecek ¢ocuklarin yiizde otuzunun bu muhacir ¢ocuk ve yetimlerinden alinacagin
bildirilmistir. Buna gore sanayi mektebi bulunan vilayetlerin ka¢ 6grenci alacaklarinin
bildirilmesini istemistir (BOA, DH.UMVM. 78-14-3). Sivas’tan 100 6grenci kabul edilecegi
bildirilmistir (BOA, DH.UMVM. 78-14-25).

Birinci Diinya Savas: sirasinda 13 Subat 1916’da Sivas Sanayi Mektebi demircilik
kismindan mezun isimleri verilmeyen dort 6grencinin bu meslegi ilerletmek icin Avrupa’ya
gonderilmelerine karar verilmistir. Avrupa’da hangi mektebe gitmelerinin uygun olacag:
ve kabul sartlar1 Sivas valiligi tarafindan merkeze sorulmustur. Konu Ticaret ve Ziraat
Nezaretine sorulmus, Nezaret Almanya veya Macaristan’da bir mektep veya ishaneye
gonderilmelerinin uygun olacagimi bildirmistir. Avrupa’ya gonderilecek Ogrencilerin
muayene edilerek viicutlarmin demircilige uygun olup olmadig: anlagildiktan sonra
Harbiye Nezareti tarafindan askeri kurumlarda istihdam edilmek {izere Avrupa’ya
gonderilmeleri kararlastirilmistir. Muayene edilmis ve uygun olduklar bildirilmistir. Fakat
daha sonra sebebi aciklanmamakla birlikte bu 6grencilerin Harbiye Nezareti tarafindan
Avrupa’ya gonderilmesinden vazgegilmis ve askeri kurumlarla haberleserek 6grencilerin
ozel bir sekilde Avrupa’ya gonderilmelerine miisaade edildigi takdirde aylik {icretlerinin
verilecegi ifade edilmistir (BOA, DH.UMVM. 79-2). 28 Nisan 1919 tarihinde Sivas valiligi
Berlin’de bulunan Yusuf oglu Ahmet'ten haber alinamadig; i¢in ailesi tarafindan verilen
dilekge tizerine ne durumda oldugu hakkinda bilgi istemistir. Ancak simdilik ne cevap
verildigine dair bilgi bulunamamistir (BOA, HR.SYS. 2653-9).

Sivas Sanayi Mektebi demirci kisminin ikinci sif grencisi Mehmet Hayri Istanbul
Sanayi Mektebi'ne kabul edilmesi i¢in tahsil derecesini beyan eden tasdiknamesini almis ve
Istanbul’a gitmistir. Durum valilik tarafindan Dahiliye Nezaretine 30 Haziran 1916’da
bildirilmistir (BOA, DH.UMVM. 78-20).
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Birinci Diinya Savasi sirasinda Erzurum ve Trabzon isgal edilmistir. Bu nedenle 20
Mart 1916’da Sivas valiligi Erzurum, Trabzon sanayi mekteplerinden Sivas Sanayi
Mektebi'ne gelen talebelerin sayisinin artmasi dolayisiyla mektebin idaresinin giiclestigi
belirtilerek Ogrencilerin iaselerinin karsilanmas: igin genel biitceden Sivas’a yardim
yapilmasim istemistir (BOA, DH.UMVM. 143-30). Erzurum ve Trabzon'dan gelen
ogrencilerin ihtiyaglar1 Sivas hususi biitgesinin sanayi mektebi faslindan karsilandigindan
mevcut biitge faslina yapilan yazismalar sonunda zam yapilmistir (BOA, DH.UMVM. 144-
15).

Sonug¢

Osmanli Devleti yikilis1 engellemek ve Avrupa’nin bilim ve teknolojisini almak icin
bir yandan sanayilesmeye calisirken diger yandan egitimde yenilikler yapmistir. Bu
yenilikleri yaparken donemin savas ve toprak kayiplari sebebiyle kimsesiz kalan ¢ocuklarin
bakim ve egitimi 6nemli bir sosyal mesele olmustur. Mektep adin1 verdigi egitim kurumlari
disinda kimsesiz ¢ocuklarin egitimini bastan itibaren barinma ve bakimlariyla birlikte ele
almis ve gesitli kurumlar meydana getirmis, bir nevi denemeler yapmistir. Bunlardan ilki
Tuna valisinin agtig11slahhaneler olup ¢ocuklarin bakimi ve egitimi birlikte diistintilmiistiir.
Bu cocuklar 6zellikle teknik ve mesleki egitime yonlendirilerek o zamanki ifadesiyle sanayi
egitimi verilerek sanayilesmek i¢in teknik eleman yetistirilmeye calisilmistir. Zaman iginde
sanayihane, mekteb-i ulum-1 sanayi, sanayi mektebi, darii’-sanayi, 1slahhane, yetim mektebi
gibi isimlerle adlandirilmistir. 1894’e kadar basibos bir dénem gecirmis olan bu mektepler
kimsesizlerin sigmagi haline gelmistir. 1909 ve 1911 yilindaki diizenlemelerle vilayet sanayi
mektepleri bir standarda kavusturulmak istenmis fakat savaslar, ekonomik sikintilar ve
yetismis eleman eksiklikleri sebebiyle istenilen diizeye ulasamamuistir. Sivas'ta da 1868
yilinda 1slahhane ac¢ilmis, ancak 1872’den sonra herhangi bir bilgi ve belgeye ulasilmamais
olmasi mektebin kapanmis oldugunu diisiindtirmiistiir. Clinkii 1894 yilinda Sivas’ta sanayi
mektebi agilmas1 girisimi ekonomik sebeplerle gerceklesmemis, binasi depremden zarar
gore Sivas Askeri Riistiye Mektebi'ne devredilmistir. 1903 yilinda tekrar yapilan girisim ile
mektep agilmus, agilisi ile ilgili yazismalarda islahhane, sanayi mektebi, darii’s-sanayi gibi
ifadeler disinda salnamede yetim mektebi ifadesi kullanilmistir. Bu durumun sebebi sanayi
mektepleri ile ilgili diizenlemenin yapilamamis olmasidir. Ebuzziya Tevfik’in dedigi gibi
muhtemelen Sivas'ta da kimsesiz cocuklarmn siginagi haline gelmis mektebin acilist
gerceklesmemistir. Ayni donemlerde 1899'da dariileytam talimati ile ortaya c¢ikan
dartileytamlarda da kimsesiz ¢ocuklarin egitim ve bakimu birlikte ele alinmistir. Bu yonde
sanayi mektepleri ile dariileytamlar ayni islevi tastyan bir kurum gibi gortiliirse de yetimler
evi anlamina gelen ayr1 bir kurumun kurulmak istenmesi sanayi mektebinin kimsesizlerin
siginagl olmaktan kurtarilmak istendigini gostermektedir. Bununla birlikte 1903’te acilan
Sivas Sanayi Mektebi'nin salnamelerde yetim mektebi olarak ifade edilmesi ayni anlayisin
hentiz degismedigini gostermektedir. Bu bakis sanayi mekteplerinin modern bir teknik
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egitimin verildigi orta veya iist diizey mektepler haline doniismesini engellemistir. 1909
yilinda Dersaadet Sanayi Mektebi Nizamnamesi ve 1911 Tertibat1 ile vilayet sanayi
mektepleri modern bir teknik egitimin verildigi mektepler haline dontstiiriilmek
istenilmistir.

tist diizeyde bir kurum haline getirilmeye ¢alisilmistir.

Bu calismalara ragmen savas, ekonomik sikintilar, kadro yetersizlikleri sebebiyle
istenilen verim alinamamistir. Sivas Sanayi Mektebi de donemin kosullarindan
etkilenmistir.
