Therefore, we can say that every lover desires connection and fears parting,
so he lives between these two wings between connection and parting as a

distance from God, as proximity has pleasure, longing and happiness, and
distance from God has heartbreak, regret and the pain of parting, and some
poets deal with junction and parting through his relationship with his
relatives with whom he lived for many years, and the connection between
them was like a strong rope, and then the days went by. Then the days
passed and the situation changed, and the near became far away, so
separation, longing and nostalgia for the past arose, and some of them
wrote about the parting of a certain age stage, such as the parting of youth,
and some of them wrote about the parting of freedom and the meanings of
life, then the situation changed and turned into a dictatorship, so he cries
over the parting of freedom and yearns for the memories of the sweet days
of freedom, and then the situation changed and turned into a dictatorship.
Among the poets, many of them are those who specialize in connection and
parting with the love of women, so the whole world for him is only his
beloved, if she reaches him, life returns to him, and if she leaves him, he
cries with heartbreak and wishes to meet death, so he writes poetry in the
hope of connection and proximity, and if obstacles and obstacles appear,
the separation appears and the pain, longing and memories that follow it.

Ibrahim Naji was born in Cairo in 1898, and studied medicine, he was very
cultured, he grew up in a cultured environment, as his father loved literature
and reading, and Ibrahim Naji took from the ancient Arabic culture, so he
studied performances and rhymes and read the books of Al-Mutanabbi, Ibn
Rumi, Abu Nawas and others of the masters of Arabic poetry, and also took
from Western culture, reading the poems of Shelley, Byron and others of
the Romantics of Western poetry. He joined the Apollo School in 1932,
which produced an elite group of Egyptian and Arab poets who were able
to liberate the modern Arabic poem from the classical shackles, fantasies
and inherited rhythms. Naji was a poet inclined to romanticism, i.e. love and
loneliness, and was famous for his sentimental poetry. He was an agent of
the Apollo Poetry School and later headed the Literary League in the 1940s.
Ibrahim Naji has a number of poetry books such as: Diwan (Behind the
Cloud), Diwan (Cairo Nights), Diwan (In the Temple of the Night), and Diwan
(The Wounded Bird), and he has many literary works, especially in the art of
storytelling, including: (City of Dreams) and (Realize Me, Doctor), and one
researcher counted fifty stories published between 1933 and 1953. In
addition to this, he has other works in various fields such as psychology,
sociology, the art of biographies, general thoughts, and translations from
English, French, and Russian.

Ibrahim Naji's poetry is characterized by sadness and pain, and he was
greatly affected by the parting of his beloved, and then the parting of
political freedom in Egypt after the 1952 revolution. He was greatly affected
by the separation of his beloved, and then the separation of political
freedomin Egypt after the 1952 revolution.
