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Agirhkh olarak ekonomi, glizel sanatlar, hukuk, isletme, psikoloji, siyaset bilimi ve kamu ydnetimi,
sosyoloji ve uluslararasi iliskiler alanlarinda makaleler kabul eden AURUM Sosyal Bilimler Dergimizin
2024 yili Haziran sayisi ile sizlerle birlikteyiz. Dergimizin bu sayisinda birbirinden degerli bes arastirma
makalesine ve bir kitap elestirisine yer verdik.

Bu sayimizin ilk makalesi hukuk alanindan. Calisma“insan Haklari Bilincini Gelistirmeye Yénelik Bir‘Street
Law’' Dersi” (A “Street Law” Course Experience for Raising Human Rights Awareness) basligini tasimakta.
Meltem Yilmaz tarafindan gerceklestirilen bu calismada, ‘street law’ tipi hukuk klinigi derslerinin gerek
hukuk 6grencileri gerekse toplumda insan haklari bilincinin gelistirilmesine katkisi agisindan irdelenmesi
hedeflenmistir. Calisma sonucunda street law tipi hukuk klinigi derslerinin hukuk fakiltesi egitiminin
son yillarinda se¢meli ders olarak verilmesinin en verimli secenek oldugu kanaatine ulasiimis; ayrica
lise ve ortaokul 6grencilerinin kazanimlar agisindan verimi arttirmak icin ilgili derslerin aktif 6grenme
yontem ve teknikleri agcisindan gelistirilmesinin dnemi vurgulanmistir.

Bu sayimizda yer alan ikinci calismamiz ise “Bir Epik Anlati Olarak Taht Oyunlari’'nda Savas ve Baris”
(War and Peace in Game of Thrones as An Epic Narrative) bashgini tasimaktadir. Psikoloji alanindan
olan bu calisma Busra Alparslan tarafindan gerceklestirilmistir. Calismanin amaci, bir poptler kultir
anlatisi icinde bir epik olarak kabul edilebilecek Taht Oyunlari dizisindeki savas ve baris temalarini
incelemektir. Sonucta Taht Oyunlari’nin geleneksel epik anlatilardan biraz farkli oldugu ortaya ¢ikmistir.
Dizinin anlatisinda yer alan “hakli savas sdylemi” gibi klasik temalar zaman zaman kendini g&sterse de
geleneksel yaklasimdan farkl olarak savasin sanl bir eylem olmadiginin da vurgulandigi gorilmstdir.

Sayimizin ticlincii calismasi Ayca Ugur ve Kemal Ozkan Yilmaz tarafindan kaleme alinan, “Design Thinker
Profile —insan Odakli Tasarim Olceginin Tiirkceye Uyarlanmasi” (Adaptation of the “Design Thinker Profile”
Scale into Turkish) baslkli, insan kaynaklari alanindan bir calismadir. isminden de anlasilabilecegi gibi
calismanin amaci, Chesson (2017) tarafindan gelistirilen “Design Thinker Profile — insan Odakli Tasarim
Olceginin Tirkceye uyarlanarak, gecerlilik ve giivenirliginin belirlenmesidir. Sonucta, dlcedin Tiirkce
gecerlik ve glvenirlige sahip oldugu bulunmustur.

Dergimizde yer alan bir diger calisma, “Organik Ulasim Stratejisi Baglaminda istanbul'da Deniz Yolu
Toplu Tasimaciliginin Gelistirilmesi” (Development of Maritime Public Transportation in istanbul in the
Framework of Organic Transportation Approach) bashgini tasimaktadir. Ceyhun ilsever ve Ayse Buse Ciliz
tarafindan gerceklestirilen calismada, ulasimda entegrasyon, erisilebilirlik ve yonetisim yaklasimlarindan
birisi olarak gelistirilen organik ulasimin ilkeleri ve &lciitleri dogrultusunda istanbul'da kent ici deniz
yolu toplu tasimaciliginin gelistirilmesi icin somut Onerilerde bulunulmasi amaglanmistir. Sonucta,
istanbul'da deniz yolu ulagsimina olan talebi artirmak amacl belli basliklar altinda éneriler gelistirilmistir.




Bu sayimizda yer alan son calisma psikoloji alanindandir. Ecem Kiran, Yaren Erdogdu ve Naci Can
Siimengen tarafindan gerceklestirilen calisma, “Yeme Tutumlar ile Oz Sefkat Arasindaki iliskinin
incelenmesi” (Examining the Relationship Between Eating Attitudes and Self-Compassion) bashgini
tagimaktadir. Calismada, bashgindan da anlasilabilecegdi gibi, yeme tutumlari ile 6z sefkat arasindaki iliski
incelenmis ve bu iliskinin kronik ve psikolojik rahatsizliklar acisindan degerlendirilerek klinik olmayan
orneklemdeki yayginhgi arastinlmistir. Sonucta bozulmus yeme tutumlariile 6z sefkat diizeyleri arasinda
anlamli derecede negatif bir iliski oldugu bulunmus; buna ek olarak, psikolojik bir rahatsizlik tanisi almis
olan katilimcilarin 6z sefkat diizeylerinin anlamli derecede dusiik oldugu, kronik bir rahatsizligi olan
katilimcailarin ise olmayan katilimcilara kiyasla anlamli derecede bozulmus yeme tutumlarina sahip
oldugu tespit edilmistir.

Sayimizda yukarida kisaca 6zetlenen arastirma makalelerine ek olarak, bir tane de kitap elestirine
yer verdik. Ahmet Tugsad Dogukan ve Fatih Dag, Thomas Piketty'nin “Nature, Culture et Inégalités”
isimli kitabini degerlendirmislerdir. Degerlendirmelerine gore, Piketty bu kitabinda sosyoekonomik
farkliliklarin  karmasik dinamiklerini inceler, belirlenimci olarak tanimlayabilecegimiz geleneksel
varsayimlari sorgulayip, esitsizligin nedenleri ve evrimi hakkinda yenilikgi bir bakis acisi sunar. Geleneksel
varsayimlar altinda bireysel yetenekler veya kaynak donanimi gibi dogal faktorler vurgulanirken, Piketty
bu faktorlerin aksine, tarih boyunca esitsizligin seyrinde siyasi ve sosyal glgclerin daha etkili oldugunu
savunur.

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We are happy to present you the June 2024 issue of our AURUM Social Sciences Journal, which mainly
accepts articles in the fields of economics, fine arts, law, business administration, psychology, political
science and public administration, sociology and international relations. We have included five valuable
research articles and one book review in this issue.

The first article of this issue is on the field of law. The study is titled “A Street Law Course Experience for
Raising Human Rights Awareness"”. This study by Meltem Yilmaz aims to examine the contribution of
‘street law’type legal clinic courses to increase of human rights awareness among both law students and
society. As a result of the study, the author finds that giving street law-type law clinics as elective courses
in the last years of faculty of law education is the most efficient option; in addition, the importance of
enhancing the courses in terms of active learning methods and techniques was emphasized in order to
increase efficiency concerning high school and secondary school students’achievements.

The second study in this issue is “War and Peace in Game of Thrones as An Epic Narrative”. This study
from the field of psychology was conducted by Bisra Alparslan. The aim of the study is to investigate
to examine the war and peace themes in the TV series Game of Thrones, which can be considered
as an epic a popular culture narrative. This study’s results reveals that Game of Thrones somewhat
differs from traditional epic narratives. Although classical themes like “just war discourse” pops on
and off throughout the show, it is also emphasized that, unlike the traditional approach, war is not
a glorious act.

The third study in this issue is from the field of human resources titled “Adaptation of the “Design Thinker
Profile” Scale into Turkish” by Ayca Ugur and Kemal Ozkan Yilmaz. As the title suggests, the aim of the
study is to adopt“Design Thinker Profile” scale developed by Chesson (2017) to the Turkish and to assess
its validity and reliability. The results show that the scale has validity and reliability in Turkish.

Another study in our journal is titled “Development of Maritime Public Transportation in Istanbul in the
Framework of Organic Transportation Approach”. The study conducted by Ceyhun ilsever and Ayse Buse
Cihz aims to make concrete suggestions for the development of urban maritime public transportation
in Istanbul in line with the principles and criteria of organic transportation, which is developed as one of
the approaches to integration, accessibility, and governance in transportation. As a result, the authors
propose some suggestions under specific headings to increase the demand for maritime transportation
in Istanbul.

The last study in this issue is from the field of psychology. The article by Ecem Kiran, Yaren Erdogdu
ve Naci Can Siimengen is titled “Examining the Relationship Between Eating Attitudes and Self-




Compassion”. As its title suggests, this study aimed to examine the relationship between eating attitudes
and self-compassion and to investigate the prevalence of this relationship in a non-clinical sample
by evaluating it in terms of chronic and psychological disorders. As a result, a statistically significant
negative relationship between disordered eating attitudes and self-compassion levels is found; in
addition, results shows that the self-compassion levels of participants diagnosed with a psychological
disorder were significantly lower, while participants with a chronic disease had eating attitudes that
were significantly disordered compared to participants without a psychological disorder.

In addition to the research articles briefly summarized above, we have also included a book review
in this issue. Ahmet Tugsad Dogukan and Fatih Dag reviewed Thomas Piketty’s “Nature, Culture et
Inégalités” book. According to the reviewers, in this book, Piketty examines the complex dynamics
of socioeconomic disparities, questioning traditional assumptions that can be characterized as
deterministic and offering an innovative perspective on the causes and evolution of inequality. While
traditional assumptions emphasize natural factors such as individual abilities or resource endowments,
Piketty argues that contrary to these factors, political and social forces have been more influential in the
course of inequality throughout history.

We hope you enjoy reading our journal, which includes studies from different fields of social sciences.
