Therefore, the aim of the study is to discuss the changing 

reality of individuals and consumption in modern society in line with the thoughts of theorists 

within the framework of culture, art and aesthetics. As a result of the study; It has been seen that 

capitalism, which starts with the economic field and tries to rationalize many areas of life, paci-

fies the individual, who is a social subject, and integrates it into the system. It has been concluded 

that art, which is a cultural phenomenon, is under its own domination by commodifying it. 
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
