Kyrgyzstan is famous for its stunning natural
landscapes, and nature-based festivals celebrate the country's outdoor
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beauty and environmental conservation. The Issyk-Kul Festival, held near the
famous Issyk-Kul Lake, features water sports, traditional dance, and
activities related to the natural world.

Festivals are an important tool for social, cultural, and economic
development. Therefore, supporting and developing festival activities is a
strategically important task for the state and society.Festivals are not just
entertainment events; they play an important role in various aspects of
society. Festivals have a significant economic impact on the region where
they are held. In addition to the direct revenue from ticket sales and on-site
services, festivals stimulate tourism by attracting additional visitors to the
region (e.g., the Kymyz Bazaar Festival). Thus, we can say that festivals also
play a role in promoting tourist destinations and local products, creating a
unique image for the region (e.g., the Kyzyl Oruk Apricot Festival). This leads
to increased demand for local goods and services, as well as for hotel and
restaurant services. Festivals also contribute to the creation of new jobs and
the development of small and medium-sized businesses.
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
