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ABSTRACT:

Socialist feminism (materialist feminism) studies the oppression and victimization of
women by men, society, its system and institutions, dominant culture and even history. This
theory claims that the origins of women’s oppression should be considered from historical,
cultural and social perspectives all of which are basically dominated by patriarchal norms.
However, socialist feminist theory is perceived as essential to the struggle for the liberation of
all women and the destruction of capitalism. For this purpose, it derives its direction and

strength from both the feminist movement and the socialist movement.
